Fvioestry the Canadian system of grain
inspection, by which all grades are fixed under
tho authority of the Central Government at
Ottawa, whilo at times it may have its disad.
vautages, is a vast improvement upon the
United States systemn of every state controling
its own inspection. There is a never ceasing
wrangle hetween different sections there over
grain grades, and even with an honest effort
muade t “uit the wants of the locality, a system
of inspection is sure to have its army of oppo-
nents and kickers at ontside points, from which
shipments come, and an illustration of the old
school lesson of *¢ The old man and his ass,” is
furnished from time to time.

But the Canadian system has also the great
advantage, that inspectors are not mere politi-
cal partizans, to be changed with the changes
of administration, asis teo frequently the case
in the United States. Iuspectors here are
selected after careful examination as to their
competency, by a board of competent exami-
ners, and their appointments are made by the
Dominion Departmcot of Inland Reveaue,
while their time of office lasts while they per-
form their duties in a competent manner. A
Canadian Inspector is thus placed in a position
where he does not require to trim his inspection
to suit avy political breeze, while his working
under a board of competent examiners, who
decide all appeals against his inr zction, furn-
ishes a complete guarantee against his being
arbitrary, or falling into any fossilized rut in
doing his work.

The svstem of track sub inspectors, such as
arc appointed in places like Chicago, and too
much under the influence of political pressure
also, docs not scem to work smoothly, aund there
will crop out from time to time proofs that com-
peteace was not the principsl aim in their
selection and appointmeat. In one instance
lately a firm of Chicago commission men re-
fused to accept the imspec a of the track
inspectors on a consignment ot cora, and called
for are-iuspection by the chicf iuspector. That
official raised 27 out of 50 cars from No. 3 to
No. 2 grade and on an appeal being made to
the Board’s committee of appeals the remaining
23 cars were similarly raised. Surlian instance
as that shows clearly, that in Chicago anyhow,

Ox the relative output of iron and steel pro-
ducts in Great Britain and the United States,
Bradstreet’s of the 17th instant, has the fol-
lowing:

¢ Statistics of the number of sons of iron and
steel produced in the United States and Great
Britain for 1589 furnish good ground for belief
that, on the whole, our domestic steel and iron
industrics aggregate an annust output about
equal to that of Great Britain—a noteworthy
fact in tho industrial development of the two
nations. Qur production of pig iron hasin.
creased from 5.633,329 in 1886 to 7,603,642
gross tous in 1889, while in Great Britain the
gain is from 6,870,665 to 8,245,336 gross tons.
In steel rails the gain here is from 1,600,537
tons in 1886 to 2,139,640 tons in 1887, witha
decline to 1,522,204 gross tons in 1889. In
Great Britain the production of steel rails in
1886 was 730,343 gross tons, in 1887 it was
1,021,847 tons, and last year 943,048 tons. In
this country the output of Bessemer steel ingots
gained from 2,269,190 to 2,930,204 gross tons
last year, and in Great Britain from 1,570,520
to 2,140,793 gross tons.”

If it be true, as atated some months ago by
another prominent trade journal of the United
States, that the tariff has now becoms in many
cases & burden upon, instead of an aid to the
iron and steel industries, a freer system of
trade intercourse with other countries would
raise the United States very soon to the position
of by far the greatest producer of iron and
steel manufectures. Every now and again,
the complaint of manufacturers of cutlery and
other goods can be heard against a tariff, which
raises tho price of their raw material to an ex-
tent which makes i almost impossible for them
to compete in export markets. Then the bur-
dens upon imported ores for the manufacture
of Bessemer steel, are undoubtedly a check
Evi.
dently the United States tariff web is so tangled
with conoflicting protected interests, that it iz
becoming difficult in many instances to know

whether protectign or & hurden heg been ver

ceived from it. Still many of those who suffer
deceive themselves with the false idea that
they are protected. The wholesituation proves
the truth of Scott’s couplet:—

*“QOh! what a tangled web we weave,

When first we practice to deceive.”

A PLEASING contrast to how nations with
high protective tariff’ distribute a surplus of
revenue is to be found in the budget of the
British Chancellor of the Exchequer, Mr.
Goschen. He employs threo and a half million
pounds sterling in reducing postage rates to
India and tho colonies, in abolishing the duty
on gold and silver plate and iu securing a re.
vision of the Greek import tariff on British
goods, whereby British exporters secure easier
access to the markets of that country. Every
shilling is expended upon something calculated
to extend British export trade, while at the
same time he adds sixpence a gallon to the duty
on spirits, a branch of trade he evidently does
not want to encourage too much. A similar
surplus la the United States would te employ-
ed in subsidizing tariff’ bolstered undertakings,
that required such artificial props to keep them
falling and crushing their creators or projectors,
and in otherwise pandering to a national sclfish-
ness, which has reduced one of the wealthiest
commercial pations the world hasseentoa
fourth or fifth placs in the export trade of the
world.

