Later Mr. Baker saw another phase
of war. In Italy he visited Venice.

An ocecagional soldier and
here and there a lingering civilian
were the only people of whom the
party caught sight of. Only one store,
a lace shop, was noted by the party

When he reached France the war
secretary placed himself in the posi-
tion of an American soldier just ar-
rived at the goal of his ambmon
“over there.”

Begimming at the debarkation ports
Mr. Baker and his party, under the
guidance of General Pershing’s officers,
wllowed the life of an American sol-
dier in France step by step, until they
arrived in an advanced listening post
in front of the American lines,

The whole vast project of American |
operations was mapped out before the |
secretary. 1t representg one of the |
greatest undertakings any nation has |
ever engaged in, and even to the man
under whose hands have passed all
the 'pldns it was amazing because of
its bigness and the 'thoro, workman-
like way in which Gen. Pershing and
his officers are doing their great job.

Unbelievable Project.

The figures of the task are astound-
ing. Those who went with Mr. Baker
over the whole complicated system that |
is being set up say that its size can-
not be grasped except when it is actu-
ally seen. In the single item of ware-
houses for American supplies in stor-
age behind the lines an almost unbe- |
lievable project is being rapidly com-
pleted.

of 1916, according to figures submit-
ted by Mr. Qg& was $4,179,003, and
at the end ~the year 1917 was
$4,427,620. To the end of 1916 Prof.
Swaln’s figures for depreciation were
$4,254,656, or $75,6568 higher than those
submitted by Mr. Agate. The repro-
duction cost, according to his figures,
for bridges, trestles, etc., less sub-
structures, would be $24,472,183,

J. Johnston, civil engineer, submit-
ted figures ‘showing depreciation of
track ties up to 1917 to be $6,840,850.
which figures were $239,950 more than
the figures submitted in Prof. Swain’s
report. The depreciation of station
buildings and fixtures, including shops,
engine houses, etc, was to 1917
$902,315, as against Prof. Swain's fig-
ures of $849,690. These figures were
based on the assumption that tne iife
of station buildings would be 30 years,
From records provided by the C.N.R.,
Mr. Johnston’s figures for depreciation
of station buildings west of Port
Anthur was $638,356, or 44 and three-
tenths per cent.

With the British Armies in Fronce,
April 18.—The loss of Bailleul was
not unexpected,’ for its strategical
value could not compensate for the
lives it would cost to retain it in the
face of the terrible onslaughts the
Germans would be able to bring to
bear against .

A prisoner of the 52nd re-
serve infantry reluctantly paid iribute
to the magnificent fighting of the
British machine gunners who on
March 23 reduced the prisoner’s com-
pany to half strength.

Yet another has served ovef
two months, but is not paid. One of
those mentiored, a lady, 1 was, by
reason of her distress, compelled to pay
out of my own funds, concealing the
fact that the funds were méme. I do
respectfully~ protest that 1 ought not
to have been exposed to this sort of
thing, and I respectfully rep that
the indicated conditions & be
remedied without the loss of a day.”

a challenge, whom Andrassy would
want, as stated many times, to govern
with a horsewhip.”
