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AMERICAN DRY ADVOCATES
"KILL THE BEER AMENDMENT

Prohibition Forces Take Full Control -of ,,Hoﬁse-,--O‘;;pon-
ents Voted Down Without Ceremony---Excited

Occupants of Gallgry

Break Into Applause.

Washington, July 14.—Prohibition
forces took full control in the house
today, refused to permit a vote on a
straight-out motion to repeal the war-
time act, defeated overwhelmingly an
amendment providing for  the sale of
two and three-guarters per cent. beer
and stood solidly against all attacks
on the general enforcement measure.

Just as fast as one “liberal” amend-
ment was offered by - opponents of
prohibition, it was vyoted down with-
out ceremony, always by a triptevote,
for ‘the minority fighting every inch
of ground, demanded a division after
the ayes and nays were called, and
then asked, for tellers. Before the
house gof thru with the first secfion
of the first part of the /three-part bill
there was more disorder on the floor
than at anyi/time this session.

Want Intoxicants Defined.

The disturbance arose first during
an attempt by Representative Blan-
ton, Democrat, Texas, to speak a sec-

‘\gnd time against an amendment which

would have given a jury the right to
define intoxicants, and was increased
during an address by Representative
Gallivan, Democrat, Massachusetis,
who declared members votin dry
should print in the congressional
record exactly ho®" much liguor they
bhad stored in their homes and offices.
The real battle of the day, how-
ever, was over the amendment to de-
fine an intoxicant as a beverage con-
taining more than two and three-
quarters per cent. alcohol, instead of
thore ‘than one-half of one per cent.,
as written in the bill, The amend-
mc‘nt. after a heated debate, was de-
fedted by a record vote of 151 to 90—
this was about the relative decision
on all amendments. Another amend-
ment . by Representative Igoe, Demo-
crat, Missouri, which would have
stricken out all definition of intoxi-
cants, was alsq defeated 128 to 83.
House Roars Disapproval.
There was the utmost confusion at
times, despite vigorous whacks with

the gavel, and some of ‘the prohibi-
tion leaders applauded every move in
their favor. The es, * filled
largely with women and officers of
anti-liquor organizations, broke into
applause when the house roared its
disapproval of two and three-quarters
per cent, beer,

There were many _references ¢o0
President Wilson .during the debate,
and several speakers read that sec-
tion of his message recommending”
repeal of the war time law so far "as
it related to the manufacture and
sale of ;light wines and beer. The
feeling between the factions got sO
bitter at times that the usual cour=
tesy of permitting a member fo revise
and extend his remarks was denied.

The chair was unable at times durs}
ing the speech of Mr, Gallivan to pre-
serve a semblance of-order, and the
galleries joined in the uproar. Stand-~
ing in the centre of the aisle, the
Massachusetts member waved his
arms like a baseball pitcher warming
up for a game, and shouted:

Ottawa, July 14 —Lieut.-Col. John A.
Amyot, M.B,, C.M.G., of Toronto, a
returned soldier, has been appointed
deputy minister of the new depart-
ment of hnlth._ the establishment of
which was at zed in a bill passed
by the house¥f commons at the ses-
sion just closed. Col. Amyot will com-
mence his duties in Ottawa in about
two weeks’' time. ’

Col. Amyot is professor of hygienelof
the University of Toronto, and . direc-
tor of the laboratory of the provincial
health* board, and has had wide ex-
perience in public health work.

He went overseas in May, 1915, with
number four Canadian general hospi-
tal, University of Toronto, and on ar-
rival ia England, owing to his well-
known experience in sanitation, he
was sent to France to take command
of the sanitary section of the first
Canadian division in June, 1915. After
some months there he was placed in
charge of the sanitary organization
of that Canadian corps and was, some
months later, asked for by the head-
quarters - authorities of the w®econd
British army, where he was appointed
A.D.M.S. sanitation in September,
1916, taking charge of the sanitation,
of the area occupied hy that army’
which extended from the North Sea to
well below the Ypres salient apd
Armentieres.

