Turtukai, in Dobrudja Province, is 
one of a series of fortresses defending 
Bucharest from the south, ’ being lo­
cated on the southern bank of the 
Danube, opposite Oltanltea, from which 
town a railroad runs to Bucharest. The 
loss of this fortress was not unexpect­
ed. cs it was known yesterday that-a 
number of the works, including the 
armored batteries, had fallen Into the 
enemy’s hands. A statement issued at 
German headquarters today makes 
claim that more than 20,000 Rouman­
ians were taken prisoner at Turtukai 
and more than 100 guns captured. It 
Is thought probable that the Teutontc- 
Bulgartan forces are contemplating a 
drive on Bucharest, but the Rouman­
ians. aided by Russians, are counted 
upon to arrest the foe’s progress d3- 
clslvely before he can approach any­
where near the capital.

“The United States Labor leaders 
asked only tpr a call to be sent out to 
the workers of the nation*. They did 
not say they would not participate un­
less both the Germane and their allies 
were present." '

Delegate James Simpson, a Cana­
dian, of Toronto, declared that Canada 
had accepted the proposition, and he 

jegretted the attitude of rejection of 
"the1 workers of the mother country.

The congress gave an enthusiastic 
reception to the declaration that work­
ers in the United States generally 
sympathized with the cause of the en­
tente allies because they thought it 
represented right and liberty.

At the business session the congress 
first adopted a resolution protesting 
against compulsory service. Then an­
other resolution was adopted demand­
ing that the clergy should not be ex­
empted from military service.

Stop Enemy’s Attacks.
Ttouth of the Somme the Germans 

debouched In force from the Village 
qf Horgny and made several attacks 
against our new position» southwest 
of BeIJoy-en-Santerre and south of 
BaZleux. All these attacks were stop­
ped by our curtains of fire before 
they were able to approach our iihes. 
The- losses which the enemy suffered 
during those fruitless attacks appear 
to have been very great. Four hun­
dred prisoners taken south of the 
Somme yesterday have been counted 
up to now

'’According to fresh information the 
German troops beaten back yesterday 
1 'ÎL. ?,ur Jnfantry ln the region east of 
Chilly belonged to a Saxon division 
which was transferred hurriedly from 
the Aisne front.

“Aviation : Our air service took an 
fictive part in the actions of the past 
few days on the Somme front, watch­
ing the movements of enemy infantry, 
carrying out bombardments in the 
rear of the Gorman lines and attack­
ing with machine guns troops on the 
march. , Our machines armed with 
guns repeatedly bombarded the 
my*s trenches.

"During air fighting which look 
place yesterday two machines were 
brought down by our pilots. One fell 
in the direction of Gueudecourt, and 
the other in the neighborhood of Brle- 
cn-Santerre. Four other German ma­
chines were forced to descend dam­
aged. *

“On the right bank of the Meuse 
(Verdun front) towards the end of 
the day, yesterday, after violent artil­
lery preparation, our troops attacked 
the German organizations on the front 
between Vaux-Chapltre Wood and 
Chenols. The entire front line of 
enemy trenches fell into our hands 
on a length of about 1600 métré*. We 
took about 260 prisoners and about 10 
machine guns.

The Canadian Mounted Rifles are 
still ln need of cavalry men and any-' 
one desirous of cavalry training and 
to go overseas quickly can enlist at 
the recruiting office at 89 West King 
street.

The opening of the Spadina MllK 
vary Hospital will afford an opportu­
nity for those who are rejected for 
overseas service to get a place there. 
Men' are urgently needed for this work 
and if they will apply to Lieut Gras- 
sick, armories, they will be taken on 
for this purpose.

An announcement of more than 
usual interest has bepn issued from 
headquarters, M.D. No. 2, which ad­
vises that the standard of vision for 
infantry has been reduced, and a 
great many who have been rejected 
within recent months will now have 
an opportunity of serving with the 
colors. The standard has been lower­
ed so much that a- man with good 
sight in one eye is practically certain 
of getting thru if the other eye is 
considerably off. Those who have' 
been rejected because of eyesight in 
the past will be notified individually, 
but especially those who have recived 
"Alt’’ buttons, and in the meantime 
any who desire may submit to an­
other test and can be practically cer­
tain of getting thru. If the eyesight 
is so bad that a man can’t get Into 
the infantry he can be placed in the 
C.A.8.C., C.A.M.C., Canadian Ord-
nanefe Corps or the Forestry Batta­
lions or as drivers in the artillery or 
engineers.
