ST. PETERSBURG, March 4—The de­
puties to Russia’s second parliament are 
coming into St. Petersburg from all direc­
tions in readiness for the opening session 
at noon tomorrow. Over 300 members 
have already arrived and more expected 
by the morning trains tomorrow. The de­
puties here are nearly all strangers in St. 
Petersburg, and many having their first 
glimpse of the big city easily distinguish­
ed in wandering groups staring at the pal­
aces and cathedral. All went to the Tau- 
ride palace yesterday and inspected the re­
modelled building. They selected their 
seats in the session hall by the simple 
process of laying their cards on seats. Only 
425 of the 529 deputies will be present at 
the opening ceremonies.

much prominence had been given—and 
perhaps wisely—to the curfew bell and 
curlew law. Such a law was enacted, he 
went on to say, about 60 years ago. It 
provides that during five months in the 
year, viz. November, December, January, 
February and March, the police are em­
powered to arrest— any boy or girl—whom 
they find in the street after seven o’clock 
at night, and during the remaining months 
of the year, nine o’clock.

> If these regulations could be carried out, 
no boys would be seen on the streets, or 
around the Opera House or Keith’s thea­
tre after eight o’clock, at any rate. Par­
ents could do much by looking after their 
children and seeing that they were in the 
house at a proper hour at night.

His Honor referred to the tan-yard 
gang and suggested that as a means of 
drawing the attention of parents to the 
hour when their children should be home 
that the bell of one of the churches be 
rung at a stated hour each evening,—say 
the big bell of the Cathedral, on Monday 
night, another church, Tuesday night, and 
so on.

His Honor went on to say that he did 
not know the exact provisions of this cur­
lew law until his attention had been par­
ticularly directed to it.

In carrying out this law, the police were 
obliged as in other matters to use judg­
ment.

He then read from the statutes, that 
where fines were recoverable under this 
law, the parent, or guardian of the child, 
could be held responsible for the payment 
of them.

With regard to the cigarette law, Judge 
Ritchie expressed the opinion that it was 
not far reaching enough, for, even though 
vue person selling cigarettes to a minor 
may be convicted, the boy still suffered. 
It would be far more effective if the po­
liceman had power, on seeing a boy with 
a cigârette to take hold of him and shake 
him if nothing else.

Another burning question was the ar­
rest of boys for theft. Lads were in the 
habit, he continued of going to the Opera 

and Keith’s Theatre and of begging 
their way in, if possible. They would puy 
tickets if they had money and if they had 
not sometimes they would steal it, or rts 
equivalent, in goods. Frequently they 
would steal junk and sell it to the He­
brew; who unlike those of earlier days, 
instead of doing business only on their 
premises, did it anywhere practically. His 
Honor added that many St. John parents 
are simply asleep as to their duty to their 
children.

He also referred to the evil influence of 
billiard rooms upon boys and the law 
against it and the fact that a minor could 
not either buy or sell liquor without vio­
lating the law.

Some had asked him why a washer-wo­
man’s boy who had stolen was sent to the 
Industrial home, and a doctor’s son, who 
committed the same offence, would be 
talked to and sent hofae, and in reply said 
the whole matter was decided by the sur­
roundings of the offender.

His Honor concluded by stating that the 
whole solution of the boy problem lay in 
keeping the children in the home at night.

Without uni­
versity training, Mr. Stewart had long ago 
gained, by wide and varied reading of the 
best literature, that broad and liberal cul 
ture which most deserves the name of 
scholarship—best of all he had in a super­

When Mr. Stewart threw himself heart­
ily into a newspaper discussion, he was 
one of the most powerful editorial writers 
that Canada has known in my time. He

It is not surprising that the people of 

our new western provinces should favor 
the principle of public ownership of tele­
phones and other public utilities. Begin­
ning the work t>f laying the foundations 
of new communities on virgin soil, and ob­
serving the lengths to which corporate rap­
acity has gone in the United States and in- 
some of the older provinces of the Domin­
ion, it is natural and reasonable that they 
should desire and take steps to keep them­
selves free from that form of tyranny at 
the start. Both political parties in all 
three provinces appear to be of the same 
mind in this respect and so well are the 
leaders convinced of the popularity of the 
principle of public ownership that they 
vie with each other in the enumeration of 
the utilities they declare should be owned 
and managed by the provincial govern­
ments. In Ontario Premier Whitney has 
proclaimed the same policy and Mr. Bor­
den, leader of the Conservative Opposition 
at Ottawa, has made it a plank in hie plat­
form. The fact that it has been adopted 
in so many provinces and by one of the 
great parties of the Dominion must be ac­
cepted as the most significant sign of the 
times, forecasting what may be the line 

. of cleavage in politics at no distant day. 
The idea of public ownership owes much 
of its popularity to the sense of wrong 
felt by the multitude of hard workers, in 
view of the enormous accretions of capital,

: which our modern commercial system 
! seems to put into the hands of the few. 
It is assumed, that the wealth of the few 
is a reduction of the wealth of the many. 
Every use of the power, which this wealth 
gives is looked upon as tyranny. Emanci­
pation from that tyranny is sought in the 
form of state or municipal control. Our 
efforts at public control have not so far 
been so eminently successful as to war­
rant the high hope with which the people 
are acclaiming this new method. Expen- 
ment is, of course, the only way to solve 
such questions and the new provinces are 
the most hopeful fields for experiment. 
Experience may fortify mankind m the 
communistic method, or may force us back 
upon the individualistic method. It seems 
to be a mistake to imagine either system 
to be absolutely right. There never has 
been a condition of things which has not 
been a practical compromise between the 
two theories. %

of the house, having been elected to that 
important position in the third assembly, 
in 1901. and again in 1903.

