QOudinot, which pives an elaborate and vivid des-
cription of the final assault made on the 20th June.
‘T'lie Romans fought most desperately, leaving 400
dead, with a hundred and twenty-five prisoners in
the hands of the French, including 91 officers of all
ranks, none of whom are described os foreigneis.
T'he French admit only 9 killed and 110 wounded.

The present accounts of the cholera in Paris are
favorable.  'I'he deaths have fallen to fewer than
30 a day, and are caily decreasing. The total
number of deaths in Paris and the suburbs since
the breaking out of the discase in January last, is
said to be more than 20,000.

Hunseanry anp Avsrria.—The Hungarians con-
tinue to carry on the unequal struggle with indomi-
table energy and cournge. Advices from Vienna
to the 7th instant have been received. I'he state-
ment about a victory won by the Ban Jellachich at
St. Thomas, proved to be altogether unfounded.
‘I'he Austrian garrigon at Arab had been compelled
to surrender that fortress.

The Cologne Gazelle states that a battle took
place on the 3d instant, between Acs and Szany,
in which thie Magyars completcly defeated the Im-
perialists. T'he following account of the affair is
gathered partly from Hayunau’s bulletin, in the
Wiener Zeitung, and partly from the letter of an
officer present :—* The battle was one of the high
est importance. Almost the whole Austrian Dan-
ube army, with its reserves, ard the Russian
auxiliary corps, under Panintin—in all from 60,000
10 70,000 men—were engaged. On the Hunga-
rian side, according to Haynau, there were from
40,000 to 50,000 men, with 120 pieces of cannon,
while the Austrian artillery counted nearly 200
pieces. The aim of the Austrians was to bring the
Magyars to a decisive battle, and then to drive
them back on Comorn. Another object was 1o
gain possession of the lele de-pont, which stands
upon a sand-hill at O'Szolly, and commands the
passage ; but buth designs completely failed. The
Magyars had drawn a double line of strong en-
trenchments before the fete-de-pont from O'Szolly.
The Austrians first attacked 0'Szolly. T'he Hun-

themselves suddenly exposed to the fire of the
heavy «guns from the entrenchments. Presently
they made a precipitate retreat, pursued by the
hussars, who laid on with unsparing sabres. Upon
this occasion the young Prince Lichtenstein was
severely wounded. Meanwhile the Austrions at-
tacked on the other side Uj-Szolly. The Parma
regiment of infuntry stormed, after several unfor-
tunate attempts, the outer line of ¢ntrenchment,
but were finally driven back again with immenge
oss. ‘Then the battle reached the neighbowring
vine-hills, where the Hungarian hussars were
drawn up. Here also the Ausirians were beaten,
although they had been strengthened by reinforce-
ments. At Pasta Herval, finally. the bait'e was
still more serious and bloody. ‘The village was
four or five times taken alternately by either party ;
and it was here that the Honved jagers fell on the
Russian cavalry of Panintin, and gave them a
tste of their quality. The Austrians did not pain
a single inch aof ground; and, when night fell, botk
armies remained in their former position. In the
Austrian bulletins the loss of the Hungarians is
stated at eight pieces of cannon and 250 prisoners.
The Austrian loss must have been very severe.
The officers who came wounded to Vienna stated
thar half a battalion of Parma infantry had been
either killed or wounded.”

T'here has also been in the south a severely con-
tested fight between the Magyars and the Serviana
under Kinezanin, at Perlass, on the Lower Theise.
Of a whole battalion which the Ban sent from St,
Thomas to O'Besse, only eleven men returped.
