Our troops
have folowed up the enemy closely and have made considerable
progress east of Ploegsteert Wood. We also gained ground during
the night in the neighborhood of Gaspard.

Pitiable Scene In London
School House Wrecked by

Germans

DISTRACTED CALLS FOR  MAWMA”

Engine of Destruction Burst Ia
Reom In Which 64 Litle
Ones Were Being Taught—
ome Tiny Bodies So Mis-
treated As To Be Unrecogniz-
able

l.ondon, June 14—The bombing of a

school-house furnished one of the:most
p‘itiable scenes in yesterday’s air-raid by
German airplanes. The bomb struck
the roof squarely, cutting clean through
and passing through two class rooms,
one above the other, killing some chil-
. dren but sparing the majority. It fin-
ally exploded with terrific force in a
room on the ground floor, where there
were sixty-four little children from five
to seven years old, ten of whom were
killed outright and all the others more
or less injured.
_ The room was thirty-six feet by twen-
ty-four and the force of the explosion in
such a confined area was naturally ter-
rific. A basin shaped hole several feet
degp was made in the floor. Most of
the* eeiling was brought .down and the
furniiture shattered into splinters. Some
of 'the babies had arms and legs torn
off, others were shockingly lacerated,
some stunned and others buried in the
wreckage. The room was filled with the
screams and moans of the tiny sufferers,
many of whem were crying distractedly
for their mothers.

Helpers who rushed in from the out-
side found four wounded teachers, won-
derfully self-possessed, although cover-
ed with blood, giving what help was
possible to their little charges and try-
ing to calm those who were only slightly
hurt. Many of the children were lying
limp and helpless across the shattered
desks, bleeding from terrible wounds.
Others were writhing in pain and some
bodies were unrecognizable. !

The helpers removed the victims as
spedily as possible and in the absence
of ambulances took the worst cases in
tradesmen’s carts to an hospital half a
mile away. Some of the worst injured
died later. In the meantime a crowd of
women besieged the shattered building,
scarching excitedly for their children
and creating distressing scenes. Some
were almost insane from grief.

THREE MORE SEPARATE
REPUBLICS N RUSSIA

Situation at One Place is Declared
Te Be Serious

London, June 14—A Petrograd de-
spatch to the Mail says that there seems
to be a reign of terror in Tsarityn, where
a separate republic has been declared
and the town is entirely in the hands of
the extremists. The despatch says that
the situation is serious because Tsarityn
is a great railroad centre and an impor-
\ tant point for traffic on the Volga river.
‘Separate republics have also been de-
{ clared at Kherson and Kernanova but
the situation is said not to be serious
at either place. -

FOUR CANADIANS WON
THE VICTORIA CROSS

Elgin Farmer’s Son Killed Ma
chine Gun Crew Single-Handed

* London, June 13.—Five (Canadians arc
included in the list of 30 soldiers award-
ed the Victoria Cross. Capt. Thain W.
Macdowell, a B.A. of Victoria College,
enlisted at Ottawa in 1915. With the
assistance of two others he captured two
machine guns, besides two officers and
75 men, and continued to hold the posi-
tion for five days, although wounded.

Sergt. Ellis W, Sifton, son of an Elgin :

farmer, near Wallacetown, charged
machine gun and single-handed killed
all the crew. He. then held off an en-
emy party advancing down a trench
until British troops gained the position.
In carrying out this gallant act he was
killed after having saved many lives
by his conspicuous valor.

An attempt is being made to persuade
people to believe that Sir Robert Bor-
den’s half-measure of conscription is
favored by leading Liberals !1ike Dr.
Michael Clark and Mr. N. W. Rowell,
and Is entirely satisfactory to them.
The answer to such & contention is
found in their own words. Dr. Clark
says: “The conseription I believe in is
the organization and mobilization of ev-
erything—of man power, of material
power and of moral power, that there is
in the Dominion of Canada for the win-
ning of the war.” Mr. Rowell says:
«While we want the man power of Can-
ada organized, we cannot permit the
wealth in Canada to fail to take its just
share of the burden of the war.”

