Some idea of the quant-
ity of shells and shrapnel used in a
modern artillery battle may be gained
from the fact that the Germans, I am
informed, used thirty-seven trainloads of
forty cars each in taking Hill 804 at Ver-
dun. In the battle of the Somme, the
French and English appear to be literal-
ly attempting to blast their way through
the solid German wall.

STORM HEAVY ON THE
NERTH SHORE; BOOH
STANDS PRESSIE

Chatham, N. B,, July 5—A heavy east-
erly storm, which has been raging along
the north shore since early on Monday,
has abated somewhat, although there is
a very strong wind blowing yet. The

Luldon, June 14—Telegrams from
Vienna to the German newspapers an-
nounce that the well known Czech Kra-

[ready 'been’ cabled, but the details arc
worthy of note. :
'Dr, Kramarsh was arrested on a
h of high treason at Prague in
ﬁtp ], 1015. The trial began on De-
thus lasted six
onths. Its result was a foregone con-
::llxulion, because Dr. Kramahzh had al-
weys been a resolute opponent of the
Austro-German alliance and had con-
stautly advocated close agreement be-
tween Austria-Hungary and Russia. In
other words, he was one of the most
owerful opponents of the gradual ab-
”rptlon of the Hapsburg monarchy by
Germany.

The Vienna correspondent of the
Hamburg Fremdenblatt, writing on May
8, before the announcement of the sent-
ence, said that “but for the limitation of
publicity necessitated by the war the
Kramarzh trial woyld have attracted as
much attention as the Dreyfus affair.”

The Paris correspondent of the Times
drew attention to:one of the methods
employed by the Austrian military au-
thorities to secure a condemnation. They
fouhd among Dr. Kramarzh’s papers a

ing it for the use of the court-martial its.
text was falsified so that it might serve
as proof of high treason. On the de-
mand of Dr. Kramarzh Prince Thun,
however, produced the original letter and
convicted the court-martial of deliber-
ate use of forgery.

It is interesting to recall the fact that
the political career of Dr. Kramarzh
was due to the decision of the Young

v | Czech party in 1879 to adopt a loyal and

constitutional policy. In 1870 Emperor
Francis Joseph had promised autonomy
to Bohemia and had made known his
intention of being crowned King of Bo-
hemia at Prague. " Bismarck, Beust
(then Austrian Imperial Chancellor)
and Andrassy (then Hungarian prem-
ier) joined hands to compel the Em-
peror to break his word.

The Old Czech party. led by Dr.
Rieger, thereupon decided that in sign
of protest the Czechs would no longer
send representatives to the imperial par-
liament. But in 1879 the Emperor’s
friend, Coust Taaffe, then Austrian pre-
mier, persuaded the Young Czechs to re-
tufn to political “life. f. “Kramarzh
was one-of their leaders, From 1880
uhtil The outbreak of the war, he play-
ed a prominent part in Austro-Huhgar-
ian politics, and was at one time vice-
president' of the chamber,

Though a strong Slavophil, he remain-
ed patriotically Austrian and favored an
internal policy ' that should give to the
Austrian Slavs their due share of influ-
ence in home and foreign affairs. On
one occasion he called for cheers for
Emperor Francis Joseph at a' Slavophil
congress in Russia.. His methods were
always considered constitutional, never
revolutionary.

STILL PRESSING FORWARD.

The Russian advance guard is again
over the Carpathians, into the plains of
Hungary. The Russian forces have
plerced the German lines at two places
, farther north, and are attacking with
great vigor along most of the eastern
front.

. “The French héve captured two more
German positions on the road to Per-
onne, and Major General Maurice de-
clares that only German soldiers in
open field formation now lie between the
French and the river Somme, &8 the
last of the defensive works in that sec-
tor have been captured. Tbe British
have not advanced as far. as the French,
because of heavy rains, and because the
Germans had massed much more strong-
ly.on the British portion of the front,
not expecting so vigorous an attack from
the portion held by thei\French. How-
ever, the British have held the import-
ant gains made, are well satisfied with
the advantage thus far gained, and are
making their artillery preparations to
continue the great drive. The German
Josses have been heavy. The British and
French are co-operating with a success
which promises soon to make an end of
trench fighting. It is, of course, & ques-
tion of guns and shells, and we are as-
sured that the supply is ample to give
the Allies a continued ascendancy. The
* Germans continue their fruitless assaults
at Verdun, but along the rest of the long
line they are on the defensive, and be-
ginning to lose ground. The outlook on
the western front, as well as in the
east, grows daily brighter for the Al-
lies. The Italians continue to make
gaing at some points and at others to
repulse with success the Austrian at-
tacks. At no point along the ‘envelopx
ing lines that are tightening up for “the
great squeeze,” are the Germans or Aus-
trians able to record a succesful move-
ment of sufficient ma.gnitudg to give
them any comfort. Tty o

Meanwhile in ‘Germany the Socidlists
are growing restive, and are circulating
a manifesto among the workmen, urging
them to make their voices heard in pro-
test against the bureaucracy and the
war. The official German press at-
tempts to minimize the success of the
Allies, and to keep the people in a con-
fident mood; but as the situation grows
worse it will be impossible to hide the
truth from them, and sooner or later a
revolt against Prussianism and the evils
it has brought upon the country is as
certain as that the Allies will stick to
their task till it is accomplished.

