Works in Ruhr Close; Talk of a
Vote For General :
Strike.

Paris, Jan. 5—The Duesseldorf cor-
respondent of the Temps says several
metal works in the Ruhr have been
closed through the refusal of the em-
ployes to accept a ten per cent. de-
crease In pay.

The Mannemann works, with 1,250
employes, and the Rhelmctal with
4,000, were closed yesterday and the
Hohenzollcm works are expected to
shutdown, today. The correspondent
says eight factories are closed at Bat-
ingan, and the Krupp works at Tein-
hassen remain idle, <'although many
men are said to have applied for work
on the ten-hour basis.

The Communist Workmen’s Coun-
cils at the Krupp works are reported
to have decided to vote in favor of a
general strike at the fort.hcomlng gen-
eral assembly of ‘workmen’s councils.
The transport workers, who called a
strike in protest against the ten-hour
day, are locked out, and large quan-
txties of foodstuffs on the docks are
threatened by the rising of the Rhine
River.

The New Brunswick Fire Prevention
Board has issued the following advice:

Building chimneys with bricks laid
on edge seems to be a popular ipractice
in many parts of the country and it is
one of the main reasons for defective
chimney fires in rural property. Sooner
or later, where this custom prevalls,
the mortar between the bricks will
crack and apertures will devel
through which sparks easily can es-
cape. If safety is to be assured, bricks
always must be laid flat and the en-
tire chimney lined with fire clay.
Further than this, chimneys should be
buflt solidly from the ground up and
never ed upon beams or brack-
ets, since the inevitable settling of the
walls and floor in time will open cracks
through which sparks may be released
into floor spaces and attics, rendering
fire' a virtual certainty. Flue holes
which are not in use will be a continu-
ing fire menace unless they are closed,
and for this ose tight-fitting metal
covers are hest. Such openings should
not be pasted over with paper, for this
Introduces dangerous conditions when
winter stoves are set up. Defective
chimneys and flues, as a fire cause, are
wholly eliminable.

Manifestly,
a newly shingled roof, or one kept in
good repair and painted, offers higher|
protection from fire than an old one,
because the shingles lie closer together
and present a smooth, hard surface
upon which sparks or embers are less
likely to clifg. '

Altogether, it is a safe prediction to
make that where a flaw in a chimney
exists in combination with a wooden
outbreak of fire is
merely a question of time; there are
few more fruitful ways of courting
disaster.

papers and by personal observation,
and so'easily correctible is it by the
exercise of plain common sense, that
there is not the smallest excuse for
matches and smoking taking the toll that
they do. Adults have heen cautioned
to keep matches out of the reach of
children, yet the warning, oft repeated,
still goes largely unheeded, and every
so often someone pays.

Matches should not be permitted
around farn property. There is _dan-
ger, when matches are struck, of flying
heads lighting in’hay or straw. Drop-
ped matches may be stepped on or ig-
nited by a score of other accidental
contacts, so that there should be no
departure from the rule that matches
thall be kept in safe, definite and con-
venient places and not carried in pock-
ets. Ordinary intelligence should in-
form anyone, too, that smoking in or
about barns where burnable crops or
other material are stored, is danger-
ous; still the loss from matches and
smoking continues to ascend year after
year. ne recent report from the cen-
tral west tells of a $15,000 loss, totally
uninsured, occasioned by a fire from a
cigarette dropped by a farm hand who
was quartered in & barn.

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A CHANGED INDUSTRY.

The news that the St. John River
Log Driving Company at Fredericton
may go out of existence marks a great
change in the conduct of the lumber
business on that river. The large trees
Bave been retreating farther and farther
up the river and its tributaries and the

have been following them until
the quantity of logs to be rafted at the
Fredericton booms has become a mere
fraction of that of iwenty or thirty
years ago. Not only have the mills
been going up the river but the logs
that come down have been decreasing
in size until a really large saw-log is
almost a shock to the mill-man who
in the old days rejoiced to hear the
saw singing its way through real tim-
ber. The days of the huge log and the
great rafts is passing rapidly away. We
are approaching a time when ‘more
and more of the forest will be convert-
ed into pulp and paper, and less and
less made into deals for export. If
an old-time lumberman, say of half
a century ago, could see a modern lath
mill eating up the small growth as it
does today he would be filled with
scorn. There is, indeed, a serlous side
to this destruction of small trées, ex-
cept in cases where it is obvious they

