Greenwoods Announcement
Dublin, Oct. 1.—Warnings against re­

prisals, no matter what the provocation,, 
was given the Royal Irish Constabulary 
today by Sir Hamar Greenwood, chief 
secretary for Ireland, in a speech on 
the occasion of a distribution of medals. 
He dwelt upon provocation which had 
been given the police, with 108 of their 
number murdered, and, 170 wounded, 
but declared no reprisals could be coun­
tenanced by the authorities. He con­
gratulated the men upon their general 
maintenance of discipline.

“You are a disciplined force and I 
confidently count on you to maintain 
that discipline no matter what the pro­
vocation,” h* said. “The accounts of 
reprisals in certain newspapers. are of­
ten misleading and frequently misrepre­
sent Ckaas of justifiable self defense as 
reprisals, but there are cases In which 
uxijusNjjfisble action has undoubtedly 
been taken.

Hydro-Electric Power At 
Musquash and Shogomoc

At the Former 8,675 Horse Power and Lattei 
8,000—“Entirely Feasible,” Says Engineering 

' Firm of National Reputation—Foster Govern­
ment Policy Means Cheaper Light and Power.

The following extract from the report operated from the water of the North-

e proposed development of the Mus- gether, produce under average conditions 
lash and Shogomoc Rivers will be of «,673 horse power and this power would

make about 21,500,000 Kilowatt hours 
available for sale in St. John, allowing 
for all generating and transmission losses.

The sites for intakes, pipe lines, and 
power station are all adapted for develop­
ment purposes and are conveniently situ­
ated for efficient operation.

It is proposed that transmission of 
power to St. John would be on duplicate 
circuits carried on a line of steel towers 
at generator, voltage, 13200 volts. This 
will make the most economical trans­
mission arrangement and would permit 
of use of power between the generating 
station and St. John without the use of 
complicated equipment. Provision is be­
ing kept in mind in this for subsequent­
ly changing the line over to higher volt­
age in case it is desired to connect other 
future stations in this locality to this as 
a main line

The receiving station 
would make the power available for dis­
tribution in St. John.
The Shogomoc Development.

The consideration of the Shogomoc 
Power Development can, to a great ex­
tent, parallel the foregoing regarding the 
Musquash power.

The Shogomoc River empties into the 
St. John River approximately-forty miles 
above Fredericton and about twenty 
miles from Woodstock.

The Shogomoc watershed is about , ' 
ninety-five square miles in area above the 
proposed power dam site. The water 
supply after the complete storage system 
is installed as proposed, is estimated to 
be about 180 cubic feet per second based 
upon the precipitation and run-off factor 
for this region. It is borne in mind, 
however, that under the conditions of the 
four successive low precipitation years 
of 1912 to 1916 it is estimated that only 
120 cubic feet per second would have 
been available as continuous flow but as 
this exceptional condition has only occur­
red for the one period since 1874, 130 
cubic feet per second might reasonably 
be taken as a working figure.

The power site was visited by us on 
September 14th, and the dam site and 
canal and pipe line routes were gone 
over. It appears quite feastible to secure 
a good arrangement of these portions of 
the work. The generating station would 
be located on a rock ledge on the bank 
of the St. John River and the Surge tank, 
for hydraulic control, would be located 
on a ledge on the high bank behind the 
generating station.

The gross head to be obtained in this 
development would be about 285 feet 
and allowing for the usual hydraulic 
losses the average net head would be 
about 270 feet. (This is without refer­
ence to the short period^ during which 
the high water of the spring freshet on 
the St. John will temporarily reduce it.)
Under these conditions the output would 
be about 8,000 horse power at 40 per cent 
load factor, considered on the same basis 
as already outlined. This would produce 
about 19,000,000 kilowatt hours, power 
available for sale on the system.

There would be two units proposed in 
this plant, each having about 4,000 h. p. 
output. The electric power would be 
stepped up at the generating station 
through transformers suitable for 38,006 
volt transmission.
Time of Completion. ’

In working out a time progress pro­
gramme of construction it is to be borne 
in mind that the time required for con­
struction of the electrical machinery is 
largely the determining factor. Again 
on the long pipe lines and storage scheme 
such as comprised in these developments 
the various preliminary delays incident 
on getting the hydraulic system into op­
eration must preferably be done in mod­
erate weather and not in winter time.

