Quite apart from the utlimate effects, 

the first day’s fighting relieved Amiens 
from the German menace. Montdidier 
has been surrounded and it will be pos­
sible to re-establish the great northern 
railway through Amiens, the lack of 
which has seriously handicapped the Al­
lies during the past four months.

As to the more remote effects, without 
seeming to be premature, it is held here 
that the new offensive is likely to par­
alyse the armies of Crown Prince Rup- 
precht, which would be obliged to bol­
ster up Von Hutier. Consequently Rup- 
precht may have to abandon the oper­
ation he had apparently prepared in 
Flanders.

Paris, Aug. 9—Marshal Foch has 
struck the Germans on a new front and 
French opinion, lay and professional, is 
lost in admiration of the manner in 
which the blow has been carried out.

The present manoeuvre is similar to 
the counter-offensive north of the Marne 
in that it is directed toward squeezing 
two sides of a salient.

This road has the same importance to 
the present battle as the Solssons-Chat- 
eau Thierry road in the battle for Fere- 
en-Tardenois. If the Allies reach it all 
the German troops south of a line 
through Montdidier, Lassigny and Noyon 
would be placed in as serious a predica­
ment as those on the Marne on July 18.

A BRILLIANT SUCCESS.

By an unexpected stroke yesterday 
Marshal Foch has again thrown the Ger­
mans into confusion, upset their plans, 
and perhaps rendered a drive by th# 
enemy toward the Channel ports as 

futile as would now be a drive toward 
Paris. The modest announcement over 
Jhe cable yesterday morning that the 
British and French had launched an of­
fensive east and southeast of Amiens 
proved to have been the prelude to a 
.most heartening story of Allied success 
In which an advance of eleven miles was 
piadc at one point, and of several miles 
on a much wider front, with very con­
siderable captures of prisoners and guns. 
The offensive is still in progress, and a 
fresh enemy division thrown across the 
path was promptly routed.

One very important effect of this drive 
is that Prince Rupprecht will be unable 
to spare any more divisions to aid the 
armies of the Crown Prince, so sorely 
pressed by the French and Americans 
in the Vesle River .region, white it would 
also seem to remove the fear of an 
enemy drive toward the Channel ports.

Today's early cables announced that 
the British and French had taken over 
44,000 prisoners and an enormous booty 
Ja guns and material, and it is added 

that the battle may develop great effect 
upon the struggle between the Vesle 
and the Aisne, forcing the Crown Prince 
to retreat even beyond the Aisne. To­
day’s reports of the battle show that the 
British advanced under favorable 
weather conditions with wonderful rap­
idity, throwing the enemy into confusion, 

^vovercoming his artillery and sweeping 

on with relatively very little loss to 
themselves. The French advanced four 
miles on a six-mile front and took near­
ly 3,000 prisoners and much war ma­
terial. They suffered little in the oper­
ation. Evidently the enemy was taken 
completely by surprise. Wherever hard 
resistance was offered it was overcome 
by the British arid French.

In applying the McAdoo schedule and 
revising the freight rates on sugar the 
Canadian Railway Commission 
to have had in mind only the refineries 
in Montreal and the Pacific coast. The 
new rates would place the St. John and 
Halifax refineries at a disadvantage that 
would practically put them out of busi­
ness. War conditions have deprived 
them of any advantage they may have 
enjoyed in the matter of getting raw. 
material, and the new freight rate from 
St. John to Montreal would make it 
impossible for them to compete. The 
St. John refinery alone, running 
third time, could more than supply the 
maritime market This and the Halifax 
refinery must have a western market 
or close, and the new freight rates would 
be prohibitive.

The monthly meeting of the board of 

management of the Children’s Aid Soci­
ety was held last night night in the 
shelter, 110 Elliott Row, the president, 
A. M. Belding being in the chair. It 
was reported the work on the new shel­
ter, 68 Garden street, was progressing 
satisfactorily. It was decided to affili­
ate with the Bureau of Information, 
New York. This is an international 
body, made up of societies actively en­
gaged in child welfare work in Canada 
and the United States. The object is 
the exchange of literature and securing 
of information that may be necessary for 
any of the affiliated societies for the 
successful prosecution of its work.

