¥LFrench Front, Dec. 20—(Correspond­
ence)—German Aoldiers from some of 
the towns of Prussia are sent to the 
front under armed guard “as criminals 
are led to the executioner,” says a let­
ter found on a dead German soldier, who 
was killed in a recent battle on the 
French front. The writer had given a 
vivid description of the scene at the de­
parture of a detachment of reinforce­
ments from Saarlouis, a town in Rhen­
ish Prussia. The recruits were intend­
ed to fill the gaps in a battalion Which 
had suffered heavy losses. The writer 
says:
“The first battalion is ordered to fur­

nish a reinforcing detachment of ninety- 
' nine men. To escort them to the Saar­
louis station 300 men have been ordered 
out, some of them with arms to march | 
alongside the men going off and others 
to act as pickets on the way to the sta- j 
iion. The men were all ready in the j 
afternoon and had to wait some time for- 
another squad of comrades from the ; 
first company of convalescents, who 
eventually arrived. ' .

“TVhat a scene! Ahead marched a 
squad of guards and to right and left 
of each file two armed guards, while1 
another squad of guards brought up the j 
rear to guard these German soldiers—j 
our brave soldiers in field-gray who, ac- j 
cording to the magnificently phrased | 
stories of the newspapers, dash forward ‘ 
full of joy and sustained by love of 
Fatherland to destroy our enemies.

The detachment moved off with a 
band playing a march. The guards were 
so numerous that there was one for 

“wevery two men of the departing detach- 
». ment. Is it not a scandal that our chil- 
^dren in field-gray should be led to 

to fight and shed their blood in the same 
way as criminals are led' to the execu­
tioner or, still worse, like cattle to the 
slaughterhouse? It was not sufficient 
that for hours beforehand—in fact from 
the moment of the announcement of the 
departure of the detachment—even sol­
diers who did not belong to it were pro­
ven ,ed from going into the town by sen­
tinels posted every five yards. No, it 
was considered necessary to submit the 
men to the shame of marching to the 
depot under guard.

“Do not the magnificent mendacious 
articles In our papers represent in a 
■false light our brave boys in field-gray 
going to fight and destroy the enemy for 
the love of the Fatherland, while such 
things as these are happening? Verily 
it Is a voluntary sacrifice I”

They felt, however, that not in the 
lifetime of the average man could they 
ever carry all the states into the “dry” 
column. The large urban populations of 
such states as Pennsylvania and New 
York could be counted on to vote for 
alcoholic moisture, whatever the “up­
state folks” might do. " For example, it 
is said that only Cleveland and Cincin­
nati keep Ohio “wet,” although Detroit 
failed to save Michigan for the brewers 
and the distillers. Remarkable though 
the success of the prohibitionists has 
been in the South and West, and con­
siderable though it has been in other 
states where drought has spread over 
great areas as a result of local option 
contests, the prohibitionists have always 
held before them the ideal of an abso­
lutely “dry” country, and now they be­
lieve that they are within measurable 
distance of the goal. There are twenty- 
nine “dry” states and nineteen “wet,” al­
though as was pointed out by The Mail 
and Empire a few days ago, many states 
listed as “wet” are mostly “dry” through 
local option, the chief “wet” spots in 
several of them being in the cities. For 
instance, Louisiana is generally “dry” 
but for New Orleans.
States tojBe Won.

National prohibition is probable also, 
but for the constitution of some of the 
states, which provide that before the 
constitution can be changed there must 
be two-thirds of both Houses in favor 
of the amendment. To change l 
stitution of the United Statm it 
essary that three-quarters of the states 
shall make the demand, but it is not 
necessary that the demand shall be 
made by a two-third or three-quarter 
vote in each state. A bare majority will 
carry the state for or against, and the 
prohibitionists say that a simple ma­
jority in favor of state prohibition could 
have been secured in the case of several 
states now “wet.” Of the states nod 
“wet” the prohibitionists calculate con­
fidently upon Texas, where a majority 
of the counties are “dry!” Louisiana, 
where the same condition prevails ; Ken­
tucky, Nevada, Missouri and Ohio, where 
John Barleycorn’s chief strongholds re­
main in the cities. Should these calcul­
ations prove accurate, the prohibition­
ists, providing that all the states now 
“dry” vote for national prohibition, will 
have thirty-three states in line.
Fight For One State£

