D’OISY’S FEAT
Planes Could Bomb Europ-
ean Capitals Twice Daily
From Home Base.

London, May 10.— Two
weeks out from Paris on an air
dash that has shattered records
across two continents, a French
aviator has piloted his machine
to earth at Rangoon, one of
Britain’s strategic gateways to
the Orient. ‘ -

Lieut. Pelletier D’Oisy, who
arrived at Rangoon Friday after
flying from Calcutta, is'piloting a
special Berguet machine equip-
ped with a Lorraine engine.
Wakes Europe Uneasy.

The realizgation of what this French
machine and French engine has already
done is causing uneasiness in every air
ministry in Europe. France is sup-
posed to have ordered a large number
of fighting, bombing and reconnais- !
ance airplanes of the Berguet XIX.
model, fitted with a 360-horsepower
Lorraine engine, which gives the
machine a speed of 1567 miles per hour,
even when carrying a full military
load.

An even faster machine is being per-
fected by Berguet, a fighting two-
seater which can make 165 miles per
hour when loaded.

D'Ooisy, using this type of engine,
has shown that the new French air
fleet would have any other existent
enemy air force: almost hopelessly
handicapped. Such French bombing
planes could easily travel 1,000 miles a
day, and could possibly make from
1,500 to 2,000 miles. Thus, operating
from a base in France, the French
machines could make morning and af-
ternoon, round-trip bombing flights to
almost every European capital.

When the French airman started his
trip he also started something else—
renewed fear in European ministries
on the question of French air suprem-
acy. The alarm that the flight must
cause may speed a new disarmament
conference.

Police Take Precautions in Halle,

Only
individual permits will be issued, and
no person will be given permits unless
twenty-one years of age.”

Four Forms of Permits.

There are four regular forms of per-
mits, as follows:

General permit entitling the holder
to purchase spirits, wines, beer and
malt liquor, $2.

For beer only, $1.

For applicants who are temporary
residents in the provine, entitling them
to purchase spirits, wine, beer or malt
liquor for one month, $1.

For single purchase of beer, wines,
spirits or malt liquor, 50 cents.

“Special permiis will also be issued
to druggists, physicians, dentists, vet-

erinarians, ministérs of the gospel, per-

sons in the mechanical and manufac-
.turmg business, or scientists, persons
in charge of hospitals, sanitoriums cr
homes for aged persons.

“The permits are not transferable,
and provisions have been mace where-
by they cuem be suspended or cancelled
for violation of the act.

“The regular permits are nly issued
for one year. This year the permits
will only be in effect until December
31. This does not include the permtts
to be issued for one month.”

Premier to supply him with an
adequate majority. i

- Fhe fermers have been mak-
ing more money in the last tweo
years than ever before, and it is
difficult to find in the rural dis:
tricts any peasant or proprietor
who is not in favor of keeping
M. Poincare in power.

‘Opinion General.

The news system of voting, the im:
sense number of candidates and the
division of the chamber of deputies inte
many groups give basis for such widely
varied calculations that expuimcaﬁ
observers are not disposed to assert
anything- strongly except victory for
the present government with its oppo-
nents afirming that it will be returned
with a reduced majority.

The surprise of the morning was &
final appeal by the radical party to its
followers to vote for Socialists in those
districts ‘where the Radicals do not
appear to have the best chance of
winning and where a coalition ticket
has not been formed.

This is regarded as most significant,

as the Radical party is the backbone
of the coalition of the left formed by
the Radicals and Socialists to defeat
the government and has probably
three times as many votes as the Soc-
ialists.
. The Radicals make their appeal on
the ground that it 1s their conviction
that the Republican regime would be
imperilled by re-election of the present
governmental majority. The examples,
of Mussolini in Italy and General
Printo de Rivera in Spain are cited a8
cases showing the ‘“danger” in giving
too much confidence to one man, and
Poincare is accused of aspiring to suéh
a dictatorship. {

Talk War.

The campaign speakers of both the
great blocs—national and radical—tell
the voters that the success of thelr
adversaries will mean war,

The Radicals affirm that Poincare’s
austere attitude in dealing with Ger-
many and the tenacity with which he
is clinging to military occupation of
the Ruhr will, if persisted In, bring
about an armed conflict with Germany;
that this can be seen in the success
of the Nationalists in the German
elections and that the present French
government if returned to power, will
be more provocative towards-Germany
than hitherto.

