London, Ont., Sept. 11—Church union 
and the possibilities of Its culmination 
were features of the greetings of the gen­
eral synod of the Canadian Presbyterian 
vhurch to the general synod of the Can­
adian Anglican church on Saturdav^Oreet^ 
ings were borne by Rev. James Ross, pas­
tor of St. Andrews church; Rev. J. C. 
Inkster, pastor of the First Presbyterian 
church and Thomas Alexander, superin­
tendent of the Knox Presbyterian Sunday 
school, South London. They were present­
ed to both houses sitting together. All 
expressed the desire of the Presbyterian 
church for church union, and the desire 
for the re-uniting of the different Christ­
ian denominations into one church united 
in Christ.

Dr. Ross said, referring to the problems 
of the churches:

“In view of the problems of the western 
immigration, the day will come when it 
will be possible to devise some via media,” 
by which the same order and continuity 
for which you have stood may be reserved 
and yet a step taken forward toward the 
restoration of unity in Christ’s kingdom.”

This statement evo*ked the most prolong­
ed applause, its enthusiastic reception, be­
ing manifested by clapping that lasted sev­
eral minutes. Touching on the question of 
the development of Canada and of the for­
eign held, he urged.

Chiasso, Switzerland, Sept. 11 — Wild 
scenes are reported from Massafra, a town 
in the Italian province of Lecce. While 
the municipal council was in session dis­
cussing measures for combating the chol­
era, thousands of people howling “Death, 
Death” gathered about the city hall. The 
mayor and councillors fled.

The mob then moved toward the chol­
era hôpital keeping up a running fight 
with the police. Several people were dan­
gerously injured.

When further resistance was impossible 
the doctors and nurses escaped from 
windows by ropes but. were .pursued by 
the rioters. Stones were thrown and 
of the doctors was dangerously wounded. 
All of them, however, made their 
on engines found at the station.

When the rioters entered the hospitaf 
several of the wards were already on fire. 
A woman patient was crying desperately, 
which further excited the mob, who inter­
preted the cries as proof of cruelty p 
ticed by the representatives of the “tyr­
annical government, 
flames added to the terror and distress of 
the patients. Some of them were picked 
up and transported on mattresses, others 
were laid on carts. The crowd around 
them, intoxicated by their triumph, danc­
ed and shouted and made carnival 
parable to the dance of the Furies. Mean­
while two women patients left in the 
flaming wards were incinerated while other 
patients who were carried to their homes 
died before reaching them.

DROP IN AND TALK IT OVER WITH US.r Richibucto, Sept. 9—Kent county will be 
in line to make New Brunswick again the 
banner province of Liberalism at the elec­
tion on Sept. 21. This fact was amply 
demonstrated' today* at two big meetings 
addressed by Hon. Wm. Pugsley, Minister 
of Public Works, and A. T. Leger, the 
Liberal candidate.

The important announcement was made 
by the minister at the afternoon meeting 
at St. Louis that the unused St. Louis- 
Richibucto branch of the Kent Northern 
railway would be taken over with the part 
of the railway now in operation, and in 
future conducted as part of the I. C. R.

This spur, seven miles in length, which 
taps a fruitful country,, has not been oper­
ated for several years, and the good news 
that it would be resuscitated was received 
with much enthusiasm by the prosperous 
farmers of St. Louis and district.

Unable to stem the strong tide of popu­
lar feeling in favor of reciprocity and 
frightened by the unmistakable signs of 
disapproval of their participation in the 
federal campaign, Hon. Dr, Landry and 
Col. Sheridan have returned to their 
homes, silenced, and it is believed will not 
venture to speak again in support of Mr. 
Robidoux. They value their seats in the 
provincial legislature tbo highly, but they 
have already gone too far.

Mr. Leger spoke half an hour in French 
and his arguments were very favorably re­
ceived by the audience.

Hon. Dr. Pugsley spoke for one hour 
and thirty minutes, and held the close at­
tention of all until after 6 o’clock. He 
first referred to the branch lines policy of 
the government, and assured his hearers- 
that the bill to take over the 600 miles 
of branches at a capitalisation of $6,000.- 
000, either by purchase or lease, would be 
one of the first measures to be taken up 
after reciprocity had passed in October.

Included in the lines to be taken over 
were the Moncton A Buetouchc line and 
the Kent Northern, right through to 6*. 
Louis. (Cheers).

“In a telegram to Mr. Fowler, I notice 
Mr. Borden promises to take over the 
branch lines on reasonable terms,” said 
Dr. Pugsley. “There <is only one thing 
wrong with that, Mr. Borden is a little 
late. He approves of a policy to which 
the government is already committed and 
for which the terms have already been 
considered.”

Hon. Dy. Pugsley spoke ft. the public 
works bping carried on in Kent and gave 
a comprehensive review the improve­
ments all over Canada. >

“We are able to meet the views of the 
people,” he said, “because the Liberal gov­
ernment revised the tariff in 1897 with 
the object in view of'increasing our for­
eign trade.
