SEVENTH ANNUAL MEETING.

The Seventh Anniversary of this Society was held in the Wesleyan 
Church, Great St. Janies’ Street, on the 29th January, 1846. The 
meeting was numerously attended, and the proceedings excited much 
interest. Lieutenant-Colonel Wilgress, President of the Society, 
occupied the Chair. Prayer was offered by the Rev. G. Steven­
son, after which the Report was read. The following resolutions 
were then passed unanimously :—

Moved by the Rev. W.Taylor, seconded by the Rev. H. Wilkes, 
and supported by the Rev. W. Anderson :

I. That the Report now read bo adopted, and printed under the direction of 
the Committee ; and that the measure of success which has attended the opera, 
tions of the Society for the past year, calls for our grateful praise to God, and is 
fitted alike to strengthen our confidence in the principles upon which it is based, 
and to stimulate to renewed diligence.

Moved by the Rev. M. Richey, seconded by the Rev. W.Leish- 

man, and supported by Mr L’Hote, ex-Priest of Ville-Favard :
II. That us Romanism is a system of religion essentially false, and ruinous in 

its influence, yet nevertheless the prevailing religion in this Province, it is our so. 
Irnin duty to testify against it, and endeavour kindly, patiently, and persever. 
ingly to show our French Canadian fellow-subjects the more excellent way of the 
Gospel.

Moved by the Rev. J. J. Carruthers, D.D., and seconded by 
the Rev. J. T. Byrne :

III. That the thanks of this Society bo rendered to those friends in Europe, 
and in the United States, who have generously contributed to its funds ; and also 
to the Foreign Evangelical Society in New York for their liberal assistance.

Moved by Joseph Wenham, Esq., and seconded by Mr. David 
Smith :

IV. That the following Gentlemen be the Office-Bearers and the Committee 
ol the Society for the ensuing year, with power to add to their number.

The Collection amounted to £26 11s. 6d., and in response to an 

eloquent appeal made by the Rev. Dr. Carruthers, that the meet­
ing should endeavour to raise the amount required to complete the 
new building at Pointeaux Trembles, viz., £900, the sum of £180 
10s. was subscribed.

The meeting closed with the Benediction.
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CONSTITUTION
OF THE

FRENCH CANADIAN MISSIONARY SOCIETY.
FORMED 8tH APRIL, 1839.

I. This Society shall be called “ The French Canadian Mittionary Society 
and its exclusive object shall be, to provide means for preaching and otherwise 
disseminating the Gospel of Christ among the inhabitants of Canada using the 
French language.

II. The operations of this Society shall embrace—the employment of ministers, 
teachers, book-venders, and scripture.readers, (whose native language is French 
if possible),—the establishment and support of schools, and places of worship,— 
and the distribution of the Holy Scriptures, and such publications as may be re. 
quisite in accomplishing the objects of the Society.

III. No person shall be admitted or continued a Minister, Teacher, Agent, 
Trustee, or office-bearer under any name, in connexion with this Society, whose 
religious sentiments arc not decidedly in accordance with the great evangelical 
doctrines of the Protestant Faith ; namely,—the fallen and totally depraved con­
dition of human nature ; the supreme divinity of our Lord Jesus Christ ; the 
sacrificial character and design of the Saviour’s death ; the deity, personality, and 
saving influence of the Holy Spirit ; justification by faith alone, through the aton­
ing merits and all prevalent intercession of the Son of God ; the necessity of holi. 
ness of heart and life as produced and maintained by the indwelling Spirit of God ; 
and the endless duration of future rewards and punishments.

The above summary of doctrine shall equally apply to all Books and Tracts 
distributed by the agents of this Society.

IV. This Society shall maintain an entire absence of a sectarian spirit in the 
choice of its agents,the application of its funds,and the management of its concerns. 
In the selection of its Agents, there shall be alone, consulted their religious and in 
tellectual fitness for promoting the grand object in view, namely the bringing of 
souls into the kingdom of God, and building them on the foundation of the Apos­
tles and prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the chief corner stone.

V. The instructions to be given to missionaries and other agents of this Society 
shall be :—First, that in all their intercourse with the French Canadians they ab­
stain as much as possible from controversy on the errors of the Romish church, 
and that they seek to promote their religious instruction and salvation, by plainly 
and affectionately preaching and enforcing the great doctrines of evangelical reli­
gion as stated above : as it is believed, that, in this case, the declaration of “ tho 
truth as it is in Jesus,” will prove the best means of refuting error.—Secondly, 
that, as it appears important to the success of this Christian enterprise, to secure, 
as much as possible, unanimity and uniformity in its proceedings and operations, it 
also be required of all the agents of the Society, to abstain from urging their own 
peculiar denominational views as to doctrine or church government ; and to require 
only as conditions of church membership, a profession of tho Protestant Faith as 
held by this Society, (and set forth in Art. 3rd. of this Constitution,) accompa­
nied by suitable and satisfactory evidences of true piety in the candidate.

VI. That the real property which the Society may purchase or otherwise 
acquire in furtherance of its objects shall be held by Trustees, appointed in the 
first instance by the Committee of this Society, and subsequently elected every

veer at the Annual Meeting of the Society, called agreeably to Article IX. of the 
Constitution, and in the event of any delay in the annual election, the former 
Trustees shall hold office until others be appointed. The number of Trustee» 
shall not be more than nine nor fewer than five, the quorum consisting of five, 
and three reflectively, and should an- ’ancy occur it shall be supplied by thj 
Committee.

VII. This society shall have a President, one or more Vico Presidents, a Treas­
urer, and a Secretary or Secretaries.

VIII The business of this Society shall bo conducted by a Committee con. 
sisting of not less than twelve persons, to be chosen annually from among the 
members of the Society : five to constitute a quorum. The President, Vice. 
Presidents, Treasurer, and Secretaries, shall be members ez-offic:o of this Com­
mittee.

IX. This Society shall hold a general meeting annually on the first Wednesday 
of February, or on such day near to this, as the Committee shall appoint. This 
meeting shall be held in the city of Montreal, and due notice of the same shall be 
given in at least two of the Montreal Newspapers one week previously. The vote 
of tho majority of the members present at such meeting shall give validity to all 
the acts passed at the same—At this meeting the Commitec shall present a Re. 
port of proceedings during the year elapsed, and the Treasurer shall give in 
his accounts for the same period. All the office-bearers of the Society shall be 
elected at this annual meeting, the former officers acting until the others arc ap. 
pointed.—A special general meeting of the Society may be called by the Com­
mittee whenever it is considered necessary, due notification of which shall be 
given by public advertisement as above.

X. A Subscription of One Pound annually shall constitute membership in this 
Society, with the power of voting at its general meetings ; and a donation of 
Twenty-five Pounds shall entitle the individual to be a member during life. Con­
tributions, however, of the smallest amount will be thankfully received and ac. 
knowledged.

XI. No alteration shall he made in this Constitution, except at a general meet­
ing of the Society, called by public advertisement, ns prescribed above, in Art. 
9in ; the proposed change or changes having previously been laid before a meet- 
ing of the Committee, and approved of by at least three fourths of the members 
present.

FORM OF A BEQUEST TO THE SOCIETY.

