WILL THERE BE IGE_IEBIL ELECTION?

There are many ramors in the air in
regard to the probability of a general
election this year. Some {ime ago THE
Gazerrs was disposed to believe that
there was nothing in these stories, but
there is no denying the fact that they have
a much stronger air of probability now
than they had a few months since. It
is not hecessary to give, in detail,
the reasons which might influence
the government in ordering an election
now, it is suofficient to say that
there are very sound reasons in favor of
the adoption of this course. That an
election, if held now, would result in a
triumph for the goyernment is clear, the
anxiety of the opposition to prevent an
election being held is a very good proof
that they know what the consequences
of an election would be to them. In the
mean time it will be well for Conserva-
tives to be on the alert and to select
proper candidates for the coming con-
test. In this city and county we _want
three good men and true to run in the
Conservative interest and redeem the
iwo St.Jobn constituencies from their
present disgraced condition. Where are
these men to be found? It is under-
stood that Mr. Skinper, who s
a supporter of the government
will be one of the three candidates, but
who will the two others be? This is a
matter which requires consideration at
once and which can only bedealt with
by a convention of tiee party. The conser-
vatives of St. John want to know who
are to be their standard bearers in the
coming contest.

NEW BRUNSWICK'S FARMING LANDS.

Last week Mr. F. H. Hale, M. P,
drove Mr. W. H. Boyce, the Engiish
farmer and Fredericton real estate agent,
through part of the county of Carleton
which lies above Woodstock. The party,
which consisted of Mr. Hale, Mr. J. 8.
Leighton and Mr. Edward Jack remain-
ed over night at Centreville, a rapidly
increasing town, where there is as good
hotel accommodstion as can be had
any where in the country., They found
the farmers along the route which they
followed largly engaged in harvesting
their oats. This crop will be a good
deal below the average in Carleton.
They found wheat looking very well, but
the potatoes were rusted in many places.
The hay crop had been excellent
and in general was well harvested
The after grass was looking well ; apples
were nearly a failure. The party met at
Centreville a gentlemen of Lawrence,
Mass., who has been very largely en-
gaged in the purchase of sheep in Carle-
ton county as well as in the Western
States. He informed them that the
best sheep which he had bought in
America came from the upper part of
the county of Carleton, that one batch
of lambs which he sent from this dis-
trict consisting of 300, averaged 42} 1bs.
each, and that this was the finest lot
that ever went into Laurence. Mr. Amos
Hartley acts as his agent, the price paid
for lambs by him is $2.75.

Mr. Boyce expressed himself as be-
ing more than pleased with Carleton
county 'as a farming  country
and he thinks that it is just the place
for English farmers of the proper stamp.
As we remarked in a former article, the
time and circumstances demand that at-
tention should be given immediately to
the bringing of the fertile lands of the
St. John before the English public; as
should the McKinley bill pass, we will

/ have to look largely to the European

market as & place in which to dispose of
our surplus stock. Mr. Boyce has been
a large cattle buyer in Great Britain,
and his views on this subject, from the
fact of his knowing both countries, will
be of great value. ~We would therefore
suggest to the local as well as Dominion
governments, that they should take
means of obtaining his knowledge
so that the same may be pre-
pared for circulation during the coming
winter in Great Britain. We are sure
that the Canadian office in London would
only be too glad to have material from
so reliable a source to circulate among
the farmers of GreatBritain, and the cost

of printing such information would be i

trifling 'We would, therefore, again sug-
gest that Mr. Boyce be at once communi-
cated with regarding this matter and
that the local government, with his aid,
cause a pamphlet describing Carleton
and its resources, be prepared for circul-
ation in Great Britain as early this win-
ter a8 possible so that farmers in Eng-
Jand may have time to make prepara-
tions for coming out here ecarly next
spring.

A FORESTRY SCHOOL.

In the Fredericton Globe of Saturday
last their is a republication of an article
onthe above subject from the pen of Mr.
E. Jack, which appeared in the New
York Lumber Trades Journal of the 1st.
The writer who treats his subject in a
practical manner, shows that forests
planted in Scotland by John 4th Duke of
Athole, between 1816 and 1818 had so
much increased the value of the land
upon which they stood, that land which
at the time the trees (Scotch larches)
were planted was worth but 18s-9d per
acro was today worth £40 sterling per
acre forthe trees alone. Mr. Jack suz-
gests the planting of forests and their
care as the very best means of schooling
persons as foresters who may hereafter
be employed in superintending the
growth and care of future forests. We
are entirely of the opinion that the
suggestion of gending young men to
Europe to study forestry is unwise and
in lieu of that, think that a school of
forestry might be organized somewhere
in the Dominion of Canada by the
planting of a forest there, to be tended
and cared for by young men, who are
desirous of becoming foresters, If
necegsary the services of a European

forester might be engaged for the pur-
pose of aiding the pupils with his advice
and assistance. Mr. Jack suggests that
treating the subject in this way we may
not only have a number of young
men educated as foresters, but that by
utilizing the forests which have been
cared for by them, their planting and
growth might-be made renumerative.
He suggests that such forests might be
utilized as a cover for game, thus when
the trees were but of smallgrowth they
might be of value, he also adds:—

