At daybreak as the tide receded a
watchman on the Rotterdam steamsaip
dock at Hoboken descried in the dim
light an object lying close to the sea wall
of Hudson Park.

These were dropped in the Post
Office while the couple were on their
way to the river.
They went to Hudson Square Park and
sprang from the sea wall. Probably
they were locked in each other’s arms,
but were parted by the waters as they
beat against the wall of rock. Not a
sound was heard by the watchmen on
the docks. A faint cry would have at-
tracted their attention, for it was a quiet
night on the usually busy wharves.
They met their fate without a struggle.
It must have been long after midnight
when they passed through the park, for
it is rarely that the park is deserted un-
til the clock in the neighboring church
tells the hour of twelve.

The Effect Will be te Reduce the Price
of Seal skins.

Sax Fraxcisco. Cal. July 7.—The Chron-
icle states the Alaska commercial com-
pany, which until zecently had the ex-
clusive right to capture seals in the
American waters of the Behring sea, has
now secured a contract with the Russian
government giving them the exclusive
right to capture seals on the Siberian
coast.

The competition of the Alaskan com-
mercial company will militate greatly
against the North American commercial
company, which was recently awarded
by the United States the sealing privi-
lege in the Behring Sea.

The officers of the 8th Princess Louise
New Brunswick regiment of cavalry,
on Saturday evening passed a notable
geries of resolutions in condemnation of
the annexation resolutions of the Club
National of Montreal, and declaring
that the time has come when Canadians
should firmly set their faces against all
disloyal demonstrations.

‘Whereas, On the presentation of a
French flag to the club the Marseillaise
hymn was sung witn frantic enthusiasm;
and

“Whereas, The Hon. Mr. Laurier, in
responding to the toast Ie Canada, out-
lined a policy which, if followed, would
strike at the foundations of the dominion
therefore

“Resolved, That we, the officers of the
Sth P. L. N. B. Regt. Cay,, in_camp of
exercise at Moncton, N. B., desire to ex-
press our disapproval of the condact of
_the Club National and the so called

French Nationalists in Canada as dis-
loyal and traitorous ; further .

“Resolved’ That the French speaking
people in Canadaowe the same respect
and fealty to England’s queen and, flag
that is cheerfully paid by British sub-
jects everywhere ; farther e

b Ived, That while firmly believing
in the loyalty of French Canadians, the
action of the Club National tends to
shake faith in them as true and honor-
able citizens of this dominion ; further

“Resolved, That the time has arrived
when Canadians should firmly-set their
faces against all disloyal demonstrations,
that the world may know that Canada is
@ nation for Canadians, who glory in
their British connexion, and who were
ready to maintain that tion at all
hazards.

The sentiments contained in these re-
solutions will find an echo in the heart of
every loyal man in Canada. Yet we de-
sire to call the attention of the officers of
the 8th Regt. of Cavalry to the fact that
nearer home we have traitors who are
more dangerous than the members of
the Club National. There, for instance,
is Mr. John V. Ellis, who has been rail-
ing against Canada and advocating an-
nexation for at least a quarter of a cen-
tury. There is his partner, T. Nisbet
Robertson, who hoisted the American
flag on Dominion day, and who possesses
all the qualifications of a rebel ex-
cept the courage. There is Mr. Richard
O’Brien who is quite as anti-British as
his partners. These three men run the
Globe which has been for years filled
with sneers at loyalty, abuse of the
British flag, attacks on Canada and dis-
couraging articles as to the future of this
province and city. This organof treason
and disloyalty is supported by St. John
business men, some of them conserva-
tives, who prefer to give their patronage
to this Evening Traitor rather thantoa
loyal paper like the Gazerre. These peo-
ple ask the loyal men of New Brunswick
to buy their flour and their tea and other
wares advertised in a sheet which
preaches doctrines which if they
were accepted would ruin  their
business and force them into
bankruptey.

Cur Board
of Health cannot be too vigilant; every
doubtful locality should be visited by its
agent and a thorough purification, if nec-
cessary, demanded.

DEATH OF JOSEPH_HOWE’S WIDOW.

