RUSSIA AND FRANCE.

The Grain Issues—The German Army
Bread to be Made of Wheat—Rye in
Russia,

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

LoxpoN, Aug. 19.—The St. Petersburg
agent of Reuter’s Telegram Company
has been furnished with the following
“inspired denial” of the report that a
secret treaty has been concluded be-
tween Russia and France.

In this denial it is declared that
neither Admiral Garyais nor any other
French or Russian repreaentative has
signed; or concluded verbally, any con-
vention between France and Russia.

Itis also asserted from the same
source that no conferences have been
held on the subject, and that the well
known rapprochement between Russia
and France does not date from the pre-
sent time ; but, it is added, it was occas-
ioned long ago by insernational circumst-
ances rather than by spontaneous desire
of the powers themselves, and that it has
since continued to grow closer.
Continuing, this inspired statement
says that the visit of the French fleet to
Cronstadt,and the enthusiastic recep-
tion accorded to the French sailors, only
served to solemnly confirm the good
entente previously existing, and to con-
vince by palpable proof to French

BennNiNgTON, Vermont, Aug. 19.—The
apprehensions of rain entertained last
nightproved groundless, and at Benning-
ton the great day dawned beautiful and
fair.

new treaty negotiations with other na-
tions were arranged. This decision
created much dissatisfaction at the time
and led to a most acrimonious debate in
the lower House on June 11. Herr
Rickert then made a motion to the effect
that the Government should submit to
the House the material or facts upon
which the chancellor based his speech
upon the corn duties, Von Caprivi
opposed this motion, saying that inquir-
ies upon the duties referred to had been
in progress since April; that they had
been confiined to official quarters in
order to avoid creating excitement, and
that the Government was convinced
that there was no distress exist-
ing from the duties then levied on grain.
He then added that in consequence of
the agitation in regard to the matter, the
government subsequently consulted a
number of private parties and naturally
could not submit these reports to the
House. It was at this juncture that Herr
Rickert made his sensational speech, in
which occurred the phrase that it would
be found ‘“‘necessary to recall the man
who alone was able to direct the govern-
ment,”and charged the government with
endeavoring to “silence those who were
defending the interests of millions
against the minority.”

The corn market to-day was in an ex-
cited condition, but closed flal. August
rye, closing price, was quoted at 257
marks ; September and October at 245.
August wheat quoted on the close at 246
marks; September and October at 241
marks 50 pfennings.

JAMES RUSSEL LOWELL.
The Commemoration Serviee in Wests

minister Abbey.

LoxpoN, Aug. 17.—Canon Farrar had
announced that service in memory of
the late James Russel Lowell would be
held in Westminster Abbey on Sunday,
but the plan was abruptly changed and
the services. were held on Saturday.
Many Americans who were desirous of
attending the services had no knowledge
of the changed arrangements, and conse~
quently they were not present. The
ceremony was very impressive. After
the reading of the fifteenth chapter of
Corinthians a hymn was sung.
Mr. Farrar then delivered the oration:
He said : “It is only fitting that we
should gather to pay a tribute of respect
and gratitude to the great and famous
poet who has been called to his rest.
Mr. Lowell was one of the greatest of
the American poets of the generation.
But he was more than a poet. He had
many claims on the memory of Ameri-
cans and Englishmen. = He was a schol-
ar and a student of the first rank. He
was also a critic, but his satire was akin
to charity. Though his shafts struck
home they were never poisoned. He
was a finished orator. He was rich in
eloquence—was unsurpassed in either
country. He had made his second
home in England, where he, as well as
in America, was truly loved. He was
one of the sacred unions that bound
England to America more closely. The
same blood ran in each of our veins;
both spoke the tongue of Shakespeare
and both held faith in the morality of
Milton. "Mr. Lowell was one of those
true Americans to whom the slaves owed
their freedom and 20,000,000 of his
fellow citizens their awakened con-
science. English universities bestowed
upon him their proudest honor. He
has now passed away, loved and rever-
ed by two of the mightiest nations of the
world.

WHERE DOES Sl_.JOHH STAND?

1t is estimated by the Toronto Globe,
a8 the result of a careful examination
and diligent inquiry, that Manitoba and
the Northwest territories will have 17,-
000,000 bushels of wheat for export;
some authorities place the surplus as
high as 25,000,000 bushels. Taking it at
the lowest figure here are 515,000 tons of
wheat to be exported, which
must be sent to Europe from
some Atlantic port, New York, Boston,
Portland, St. John or Halifax. How does
St. John stand with regard to facilities
for handling this grain? Totransport it
will take 250 large steamships, and as
the whole work of transportation has to
be done in about twenty weeks of winter,
if we allow each steamship only a week
in port, there must always be twelve or
more steamships at one time at the port,
from which the grain is shipped. We
regret to say that St. John cannot hope to
obtain any part of this trade. We have the
Short Line railway to Montreal, but~ we
* have no wharves for vessels loading with
grain and no elevators. Thanks to the
political fight that was waged over the
Leary scheme, St. John seems to be as
far from having any substantial harbor
improvments as it was twenty years ago.

