FAVOURABLE COMMENT ON CANADIAN LAW

Canada’s Industrial Disputell Act known as the Lemieux Act,
is attracting attention just now s the border. Very favorable
drawn by some United States
newspapers between its operatith and that of the mediatorial
machinery provided by the ins railroad law. It is
pointed out that the Canadian of conciliation, up to the
end of March, 1921, numbered and that strikes were averted
or ended in no less than 337 instaneces ; in only 33 cases was media-
tion ineffectual in enabling a settiément to be réached. To achieve
90 per cent of successes is a suffidéent reason for giving more atten-
tion and study to the Canadian system, it is admitted, stress
being laid on the faect that it is designed for investigation only.
Its findings do not take the forma of compulsory awards, but of
recommendations, and even the Boards themselves are not imposed
on the contending parties, except in the case of essential industries.
But that the beneficial effect of these friendly inquiries into both
sides of an industrial controversy is thoroughly realised is shown
by the fact that boards have been called for in cases that do not
properly fall within the compass of the act.

system has justified itself and is worthy of more study than it
has yet recieved. .

The recent strikes in the Uliited States anid Canada have em-
phasized very strongly the folly of industrial strife. Peace in in-
dustry is a condition requisite to all prosperity. Industrial strife
means a loss to all, no matter how small the number of persons
directly affected, and no matter how unimportant the enterprise
involved. Not only the welfare of the wage earner, but the wel-
fare of the whole people is touched, when men quit work in a eon-
troversy with those who employ them. The workers lose in wages,
the employers on profits, and the whole nation in the service to
which it is entitled from the industry.

In both Canada and the United States progress has been made
towards the peaceful settlement of industrial disputes, but it is
admitted that the existing methods fall short especially in deal-

mieux Industrial Disputes Act compels an investigation, if de.
manded by one of the parties to the dispute, before a strike can
take place. The intention is that publicity will remedy any in-
Jjustice through the force of public opinion when the facts are
disclosed. This measure has resulted in the settlement of the
majority of industrial disputes in Canada, but it is by no means
broad enough in its scope to satisfy the needs of industrial peace
in all cases.

In the United States the Department of Labor in its task of
isafeguarding the welfare of the wage earner, and in its duty to
{the whole country, works through the Board of Coneciliation,
idireeted by the Secretary of Labor, to preserve peace in industry
Z.\uthority for this work is derived from the aet ecreating the
édep‘ﬂm?m, whiech provides that ‘‘the Secretary of Labor shall
thove power to aet as mediator and to appeoint eommissioners of
conciliation in labor disputes, whenever in his judgment the in-
terests of industrial peace may require it to be done.”” This serviee
has worked so well that, whereas when it first began its work 70
per cent. of the cases brought before ot have reached this advanced |
per eent of the disputes had reached the strike stage now only 30|
state.