Commenting on the fact that two and a half
millions sterling of this surplus came from ia.
creased revenne from duties on beer, wine and
spirits, the consumpt of which last year showed
a very .marked increass, the British Trade
Jourgal has the following rather cynical para-

raph :—

s ‘f%uch a circumstance has not occurred since
1874, when a great drinking year occu:red
simultaneously with a year of great commercial
prosperity. That tho renewed activity in trado
which began with last year should again have
been followed by a large increase in revenue
from excise and customs duties on alcohol, gives
color to the statement that the comimunity has
‘a habit of toasting its trading prosperity in
strong drink, and that strict temperance
priuciples go by the board when wagesand
arofibs are high. Our temperence, thercfore,

simply the penance wo do—the offering wo
make to propitiate fate—when commercial and
{ndustrial cnterpriteg fail”

RAILWAY OUTLETS.

It is rather ‘early in the season yot to allow
of any definite caleulations being mado upon
the grain crop of the Canadian Northwast for
1890, and still thero are spezial symptoms al.
ready visible which indicate a heavy comiog
crop. In the first place the ncreage sown this
year is far in o«ccss of that of ary provious
year, there being somewhere between one
million and one million and a quarter acres of
wheat, oats and barley sown in Mauitoba and
the Territories. Of course, judging by the
experience of last year's crop we might havea
very large acreage in crop, and still have a
comparatively small surplus of grain for export.
But the causes which led to this shortcoming
in 1889 do not exist this year, In 1889 the
grain sown in April and carly in May was put
into a soil as dry as powder in most instances,
and lay thero in that dry state until latein
June before it sprouted, owing to continucd
drought. In fact more than one third of the
area sown never did make sufficient growth to

g =

promise a crop, and was plowed under, while’

the balance, except in exceptional cases, with
the aid of a few light showers yiclded buta
short crop at best, and generally not half an
averugo one.

The crop of 1890 has met with the most
favorable circumstances in the beginning of the
season. Scavcely was wheat sceding finished
wheun the sleet and rnins of the second and
third week of May thoroughly saturated the
ground all over the country, and coused the
sprouting of practically every kernel of sound
grain sown ; and it must be remembered that,
the short crop of 1889 was all over a magnificent
sample, so that this year no damaged wheat has
been sown, and a healthy strong growth from
the start has been secured. Thero is still
suflicient moisture in the soil to keep up a
vigorous growth until well on in Juae, and after
that only the occasional local showers are
necessary to insure anabundant crop. In short
all danger of serfous injury to crops from
drought is gone, and only the injury thav
might result from an early fall frost is to be
feared. Such injury while it might affect the
quality of a portion of the wheat crop, is not
likely to materially reduce the aggregate pro-
duced; and when we take into consideration
the fact that it would require but littls over a
half full yield all over to give the Northwest a
surplus of grain for export of over fifteen
millions of bushels, we can seo the wisdom of
looking ahead to sce how this surplus is to be
carried to eastern markets with that prompti-
tude that will avoid serious business inconveni-
ence.

Last week again warmer weather and warm
rains have made a wonderful improveirgat on
everything in the way of crops, and growth is
both rapid and strong. It may ba stated with
truth that on the birthday of Victoria in no
year of the history of Manitoba have the crops
of different grains had such a start towards an

. sbondant yicld as they hiave this year, so that

a caleulation short of a full crop is not a safe
ono to make,

Few people here will soon forgoet the eorious
grain block of 1887.8, when the only outlet was
the Canadian Pacific railway, and yot witha
compoting lino now in the country, a full crop
of grain in 1890 would bring about a worse
state of affairs than was then experienced. The
managemeont of tho C.P.R aronow ina position
to grapplo with a heavy grain oxport in 4
manner in which they could not then, and the
Norvthern Pucific and its connections could
donbtlcss handlo quite a heavy share, although
tha route via Duluth and the Lakes requires
vastly improved elevator facilities at Sarnia
before it can be of material value as a channel
of grain oxport for this country. But with the
quantity for export more than double what it
was from the crop of 1887, it requires only a
novice in figures to approximate tho paralyzed
state in which grain exporting would be in this
country next winter, if the season turned out
one of gevero snow storms. .