He wae mentioned in despatches
December 31, 1917, and awarded the
C.G.M. January 1, 1918. For the last

GOLD QUARTZ DYKE
NEARLY A MILE LONG

LePas, Man, July 14.—Measuring
twenty feet wide and five thousand
feet in length, a solid dyke of quartz
containing gold has, been found af
Copper Lake, north of hére, by J. P.

AGAINST STRIKES

Premier Points Out Effect of
Strikes on Canadian
Business.

- STABILITY NEEDED

In Ordef to ;;: Sucééafully
Thru Probable Period of

' Depression.

Ottawa, July 14.—Sir Robert Bor-
den has communicated to the press
the following with respect to indus-
trial and Iabor conditions:

“As announced in the governor-gen-
eral's speegh at prorogation, it is the

intention of the government to sum-
mon within a few weeks a representa-

tive conférence for the purpose of an |’

intimate and -friendly discussion of
relations between employers and em-
ployed, and for consideration of the
report of the industrial relations com-
mission.- The provincial governments
will be invited to attend, and the
various organlzafions of employers and
employed will be requested to appoint
representatives. It is hoped that such
a conference will be productive of
better understanding and a more thoro
co-operation,
Depression May Come.

“Meantime, it is most important that
actual world gonditions should be fully,
realized by the Canadian people. For
five years the world has been wasting
the productive capacity of about 50,-
000,000 men actually engaged in war-
like activities. The remainder of the
producing population has been to a
considerable extent occupied in pro-
ducing munitions and implements of
destruction. Millions of men must now
regume the n 1 activities of peace.
The businesé of the world has been
completely disorganized, and a long
period will probably elapse before it
can be completely re-established.
After the present period of inflation
has passed, Canada, in common with
other countries, will probably face a
period of depression.

“To meet the.possible imminence of
such conditions, the government has
pledged the credit of the country to a
very large extent in order to provide
employment fpr the gallant men re-
turning to ofir shores from war ser-
vice, and for those engaged in war
industries which have now ceased.
‘Many employers of labor have under-
taken work. at little or no profit in
order that their lines of industry
might afford every possible opportun-
ity for employment, Up to the present
such opportunities have been fairly
abundant, but this condition may not
continue indefinitely. Efforts to pro-
vide employment will obviously be of
little avail if the energy of-the coun-
try is exhausted in lock-outs or strikes
occasioned by differences which ought
to be composed by peaceful methods
and without constant interruption of

~the nation’s task.
g Relation of Industries,

“The industries of thie country have
a very direct and intimate relation to
each other, and serious disturbance
or stoppage of work thru differences
between empjoyer and employed
makes its effects felt in every allied
or related industry. For example,
hundreds of establishments in' tlie
metal trade have been shut ' down
during the past two months with tife
inevitable result that orders for iron
and steel have fallen off; and already
one large steel industny. in A Nova
Scotia - has been compelled to close
down, throwing out of employment
hundreds . of* skilled workmen. In
British Columbia a large .smelting
establishment is unable to continue
its business for lack of coke, wiich
cannot be supplied owing to strikes
in the mining districts.

“No one would claim or even sug-
gest that injustice in respect of Qours
or wages thould not be redressed by
reasonable and effective means. But
Jockouts and cstrikes are almost as
dextructive as war itself in the waste
and loss which they occasion and ih
their disturbing influence upon the
industrial life of* the country.. They
remove ldrge numbers of men from
productive , employment, they reuact
detrimentally upon other

orders; they embitter relations be-
tween employers and employed; they
discourage efforts to continue or ex-
tend business and to afford employ-
ment; and, last but not least tiey
curtail production and increase Lhe
cost of necessartes of life.

Expect Canada Will Have 'a|xrer

Joint Advisory Council of -
Capital and Labor.