Hon. Mr. Robinson married on Oct. 2, 
1890, Miss Annie M. Hinson, of Boring- 
don (Ehg.)

Governor Tweedie’s wife, who will share 
with him in the honors of his new posi­
tion, was formerly Miss Loudoun, daugh­
ter of the late Alexander Loudoun, of 
Chatham, and a sister of Auditor-General 
Loudoun. They have a large family, the 
eldest of whom is Fred. M. Tweedie, C. 
K., and their eldest daughter is the wife 
of Stewart Benson, of the Bank of Nova 
Scotia.

The new governor in religion is a Pres­
byterian, and is prominently connected 
with St. Andrew’s church, Chatham.

Hon. William Pugsley, D. C. L., the 
new premier, is of Loyalist descent. His 
father, Daniel Pugsley, settled at Card- 
well, Kings county. Dr. Pugsley was edu­
cated in th^pubUc schools in Sussex and 
at the U. N. B. His student course at 
the latter institution was brilliant. He 
graduated in 1868 with the degree of B. 
A., and, applying himself to the study of 
the law, was admitted to the bar June 27, 
1872. Subsequently he was appointed re­
porter and editor of the decisions of the 
supreme court en banc, which position he 
held for tqn years.

In 1885 he ran his first successful elec­
tion for the local house, a vacancy having 
been caused by the death of Dr. Vail, and 
on March 3, 1887, he was unanimously 
chosen speaker of the house. In this posi­
tion his wide knowledge of law, his un­
failing tact and good judgment and sure­
ness of decision gained him the respect and 
confidence of all parties. In May, 1899, he 
was sworn in a member of the executive 
council and appointed solicitor general, 
which office he held till 1800, when he re­
signed.

In 1896 he offered as a candidate in the 
dominion general election on the inde­
pendent ticket, but was defeated. In 1890 
he was elected to the local house. The 
following year he accepted office as attor­
ney general in the Tweedie administration. 
On Sept. 27, 1900, he was re-elected for 
Kings county with a majority of 829 and 
again was re-elected in 1903. Dr. Pugsley 
commands a national reputation as a law- 
yer.

Ottawa, March 3—The Hon. Lemuel J. 
Tweedie, premier of New Brunswick, was 
appointed lieutenant-governor of the prov­
ince at yesterday’s cabinet meeting. Mr. 
Tweedie will be sworn into office at Fred­
ericton on Tuesday next.

Rodolphe Boudreau, clerk of the privy 
council, left last night for Fredericton. 
He will be there on Tuesday to administer 
the oath of office of lieutenant-governor to 
Mr. Tweedie.

Mon. Wm. Pugsley, attorney-general, 
will be called on by the governor to form 
a new government. Just as soon as this 
is done the constitutional usage » that 
Mr. Pugsley can take whomsoever he likes 
as his colleagues, just in the same way as 
the governor can call upon any one he de­
sires to form an administration. Had 
Premier Tweedie been retiring, and a gov­
ernor in office to whom he would retire, 
he could recommend his successor, and 
the governor would have to give him * 
trial to form an administration. If he 
failed, the governor was then free to do as 
he pleased.

It is pretty well understood that Mr. 
Pugsley will carry on the government as 
at present constituted, with as few 
changes as possible. A successor to Mr. 
Tweedie as provincial secretary will have 
to be appointed. The present speaker, 
Clifford Robinson, of Westmorland, will be 
taken into the government. For the pres­
ent he will likely be without portfolio, 
but as soon as the session is over he will 
become provincial secretary.

It is not thought desirable for either 
side to have a political contest until the 
session is over.

Chas. J. Osman, of Albert, will, in all 
likelihood, become speaker. For the pres­
ent these changes will suffice.

Mr. Tweedie and Dr. Pugsley left for 
home Saturday evening. They called upon 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier after the cabinet meet­
ing Saturday evening.

At a meeting of lumbarmen held in the 

the board of trade rooms Saturday after­
noon an agreement was come to with 
regard to the affairs of the Fredericton 
Boom Company now in liquidation. It was 
decided to give support to an act, to be 
introduced at the present session of the 
legislature, vesting all the property of 
the boom company in the St. John River 
Log Driving uompany and that the 
liabilities of the boom company should be 
paid by an issue of bonds secured by lien 
on the property so taken over, repayable 
at the rate of $3,000 a year with interest 
on the bonds outstanding.

It is understood that the liabilities of 
the boom company amount to about $60,- 
000. This arrangement has been agreed to 
by the boom company the People’s Bank 
and the liquidators ami it is said the bill 
authorizing the transfer of the property 
will be prepared and introduced into the 
legislature within the next few days.