In short, while these men go with Sir
Robert Borden for conscription of men
they do not stop where he does, but like
the Presbyterian Assembly, the Ang-
lican Synod of Ontario, the Methodist
Conferences of these provinces and Mani-
toba, and many other bodies who ha-Lve
declared their views, they want conscrip-
tion in the terms set out by Dr. Clark.
Up to the present time Sir Robert Bor-
den has shown no inclination to meet
their views, and for this reason Lib-
eral members have thus far rejected
coalition. They are not satisfied with
half-measures.. Their views are set out
in the following resolution of which Hon.
George P. Graham has given notice:

“Thnt,iin the opinion of this house, it

forthwith by the government to provide

THE INCOME TAX

Canadian Finance favors an income
tax. Criticizing the attacks of the Fin-
ancial Times on Sir Thomas White’s
announced increase in excess profits
taxation it says: J

“Canadian Finance agrees with its
eastern contemporary that a general in-
come tax should go hand-in-hand with
an excess profits tax—and that the lat-
ter levy would be more fair if based
upon a consideration of  before-war
earnings over & period of, say, three
years. . It agrees also that large profits
from war-time wheat prices—whether
made by those producing, dealing or
speculating in grain—should not go scot
free. From the first this journal has
urged that the agricultural west, as well
as the industrial east, should contribute
to war taxation from war profits. But
it does not overlook the fact (as some
eastern journals seem to do) that the
smaller farmer, while enjoying Dbig
prices for his products, is indirectly
Paying heavy taxes through customs
duties that may mean relntivel)"as much
to him as the big taxes paid by some in-
dustrial concerns. However difficult its
application, a graduated income tax on
all who get more than a decent living
is the only means of levying the coun-

“Great Britain in addition to an ex-
cess profit tax (based on consideration
of pre-war earnings) has increased its
income tax so that it grades up from
12 per cent (minimum income taxable
being $650) to 4% per cent. on incomes
of $500,000 or over. Sir Thomas
White’s piaint that an income tax and
excess profits taxation cannot both be

last year produced over £260,000,000
(compared with £50,000,000 before the
war), while the tax on excess profits
brought about £140,000,000.

«Ayustralia has followed this principle,
and now the United States likewise is
to tax both excess profits and incomes
generally.. While on excess profits (of
over 8 per cent. on capital) the pro-
posed tax is only 16 per cent., there is
a 6 per cent. income tax payable by all
ccmpanies. As to incomes generally,
those of the individuals are exempt up
to $2,000 for married persons and $1.-
000 for unmarried—the normal tax be-
ing 4 per cent, with stifly graded super
taxes on incomes of more than $5,000.
Roughly speaking, a man with an in-
come of $250,000 a year will pay almost
one-quarter of it as a tax, while a
person with over $500,000 will have to
pay two-fifths. Succession duties are
likely to be increased by about one-
third, and will begin with a lower mini-
mum. ‘

«Customs duties are increased 10 per
cent. of former rate (not a flat 10 per
¢ent, except on former free goods) and
among new minor taxes are those of
increased postal rates, stamp taxes on
cheques, legal documents, medicines and
so forth. Liguor and tobacco taxes are
practically doubled and substantial taxes
are levied on all amusements and lux-
uries. Operations in futures on grain
or produce exchanges are taxed 2

the face of all these new levies, it is still
true, as Chairman Kitchen, of the ways
and means committee pointed out, that,
compared with the taxes the FEuropean
Allies are paying, these ‘Jook ridiculously
small!

Opposed to Conscription

Willing te Kill Their Neighbers,
But Object to Being Forced to
Slaughter Entire Strangers

It is reported that the famous Hat-
field-McCoy feudists of Kentucky have
banded together to resist conscription,
and will shoot the first government of-
ficial who goes near them. They have
constructed a fort, it seems, and are
looking forward to a little private war
of their own. At first sight it appears
remarkable that these Kentuckians, who
are fighting men if ever there were fight-
ing men, should adopt pacifism for a prin-
cipie, and that men whose hands have
been reddened with blood of neighbors
should show any dislike for killing
Germans. Furthermore, these Ken-
tuckyians are pure Americans. There
is nothing hyphenated about them.
There are no Germans among them. Al-
most invariably they are of Scotch, Irish
lineage, men of the Boone type whose
forefathers resisted the authority of
King George III, and set up a govern-
ment of their own before Lexington.