There is very good reason to hope that
the Allied offensive will within a few
weeks change the whole aspect of the
wir, which appears to be entering upon
& new phase, with possibilities of mo-
mentous changes.

1T ANSWERS THE STANDARD

It pleases the Standard to describe all
eritics of Sir Robert Borden as partisans
and hirelings and utterly unworthy of
attention.

“Discontent with the Borden govern-
ment is growing; and unless Sir Robert
takes a firmer hold of things, goes in for
substantial re—organiza‘fion of his cabinet,
frees himself from Nationalist entangle-
ments, he will not be able to save either
his government or the ‘Conservative
party. The discontent in the country is
even more pronounced in the rank and
file of the members of the House of
Commons, but so far his parliamentary
supporters have not-shown either ap-
preciation of the actual conditions or
been' possessed of force sufficient to com-
pel a change in them. Indecision and
inaction, where there ought to be both
outspoken policy and power behind it,
seems to be the prevailing weakness
all around.

The war is not over, and we must
reform our recruiting; the failure of
Quebec to do her part may have to be
endured for a time, but it should neither
be unrebuked nor unrecognized. A
country or a party that is afraid to tell
a prime minister that he has lost his
bearings, or that he must change his
ways, is mot worth saving in a world
cataclysm like the present.”

THE SCHOOL BUILDINGS.

There is food for thought in what he

is at a loss to know why any teacher
should object to any right use by the
people of their own property. Experi-
ence has shown that when the people
make a wider use of the gchool build-
ings they take a greater interest in the
work of the schools, and in the improve-
ment of buildings and grounds. The
testimony of school superintendents in
Winnipeg, Regina, Calgary, Edmonton,
and other western Canadian cities, and
of teachers in the United States, is to
the effect that there is no injury to
school buildings and the general effect of
wider use is beneficial. There is force
in Dr. Bridges’ remark that the school
buildings of St. John are not adapted for
social centre work on any large scale.
Some lack assembly rooms, and the lat-
ter where they exist are not on the
ground floor; while in the class rooms

or movable. We must recognize this
condition of affairs. And yet there are

changes are made they could be made
with wider use in view, and all new
buildings could be designed for social
centre as well as day school work.
There is an opportunity now-to develop
a fine playground near the Aberdeen
School. How valuable it would be if
all the people living near could be called
together in the Aberdeen building to
get them interested in a neighborhood
playground for their boys. Under wise
leadership an immense benefit could be
derived from the more general use 6f the
school buildings in the evening.

It is very gratifying to learn that the
board of health now has both the power
and the disposition to order certain
tenements made fit for habitation or
closed up. There are too many such
tenements in this city and a vigorous

er and party made his last Arctic ex-
pedition was overhauled and strengthen-
ed in the Davie dry dock. Captain Ber-
nier expects to be away fifteen months.
Supplies for the Esquimaux will be ta-
ken. The provisions include, biscuits,
flour, pork, beef, potatoes, vegetables,
soups, beans, barley, peas, rice, molasses,
beef extracts, sugar and canned goods.

Captain Bernier explained that many
of the 8,000 Esquimaux on Baffin’s Is-
lands, who now are pleased to be called
Canadians since this explorer laid claim
on this new island for Canada, come to
visit him and often remain for some time
as his guests.

Since hig first trip north Captain Ber-
nier has become intimate with the na-
tives who give him and his party the
warmest welcome that could be expected

under climatic conditions. He has de-
veloped a keen interest in their behalf
and considers it a duty to bring them
supplies they need most. While in the
north Captain Bernier will continue his
exploration work, particularly with re-
gard to minerals. He states the country
abounds with ore. Hunfing and fishing
will also come in for a good share of
the captain’s time.