. In Toronto last year 837 persons
were suddenly stricken with heart
trouble or were found dead from that
cause. is is a record for the city.
Automobile accidents caused the death
.of 49, which is a terrible toll, due in
nearly all cases to carelessness. Among
causes of death in the year were:—
Automobiles, 49; asphyxiation, 803
fatal falls, 27; burned to death, 20;
suicides, 17; shot, 10; street cars, 9;
drowned, 8; murdered, 8; poisoned by
alcohol, 7; drugs, 7; machinery, 5;
hanged, 4; electrocuted, 4; railways, 8;
stabbed, 2; smothered, 2; coal gas, 13
crushed, 1; scalded, 1; heat, 1; fatal
dives, 1; kicked by horse, 1; elevators,
1; wire in neck, 1; cycles, 1; over-exer-
tion, 1.

THE BECK POWER PLAN.

(Montreal Star.)

The official announcement by Sir
Adam Beck of his power development
plan for the St. Lawrence river, in-|
volving the _construction of a huse‘
dam at Morrisburg at an estirnated
cost of $80,000,000, signalizes the defi-
nite joining of. issue with the Ameri-
can deep waterway scheme. The two
plans, Sir Adam Beck nolds, could
both be carried into effect. But the

It will be time to discuss the scheme
in detail when full particulars of the
plan are made public. In the mean-
time, it is permissible to ohserve that
the Ontario scheme is dependent upon
the co-operation of the United Staics,
either officially or through private en-
terprise, as the dam is to be construct-
ed on the American side of the river.
To what extent the authoritics at
Washington will feel inclined to sup-
port a Canadian enterp:ise when Cap-
adian sentiment so “far has becn
actively opposed o the American
deep waterway scheme, it might not
be. profitable at the pr:sdnt delicate
juncture to inquire. One thing Is cer-
tain, the Beck plan wil! demand the
most careful consideration with at
Ottawa and Washington, and- that it
will receive this there is little doubt.

THE QUOTA AND CANADA

The New York Herald does not ap-
prove of the proposal that the quota
law be applied to immigrants into the
United States from Canada and Mex-
fco. It says:—

“Another of the Davis proposals is
positively reactionary. At present im-
tpigrafts from contiguous territory,
Canada and Mexico, are not subject to
the quota system. The Secretary of
Labor would deprive them of that im-
munity, and substitute for the present
freedom of movement and work a sys-
tem whereby our neighbors would be
admitted “for the purpose of laboring
at a specified occupation for a specified
time at a definite place.’ It is difficult
to see what could possibly be gained
by thus affronting nearby populations
and inviting reprisals from their Gov-
ernments which would handicap our
nationals working in Canada and Mex-
ico exactly as much as their nationals
would be embarrassed here.”

The Herald charges that Secretary
Davis is under the domination of the

labor unions, and that “in his recom- |-

mendations on immigration he hasn’t
edded to his stature as a statesman.”

The Labor and Nationalist Parties

South Africa have joined forces in
the effort to defeat Gen. Smuts. That
resourceful statesman has weathered
political storms in the past, and will
doubtless meet the combined enemy
with an unruffied front.

If the real importance of the normal
heart, in helping life extension 'often
to ten, fifteen and even twenty years,
could be fully impressed on parents
and children, our life line would show
surprising gain.

The - number of children who are
placed under a handicap early in life,
could be very much reduced through
a heart examination by a competent
physician. This test should be carefully
and thoroughly made after children
have apparently fully recovered from
attacks of rheumatism, scarlet fever,
tonsilitis or diphtheria. It 18 not in-
frequent for many children to be
crippled for life with a heart action
that does only about half its normal
work.

The use and development of musgcles
in the chest, arms and shoulders, that
aid the heart in its normal action is
also of prime importance. Erect pos-

ture has much to do in alding a good

heart action and healthy lungs. If the
space to which the heart acts is nar-
rowed of constricted by flattened
chest or lowered breast-bone and in-
covrect working or resting posture, the
interference is felt not only hy the
heart itself but by other dependent
organs.