It is highly desirable then that the 
plants should be ready for testing out 
and got ready for operation not later 
than the 1st of December, 1921, and earl­
ier if possible; if this cannot be accom­
plished, delay due to the second winter 
would ensue. This can be best done by 
letting the contracts for the machinery 
by December 1st of this .year. If such is 
to be done it would be necessary to have 
specifications in the hands of the electric­
al and hydraulic machinery manufactur­
ers by the latter part of October at the 
latest.
Conclusion.

The two projects on the Musquash 
and Shogomoc Rivers are entirely feas­
ible in construction from both an engin­
eering and economic standpoint and the 
cost of power per Kilowatt hour deliv­
ered is quite low and compares very fav­
orably with other projects of similar 
hydro electric undertakings.

Gentlemen:
Arising out of a request from your 

Chief Engineer, Mr. Foss, through your 
Consulting Engineer, Mr. Holgate of 
Montreal, we bave examined into the 
Hydro-Electric Power Projects which 
you have in contemplation on the Mus­
quash and Shogomoc Rivers. This we 
have done with the purpose of assist­
ing your Chief Engineer in co-operation 
with the Consulting Engineer and this 
report is intended to place before you 
in a preliminary manner, the results of 
this examination, especially as to the 
feasibility of construction and opera­
tion of the projects and the economic 
features involved in them.

We found on our preliminary inter­
view with your Consulting Engineer 
and upon consultation wjth your Chief 
Engineer, that the project» had already 
been advanced to the stage' of asking 
for tenders for the main dams and 
canals based upon plans and specifica­
tions already prepared by your Chief 
Engineer and tiie consideration of these 
is not included in this report except 
with respect to their general relation 
to the projects especially as to probable 
costs where included in the general es­
timate».

The general data based upon stream 
measurement and surveys already done 
has been placed in our hands by the 
Consulting Engineer and we have also 
had before ns various maps and plans 
made from special surveys of the power 
sites done under the direction of the 
Chief Engineer. In addition to these 
we have both personally examined the 
localities and proposed sites of the vari- 

structures to company with the 
Chief Engineer. We have also discuss­
ed questions of water supply and con­
trol with Mr. K. H. Smith of the 
Water Power Branch of the Dept, of 
the Interior and had access to his re­
ports and the information on file in his 
office at Halifax.

The Musquash Development.
On September 13, 1920, we visited the 

locality of the proposed power develop­
ment on the Musquash River, seeing 
the proposed sites of the main dam, 
canal and spillway on the West Branch 
and the proposed sites of the dams and 
Intake on the North-east Branch. We 
also examined the possible site of the 
generating station. This whole scheme 
as outlined by y bur Chief Engineer ap­
pears quite feasible for development 
from a constructional point of view as 
well as attractive to its' economic fea­
tures.

The watershed of the two branches 
of the Musquash River above the power 
dam sites has been measured from maps 
as 140 square miles, approximately 
ly divided between the two branches. 
As complete data for precipitation and 
run-off for this area has not been de­
finitely obtained, the calculations for 
available water have been based on com­
parisons with similar watersheds adja­
cent The precipitation over this area 
is known to be in excess of that of St. 
John which averages about 46 inches of 
rainfall per year, and the run-off is ex­
ceptionally high. The storage possi­
bilities of the river seem to be excellent 
and while the dependable controlled 
flow has not yet been determined it 
seems conservative to allow 360 cubic 
feet per second as the continuous avail­
able water for power purposes. As­
suming this amount evenly divided be­
tween the two branches, the flow avail­
able for power on each river would 
then be 180 cubic feet per second.

The proposed generating station site 
is on the coast, road about twelve miles 
West of St. John and the tail water 
level of the plant would be at tide 
water although above low tide on 
.count of the river estuary.

On the West Branch of the Musquash 
the gross hydraulic head to tide proposed 
is 125 feet but the period of low tide 
is much greater than that of high tide, 
so that with pipe losses, etc., it would 
appear to be safe to say that the net 
head available as a working head would 
be about 117 feet.