The monthly report df the agent, 
Rev. George Scott, which was presented, 
was in part as follows: “During the 
month your agent was absent from the 
city for two days investigating the cir­
cumstances surrounding the case of one 
of our wards. The adoption papers for 
another of our wards, a little girl, have 
been made out and forwarded to the par­
ties for signature. Khree cases of al­
leged neglect of children Were brought 
to my attention, but after investigation 
the conditions were found to be such as 
did not call for interference on the part 
of the society, our agent was appealed 
to also in one case of alleged desertion, 
in which, happily, a letter proved suffi­
cient to bring about more desirable 
conditions.

“Three parents came to me in connec­
tion with runaway children. One man 
alleged that his wife habitually neglect­
ed her two little ones while she was on 
the streets. A woman with two children 
who had been deserted by her husband 
applied to me to see what could be done. 
As she belonged to the Cathedral parish, 
I sent her to Rev. W. M. Duke, who ad­
vised her. A pathetic case was that of 
a widow with three children. Her hus­
band died two years ago after an illness 
of nine days with pneumonia. There 
was a little insurance money, but this is 
all gone and now' she is under the neces­
sity of going out to work for her living. 
Her greatest problem is of course the 
children.

1 Ottawa, Aug. 8—Hon. F. B. Carvell, 
minister of public works, in an inter­
view today takes a very serious view of 
the fuel situation in Canada and advo­
cates strongly the temporary importa­
tion of coolie labor as the solution of 
the problem. The labor question has 
been before the cabinet repeatedly this 
summer, but there is ground for the be­
lief that in methods for solving the dlf- 

| ficulty which are presented the minis­
ters do not exactly see eye to eye.

“There is likely to be untold suffering 
in the country next winter for lack of 
fuel,” declared Mr. Carvell today, “the 
situation is that miners are working on­
ly about seventy-five per cent, of the 
time, and getting such big wages that 
they can afford to loaf the rest of the 
time. There are industrial plants in 
Canada, which do not know where their 
power is coming from next winter. This 
applies to steel plants.

“What is the remedy? I would put 
ten thousand Chinamen at work in coal 
mines, steel plants and rail-construction 
gangs, put them where they can be 
segregated, and of course have them| 
under Indenture to go back when the i 
war Is over. This is what they are do- j 
ing in England and France. Why not ; 
in Canada?

“There is time enough between now 
and next winter to do a lot and produce 
sufficient fuel to obviate a very threaten­
ing situation. It may not be popular to 
advocate action as I do but this is no 
time for pussy footing.”

London, Aug. 8—Allied airships are 
making it hot for German towns, ac­
cording to advices reaching London. 
Their activities have increased within 
the last ten days, forcing the enemy to 
detach a large number of fighting ma­
chines from the front in order to pro­
tect the menaced towns.

During a recent raid over Saarbrucken, 
the Allied aviators encountered forty 
German fighting planes. This is regard­
ed as an indication of the very serious 
morale, as well as the military effect 
that the air raids are having on Germ­
any.
GoGod Work in Picardy.

London, Aug. 8—In aerial fighting 
Wednesday, preceding the offensive in 
Picardy, British airmen accounted for 
twenty-two German machines, fifteen of 
which were destroyed, says the official 
statement on aerial operations. Eighteen 
'tons of bombs were dropped during the 
day and night.

“On August 7 observation was render­
ed difficult by ground mist. However, 
a considerable amount of reconnaissance 
and photography was carried out. Over 
seventeen tons of bombs were dropped 
during the day with good effect, and a 
large number of combats took place, 
fifteen hostile machines were brought 
down and seven driven down out of 
control. Two of our machines are miss­
ing.

“A ton of bombs were dropped during 
the night. Our operations were hamp­
ered by bad weather. One of our night 

1 flying machines is missing.”

In its summary of the Iron, steel, 
metal and machinery markets for week 
ending Aug. 8, Canadian Machinery and 
Manufacturing News, Toronto, makes 
the following observations—

Dealers in Canada who are trying to 
spread around the available supply of 
steel, among the many firms that present 
orders for same, are having troubles of 
their own during these months. It 
would appear that the procedure is this 
way: The authorities at Washington, 
through the war board there, give a cer­
tain proportion of the output of U. S. 
mins to Canada every month. It is then 
up to the War Board at Ottawa to dis­
tribute this supply. This really means 
that the War Board at Ottawa has got 
to take on Itself the onus of stating 
which firms in Canada shall have a pre­
ference on available supply of material, 
and the agricultural and other Interests 
are not going to stand aside while the 
distribution is taking place unless they • 
are being favorably considered in It.