There are forty-eight states in the 
union and to put through the prohibition 
amendment to the constitution\thirty-six 
are necessary. Where will the prohibi­
tionists make their great fight? They 
admit that as far as the west is con­
cerned, California seems hopeless. Penn-

states in the union declare themselves
in favor of nation-wide prohibition, the 
Federal Constitution will be altered at 
Washington, and within a year the man­
ufacture, sale or importation of spiritu- 

beverages in the United States will 
be prohibited. The nation will become 
“bone dry." The majority of the states 
are now “dry,” and for some months the 
importation of liquor has been prohib­
ited. This, however, is a war measure 
designed in the first place to save ton­
nage space, and in the second to keep 
American money In the United States. 
The sudden, successful drive in congress 
for national prohibition was also ad­
vanced as a war measure. With soldiers 
in uniform .prevented from drinking, with 
the navy “dry” for some years past, and 
with a general demand for efficiency and 
economy, the prohibition leaders had 
powerful arguments to advance at 
Washington. By a considerable major­
ity congress voted to refer the matter 
of national prohibition to the states. Had 
congress refused to take this action the 
prohibitionists would have had to be 
content with agitating for prohibition 
by states or even by counties.

ern type sweet potatoes, were practically 
unknown in Texas, according to J. W. 
Stone, who recently addressed the South­
ern Sweet Potato Canners, not more 
than 2,500 cases being sold in that state. 
Texas now takes fully 100,000 cases, and 
some grocery houses have increased their 
sales 1,000 per cent. This Increase is 
due to better packing methods, and pop­
ular education in the use of new And 
delicious prepared food articles, and is 
taken as an indication of what may be 
accomplished by extending distribution 
of canned yams to northern states. This 
development of canned yams is going 
hand-in-hand with improvements in 
methods for keeping the raw potatoes 
by means of artificial drying in northern 
sweet potato houses throughout the 
south. The canners see no danger of 
competition between the panned article 
and the well-cured raw potato, because 
canned foods are a necessity to consum­
ers in industrial centres, and the two 
different forms of yam really appeal to 
two separate and distinct classes of con­
sumers.—Financial America.

London, Dm. 20—(Correspondence)— 
Another proof of the German disregard 
of promises and agreements has been 
furnished in the British advance toward 
Cambrai. Some time ago Germany sign­
ed a solemn agreement with Great Bri­
tain providing that no prisoners of war 
would be employed within nineteen miles 
of the front line. But two Russian pris­
oners were found by the British in Ger­
man dugouts at Anneux, which was 
barely four miles from the lines as they 
lay at the opening of the Cambrai at­
tack. 'Moreover, these Russians had 
seen a party of 800 to 400 British pris- 

. oners at work near Cambrai, about eight 
miles from the old front lines.

The Russians told a pitiful story of 
" ill treatment and suffering. They had 

to subsist, under German regulations, on 
< half a pound of bread and some grass 

soup daily. As punishment for minor 
offenses they were strong up to poles 
with their feet just touching the ground. 
Men were bayonetted or shot for refusal 
or "liability to work, until, from one 
cause or another, only 260 men remained 
out of a camp of 800 prisoners.

Connie Mack has received a fortune 

for former stars of the Athletics. He 
sold Eddie Collins for $50,000, Frank 
Baker for $37,500, Jack Barry for $10,- 
000, Bob Shawkey for $5,000, Jack Lapp 
for $3,000, and he has added to this list 
by making the recent big deal with the 
Red Sox, in which it was announced, 
that he got $60,000 for Joe Bush, Amos 
Strunk and Wallic Schang. The last- 
named figures are probably grossly ex­
aggerated,but lie got a big sum of money 
at that. Mack, therefore, has cleaned up 
around $150,000 since he decided to tear 
his great baseball machine apart in 1915. 
Yet it is believed that as a result of his 
new policy the Athletics have lost at 
least that much m the past three years. 
Attendance fell off painfully when it was 
seen that Mack was selling his crack 
players for big sums. Last year the 
fans began to return to Shibe Park, be­
lieving that the foxy general was mak­
ing an earnest effort to build up another 
winning club. But the sale of the three 
best players to Boston has hurt severely 
in Philadelphia! and the Athletics are 
likely to play to empty seats this year.

Mack, of course, lias an argument on 
his side. He figures that his team would 
run in the second division this year at 
the best, and would not attract great 
crowds. He also foresaw a possible fall­
ing off in business on account of the war 
and he thought it was better to get 
some coin in hand than to take a chance

The railroad congestion In and about 
Philadelphia is the worst in many years, 
it was said, due to the long continued 
spell of extre.inely cold weather. The \ 
railroads are suffering from both crip-, 
pled motive powers and lack of men. j

In order further to conserve the coal j 
supply six lightless nights in Pliiladel- j 
phia are ordered instead of two. Light­
ing on Saturday night is permitted un­
der certain restrictions.

From different parts of the state came 
reports of the fuel shortage. Pottsville, 
which is built over rich beds of coal, 
faces a famine while nearby railroad 
classification yards 
loaded coal càrs destined 
points. Industries in several 
fringing the anthracite fields arc closed 
down or about to suspend fojr lack of 
fuel.