The supporters- of the Government
contend that the bloc on the left would
be weak if it came to power in the
presence of the German danger; that
the German Nationalists in that case
would prepare for fresh aggression;
that the only successful method of
treating Germany is ta be inflexible as

by distrust of Japan.

“The reduction of battleships decided
“upon at the Washington Arms Cenfer-
cnice is goivz on according to scheduse,
Lut some yeais must elapse before the
navies of Dritain, the United Stales
ard Japan are brought down to the
level agr:ed upon as respects the
capital suips. The battle fleets f all
flirec countrics are going through a
cgurse of readjustment. The ships
under consideration are battleships
built both hefore and after the Jutland
gea fight. At the present time the
United States has fifteen battleships

built before Jutland and three built

dfterwards, while Great Britain has
\ twenty-one pre-Jutland ships and one
of the new type. Japan has eight of
the-old type and two of the most
modern kind. Under the plan of
reduction Great Britain will have seven-
teen old battleships in 1925 and three
of the.new type, and the American
and Japanese strength will remain
unchanged in that year. In fact the

1925 totals will remain substantially
- unchanged until 1934. At that time

the Americans will have twelve old

battleships and filve new ones; Great

Britain, thirteen old ones and five new;
‘and Japan, seven and three. After

1934 the older ships will go out of

commission more rapidly, and in 1941

what is called the 5-5-8 ratio will be
‘yeached. That is to say, both Britain

and the United States will have fifteen
post-Jutland battleships and Japan
nine.

The Americans have been examining
their fleet as a result of the winter
manoeuvres, and naval men complain
that the older battleships are rapidly
getting out of date and that the fleet
is very weak in submarines, cruisers
and destroyers. While:this is prob-
ably true, it would seem to the outside
observer that the American naval
strength is greater today than any
existing circumstances warrant.

Great Britain still has the strongest
fleet, but gradually it will be brought
down, so far as battleships are con:
cerned, to the level of that of the
United States. At present Britain's
weak spot is in regard to its air force
and there is continual complaint be-
cause the Government will not take
sufficiently rapid steps to increase the

_ present alrcraft strength very greatly.

While all of this talk of armaments
goes on there is a very general hope
that European conditions will become
sufficlently settled in the near future
to permit of another long step in the
limitation of naval and military
expenditure.

————
A BOOST FOR THE PORT.

St. John’s campaign to push the
legitimate claims of the port, a cam-
paign now to receive extra steam from
the strong committee of citizens headed
by Mayor Potts and just beginning its
work, will be strongly seconded by an
immense number of Canadians who are
coming to recognize the importance of
giving Dominion traffic to home ports.
The following, from The Sailor, the
official organ of the Navy League of
Canada, has the right tone, and indi-
cates deserved recognition of the work
already done in this direction by the
St. John Board of Trade:—

“Jt is of little or no value to seek to
develop a strong naval policy if the
‘ports of our country are.not utilized
for the incoming and outgoing of our
_commerce. As things are, for example,
Portland, Me., and many other Ameri-
can ports are channels employed by
many Canadian shippers to the exclu-
sion, it is declared, of our home ports.
In 1922 alonc more than twenty-five
million dollars worth  of Canadian
grain passed through American ports
in excess of the value of our grain
shipped from the ports of Canada.

“In a strongly worded circular the
Board of Trade of St. John, N, B, calls
attention to this serious state of mat-
ters, describing it as a natlonal danger.
St. John itself is a splendid port in
winter as well as in summer; it has a
magniticent dry dock and all the
necessary appliances for dealing with
the heaviest possible shipments, and
yet it is not taken advantage of by
the very people who should support il
from the point of view of national
fnterest alone.

“Among .many excellent things the

_eircular contains is the following:—

~ “To attain its height as & nation
within the British Empire, Canadn
_ghould fully utilize its ocean ports, on
both the Atlantic and Pacific, par-
Heularly those ports that are available

for use in summer and winter, and that
are within easy reach of the United
Kingdom. !