I give and bequeath to the “French Canadian Missionary Society," instituted
at Montreal on the 8th April, 1839, the sum of----------------- pounds currency, of
the Province of Canada, for the purpose of the said institution, for which legacy 
the receipt of the Treasurer fur the lime being shall be a sufficient discharge to 
the Executors.

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ANNUAL REPORT.

Privileged, in the long-suffering goodness of God, lo see another 
Anniversary, your committee, with grateful acknowledgment of 
the good hand of the Lord upon them, and humbled under a sense of 
their unfaithfulness in the important work committed to their charge, 
beg to present a report of their proceedings during the past year, and 
of the present state and prospects of the society. Without further 
preamble they would refer to the most prominent objects of the past 
year’s operations.

THE EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTE AT BELLE RIVIERE.

In last Report it was stated that an appeal to the churches in tie 
Parent country had been confided to the Recording Secietary. The 
result of that appeal has been the sum of £766 14s 4d currency ; and 
from the deep and increasing interest manifested, it is to be hoped that 
the whole amount asked from the churches of Great Britain, viz. £ 1000, 
will, at least, be obtained. Auxiliary Committees of ladies were 
formed in Glasgow, Edinburgh, Greenock, and Stirling, and the 
Edinburgh Committee was revived. To J. D. Bryce, Esq., Secretary of 
the Glasgow Committee, in particular, and to many friends in the 
above named places, and in other parts of Great Britain, are the thanks 
of the Committee due, for the important services rendered in re­
sponse to the appeal, a continuance of which is earnestly solicited. 
A resolution of thanks was also voted to the Recording Secretary for 
his gratuitous sen ucs. But while God was opening the hearts of His 
people abroad, no less gratifying liberality was manifested in this city. 
At the Anniversary meeting about £700 was subscribed, most part 
payable in five yearly instalments, and a small portion in work and 
materials for the building.

Thus encouraged, the Committee resolved, in dependence upon 
Divine aid, to proceed with the erection of the building ; but it be­
came a question of anxious debate, whether a permanent Institution 
of such importance should be placed upon a farm of comparatively 
small value, and separated from Montreal by thirty-five miles of land 
carriage, chiefly over bad roads. If placed at Belle „ /iere, few 
members of Committee, or friends of the Society, could be expected

». .'ft ! ■
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to visit it, and the Missionaries and Teacher» themselves, in their 
frequent journeys between the Institution and the City, would con­
sume a consideiable part of their time and strength in the mere act 
of travelling.

After much prayerful consideration,therefore, it was unanimously 
resolved, to procure a situation within a convenient distance of Mon­
treal ; and for the accomplishment of this design, Divine Providence 
appears to have prepared the way, inasmuch as a farm of about 1Q0 
acres of most excellent land, (every acre being fit fora garden,) and 
situated on the banks of the St. Lawrence, at Pointe aux Trembles, 
ten miles below Montreal, was obtained at the moderate price of 
£845, including commutation of the Seignior’s claims. This fqrm 
combines many desirable requisites, and it is a matter of thankfulness 
to the Committee, that it should have been preferred V> the one ori­
ginally intended at Belle Rivière. It may, however, be objected, that 
the purchase at Belle Rivière should not have been made, if not suit­
able for a permanent institution ; and the only reply to this objection 
is, that the Society’s field of labour was then more limited in extent, and 
its friends fewer, so that had the effort not been commenced upon a 
very modérât ' scale at first, it would, probably, never have been com­
menced at all. In fact, it is rather matter of deep thankfulness, 
that the work should have been so prospered, as to encourage the 
Committee to resolve upon much greater things, and the friends of 
the Society so largely to extend their liberality.

To these explanations your Committee would add, that they have 
procured plans and specifications for a building capable of con­
taining 100 pupils, besides their teachers, estimated to cost about 
£1600. To meet this outlay, there is on hand the sum of £204, 
besides subscriptions to the amount of £500 currency, the fifth only 
of which is now due, leaving a deficiency of £900. The Com­
mittee would, nevertheless, urge upon their successors to employ 
every means to secure the immediate erection of the building, by 
making special efforts to collect .the amount deficient. The v ider 
openings in the Missionary field—the greater need of labourers, and 
the more determined efforts of the enemies of the truth, present rea­
sons more cogent than ever for the Society to go forward in provid­
ing suitable means of giving sound religious instruction, combined 
with a gi od general and agricultural education to the French Cana­
dian youth, with the hope that the Holy Spirit may select and qua-

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lily many of them for the Missionary work. Surely Christiana who 
love the Saviour’s cause, will not let this building stand still, when 
they find the Jesuits obtaining from one individual in this city 
£1600 toward* erecting a College, which there is little reason to 
question will not want funds for its erection or endowment.

The various Colleges for the education of Priests and Jesuits in 
Lower Canada, are vigorously pursuing their work of training sup­
plies, not only for Canada, but for the great Oregon ar.d Hudson 
Bay Territories. Shall we not have one Institution to train up the 
true soldiers of Jesus ?

The sum of £100, on account of the third instalment due on the 
Belle Rivière farm, has been paid by the Ladies’ Auxiliary Society 
of this City, for which the Committee tender their grateful acknow­
ledgments. The balance of ihe purchase money due on the farm is 
now £125. The destination of this property, when the Ins'itute 
is removed, your Committee think it as yetpiemature to consider.

TRAINING OF COLPORTEURS &c.
The time has now come, in the opinion of your Committee, that 

a special effort should be made to train up Colporteurs and Schoolmas­
ters, there being several young men who seem possessed of sufficient 
piety and gifts to warrant the belief, that, with due preparation, 
they may be useful in these capacities. The Committee, therefore, 
recommend that, as soon as practicable, a Class of young men bt 
formed provisionally in this city, under the Rev. P. Wolff, to 
be taught in such higher branches as may qualify them for Colpor­
teurs. Schoolmasters, and ultimately Evangelists.

INSTITUTE FOR GIRLS.
Your Committee have given permission to the Rev. J. E. Tanner, 

in charge of the station at Montreal, and who ha* long had the 
mattei deeply at heart, to take a few girls to board in his house, to 
be under the charge of M;-s. Tanner, as the commencement of an 
Institute for French Canadian girls; which they hope means will be 
provided of carrying out. It seems absolutely necessary that this 
attempt should be made, so that the daughters of the converts in 
particular may teceive a suitable Christian education, as the only 
remedy against their entire neglect, or their attending the Schools 
of the Nuns. The Committee propose, that in this Institute the 
girls shall receive, in addition to the ordinary branches of education, 
such instruction in domestic duties, as may fit them for usefulness 
in private life.

B
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In view, also, of the knowledge which will make the pupils wise 
unto salvation, would your Committee call earnest attention to the 
value of such an In "tution. As Schoolmistresses, or as assis­
tants in the Missionary work, how important their pious labours— 
and as Cliri'tian mothers, how unspeakably precious their influence ! 
If Timothies are to be raised up, there must be grandmothers like 
Lois, and mothers like Eunice ; and if Samuels are to be lent to the 
the Lord, there must first be praying Hannahs.

Your Committee are aware that the Ladies’ Con mittee of this 
city have addressed an appeal to the Glasgow Ladies’ Association, 
stating the importance of such an Institute. Let us hope that 
the response will secure its enlargement.