“Ag these forests would very likely be
planted on reugh hillsides ‘ot broken
ground, which' ar® the most capable of
ornament tion, an eye night. be had to
the ado-n:ce .. of such,places with gefer-
ence to the future growth of the trees:
Vacant spaces might be left in the plan-
tations for w mdm%l roads- or-_for
resicences  amid e  surroundiug
trees, These in such cases “havs
ing relation t{o - cerain . defins
limits, suitable to, .the character.-
the ground Phese limits mig .t be from
5 to 10 and 20 wereseach. In the couxse
of a few years, and when .he trees had
grown ev\ough to be ornamental, these
tracts mizht be seold or leased to some of | hag
the inhabitants of the nearest la: city
forthe ecection of summer residences
thereon. Such sale or lease to be ac-
com ;anied b’ the condition in the deed
and that all the trees standing on the
demised premises should be allowed to
remain the:e until the termination of a
deiinite penod.

There are in fact many ways in ‘which
the planting of forests even when under-
taken by an association might be made
to pay, and we do not.se¢ why a respon-
sible company, to be formed with the
object of planting a small forest in order
to educate a number of young men as
foresters, should not receive assistance
from the public funds, if it can be shown
that the growth of trees planted will pay
the interest of the money invested,
provided that the government received
security on the land and have, by the
terms of the contract, the right of super-
vision over any work which might be
done on the grounds, so that gross er-
rors of management might be checked
or corrected.

ROTE AND COMMENT.

The Moncton Transcript, in speaking
of the views of public men inthe United
States in favor of reciprocity , quotes
Senator Hale as saying, “Reciprocity is
a policy that has come tostay.” We do
not know that Senator Hale said this,but
if he did he did not refer to reciprocity
with Canada. In his speech in the sen-
ate the other day he declared that while
favoring reciprocity with southern coun-
tries he was opposed to Senator Sher-
man’s proposal with regard to Canada.
He said that “reciprocity with the peo-
ple south of the United States and with
the people north of the Uuited States were
of very different breeds. By commerce
with the southern countries articles
woud be admitted which did not com-
pete with articles produced by Ameri-
can labor; while reciprocity with Can-
ada involved the free entrance into the
American market of the products of
Canadian fisheries, Canadian flelds,
Canadian mines and Canadian forests.
That was a reciprocity with which he
would have no part or parcel.” Why
cannot the Transcript be honest ?

The question of the precedence of a
cardinal in England is very thoroughly
discussed in the London Times of
Aug. 23rd apropos of the case of
Cardinal Manning, whose name recently
appeared on a memorial to the post-
master general, above that of the Lord
Mayor 'of London, The articleis too
long for us to quote, but the pithof it is
contained in the following extract:—

We will ask as our corres-
ndent does who Cardinal
anning is and how he came
to be allotted the precedence now claim-
ed for him. Fifty years ago he was
Archdeacon Manning, and was esteemed
an eloquent preacher in the Established
Church. Since that time he has seced-
ed to the Church of Rome, and has be-
come in due course an Archblshop,
Cardinal and ecclesiastical prince, and,
as such, a member of the Papal Elector-
ate. A British subject he has never
ceased to be, so that he can take no
rank or title from any foreign Power
without leave first obtained of the
Crown. The precedence claimed for him
or claimed by him, or into which he
has somehow glided, is faulty in more
ways than one. It is based on the ten-
ure of offices not only unknown to the
English law, but derived from a foreign
tentate ugnmst whose usurped author-
ity the Sovereign of these realms is a
standing protest. * * * Cardinal Man-
ning, after all said, is and can be no
more than the chief local representative
of animportant body of non-conformists,
and as such he can claim no rank of
which the English law takes congniz-
ance. The g;mtlon of Catholic Arch-
bishops and Bishops in Ireland is noth-
ing to_the point here, There is no
Established Lhurch in Ireland, and the
chiefs of rival bodies are thus placed on
an equality, and have a special rank as-
signed to them.

Telegraphic Flashes.
The Senate at Washington yesterday
adopted the section of the tariff bill
providing for a bounty on Maple sugar.

Slope shafts are used
at many of the mines, the coal
being hauled out in small cars
that hold about two barrels each, but
perpendicular shafts are the most used
and horses do the work of hoisting.
Where a level is run in, the excavation
is about four feet high and ten
to fifteen feet wide In digging
the fire clay and shale is remoyed
from the top of the coal seam for a foot
or more in height,the whole width of the

lead and for about-18 inches in.’ Then a
timber or piece of split spruce sparis
studded up to keep the earth from fall-
ing down. Thecoal is then dug
out for thatspace and another reach
is made in the same way.

‘When the main lead is being run in,all
the clay and shale taken off the top of
the coal has tobe hauled out to the
surface, but, after a long excavation
has been made, the coal is dug out
in narrow passages or leads each
side of the main one and running
at right angles to it. These are
run in thirty orforty feet and then levels
are run parallel to the main level in
such a way that the earth that has to be
taken off the top of the coal seam can be
thrown to one side,thus saving the work
of removing it to the surface with the
coal.

A visit to these minges is well worth
the trouble of going there, and there ar
few better places for partridge hunting
or trout fishing than on Newecastle
stream which flows down through the
coal district.