The death of the widow of the late
Joseph Howe,in Halifax,at an advanced
age, recalls the memory of a man who
deserves as well of his country as any
man who was ever born in Canada. It
is unfortunate for the name of Joseph
Howe that in his later years he was at
variance with those with whom he or-
iginally worked, and that
his fame has been  somewhat
eclipsed by the circumstances 1n
connection with the repeal agitation.
But Joseph Howe's .career must be

- | studied,not from one single act,but from

the whole tenor of his public career,
which was uniformly in favor of liberty
and progress. Joseph Howe taught the
people of the maritime provinces to be-
lieve in confederation and yet at the
Jast moment he appeared as an opponent
of that measure. It is not necessary,
however, to inquire into the influences
which brought this change about because
men are weak and it is quite possible
that jealousy from the fact that Sir
Charles Tupper, who had been his life-
long opponent, was about to carry; out his
own policy had much to do wilh the
change. Whatever was the canse,it was
a most unfortunate event in Joseph
Howe's career, which otherwise would
have been rounded out completely and
without any flaw. Mr. Howe, after at-
tempting to repeal the union which he
had done so much to créate, finally ac-
cepted it in a loyal manner and
died governor of Nova .Scotis,
his native province. The carping and
jealous repealers of Nova Scotia are
naturally not disposed to praise Joseph
Howe, who would not go with thém the
distance to which they desired, and the
strong friends of confederation are like-
wise somewhat unfriendly to his memory,
because he was not always faithful to his
own principles. But the time is coming,
and we trust it is not far
distant, when Joseph Howe's name
will be ‘held .up to - public
honor in his own province and when a
statue of the great publicist and orator
will be raised in the city where his voice
was 8o often heard in the cause of liber-
ty and justice.

ST. JOHN'S ENEMY SPEAKS.

The Globe at present seems fo be edi-
ted on the same principle that the Ro-
man army which was sent against Han-
nibal was commanded. Fabius and
Minucius took turns in directing the Ro-
man forces, each pursuing an entirely dif-
ferent system of tactics from the other.
The result was not calculated to encourage
the general adoption of this plan of com-
manding an army and we doubt whether
it will work any better in the case of a
newspaper. The Globe’s opinions on
all subjects at the present time seem to
be in the same condition as those of the
candidate, who after publishing a long
card to the electors in which he had made
a declaration of his principles, added at
the end a posteript, as follows:—“If these
principles do not suit the electors they
can be changed.” The Globe improves on
this system by uttering a new set of opin-
ions everyday, the only matter in respect
to which it is unchangable being its deter-
mined hostility to St. John and to the
British flag. Whether Mr. Ellis or Mr.
Robertson is in command makes no dif-
ference in this respect, “Down with St.
John snd with the British flag”
is the motto of both. On Fri-
day the Globe was favorable to
the acceptance of Mr. Leary’s offer to
build wharves on the west side, in con-
sideration of a subsidy from the city,
Marcus Minucius Ellis being then in
command of that paper. On Saturday
Fabius Cunctator Robertson took charge
and came out against Mr. Leary declar-
ing that the matter was at an end for
the present. Who will cccupy the edit-
orial barber’s ¢hair of the Globe tonight
is not known at the time of writing, but
it is not unlikely we may have & new set
of views on the Leary matter and an
article showing the advantages of annex-
ation.

‘We know where cholera i3 bred and how
it is bred. Our correspondent, Mr.
Wakeman, has been writing us during
the last six months from some of its
favorite haunts, Spain, Italy and Brit-
tany. It multiplies and thrives in filth,
in impure air; anywhere where the laws
of health are disregarded. Montreal has
always been a breeding place for diseases
that are provoked by neglected sanita-
tion. We presume that as much at-
tention is paid in that city to sanitation
as in Quebec, but Quebec has an advant-
age over Montreal in situation: most of the
streets and open spaces in the former
city are washed and in a measure purifi-
ed by every rain fall, which is not the
case in Montreal, and hence Montreal
is more heavily scourged than Quebec
by diseases of this character. The Do-
minion government has issued instru-
tions to its quarantine officers to take
all necessary precautions to avoid the
importation of cholera into Canada, but
the utmost vigilance in this respect
may be ineffectual. No city where the
conditions are favorable to the spread or
propogation of this dire disease is by
by any means free from danger. The
MontrealBoard of Health should redouble
its vigilance, and no breeding spot of dis-
ease should be left unpurified. St, John
is probably, sanitarily, in a bet-
ter condition than ever before. We
have water in abundance and
a widely extended sewerage system, but
no one will deny but that there are many
pestilence breeding places within the lim-

‘Conscience and cowardice are really
the same things, Basil. Conscience is
the trade-name of the firm.