ILCOHOLEMSOIIIG.

The death of Stanton, whose sudden
taking off is now the subject of a coron-
er's inquest, was probably due to alcoh-
olic poisoning. 1t may not be amiss to
subject the remains of Stanton toa post
mortem examination, for the purpose of
ascertaining the precise effect of the al-
cohol upon the brain and stomach of the
deceased, but as to the main fact,
the cause of his death,
it hardly needs farther elucidation.
Aleohol is a narcotic poison,belonging to
the same class as opium, chloroform and
chloral hydrate and acts primarily upon
the nervous system and secondarily up-
on the heart and other organs. The re-
sult of many experiments made on ani-
mals shows that alcohol, as a poison, is
ascertain in its effects as any other poi-
son, provided the dose given is large
enough. Taken in excessive quantities
it paralyzes the nerve centres and arrests
the action of the heart. There cannot be
a doubt that far more people die of al-
coholic poisoning than is generally sup-
posed and that numerous deaths which
are attributed to heart disease, heart fail-
ure,congestion and other causes are really
the result of alcoholism.

Hardly an immigrant vessel arrives
in New York that does not carry back to
}urope some of its inward passengers
wnose presence in the United States is
not considered desirable.

OrrTawA, Aug. 18.—The order of the
day respecting Thomas McGreevy was
taken up. That member was not present
in obedience to the summons. After the
speaker had read returns showing that
the summons had been served, Sir Jobn
Thompson moved that the sergeant-at-
arms be authorized to take Mr. Me-
Greevy into custody and bring him to
the house. Motion passed.

Hon. Mr. Foster moved the house in-
to committee of ways and means for the
purpose of considering resolutions re-
specting customs and excise duties on
ale, beer and porter made from sugar,
corn and rice. This change is due to
the doubling up of the malt duty which
gave an advantage to Canadian pro-
ducers of beer from sugar and other arti-
cles. A corresponding increase is made
in the cusfoms duty. The rate on beer
made from malt will now be six cents,
while that from sugar is ten cents.

Mr. Casey complained that the bill
authorized the manufacture of beer from
sugar. This was inferior beer, and the
government change of duty would de-
prive the farmers of part of their barley
market.

Hon. Mr. Foster admitted that he was
not himself an expert authority on the
quality of beer. He could state, how-
ever, that the brewers always had the
privilege of making beer from sugar,
and that the present bill compelled them
to pay more excise duty than formerly.

After further explanations the resolu-
tions passed.

Dr. Borden took opportunity on the
motion to go into supply to enquire into
the effect on Canada of the treaty be-
tween the United States and Spain. He
wanted to know whether, in the opinion
of the government, the most favored
nation clause of the treaty between
Great Britain and Spain would prevail
to prevent discrimination in Cuba in
favor of the United BStates and against
Canada. Mr. Borden quoted the Halifax
board of trade resolutions and pointed
out that the matter was of great impor-
tance. It greatly affected the potato
trade of his own country.

Hon. Mr. Foster said the question was
one of great importance, especially in
the maritime provinces. Many persons
interested in-the Spanish West India
trade had communicated with the gov-
ernment, and among the members who
had made stropg representations was
the junior member for Halifax. The
minister of finance discussed the situa-
tion and said he could not suppose that
Spain would not adhere to the agree-
ment by which Canada was entitled to
the most favored nation treatment. He
was aware that it was contended in the
United States that the reciprocal conces-
sions given to the Spanish island by the
United States would free Spain from the
obligation to continue to other countries
the most favored nation privileges, but
this would not affect the case this year
as the reciprocal concessions did not
take effect till next year. The govern-
ment was fully alive to the importance
of this question and strong representa-
tions had been made to the home gov-
ernment.

Sir Richard Cartwright wanted the
opinion of the minister of justice asto
the question whether the most favored
nation treaties could be set aside by one
party by reciprocity treaties with an out-
gide country.

Sir John Thompson quoted United
States judicial opinion to sustain the
view, also held by the imperial govern-
ment, that the most favored nation
arrangement would stand, notwithstand-
ing subsequent reciprocity treaties. The
question was one of great difficulty, and
he would not attemptto pronounct an
opinion of his own upon it.