It may be argued that taking such a view as
the above of the near future, is bidding the
devil good morning before we meet him. But
such is not the case, os a careful study from
this view point, and a little prompt action based
upon the adage of “‘prevention being botter
than cure,” muay prevent us from ever having
to make the acquaintance of tho much dreaded
¢0Old gentleman,”

It cannot be considered premature to view
this question of railway outlets as we are likely
to be effected not only for the present but in
future years, for notwithstanding all that can
be said to the contrary, the grain export busi-
nese of this vast country must assume huge pro-
portions within a very few years, even if we
gauge the future by a view of the past,
and remember that in 1881 supplies of
flour had to be imported, as the country was
not raising enough wheat to fced its owan peo-
ple, while one half of the oats used had also to
be imported. It is cvident that our outlets at
present are insufficient, if a full crop is realized
this year, and with the grain acreage doubling
itself in three years, asit has during the past
three, in what state will it be about 1893 or
1894, if we do not have greatly increased export
facilities? The C.P.R, is still our main gate-
way of export, and will continue to be so with
only its present competitors, for both the
Northern Pacific and the Great Northern can
only afford a share of their facilities for this
country, while they have so much to attend to
seuth of the boundary linee A twenty million
bushcl export in one year would overtax all
these outlets, so that we must tlook cagerly for
others. The Duluth and Winnipeg promises
soon to have conncctions with this province,
and that would prove a very valuable addition,
But with that added, a continuation of good
crops would leave us as badly off as ever in two
years. Other roads from the east may secure
conpections here within a few years, but the
velief cach would bring would be only slight,
and they ara rather distant for our possible
wants, )

e outlet that above all others will be of
value to us as an export channel is the Hudson’s

| Bay railway, for thero we would have a route

over which we conld send over all grain pro.

ducts in their purity to the European consumer,
and that is what we will vover be able to guar-
antee, 80 long as oxports have all to pass
through the hands of ecastorn wmiddlomen.
Inspection laws in Canadn and the United
States may be made as strict as possible, and
still it is impossible to provent the products of
the far west from being subjected tc the water-
ing process bofore they leave the Atlantic sea-
board. If our people could only seo what is
dumped on the British market for Manitoba
hard wheat, and flour made from pure Mani.
toba hard wheat, they would give up all hope
of our conntry ever securing t good reputation
in Burope for growing cercals. One British
buyer recently laid down tho correot principle,
that to buy flour made from a pure Manitoba
wheat, you had to buy direct from a North-
western mill, where the cost of importing infer-
ior soft wheat is too great to allow of its boing
used to adulterate. To maintain the. reputa-
tion our products are entitled to, it is thus abso-
lute necessary that we have the Hudson’s Bay
outlet.

The question that is agitating the average
Manitoba mind at present is, when willwe have
this northern outlet. We have had such a
multitude of promises and assurances regarding
its construction that we are to be pardoned for
being skeptical about any promises we now
hear. But there is reason to hope if we only
look in the right divection. That direction is
towards the coming Lominion elections. It
will then bo necessary to secure the Manitoba
seats forr the Government, and the Hudson’s
Bay railway construction is very likely to be
the lever used, if indeed it might not be mude
o financial buttress for election expenses, The
crying wants of the Northwest would never
force the construction of that road, no matter
how loudly they appealed, but political party
exigencies are powerful enough to force any-
thing, and judging from the fact that aid for
the Hudson’s Bay railway is now a matter for
the consideration of the Governor-General-in-
Council, which means for the manipuletion of
Sir John Macdonald and his colleagues, we
need not be surprised if the exigencies of the
case would necessitate the early construction of
that road. If weas a people have to depend
upon such party jugglery to gain what we are
entitled to, leb ussee that we do not bité at
worthless promises as we did last Dominion
election at .he promises of railway monopoly
ceasing. e have had sufficient experience to
make us wise in that respect, and it is to be
hoped that we will allow no sepseless Grit and
Tory balderdash to influence our votes. The
Manitoban who after the last five years® experi-
ence can be charmed with either the Grit or
Tory fiddle requires only his cars lengthened to
make him a2 asscomplete. 7The patriotic Man.
itoban will support the admivistration which
will give most to his own province, even if the
gift isthe outcome of political exigencies, Of
course party suckers will cry out for principle,
but he is a sucker with a capacious gullet who
looks for principle amid the official tomfoolery,
duplicity and rottenncss which exists at Otta-

wa, and which would bo in no way mitigated
by any chauge from Tory to Urit. Manitobans
aim to produce number oue only in wheat, and
let them aim to look after number one only ia
politics.
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w LEGISLATING ON FUTURES,