Witawa, July 14—The labor sub-:
committee, under the chairmanship of
Senator Robertson, will meet in Ot-
tawa tomorrow to make preliminary
arrangements for the coming national
industrial conference. The labor sub-
committee is an offshoot of the ,cab-

inet reconstruction committee and has
among 1:’ members representatives
both of capital and/labor. It will to-
morrow consider primarily :

(a) The date when the national in-
dustrial conference shall meet,

(b) How "the various associations
and unions of employers and employes
will be represented.

(c) The method by which repre-
sentatives will be chosen,

It is expected that the conference
will be held in Ottawa. The date
will be as early as possible, possibly
in August, The conference is the
outcome of recommendations made
both by the labor sub-committee and
by the majority commissioners of the
industrial relations commission. It
will be representative of all industrial
interests, both of employers and of
employed,

Provinces Represented.

Associated with them will be re-
presentatives of the nine provincial
governments, invited with a viéew to
secure unity Jn industrial legislation
thruout the various provinces, and
also with-a view to considering the
enactment of legislation along lines
suggested by the report of the in-
dustrial relations commission and on
laid down in the in-
térnational Jabor charter as assented
to by Canada in the treaty of peace.
A. number of the recommendations
made- by the industria] relations com-
it has been held, are out-
side the competence of the Dominion
Parliament—such as legiglation limit-
ing hours of labor, and of -these co-
ordinate action by the provinces will
be sought,

It is confidently expected that the
conference will pave the way to great-
er unity of action on the part of em-
ployers and employed. Based in the
main on- ,the industrial -eenferencé
called by ‘Mr. Lloyd George in Eng-
land shortly after the signing of. the
armistice, the Canadian conference
will in its deliberations range over
the whole ‘industrial situation, As
the result of 'its labors it is probable
that there will be set.-up 4n Canada
a permanent joint ‘' advisory' counecil
along the lines of the “labor parlia-
ment” of Great Britain,

First Time in Canada.
The coming conference will be the

‘first of its kind in the history of the

Domipion. Some months ago a joint
memorial was presented to the gov-
representatives  of the
Canadian - Manyfacturers’ Association
and of the Trades angd Labor Congress
of Canada. It was then remarked that
the delegation was the first to appear
before the Dominion government
representing both capital and labor.

Senate Foreign Committee
Wants to Know About Al-
leged Secret Treaty.

Washfington, July 14—The senate
foreign relations committee, begin-
ning consideration today of the peace
treaty, reported three minor resolu-
tions bearing upon the Versailles ne-
gotiations, but took no action on the
question of asking President Wifson
to take part in committee discussion
of the treaty.

White against the Shantung settle-
ment and why Costa Rical\'was not
permitted”’ to sign the peace treaty.

Detailed Djlcuuiqnl.

Members of the ‘foreign rfelations
committee said there was no discus-
sion -as to inviting the president to
meet with the committee or of the
proposal to ‘separately consider the
peace terms and the ]Jeague of nations
covenant. Detajled discussions of the
treaty probably will begin when the
committee meets again tomorrow.

Immediately after the committee ad=
journed debate on actual ratification
of the treaty began in_the senate.
Senator Swanson of Virginia, a Demo-
cratic member of the committee, open-
ing with a.speech praising the league
covenant as the only possible plan
for preserving world tranquility.

The speaker defended -the league
against the objection that it would
sacrifice sovereignty and American
traditions, and asserted that on the
contrary it would result in immense
material gain in protecting American
integrity and preventing war.

Minute Interval Guns. :

Guns began firing at minute inter-
vals as President Poincare placed: a
wreath at the foot of the cenotaph at
the Arc de Triomphe - this morning.
This empty casket, placed there in
memory of the allied dead, was also
decorated: by other wreaths, these be-
ing placed by Premier Clemenceau, a
French soldier, a French sailor, an Al-
satian girl, a girl from Lorraine, and
OCol. Edmund Groh. This last wreath
was in memory of 72 members of the
Lafayette escadrille who . lost their
1fves during the war.