Previous to the meeting the matter was 
mentioned before Chief Justice Tuck in 
chambers, J. D. Hazen, K. C., and J. F. 
Winslow appearing for the liquidators 
and Messrs. Barnhill Ewing and Sanford 
for the lumber interests.

It is understood that the chief justice 
intimated that he would approve of the 
liquidators conveying to the St. John 
River Log Driving Company all the prop­
erty in its holding belonging to the boom 
company on the lumbermen paying to the 
liquidators a sum sufficient to pay the in­
debtedness of the People’s Bank, and all 
other liabilities of the boom company, in­
cluding the cost of the winding up pro­
ceedings.

(Monetary Times.)
There appears to be a growing disposi­

tion on the part of the directors of large 
companies doing business both in Canada 
and the United States, to take the public 
into their confidence more than formerly. 
This tendency will certainly be welcomed 
by the public generally, and more particu­
larly by the brokers whose business it is 
to buy and sell the securities of these com­
panies, and whose opinion is constantly 
being sought regarding their value.

On general principles, it would seem 
that joint-stock companies which have to 
rely upon (the public for their capital, 
should be willing to keep the public post­
ed as to the condition of the company. 
Yet the utmost that many»of the institu­
tions can be prevailed upon to do is to 
issue an annual statement.

The promoters of these companies, re­
garding whose prospects the promoters had 
much to say when the organizations were 
being launched, and who were willing to 
pay thousands of dollars for prospectuses 
and advertising, suddenly, when the stock­
holders’ money is obtained hide their light 
under a bushel. It may be that every 
few days an announcement of some won­
derful occurrence will be made, but if once 
in twelve months the public learns a few 
facts directly bearing upon the situation, 
they will have done well.

Many companies state that it would be 
prejudicial to their business to allow the 
public and their rivals to know what was 
going on. Some also say that it is none 
of the public’s business.

These replies, as the growing tendency 
towards publicity shows, are insufficient. 
Neither the stockholders nor the public 
would ask any company to give out such 
information as would give competitive 
companies an advantage over them. The 
free advertising a company would get from 
allowing the public to know, periodically, 
what the business was doing, would in all 
probability more than offset any disad­
vantages. Details which might help com­
petitors can be withheld.

As to whether or not the public has any 
right to know what is going on may de­
pend somewhat upon the character of the 
company. They should be pardoned for 
seeking information concerning such com­
panies as are regularly listed on the stock 
exchanges’ The very listing of these com­
panies shows their desire to derive an ad­
vantage of some kind from the public. 17 
it is for the purpose of facilitating the 
buying and selling of shares, to state that 
the public has no right to inquire what 
the company is doing is a weak answer. 
If the company is not listed, cvio fuller 
information is generally asked- by intend­
ing purchasers. A speculator will buy 
and sell almost anything on an exchange 
for a turn on his money, but when he 
buys off the exchange he knows that the 
stock must show intrinsic value or he will 
not be able to dispose of it. To say that 
the public has no right to know, is to 
drive away many friends, lest one enemy 
may enter.

There are at present several stocks on 
the Canadian exchanges about which very 
little, in addition to the information that 
the last annual statement showed a certain 
result, is known. While a member of the 
Monetary Times staff was discussing this 
topic with a broker, a customer made in­
quiries regarding one of these stocks. The 
broker replied that he could not recom­
mend it. He kfiew nothing against it, and 
nothing in its favor. The directors gave 
out no information which would permit 
him to judge of its present value, and he 
could not recommend a stock such as that 
for an investment. This is the reply which

He was 
also a member of the first Wimbledon 
team sent from Ontario in 1871. In 1868 
Oronhyatekha married Miss Ellen Hill, a 
great granddaughter of Uapt. Joseph 
Brant, the head chief of the Mohawks. 
They have one son; who survives—William 
Acland Heywood Oronhyatekha, who was 
graduated M. D. from Trinity University, 
Toronto, in 1892, and who resides in Lon­
don (Chat.) and one daughter Mrs. Percy 
Johnston of‘Deseronto.

tied himself. In fact, for the last thirty 
years as college profeswm, Father Doherty 
occupied chairs of rhetoric, higher mathe­
matics and physics in different colleges of 
his tarder, his last post being that of 
feasor of philosophy at Georgetown 
versity in 1898.

As a missionary he labored for several 
years in different parishes of the domin­
ion, and at different times was at such 
diverse places as Georgetown, Baltimore, 
Liverpool (Eng.), Guelph, Montreal and 
San Francisco.

Father Doherty only returned from 
Guelph last Christmas, after a residence 
there of » year and a half. Father 
Doherty was a man of exceptional talent, 
and though never a popular preacher, his 
sermons in English were noted for their 
brea-th, their frankness of discussing 
knotty problems, and especially for their 
philosophical trend of thought. These 
qualities were valued in the class room, 
where his amiability in spite of the auster­
ity of his nature, made him many friends 
among the students. Father Doherty re­
ceived many university degrees, and was 
appointed to the rectorship of Loyola Col­
lege a few years ago.