Against All Government

There are just two explanations. One
is that while the Kentucky mountain-
eers have no objection to killing a man
whom they dislike, they have a very
strong objection to doing anything, even
killing enemies, at the order of the gov-
ernment. They hate all governments,

.| whi¢h they consider their natural foes,

and probably fear that if they obey the

'! American government in the matter of

A Primitive People

Living as they do, intermarriages have
for generations been the rule rather than
the exception, and the primitive habits
and passions -of the original Kentucky
mountaineers have thus been accentuat-
ed and the mental and moral outlook is
about what it whs a hundred years ago.
This also explains to some extent the
ramifications of a feud. Families are
related in the most complicated manner.
Thus it was that the feuds had a fash-
ion of involving nearly everybody in a
township or a county. FEverybody was
related in some way, distant or near,
to one of the feudists. Many were re-
lated -to, both, and family feeling and
family pride are prominent - Kentucky-
characteristics. It was almost impossi-
ble for a feud to die out because one
family or another was exterminated.
Finally, an education in a feud is not
the best training for a soldier. The feu-
dists do not ordinarily fight in the open.
They lie in wait for their victim and
shoot him in the back if possible.

The Hatfteld-McCoy Feud

The Hatfield-McCoy feud was one of
the most noted in the history of the
state. It began in 1880, when Randolph
McCoy alleged that Floyd Hatfield, bro-
ther to “Devil Anse,” as the head of the
Hatfields was called, had stolen two of
his razorback hogs. This cause of of-
fence was expiated in a moderate flow
of blood, and peace was restored. The
war broke out more violently than ever
when Jonce Hatfield ran away with Ros-
ana McCoy, though he already had a
wife. The woman eventually went back
home but Jonce followed her, and they

HOW THOS. HAMLTON
MET HS DEATH N
MLL AT CLTOHN

,/An Old Town despatch to the Ban-
gor Commercial, reporting the death of
Thomas Hamilton, says:

“Thomas Hamilton of this city, fore-
man for the Jordan Lumber Co. at one
of its Milford mills, was fatally injured
while managing 4 drum at the plant in
Milford on Monday, and died in about
twenty minutes.

“Mr. Hamilton was alone at the time.
In a small outbuilding on the mill prop-
erty is a drum or spool, connected by
shafting with the mill machinery and
which is used to operate a long cable
for drawing cars to the spot. Mr. Ham-
ilton went finto this little building to
throw in the clutch, while a young fel-
low rode on the approaching car. When
the car was near the building the cable
was released from the head end of the
car and immediately the young man
heard an outery from Mr. Hamilton. He
ran to the building and discovered Mr.
H: milton lying across the drum, with a
length of cable across his body and hold-
ing hima tightly to it. -

“He was quickly released and a sur-
geon summoned, but he had been hurt
beyond human aid and soon - passed
away.

“It is thought that, having thrown off
the clutch which held the power to the
chble, he perhaps lost his footing and
fell upon the drum, which continued to
revolve Iong enough to wind him upon
the latter, one coil binding him so tight-
ly as to crush in his chest upon the left
side.

“Mr. Hamilton had lived in Old Town
for upward of 40 years, having been in
the employ of M. L. Jordan since the
latter went into the manufacturing of
lumber. For a few years after coming
from Canada, where he was born, Mr.
Hamilton worked in a mill in Brewer.
He had earned the liking and respect of
a wide circle of friends and business as-
sociates, who extend to his sorrowing
wife and two children, Mrs. Ralph
Brown of Greenville and Ruric Hamil-
ton of this city, warmest sympathy in
the sudden sorrow that has come upon
them.