On leaving this' port the Guide will
follow the St. Lawrence then to Strait
of Belle Isle, along the coast of Green-
land. The middle pack will be
followed until seventy- north.
The explorer will then cross over to
the north into Pond’s Inlet to Lan-
caster Sound. Barrow Strait, Mell-
ville Sound into the Bufford Sea. The
jce deviates, said Captain Bernier, ac-
cording to climatic eonditions. In the
north, he continued, there is a period of
good years and a series of unfavorable
years. The last two years, he said, have
been bad. The ice conditions are unusual
and that explains the present unsettled
weather we have been experiencing. °

The Arctic region explorer expects to
reach Baffiin’s Islands in a month or six
weeks. Whether he will press on farther
north will depend on ice conditions. It
is possible Captain Bernier will meet
some members of the McMillan expedi-
tion while on his way to Baffin’s Islands.
Referring to Shackleton’s Antarctic ex-

(]

pedition Captain Bernier expressed him-
self firmly of the belief that it was next
to an impossibility to accomplish as this
explorer has undertaken it. He attempt-
ed too circular a journey, said the cap-
tain. Amundsen, continued Captain Ber-
nier, erected. stations at intervals from
his base going to the South Pole, which
served him well on his return. Scott also
adopted this method of building stations
from his base when in search of the
pole, concluded the local Arctic explor-
er.

One
general and several officers who refused
to give in were killed. The general drew
his sword and when a sergeant demand-
ed his surrrender he cut him through the
face, whereupon an infantryman bayon-
eted him. Many such groups who resist-
ed desperately and refused al]l mercy had
to be cleared out with bombs.

In response to a communication from
the St. John Association for the preven-
tion of tuberculosis the board decided to
contribute their share of an increase in
the salary of the trained nurse employed
by the association.

The secretary was instructed to pro-
ceed against all milk vendors, selling
milk in the city of St. John, who have
not yet taken out the necessary licence.
The delinquents to date number about
fourteen.

A report' by Miss Brophy, with re-
spect to cases of tuberculosis, was sub-
mitted and approved.

Dr. Johnston, dairy inspector for the
city submitted a report in which it was
stated that certain premises are not
meeting the requirements, although, in
the ‘rlnaJorlty of cases, conditions were
sound.

-SERGT. MAIOR ARMSTRONG

The fate of Sergeant-Major Roy T.
Armstrong is still in doubt. Although
reported “killed in action” the authori-
ties at Ottawa and London would not
confirm this report. Hopes are now being
entertained that he may be a prisoner in
Germany.

The following letter dated June 14th,
from Harry Armstrong, brother of the
Sergt. Major, attached to the same bat-
tallion, indicates the uncertainty:

“The 2nd of June was the worst day
ever seen on this front. It was terrible.
Roy and I were both in it, but not to-
gether. I never wish to see anything like
it again. It seemed impossible for any-
body to live through it. They first ex-
ploded a mine under our trenches and
then sent over thousands of shells accom-
panied with machine gun and rifle fire—
then came the charge, but it was easy for
them as most of our men were put out
of action by shell fire, The men who were
left, however, did great work, holding
them off wonderfully, but it was impos-
sible, so few against thousands.

“I was fearfully worried about Roy us
I knew he was in the front line. I got to
his company as soon as possible, but out
of the six that were left, I could get very
little reliable news. Some stated they had
seen him after he was wounded the sec-
ond time. I have tried my best ever since
to get trace of him, but without results.
There is still one chance he may be a
prisoner in Germany.”

“We gave it to them last night and

we took back our trenches.
“Captain Scovil was one of the firsl

»

to be hit. Roy, although wounded in the
arm at that time, asked for a man to go
with him to get the captain, Fred
Flaherty volunteered to go. They found
their captain dead and as it was impos-
sible t6 get him out, they returned.
(Captain Scovil has since been reported a
prisoner in Germany). All the other of-
ficers had been hit, but the men had great
confidence in Roy and looked to him as
their leader. He took command and did
all that was possible, but what could be
done, with shells coming from three di-
rections—front and sides? Shortly after
this he was wounded in the chest and
since then (twelve days) I have been try-
ing to trace him, but I am sorry to re-
port there is nothing definite yet. Major
McLean and Harold Farris are also do-
ing their best to get some trace of him.

The major did some great réconais-
sance work and secured the exact infor-
mation required.

“l will miss Roy more than you can
realize, as we met quite often and I al- '
ways had those meetings to look forward
to, but I feel awfuly lomely now. As
soon as I get further word I will certain-
ly let you know.”

The 26th expended much ingenuity
and labor on their trenches; made them
in dry weather fairly tenantable, if not
exactly cosy. Then with the rest of the
Canadians they moved into the Ypres
salient, and beganito find life more ex-
citing. There it has been for weeks,
mainly a matter of fighting for positions
in the shell and mine craters, with little
chance of constructing tenantable
trenches. In the night one side might
manage to erect a parapet of sand bags,
and dig a shallow trench connecting two
craters; the next morning the opposing
artillery blew down the sand bags and
messed up the trench. All day each side
crouched under intermittent shell fire;
all night the efforts at trench making
were interrupted by bombing parties in
mostly making more nofse than damage.