You can greatly aid your heart to
normal action by careful attemtion to
the manner and time of eating. Hur-
ried meals spoil many a heart.
Take at least twenty minutes for re-
freshment.

The action of the heart {8 quite dif-
ferent during certain periods of rest
and sleep. While it is true the heart
does not get a real vacation from ac-
tion, it does obtain some rest during
perfect sleep. Don’t overload ,your
stomach late at night and go to bed
with nothing but work ahead for your
heat, pumping blood for unnecessary |
food supply. Every time you do it
you shorten your life.

He wires that a total
monetary loss of £750,000 has already
been sustained. As a result of the
total of 978 outbreaks of the disease in
the past three and one-half months
65,250 head of live stock have had to
be slaughtered in Britain, of which
32,500 were cattle, 15,500 were sheep
and 17,750 swine,

GIRL’S MURDER IS
DISCLOSED BY DCG

Madrid, Jan. 4—The murder of a
servant girl by her jealous mistress

has been revealed in strange fashion by
the sagacity of a dog. :

The dog suddenly appeared amongst
the occupants of a farmhouse in the
small town of Los Almasiles carrying
in his mouth a plece of the girl’s dress.
The animal then led them to a place
called El Chaparran where he began
to scratch. An excavation was made,
and the searchers came upon the mutil-
ated body of a girl, identified as that
of Josefa Martinez, a 15-year-old serv-
ant on a farm known as Las Cruces.

When the girl disappeared some
months ago, Luis Romero Jiminez, a
farmer for whom she worked, said she
had gone to live with her parents at
Velez Rubjo. Investigations, however,
revealed a terrible drama of the land.

Juana Romero Sanchez, the farmer’s
wife, was jealous of the girl, and dur-
ing a violent argument between Juana
and her husband the wife caught up a
hoe, and, striking the girl several times,
killed her.

Romero’s daughter rushed to the
scene, and found her father trying to
wrench the hoe from her mother’s
hands. The girl called for help and a
mule boy and two other servants im-
mediately rushed in. They agreed to
bury the body that night.

Luls and Juana were arrested as in-
stigators of the crime, and the three
servants as accomplices. ;

FATAL WHOOPING COUGH

In the six month period ending July
1, 1928, “there were more deaths froin
whooping cough than from the three
diseases, diphtheria, typhoid fever, and
scarlet fever,” is the surprising state-
ment made in the December Bulletin
of the Medical Society of Nova Scotia,
Just issued. The writer of the article
attributes. this to the fact that “the
preventive work done in each of the
three is much greater than that under-
taken to control whooping cough.”

“The latter is looked upon as a dis-
ease which a child must ‘get through
withy and many Boards of Ilealth
make no effort to stop its ravages,”
reads the article, and adds that “the
latest number of the American Public
Health_Journal refers to an article on
the curative and prophylactic results
of whooping cough vaccine and arrives
at the conclusion that for both pur-
poses the results justify its use.”

KITCHEN TOOLS.

Do you ever take an inventory, so to
speak, of your kitchen utensils and
weed out the old and worthless to

make way for the new and necessary?

It’s quite as important for the house-
keeper to have a full set of good tools
as it is for the carpenter or plumber.

Sharp knives, broad blunt knives,
stif knives, limber knives, one long
two-tined fork, one short three-tined
fork, assorted spoons, a pair of scis-
sors are as necessary in the kitchen
as the bits and chisels and saws and
hammers are in the carpenter’s tool
chest. And the housekeeper uses her
tools three.times a day, 865 days in
the year, rain or shine.

A nickel or bent-edged paring knife
is worthless in the kitchen, so throw
it away and invest in a good steel knife
that will stand sharpening and then
take care of it. A paring knife is a
de}icate tool and should not be used
for scraping pots and pans nor prying
off refractory lids. If you pay a good
price for a stainless steel paring knife
with a sharp, easily turned edge de-
signed specially for paring and then
abuse it you arefhrowing your money
sway. Don’t cut down on a hard
surface with a paring knife. For in-
stance, when mincing parsley, put the
parsley on a small board rather than
an old plate or saucer,

Keen Edge.