It is proposed to incorporate the de­
velopment of these two branches with 
separate units in the one station, one unit 
under one head and two units under the 
other as outlined below.

In estimating power available, the load 
factor of the system must be taken into 
accoount, especially in a spstem depend­
ent on storage such as these powers arc. 
The load factor in an hydro-electry 
power system is the relation of the av­
erage power demand to the maximum 
power demand. In this case we consider 
that the load factor of the whole de­
velopment should be taken as about 40 
per cent, that is, the average continuous 
load is 40 per cent of the maximum de­
mand at any time. For economic reasons 
if is proposed to distribute or apportion 
the two parts of the development so as 
to make the West Branch work on a 
66 per cent load factor and the North­
east Branch on a 27 per centToad factor, 
the combined plant then being on a 40 
per cent load factor as proposed.

CANADA'S ADVERSE BALANCE

Owes $19,00X000 fn Trade With the 
U. S.—Figures of Last Month.

Ottawa, vSept. 30.—Canada’s adverse 
trade balance with the United States 
now totals $19,000,000, the Department 
of Trade and Commerce announced to­
day in making public trade figures for 
the month of August.

The Dominion’s trade with the Unit­
ed States last month totalled $183,4,98,527 
an increase of $3,259,690 over the same 
period last year.

Imports from the United States, which 
totalled $85,864,000, showed an increase 
of $22,000,000 over August, 1919, while 
exports to the United States totalled 
$47,629,000, an increase of $3,000,000 
over the same period last year.

Pulp paper exports during August 
amounted to approximately $14*000,000.

Canadian Government Employes.

.< By an act passed by the Dominion 
Government in 1918 and amended 1919, 
Canadian Government Employes are 
brought within the scope of the Act. 
Prior to this legislation Canadian Gov­
ernment Railway Employes were receiv­
ing $5 per week and medical and hos­
pital ntetndance, according to a table of 
fees established by the Employes’ Relief 
and Insurance Association. At the pre­
sent time, these employes, if injured, are 
entitled to receive in addition fifty-five 
percent of ther wages, as provided in the 
Workmen’s Compensation Act. Médical 
and hospital attendance accounts are

sion and hospital authorities on the basis 

! of the Compensation Board scale, which

sum of $1,000, which was used to dis­
charge a mortgage on the property owned 
by her, and settle some outstanding 
debts, and a sum of $23.92 per month 
until her death.

“Another case was that of a mill em­
ploye in Newcastle, who met his death 
as a result of a punctured wound in the 
foot, from which tetanus developed. He 
died, leaving a widow and four children. 
She was advanced the sum of $250 to 
enable her to start a home cooking store, , 
and in addition was awarded the sunt 
of $20.51 per month during her widow- ! 
hood, and an additional sum of $5.86 a; 
month Jpr each of her children, to run, ; 
In the case of the sons until they were 
sixteen, and in the case of the daughter 
until she was eighteen.

“Another case was that of a man who 1 
was killed while working on one of the | 
boats. He left a widow and one son. . 
The sum of $1,540 as a lump sum was 
advanced to the widow, to discharge a 
mortgage on the house which her hus­
band had left her, and in addition there­
to, the sum of $12.82 was awarded to her 
during her widowhood, and an additional 
sum of $6.50 to her infant son until 
such time as It arrived at the age of six­
teen. In addition to these amounts in 
the above cases, the undertaker’s ac­
counts to the sum of $75 were paid. 
(This has now been increased to $100).

“In cases of permanent partial disa­
bilities, where awards have been made 
to the injured workmen, lump sums 
have been advanced for the purchase of 
artificial limbs, and in cases where It 
seemed just to the board, sums have 
been advanced to meet outstanding bills, 
which it was necessary that the Injured 
man should pay.