Although nothing definite has been 
given out yet, it would not be surprising 
were an announcement to appear in the 
near future that the American war con­
tracts in this country were to be consid­
erably enlarged. Rumors from some of 
the steel centres in the United States 
which are very reliable, state that new 

1 sizes are being considered there and al­
so draw attention to the fact that a 
very much increased output of shell steel 
is asked for In the next few months. 
Canadian firms have made an enviable 
reputation for themselves by the way in 
which they have handled United States 
business on previous occasions. No 
doubt they would be favorably consid­
ered in any extension to the war pro­
gramme of the republic.

Although reports have not indicated it, 
the labor situation is causing some 
trouble in certain localities. One place 
where it shows very plainly is in regard 
to the scrap metal situation. Reports 
from a large number of the big centres 
in the United States state that the labor 
shortage is causing some delay not only 
in the bringing in of material in the first 
place but also in the sorting after it 
reaches the yards. In this way it is re­
tarded from a quick move to the found- . 
ries, where it is very much needed at the 
present time.

Agents in this country who are hand­
ling British high speed steel believe

He still 
strives to save the German princelings, 
nobles and junkers from annihilation, 
fearing that his own caste will follow 
them into that oblivion which should be 
the fate of those who deny that all men 
are bom free and equal.

Fredericton, Aug. 8—The provincial 
government continued its session here 
this afternoon and transacted consider­
able business.

A large delegation of the operators of 
coal mines of the Grand Lake region 
was before the government this after­
noon end expressed in no uncertain 
terms a protest against the price fixed 
by the fuel controller for coal mined in 
that region. It was pointed out that for 
some years operations had been carried 
out at low profit and that operators had 
many difficulties to overcome. The mem­
bers of the delegation stated that con­
ditions in the Minto coal field differed 
materially from those In other coal fields, 
notably Nova Scotia, that comparison in 
prices was not possible. The govern­
ment was asked to lay the protest before 
the fuel controller.

The claim was advanced that if relief 
was not forthcoming production in the 
Minto district would be materially re­
duced. It further was stated that the 
Minto coal was largely exported and that 
reduction in price would not effect the 
householder. On account of the revenue 
derived from royalties on coal this mat­
ter is of vital importance to the prov­
ince and representations will be made to 
the fuel controller.

A Cosmopolitan Prison.
For over three years Dr. Beland has 

lived in the heart of Berlin, within the 
Stadt Vogtei prison, located in the cen­
tre of the city, and now surrounded by 
big, high walls. The prisoners incarcer­
ated within those walls are war prison­
ers, some soldiers and military men, but 
the majority political or diplomatic of­
fenders. In the prison roll of some 400 
there were 25 nationalities represented, 
nearly 50 being Britishers from various 
parts of the empire. “It was the most 
cosmopolitan prison I ever saw,” Dr. 
Beland told the Globe, “hut then,” he 
added, smiling, “I haven’t been in many 
prisons.” All tlie Allied nations were 
represented among the prisoners, and, 
stratigc to say, all the Central powers. 
There were German, Austrian, Bulgar­
ian and Turkish prisoners. These were 
principally men charged with political 
agitation or officers of rank who had 
been degraded. Two members of the 
German Reichstag were prisoners for a 
time, and two very intelligeht and well- 
educated Turks who were not in sym­
pathy with their government.
Became Prison Surgeon. j

Early in his captivity Dr. Beland set 
about learning the German language, 
which he can now speak, write and read 
fluently. The governor of the prison w ;s 
a typical Prussian. “When he sai l 
‘Good-day,’ said Dr. Beland, “he said 
it as most men would say ‘Go to 
hades.’ ” But the prison physician was 
an elderly man, and when he learned 
that Dr. Beland belonged to his profes- ; 
sion he enlisted the services of the Cana­
dian to do much of his work as prison 
physician and surgeon, 
availed himself of this opportunity to 
get about the prison and learn something 
of the conditions outside.

The secretary of the admiralty in an­
nouncing the amount of merchant ship 
tonnage constructed for the three 
months ended June 30, says the output 
of the United Kingdom and Allied and 
neutral countries exceeded the losses 
from all causes by 296,696 gross tons. 
The total output was 1,243,274 tons, 
against 870,817 tons for the first quarter 
of the year. The United Kingdom 
built 412,966 tons, as compared with 
320,280.