“This fact was strongly impressed
during the early years of the late war,
when in the winter season the ports of
Montreal and Quebec were closed, and
when U. S. neutrality prevented the
use of U. S. ports for the handling of
war traffic. PFortunately, Canada and
Great Britain had at their command
the Maritime Province ports of St.
John and Halifax, and through them
Canada was able to lend a great assist-
ance to the Motherland. The future—
who can tell?—may bring forth a like
situation in so far as the use of U. S.
ports is concerned, therefore it is abso-
luely essential from a national as well
as business standpoint, that Canadian
ports should be supported by all loyal
Canadians, and should be utilized to the
fullest extent.”

This is sound and admirable Cana-
dian doctrine, and in the coming
months the St. John committee will do
much to spread it and to devise addi-
tional plans for expanding the import
and export traffic St. John should have.
This is an enterprise which should be
carried on boldly and aggressively, on
a scale worthy of the object' in view.
The Greater St. John can be built by
the courage and enterprise of its

people.

SPRING CLEANING.

In many cities at this season of the
year a brief clean up and paint up
campaign is carried out, during which
the accumulated rubbish and dirt of
the winter is removed and the appear-
ance of the city brightened up. In
Winnipeg the first week in May wit-
nessed a street parade of cadets, bands,
boy scoits, motor ~and municipal
vehicles, and fire department and other
organizations. Great crowds watched
the p}rade, which was followed by
literature distributed through the city
to further arouse public interest.

It is said that some 7,000 cities in
Canada and the United States now
participate in such a campaign, and
that the result is an aroused civic in-
terest in the cleanliness of streets, al-
leys, yards and homes. When we are
told that it cost more than $3,000 to
collect the rubbish such as paper
thrown in the streets of St. John last
year, it is obvious there is room for a
cultivation of clvic spirit here.

In relation to making the appear-
ance of the city more attractive, a
local business concern is having win-
dow boxes with flowers placed along
the front, believing that this is only
a proper contribution on its part to
the attractiveness of the street.
If this cdstom should spread
throughoiit the city it would add much
to the improvement of the appearance
of many streets, while a little reason-
able thoughtfulness on the part of all
the citizens would prevent the streets
from being littered with paper, banana
peels, empty paper packages and other
rubbish which ought not to offend the
eye of anyone. The careful housewife
has a housecleaning week not only for
the sake of appearances but for the
sake of good health. A city should con-
sider itself to be under an obligation,
every spring at least, to pursue the
same course.

THE FAMOUS KATE.

The theatre-goers of this generation
had almost forgotten that there ever
was such a person as Kate Claxton, the
famous actress whose death was an-
nounced the other day, but an older
generation recalls Ler very well, the
fame she gained, notably in “The Two
Orphans,” and some tragic incidents in
her career. She had a curious history,
and she rose to a high place in Ameri-
can melodrama. Her real name was
Cone. She was a granddaughter of .the
Rev. Spencer Houghton Cone, who at
one time was an influential Baptist
minister in the United States, but wkho
in early life was a successful actor.
Hr father was Colonel Spencer Cone, a
valiant soldier of the Civil War. She
began her stage career when she was
about twenty, with Lotta Crabtree. A
writer in The Boston Transcript recalls
the tragic experiences which Kate
Claxton had in connection with fires
in theatres, saying:—

“Her father was a brave soldier, and
she had all of the soldier’s coolness and
intrepidity in dunger. No doubt a%
the obilusry articles about her will tell
the story of her coolness and presence
of mind when, m playing in ‘The Two
Orphans’ at the Brooklyn Theatre,
Dec. 5, 1876, the building took fire and
was destroyed. She stood on the stage
to the last, endeavoring to calm the
sudience a: ¢ make them go out delib-
eratsly, and no doubt by that means
saved many, though 295 lives were lost
nevertheless. Again, Miss Claxton
was in a great fire at the Southern
Hotel, in St. Louis, April 11, 1877,
where she once more displayed signal
courage and helpfulness. In the latter
calamity, in which eleven lives were
lost, she escaped by a burning stair-
way that fell as soon as she had stepped
off it. She saved her brother’s life, but
almost lost her own.  Strangely

enough, these instances of intrepidity
hurt her on the stage instead of helping
her, as thousands of people thought
there was a ‘hoo-doo’ on her, and
stayed away from her performances in
the fear of conflagration.”