GENERAL VIEW.
There are now thirty-four French Canadians believed to be con­

verted to Christ, in connexion with this Society’s labours ; and it 
may be added, that about eighty more, including children, are rescued 
from the influence of Rome. This may appear a small result for five 
years’ labour, but it ought rather to be looked upon as a striking 
proof of the difficulty of the work, which, however, becomes more 
promising every year. Nevertheless we desire to bear continually 
in mind, that regard should not be had in this great enterprise to the 
number of converts, but to the commandment of God to preach the 
Gospel.

Of the Missionaries, six are married, and their wives labour in 
the missionary work among Canadian females, as opportunity 
offers ; there may therefore be said to be seventeen labourers, 
male and female, of whom nine are Swiss, five French, one Italian, 
one Vaudois, and one Canadian ; and we may add that twelve 
were brought up Protestants, and five are converted Roman Ca­
tholics. These are divided amongst five different stations, viz.— 
Montreal, St. Therese, Belle Riviere, Industrie and Ramsay, (all 
within a radius of about seventy miles), from which extensive 
journeys are made through the French Settlements.

MISSION STATIONS.
Montreal.—The Rev. Mr. Tanner has continued to reside in 

this city for some months, and has been assisted by the Rev. Philippe 
Wolff. This esteemed brother, who studied at the Theological In­
stitute of the Evangelical Society of Geneva, under Dr. Merle 
D’Aubigne, and who, since his arrival in Canada in 1843, has been 
in connexion with the Grande Ligne Mission, having left tha
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Mission, has joined this Society, but will be supported as before 
by the Foreign Evangelical Society of New York.

These brethren make journeys into the country, and hold meetings 
in the city, but a suitable place is needed for these meetings ; the 
want of funds preventing the committee from hiring one in a pro­
per quarter. The work here has met many difficulties, still however, 
there are subjects of encouragement. Several families desire the 
visits of the Missionaries, and two young Canadia s have been 
received members of the little church ; one of them has entered 
the Belle Riviere Institute, where he is preparing to labour in the 
Lord's work. Mrs. Tanner has also in her house three young 
girls, as the commencement of an establishment for Canadian 
gills.

St. Therese.—The Rev. Mr. Doudiet continues to fill this sta­
tion, making frequent and important journeys round the adjacent 
country. No new admissions to the church at this station have 
taken place during the past year, but there are many evidences 
among the members of continued progress and establishment in the 
divine life. The Missionary regrets that, in spite of all his efforts, few 
of the Canadians have the courage to attend the meetings, although 
several manifest a good feeling. It is evident that threats are em­
ployed by the priesthood to deter the people from going near the 
station, even to sell their produce.

In Hawkesbury, two families visited from time to time by Mr. 
Doudiet, seem to be converted ; and there are many interesting in­
dications of a work of God in the field to the north-west of Mon­
treal. At St. Lin tliH family G. advances in the knowledge of the 
truth ; and at Pays Fins, two families, L------  and D------ , not­
withstanding the efforts of the Jesuits to bring them back, con­
tinue steadfast in their separation fiom the church of Rome, and in 
efforts to enlighten their neighbours.

Belle Riviere.—Up to this date 44 young persons have been 
received into ihe establishment. Some of these it was necessary to 
send away, others left after a time, and 25 now remain. In 
general the results have been good. Many of the young persons 
have made progress in piety, and nearly all have profited by the 
lessons which they have received. But the house being too small, 
it will only be when a more suitable establishment is obtained that 
things will be arranged as the directors desire.

For some months Mr. Vernier has been assisted in teaching by
Mr. L’Hote ex-priest of Ville-Favard in France. An examination 

*
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of the pupils took place on the 14th Jan., at which satisfactory pro- 
gross was evinced in reading, writing, arithmetic, grammar, geo­
graphy, &c., and in scriptural knowledge, which it is the great 
object of the teachers to communicate.

Industry Village.—Mr. Veesot has continued to labour in this 
place and neighbourhood, and Mr. Amaron with his family also re­
sided here some time. This station is visited each month either by 
Mr. Doudiet, Mr. Tanner or Mr. Wolff. '1 here is service every 
Sabbath at Industry, and the Lord’s Supper is celebrated every 
month either at Industry or at Ramsav.

The family Rondeau, at St. Elizabeth, continues to give great en­
couragement ; the old mother 81 years of age and blind, rejoices 
in the Saviour ; and her son, although suffering much pain and in­
convenience from a broken leg, is indefatigable!» his efforts to lead
his neighbours to the truth. Another family, that of Mr. P------ ,
also offers subject of thankfulness.

Ramsay.—In the autumn Mr. Amaron and family removed to 
this place, a door appearing to be open among the Canadians, and 
at the special request of several old country families living here, who 
engaged to contribute in part towards their support. Theii arrival 
excited a little the evil disposed, and one of those who quitted the 
Church of Rome, through fear of persecution,returned back, but his 
•rife continues to follow the truth. The backsliding of this man has 
been a great trial for the missionaries, but it has also been to them 
a new subject of prayer, and it is to be hoped that Satan has per­
formed a work which will deceive him. It appears that the priest 
said to the person who had gone back that he was not obliged to be­
lieve all that the Church of Rome teaches, and doubtless this per­
mission will make many devout persons reflect much.

Besides the missionaries specially in charge of the stations, and the 
Rev. Mr. Wolff, the Society has employed the following individuals, 
the first two, Messrs. L’Hote and Franzi, being newly arrived.

Mr. L’Hote.—This brother, formerly a Priest at Ville-Favard (one 
of those villages in France where the whole population may be said to 
have left the church of Rome,) arrived here in August last, his pas­
sage having been paid by the Edinburgh Ladies’ Committee, at the 
recommendation of the Rev. N. Roussel, of Paris. In accordance 
with their wishes, the Committee took Mr. L’Hote upon trial, and 
they are happy to state, that as an assistant to Mr. Vernier, at the 
Belle Rivière Institute, he has given much satisfaction ; and also as 
an evangelist promises to be useful and acceptable. Vour Commit»



tee have therefore to recommend that his engagement should be on a 
more permanent footing.

Eloi Franzi and wife—This young man a native of Turin, 
formerly a Roman Catholic, and his wife a Waldense, offered their 
services, and were engaged by the Recording Secretary when in Ge- 
inva ; he, as assistant teacher in the Institute, and his wife to aid Mrs. 
Vernier in house keeping. Since their arrival in October last, they 
have been temporarily stationed at Montreal, Mr. L’Hote having, 
for the present, taken the duty of assistant teacher, which Mr. 
Franzi was expected to fill.

Louts Marie,—Has been stationed in Montreal and neighbour­
hood. This old man has a remarkable tact in finding entrance into 
the houses. During the last year he has sold no less that 308 copies 
of the Scriptures, and 3677 tracts and books.

Andre Solandt.—Employed also in Montreal for some time, 
but previous to the close of the navigation, the Committee were in­
duced to send him to L’Islet, below Quebec, for the winter.

This place was visited by Mr. Solandt, and another Colporteur, 
last year ; but they were driven out with so much violence, that the 
Mélanges h ligitux complacently said, they would not wish to re­
turn again ; but Mr. Solandt has returned and met with a very dif­
ferent reception.