‘I don’t believe that, Harry. How-
ever, whatever was my motive,—and it
may have been pride, for I used to be
very proud,—I certainly struggled to the
door. There, of course, I stumbled
against Lady Brandon. ‘You are not
going to run away so soon, Mr. Hall-
ward?” she screamed out. Yaou
know her shrill horrid voice ?

‘Yes; she is a peacock in everything
but beauty,’ said Lord Henry, pulling the
daisy to bits with his long, nervous fin-
gers.

“I could not get rid of her. She brought
me up to Royalties,and people with Stars
and Garters, and elderly ladies with
gigantic tiaras and hooked noses. She
spoke of me as her dearest friend. I had
only met heronce before, but she. took
into her head te lionize me. I believe
some picture of nine had made a great
success at the time, at least had been
chattered about in the penny newspapers,
which is the nineteenth-century standard
of immortality. Suddenly I found my-
self face to face with the young man
whose personality had so strangely
stirred me. We were quite close, almost
touching. Our eyes met again. It was
mad of me, but I asked Lady Brandon
to introduce me to him. Perhaps it was
not 8> mad, after all. It was simply in-
evitable. We wonld have spoken to
each other without any introduction. I
am sure of that. Dorian told me so after-
wards. He, too, felt that we were destin-
ed to know each other.”

“And how did Lady Brandon describe
this wonderful young man? I know she
goes in for giving a rapid precis of all her
guests. I remember her bringing me up
toa most truculent and red-faced old
gentleman covered all over with orders
and ribbons, and hissing into my ear, in
a tragic whisper which must have been
perfectly audible to everybody in the
room, something like ‘Sir Humpty
Dumpty—you know—Afghan frontier—
Russian intrigues : very successful man—
wife killed by an elephant—quite incon-
solable—wants to marry a beautiful
American widow—everybody does now-
adays—hates Mr. Gladstone—but very
much interested in beetles: ask him
what he thinks of Schouvaloff.’ I simply
fled. I like to find out people for my-

self. But poor Lady Brandon treats her

guests exactly as an auctioneer treats his
goods. She either explains them entire-
ly away, or tells one everything about
them except what one wants to know.
But what did she say about Mr. Dorian
Gray ?”

“Oh, she murmured, ‘ Charming boy—
poor dear mother and I quite insepar-

—how very silly of me! Quite forget
what he does—afraid he—doesn’t do any-
thing—oh, yes, plays the piano—or is it
the violin, dear Mr, Gray? We could
ueither of us help laughing, and we be-
came friends at once.” ’
“Laughter is not a bad beginning for a
fi iendship, and it is the best ending for
one,” said Lord Henry, plucking another
daisy.

Hallward buried his face in his hands.
“You don’t understand what friendship
is, Harry,” he murmured,—or what en-
mity is, for that matter. You like every
one; that is to say, you are indifferent to
every one.”

“ How horribly unjust of you!” cried
Lord Henry, tilting his hat back, and
looking up at the little clouds that were
drifting across the hollowed turquoise of
the summer gky, like ravelled skeins of
glossy white silk. “ Yes; horribly unjust
of you. I make agreat difference be-
tween people. I choose my friends for
their good looks, my agquaintances for
their characters, and my enemies for
their brains. A man can’t be too care-
ful in the choice of his enemies.

sympathize with the rage of the English
democracy against what they call the
vices of the upper classes. They feel
that drankenness, stupidity, and immo-
rality should be their own special prop-
erty, and that if any one of us makes an
ass of himself he'is poaching on their
preserves. When poor Southwark got
into the Divorce Conrt, their indignation
‘was quite magnificent. And yet I don’t
suppose that ten per cent. ofthe lower
orders live correctly.”