Mr. Laurier complained that settlers
on lands in certain districts in British
Columbia had not received With their
grants of lands the right to coal and

other minerals. Mr. Laurier went into
a discussion of the case of those settlers
who took up lands under the local
government previous to the time when
British Columbia came into the union,
and those who squatted on lands at
various times since. He charged that
when the the matter was brought up in
the house the year before last, Hon. Mr.
Dewdney promised to hold an enquiry ;
that Mr. Dewdney last year gave as a
reason for not doing so that
the question of claims to minerals
was before the courts, which state-
ment, according to Mr. Laurier, was not
accurate. The lawsuit. according to Mr.
Laurier, did not really involve the ques-
tion of mineral rights. Mr. Laurier pro-
posed a motion setting forth that miner-,
als were wrongly reserved from settlers
and that the minister had been guilty of
a breach of faith in not carrying out his
pnomise to hold an enquiry.

8ir John Thompson took the floor. In
his hands Mr. Laurier’s argument went
badly to pieces. It was first shown
that the settlers whose claims Mr. Laur-
ier was supporting were originally
squatters on land which at the time was
by the act of British Columbis, reserved
for settlement for specific purposes.
The statute of their native province said
that these men had no right either to
the surface or to the minerals. This
tract of land was reserved for a par-
ticular purpose and was given as a land
gtant for the Nanaimo railway., After-
ward when the territory came under the
jurisdiction of the dominion govern-
ment, homesteads were granted to set-
tlers, not as a matter of right, but as a
matter of grace. The only grants grant-
ed were surface rights. Minerals were
expressly reserved and granted to other
parties by the same act, which gave .the
gottlers whatever legal title they had.
What Mr. Laurier asked was that the
government was blameable for not giv-
ing the settlers the minerals which by
act of parliament had been transferred
to others. The leader of the opposition
was really asking the house to condemn
the government for not violating an act
of parliament. Sir John Thompson
showed that Mr. Laurier was quite mis-
taken in saying- that the question was
not in litigation last year. Producing
the record, he showed that the subject
was before the courts. To the charge
that Hon. Mr. Dewdney had been guilty
of a breach of faith in not investigating
the right of settlers to obtain the mine-
ral rights, Sir John said he never prom-
ised to inquire .whether the dominion
should give mineral rightsto gettlers.
The dominion had no mineral rights
there to grant, and never had since the
year before Mr. Dewdnoy became a
minister. What Mr. Dewdney proposed
to investigate was another thing alto-
gether. It was shown, moreover, that
the mineral rights claimed by the set-
tlers were not given to the settlers in
Mr. Laurier’s province, in Ontario, Nova
Scotia, New Brunswick or the North-
west.

Hon. Mr. Haggart closed the debate
and the vote was taken at 11 o’clock,
The result was :

Hon. Mr. Bowell explammed that the

rate of pay for printing forms was fixed
at the regular rates paid elsewhere.
Mr. Dickey said there were errcneous
ideas about ¢heap coal rates of three-
tenths of a ceut per mile. Coal was the
cheapest class of freight on all roads.
The Pennsylvania railway and Central
railway carried all their freight at the
average Jate of only four-tenths
ofa cent per mile per ton, 80
that their coal rate could not well
be above three-tenths of a cent per ton
per mile. The grain rates from Chicago
to New York were less than three-tenths
per ton per mile, while this year the
grain rates from Chicago east were actu-
ally only two-tenths per ton per mile.

This is more than
double the population the kingdom of
Greece had in 1889 and almost twice
that of Switzerland.

MAY BE WAR IN CHINA.

rages on Foreigners.
SmancHal, Aug. 18.—There i8 no dis-
guising the fact that a serious state of
affairs exists in) this country, and the
combined fleets of the powers may be
called upon at any moment to take ef-
fective action.

In this city at present a state of great
excitement prevails at the increased and
still increasing tension between the Chin-
ese government and the ministers of the
foreign powers.

From all appearances the former are
obstinate in their refusal to redress the
injury to foreigners during the recent
riots.

Some people say that the government
dare not take this step demanded in
common justice to the powers for fear
of incurring a storm of popular dis-
approval.

In any case there is no doubt as to the
obstinacy of the refusal to right the
wrongs inflicted upon the foreign resi-
dents of China.

On the other hand, there is also no
reason to doubt that, if the Chinese au-
thorities do not yield to the firm de-
mands of the ministers of the powers,
concerted hostile action upon the part of
the war vessels of the various nations
represented in these waters is imminent.