Wit} tho aid of Boards of Trade and Grain
Exchanges a fairly succossful cffort has been
made within tho past two years to wipe out
bucket shops aud other baraacle institutions,
which cling around the speulativo elements of
trade, and with the succoss which has attended
this offort comes a desiro for legislativo prohi.
bition of gambling contracts in connootion with
such Boards and Exchanges. Of course in®
assailing tho business done un Boards of Trade
and grain oxchanges, a crusade has beon com-
menced against a far stronger power than the
bucket shops wore, and the chances of success
are much more dubious, although there vun be
little if any doubt but a largo proportion of
the so-called trading on such institutions as the
Chicago Board of Trade arc just as much
gambling, as were the ‘‘freezo-out” contraots
handed into and accepted by keepers of bucket
shops. If therefore the legislative power, of
compelling such iostitutions, to reform their
own system of trading, so as to exclude gamb.
ling, could be secured, the key to how to over-
come the difficulty would be found. Unfortun.
ately such icstitutions hold too much influence
at Ottawa or Washington for such repressive
legislation againat them to be easily sccured,
and if it could bo sccured, there are some of
them on which it would be powerless, as the
speculative portion of the membership is far
in excess of that dependant on legitimate
trading, and consequently powerless to inforce
a reform objectionable to a majority of their
members.

But one of the greatest obstacles to legisia-
tion against gambling contracts is the fact,
that bills intended for that purpose have so far
been the hobbies of individual legislators, and
have invariably been framed more with a view
of catching the vote of the masses, and par.
ticularly of the masses of farmers, than of
abolishing or restricting the evils complained
of. Senator Butterworth for instance is ac-
customed to pose as a farmer’s friend, and he
is really more entitled w0 the credit of being
such, than are most the great horde of dem-
agogues who howl loudly over the wrongs aad
oppressions of the honest granger. Stillina
bill which he has brought before the United
States Senate he shows unmislakable signs of
pandering to the granger power. The billis
intended to prevent dealing io futures in con-
nection with all kinds of grasn, farm products,
and the provisions in favor of the farmer, (who
by the way likes to have his own dealin futures
on a small scale), are as follows :—

“The word ‘futures’ shall be understood to
mean any contract or agreement whereby a
party agrees to buy, or agrees to sell and de-
liver, at a future time to another,any of the
articles mentioned in section three of this act,
when at the time of making such coatract or

agreement the party s0 agreeing to make such
delivery is not at the time of making the same
the owner of the article so contracted and
agreed to be delivered: Provided, however,
that this act shall Jot apply to any contracts or
agreements for the future delivery of any of the
said articles made with tho United States, or
any state, county or municipality, or with the
duly authorized officers or agents thereof, nor
to the contracts or agreements made by farm-
ers for the sale and delivery of the articles
aforesaid which are in actual course of produc-

tion by sach farmors ot tho timo of making
such contracts or ngreement.

\We cannot furnish a more torse criticism of
theso provisions, than the following extract
from the American Elevator and Grain T'rade,
a Chicago monthly publication :

“'It is noticeable that the bill discrimioates
and allows tho officers or agents of tho Govera.
ment to do what others are forbidden to do
without paying a tax so heavy as to be prohibi.
sive. The producer also is given tho right to
sell that which he has not, an1 which he may
not be tble to get, but the dealers and others
must pay a tax to sell bsfore the possess the
actual stuff. If the farmer’s crop proves a fail-
ure and grain goep up, he will have to pay the
difference. If the price goes dowan he can buy
and fill his contract,

It is right for the country dealer to buy from
the farmer for future delivery grain which does
not exist, but he must not sell it again, for
that would be illogitimate speculation, gamb.
ling, and an act befitting a habitant of the
g&mbling hells of Baden Baden or Monte

Jarlo.”

It does not require mush of a political or
commercinl economist to forsee, that such
attempts at one nided and demagogueish legis-
lation will never solve this difficult probiem of
how to prevent gambling contracts in con.
nection with commodities traded in on ex-
changes. Legislation of that class requires not
only to be ingeniously conceived and construct-
ed, but also to be based upon justice and
equality, otherwise it must utterly fail in
accomplishing the object for which it is in-
tended, and it will fail worst by its being a
bugbear and nuisance to legitimate trade. Tho
day is past when the king could do no wrong,
and the state is the successor of the king.
What is proclaimed a crime by one individual
must be a crime by another, for in those Demo-
cratic crime like death must level all distinc-

tions.

QUALIFICATIONS OF DIRECTORS.

A measure is to be introduced into the Brit-
ish Parliament this session as to the qualifica.
tions of joint stock company directors, the
provisions of which are doubtless wise in some
points, but truly amuging in others. One wise
provision demands that a director of any com-
pany must fuornish to the Registrar of Joint
Stock companies a certificate from two members
of an incorporated law society, that he hasa
complete practical knowledge of the law re-
lating to public companies. Another provision
calls for a certificate from two chartered accourd
ants, that he is thoroughly poated in book-keep-
ing, and the preparation and auditing accounts
of such companies.