Rome Interested in Paris.

Rome, July 14. onsiderable inter-
est has been aroused here, following
the recent disorders between the Ital-
ijan and French troops at Fiume, over
a speech delivered today by Camille
Barrere, the French ambassador, on
receiving the French colony on the oc-
casion of France’s national holiday.

M. Barrere recalled that this was the
first time.in five /years that the French
had celebrated July 14 in peace, but
that now it was being celebrated with
a peace restored by victory. The great
soldiers of the allies, he declared, were
passing over that historic avenue in
Paris, which might now be renamed
“The Avenue of Victory.” The ambas-
sador added that he rejoiced with the
Italians over the disappearance of that
power, referring to Austria, in which
the Italians “justly saw their heredi-
tary enemy.”

Continuing, the ambassador declared
that contrary to reports that had been
circulated, the French government had

with

10t dreamed of the revivification of that

power in any form; that French dip-

lomacy never had lent itself to a re-

surrection of which the Italians would

have a right to feel offended. The

lHquidation of the defunct Austro-Hun-

garian empire was going on, he added.
Benefit for Future.

M. Barrere said the French sym-
pathized with their Italian ally in the
legitimate interests and rejoiced that
it had obtained its natural frontiers,
which would prove of great benefit for
the future. The day would sopn come,
the ambassador added, when, “having
realized their mnational unity, the
Italians, our allies of yesterday, of
today and of tomorrow, will pass in
serene and just judgment on the pre-
sent time.” !

‘“Meanwhile,”” the amb#ssador con-
cluded, “no passing difficulty or
grudge must prevent us from working
to keep united in this after the war
period, which soon will be peace. two
noble peoples who fought the war.”

Alsace Celebrated.

Strasbourg, July 14, — Alsace cele-
brated, the fourteenth of July today with
an enthusiasm said never to have been
equalled in the years before observance
of:- French national holiday was in-
terrupted 49 vears ago by German occu-
pation.

The leading feature of the program
was a review of troops by High Com-
missioner Millerand in the square in
front of the former emperor's palace, A
detachment of Alsatian volunteers af the

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Private Ownership Failed.

All the enemies of public ownership
are’ trying to make it appear
that the government operation of
railways in the: United States and
Britain during the war and since prove
that public ownership is an impossible
task. They also point to the coal mines
as a horrible example of public owner-
ship, exorbitant prices, reduced out=
put, kcanty deliveries and other defects
being debited to the principle of gov-
ernment operation. We hear also that
the street railways are all in a wretch-
ed condition, but details are not furn-
ished to any great degree on this point,
and locally we know that public owner=
ghip and operation has beéen a distinct
success, the premeditateddeflcit owing
to the low fares charged having noth-
ing to do with the cost or sutcess of
operation.” A change from six tiq}féts
for ten cents to ten tickets for a quar-
ter would wipe out the. deficit and
show a surplus on the civic lines. It
has beén a policy of the city to- 'run
these ‘lines at a loss for the benefit of
the districts served and to charge the
loss-to the percéntage received from
the streéet railway.

But no privately owned or operated
railroad, coal mine or stréet railway
could present an instancq of a deficit
incurred in-order to benefit the publie.
The ill-succeéss, where it has been met,
in operating rallroads and c~n1 mines
followed, it must be remembered, on
the disastrous results of private man-
agement which made public controﬁﬁ\
perative, This is true in Britain, in the
United States and in Canada. Under |
the demands of war traffig private op-
eration broke down entirely and the
government had to'step in and do what
was possible to remedy the situation.
The wonder is not that the effort met
with poor suceess, But that 1t managed
to get thru at all.