“He is also survived by two brothers
and three sisters. John and William
Hamilton and Mrs. Ellen Flewelling of
Oak Point, N.B, and Mrs. Margaret
Casey of Barnesville, N.B. He held
membership in Tarratine lodge, 1.O.O.F.”

GROUND LIMESTONE |
IN AGRICULTURE

(Experimental Farms Note)

From results obtained at the lixperi-
mental Station, Kentville, N.S,, it would
appear that ground limestone is likely to
play an important part in Nova Scotia
agriculture, particularly in helping to
produce soil conditions favorable to-the
clover plant. ‘

It would appear that two tens of
ground limestone per acre is a decidedly
profitable investment as-is shown by:the
tests given below. ‘The fertilizer used
on duplicate plots was a 4-8-10 (4 per
cent nitrogen, 8 per cent. phosphoric acid,
10 per cent. potash) mixture applied at
the rate of 500 pounds per acre in 1914,
the first year of the test. One series of
plots were limed once during the period
at the rate of 2,000 pounds per acre in
1914, and the others were not, the ob-
ject being to find out the value of lime
for subsequent crops.

In 1914 the yield per acre of unlimed,
fertilized oats was 57 bus. 8.2 1bs.; lim-
ed and fertilized, 66 bus., 6 lbs.; unfer-
tilized and unlimed, 45 bus.. 12 lbs. ‘

In 1915 the unlimed, fertilized clover
yielded 4567.5 Ibs. per acre; limed and |
fertilized, 6760 lbs.; unfertilized, unlim-
ed, 2405 lbs.

For the 1916 crop, wheat, the yields
were: Unlimed and fertilized, 9.5 bus.
per acre; limed and fertilized, 17 bus.z
unfertilized and unlimed, 8 bus.

In the spring of 1916, in order to de-
termine the effect of additional fertiliza-
ing on the limed and unlimed plots, the

T

! towards national unity and

duplicate plots were fertilized at seed-
ing time with 500 pounds per acre of
4-8 fertilizer (4 per cent. nitrogen, 8
per cent. phosphoric acid.)

The results in 1916 from these plots
were: Unlimed, fertilized 1914 and 1916,
15 bushels per acre; limed, fertilized
1914 and 1916, 28.75 bushels per acre.

Another experiment on a newly bro-
ken piece of land in a potato, grain and
clover rotation gave equally striking re-
sults. The only application of fertilizer
in the rotation was made in the spring
of 1914, t being a very light one con-
sisting of 140 pounds nitrate of soda,
800 pounds acid phosphate and 100
pounds muriate of potash, per acre. On
one series of plots, ground limestone at
the rate of 4,000 pounds per acre was
applied in the spring of 1914. It was
not to be expected that there would be
much hay crop in 1916 as the plant food
had all been used by the potato and
grain crop previously.

The following yields were obtained
from the 1914 crop, potatoes, unlimed,
fertilized, 76 bus, 18 lbs. per acre ;limed,
fertilized, 88 bus., 45 lbs.

The yields for the 1915 crop, oats,
were, unlimed, fertilized, 31 bus., 24 1bs.;
limed, fertilized, 38 bus., 15 lbs. per acre.

In 1916 the clover yields were, unlim-
ed, fertilized, 675 lbs. per acre; limed,
fertilized, 1483 lbs.

On one field of ten acres put down to

clover in 1915 which was in corn in 1914,
having been manured at the rate of 15
tons ‘manure per acre for the corn, the
gain from 1% tons of ground limestone
per acre indicated an increase of fifteen
tons on the ten acres over check plots
left on the area unlimed. The limed
areas yielded 5410 lbs. per acre, and
the unlimed, 2400 lbs, a difference of
8010 lbs., per acre in favor of liming,
or 15 tons clover hay at $10 per ton,
§150. The fifteen tons of ground lime-
stone cost approximately $6 per acre, or
%60, leaving $90 or $9 per acre in favor
of the liming, and in addition a much
better soil resulting from ihe increased
clover growth.