“I’s mainly an artillery duel,” ob-
gerved the captain. “Maybe the artil-
lerymen enjoy it, but when you’re the
target—it’s not at all pleasant.. Accord-
ing to most of the newspapers you'd
think that the Germans had exhausted
their supplies of men and munitions—
that it was all over except the shouting.
But up the line you get a different im-
pression. While they’ve been hammer-
ing away at Verdun, ﬂghtinﬁ the great-
est battle of all history, they've been
pumping shells into our front and most
of the British front harder than they
ever did before. It’s really marvellous
the way they keep up the deluge of
shells.

“Some time ago, when I was on leave
in London, I had a talk with an Aus-
tralian officer, and he said to me: ‘By
all accounts the German artillery is pret-
ty good, but you ought to have been in
Gallipoli—then you’d have known some-
thing about shell-fire, The way the
Turks threw over shells was the limit’
The other day I met the same chap, and
asked him how the German artillery
compared with that of the Turks.
‘Well, he said, ‘I thought old Abdul
could throw over shells like a house
afire, but he’s not in the same class with
old Fritz. Certainly old Abdul threw
them over a power of shells, but it was
mostly small stuff. Old Fritz starts
sniping at you with 4.2 and 59, and
that’s a plurry entertainment. When he
gets busy throwing over heavy stuff—
well, son, his entertainment knocks old
Abdul’s into a cocked hat. Old Fritz
is a wonder,’ said the Australian.

“When will it be finished?”

“That’s what we’d all like to know.
Some say it may go on for another year
and a half. I have a feeling that it will
end before Christmas. We’ve been mak-
ing big preparations; but then we don’t
know what Fritz has been doing. He's
got a good punch left yet.

“Any day we can take a few of their
trenches. And they can do the same

There has been begun
a nation-wide campaign for urging the
wage earners to invest in war loans that
is probably the biggest thing of its kind
ever undertaken. It is already a suc-
cess. In order to have money for in-
vestment in a small way economy is be-
ing preached to the nation. People are
being asked to save, and to invest their
savings in war loans on which the gov-
ernment offers libéral interest. An of-
ficial committee which has been estab-
lished has undertaken the work. It has
started by advertising. -

THE MONCTON BRIDGE

Moncton, July 4.

Sir,—In your issue of July 3, you give
prominence to an item copied from the
“North Shore Leader,” which you say
speaks for Hon. John Morrissy, making
reference to matters connected with our
contract for the construction of the sub-
structures of the Moncton bridge over
the Petitcodiac River.

1t is not our policy to notice comment
in reference to our work, but this article
is so absolutely false and so evidently in-
spired by a discarded politician, who is
more largely endowed with the spirit of
a disappointed office holder than brains,
that we are bound to refer to it.

In the first place, we have a job in
hand which the late honorable minister
endeavored to award the Foundation
Company, Ltd., at a price much in ex-
cess of our ﬂgure for the same work. We
do not question the ability of the Found-
ation Company to have carried this JOb
to completion, had same been placed in
their hands, but we see no reason to as-
sume that our company has not shown
unquestioned ability to carry out its
work according to its contract.

We know of only one job in the east-
srn provinces where the conditions were
1g difficult as this Petitcodiac River at
. Moncton, and this job we refer to was
on the Shubenacadie River near Mait-
land. Who built that work and what
were their experiences? A New York

which were people afterwards connected
with Hon. John Morrissy’s pet Founda-
tion Company. They are said to have
placed five caisson’s, four of which went
adrift, one seven miles up the river and
landed on the bank. Is this evidence of
“sole ability rights?”

We encountered a misfortune in hav-
ing one of our caissons break adrift on
a very unusual tidal condition at that
particular time, but about two weeks
later we brought that caisson back and
placed it in position on its site and ex-
a.ct position, according to our undertak-
ing.

We have now all our caissons placed,
except one, and our piers and abutments
all completed except two, which we are
disposed to think is not by any means
discreditable, and as far as completion
within our time limit is concerned, we
do not anticipate any delay, such as will
interfere at any rate with the progress
of the super-structure contractors.

The caisson which went adrift did not
have four hundred tons of concrete in it.
Had such been the case, a school-boy,
rather than a minister of the crown,
would have known that the structure
would not have floated, and consequently
could not have gone adrift. People ig-
norant in matters of this nature should
be slow about getting into print, as com-
ment of this kind tends to work m_)ury
to reputable contractors who take no in-
terest in politics nor political squabbles
and are apparently, as a result, unpopu-
lar with people of the type represented
by the author of this “North Shore
Leader” article.