If you would keep your temper
dull, keep your paring knife sharp.
A sharp knife is an economical device
in that thinner parings can be taken
in less time, thereby saving both time
and food. .

A long thin case-knife with a round
end is valuable for cutting butter,
spreading sandwiches or toast, putting
on some kinds of cake frostings, clean-~
ing vegetables and the like. Very
often in cooking the stiffness of a case-
knife makes it possible to loosen some
tiny corner which has stuck and won’t
yield to the spatula. < After gently
prying loose with the case-knife, slip
the spatula under to turn without
breaking.

And no woman can keep house with-
out one of these long, bread, limber
spatulas. They are used for turning
pancakes, potato cakes, meat balls,
fish, any vegetable or meat that is to
be browned on top the stove. The flex-
ibility of the blade makes it possible
to slip it under a cake in the pan or
remove it without breaking. Or run
under the contents of a mold.

Economical, Too.

When you are baking cookies you
will use the spatula to remove them
from the molding board and again to

remove them from the pan and again |

to remove the last bit of dough from
the mixing bowl. A light, fluffy cake
frosting is spread with the spatula and
the last trace of the frosting is re-
moved from the platter or bowl with
this same tool. A spatula will save
many times its cost just by being the
means. of using every bit .of batter or
frosting of pudding or omelet or any-
thing which must be mixed in a bowl.

A wooden spoon is essential for
creaming butter and sugar and beating
stiff mixtures.

A slotted spoon i convenient for
beating cakes, stirring gravies and
sauces, or beating mashed potatoes if
a wooden masher has been used.

A wire whisk is as necessary as a

dover beater. And the joy of having
two sizes of dover beaters must be ex-
perienced to be appreciated. Very
often it is quite important to beat the
yolk of one egg. FEvery housekeeper
knows the futility of tyying to beat
one egg in a bowl large enough to beat
the ordinary dover beater.

There’s a Difference.

Egg whites cannot be beaten for a
souffle or meringue with a dover beater.
A whisk must be used. A whisk is
also excellent for beating sauces while
cooking to insure smoothness and pre-
vent the necessity of straining.

Do not put the cogs of a dover
beater in water when washing and
be sure the beaters are dry before put-
ting away. A whisk should be rinsed
imnmediately after using to prevent
sticking and make sure perfect clean-
liness.

A sharp, thin-bladed knife for cut-
ting bread and cakes should *be kept
for these purposes only. The knife
should not be put with other kitchen
knives and forks, but placed where it
will not be nicked or rubbed to dull its
edge. 5

With reasonable care good knives
will last for years and add much to
the pleasure of cooking.

In jail he learnt
the art of burglary, and for nearly
seventeen years has plied that trude
whenever he was out of prison.

This, however, did not destroy hig
gentlemanly instincts; the further he
sunk into the abyss the more refined
became his tastes. i

Victims of his burglaries hav§
thanked him for his consideration in
their houses, and a number of thenmt
have combined” to open a banking
account for him and give him a fresh
start in life when his term of imprison-
ment expires.

The “Gentleman Burglar.”

James Clarke—or, to give hiin his °
right name, Bertram Wyndham Wood=
house—has a really remarkable his~
tory. He was born at Brighton 89
years ago, the son of a major in the
regular army and a member of an cx-
ceedingly well-connected family, Fuli;
six feet in his socks, slim and straigh
standing, he looks every inch a gentle
man—and he is a criminal with » 168
cord of sixty burglaries to his credit:

It was intended that he should res
celve a public school education, lut
he displayed such anxiety to enter tlie
senior service that after attendiyy a
number of exclusive private schoois
he gave up his studies and joined tne
traiping ship Worcester.

He was then fourteen years old, and
some years later a relative died, leav-
ing him a sum of $12,000. That prov-
ed the boy’s undoing. He [eft the
Worcester .and set out to dissipate the
money in the shortest possible space
of time,

So successful were his efforts in tlis
direction that within three moaths
every penny of his inheritance lud
gone and he had nothing to show for
it beyond a taste for extravagant
living.

His parents took him in hand and
he was apprenticed to a firm of motar
engineers. For a time he settled down
to work, but the desire to spend was
still upon him, and presently he touk
the first false step—a step that led
ultimately to prison and a life
crime.