“Statement No. 3 shows amounts of 
the provincial assessment for 1920, to 
he $425,322.69. This, of course, will 
be increased when the actual payrolls 
for 1920 are received at tiic end of the 
year. From January 1 to August 81, we 
have paid out in compensation for the 
2,546 claims aforementioned, the sum of 
$106,680.89. We have set aside for pen­
sion reserves the sum'of $159,916.92, and 
paid hospital and medical aid the sum 
of $10,805.11. In the year 1920, oui r 
assessments were reduced by at least 
from 10 to 20 per cent The board, how­
ever, decided that the assessments should 
be collected in two instalments, hav­
ing in mind the fact that if it was at 

*all possible, to carry in all, the classes 
with a 50 per cent of the original assess­
ment, that it should be done. From 
the present indications, it is necessary 
that class 2, comprising the lumbering, 
sawmills, pulpmills, etc., and Class 6, in­
cluding building, construction, etc, will 
require the full assessment called for, 
hut in the other five classes, we are in 
hopes that it will not be necessary to 
collect more than 60 per cent of the 
assessment made for 1920. Of course,
It does not follow that this will continue 
in these classes each and every year, but 
It Is the intention and ambition of this 
board that insofar as they are able, the 
manufacturer and employer of labor shall 
receive their insurance at as cheap a rate 
as it is possible to give, bearing in mind 
the amount that has to be raised to 
cover the compensation to satisfy the 
claims arising from the different indus­
tries. In other words, it is not the in­
tention of the board to build

riemmenting upon the work of the 
urkmen’s Compensation Board, an of- 

icial of that organisation, which has ac- 
romplished so much for those workmen 
vho have suffered from accident, has 
fiven some interesting particulars and 
igures concerning the receipts and ex-

Hot .ShellEffects of Amendments of 1920. sAmendments to the Act, passed at the 
1920 session, provide that all payments 
to widows and children date back to 
January 1, 1919, but increased monthly 
payments to date from January 1, 1920. 
Tsis weant that all windows’ claims had 
to be adjusted, reserves reviewed to 
provide for pensions during life instead 
of up to $8,500. As already noted the 
nfonthly allowances were increased to 
$80 and $7.50 per month, which meant 
additional reserves to the extent of ap­
proximately $125,000 nad to be provided. 
It is estimated that medical aid and hos­
pital fees will cost about $76,000 or $85,- 
000 per annum. These additional benefits 
are provided with very little if any in­
crease In cost to industry.
New Brunswick Factories Act

This Act has been re-drafted and is at 
present being administered by the Work­
men’s Compensation Board. A complete 
census of industry is being taken at 
present as to the number of employes, 
condition of machinery as to safety of 
employes, etc. A Board of Examiners 
Stationary Engineers has been appointed, 
composed of N. M. Stewart, Moncton ; 
John Hooley, Fairville ahd James Sulli­
van, Newcastle. These men are quali­
fied engineers and their appointments 
were recommended by their several or­
ganizations, and by the Executive of the 
New Brunswick Federation of Labor. 
Regulations required to carry out the 
Act, as it effected the examination and 
licensing of engineers, have been passed 
and this matter is receiving prompt at­
tention.

In several instances advances have 
been made to widows to discharge mort­
gages on the home, to allow the widow 
to engage in business.

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Permanment Partial Disability.
The Act as originally passed provided 

in case of parmanent partial disability, a 
sum not exceeding in any case $1,500. 
During tfie session of 1920 this was 
amended and increased to $2,500. A 
scale has been worked out by the Board, 
which .provides that in addition to the 
payment received during temporary dis­
ability, or while injuries sustained were 
healing, and in addition to medical and 
hospital expenses, the injured workmen, 
if earning the maximum salary of $28.85 
per week, who was unfortunate enough 
to sustain loss of arm or loss of leg, 
would receive the sum of $2,500 payable 
in monthly pension, according to his 
peculiar circumstances. The amounts 
are graduated according to earning capa­
city and nature of injury.

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Hospital and Medical Aid.
Another amendment to the Act in 1920 

provided for all medical and hospital 
treatment. A schedule of fees has been 
adopted, which has been approved by a 
committee representing the Medical 
Society, an agreement has been arrived 
at with the hospitals of the province as 
to the per diem allowance fdr mainten­
ance of injured workmen. Medical aid 
and hospital treatment is allowed 
whether or not the accident lasts more 
than seven days.
Employes Covered.