During July the United Kingdom con­
structed 141,948 tons, as compared with ! 
June’s 134,159 tons, which, compared ! 
with July 1916-1917, shows an increase 
of 174 per cent., and 71 per cent, respect­
ively. The United Kingdom’s total out­
put for the first seven months of the 
year was 905,194 tons. For the year 
ended July 31 the output was 1,490,025, 
compared with the same period of the 
previous year 865,147 tons.

The secretary says the July figures 
were not so high as usual, owing to the 
holidays.

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New Offensive Menaces 
German Front From 

Near The Sea To Rheims
(Undated War Lead By the Associated Press.)

The historic battle ground between Amiens and Montdidier again is the 
icene of a mighty contest. This time the British and French are the aggressors 
and under their fierce onslaughts in the first day’s battle they have penetrated 
deeply into the German positions over a front of more than twenty miles, reach­
ing from the region of Braehes to the neighborhood of Morlancourt.

* Following short but intensive artillery preparations and aided by misty 
weather the Allied attack took the Germans completely by surprise and they 
fled almost everywhere pell-mell before the tanks, motor machine gun batteries, 
cavalry and infantry sent against them. All the objectives set for the Austral­
ians, Englishmenyand Frenchmen were attained in remarkably quick
time, and at last accounts Thursday night, the Allied forces were still making 

Wherever the enemy turned to give battle he was decisively defeated.progress.
Thousands of Germans were made prisoner. Large numbers of guns were 

captured. Great quantities of war materials were taken and a score or more of 
villages and hamlets were re-occupied. In addition heavy casualties were in­
flicted upon the enemy.

At its deepest point the penetration of the German line was about seven 
a half miles eastward from Vfllers-Bretonneux to Framerville, while from 

two to five miles were gained all along the front from northwest of Montdidier 
to the region around Morlanoourt The fighting extended north of Morlancourt 
to the Albert sector, but no official details concerning it have been received.

The advance of the Allies in the center places them well astride the rail- 
road leading from Vlllers-Bretonneux to the Important junction at Chaulnes, 
where lines radiate northeastward toward Peronne and southward through Roye 
to Complegne. The railway running northward to Braye was crossed when the 
Allies took Framerville.

Well out on the plains and pressing 
forward, seemingly with great rapidity, 
the present offensive of the French and 
British gives promise of seriously 
acing the entire German front from near 
the sea to Rheims. If the drive should 
proceed eastward to any great depth it 
cannot but affect the armies of the Ger­
man crown prince now fighting between 
the Aisne and the Vesle and possibly 
make impracticable a stand by them even 
north of the Aisne along the Chemin 
Des Dames.

Under the pressure of the offensive the 
menace to the channel ports also seems, 
for the moment at least, to vanish. Al­
ready there have been signs to the north­
ward from the positions where the 
Crown Prince Rupprecht had formed his

1. In addition to headlights on motor 
cars, motor vehicles, etc., being partly 
painted or shaded, all street lights must 
be darkened or shaded in such a manner 
as to throw the light on the ground;

1F.S. THOMAS Is Canada to go on European sugar 
rations ? From S'recent statement issued 
by the Canàda Food Board it would ap­
pear that the'-people of Canada will soon 
be allowed one and one-half pounds of 
sugar per morith^the same as in France. 
In England1 and - United States two 
pounds are allowed, according to recent 
newspaper announcements, and in Italy 
only one pound.

Under date of Aug. 4 an Ottawa re­
port says that the Canada Food Board 
requests a reduction of the sugar ration 
per capita to one and one-half pounds. 
And then the board further requests that 
brown (yellow) sugar be used if pos­
sible.

How this request will affect the house­
wife’s fruit preserving plans is conjec­
tural, but if householders have been 
caught unawares by this federal appeal 
to thei» patriotism the cupboard may be 
something like Old Mother Hubbard’s so 
far as jams, etc., go the coming winter.

The Canada Food Board says that 
the one and one-half pound order is a 
decision based upon a careful survey ! 
of the whole situation—the raw sugar 
situation, the crop on hand and the Al­
lies’ requirements. Every Allied nation 
is being pinched for sweetening until 
enough is saved to keep everybody 
going. So far the food skimping meas­
ures have averted terrible suffering 
abroad.

Dr. W. C. Kierstead, New Brunswick 
deputy for the Canada Food Board, who 
arrived from Fredericton today, Says 
that he understands the new sugar regu­
lations to be a voluntary matter—a sort 
of moral obligation upon the people. 
However, he was not certain of it.