As the “Bobbed-
the girl had attained
wide notoriety. For the court to miti-
gate her punishment in consideration
of her neglected childhood and vicious
early surroundings would have been
to encourage hundreds of slum-burn
girls to prey on society.

Yet, with this young woman’s par
entage and upbringing, it would hay
been truly miraculous if she had not
gone wrong. She was born of an illit-
erate and heartless mother and an
habitually drunken father. She slept
in a basement on a coal heap till ghe
was taken in charge by the Children
Society that she might be saved fror
starvation. At fourteen she went t¢
work as a laundress and continued tc
earn her own living by hard labor till
she was fully grown. Meanwhllc she
had no companions or associstes whose
influence tended to improve her stan
dards. In her world the fear of prison
was the chief deterrent to crime.

Moderately good looking, and witl
a mind considerably keener than that
of most girls of her acqualntance, ehe
soon acquired ambition for pretty
clothes and “good times.” She had
learned to read ?Zle ,with the Chil-
dren’s Society, afid during the crime
wave had evideu'ly reflected on the
ease with which gunmen not on';
obtained large suias of money, bu’
eluded the police after the commission
of their crimes. The man she had
married was little more than a moron.
With his physical strength to bac]
her she conceived the idea of becoming
a bandit herself. The rest of her
stery is well known.

In the slums of London Dickens
discovered and immortalized many
types such as this girl. She was what
her inheritance and environment made
her. And it is a tragic truth that the
same sort of parents and environment
are at the present moment sending out
criminals of both sexes from the crime
mill, and that society is as yet Insuf-
ficiently organized and enlightened to
know what can be done to save them.

Berlin, May 9—As regards the im-
mediate future of the leadership of
German industry, the Stinnes con-
cern is expected tc carry on in its
present form under Herr Stinnes’s
eldest son. He and his two brothers
are reported to have equally bril-
liant business heads, and they will
be -guided entirely at first by the
right-hand man of their father, Dr:
Vogler, in Dortmund. |

It is sald that Herr Stinnes al-
ways intended his huge concern to
stop in the family, and though he
was of an extraordinarily capable
judgment in selecting good direct-

ors for his various departments, he
never allowed any one man to rise
to any great independence.

Last autumn Herr Minoux, regard-
ed as the finest brain in his imme-
diate entourage, broke away and set
up independently. He will doubtless
play a big role in industrialism in
the coming period.

Herr Stinnes held the principle
that every new undertaking should
pay for itself within six months of
the time of starting, and there were
expectations that he would throw
off many smaller branches of his
giant interests during the coming
year’s struggle, under what may be
slightly adverse conditions conse-
quent upon reparations payments.

His operations always showed
more of an amalgamating than of
a constructive tendency. It is ru-
mored that for some time he had de-
sired to rid himself of his ship-
building interests, which were the

one thing that he had actually’ built
up.
Industry will miss him badly—
politics, less. It was only as a money-
giver that he was of use to the party
machine. He was always an object
of mistrust to his enemies, who
feared egotistic motives. His friends
kept his incorrigible directness, not
to say uncouthness, of argument
gladly in the background.

.000 to the Orthopedic Hospital for

which she founded a few years ago.
According to the terms of her will,
which was signed on June 7, 1915, a
special trust fund of $500,000, left by
her father, the late John Watson, is
bequeathed to eighteen hospitals and
other charitable institutions in Man-
hattan. These bequests range from
$25,000 to $75,000.

TAKE NO ACTION ON
JUVENILE COURT

County Council Committee
Also Defers Children’s
Aid Fund Plea.

The finance committee of the Muni-
cipal Council yesterday afternoon de-
cided to offer H. Claire Mott $5,000
in full payment of his claim against
the municipality for plans prepared
for the Board of Hospital Commis-
sioners, provided the plans were turned
over to the municipality; approved of
a new agreement with the Eastern
Trust Company, giving them fuller
powers to deal with delinquent ten-
ants in the County Housing Board
houses; decided to take no action In

| regard to the request of the Children’s

Aid Society for an additional grant
for this year, and to defer action in
the matter of a juvenile court until the
January, 1925, meeting of the council.