Antoine Moret.—This indefatigable Colporteur laboured 
principally in the vicinity of Hawkesbury until October, when your 
Committee, having been strongly appealed to by a Committee formed 
at Amherstburgh for evangelising the French Canadians in that 
part of the Province, amounting to about 5000 souls, sent him there to 
remain for six months, his expenses to be borne by the above Commit­
tee. Mr. Moret writes 17th Jan. :—“ I visit in the neighbourhood of 
Amherstburgh and Sandwich, and have already gone through a 
space of nearly *0 miles. 1 have sold 35 Testaments and lent over 
20 Bibles. The Bible has great acceptance with the people, and I 
hope that God will carry on a work more speedily here than in 
Lower Canada. Mr. F., formerly a priest, is a friend of the gospel,
and at S------ there is a French Protestant and several Canadians
with whom I meet to read the Scriptures.” As Mr. Morel’s services 
are much needed here, it is much to be desired that steps should be 
taken to procure one or more labourers for that interesting field, 
which the friends above are willing to cultivate at their own expense.

Application has also been made from more than one quarter for 
Colporteurs, to be paid by the applicants, but to labour under the

(érection of the Society. Your Committee would hope that it will 
be in their power to supply these wants through the operation of 
their Institute. In the meantime, such special calls, as well as their 
need of more Colporteurs, render it more than ever a solemn duty 
to “ pray the Lord of the harvest, that he will send forth labourers 
into his harvest.”

The sales and loans of the Colporteurs, with those at the other 
stations, give a circulation of about 250 Bibles and Testaments, 
and 5000 Tracts and Books. This circulation of the Word of God 
is comparatively small ; but among>t the Fiench Canadians, where 
so few can read, and of these so few have a taste for reading, or 
dare to read the Scriptures or religious books unless recommended 
by their priests, the distributing even this number is a matter of deep 
thankfulness to God : especially as each copy, when once taken, is 
sure to be read and circulated in the neighbourhood. Indeed, the 
great object note of the Colporteurs is to read the Scriptures to the 
people, and in that is their time principally taken up. A consider­
able number of Bibles and Testaments in English have also been sold, 
many of them to Roman Catholics. May the Spirit of God render 
every copy of the Scriptures thus disposed of, a lamp to enlighten 
daikened souls, and a fire to kindle in them love to Jesus.

JOURNALS OF THE COLPORTEURS.

A selection of these having been given from time to time in the 
Missionary Record, your Committee think it unnecessary to occupy 
much space with further extracts. Several interesting notices of re­
cent occurrences will be found in the Appendix—among them the 
discussion with some priests on the subject of Purgatory, held by 
the Rev. Messrs. Tanner and Doudiet, to which allusion was 
made in the Appendix to last Report The Committee experience 
much difficulty on the subject of publishing the Journals of the Col­
porteurs ; and on no point do they feel that more caution and judgment 
are required. On the one hand, there is danger of uplifting the Col­
porteurs, who, although devoted servants of the Lord, are yet men of 
like passions with others ; and there is stronger fear for the converts in 
having their names and circumstances made public. To publish 
details is also to put our enemies upon the watch, and set them upon 
the track of those who may be leaving the Church of Rome, but are 
yet too feeble to stand against persecution and Jesuitical wiles. In 
one case, a priest, who seemed in an inquiring state, was unwilling 
to receive the visit of a former acquaintance, now converted, lest the
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circumstance should appear in print ; and in another case, a fart 
related of a person, although initials were only used, having tx eh 
read to the party by her priest, for a time seemed to stop her ad­
vancement in the truth. Caution in stating results is also greatly 
needed, for the most promising appearances may end in disappoint­
ment, and they are the mor* likely to do so, if undue prominence be 
given to them.

Should, therefore, the published information given of the work be 
of a more general nature than their friends would desire to see, the 
Committee have to crave forbearance at their hands.

DEPUTATIONS.

Your Committee beg to acknowledge the valuable services of the 
Rev. Messrs. Wilkes and Tanner, and of John Dougall, Esq., as De­
putations to the United States and Canada West. Their visits have 
been gratifying as to immediate results, and promise important fu­
ture advantages to the interests of the Society. The visit of the 
Deputation to Canada West led to the formation of several auxili­
aries, and to the establishment of united missionary prayer meetings, 
in which the progress of the gospel among tho French Canadians 
was to form one of the subjects of prayer. Your Committee look 
with great joy at such indirect results of their labours.

FOREIGN EVANGELICAL SOCIETY.

This vigorous and important Society continues its operations with 
success, in a sphere which is continually enlarging,

Its receipts for the past year amounted to £4,062 ; and have been 
applied to promote evangelical religion in France, Belgium, Sweden, 
Germany, Italy, and Canada. It has recently determined to make 
your Society the channel through which it will aid the work of 
Missions in Canada ; and besides sustaining one of your Mission­
aries in this field, has resolved to make a grant of £125 for the 
current year. It has also encouraged your Committee to antici­
pate an annual grant of about £300.

Such valuable co-operation could not have been rendered more 
seasonably, for at no period of our history have our exigencies been 
greater, and at no period would such assistance have given us so 
much relief. Your Committee have not failed to convey to the 
Foreign Evangelical Society their grateful acknowledgments.

FUNDS
Your Committee are gratefbl for the continued liberality which 

the friends of the Society have shown, the general income of the So­
ciety having amounted the last year to £983 13s. 9d., being £373 
4s. 9d. more than that of the preceding year. But on the other 
hand the expenditure has increased in nearly as large proportion, 
having amounted to £1009 5s. 4d„ being £317 3s. 6d. over that of 
the preceding year. The balance due the Treasurer upon the Gene­
ral funds, including the balance of £221 12s. lOd. due at last Anr 
niversary, the Committee regret to say amounts to the sum of £247 
2s. 5d. This sum borrowed with the guarantee of the Committee 
upon the individual credit of members will soon be called for, so 
that urgent steps must be made to meet its repayment.

Your Committee trust that this deficiency (incurred necessarily 
by the urgent wants of the missionary) and the increasing expenses 
consequent upon the extension of the Society’s operations, will induce 
redoubled efforts upon the part of its friends.

PROSPECTS OF THE SOCIETY.

Your Committee are encouraged on the one hand by the progress
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of Christian Union, and of the increasing attachment manifested to 
the principles upon which this Society is formed, while upon the 
other hand they take courage from the change in the feelings of the 
French Canadian people towards the missionaries; The one augur­
ing increased pecuniary support and greater prayer for the Society, 
and the other predicting the cheering hope that the gospel will have 
free course and be more glorified amongst these our benighted but 
interesting fellow subjects.

CONCLUSION.

ït is important to review the force and tactics of thé Church of 
Rome, against which the friends of the Gospel have to contend ih this 
lower Province.

1. Besides the regular Romish clergy, who number one Archbishop, 
three Bishops, and several hundred Priests, Professors, and Curates, there 
are,Nuns of various orders, whose schools and convents, widely extend 
over the country, and aflord instruction for the higher classes, as well as 
primary education for the poor. They encircle and enslave the fe­
male mind.