“1 don’t agree with a single word that
you have said, and what is more, Harry,
I don’t believe you do either.”

Lord Henry stroked his pointed brown
beard, and tapped the toe of his patent-
leather boot with a tasselled malacca
cane. “How English you are, Basill If
one puts forward an idea to a real Eng-
lishman,—always a risky thing to do,—
be never dreams of considering whether
the idea is right or wrong. The only
thing he considers of any importance is
whether one believes it one’s self. Now,
the value of an idea has nothing whatso-
ever to do with the sincerity of the man
who expresses it. Indeed, the probabili-

But a few minutes with somebody one
worships mean a great deal.”

“But you don’t really worship him?”
L(I do.ﬂ z

“How extraordinary! I thought you
would never care for anything but yonr
painting,—your art, I should say. Art

sounds better, doesn’t it?”

“He is all my art to me now. Isome-
times think, Harry, that there are only

two eras of any importance in the history

of the world. The first is the appear-
ance of & new medium for art, and the

second is the appearance of a new per-
sonality for art also. What the invention
of oil-painting was to the Venetians, the
face of Antinous was to late Greek sculp-
ture, and the face of Dorian Gray will

some day be to me. It is not mere-
ly thatI paint from him, draw from

bim, model from him. Of course
1 have done all that. He has stood
as Paris in dainty armor, and as
Adonis with huntsman’s cioak and pol-
ished boar-spear. Crowned with heavy

lotas-blossoms, he has sat on the prow
of Adrian’s barge. looking into the green,

turbid Nile. He has leaned over the still
pool of some Greek woodland, and seen

in the waters’s silent silver the wonder of
his own beauty. But heis much more

to me than that. I won’t tell you that I

am dissatisfied with what I have done

of him, or that his beauty is such that

art cannot expressit. There is nothing

that art cannot express, and I know that

the work I have done since I met Dorian

Gray is good work, is the best of my

life. Butin some curious way—I won-

der will you understand me?—his per-
sonality has suggested tome an entirely

new manner in art, an entirely new

mode of style. I see things differently,
I think of them differently. I can now
re-create life in a way that was hidden

from me before. ‘A dream of form in

days of thought’—who is it who says
that? I forget; but it is what Dorian Gray

kas been to me. The merely visible
présence of this lad,—for he seems to
me little more than a lad, though he is
reyily over twenty,—his merely visible
prégance,—ah! I wonder can you realize
all that that means? Unconsciously he
defiyes for me the lines of a fresh school,
a gchool that is to havein itself all the
ion of the romanticspirit, all the per-
fection of the spirit thatis Greek. The
harmony of soul and body,—how much

that is! We in our madness have sepa-
rated the two, and have irvented a
realism that is bestial, an ideality that is
void. Harry! Harry! if you only knew
what Dorian Gray isto me! Youremem-
ber that landscape of mine, for which

Agnew offered me such a huge price, but
which I would not part with? Itis one

of the best things I have ever done. And

why is it so? Because, while I was

painting it, Dorian Gray sat beside me.”

“Basil, this is quite wonderful! I must
see Dorian Gray.”

Hallward got up from the seat, and

walked up and down the garden. After

some time he came back. “You don’t
understand, Harry,” he said.  “Dorian

Gray is merely to me a motive in art.

He is never more present in my work

than when no image of him is there. He

is simply a suggestion, as I have said, of
anew manner. Isee him in the curves
of certain lines, in the loveliness and the

subtleties of certain colors. That is all”
“Then why won’t you exhibit his por-
trait?”

“ Because I have put into it all the ex-
traordinary romance of which, of course,
1 haye never dared to speak tohim. He
knows nothing about it. He will never
know anything about it. But the world
might guess it; and I will not bare my
soul to their shallow, prying eyes. My
heart shall never be put under their mi-
croscope. There is too much of myself
in the thing, Harry,—too much of . my-
self!”

“ Poets are not so scrupulous as you are.
They know how useful passion is for pub-
lication. Nowadays a broken heart will
run to many editions.”