Too much damage has been done, and
too many outrages have been perpet-
rated upon the foreign residents of this
country to permit of the representatives
of the powers submitting any longer to
be put off with vague statements
which in the main, actually
mean that China cannot or
will not redress the wrongs done to peace-
ful residents of foreign nationality and
that China does not admit that the latter
have been outrageously treated in their
persons or in their possessions by Chin-
ese mobs, over which the authorities
seem to have no control.

Itis pow known that the foreign
ministers have been compelled to in-
form the Chinese government that a
joint naval demonstration of an effective
nature, in which the French, American,
British and German squadrons will take
part, will be ordered in the near future,
unless speedy reparation is made for the
injuries, outrages and abuses complain-
ed of by the ministers of the powers.
Naturally the foreign population of
this city, being aware of the firm stand
taken by the ministers, and having
knowledge of the ultimatum sent to the
Chinese government, is in a state of con-
siderable anxious expectation, and will
8o remain until the reply of the Chinese
government is made known.

The Quebec Scandal.
[Poronto Globe )

The prima facie case against the Mer-
cier Cabinet is .complete. From the
reports of the proceedings in the Qbebec
Legislature last winter it appears that
Mr. Achile Carrier, the local member for
Gaspe, moved for any papers which the
government possessed relative to the
Baie des Chaleurs roed which had virtu-
ally collapsed in the hands of Uncle
Thomas, Senator Robitaille and Sir
Hector’s relative, Armstrong. He and
Mr. Desmaris, another member, were
anxious that the enterprise should be
turned over to men of means who would
pay the outstanding liabilities and
complete the road. This was in
November last, Mr. Mercier said
his government had paid & considerable
sum on account of the outstanding lia-
bilities and that about $50,000 remained
unpaid in the shape of privileged debts.
In December he introduced his general
railway resolutions, which committed
the Province to an outlay of nearly $6,-
000,000, and said some hard things about
the Baie des Chaleurs Company finally
asking for 800,000, acres of land. con-
vertible at 35;cents per acre, to finish
the line and pay the money due to nav-
vies and settlers. This bonus of $280,-
000 cash was to be given to anyone who
undertook to'do these things and the
old company was put out of exisience;
The testimfny taken by the Senate
committee $hiows that Mr. Pacaud
who seems éb Bave been Mr. Mercier’s
man Fridayj-opéned negotiations with
Mr. John J. Macdonald, a well-known
contractor, and Mr. Hector Cameron, the
lawyer: but they fell through. Armstrong,
who bad been contractor for the old com-
pany, then appeared upon the scene. He
professed to have & claim for $293,000
but was content to accept $75,000 if he
could get it, though, as has been seen,
Mr. Mercier estimated the outstanding
liabilities at only $50,000 Pacaud said
Armstrong coule obtain the road and the
bonus for himself and friends provided
he made him a gift of $100,000. He was
hard up, owed & lot of money to the
banks and that sum would relieve him.
Armstrong agreed to join in this
fraud. He presented a claim not for
$75,000 but for $175,000, and Pacand,
who had arranged matters with him in
New York in April just after Mr. Mer-
cier had sailed from that port for Europe,
got a letter of credit from the Provincial
Government for the amount. Messrs.
Langelier and Robidoux, two of Mr.
Mercier’s colleagues, were in New York
with Pacdiud when Armstrong went
there to discuss the best way of perpet-
rating the swindle, Armstrong bhanded
$100,000 of the $175,000 to Pacaud, who
placed it to his credit in the bank to
meet his notes. On the day he left Que-
bec ostensibly for Europe, Pacaud drew
every dollar that remained out of the
bank, 8o that the $100,000 is clean gone.

Mr. Mercier’s colleagues refuse to

ppear at Ottawa b “the Federal
Parliament has no right to hold an in-
vestigation into a Provincial affair. But
this is not a provincial affair. The
Federal Parliament has voted bonuses
to the amonat of $250,000 to the Baie des
Chaleurs road of which $525,000 has
actually been paid. Assuming that they
cannot ‘saccessfully contradict Arm-
strong’s confession and the very dam-
aging testimony of the bank managers—
one of whom refused to eash the letter
of credit on the ground that as
$100,000 of the proceeds were fto
be given to Pacaud the tranms-
action was an illegitimate onme on its
face—it follows that Pacaud, Armstrong,
Langelier and Robidoux obtained money
under false pretences from the Prov-
ince for the benefit of Pacaud. Lieut-
Governor Angers, who on the advice of
his ministers signed the order in coun-
cil under which the letter of credit was
issued will no doubt take action. But
apart from anything which he may see
fit to do, the fact remains that these
four persons have committed a criminal
offence, and we see no reason why they
should not be arrested and clapped -in
jail.