No business man can reasonably object to the
enforcement of the two above provisions,{in so
far as.their aim s ~oncerned, but when a pro-
vision i3 inserted calling for a certificate from
two medical practitioners, to the cffect that the
inteuded director is of sound mind and com-
petent understanding, it does seem as if the
framer of tho bill was stretching a point to get
in o thrust at the insane way in which many
joint stock companics have been mismanaged in
the past. If, however, the measure w«ill have
the effect of improving the management of joint
stock companies, the framer may be pardoned
for the introduction of a little sly irony, and

success may be wished for a measure much
ueeded. .

It seoms as if o littlo loglslation as to joint
stock companies is much wanted in Canade,
not only as to tho qualifications of directors,
although thatis very necessary, the stcol pigeon
director buing as much a nuisanco here as in
Great Britain, butalso as to tho powers of man.
agors, their liabilities as managors and as indi.
viduals, and their moral responsibility for their
compauies, made in accordance with their
judgement, knowledge and consent. If our
law was a little more explicit upon these points
thero would bo much greater safoty to share.
holders in stock companies, and there would te
much less daugerous competition in branches of
trade in which joint stock companies engnge.

It has becomo common piactice now a days
to divide onterprises intc two classes, cno in
which it is perfectly safe for individuals and
firms to embark and risk their capital, e u.
tation and chances of success in life, and another
considered udventurous, if not dangerous, in
which limited liability investments may be
made, but which no prudent man should touch
under any other circumstances, Even men of
undoubted business rectitude view mattersn
this way, and talk of investments in joint stock
concerns a8 money placed there without any
moral responsibility behind it. It is easy to
seo how institutions of this class are liable to
introduce o system of competition into the
branch of trade ie which they are lauuched,
against which the individual or firm cannot
carry on business without reaching ruin. The
officers of a joint stock company may squander
the resources of their company in ill-judged ad.
venture, stupid mismanagement, or reckless
and ruinous competition, and when a crashis
reached and stockholders have lost their invest.
ments, the men who are responsible for all can
walk out free from further financial liabilities,
and in the ordinary busines sense equally free
from moral smirch. With the individual or
firm it is totaily different. Insolvency brought
on by such cavses means littleshort of ruin, and
possibly with the present lack of insolvency
law, to be reduced to something like a commer-
cial vagabond for the balance of a life time. It
can thus be seen what great risk the individual
or firm goes under when entering into a basi.
ness in which they have to compete with mis.
managed joint stock companies.

There can be no doubt, but to compel the
proper qualification of directors of joint stock
companies would mitigate many of the esils
above referred to. The figurc.-head director,
who for a consideration gives his name and
assent to & company’s transactions, withont
taking the care or having the ability to proper
ly scrutinize what ho assents to, is the most
dangerous man in connection with joint stock
concerns, and legislation which would wipe bim
out of existence would he very bereficial, not
only for such companies, but also for trade
generally. Many a rascally swindle is per
petrated in connection with small joint stock
concerus with the aid of a block-headed parsea
or two as directors, to cast an air of respect:
ability and piety over the business; and whe
an exposure docs come, such directors arepitied
for their stupidity or possibly their knavery by

thir confiding flocks. We know of onesuch
concern where with the aid of a plug parsen, s
worthless parasite managed to control a majorily
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of the stock of a trading concorn and clected
himsolf its managor. The concern had becen
prosperous beforo thot, but his mismanage.
ment started it for ruin at a cantor.  With the
aid of his clerical associate he maiotained him.
sclf as manager at a salary far abovo that of his
predecessor, and levied from time to time on
the stock holders for the unpaid balance of
their subscribed stock to poy his exdrbitant
salary. And this is only ono of the many in-
gtancos in which vnscrupulous msnagers with
the aid of incompotent and pliant directors
plunder stockholders.

Surely legislation could be framed which
would prevent such practices as the above
noted, oven if the right of incorporating us a
joint stock company should be denied to muny
institutions which now posscss it. Joint atock
companies were ounly satarted at first in Great
Britain to undertake works too huge for in-
dividuals to handle, but seemingly they have
been drifting downward in their aim, until
nothing is too small to be brought within their
scope, and seemingly the smaller they become,
the more casily and the more liable they are to
dishonest manipulation by dishonest managers
and directors. If a limit were put to their
downward grasp, it might be for the good of
the small investor as well as the honest trader.