Similarly with the coal mines, large-
ly controlled in the firét instance by the
rallroads, or vice'versa. 30 broke
down under the war strain, They, like
the railways, had heen overcapitalized,
kept in poor repair, bled for the benefit
,of the stock holders in every possiblé
way. When the pinch came it was
found that private ownership had fail-
ed of its trust, and public owneﬁéhip

done with the mess. Now that public
control and operation has restored
some measure of vitality and health to
.the roads and the mines the capitalistic
’{mterests are anxious to get hold of
them again so that they may have ans
lothér opportunity to extract the last
dollar possible from the public who
must pay for their service and product.
! The people know they are getting
service at cost. Evensif there be a de-
ficit under public ownership, it is not
one that is extracted illegitimately
from the pockéts of the consumer as
the dividends on watered stock are. It
is part of the honest cost of servide,
and the people begin to see that such
costs never equal, even if they take the
form of deficits, the hug®'costs imposed
‘upon them in the form of dividends on
inflated capital.

Private ownership has nothing to
boast -about in the railways and coal
mines of Britain and America which
left them derelict under the pressure of
war, so that the public had to steép in
and carry on their work. The present
outery against public ownership only
serves to remind the people of the cor-
poration infirmities. Privaté ownership
of these public utilitied may have done

for once upon a time, but the time has
gone past.

The Practice of Economy.

A prominent citizen has written The
World suggesting that the newspapers
might well use their influence in edu-
cating the people how to keep down
the high cost of living, Most people,
he says, are mistaken in their views
as. to the high cos_t of living, and
all wage earners seem to be moré con-
cerned about what it costs them to
live, when attention should be called
not to the high cost of living, but
to the c¢ost of high living and how
to keep it down. Emphasis, he pro-
ceeds, should Te laid on the fact that
all producers are now consumers, and
that the vast majority of consumers
in Canada are producers. Everyone,
he assérts, should recognige this fact,
and where possible, keep down the
consumption of manufactured articles,
gnd this, in turn, would affect the
manufacturers, who would have more
goods free to- export and, in turn, the
money would be left here and the profit
with it, helping, in this way, to pay
the cost of the war.

It the newspaper adopted any such
method with the majority of their
readers, said readers would regard it
ms weak, and read something else. An
endeavor to educate the people in
economy at the present time would
bwaddiag insult to injury, The major.
§ty of the people cannot be anything
but economical: Their wages, their
salaries, except in a rare percentage

lite. The street car men are being
‘abused by the capitalists for asking

55 cents am hour. For tHe more

$30. a week. What extravagance 18
possible to a man with his wife and
family, or even without a family on
$30 & week. Some highly paid mech-
anics and skilled labof get up to 76
cents an hour, but it {s rarely for
steady all the year round work, Men
on salaries have had practically no
increases for some years. This means

had in 1914, Are they economizing?
Some of them havé had to drop thdir
imsurances, ‘if that s économizing:
They have gone with léss food. They
have refrained from buying eélothes.
They have cut out every superfluity.
To talk to them about économy only
begets rancor,

The people who talk most about
economy are, as a rule, peopié with
a margin. A margin, let us say, is the
amount of income & man has over and
akove his actual neéeds and expefises,
the cost of keeping up his establish-
ment, his family, and his Habits ac-
cording to his use and wont. When
hard times come such meén neéver feel
any pinch until the margin is en-
tirely eatén up. Such a man rides on
springs over the rough roads of life,
while the man\ without a margin is in
a wagoa and feels every bump in the
road. When hard times come he must
get out and walk.

The vast majority of consumers in

a substantial minority that does not
produce. They toil not, neither do
they spin. They are the middlemen,
the cold storage men, all the men who
take toll off those who produce and
again off those who consume. It is
they who havé the high cost of living
in their keeping. It is they who are
teaching’ the people economy as they
never knew it before.

Our corréspondedt ¢loses with the
shrewd remark that France, always
a thrifty nation, is probably in a bet-
ter position to support the cost of
the war thasi any other éountry,
except the United Statées. France is
a country and a people with a mar-
gin. That is a the seoret of their éco-
nomie strength, Canada has done
very well in her investments in Vie-
tory bonds, but if the people cannot
hold these bonds, having to sell them
to pay the scandalous prices charged
for a great many of the nedes-
sarles by middlemen who are undon-
trolled by the government, their at-
tempt at thrift will not carry them
far. The[middlemen will get the bonds
and we shall have established
Canadian plutocracy.