The desire to taste once more those
joys assoclated with his three months
of reckless extravagance became irre-
sistible, and so he embezzled a small
sum of :money from his employers,
stole a’' bicycle, and set out on Lis
search for the pleasures of life.

Clarke was then just twenty-one,
and his moral lapse was more in the
nature of a youthful escapade than a
crime—but he was arrested, and ¢ -
tenced to six months’ imprisonn
with hard labor.

He proved to be a model priso
and in less than four and a

¥

»months he was at liberty again, pr

ed with a dangerous knowledge ab
the art of burglary. That knowle
was promptly turned fo account, a
within a few months of his relea

from prison Clarke was again arreste

Many other long terms of imprison
ment have followed since then, all fou
burglary, but it is the psychology . of
the man rather than his criminal
activities which places him in a cate-
gory all on his own. The deeper he
delved into crime the more prondun-
ced became the effects of his gentle
birth and early training. )

He was as careful during his tour
of any house to which he had effected
an. entry as ‘though the property was
his own, and although many people
suffered loss at his hands, no one had
caute to complain of wilful destrue-
tion. On the contrary, quite a num-~
ber of people received valuable hints.

In one case he left the following
note for the householder whose prem-
fses he bad burglarized:

Sir,—Your drawing room is a store
house of art treasures—but they are
too crowded to show to proper effect
Spread them out.

Another example of the considera-
tion which Clarke showed for his vie-
tims was provided by the care with
which he selected cups a other
sporting trophies. Silver cups held
by a school or a school house he se-
garded as legitimate plunder, but a
similar trophy belonging to the indi-
vidual was never touched.

Clarke made something of a spec-
falty of schools, and here again his
centility was very much in cvidence.
concerned for the sleeping
children he confined himself always to
1. ¢ .ower floor rooms—and if there
was nothing of value there he went
away empty-handed rather than risk
causing alarm amongst the youthful
boarders.

In 1914, he was sent to four years’
penal servitude, but just when it was
nearing its end he learned of the
shortage of men in France and made
an application to be released in order
that he might enlist in the iighting
forces. His request was granted and
he proceeded to France after a few
weeks’ tralning as a private in the
Shropshire Light Infantry.

New York Bankers Say Liv-
ing Problem Harder
in 1843,

~ New York, Jan. ' 5.—(United ' Press).
Our grandfathers, or at least that por-
tion of them who earned their bread by
the sweat of their brow, whether that
sweat was the product of manual or
clerkly labor,” had none of the luxuries

which today form an almost indispens-
able part of the life of the average
workingman or ‘man in moderate cir-
cumstances.

A comparison of the history of wages
with the cost of living for the last
eighty years, compiled by Cheney
Brothers, New York bankers, from their
wage records and from figures of the
United States Bureau of Labor Statis-
tics, show that the high cost of living
was a far greater problem in 1843 than
now, or, to put it differently, while liv-
ing undoubtedly comes high today, we
have the means to pay for it, whereas
eighty years ago the struggle to make
ends meet resulted in a lowering of
standard of living to the bare neces-
sities. )

The figures issued show that while the
cost of such commodities as the work-
ingman buys with his wages has in-
cdreased 756 per cent. since 1843, during
the same time the weekly wage earned
has increased 85 per cent., or in other
words, the weekly wage today will pur-
chase in such things as clothing, food,
heat, shelter, etc., six and one-half
times as much as it could in 1843. From
this it is apparent that a very large part
of the community life in those days %vas
reduced to the fundamentals of exist-
ence—enough food to live on; enough
clothing to keep from freezing; suffic-
fent shelter to keep out of the rain;
and people went ylthout many of the
things which we have come to ccnsider
not as luxuries, but necessities.

ASKS VOTE OF AL
PRESBYTERIANS

Toronto Branch of Associa-
tion Determined to Have

Mandate.