Employes In every line of industry in 
the province are covered by the Act. In 
the administration it Is worth noting 
that in the other provinces in a number 
of Industries, unless more than in some 
cases five, ten, fifteen, twenty workmen 
are employed, these industries are ex­
cluded. The highest exclusion number 
In the province is three. This applies 
only to retail stores and lumbering, in 
all other industries, if one or more are 
employed, the employer is requested to 
comply with the provisions of the Act 
as to payroll assessments, etc-

Another important amendment au­
thorizes the Board In case of accident to 
minor or apprenticed workmen, resulting 
In permanent partial disability, to con­
sider in making the adjustment of the 
award on what the future or journey­
man’s wages might be and to adjust the 
claim on that basis.
Method of Payment of Claims.

First, aotice of accident is usually re­
ceived from employer within three day* 
after the accident. Workmen’s and doc­

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Industry’s Outlook Good.
While data as to conditions in 1921 

Is not yet available, it is believed that 
the outlook for Canadian asbestos for 
» reasonable distance into the future is 
favorable, especially with the Russian 
asbestos shut out. At the present time 
the deposits in the Province of Quebec ! 
are estimated to supply between 85 and j 
BO per cent, of the world’s consumption, j 
What the effect of the increasing pro-1 
duction of the mines of Rhodesia, South 
Africa, will have upon the European 
market for Canadian fibres remains to 
be seen. The crudes and spinning fibres 
produced by South Africa are not of as 
high a quality as the Canadian, but, 
owing to the higher prices of Canadian 

compared with low costs in Rhode­
sia, many manufacturers are mixing a 
large percentage of Rhodesian with the 
Canadian to reduce total costs. The 
Rhodesian mines are producing sub­
stantial quantities ot high grade shingle 
stocks, which compare favorably with 
the Canadian. Work of an extensive 
nature has been done on asbestos pro­
perties throughout the United States, 
but neither the quantities of fibre pro­
duced nor the grades are expected to 
have any bearing on the market, the 
total tonnage produced in 1918 being 
under 900 tons.

Of asbestos produced'm Canada by 
far the greater part is exported in the 
unmanufactured state. In fact, there
was only one manufacturer of asbes­
tos products making asbestos slates,
shingles, sheeting for both interior and 
exterior use, mill board, paper, corru­
gated asbestos sheets and air cell pipe 
coverings, for both local and export
trades. Recently production of brake- 
lining and other asbestos products was 
started In Peterboro. Of the produc­
tion in the Dominion, the United States 
takes about 89 per cent, some of which 
is probably re-exported in the raw state 
from that country, but most of it is 
manufactured there. About 7 per cent 
is exported direct to Great Britain, and 
the balance, 8 per cent, goes to Italy, 
France, Japan another countries, while

Shipments from the producing mines 
in the Province of Quebec in 1919 
amounted to 185,861 tons valued at 
$10,982,289, according to the report of 

, the Department of Colonization, Mines 
and Fisheries of the Province, of the 
year 1919. To this must be added the 
shipments of asbestic a by-product of the 
mill treatment of the asbestos ore, which 
totalled 23,827 tons, with a value of

It is for the Farmers of New Brunswick to say it will 
be Foster and Tweeddale or Murray and Baxter

cream. A similar creamery is being encouraged in Fredericton. In 
two years’ time it will have an output equal to the Moncton cream­
ery and will provide an excellent market for the farmers- eteatn and 
at the same time is providing the cdnBuïnet With high quality butter 
and ice cream at a cheaper rate thân they have been paying. The 
Madawaska creamery is now being Operated by the government for 
the benefit of the farmers of the northern part of the province. This 
creamery is rapidly going ahead and will reach an output of 75,000 
pounds of butter this year. A good price is being paid the patroni 
for their cream and general satisfaction is being given.