Commissioner Wigmore presided, and
others present were Mayor Potts, Com-
missioners Frink, Bullock and Hard-
ing, and Councillors O’Brien, Golding,
Campbell, O’Donnell, Smith and Mec-
Leod.

A report from the Commissioners of
the General Public Hospital,.- recom-
mending the payment to H. Claire Mott
of $4,000 in settlement of his claim of
$10,216.40 for plans prepared for the
commissioners but never used, was
read by J. King Kelley, K.C., county
secretary.

Mr, Mott is Heard.

Mr. Mott was heard. He said he
had prepared three different sets of
plans and all had been rejected by the
Municipal Council. He asked that the
finance committee before deciding on
the matter visit his office and see just
what had been done. He had done the
work in good faith and thought he
should at least receive the amount for
which he had offered to settle, $5,000.

Commissioner Wigmore said he had
gone over the plans, and it had taken
him two hours to do it. He had satis-
fied himself that the claim of Mr. Mott
was justified.

The commissioner said his recollec-
tion of the matter was that a dispute
among the medical members of the
Hospital Board was the reason that
the plans had never been used. Coun-
cilloras O’Brien and Golding expressed
the opinion that Mr. Mott should re-
ceive $5,000, and it was moved by the
former, and carried, that this sum be
paid Mr. Mott in full of his claim, pro-
vided the plans were turned over to
the municipality.

An application for a grant of $1,400
to establish a juvenile court in St. John
was taken up. Commissioner Wigmore
expressed himself as strongly in favor
of a juvenile court. He said that he
had recently visited Toronto~ and
Ottawa, and after ‘looking into the
working of the courts in those cities,
he was convinced that St. John needed
this institution. On motion of Coun-
cillor McLead further discussion of this
matter was deferred until the January,
1925, meeting.

St. John
as well as Halifax is one of the East-
ern winter gateways of the Dominion
and I would think that Quiebec should
be shown as well as Montreal.

BROGE VLL SPAN
TE GOLOEN GATE

May Need $200,000,000 to
Connect 'Frisco Peninsula
With the Mainland

San Francisco, May 9—Bridges
and tunnels across San Francisco
Bay, under construction or contem-
plated, call for estimated expendi-
tures of approximately $100,000,000.
Engineers say that before the , com-
pletion of the various programmes
for connecting San Francisco penin-
sula with the mainland opposite, the
investments may reach $200,000,000.

The largest projects planned are
the proposed tunnel and bridge be-
tween San Francisco and Oakland
and a bridge across the Golden Gate,
where the bay, hetween high steep
bluffs, merges with the Pacific ocean.

The Oakland subway and bridge
still are in a nebulous stage, though
engineers declare them feasible and
a matter of necessity sooner or later.
Plans for the Golden Gate span have
been drawn, however, and submit-
ted to the War Department for ap-
proval.

According to the plans the Golden
Gate bridge, connecting San Fran-
cisco with a tler of northern Cali-
fornia coast counties which are now
accessible only by ferry or by a
roundabout overland journey, will be
the longest single-span suspension
bridge in the world. Engineers say
it will be longer by 1,040 feet than
any other suspension bridge. For
4,010 feet of the total distance of
.6,700 feet the water is 300 feet deep,
on an average, with a swift current
and a scouring action that is held
to preclude the building of plers.

It is planned to make the floor of
the bridge 200 feet above high tide,
thus giving shipping ample space to
pass underneath. The cost of the
structure is estimated at $20,000,000.

Thirty Shillings a2 Week Has
Now Become $20
to $35.

London, May 10. — The day when
Londen’s police force was made up of
stalwart though ignorant recruifs from
the East Side has passed. The beer
drinking hercules with the cokney ac-
cent is stepping aside to allow the
university graduate a chance to carry a
whistle and a club. It now takes more
than a s¥ feet of brawn to qualify for
a pair of thick boots. The policeman’s
duty is now a profession in London.