2. The brethren of the Christian Schools, of whom, over thirty 
have arrived from Europe within these few years. To them, it is evi­
dent, the Romish hierarchy purposes to confide the elementary schools 
for boys.

3. In addition to eight colleges and theological seminaries, a college 
is now to be built in Montreal by the Jesuits, whose order was formally 
re-established in this city in Jan. 1843, and which now contains a large 
number of novices and members. To the Jesuits in particular will be 
confided the task for which they have ever shown themselves so suc­
cessful—that of indoctrinating with the Romish system the youth of the 
better classes. But besides this object, so important in itself, to the Je­
suits the Romish Church looks as the great instrument of opposing the 
onward and agressive march of the—Truth. Still truetotheir original 
character, they have come boldly to the rescue, and with medals, 
relics, protracted meetings, and every devisable scheme of superstition, 
they are opposing the Word of God. Vain work ! Against the 
mighty gospel who can prevail Î

Let not the friends of the truth be discouraged, but rather rejoice. 
In bringing forward the Jesuits Rome confesses her weakness, as well 
as her fears ; for, like the old guard of Napoleon, the Jesuits are her 
last reserve. She has tried all other means of overcoming the gospel, 
and now if those skilful and indomitable auxiliaries that have often
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before changed the face of the struggle for truth, and who once more 
have thrown themselves into the battle are discomfited ; and, through 
the Divine aid, if Christians be united, and faithful to the death, they 
must be—then will that unchristian system come to an end, even 
“ that great city Babylon be thrown down, and shell be no more found 
at all."

But in this death struggle vain is the help of man. We must con­
tend in the strength of the Lord of Hosts, and in the “ power of His 
Christ’’ Let us, then, earnestly and perseveringly seek the outpouring 
pf the Holy Ghost, that He may bless more and more the work of our 
hands, and destroy “ with the brightness of His coming, even him 
whose coming is after the working of Satan, with all power and signs 
and lying wonders.” Then will “ great voices be heard in Heaven, 
saying, ‘ The kingdoms of this world are become the kingdoms of our 
Lord, and of his Christ, and He shall reign for ever.”

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APPENDIX.
EXTRACTS FROM THE JOURNAL OF THE COLPORTEURS.

THE PARALYTIC.

After having been treated kindly by four persons who heard me with attention 
and thanks, I entered another house out of which I was pushed by a woman, 
from whose husband I barely escaped being beaten on the road afterwards. I 
then went into a third house where was a man who had been some time a paraly­
tic. I spoke to him of the love of Jesus for sinners and of his compassion for the 
afflicted. Seing that I questioned his religion he thought of giving me full satis, 
faction on that point by informing me that he had received twice the good God 
(the wafer of tho Roman Eucharist). I answered him : “ if you had really 
received Him but once that would be all your need. But perhaps you think your, 
self free of sin." “Oh! far from that”. “Well" I continued. “ you see clearly 
you have sins that need to be forgiven. Now if the Lord would make his voice to be 
heard and tell you himself : “My son all thy sins are forgiven,” would you believe 
him ?" He remained a long time in thought. At that moment his mother dis­
pleased interrupted us and called another son, who came and ordered me to walk 
out immediately. Before complying, I brut announced the gospel to him and hie 
mother. The former then said “ let him stay for he says nothing wrong and speaks 
only of God." I then resumed my conversation with the Paralytic and directed 
him to the Lord Jesus for the torgiveness of his sins.

A DREAM.

I fell in with a man about sixty who after hei ring me for some time said that my 
words reminded him of a dream he had dreamed Jatcly which had produced a 
great impression upon his mind. He had seen n his dream the glory of God and 
was ravished within himself at the sight. White in this state he thought he went 
immediately to call all his neighbours, and in so doing he awoke. Since then his 
dream is constantly before his eyes. While he spoke he wiped off the tears that 
streamed from his [eyes. Afterwards alluding to the mercy of God, he said, 
“ is it possible that God can be so good to such miserable worms as we are ?"

This dream reminds us ol" Paul’s vision Acts xvi. 9, when the Macedonian 
told him “ Come over and help us." The French Canadians want to see and 
contemplate the glory of God, the glory of God in his sun Jesus, tho Saviour of 
tho world. This glory the French Canadians have not seen yet, nor have they had 
an opportunity of seeing it. They need to be called and invited to see and non. 
template thatglory unto salvation, and when ravished and enraptured by the sight, 
they wdl run and call their neighbours that they too may contemplate the glory 
of the only son of God and live.

THE WORSlIlr or IDOLS IN MONTREAL.

I entered a house in the city, where I found the mistress with two children, 
She did not hear me long before saying, “ if my husband was here he would soon 
turn you out." Her husband then came in with his eldest son, and after hearing me



e little while lie requested me to sit down and we had a long conversation. When 
I questioned the sincerity of his love to tiod, he asked me to go up stairs to his 
rdorii where he would show me how he loved God. Ilis wifo opposed my goinjf 
but he insisted very much. I entered the room, hut what did 1 ace : a table cn- 
tirely covered with little toys and idols, and in another part of the room an altar, 
about three feet high and two feet broad, well supplied with little idols disposed 
in very tasteful order. He told me this was the place where every day he came 
to perform his prayers. I seized the opportunity to toll him that the Lord had 
said : “ Thou shall not make unto thee any graven imago .... Thou shalt
nut bow thyself down to them." Exod. xx.

His feelings were wounded and he requested me never to come back to hie 
house, Before I left, however, he told me if ever I was hungry or thirsty to en­
ter his house but not to speak about the gospel.

May the Lord Jesus convert this blinded, but kind and apparently sincere da. 
votee of a false religion.

TWO NEW ARGUMENTS AGAINST THE CIRCULATION AND READING OF THE SCRIPTURES.

In going through L------ I saw some carpenters, to whom the priest was
talking. I drew near tvith my books and told the priest I should like to have hie 
opinion on many points in the word of God. He answered, •• we respect too 
much the Holy Scriptures to speak about them in the street's or drag them 
about from door to door." After saying which lie immediately turned his back 
and went off. The next day a man told me he had asked his confessor whether 
he could be permitted to read the Bible since it was the best book. The confes. 
aor anewered: “True, but there are some things in it which should not be read." 
The consequence is, as the people cannot know what they may read and what they 
ought not to read, the only way, they think, is to abstain from the book altogether. 
1 told the man that I had been myself a Roman Catholic and how I came to read 
the word of God, and when leaving I gave him the tract : “ Why docs the 
priest forbid you to read the Bible 7"

THE BURNING OF BOOKS UNSUCCESSFUL.

The sower knows by experience that part of his seed is destroyed before it can 
bear any fruit, and our Saviour taught us it should be still more the case in his 
kingdom. But one grain of seed that cannot be destroyed and that we may con­
fidently expect to produce a hundred-fold is enough to make us forget a great 
many grains lost. The following is an illustration of this.