BUSINESS SUCCESS OF WOMEN.

The Commercial Value of Our Shop-
Girls H ed by Co
ftfes.

Women are not so phenomenally suc-
cessful in business as male aud female
suffragists would have the public believe.
They are economical to their employers,
a compliment to patrons, and, from adec-
orative standpoint, a necessity. They
have & bric-a-brac value in the appoint-
ments of a great shop, and that is about
all. Few of them occupy places of re-
sponsibility for the reason that they are
not equal tomen. As aclass they are
more trustworthy than men, better able
to resist temptation and generally more
faithful, but they are neither progressive
nor ambitious, and their judgment is
not reliable.

“The position of woman in the dry-
goods business,” said a manager in a
large Sixth avenue house, “is a peculiar
one. She is nice to have about.” Her in-
fluence is good. She gives the depart-
ment an air of grace and refinement
that is wanting without her, and if sbe
is pretty she attracts custom. She isa
feast to tired senses. She makes me for-
get my cares for the time and no matter
if her stock is only bars of castile soap
and packages of fly-paper, I find myself
irrestibly attracted. And so does the
customer who buys the fly paper, not
because he needs it, but that he may
have the legitimate privilege of gazing
at her. Women are just as susceptible
to this charm of beauty as men.

“A women works for the day—for the
receipt of her salary. She is conserva-
tive to the point of stupidity. Her
indifference is proverbial. She has no
finesse, knows ‘nothing of trade tactics
and makes no effort to adyance the
concern. ‘A man, on the contrary, who
is ambitious for promotion works for the
future. He is diplomatic and very care-
ful not to make enemies; if he cannot
sell an article hesis careful to conceal
his displeasure. Let a woman pretend
to be a purchaser and he will haul down
his whole stock to get what she thinks
she wants. If she offers an éxpression
of appreciation, he will answer: ‘That’s
what I'm here for.’

“The woman clerk mgy not utter a
syllable of complaint, but the scorn she
can express by a curl of her lip, & toss of
she head or a sigh of weariness will do
the work.

“Women have no heart in their work,
They never know the first thing about
the goods they are handling, and they
don’t care to learn. Mills, warp, woof,
grain, finish and dye are o many enig-
mas to them, and although they wear
cotton, woolen and linen goods, silks,
shawls and laces, you cannot find a doz-
en in a hundred who are able to judge
textures, and few of them can be trusted
to measure off and cut a dress pattern.
Now, isn’t this a little strange, consider-
ing the doll-clothes, baby-clothes and
fashionable dresses they make all their
lives ?”

“Then, why do you employ them ?”

“Because they represent a cheap class
of labor. The competition is so close
that it is almost impossible to ' make any
money. Female help is fuperabundant
and we are able to get intelligent women
at our own figures. A girl will come in
and ask for work. If I say we have no
vacancy she will offer to give her services
for $3 or $4 a week. No contract is made
and if she enters the store she leaves it
when she is able to better her condition.
Talk about the way men cuteach other's
throats! Why, it cannot be compared to
the ravages jwrought by women. They
have no principle. If they wanta placc
they make any sacrifice to get it

“I feel sorry for them. They have a
hard time of it and seem powerless to
help matters. Virtually they stand be-
tween two fires—capital on oune side of
the counter and custom on the other.
The unkindest cuts come from their own
sex. You can’t make aclerk understand
that she is a servant and not a business
lady, In her own words, she ‘won’t be
bossed by a customer.’ This standing on
ceremony and clamoring to be treated
well is the curse of woman’s business
success. A man will swallow his pride
and keep his temper. Let a customer
forget her Earlor manners in trading
with a clerk of her own sex and there
will be trouble.

“ We thought a big stride was made
when the numeral system was adopted.
The girls objected vigorously, but we
had no time for the ‘Miss iizzie’ and
Miss Mamie’ nonsense, and those who
objected to ‘No. 30° or ‘142’ had the
alternative of withdrawing. We don’t
want to employ ‘ladies” They are of no
value to us. We want girls to run checks,
use typewriters and post circulars, and
we want women to learn to sell goods, to
keep their tempers, to make friends for

the house and build up trade.”