A BOOM WANTED,

1t is amusing to note the scheme. and tricks
which have been resorted to of late, to scare
up another real estate boom in Manitoba, and
especially in tho city of Winnipeg. Up to two
weeks ago the Hudson’s Bay railway haluciva-
tion did duty as foundation for a speculative
riso in town lots, and city mud dealers were
for a time quite cocky about prices of lots. It
turned out, however, that almost every pros-
pectivo sale of lots was upon condition of the
aid from the Dominion Government being such
as to insure the canstruction of the H. B. R.
When the question of aid was left to the
Governor-General-in-Council to decide, the
speculative thermomoter fell with a thud, al-
though to many shrewd observers this was con-
.'dered ono of the most hopeful symptoms.
Some frantic attempts have since been made to
raise it from the zero mark, about the most
outrageous of which was the stealthy circula-
tion of the rumor that the Clarendon Hotel
aud a wide stretch of land around it had been
bonght by the C. P. R. company, who had
secured tbe Hudson’s Bay railway charter from
tho Dominion Government, and were going to
commence construction of the road at once.
0f comse every mud dealer located the future
station grounds just to suit ihe land thoy had
for sale, although many of them must have
remembered that one provision connected with
the H. B. R, charter is, that the road can never
bosold to or by amalgamation placed under
the control of the Canadian Pacific railway com.
pany, still the wild cannard was trotted around
to catch any one 50 foolish as to bite.

At the oftice of this journal there is probably
as much kaowledge about the actual trade and
industrial progress of Winnipeg, as can be
found ia any other place in the city, and cer-

* tainly much more than any of our mud dealer
havent their disposal, and an opinion based

upon such knowledge cannot be other, than
that there is no symptom on which to baso any
real catate boom, or to cause any material
chango in present prices. \When it is known
that not twouty per cent. of the rent-producing
proporty of tho city ia to-day payivg cight per
cent. interest on tho assessed value, it mauy
be judged how . much profit there is likoly
to be in the purchase and holding of vacant
lots. Add to this the two facts, that ronts are
still high enough to Le burdensome to men
doing business, and thet of houses and places
of busiuess, there are still quite o few without
tenants; and the intonding investors can judgo
for thomselves what chances of a boom in lots
thereis in a city considorably undor 30,000
population, the capital of a Jarge province con-
taining about 125,000 peop’e, and in and around
which city there are cno'.gh unoccupied lots to
accommodate nw.~'v b.if a million people.

These views of the real estato situation in
Winnipeg may with profit be applied to the
other larger places in the province, by just sur.
rounding them with any peculiar local circumn.
stances which may exist Lhey will not suit
boomsters thero more than here, for they are
not speculative viows in any sense. Thereis
probably not a real cstate agent in Manitoba
who would agree with them, for the views of
such men are based upon the rise and fall of
gpeculative fever, and not upon intrinsic values.
We base our statemants upon intrinsic values
as determined by present and probable future
supply and demand, and it is the inten.
tion that hints as to values based upon
similar culcnlations shall from time to
time appear in Lhis journal, o8 & ::zans of bal-
ancing the tendency to inflation, which is so
carefully fanned by a class who cannot be
classed as aiders in a country’s industrial pro-
gress, but who are in many instances leeches
upon the same. Much of the abuse hurled at
this province after the collapse of the boom of
1881 2 would have been spared, had there been
some influence during these years to check the
speculative madness which existed. To pre-
vent a repetition of this the warning of this
journal will be given in unmistakable tones
from this time forth.

The Great Northern railway has iasued a
new freight tariff from St. Paul to Wiunipeg
in all shipments originating east of St. Paul or
Duluth, The tariff shows a large reduction in
rates.

There has been very little Kfe in monetary
matters ia the city during tho past week. There
has been unothing to call for funds in any now
field, and but for the fact that the volume of
regular trade paper is pretty well increased by
repewals at present,’ banks would huve gome-
what of a plethora of resources. Cash returns
from the country proamise to bo slender fora
few weeks more, 50 that there is not much like-
likood of a cessation of these renewals before
Jupe comes to a close. The splendid crop
weather has clecared away any anxiety there
might have been with a less favorable prospect,
and banking busioess moves along with a con-
fident smocthness. In real estate mortgage
losns new business is still scarce, but by the
end of this week the pressure of spring seeding
and planting will be over, and a renewed
demand for farm loans is expected. There has
been nothing to cause any chauge either in dis-
count or interest rates, which stand as quoted
in last issue.

WINKIPEE WHOLESALE TRADE.