There is probably nothing so tragic
in the economic situation as this com-
pulsory .sale of their bonds to pay for
the high cost of living thaf has been
forced on 8o many, Canadians who
have been striviig to be thrifty, To
tell thesé people to economize is the
rankest cynicism. People are not sac-
rificing their bonds, their insurances,
their ordinary habits without pressure,

That pressure comes from the cost of
living,

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The Way of Peace.

The bankeérs, the big business men,
the men whose hands must conftrol
the» levers of trade and commer
have set their faces steadily against
war. They fully realize now, as, in-
deed, they understood before, that their
policy of trading with the world was
the only one that could bring them
prosperity. They were over-ruled by
the arrogance of the Kdiser and- tﬁe
ignorance of the junkers, a.ndf‘they
have lost a century of prosperity,
The common-sense of Germany's
business men is the best guarantee of
peace in the world today. Trade does
not thrive by war, and trade is the
life-blood of humanity at. present. We
need not look with Jealousy at the
opening up of the German ports. The
best thing for the mations of the earth
will be the restoration of commerce to
the seven ‘seas, and the exchange of
their goods and treasures among the
nations of the earth,

Commissioner Willlam J., Richards,
chief of the Salvation Army in Can-
ada, has just réturned to Toronto
from England, where he had a long
and important conference with Gen-
eral Bramwell Booth, the Army’s chief
commander. A Dbig program of ac-
tivities for the Dominion was ar-
ranged, It includes two conferences
to be held next spring, at which the
general will be present; five new hos-
pitals are to.be built and the immi-
gration activities of the anmy are to
to be resumed.. 4

The new hospitals are to be erected
one at -Halifax, one at Ottawa, one
at London, one at Toronto and.one
at Montreal, About one million dol-
larg will be expended on this project
alone. The hospitals will be used to
a great extent for returned soldiers
and repatriation work, but they will
be open to civillans as well. :

Directly all the returned men have
been absorbed into Canadian life and
work the army will commence its
immigration policy. They propose
first of all to use a process of elimin-
ation in bringing English farm lab-

I orers and steady, reliable workmen to
Canada, so that the great northwest
‘country may be tilled and developed.
\The army will also bring out a large
Inumber of British women and girls of

~the better class, as the chiefs of the
army are convinced. that Canada will
never develop with a race of bache-
At present there are consider-
ably moré men -than women in the
country. The bachelor condition eX-
ists mostly in the northwest, and
ghould be speedily altered. »Dur,ing
the eight years before the war the
Salvation Army ought to Canada

-While the excuse of-
fered for the non-attendance was ill-
ness, it i8. learned that the real rea-
son was that he had received a tele-
gram from PeKing ordering him to
absent Himseélf. This was considered
as an additional protest agdinst the
Shantung settlement provided for in
the treaty, and caused -a flurry in
official circles,

Today Premier Hara gave an éla-
borate reception, which was attended
by. two thousand persons, at which
the sudden arrival of the . Chinese
representative came in the nature of
a sensation. Replying to an- inquiry
by the correspondent, the Chinese
represéntative said he had attended in
pursuance of telegraphic Authority
from Peking. He was not informed,
he added, whéther ChmMma meant  to
sign the treaty eventually.

So Says Critical Visitor From
United States on In-
~ spection.

Deterioration in the matter of hous-
ing in Toronto was pointed out by the
statement of a visitor to Toronto yes-
terday, and the judgment given by a
visitor a few years ago. Amn after-
noon paper of yesterday stated that
Miss Bamard of Washington, D.C..