Toronto, Jan. 4—A vote of the peo-
ple of the Preshyterian church through-
out Canada on the question of church
union should be obtained before the
union committee seeks to get the enabl-
ing bill passed at the coming session
of the Dominion Parliament. This was
the firm stand taken yesterday at a
meeting of the executive of the Presby-
terian Church' Association, Toronto
branch. A statement to the press
makes it clear that a determined effort
will be put forth to compel -the secur-
ing of such a mandate. Absolute con-
fidence is expressed that if the union-
ists force the issue in parliament, they
will find that such a vote will be re-

quired before the enactment of any/| .

legislation.

The Presbyterian Church Associa-
tion, if an appearance of its representa-
tives before parliament is found advis-
able, will urge that each presbytery be
considered an electoral district, and
that the total votes cast by all the mem-
bers in all the churches in each pres-
bytery be counted for or against or-
ganic union. It is contended that such
a course would minimize the danger of
factional - disputes in - individual
churches, would permit of a fair vote
on the merits of the question and
would make the task of the minister,
regardless of which side he might be
on, much easier.

“PETE” AND “BOB” DOING THEIR STUFF WITH THE NEW DYNAMOMETER.

Chicago—“My strength is as the
. girength of ten,” would be a compar-
“ative boast for a pedigreed draft horse,
properly trained and conditioned.

For “Pete” and “Bob,” champion
draft horses of America by virtue of
_their survival of tests by the newly
invented tractive dynamometer, the

phrase would be an understatement of
their powers. The result of the tests
must be a revision of conceptions of
what is a “horsepower,” according to
Wayne Dinsmore, secretary of the
Horse Association of America.

“These two horses exerted a tractive
pull of 2,450 pounds continuously for
six seconds, moving their load 12
feet,” says Secretary Dinsmore.

“Tractive’ pull 1s the measure of
energy expended in pulling a load.
Now let me translate that perform-
ance into familiar terms. Here in
Chicago a load of coal weighing ten
tons with the wagon is ordinarily
drawn by three horses. It takes a
tractive pull of 1,600 pounds to start
such a wagon; but in less than a
second, when the wheels begin turn-
ing, the energy required is greatly re-
duced.

“These champion horses, two of
them as compared with three hitched
to the coal wagon, exerted a pull half
again as great as the loaded wagon,
and kept it up without slackening for
six painful, starining, fighting
seconds.”

Contrivance Is Automatic,

The horses, owned by the Sheffield
Farms, New| York, set their record in
tests conducted by the horse assocla-
tion in New York. There were simi-
lar tests earlier this fall at the Iowa
State Fair, following invention of the

dynamometer by Professor E. V. Col-
lins, of Iowa State College.

The machine looks much like a
farm wagon. Its wheels may be lock-
ed by hydraulic power, not to be re-
leased until a certain pull is exerted.
Whenever the pull is reduced, the
wheels lock again.

“John Coffee, driver of the winning
team, never touched them with a
whip, or even cracke it at them,” ‘says
Dinsmore. “As an accelerator he had
three pebbles in a tin can, and when
he wanted to stir their best effort he
rattled the can. He is one of the best
drivers in the country.”

He served with distinct credit dur-
Ing his period of active service, but
after two months he was badly
wounded in the head and _shoulders
and invalided home to England. He

was still in England when the armis-
tice was signed, and \with no mcre
fighting to do he considered his duty
to his country had been done—and be
deserted.

For several months he evaded the
vigilance of the police, but a number!
of burglaries reported to them were so|
obviously the work of “The Gentle-
man Burglar” that the authorities
were on the watch for him, and in
April, 1919, he was arrested.

Clarke once more regained his free-
dom in January, 1928—and he had
successfully burglarized a girls’ school
two days after his release. He had a
fairly good run this time, too, for he
was not caught until recently although
he had committed seventeen burglar-
ies according to his own confession. '

Impressed the Police.

One of Clarke’s invariable practices
was to make the acquaintance of the
constable whose beat brought him past
the house which it was the gentleman
burglar’s intention to enter. He just
made some excuse to get into conver-
sation and casually remarked that he

was visiting a friend in the neighbor-|:

hood for the night.

JHis gentlemanly speech and manner
invariably impressed the officer, with
the result that if he met Clarke strol-
ling away from the scene of his latest
burglary later in the evening, he at-
tached no importance to the fact.