6. The cheese Industry has also been wonderfully strengthened. 
In 1917 buyers did not care to take chances on purchasing New 
BriiitSwick cheese. ‘The cheese is now being supervised in its manu­
facture by department officials who also grade it. The buyers have 
no fault to find with the cheèse and are now buying it according to 
grade. A Cheese board has been organised where salesmen and 
buyers tneet every two weeks and the cheese is sold on a competitive 
market

1. The present government provided the first system of extension 
of credit to the farmers of the province on a sound business basis. 
Fifty thousand dollars was provided as a fund to establish a line 
of credit at the bank* for the use of farmers in purchasing breeding 
sbetp. Four thousand sheep were purchased and added to the 
breeding flocks by this system. A strong campaign for increased 
sheep production was also put on at the same time. The effective­
ness or all this work Is shown in the increase of the sheep popula­
tion Of the province. In 1917 there were 140,000 sheep. The 1920 
statistics show 280,000, or an increase of 100 per cent, in three years.

2. The minister of agriculture adopted the policy of grading all 
the pure bred rams for Sale in the province. The system als# encour­
ages the pure bred breeder and raises the standard of his flock. 
Through this assistance ànd encouragement the number of rams of­
fered for sale this year will be sufficient to supply the needs of the 
province. In the past it has been necessary to bring in from outside 
seventy-five to 100 rams each year to meet requirements. Another
;__ policy adopted last year encourages the man who has never
before used a pure bred ram in his hock to purchase one. A bohus 
of $15 was given to such a person. This resulted in more than 100 
farmers purchasing a pure bred to raise the standard of their flock*.

8. The provincial department of agriculture organized live stock 
associations in order to take advantage of the redetal policy of 
loaning pure bred bulls. This resulted in over sixty bulls being 
placed in the province without any cost to the farmers. In addition 
to this 105 bonuses representing over $2,000, were given to agricul­
tural societies to assist them in purchasing pure bred bulls.

4. Twenty-six boys’ pig clubs with, a membership of 260 have 
been ,otgani*ed and started out with pure bred pigs. As a result of 
this étSrt these boys now own over 3,000 pure bred pigs and supply 
their communities with breeding stock.

8. Thirty-ei* poultry clubs hive been organized representing 450 
members. These have been supplied with the best strains of bred- 
to-lay poultry available. These members now own 10,000 pure bred 
hens. This poultry has been in an egg laying competition open to 
tile dominion and won first place.

new
9. Att outstanding policy carried Into effect by the present min­

ister of agriculture is the development of a supply of ground lime­
stone for the farmers. A soil expert Was first employed to deter­
mine the need for lime in the soils of the province. A very thorough 
Investigation was made in every county, which revealed the fact that 
there was a very great deficiency of lime in our soils and that the 
best results could never be obtain-ed in crop production not from 
the use of fertilizers until this was remedied. This investigation be­
ing completed, steps were at once taken to provide the farmers with 
lime at a minimum cost. The government has now purchased a 
large limestone quarry at Brookville, St. John county, containing 
inexhaustible supplies of high grade lime rock. A plant has been 
erected and machinery installed to convert the raw rock into finely 
ground limestone for agricultural purposes. This plant is now in op­
eration and has a capacity Of 80 tons per day. It is a most modern 
plant. The ground limestone will be delivered freight prepaid to 
farmers in the province for $5 per ton, the cheapest lime being sup­
plied anywhere in the dominion and the best Its general use will be 
an enormous saving to the farmers in their fertilizer bills as it 
will put the soil in such condition that less fertilizer will give better 
results.6. Seventy thousand pounds of wool have been marketed co-op- 

eratlVely in 1920 under the direction of the department of agricul­
ture. This has increased yearly since 1917 when only 6,000 pounds 
were marketed co-operatively. Assistance is given in the co-opera­
tive marketing of latobs, cattle and hogs. Over twenty-six carloads 
were shipped out last fall by the farmers cooperatively. This re­
sulted in their getting from two to three cents per pound more for 
their live stock than would be secured locally. The department offi­
cials are now busily engaged organizing these shipping associations 
and are placing from four to five carloads of stock on the Mon­
treal stock yards each week.

10. The organization of the district representative system, which 
was brought about by the present administration, has done a great 
deal to assist farmers. These are field agents of the department of 
agriculture and spend their whole time Working with the faMfiers 
of their district. Much of the co-operative organization work for 
buying of supplies and selling of farm products has been htsught 
about as a result of their activities.