Once, before the war, a man joined
the Lgndon force when he could not
get anything else to do. The police-
*man in those days earned 30 shillings
a week, he worked ten hours a day for
seven days a week and he had no recre-
.ation -centres at his disposal. Thirty
shillings, even in the days when a
shilling knew a lot more tricks than it
does today, hardly sufficed to keep a
family. The guardian of the public
welfare was always ready then to ac-
cept a tip for any little service he
might perform. .

Now the pay is good, the chances- of
promotion to responsible jobs are many,
and the conditions and hours of service
easier. The municipal authorities are
taking an interest in their police force
They have provided clubs for the men
and their families, and promotions and
salary increases are granted for educa-
tional attainments as well as meritori-
ous service. -

Gorgeous Burma

Burma is something altogether
novel, and overwhelming in its exquis-
ite beauty. Gorgeously-carved teak is
the principal material of a large build-
ing, unstained wood crowned with
minarets of gilded iron from which
hang bells everlastingly tinkling in the
wind. The music of the bells is
matched by the fairy grace of the
structure—not temple, monastery, nor
dwelling house, but a blending of all
three. In the garden is a rich Buddhist
shrine sparkling like a jewel. Here the
many. Buddhists at Wembley perform
their devotions in the presence of the
image of their master. All the Bur-
mese section has a spiritual atmos-
phere pervading it which lends addi-
tional enchantment to the glorious
craftsmanship of a notable exhibit.

Native Africa near-by has a grim
aspect. The East Coast building is an
Arab stronghold in white ‘and green,
battlemented and loop-holed, in the
dullest weather suggesting forcibly the
hot glare of tropic noon and the fierce
natire of the defenders of many such
forts in the country of origin. East
Africa, which includes the Gold Coast,
Nigeria, and Sierre Leone, consists of
a mud-and-wattle walled town, far
more primitive in form and construc-
tion than the Arab fort, but clearly
built primarily for defence. It is colored
a dull red, rough in surface and out-
line. The native compounds prove to
be orderly and clean, the natives them-
selves are busy on useful crafts, and
some of them are dressed in smart
uniforms as guardians .of the system
which is raising them in the scale of
mankind.

South Africa.

South Africa is an enlarged (facade
of' a typical Dutch homestead, with
cuved gables and estensive stoep. With-
in is a striking scenic reconstruction
of the veldt, peopled with stuffed
beasts and furnished with growing aloes
and similar plants. The stands show
the vast range of South African ac-
tivities, from -the complete diamond-

ground” brought from Africa to the
native handicrafts. Outside is the
ostrich paddock, where twenty-three of
these quaint birds are facing the rigors
of an English spring with an energy
and cheerfulness emulated by the os-
trich-keeper, himself a large farmer.
The purpose of this exhibi&is to prove

Fun of the Fair,

So much for the serious side of the
British Empire Exhibition. There re-
mains the amusement park, which, like
all the rest, is planned on a grand scale.
The public will find many novelties
here, but, on the whole, the thrills pro-
vided are those to which we are accus-
tomer at exhibitions. The Thompson
Safety Racer is a variation on the
switchback which promises great fun.
Two cars, each holding twenty-four
people, are released on paralled tracks
the same instant, and a genuine race
takes place. The result cannot be
faked, and one can imagne quite sport-
ing contests. Besides this are two other
mountain railways, water chutes, and
developments of the roundabout. A
feature of the amusement park is the
| special enclosure for children. There
| are side shows innumerable, but in-
1stead of being distributed haphazard
{ amongst the larger attractions, they
| are grouped in avenues under delight-
| tully painted scenery. All prfices in the
| amusement park are pre-war, the high-
est being a shilling, and the great
(r.mjority ranging from threepence to
sixpense.

Amusement is blended with instruc-
tion in the replica of a coal mine which
the mining association has created in
the bowels of the London clay at a cost
of £100,000. i

His Eighty-eighth Year
This Morning

A
%his morning at 6 o'clock Hon. J.
G. Forbes entered on the eighty-eighth
year of his age and there will be very
many to extend hearty congratulations
and wish His Honor “many happy re-
turns.” Judge Forbes was born on
May 10, 1837, in the Blue Mountains
district in Noya Scotia, the son of Cap-
tain and Mrs. John Forbes. When he
was three years of age the family
moved to Goshen, in Guysboro Co., N.
8., where he received his early educa-
tion. He afterwards went to the Anti-
gonish Academy and later to Normal
School.
After leaving Normal School he
taught in schools in Nova Scotia until
| he was 22 years of age. He came to
St. John in 1860 and studied law rnder
Judge William Wedderburn, judge of
Kings County Court. .He completed
his legal training with a year at Har-
vard University and returned to St.
John. He was admitted to the bar in
* New Brunswick in 1865 on the same
“day as Hon. Andrew G. Blair.