I visited a woman to whom I had sold some time previously a few tracts: she 
told me the priest had heard of it and had sent for them. She refused to deliver 
them, hut consented, however, to sell them to the priest for the money she lied 
paid. The priest sent the money and got the tracts. She took from me another, 
tract and a New Testament. The next day I had u conversation with a school 
mistress who infoijmed me she had taught all her children to read in the Now 
Testament. When the priest knew it he ordered her to come to his house with 
her books, which slio did ; he then told lier he would keep all the books, and 
she had to submit, but Uns book," said she, pointing to a Bible, “ this one I cannot 
give up, I must keep it.formy private use," Shq reads now, ^icr Jlit)lc,fihhqpgh 
site is not yet enlightened, slip wondered when J. told hqr, Uiat- ^e,tyoi;d £«(*** 
lory was not even to be fountain the Bible.

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FROM THE JOURNAL OF MR. L’HOTE, FORMERLY PRIEST OF 

VILLEFAVARD, FRANCE.

The following particulars arc given of a visit which Mr. L’Hute made recently 
to ono of the stations and adjoining country, in company with a colporteur.

tie A ROMAN CATHOLIC lNKIDEL.

I met, at the house of an English friend, an educated gentleman and his wife,' 
they were Roman Catholics, but I soon discovered that he, at least, if not both, 
ttas an infidel. We engaged in a conversation, which, from the interest felt on 
both sides, lusted till very lato at night.

The first part of our conversation was on infidelity, and I showed him how that 
reason was an unsafe guide in religious matters. I told him I was once a Ro­
man Catholic but had become an infidel, and related the ways that God had 
cnyloycd to rescue me from such a state. After much objection he appeared to 
be satisfied of the truth of Christianity.
t Convinced on that point he immediately added, but if Christianity be true, it is to 

be found pure only in the Roman Catholic Church, and the Protestants are alto, 
gather wrong. From the conversation that now ensued, I will only mention 
tips, his mind was peculiarly struck by the fact that many protestants had late­
ly come over to the Church of Rome. This is not to be wondered at, fur all the 
Roman Catholic papers exaggerate the few conversions at Oxford, as if the whole 
of England was going over to them- I told him I did not feel surprised at all 
that those who had no religion in the soul should love an external religion, a re. 
ligion of the hands, of the feet, of the cars. I know it by experience, I was 
myself an illustration of it. I told him how, when a member of the church of 
Rome, I had done these good works which aro the whole of that religion, and 
even those of the most meritorious kind. I told him also, that when 1 
was a Professor in the seminary, I went with my pupils and performed the sta­
tions of the cross, which consisted of fourteen pictures. Wo knelt down before 
each picture and repeated one pater, three Avc Marias, and the Meditation writ- 
ten in the book ; then we rose, made one step, knelt down and repeated the same 
over again ; to each step wc had to do the same- It took us more than four 
hours to go round these fourteen pictures, or stations as they call them. Wo 
had been kneeling all the time on the hard stone, and felt as if the bones 
pierced through our flesh, so that the suffering during the latter part of our devo. 
lions had become quite intolerable.

Now this was a most meritorious work, we could hardly have been more religi­
ous in the sense of Rome, but where was the moral improvement ? what good 
had we received for our souls ? Nothing. When wc had finished we were delight- 
tfcd as one that throws away a heavy burden, but in all that there was nothing to 
benefit the heart.

1 subsequently contrasted Popery with the Scriptures, and the gentleman was 
very much struck by what I showed him in Daniel and the Apocalypse, about 
Antichrist and the Pope. He finally made no objection, only enquired respecting 
different points of Revelation. When wc separated he affectionately shook hands," 
and requested me to visit him; and when I told h"m my occupations at the In­
stitute would prevent me doing so, he said he would come himself to visit tuc.



MOKE POWERFUL THAN ALL ARGUMENTS.

We visited for the second time, Mr. P-------- , who was as much an Infidel as a
Roman Catholic. At our first visit, a few days previous, our arguments had pro­
duced some impression upon him, but since then, he had spoken with the Priest, 
and had made up his mind that all religions were equally good or bad, and that 
none was to be trusted ; he said he did not know what to believe. Mr. V., the 
colporteur who was travelling with me, opened his Bible, before we separated, 
and read to him the xxv. Psalm. These words, “ Good and upright is the Lord, 
therefore will he teach sinners in the way,” produced great impressionupon him, 
and put his mind at rest, by pointing him to God, that teaches sinners the way.
Next Sabbath he came a distance of several miles, to I---------, to attend, our
worship, and remained for the evening service. He felt very happy, and wo 
think, that he has not only left the church of Rome, but that there is a work of 
God in his heart.

THE EX-PRIEST VISITING THE PRIEST.

I had been told the Priest wished me to visit him, and I went. He appeared 
surprised, and I thought would decline all conversation. At last, he began by 
saying, '* What displeases me in your religion is, that it is new, it was Luther 
that invented it," I reminded him that the writings of the Old and New 
Testaments were more ancient than Roman Catholicism. This he agreed to. 
I then quoted several passages from the Scriptures. He would not believe that 
mention was made n them of the “ man of sin, that silteth as God in the temple 
of God he said ho had never read that, and went for his own Bible. He after, 
wards asked the place for all the passages I quoted, and examined them care­
fully. What is rare with a Canadian Priest, he was polite and comparatively 
candid. When we spoke of salvation by works, he confessed that his own salva. 
tion was doubtful, and that he had no certainty about it. “ This shows," I re- 
plied, “ that we cannot depend for our salvation, even partly upon our works, 
but that we must receive from Jesus Christ a gratuitous and complete sal­
vation.”

He complained that we circulated bad books amongst his parishioners. “ Why 
do not you act like other Protestants?” said he. “You should open a church, 
and preach within, and not out of doors."

(This shows that the Priests do not fear our having churches, provided we 
keep within them ; our regular services do them little harm, and if our zeal goes 
no further, they know by experience that the Protestant church is like the candle 
under the bushel.)

He added, he had ordered his parishioners to turn out of doors those Protes­
tants that talk about religion. I said to him “ this is the advice of a savage. Bet 
there are already great changes taking place amongst the Canadians; sometimes, 
at the beginning, the Priests had succeeded to have the Missionaries looked at as 
if they were devils ; a Colporteur had even to take off his boots to show that his 
feet were not cloven, and that he was no devil, and they had frequently tu expc- 
rienee inhospitality ; but thanks be to God, there is now a change of feeling. We 
are respected by the Canadians, it is only fear that keeps them from os, and 
l expect stilt greater changes." He felt a little ashamed, and .said, that for 
kimself he had never gone so far, if other Priests had.
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DISCUSSION ST ST. THESES! BETWEEN THE REV. MESSRS. TANNER AND DOUDIET AND

THE REV. MR. DUCHAR11B AND OTHER PRIESTS UPON THE SUBJECT OF PUKGATORT.