The report from the wholesale trade of the
city for the past wec's is somewhat mixed in
tone, soine branches being cocouraging and
others anythiog bat bright.  Still on the whole
it shows an improvement compared wita the
previous weeks of the month. Io staple lincs
of every day consumpt there has been no im-
provemert, aud business moves along at a very
slow pace. Even in lincs of food commoditics
retailer and consumer appear to have combined
to get along with as little as possible, and the
former keep buying in a hand to mouth fasnion.
In lincs conpected with contracting and build-
fog the report is not much better, and only a
little increased sales of a few lines of goods
heardof Wholesalers in these branches are
feeling disuppointed at the slowness to start,
which bnsiness shows this scason. In some
lipes of season goods there has been = little
more movement, and a decidedly better feeling
pow prevails.  Milder westher has developed
slittle sorting up for immediate wants, and
with the improvemec? in crop prospects some
woontry retailers are more inclived to do a lit-
e carrying of their farmer customers. Siill
there is not the slightest symptom  of reckless
eying as yet, neris there likely to be aoy
dering the summer.  The most discouraging
sympiom is tho searcity of money, and the
meagrencss of cash retorns from the country,
and even the hopeful fecling over the good
crop prospict docs not prevent the complaint
Bpoa this head from being pretty genersl.

WINNIPEG.

WIKAT.

It scems as if the central markets all over
this continent were being ruled by crop reports,
and that other elements usually powerful in
causing fluctuations hold but little away at
present. If for instance the visible supply
was the ruling power a continuation of present
advanced prices could scarcely be maintained.
Thesz prices bave brought out much heavier
receipts all over than was expected, and on
Monday last some people, who had been caleu-
lating on a visible supply decrease of a quarter
million of bushels at least, were a little aston.
ished to learn that the decrease was only
107,000 bushels. Their surprise, however,
did not have any effect on markets, and tne
figures were accepted simnply as an item of un.
interesting statistics. The export demand
scems to have about as much influcoce on mar.
kets as the visible supply, and all interest is
centered in the condition of the growing crop.
Reports as to winter wheat are contradictory,
but the feeling gains {ground that this net of
contradiction only covers up any extent of
damage that few are prepared to admit. From
the spring wheat district again reports are
made more favorable, and from Minnesota and
the Dakotas the news is of the most eacourag-
ing nature. So far as Manitoba is cuncerncd
there never was at this time of the year such a
good crop outlook, and the acreage has increas-
cd greatly since last year. Thus itinay be taken
for granted that the winter wheat crop has
been considerably damaged is not practically
destroyed, while the spring wheat prospect all
over is above an average. In castern Cana-
dian markets the price of hard milling wheat
is just what the holder considers it, as stocks
arcabout all in the hands of millers who re-
quire them for their own use. To fix a price
for this market would also be a difficult task,
2« nobody outside of millers is holding wheat.
At a few outside points some few farmer's
loads were received, and brought 92 to 94c, ac-
cording to quality. But the quantity for sale
io the country is now so small that all interest is
gone {rom stocks and is now centered in the
growing crop.

FLOUR.

The demand from the cast has cased off some-
what daring the past week, and the situation
has a0t been improved by the local demand,
which has also been a little slow. The
fecling all round has thercfore been quict.

allows this to go on, and the time comes when
he finds his habilities running up, his assets
appearing all on his books, and not available,
then he begins to scatter his purchascs, buyes
a bill or two from this firm, two or three from
another, until they become so widely scattered
that he cannot handle them.  If he is dishonest,
he can work in 50 maay goods before the first
comes due that he disposes of them at any
price and puts in his pocket & good round sum,
and gives his creditors what they cap get.  If
he be honest, he can struggle oo month after
month, harrasscd by his small creditors until
he can stand it no longer, and succumbs to the
incvitable.

The manufacturer, if he be in good credit
readily obtains money on his drafts, and not
being obliged to carry the account himself,
Jdocs not hesitate to scll on long time, and him.
sclf overtrading or doing moro business than
his capital warrants, is obliged somctimes to
make a quick turn over aad scll his goods with-
out & profit to realize. Another manufacturer,
not wishing to run any risks, gives a very large
discount for cash, in fact so large that the
profit is about all taken off, and finds at the
cod of the year that he has made very little, if
anythieg. Such is thc{result of our credit
syatem; in fact the result has not half been
told. The remedy is in the hands of the manu.
facturcrs, and is oncof the first things the
associations should take hold of.—Furniture
Dealers’ Journal.

At Carberry wheat is coming in lively and
tho price stands firin at 92 cents for No. 1.

The Carberry Milling Company will supply
the \Winnipeg fire horses with oats, The first
consignment of 500 bushels has been purchased
at 46 cents a bushel.