His verdict at that time was
that “Toromto has mo slums’’ This
was the judgment of one who passed a
good deal of his time in the slums of

EXPERTS LECTURE ON
DEFECTIVE CHILDREN

Auxiliary Classes Bcing Held
For Those Suffering

Disabilities.

At the Social Service Building No. §
Queen’s Park, auxiliary classes are now
in session with teachers from Ottawa,
Hamilton and outside points as well as
from Toronta. The subjects with whom
they are engaged are children, who,
owing to some defect or other reason,
are not able to acquire knowledge at
the speed of the average child. The
difficulties which it is sought to over-
come are extreme defective sight, poor
hearing, and backward speech such as
stammering. For those whose hearing
is defective there are lip-reading class-
es similar to those formed for the deaf
and dumb at the institution at Belle-
ville. Individual teaching is given
where such i{s fourd to be conducive to
progress. Classes are held daily ‘from
8 to 12 and will continue until August
9, .

'NEEDED RAINS SEND

CORN PRICES DOWN

Kansas, lowa and Other Im-
portant Sections Benefited
—Q4dts Outlook Better.

Chicago, July 14— Welcome rains
eased the corn market today after an
early advance. The market closed un-
settled at a decline of 1-4 to 2 cents
net with September 195 to 195 1-4 and
December 162 7-8 to 163, Oats finished
quarter to 5-8 down. In provisions the
outcome ranged from 30 cents off to a
raise of 15 cents,

Until news came that moisture had
been supplied in Kansas, lpwa, and in
other important sections where there
was need, the corn market showed a
decided upward tendency. While faced
by hot dry weather, would-be sellers
lacked courasge, especially as oats had
reached new high record prices. Be-
sides European shortage of foodstuffs.
together with resumption of business
with the central powers was continuing
to exert a bullish influence. However,
sentiment changed quickly after selling
was started by despatches telling of
rains. Houses with southwestern con-
nections were leaders then in demon-
strating that at least for the time being
the market had been overbought.

‘eorn brought about a late setback in
the oats market, There was gossip also
that exporters were hampered by dif-
ficulty in obta ning vessel room.

Provisions were swayed chiefly by
the action of corn. Trads was dull,
pending fresh developments in regard
to export requirements.

Generally sfronger conditions pre-
vailed last week in the U. S. cash mar-
ket#”for the commagglities of chief con-
symption; there bé&ing 56 advances in
the 313 quotations received by Dun’s
Review, as against only 15 recessions.

Foodstuffs led in the rise and corn

“ scored a sharp upturn, as a result of an
active consumptive demand, a contrac-
tion in the visible supply and continued
light receipts, while quotations on oats,
1ve and barley also hardened, but to a
less pronounced extent. Dairy products
were firm, higher prices for the better
grades of butter and eggs piore than
offsetting a slight shading in the me-
dium and ordinary qualities. Hogs
touched a new high record and there
was some advance in beef, while sheep
were firm. Provisions tended upward
in sympathy with the sitgation in the
raw material. There was less talk of
lower prices in iron and steel, and, with
the exception of a moderate decline in
aluminum, increased firmness was dis-
played by all minor metals. The
strength of the cotton goods market
was fully maintained, and the trend to-
ward a higher level in hides and leather
continues.

Today the question of continuation
of large profits depends. for one thing,
upon the duration of peace, and that
is so well settled that there seems no
limit. Out of the stage of uncertain-
ty which prevailed in the earlier
period of the present bull market, the
situation thas grown into one of as-
sured confidence in the continuation
of a very great prosperity for at least
a number of years.

U. 8. WHEAT STATISTICS.

New York, July 14.—The weekly bul-
letin of the United States Grain Cor-
portation, issued tonight, showed that
receipts of wheat from farms for the
week ending July 4 Wwere 4,988,000
bushels as compared with 2,579,000
bushels the previous week. Stocks
in country elevators, mills and ter-
minal elevators on July 4 amounted to
37,053,000 bushels as compared with
17,731,000 bushels on the same date a
year ago, and a decrease of 842,000
from the previous week.