Yet that very trick resulted in his
capture on the present occasion. He
had for some months been systemati-
cally robbing schools and houses in
various parts of Surrey and! finally
paid a visit to the Maybury 8 gh
School for Girls at Woking.

He had nearly completed his “work
there when he was disturbed and at
once took to flight. The police were
telephoned to and before Clarke could
reach the station every available man
had been turned out to watch for the
thief.

For a long time it looked as though
thelr efforts would be in vain. All
motor trafic was held up and the
occupants questioned, pedestrians were
called upon to give an account of

themselves, and every outlet from the |

town was picketed—yet nothing hap-
pened.

But at nearly four o’clock in the
morning a well-dressed young man
hurried into the railway station and
asked for a ticket to London. The
police approached him, but he gave
such a plausible explanation of his
vresence abroad at such am hour that
he might have got away byt for the
fact that one of the men on duty at
the station was the constable he had
spoken to earlier on in pursuance of
his usual plan.

That officer recognized him, remem-
bered that they had met very near to
Maybury House School and took him
to the police station, where he was
found to be in possession of all the
articles stolen from thé school.

Finding that the game was up,|
Clarke made a full confession of all
the burglaries he had committted since
his release at the beginning of the year
and asked to be permitted to make
what restitution he could by person-
ally assisting the police to recover the
stolen property.

His memory is wonderful; he knew
exactly how he had disposed of every
article he had stolen and he led the
police on a tour round London. In
some cases the people who had bought
his wares denied all knowledge of the
man or the property he claimed to
have sold to them, but usually Clarke
was able to point to some of the
stolen property amongst the shop-
keeper’s stock.

The total value of his haul from
seventeen burglaries was about $9,000,
out of which $2,600 worth was re-
covered.

While Clarke was imprisoned at
Woking awaiting trial several of his
victims called to visit him and to ex-
press their thanks for the forebear-
ance and care which he had exercised
during his visit to theix homes. The
man impressed them even more favor-
ably by his behaviour, and he is now
regarded as something of a hero in the
district.

Amongst the friends he made under
thése strange circumstances was Su-
perintendent Boshier, of the Surrey|
Constabulary, and that officer willine-)
ly agreed to the suggestion of Clarke’s
victims that he- should assist in aj
scheme for setting the gentleman bur

T
glar on his feet again and giving him
a fresh start in life.

The result is a position without
parallel in the annals of crime. A
police superintendent is actively assist-
ing a number of people, most of whom
have suffered at the hands of a thlef,
to open a banking account for the man
who robbed them and make provision
to meet him on his release from prison
and give him a sjtuation.

There is some excpse for their atti-
tude, for Clarke is undoubtedly a gen-
tleman by instinct, and his present
position is largely due to the evil asso-
ciation of his first spell in prison.

He sold his stolen property quickly
at a very low price, on which he lived
quietlv and frugally. Reading and
occasional visits to art galleries were
his only hobbies, and he had no vices

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MEDICAL FEUDS
DATE BACK AGES

Investigation Harks Away
to Early Days of
Profession.

Chicago, Jan. 4—(United Press)—Pro-
fessional feuds of medical praout!onerl'
date back centuries, says Louis G, Cald-

well of the Chicago Bar Association,
writing in the Illinois Law Review. The
modern, controversy between physicians,
chiropractors, osteopaths 'and napra-
paths is nothing new, he asserts.

“The feud today is only a repetition
of the feud between the regular and the
homeopath, eclectic, physio-medic and
botanic physicians of fifty and one hun-
dred years ago,’”’ Caldwell writes. ‘‘Still
more anclent feuds raged during pre-
ceding centuries between the physician,
the apathocary, surgeon and barber.”

Galen, writing more than 2,000 years
ago said:—*“The public does not call ipto
requisition the best physicians, but
those who flatter their whims. Nobody
takes into consideration qualification in
the choice of a physician, but that skiil-
ful and the ignorant are estimated alike,
then each one of them will have in view
what ylelds income with the least exer-
tion.”

Galen was & physician himself.

Surgery was practiced by barbers in
the late middle ages, Caldwell records.
In 1461 King Edward IV. issued a char-
ter to the barbers and in 1540 the pro-
fession “was incorporated and given the
exclusive right to practice surgery in