11. The department’s encoutagettieht to the bee industry his re­
sulted in an extension of this industry by over 100 për cent. In the 
province in three years. Statistics show that a quarter of a million 
pounds of honey Were manufactured in 1919.

12. The assistance given the apple industry has been such as to
place New Brunswick fridt foremost on the markets. New Bruns­
wick apples are now commanding a very high price on the Montre­
al market and are In big demand. .

13. In pursuance of the policy inaugurated by the late Hon. Hen­
ry R. Emmerson and because of the high price of flour consequent 
upon war conditions, thé government Upon the recommendation of 
the minister of agriculture has encouraged wheat gtowihg in the 
province and provided modeth wheat grinding mills. Since we have 
assumed office the bonus has heed Increased to larger mills. Fif­
teen thousand dollars haS beêti given as bonuses to establish these 
mills. They are of very modem type and put out a grade of flour 
equal to the western mills.

7. The dairy industry has been entirely reorganised. Attention 
• has been directed toward the encouragement of central co-operative 

cream gathered creameries owned by the farmers themselves. The 
Moncton Farmers’ Co-operative Creamery was organized in the fall 
and winter of 1917 and 1918. The first season they had 300 patrons 
and made 160,000 pounds of butter. In 1919 they had 600 patrons and 
made 812,000 pounds of butter. In 1920 the business has grown to 
such an extent that they have entirely remodelled and enlarged their 
plant and installed a mechanical refrigerator system at a cost of 
$20 000. This is now the most complete creamery In the maritime 
provinces. Its output in butter this year Will reach the half million 
mark ih addition to a business in ice cream amounting to over $30,- 
000. The department of agriculture organized this creamery and to 
enable the company to get capital to start guaranteed all stockhold­
ers six per cent, interest on the paid-up capital subscribed. The 
zompany have paid out this year to the farmers $226,000 for their

Here in Canada our system for dealing 

with our waif and stray children is to 
shut them up in great institutions and to 
•leave them there until the age of adoles­
cence, a most critical age, when they are 
turned out ou the world quite unpre­
pared to meet all that is new and strange 
in it. To the boy or girl brought up 
in an institution, mingling for years only 
with members of its own sex, educated 
almost entirely by members of its own 
sex, there is much that is new and 
strange and dangerous, in a world where 
there is a free and continual intercourse 
of both sexes, and where the circum­
stances of its life often necessitate a 
very close and intimate association with 
a fellow-being that so far, owing to iis 
own bringing up, has been a mystery. I 
need not dwell on this point; its gravity 
will be realized by all who give any 
Serious thought to the subject.

Apart from this danger, the mo*t seri­
ous for society of the Institutional sys­
tem, there are other drawbacks attached 
to it. First, the idea of bringing up 
children in large numbers is against the 

nature; the family Is the right 
and proper place for the child to be 
brought up, and every effort should be 
made by society to see that ItS’ Chllffrcn 
are brought up In the family Whenever 
possible. Much can be done to facilitate 
this by the adoption of pensions for 
mothers. When the home bringing np is 
quite impossible and it is absolutely 
necessary that a child should be placed 
id a home other than its own, the sys­
tem of foster parents is the best substi­
tute, provided that a proper supervision 
can be kept over the homes Ih which the 

placed. This plan IS being 
carried out to many countries and has 
been found to be most successful. The 
children thus cared for are in homes such 
as nature intended for them, they grow 
up surrounded by home influences, and 
unconsciously learn the laws of nature 
and society by free contact with their 
foster parents, brothers and sisters, be­
sides being in constant touch with the 
educative influence of society at large.

To bring a child to lu full develop­
ment morally, intellectually and physical­
ly, constant and individual care must be 
given to it. This can be done in the 
foster home, but it cannot be done in the 
institutions. Children In institutions can­
not be dealt with as units, but must of 
necessity be dealt with as members of a 
class, or form. As far as possible the 
children are grouped according to their 
requirements, but this grouping must na­
turally be of a very general character, 
and all who have had anything to do 
with children realize how greatly they 
differ in every way from the earliest age. 
In this arrangement there are always 
some children who must suffer keenly,' 
and suffering, physical or mental, is very 
detrimental to the child.