For a time he practised law in St.
John and was the senior partner in the
firm of Forbes & Sinnot, the junior
member of the firm being Harvard S.
Sinnot, of Kings county. On the death
of Mr. Sinnot in 1878 Judge Forbes
carried on the practice alone until in
1895 he was appointed judge of the St.
John County Court. He was 21 years
on the bench and retired in 1916 at 78
years of age.

Active in Societies, ,
Judge Forbes is a man of diversifie
interests and a staunch supporter and
untiring worker for the causes which
he has championed. He is president
of the New Brunswick branch of the
‘British and Foreign Bible Society, vice-
president of the British and Foreign

"GAUGHT IN ICE

Three-masted Vessel Be-

sition in which she was seen.

Attorney-General Orders

Report by Pathologist in
East St. John Death

Raymond N. Lafra, aged nine
years, son of Mr. and Mrs. William
Laird, of East St. John, died sudden-
1y at 4.30 o'clock on the mornihg of
April 24 from poison. An inquest
was held before Coroner H. A. Porter
and jury, and Dr. H. L. Abramson,
provincial pathologist, .testified on
May 2 that death was due to a
highly corrosive poison and, although
he had made a microscopic and chem-
ical examination at the autopsy, he
was not able to determine what poi-
son caused the boy’s death.

The jury recommended a further
investigation. Coroner Porter last
evening said that he had sent the
particulars to Hon. J. P. Byrne, of
Bathurst, Attorney-General of the
province, and had received a reply
that as the case was a mysterious
one, and he recognized the right of
the public to have the matter cleared
up if possible, he had sent a notifica-
tion to Dr. Abramson to submit a
full report.

Rr. Abramson, when communicated
with last evening, said that he had
received word from the Attorney-
General, and was working on the
matter but to date was unable to
gend in & report as he had not yet
finished.

Dr. Abramson at the inquest said

that it was a mystery to him that'
a boy whose stomach contained so
many ulcers and was 80 perforated
could have slept soundly from 9
o’clock in the evening until the early
morning, when he died, without
showing signs of some pain or
vomiting.

Dr. Abramson could not state last
night just what time he would be
able to make a full report onethe
matter to Attorney-General Byrne.
He was still working on the case, he
said.

Beginning at Kane's Corner, thence
out the Silver Falls Road to a point
opposite the slaughter house; thence
diagonally cross country to a polnt
at or near Cape Spencer on the Bay
of Fundy; thence following the coast
line back to the point of starting, at
Kane’s Corner.

Land was obtained at one of the
best sites in the district, the corner of
Park avenue and Red Head Road, where
the completed church will raise its
spire 8o as to be seen from all around.

The First Sod Turned.

It was decided to make the new
church a permanent and fire-proof
structure and the first sod was turned
on the morning of October 25, 1928.
The plans were drawn by the firm
of Frechet. & Feeney, architects and
engineers, St. John and Moncton, and
the contract for the building work
alloted to the firm of John Flood &
BSons, Ltd., general contractors, and
builders. The stone work is in charge
of Charles McCaul. The work has
proceeded with great speed and to-
day is in an advanced stage. It is the
intention to complete the entire build-
ing from the outside, but for the pres-
ent, the basement, alone will be fur-
nished and used for church purposes,
the main church being completed as
conditions will permit.

Gothic Architecture,

When completed the new church
will be one of the finest and most com-
plete church buildings in the Maritime
Provinces. In style it is of Gothic
design with permanent concrete foun-
dations, reinforced. @ The basement
measures 52x8 feet and 12 feet hign.
The main church will be 52x80 feet
and the sanctuary, to which entrance
will be from behind the altar, will be
45 by 26 feet. To the right of the
sanctuary will be the vestry 24 by 80
feet. The seating capacity of the
sanctuary will be 500 with a chair gal-
lery with a capacity of 100. The floor
is of concrete and the walls are backed

with brick and lined with tile, abso-

lutely fire-proof.