In last report it was stited that the Rev. Mr. Ducharme had said in public 
that he was ready to prove to every Protestant Missionary that the Bible of the 
Protestants is falsified, but that ho afterwards declined to meet the Rev. Mr. 
Doudict publicly without the permission of the Bishop. Shortly after this refusal 
a number of Mr. Ducharmc’s parishioners sent a deputation to ask for a public 
discussion, but he again declined, although he had repeatedly declaimed in public 
against the Protestant Missionaries. Finally, however, an interview which a 
con .erted Canadian woman had with Mr. Ducharme at the request of her relations, 
and which he meant to be private, but, through the eager flocking of the people 
to the Seminary, was turned into a public discussion. Having been informed of 
the intended interview the missionaries, the Rev, Mr. Tanner, (who arrived from 
Montreal unexpectedly at the moment the meeting began,) and the Rev. Mr. 
Doudict went to the vestry of the church and were politely offered scats by Mr. 
D., whom they found with some other priests, a number of students and about 
two hundred persons. Mr, Ducharme commenced the discussion by drawing a 
pathetic picture of his trials after so many peaceful years, from those foreign and 
unknown intruders, who, without any authority, came only to sow discord and di­
visions in the country. Mr. Tanner in reply defended the missionaries from his 
odious insinuations, and alluded to the grief and exasperation of the pagan priests 
when they saw the effects that followed the teaching of the Apostles of the Lord 
Jesus Christ. The grief occasioned to Mr. D., said neither for nor against the men 
whom he so bitterly accused. After some remarks the priest proceeded to discuss 
the doctrine of purgatory, which he said he would prove, in the first place, by 
Scripture, secondly by reason, thirdly by experience. But it will be seen that the 
first point was only entered upon when the conference was terminated. Wishing 
to draw proofs from scripture he chose Matt. chap. xii. 32. “ And whoso, 
ever speaketh a word against the son of man it shall be forgiven him : but who. 
soever speaketh against the Holy Ghost it shall not be forgiven him, neither in 
this world, neither in the world to come.” From this he inferred, that there 
must be sins that may be pardoned in the world to come, and that if after this life 
there were certain sins that might be expiated and forgiven, then there must be a 
Purgatory. Then using a simile which he thought would make it perfectly plain, 
he said, "just as though I should say I will never marry, neither in this world nor 
in that which is to come, docs not that signify, that I might get married else, 
where." Notwithstanding all the clamour and ridicule of those present, as though 
the priest had drawn tho most unanswerable conclusion in favour of Purgatory ; 
the poor man had evidently so far entangled himself in his own reasoning as to 
contradict himself, which Mr. Tanner took occasion to point out.

Mr. T., “Neither in this world nor the world to come," cannot signify any. 
thing more than never. The passage is perfectly explained in Mark lii. 29. ‘ But 
he that shall blaspheme against the Holy Ghost, hath never forgiveness, but is in 
danger of eternal damnation.* Where then can the doctrineof Purgatory find a 
place ?" Notwithstanding the justness of this reasoning, the priest persisted in his 
absurdities, w great is tho power of error with those who receive not the love gf 
the truth that they might be saved, 2 Thcs. ii. 10, 11.

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Mr. T. being left to prove that the doctrine of Purgatory was not inculcated
in Scripture, commenced by reading from 1 John i. 7__“ The blood of Jesus
Christ, his son, cleanseth from all sin.” Concluding from this that there is no 
other way of purification, but by the blood of Jesus Christ.

Priest.—Oh, who doubts these things ?

Mr. T. (addressing the meeting)—“ Well, you have heard that the Priest 
himself has admitted, that the blood of Jesus Christ clcanseth from all sin. I 
shall again read the passage from the Holy Scriptures." Several Priests with 
eagerness, and marked displeasure,—“ No, no, it is not at all necessary to the 
point in question.”

Mr. T.—“ But as we are upon it, it was to prove to you that the Scriptures do 
not treat of Purgatory, that I called your attention to the passage in St. John ; 
do, listen to it, it is the word of God.” Here, regardless of the increasing clam­
our, and mocking of the Priests and their adherents, Mr. T. again read the pas­
sage in a loud and distinct voice. The determination ot the missionaries to ad­
mit of no testimony but the word of God ; and their setting forth of the infinite 
value of the blood of Christ to overthrow this cherished and lucrative idol of 
Popery ; seemed to determine the Priests, at all hazards, to put a slop to any 
further investigation of the subject. They, therefore, excited the people to laugh, 
and make a noise, and exerted themselves to turn into ridicule the arguments of 
the Missionaries, or rather the word of God.

Mr. T. having made some remarks on the indecency and impiety of such con­
duct, addressed himself particularly to Mr. Ducharme ; exhorting him solemnly to 
think of the duties of his charge, and of the account he should have to render at 
the day of Judgment. “ Ha, ha," replied he laughing,—“ the day of Judgment, 
it is yet a great way off."

Mr. T.—Not so far as you may think, Sir ; you are aged, and should prepare 
to meet with God. Priest—(laughing, and satirically)—“ See here, Mr. T. is 
going to convert me,” (raising his voice,) “ come, I am converted, I am a 
Swiss.” There was throughout the hall much noise, laughing, and mockings, 
and it was with difficulty that the Priests succeeded in restoring something like 
order.

Mr. T„ with the calmness and dignity becoming a servant of God, then ad­
dressed himself to another Priest present, whose countenance and manner be. 
spoke more the worldling than the clergyman, and entreated him to think seri­
ously of the salvation of his soul, and to cease to bo an infidel, and a scoffer. 
•• Come, come," said he, bursting into laughter, and stopping his ears with his 
hands, “ convert me now 7"

It would be difficult, and not at all edifying, to give an exact account of all 
that took place at this tumultuous meeting ; but from all parts of the hall, and 
particularly from the mouths of some Priests, who were furious, rose invectives 
against the Missionaries ; from words they were going to deeds. Some of the 
converted Canadians were grossly insulted, and some young Priests went so far 
as to kick and push Mr. T., and thrust their fists into his sides. In the midst of 
all this bustle and outrage, an young Irish student, who probably was sincerer 
than the rest, placed himself behind the Priest, and raising his voice, thus ad-
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dressed Mr. Tanner, “ Sir, do think of your' salvation, what would become of 
your soul, if you were to die."

The opportunity thus given the Missionary of confessing his faith, was not to 
be lost.

Mr. T. (In a loud voice.)—“ My soul would be saved, were you at this hour 
to take away my life, as they did Stephen’s, my soul would immediately go to 
Paradise, for the blood of Chrizt cleanses from all sin." This joyful confession 
exasperated these ungodly men, and the Priests were the first to burst into 
laughter.

The Priest affecting a serious tone, cried out, 11 This man is guilty of blas­
phemy, you have heard him yourselves.”

Mr. T.—Hear the word of God, St. Paul says, Rom. viii. 38—1111 am per.
•uaded-------- ." But the noise redoubled at these words from the Bible : in fact
it appeared as though they had previously agreed that the word of God should 
not be brought forward before this poor people, so cruelly deceived by their 
leaders.

Mr. T. then addressed himself to the Priest, who, with the others, was laugh­
ing at this assurance of salvation, and said, “ And you, Sir, do not then think 
yourself saved ?”

Priest.—'*• No, certainly not, I would not dare to say it."
Mr. T.—“ How, then, do you attempt to teach the way of salvation to others, 

if you have not yet entered it yourself ?"
The Priest, to avoid answering this searching question, as well as to divert the 

attention of the people from the Word of God, and to close the scene, made an 
address to the people, complimenting them upon their attachment to their Church, 
which he entreated them not to abandon. He spoke also in a way to encourage 
them to act improperly towards the Missionaries, whom he exerted himself to re­
present as enemies of the public peace, monsters of iniquity, and unfit to live.