The mottled appearavce of the inside of
tinned cans, used for preserving vegetables is
due, according to an investigation of Beckuris,
to the formation of compounds with the tin,
which in some instances are sulphur compounds,
derived from tho action of the sulphur con-
tained in many vegetables.

‘In the new process for spinning and weaving
glass into cloth,” says an exchange, “‘the warp
is composed of silk, formiog the body and
groundwork, on which the pattern in glass
appears. Not less than fifty to sixty of the
original glass stands are required to form one
thread of the weft, and not more thaa a yard
of the cloth can be produced in twelve hours.”

On the 10th instantit wasreported that there
were only 4,000,000 pounds of copper at Lake
Superijor and the bulk of this was sold. In
former year there were from 22,000,000 to 28, -
000,000 pounds on hand at the opesing of navi-
gation. It is estimated that at least 70 per
cent. of the entire copper production is manu-
factured into wire for clectrical purposes.—

For titese it is
better to wait until the tradn and fashion papers
have spoken of them and customers ask for
them. Ordinary novolties should be on hand
as soon as the scason opous. It is a poor policy
to defar buying scasonable goods until every
one o~ bought elsowhore. Surah of at Jeust
two , ades and all shades alweys solls. Black
and colored satins are demanded for lining net
and lace dresses. Figured and plain Iudia silks
take well in medium designs and the fashion-
able colors of the season, which vary like the
weather. Amethyst, Iaveander, stem green,
porcela = “lue, old rose, gray and red take well
this season. In white silks ivory, opal and
cream shades in surah, India and faille Fran-
caise are the oftonest asked for.

The chief coloys in demand are old rose,
grayish blue, porcelain tints, stein, grayish and
dark green, golden, red and cigar brown, green-
ish, silver, steel und lead gray, bright red,
amecthyst, Nile, pale blue, ycllow straw, rose,
tan and suede shades.

In black silks have a better grade, as a
woman expects a black silk to last longer and
is therefore willing to pay more it. Do not be
tempted to buy a lot of fancy stripes or
brocades ‘‘because they ave so cheap.”

To speculate is as patural as to think. We
all speculate more or less, our very existence
depending to a certain extent upon the habit of
making due calculation for the oxigencica of the
fuare. .

It is the excesses to which m :n are carried in
the reckless indulgenco in speculation that
make the habit one to be avoided rather than
cultivated. The foresight which enables o
merchant to seize an opportunity and use it to
advantage and profit is commendable, The
alertness of the mind that jumps at the solution
of a perplexing problem is admired. It is
natural and praiseworthy to use all the faculties
with which nature has endowed us in following
& deterinination to win success in any depart-
ment of lifo in which we may be placed or in

any avocation which we have chosen. \When,
howover, the present is hazarded for tho future
that may bring desolation instead of prosperity,
or death instead of life, ib becomes a question
whether such speculation be ot madness, if not
indeed criminal,

Commercinl gambling is the onemy to busi-
uess stability and morality. Liko tho deadly
opiat., when indulged in, the invarisble result
iv the deadening of those sensibilitics and in-
stincts that are the safeguards to probity and
sound business principles. The speculator over
powered by a fascination that grows stronger
with each successive indualgence in the habit,
becumes unfit at length for the roatine of regu-
lar business Jife. Nomer isnt who values his
good name, o has any thought of his hame,
or who wishes to win houorable and lasting
success, will turn aside toquestionable mothods
of making money. A prominent merchant re-
marked a fow days ago, that if ho had all the
money he had lost in *‘sido shows,” he would
be a wealthy man. The merchant refered to
was one eminently successful in his particular
business, but one for whom the temptation to
dabble in outside schemes wes too strong. He
wasted s small fortune in investment in a
patent, and anothe* in real estate, with thou-
sands of dollars in different schemes that held
forth inducemeons of large profite.

The fact that a few have jurmaped from com.
parative poverty to aflluence through a lucky
deal, or a clever speculution, is suflicient to in-
duce others to venturs and often lose all they
possess. So much is heurd of the successful
and so little of the unfortunate ventures, that
the possibility of failure never scems to present
itself to many who trust their happiness toa
twin of the wheel of fortane, .

The merchant will find plenty of opportunity
for legitimate and profitable speculation in his
own busness. By carefully watching his oppor.
tunity in buying, properly gauging his require-
wents and thoroughly npoting the prospects for
future trade and prices, he will be able to build
up a more certain and lasting success than by
wildly rushing into auy outside schenie.—Can-
adian Shoe and Leather Journal.

British Dolumbia Marble.

At Rudge’s marble works, Victoria, two fine
specimens—the one of excellent sandstone, the
other of pure white marble—are at present at-
tracting the admiration of all interested in min-
eralogy.