On March 25, 1924, the parish and
church were placed under the protec-
tion of the Blessed Virgin, under the

title of Stella Maris (Star of the Sea),
On Dec. 8 a chapel was opened in the
building rented from H. B. Peck and
this has served the needs of the pa-
rishioners during the winter months.
It is hoped, however, to be in the base-
ment of the new church by thesecond
sunday in June.

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Gloria Swanson Eats, Sleeps and Talks—Yet
Rumor Still Insists She’s Dead and Buried

New York, May 2.—Gloria Swanson
has been killed more times than any
other person. She has committed sui-
cide, drowned, died from an operation,
expired from heart trouble, been choked
to death, run over by an auto truck,
and killed by a fall from a horse!

In spite of all this, her pulse today
is normal, her complexion perfect, and
her feet and wit nimble. She's the
happlest “dead” person alive, with two
beautiful children, a healthy income, a
beautiful apartment and a limousine.

Oh, death, where is thy sting?

For the past year the rumor of the
“death” of Miss Swanson filtered into
newspaper offices, into the motion pic-
ture offices, and even into the ears of
Gloria herself. Repeated denials have
accomplished nothing. At first it was
humorous, then it grew serlous. If
became the most persistent rumor of
its kind ever to gain circulation.

Believes It a Plot.

It grew so serious recently that the
company which employs the star has
assigned trained investigators to trace
it to its source. Miss Swanson herself
believes it is a deliberate plot to de-
stroy her as a movie actress.

1 first saw Miss Swanson about two
years ago. Since then I have seen her
mangy times, and while she was making
“Y%e Humming Bird,” some months
ago in the Long Island studios, I spent

considerable time there. I went to see
her again today to satisfy myself that
she still lives.

And I am convinced that the Gloria
Swanson of today is the genuine Gloria
Swanson, the only Gloria Swanson who
ever lived.

If a theory which the star has is cor-
rect, then the world now has to con-
sider a strange tale, the like of which
cannot be found outside 8 de Maupas-
sant story. :

Some time ago when’Miss Swanson
was living in Hollywood she quar-
relled with a certain individual. This
person she will not name. At that
time, according to the star, The person
solemnly raised an arm and declared:

“Miss Swanson, did you ever realize
that one person can destroy a person
or make her? That against propaganda
human beings are powerless?”’

That was all this person said. Grad-
ually the rumors of her supposed death
spread. They were fed by remarks of
people who thought they noticed a
changed Gloria Swanson in some of
her later pictures, notably “The Hum-
ming Bird,” People whispered the
woman acting under the name of Gloria
Swanson wasn’t the real Gloria at all!
She had died! They were putting a
“double” in her place to protect an in-
vestment!

People were found who “knew”
Gloria Swanson had died. They had
talked with a friend of a friend who
knew a barber who shaved a scene-
shifter who knew Gloria had died! Or

Ehey had known a person whose cousin

saw them carrying the coffin away! Or
they had heafd her insurance policy
had been altered, changing the bene-
ficiary! .

Hard Proving She’s Alive.

“The thing, humorous at first,” says
Gloria, “now is becoming maddening
What can I do? What can I cay? How
can I prove that I'm alive? People
who have known me for years will
swear to it. My physicians will swear
to it. I will swear to it. Isn’t that
enough?

“Why do these rumors go on? 1
can’t run down Fifth avenue shouting
‘'m Gloria Swanson! I'm Gloria
Swanson !’

“] am convinced of one thing—that
the thing started in Hollywood, and
that it is a deliberate plot. The in-
visible fingers of propaganda are
stretching out, coming closer and
closer and I find myself almost power-
less to fight. If I could see my enemy
I could destroy it. But I can’t see it.
[ can’t see it.”

As she talked to me little Gloria
Somborn (Miss Swanson in real life is
Mrs. Somborn) came in with a nurse
‘and little two-year-old Joseph, an
adopted son. The children ran to their
mother, and little Gloria said just one
word as she threw her chubby arms
around the star’s neck:

“Mother!”