The Missionaries and their friends were enabled to retire from the Presbytery 
without serious molestation ; all they had to bear with was abusive words and 
threatenings, which circumstance gave occasion to one of the evangelical Cana­
dians to say, in a loud voice, to the Priest who accompanied them as their pro. 
lector, “ See, in what a state these poor people arc, and what is the fruit of your 
religion ?" But the Missionaries had yet something to do ; they were no sooner 
on the public road, than they were surrounded by groups of Canadians, who also 
received some solemn exhortations, all which were listened to with serious atten. 
tion.

When near home, the Missionaries had another opportunity of recommending 
the Saviour to a Canadian they accosted on the way ; and as they spoke to him 
of the happiness of trusting in Jesus for salvation, he said, “ O yes, when a per. 
son has Jesus here," placing hie hand on his heart, “ he is happy."

Would to God that not only all the Canadians, but all people, would open their 
hearts to receive the Son of God, to love and serve Him in truth. Let us hope 
much—let us expect much, from the proclamation of the Gospel of Christ, •* for 
it is the power of God unto salvation, to every one that belièveth, Rom. i. 16. 
It is written, Isaiah xi- 0, “ That the earth shall be full of the knowledge of tho
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Lord, as the waters cover the sea consequently, sooner or later, the entire popu­
lation of French Canadians, must •• cast their idols to the moles and to the bats, 
to worship and adore the only name under heaven given among men, whereby 
we must be saved," Acts v. 12.

INTERESTING LETTER FROM MR. T. V. HIBBARD.

Montreal, January 21, 1846.
Dear Sir,—In complianco with your request I give a few extracts from my jour, 

nais since I commenced my labours as agent of the Canada Sunday School 
Union, and Montreal Religious Tract Society.

Sept. 24th, 1845.—Sold a Bible to an old Canadian at B. who appeared to be 
sincerely desirous to learn the true way of salvation. Was much interested in 
conversation with him. Lent several French Testaments to day. Am incrcas. 
ingly convinced that there is an opening for a missionary to be stationed hero.

Dec. 18.—Had a very interesting interview with a young Canadian woman, 
whom I let have a French Bible five years ago- She appears to have been 
brought by the reading of her Bible to embrace the truth as it is in Jesus Christ. 
She has suffered much abuse ; but the Lord has sustained her. She is a mem­
ber of the Methodist Society. lier Christian friends speak highly of her as a con. 
sistent Christian.

Jan. 3rd, 1846.—At Prescott I had a very interesting interview with a well 
educated Canadian woman, living in Ogdcnsburgh N. Y. She told me she had a 
French Bible which she was in daily habit of reading. I let her have some 
French Tracts and pamphlets which she received with an expression which w'as 
truly gratifying.

Jan. 13th.—In Martintown, a young Canadian who heard me lecture on tho 
importance of searching the scriptures, was desirous this morning of having a 
Testament, with which I furmslicd him. 1 have distributed among the French 
Canadians, 3 Bibles and 23 Testaments notwithstanding ny labours have 
been particularly confined to the Sabbath school and Tract causes, I humbly 
conceive that there is increasing encouragement for your Society to go forward 
with their blessed work among the dear Canadians. It is my sincere prayer that 
the Christian community may enable you to increase the labourers a hundred.fold.

In presenting their Fifth Annual Report, your committee would record their 
thanksgiving to that gracious God, who has enabled them to continue their hum. 
ble efforts during another year, and has crowned their exertions with a measure 
of success.

They regret, however, being again obliged to report the small attendance at 
the weekly meetings, which, though sustained by the eftorts of a few, through the 
whole season, have had little more than a nominal existence during the greater 
part of it.

Our sincere thanks arc due to many individuals not connected with the society, 
who have, as in former years, contributed various useful and fancy articles, and 
confectionary towards the Bazaar ; also to friends in Scotland, from whom valu­
able donations have been received.

We would also again renew our thanks to the M. A. Bible Society, and to 
Mrs. Milne for the use of a room, for the meetings of the Society.



Thu Annual Bazaar uf your Society was field on the 17th and 18th December: 
and the collection of useful and fancy articles for sale, ia thought to have been 
unsurpassed, by that of any previous year. It was hoped, as the embarrassed 
state of the finances of the Parent Society rendered increased aid most desirable, 
that a larger sum would be obtained, than had been in former years. This expec- 
tation, however, was disappointed, as the gross sum realized, was ill 13 14s. 6d. 
which is nearly £45 less than that obtained the previous year. Of this sum £13 
10s. 5d. was raised by the exertions of young ladies connected with the American 
Presbyterian congregation. After deducting the various expenses incurred, £84* 
has been appropriated towards the payment of the third instalment for the farm 
Belle Riviere.

It has been thought by some that it would bo best during the coming year to 
dispose of any articles now on hand, and any which may bo made for the benefit 
of the Society, as opportunities offer, leaving the question whether or nota Bazaar 
shall be held at the close of the year, open for future decision. It is hoped, however, 
that none will allow any discouraging circumstances to prevent future exertion ; 
for the Society of which this is an auxiliary, is at the prescnttiinc in peculiar need 
of assistance ; and all who desire the education and evangelization of the benight, 
ed people around us, should feel bound to exert thcmelves to the utmost of their 
ability, to assist in sustaining so noble an enterprise.

The question naturally arises, why is it, that with greater advantages, our 
success has been less in this than in future years Î And although several circum­
stances may partially account for it, your committee arc inclined to believe that 
none of them can adequately explain it ; and they feel disposed to enquire, may 
not the cause rest with us? Have we not failed in diligent, vigorous, continuous 
effort, in the deep interest which we should feel in so great and important a 
work? Above all, has there not been too little dependence placed on an Almighty 
arm? Though acknowledging a Divine hand in our past success,has not the 
language of our hearts in view of it, too often been, my power, and the might of 
mine hand hath gotten me this ? and have wo not neglected fervent prayer for 
the blessing of Him, who alone “giveth the increase”? If so, wo need not 
be surprised at the event. The word of God which declares, “ Blessed is the 
man who trusteth in the Lord, and whose hope the Lord is at the same time 
affirms, “ Cursed is the man who trusteth in man, and maketh flesh his arm, and 
whose heart departeth from the Lord."

While then in the anticipation of the coming year, we would urge all engaged 
in this work to redouble, rather than remit their exertions ; and would earnestly 
invite the co-operation of all who may be disposed to unite their efforts with ours, 
in this truly Catholic enterprise ; we would yet more deeply feel the necessity of 
a prayerful dependence upon God, a single aim to his glory, and a spirit of fervent 
prayer, for the outpouring of his gracious influences on our own souls, on the in­
stitution in whose aid we arc labouring, and on the mission generally. Then may 
we humbly hope that He, in whoso hands are the hearts of all men, and whose is 
**tho silver and gold, and the cattle upon a thousand hills," will cause many to 
pour liberally of their substance into his treasury ; and will grant the influences of 
His Spirit to crown the labours of His servanls with success, until the beautiful 
language of the inspired Prophet shall be fulfilled in the moral desert around us, 
and •* the wilderness, and solitary place shall be glad, and the desert shall rejoice, 
and blossom as the rose."
