to which they were accredited.

The relations between Holland and 
Venezuela, M. De Reus said already 
were strained before the Indiscreet 
publication of a confidential letter he. 
wrote to a society in Amsterdam.

New York, Aug. 26.—The work en­

These ac­
counts were greatly complicated by the 
buying for the account of the 
pended firm, of stock which they sold 
to other brokers and were unable to 
deliver. The losses which the firm suf­
fered under this process will swell its 
total liabilities and add greatly to the 
work of the assignee.

& Company for a sum possibly esti­
mated as running well above $1,000,000 
sent a nervous thrill through the stock 
market to-day.

There was no 
question In Wall street this afternoon 
that the situation created by to-day’s 
failure could easily be taken care of.

The transactions of A. O. Brown & 
Company covered nearly 7 per cent, of 
the trading In the sensational week­
end session of the stock market, and it 
was stated officially» by a member of 
the firm to-day that delivery had been 
made on only 275,000 of the more than 
700,000 shares handled. How many of 
the outstanding shares represent the 
dealings of o-.-tomers and how many 
were carried on the firm’s account It 
was impossible, to learn.

Sparksman, Charles G. Helfner and 
Thomas Daulton, together with six 
other prominent Seattle business and 
professional men, have been advised 
that an investment they made in the 
Atlin district of British Columbia 
about a year ago had developed into 
one of the richest mining claims in 
that section of the country.

The news was brought to Seattle by 
Mr. Helfner, who paid his first visit to 
the holdings of the Seattle men a week 
ago, and the samples of ore he brought 
back with him mined in a crude way, 
marks the property as one of the most 
valuable in which Seattle men have 
ever been interested.

Every direction gave the same 
results, fete tells of sample threshings 
that were made of wheat which gave 
thirty-one Tmshels, oats which gave 
fifty-three bushels, and others In like 
proportion. Dealers, says Mr. Miller, 
are at the present time offering as high 
as $1 per bushel for crops of 900 and 
1,000 acres. The general opinion among 
the farmers is that there will be an av­
erage of at least thirty bushels for the 
season. Help is flocking in from all 
parts of the country. Prosperity"is seen 
everywhere, all the hotels in the towns 
passed through are full and all towns 
appear brisk and prosperous.

Mr. Miller was surprised to hear so 
much talk in the east of Victoria, espe­
cially among the wealthy class of farm­
ers, who are disposing of their invest­
ments to come out west and locate per­
manently. All the farmers whom he 
left there eleven years ago are now. b« 
declares, men in the way of wealth, who 
claim they have made the money In the 
last eight years. Between Rapid City 
and Brandon he estimated from reports 
received by him that there are 500 
farmers who are negotiating the sale of 
their lands to journey westward, and 
in the mouths of all is the name of Vic­
toria. He answered dozens of inquir­
ies personally as to the desirability of 
residence in Victoria and found all with 
whom he met eager to learn more of 
the western portion of Canadâ.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
A telegram was received this morn­

ing by Superintendent Hussey, of the 
provincial police, stating that W. J. 
Devitt, chief constable at Nelson, had 
arrived at Midway, and had left last 
night to follow the trail of the two men 
who shot and killed Charles Thomet, 
a hotel proprietor in that town. The in­
formation was also given in the tele­
gram that Thomet had succeeded in 
wounding one of the hold-up men, who 
broke into his premises on Tuesday 
night, before he was shot down him­
self.

The dispatch further stated that it 
seemed probable that the men had se­
cured horses on which to make their 
escape, and if this is so it is probable 
that they are already quite a distance 
across the boundary. Superintendent 
Hussey has instructed Devitt to issue 
and circulate as expeditiously as pos­
sible printed circulars stating that the 
department has offered a reward of 
$1,000 for the apprehension and convic­
tion of the criminals. These circulars 
will be distributed on both sides of the 
border in the vicinity of the murder, 
and notice of the reward will be sent 
to districts further removed by tele­
graph and telephone.

The victim of the shooting is said to 
have been once employed as special 
constable at Midway during the con­
struction of the Canadian Pacific and 
Great Northern railway branches 
through that town.

No pains will be taken by the depart­
ment to secure the apprehension of the 
two desperadoes^ and it is thought that 
the notice of so large a reward will set 
many skilful American detectives on 
the trail of the fugitives.

MADE LONG PASSAGE

City Council Does Not Yet 
Know Kind of Pavement 
Wanted on Wharf Street.

It is now practically certain that 
Store and Wharf streets will not be 
paved this year, owing to the fact the 
owners of property along the former 
have not yet informed the city council 
what kind of roadway they desire, 
whether wooden blocks, vitrified brick, 
tar macadam or straight macadam. 
Until the property owners do this the 
council can do nothing in the way of a 
new roadway. It is now some months 
since the council asked those interested 
for their wishes in the matter, but these 
have not been forthcoming. Had the 
council been given an answer in reason­
able time Store street could have been 
paved this year for the 12 inch pipes 
for both the domestic water supply and 
the high pressure salt water system are 
now on hand and are being laid. The 
work of paving could, therefore, have 
been proceeded with at once. The mains 
for both water system are also to be 
laid in Store street at once but it is 
doubtful if the paving on this street 
will be undertaken this year.

In connection with the choice of a 
roadway for Wharf street, it is pointed 
out that if the matter is not settled im­
mediately it will be impossible to block 
pave that thoroughfare this year as the 
wet weather will soon be here. Were 
vitrified brick adopted, however, the 
wet weather would not interfere with 
the work in any way, but further delay 
will prevent either being gone on with.

An effort is to be made to get Govern­
ment street, between Fisguard and 
Johnson street, Broughton street be­
tween Wharf and Douglas, and Broad 
street between Broughton and Fort, 
paved this year in addition to Courtney 
between Whçirf and Douglas street. To 
do this the pipes for the salt water 
system are to be laid without delay. 
The paving of Gordon street will be 
held over until next year as there is a 
lot of blasting to be done, a work which 
can be carried out in’the winter as well 
well as at any other time.

When the paving works mentioned 
above have been completed it will mean 
that practically every foot of street in 
the section of the city lying between 
Douglas street and the Water front, 
from Fisguard street to the Causeway 
will be paved. The exceptions will be 
Cormorant street, between Store street 
and Douglas; Broad, between Johnson 
and Cormorant; Pandora between Gov­
ernment and Douglas, and View street 
between Broad and Douglas. These with 
the exception Of View street are likely 
to be paved next year. The idea of the 
city council is that the paving can be 
gradually extended from this central 
net work, Douglas street probably being 
done next year if the property owners 
along it will agree to the work going 
ahead. One extension from the centre 
of thé city already provided for Is that 
of Béfleville street between the south 
end of the Causeway and St. John 
street, thus giving a first class road­
way from the inner harbor to the centre 
of the city, for the causeway is to be 
paved next year, and also a large por­
tion of the road from the outer wharf 
to the business section.

At the present time the city engi­
neer’s department has a gang of men at 
work repairing the pavement in places 
where blocks have given out. In ad­
dition Fort street is to be repaved be­
fore the wet^ season arrives.

He Was Delighted With London 
and Conditions 

There.

Col. Prior has returned from a six 

months holiday In England and other 
parts of Europe. The time was enjoy­
able spent by him and Mrs Prior except 
for a two weeks sickness which befel 
Mrs. Prior and which marred the plea­
sure for a time.

The conditions in England greatly 
pleased the Col. and while he maintains 
a deep love for Victoria he nevertheless 
cannot close his eyes to the fact that 
England and especially London offers 
wonderful, advantages in the way of 
living. London is a gay place, he says, 
and life is enjoyed by the residents. 
Business men seem satisfied to work 
short hours and then forget all about 
their work and spend a happy time.

Then with regard to poverty and 
want, he says that London differs ma- 
terrally from cities of other countries 
in Europe. Therç has been a great 
change in the metropolis of the empire 
with respect to the housing of the poor 
and general attention to there wants. 
The result is that abject poverty is not 
now in evidence as in former years 
which makes London so much the bet­
ter. The Col. says, he saw practically 
no want among the classes in London. 
The city is the best equipped in the 
world, he believes from a sanitary 
stand point.

In contrast with it in this respect are 
the towns and cities of Italy where 
want is too much in evidence among a 
large class.

With respect to the financial situation 
ir. the Old Land, he says, that the 
financial institutions have an abund­
ance of money on hand and are seek­
ing investments at very low rates. The 
same conditions prevail in New York.

R. H. Sperling, general manager of 

the B. C. Electric railway company, 
while in Victoria yesterday, announced 
that the company is having a number 
of new cars constructed at the shop in 
New Westminster for use in this 
city. These he said would arrive in Vic­
toria shortly and would at once be put 
in commission. He also said that the 
fetorage battery for the operation of the 
car system, which the company intend­
ed to install with a view to equalising 
the distribution of current thereby giv­
ing a more even service, had been ship­
ped and would be in operation early in 
November. At the present time the car 
service was fed direct from the power 
house at Goldstream but when the new 
battery had been installed all the power 
for this purpose will pass through it, 
being drawn off as required. At present 
when a number of cars happened to be 
on grades in different parts of the city 
at the same time the service suffered 
from lack of power. Under the new sys­
tem there would be enough power in 
reserve in the storage battery to meet 
all such demands and also to keep the 
system running while any ordinary 
breaks in the power line from Gold- 
stream were being repaired.

Regarding the company’s schemes on 
the mainland, Mr. Sperling said that 
the Sumas dyking work was soon to 
be commenced. When it was completed 
33,000 acres of good land would have 
been reclaimed. The plans would be 
finished within a month immediately 
after which the contract would be let. 
The undertaking would be completed, 
he expected, by Sept., 1910, when the 
new Chilliwack line would also be ready 
for operation. The cost of the dyking 
work would be about $750,000, but when 
completed it would be a permanent 
work and the cost of maintenance 
would practically nil, for there 
would be no pumping as in other such 
works. The plans called for carrying 
the water of the Chilliwack river into 
the Fraser through an artifical channel 
passing through Sumas lake en route.

Good progress was being made on the 
company’s new line from New West­
minster tef Chilliwack. The portion be­
tween New Westminster and Cloverdale 
a distance of about 13 miles, would be 
ready for the rails in October and it 
was possible that this line might be 
operated this year. The contract for the 
Cloverdale*Abbotsford section had been 
let to Ironsides, Rannie & Campbell 

- and this work will be pushed forward 
with the least possible delay. The road 
would cost $12,000 per mile, to which 
was tb be added to cost of rolling stock 
etc.

Output During Season -on Co­
lumbia—10 Fishermen 

Lose Their Lives.

Astoria; Oté., Aug. 26.—At noon yes­
terday the Columbia river spring fish­
ing season closed, and results as shown 
by approximate estimates are much 
better than have generally been expect­
ed. All classes of fishermen prospered. 
The gillnetters did not do as well as 
last season, but even the inside traps 
at Baker’s bay made money, and there 
Is not a seining ground on the river but 
what came out ahead, with the excep­
tion of a few that started late. There 
Is a dropping off of the mild-cured pack. 
This was due largely to the lack of 
comtnercial demand. There was an ex­
tremely large run of steelheads during 
the latter part of the season. The last 
pack of steelheads graded better than 
the similar pack of Chinooks, being 
much richer in oil and of higher color.

On the basis of four-dozen one-pound 
tails to the case, there were packed 
223,300 cases, which is about 30,000 
cases in excess of last year, 
gated, this pack is as follows :

VADSO REPORTS KNOX

BAY FIRE DYING OUTRecent Kootenay Forest Fires 
Are Factors in Crippling — 

Industry.
Boscowitz Steamship Brings 

News of Salmon Packs 
From North.

Phoenix, Aug. 26.—Coke supply for 
the Boundary smelters is still an un­
certain quantity, resulting from the 
recent crippling by fire of the ship­
ping facilities St the Fernie ovens. The 
Fernie coke people, however, informed 
the mining companies that regular 
shipments would commence again to­
day.

The smelter and mines of the Domin­
ion Copper Company have now been 
tied up for nearly two weeks for lack 
of fuel. The company arranged for a 
supply of coke from the coast, but 
through delay of the C. P. R. it has 
not arrived as yet. Manager P. F. 
Roose was in Nelson on Thursday con­
ferring with the railway officials, who 
promised a shipment to reach the smel­
ter to-morrow, and general operations 
may be expected to resume on Monday 
or Tuesday.

The Granby smelter has been operat­
ing five furnaces during the past week, 
but coke has been consumed sparing­
ly. Interviewed in Spokane, Jay P. 
Graves, general manager of the com­
pany, denied any possibility 
pmnt shutting down. When 
of sufficient coke the company 
operate at regular capacity again.

The Snowshoe property has not re­
sumed as yet on account of the uncer­
tainty of thé coke situation, but in­
structions to begin operations are now 
being expected daily.

The only mining company in the 
Boundary not affected by the coke 
shortage from the Crow’s Nest Pass is 
the B. C. Copper, whose ore shipments 
and smelter treatment for the past 
week ranged around the highwater 
mark. Coke for B. C. Copper comes 
from Coleman, Alberta, and the ship­
ments were not interfered with by the 
recent Pass fire.

Segre- After being delayed two days by 
pressure of freight at northern B. C. 
p/orts the Boscowitz steamship Vadso, 
Capt. Johnson, reached port last night. 
The Vadso brought a .heavy cargo 
south, including 4,500 cases of salmon, 
2,000 cases each from the Beaver and 
Bella Coola canneries, and 500 from the 
Naas. In addition to this the Vadso 
had a, considerable amount of general 
freight and a shipment of lime from 
Van Ajida.

The officers of the steamship report­
ed that the big fire In the vicinity of 
Knox Bay, Johnstone Strait, was burn­
ing Itself out, and also that a forest 
fire was raging at Cracroft ’Island, 
Johnstone Strait.

The sockeye salmon fun at Rivers 
Inlet is over, and only a few cohoes 
are being taken by the canneries still 
fishing. On the Naas and Skeena a few 
sockeyes were being taken last week, 
an4 a fair run of cohoes was reported 
while at Bella Coola, the cannery re­
ported Sft exceptionally good run of 
that fish. The sockeye pack at the Bal- 
iqoral and Claxton canneries on the 
Skeena is reported to be 23,000 cases 
each, and at Bella Coola 6,000 cases.

The Vadso brought down 200 Chinese 
who had finished the season’s work at 
the various canneries, and also a num­
ber of saloon passengers. She sailed 
north again at noon to-day with a big 
cargo of general freight.

The department of marine and flsher-Apart from the anti-opium move­
ment and the trend of Chinese opinion 
In the direction of Western learning, 
there are several visible signs Just now, 
less well known to the outside world, 
that thf government of the Flowery 
Land is gerulnely set on a policy of ad­
vancement.

First of all the Chinese army, for 
which there is so much material. Is be­
ing drilled under foreign guidance by 
Tuan 8k! Kal until It Is attaining a 
state of efficiency that is startling to 
those who have been absent from China 
for a considerable time.

Then there is the movement for a con­
stitution, and serious consideration Is 
being devcted to the question by the 
Emperor and Empress Dowager, and 
their advisers, by the light of reports 
sent by Chinese commissioners now In 
countries goyemed according to con­
stitutional Ideas.

But beyond these matters there are 
several others that are proof of the 
new spirit that Is ruling In Pekin. Un­
der Imperial instructions, Tieh Liang, 
president of the ministry of wax, has 
urged all viceroys and governors of 
the various coast provinces to secure 
systematic surveys cf the islands along 
the coast, in order to facilitate naval 
movements and the deu imination of 
bases for the use of the navy. Maps 
thus produced aro being filed at the 
ministry of war for use when the 
scheme for the resuscitation of the Chi­
nese navy Is sufficiently advanced.

Halls for Public Discussion.
Moreover, to cider tp bring to Pekin 

an accurate idea of public opinion in 
the provinces, the viceroys and gov­
ernors of provinces have been ordered 
to establish, meeting halls in their ya- 
mens, where the local gentry and local 
leaders may ditcuss provincial affairs 
and matters of national Interest, and 
may hem- from the provincial treasur­
ers, the provincial Judge, and other of­
ficials what reforms are projected. The 
outcome of these discussions Is to be re­
ported or, to the government to Pekin.

Education is already attracting the 
attention of ail the provincial officials. 
Several provincial schools have been 
closed of late, especially In southern 
provinces that have been devastated by 
floods and pestilence, owing to the im­
poverished condition of the local gen­
try. The board of education has In­
structed the commissioners of educa­
tion to report on the efficiency and 
utility Of the schools, and, wherever the 
investigations are satisfactory, appro­
priations will be made to enable them 
to be reopened on a basis of adequate 
equipment.

The one thing that la at present con­
spicuously lacking Is a reform of the 
judicial system. Time and again en­
lightened Chinese and foreigners ad­
mitted to be friends of China have urg­
ed that the present corrupt and ineffi­
cient system should be abolished and 
replaced by a modern and trustworthy 
system, but the difficulty of the ques­
tion and the pressure of the office-hold­
ers have sufficed to delay action. Now, 
however. It is reported bn good author­
ity that Wu Ting Fang, the Chinese 
minister in Washington, has been com­
missioned to draw up a scheme.

New Industries Established.
Nor Is the government proving reluc­

tant to undertake commercial enter­
prises. The Shantung provincial bureau 
of industries has started a soap factory 
at Tsouchofu, with a Jauan-trained 
Chinese as manager, and the enterprise 
has proved so successful that other fac­
tories are to be started on the same 
lines. The natives, believing that the 
use of the new Map is essential to the 
modern spirit, are
piles to a degree far beyond the ex­
pectations of the official promoters of 
the soap Industry.

The board of finance Is starting a pa­
per mill to Pekin to be run by the di­
rector of the Hupeh Government Paper 
Works. The ministry of agriculture, 
Industry and commerce is sending a 
commission to the islands of the south­
ern ocean with a view to Interesting the 
merchants In a scheme for a mall­
carrying line of volunteer vessels to be 
used as a transport service in time of 
War. To this scheme the Pekin authori­
ties attach great Importance. In addi­
tion to these schemes, there are others 
for encouraging cotton, and other man­
ufactures with official assistance, either 
national or provincial.

These and many other signs, small to

» J ’ FATAL BLOW FROMROOMING-HOUSE CRIME

IN VANCOUVER

Springfield, Ills., Aug. 25.—Employers 

of negro labor in Springfield are being 
threatened by a flood of anonymous 
letters which has been growing in vol­
ume daily since the race riots. For 
the first few days it was thought the 
letters were the work of boys or irre­
sponsible individuals, but yesterday the 
condition of affairs was found to jus­
tify an investigation by Governor 
Deneen.

A delegation of negroes visited the 
governor and promised to co-operate 
with the law-abldfng whites In inves­
tigating the letters.

The most important matter concern­
ing which the district looks to Mr. Sloan 
for assistance is the deepening of Atlin 
to a river, whereby the steam craft, 
plying between Atlln and Carcross 
may be enabled to make a through trip 
without t^ie necessity of the existing 
portage on the west side of Atlin lake. 
This matter was gone into fully at a 
meeting of the Atlln board of trade to­
day, at which Mr. Sloan was present. 
He agreed that something should he 
done towards improving this waterway, 
and in view of the important repre­
sentations made by the board he has 
arranged for an engineer to thorough­
ly investigate the feasibility of the 
scheme.

Other matters affecting the district 
were also brought to Mr. Sloan’s notice, 
and in each caee he promised the board 
that they would receive his immediate 

‘attention, Mr. Sloan expresses himself 
as having thoroughly enjoyed his stay 
among the miners In Atlln, where he 
met many old friends and acquaint­
ances, and made a host of new ones. 
He leaves by to-day's boat for points 
on the Skeena.

FALLING TREE

Henry Papin Has Spinal Col­
umn Injured in Accident 

at Skeena City.

Mrs. Jenkins is Slashed to 
Death—Assailant Thought 

to Be Negro.

IN SERIOUS RIG ACCIDENT.

Aid. Cavanagh, of Vancouver, Suffers 
Painful Injuries.

Vancouver, Aug. 25.—Aid. Cavanagh 
met with a serious accident last even­
ing while he was out driving, as a re­
sult of which he suffered a severe 
shock and is now confined to his Yooms. 
Dr. Ï. Glen Campbell ig In attendance 
upon the alderman, and while stating 
that his Injuries are very painful, there 
is nothing to suggest alarm, nor is 
there anything in the symptoms of the 
results of the accident to cause anxiety. 
Aid. Cavanagh wag reported early this 
morning to be doing well, and beyond 
suffering excruciating pain was in no 
way endangered.

It appears from reports that Aid. 
Cavanagh was driving and that having 
stepped out of his rig his team at­
tempted to bolt. He clung to the lines 
and was dragged beneath the wheels 
and crushed, but fortunately not to 
such an extent as to endanger hts life.

Port Essington, Aug. 22.—A sad accident 
occurred on the 18th instant at a place 
called Skeena City, some six miles above 
Port Essington, at the Junction of the 
Kyax river with the Skeena.

. Papin was engaged in clearing the site for 
the proposed new sawmill at that place 
when he was struck by a tree which was 
being felled for a pile, and his back was 
broken. No boat could be obtained to 
bring him to Port Essington until the 
next evening. He was then taken to the 
Methodist hospital and placed under Dr. 
W. T. Kergin’s care. Dr. T. A. Wilson 
-was called in consultation, but it was the 
opinion of both doctors that but little 
could be done to prolong his life, as the 
spinal column was too greatly injured. 
At this time of writing (August 22nd) Mr. 
Papin Is rapidly sinking. Mrs. Papin is 
with her husband at the hospital. They 
have two children, both boys, one In Van­
couver and the other with his parents.

Vancouver, Aug. 24.—About 3 o'clock 
this afternoon the police were called to 
the scene of a revolting tragedy in the 
two-hundred block on Prior street. 
There they found Mrs. Jenkins, the 
keeper of the rooming-house, lying dead 
upon the floor, her face and neck 
frightfully slashed with a knife.

The alleged murderer, who Is a col­
ored man, made his escape. He is 
known to the police and his arrest is 
hourly expected. He was a former 
roomer, and only recently returned 
from an absence of several months.

The husband of Mrs. Jenkins has 
been absent from the city for several 
weeks.

TRACK IN WEST

The house was-at present- connected 
jvith the box drain, a not desirable 
'thing. There had been several cases of 
sickness In the house In question, which 
the health officer considered were due 
to the iack of sewerage connection.

$2,300, required In the raising of the 
level of Elk lake.

Hon. William Templeman's letter, 
saying that the Dominion government 
would pay taxes on the old post office 
building on Government street so long 
as it was used for commercial purposes, 
and Intimating that the question of 
back taxes could be taken up later, 
was received and filed., and the writer 
wili be thanked by the council for the 
Interest which he has displayed In this 
matter on behalf of the city.

Tile tender of McDougall & Jenkins 
for building 1,300 feet of 'breakwater 
along the east side of the Ross Bay 
cemetery at $1.20 per foot was accept­
ed on recommendation of the cemetery 
committee.

The report of the finance committee 
recommending 
$4,166.24 on account of current revenue, 
and of $2,461.90 on account of the water 
works loan by-law, was passed.

The city engineer and the city as­
sessor reported on the construction of 
a permanent sidewalk on both sides of 
Vinlng street between Stanley avenue 
and Belmont avenue. The total cost Is 
placed at $4,36S, of which the city’s 
share Is $1,456. The same officials also 
reported on the straightening of Bel­
mont avenue and of expropriating cer­
tain lands for the purposes and of 
grading, macadamising and draining 
the said avenue, and of laying per­
manent sidewalks on both sides there­
of, between the avenues above men­
tioned, the roadways to he 24 feet wide. 
The total cost of this work Is placed 
at $14,762, of which the city will con­
tribute $4,920.76 and the property own­
ers $9,841.26. The straightening will 
consist In removing the dip to the 
west between Pandora avenue and a 
point some distance north of Gladstone 
avenue. The new street will take about 
half the property between Gladstone 
avenue and Pandora avenue on the 
east side of the present street belong­
ing to -C. E. 8anley and George M. 
Tripp, a portion of A. J. Plneo’s front­
age, and will close up the portion of 
the street on which front property be­
longing to Aid. Gleason, LaWrence 
Goodacre, Clarence and Mrs. Carter 
and William Bulman and Mrs. Hannah 
8. Gray. These people to get access to 
the new street will have to secure pos­
session of the portion, of the present 
street, which is to be closed. When 
this Improvement has been carried out 
the streef will he perfectly Straight 
from end to end.

AS NEW YORK

Fall Meeting Will See Several 
Prominent Men and Second 

Clipping Horses./

(From Tuesday's Dally.)
The Willows’ beach track, upon 

which the races will be held next 
month, is looked on by eminent racing 
men as the best half-mile track west 
of Salt Lake. There Is one track that 
is thought to be superior and that Is the 
mile track at Yakima, but for half-mile 
tracks on the coast and In the west 
racing men, It Is found, consider that 
the iocai track Is without an equal. 
Moreover they are all looking forward 
t) ti e tall meeting for the conditions 
under which the races are held here ate 
such as lend themselves to the approba­
tion of all straight going horse men. 
The fan rneet'ng here is already an as­
sured success and sporting men of the 
best reputation cn the Sound are get­
ting their horses together and singling 
out a string to bring here for the four- 
day meeting. In Seattle recently a 
meeting of well-known horse men dis­
cussed the Willows’ track and the clean 
conditions under which the last three 
meetings here have been conducted. 
The general opinion after the discus­
sion was that for a place to race their 
horses safely and enjoy themselves 
while conducting their business and to 
make a little money there is no better 
place In the west than Victoria.

One ef the owners who was In the 
group at the Meadows discussing the 
Willows’ track Is in Victoria and will 
have a small string here at the fall 
meeting. Discussing the track the lo­
cation and the conduct of the Victoria 
meetings last night A. R. Dennis, owner 
of Sadie H., Youth and John JT, Moore, 
which horses he will bring here this 
fall, said:

"The Willows track is the best half- 
mile track west of Salt Lake, and there 
is only one track In the west that can 
beat It and that Is a mite track and Is 
at Yakima. I know from the experi­
ence I have had on the Willows track, 
where I have raced my hdrses for three 
meetings, that a man Is taking less 
chances fn breaking down his horses 
than on any other half-mile track in 
the west this side of Salt Lake. The 
track used to have one fault and that 
was the pebbles but I understand that 
at the last meeting these-were not so 
bad as before and they are fast being 
kicked out of the ground. The track 
is banked, the turns are good, and any 
good horse will take them. If a herse 
x-oii't take them then he Is a bad horse. 
From the point of accommodation your 
track is alt right and Is as good as that 

. at any half-mile track In the country. 
With the hew improvements that have 
been effected out there, you will have 
an ideal little track. Sam Hildreth’s 
trainer came to me In Seattle after the 
spring meeting and said that he had 
heard of the Willows track as being the 
best In the west before he left New 
York. He asked me a lot about ft and 
I was glad to give him the Information.
I have raced three times here, and have 
found all the meetings good ones; and 
Victoria a congenial place to race In. 
Tlie track has always been fast and is 
In mighty good shape, and with" the 
now arrangements will offer specially 
fine Inducements to horsemen to bring 
their horses here.”

The success of the fall meeting Is as­
sured and will draw a number of prom­
inent owners both of Canada and the 
United States. Among those who will 
be here that have already announced 
their Intention of coming and the 
horses they will bring are A. R. Dennis 
with Youth, Sadie H. and John I. 
Moore. Gabriel with Lord of the For­
est,, Nonnie Luctelle, Miss Fairbanks, 
Uncle Henry and Topee. McNeill will 
bring Titus 2nd again and possibly two 
others. William Kane is to be here 
with Convent Belle, the fast horse 
which broke the world’s half-mile rec­
ord m Seattle title month. Sea Led, 
Lord Provost, Forest Rose and Jockey 
Maun ce. From the St. James stable 
there will be several horses which the 
Canadian horseman who owns the 
stable will bring. Red Walker has also 
announced his intention of bringing a 
string of horses here It the weather Is 
good.

Seattle men talking of the manner bi 
which the meetings are conducted here 
speak in high approbation. They as­
sert that straight racing gives them 
more pleasurebthan it gives the public, 
and the general trend, it is asserted by 
those In the business. Is that the sport 
la fast becoming once more a gentle­
man’s pastime and business and the 
bad element that a few years ago hung 
to the courses had been driven out by 
the rigid rules of the track being en­
forced especially In regard 
Emeryville track at California. The ' 
set rules of racing and the hammering 
down of anything that borders on fix­
ing a race In Victoria has given the 
sportsmen miuh gratification and all j 
look forward to the meetings held here 
with pleasure, for they announce that I 
they are assured of a straight go, fair 
dealing, and a congenial week’s busi­
ness and pleasure combined.

Mayor Hall explained that this 
course had been advised by the chief 
justice at the time of the asking tor 
an Injunction, to prevent the selling of 
liquor at the spring race meet.

I tunately for the Laird man. he got hold 
of the butt end. He realized that here 
It was life or death, and, putting his 
finger to the trigger, he pulled.

The Laird 
and the Blind Creek man raced 
the blood-stained grass to the rifle. 
Bob won the race, and with It the prize 
of his life. Turning quickly, Bob lifted 
the rifle and pulled the trigger. One 
clear shot broke the otherwise stillness 
of the Pelly wilderness, and as the little 
cloud of smoke lifted from the end of 
the rifle, Blind Creek Jonathan, out­
cast, the man said to be possesaed of a 
half witted mind) reeled and fell Ip 
his own blood, killed by his own rifle.

Laird Bob went back to his people, 
the Pelly tribe, and the people Blind 
Creek Jonathan, they who had ostra­
cized Mm, took his body and burled It 
accoiding to the tribal custom. Then 
Chief Ijutth. brother to Jonathan, a 
brother who had refused to tolerate hi 
thieving brother and had helped to 
ostracize him and keep him an outcast, 
undertook a vengeance of his brother, 
and roused the BUnd Creeks against 
the Pellys. They demanded from the 
Pellys the thousand blankets and the 
thirty rifles, but the Pellys were loyal 
to Bob, and refused. They were stub­
born and declined, as they said, to be 
held up and robbed. It was then that 
war was threatened, and the Pellys, be­
ing on the defensive, appealed to the 
whites, and the whites brought the 
news to Dawson. The Pellys in the 
meantime Induced the Blind Creeks to 
await a truce. The shortage of am­
munition favored the truce, and per­
haps after all the Blind Creeks were 
glad, and were hoping more to bluff the 
Pellys Into disgorging the coveted 
plunder.

But in the meantime Captain Fitz 
Hdrrigan arrived. The steamer Paul­
ine could land him no nearer than six­
teen miles from the headquarters of the 
Pellys. He took a poling-boat the re­
mainder pf the distance, and with Poole 
Field, Dell Van Gorder, Purser John 
Raymond of the Pauline, Joe Cote and 
four prospectors, went to the Pelly 
camp. The Pellys delegated six men to 
meet the whites. Captain Horrlgan, 
realizing the effect of display on the 
aborigines, was In full regimentals, and 
with his written documents and side 
arms. The Indians recognized In him 
the arbiter sent by the frontier power 
of the land, the mounted police, and 
with great respect heard his represen­
tations as made through Mr. Field, who 
acted as interpreter. 'The Pellys were 
willing for a settlement at once.

Then a search had to be made for the 
Blind Creeks. They were found after 
much Inquiry, and a delegation was 
sent to meet the little party of whites. 
The Pellys had no representative pres­
ent. Chief Ijutth was at the head of 
the hostile delegation. Austere, fur­
rowed and old, but vigorous, the chief 
showed no gloved hand. He was dog­
ged and surley in every action. He 
wanted the reprisals for the death of 
his brother. His people would not sub­
mit to murder without the customary 
compensation which all the Indians be- 
IFye ip; that of a life for a life or the 
equivalent in' chattels. For an hour 
and a half Captain Horrlgan reasoned 
through Indian Jake, the bright Eng­
lish-speaking Indian, the Interpreter. 
Implacable and cunning, the old chief 
held out. Finally" the blood of Fltz 
Horrlgan, the Anglo-Saxon in the man, 
rose to assert Itself. The prowess of 
the law should predominate. Horrlgan 
returned from a few paces apart. The 
Indians, several of them armed, and 
ugly in their talk—talk which might 
have meant a massacre of the whites 
In the conference—talked excitedly.

Horrlgan saw the time had arrived. 
All parley must cease. He drew his 
watch, slapped the table with his book, 
and said In stentorian tones that ten 
minutes would settle it. At the end of 
that time the chief would acquiesce In 
peace proposals or be seized and car­
ried to prison.

The glowering countenance of the 
chief grew more grim. The interpreter 
urged on him peace. The chief listened. 
The other counsellors paced, and spoke 
ominously.

As the ten minute interval closed, the 
chief grunted, and spoke with a shrug. 
The Interpreter turned, and said the 
chief would agree to peace.

It was done. The peace was agreed 
on Immediately. The next day the good 
faith was shown by the two tribes be­
ing together In feast. The law of the 
white man had prevailed. War was 
averted, and no reprisals are to be de­
manded. Horrlgan and the officers re­
turned and the tribes Of the Pelly are 
at peace.

PELLY INDIANS 
THREATEN WAR
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beenDawson, Aug. ^14.—Wâr has 
pending in Yukon territory for weeks 
and has been averted by the narrowest 

after the most strenuous efforts
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w,ti margin
1 on the part of the Royal Northwest 

Mounted Police. The Indian tribes of 
the Pelly river have been threatening to 
exterminate one another, and only by 
the Intervention of the police has one 
of the most sanguinary conflicts 
escaped.

Captain Fitz Horrlgan returned last 
evening from the Pelly river, where 
he acted as mediator betweëh the hos­
tile tribes known as the Blind Creeks 
and the Pellys. He had a; difficult time 
getting the Blind Creeks to consent to 
settlement, and it was only by declar­
ing that he would seize and carry off 
the chief and his counsellor to Daw­
son if a decision was not made in ten 
minutes that the captain was able to 
force an acquiescence on the part of 
the ringleader In the trouble.

The Blind Creeks had demanded that 
the Pellys deliver to the Bling Creeks 
one thousand blankets and thirty-rifles, 
the Pellys deliver to the Blind Creeks 
would proceed in their attempt to ex­
terminate the Pellys.

Through the mediation of some of the 
whites along the Pellÿ, the ultimatum 
on behalf of the Blind Creeks was de­
ferred until the dispute could be re­
ferred to the police. Poole Field, who 
was instrumental In the steps for peace, 
arrived in Dawson four weeks ago, and 
kept his mission a secret, conveying-It 
only to the police. As soon as .possible 
the matter was taken up by the police, 
and a steamer dispatched up the Pelly 
with Captain Horrlgan on board to act 
as arbitrator. The captam arrived just 
In time. The Blind Creeks were rest­
less, and about to make a murderous 
raid on the other Indians. It Is pos­
sible that had it not been for the short­
age of ammunition among them, that 
the appeal to arms would have been 
made by the Blind Creeks before the 
arrival of Captain Horrlgan.

Fifty to sixty warriors were mobil­
ized on each side, and- had the threat­
ened war taken place, it Is likely that 
a bitter conflict would have resulted in 
the wiping out of many if not nearly 
all of the men on both sides before 
police could he sent to interfere.

As It is, the Blind Creeks have given 
up their demand for the thousand 
blankets and the thirty rifles, and when 
Captain Fitz Horrlgan left several days 
ago the two tribes had resumed ami­
cable relations, and were having a re­
union and fjyst together In a way that 
would put O shame many warring '
Christian factions. Immediately after 
agreeing to settle and be friends, the 
two tribes assembled and began feast-' 
ing in token of their new bound troth.

The threatened war arose out of an 
Incident no less Interesting than the 
threatened war. In the story is a mur­
der, committed last November, the in­
timation of love on behalf of the wife 
of one of the murdered men for the 
other, and the passions of jealousy, 
anger and all the deeper sentiments 
that sway the human heart from infat­
uation to sorrow from bereavement.

The matter originated, it seems, 
through a petty jealousy engendered 
by the wife of one of the tribesmen 
giving a pair of moccasins to another 
at the time of the death of her little 
son, and the husband of the woman 
who made the present saying she did 
It because she liked the man to whom 
she gave the moccasins. This led to 
a quarrel between the two men, result­
ing in the murder of the jealous hus- 
baffd by the man whom the Jealous 
husband had attacked. The tribe of 
the# murdered man took qp the matter 
on being fomented into action by the 
chief, who happened to be a brother to 
the dead man. Then came the demand 
for the blankets and rifles, with the 
alternative "of war.

Jonathan, an outcast of the tribe of 
the Blind Çreeks, ostracized because 
he had been guilty of petty stealing, 
and thus bearing the awful curse in­
flicted by his people for his offence, is 
the murdered man.

Laird Bob Is the man who did the 
murdering. Bob is a member of the 
tribe by birth. Jonathan had married 
Into the Blind Creek tribe, but the in­
exorable law of the natives of the en­
tire region decreed him an outcast when 
It was found he was a thief. He wan­
dered alone, with only his own family, 
and sometimes not even with them.
A year or two ago his little boy died, 
and Laird Bob showed his sympathy 
for the outcast, and helped him to bury 
his boy. Then the mother of the boy 
In gratitude, gave to Bob a pair of 
moccasins out of gratitude, if not with 
some touch of affection for Bob. Jona­
than asked her why she gave the moc­
casins to Bob and her answer to her 
spouse was that she liked Bob. This 
kindled the flame of suspicion and the 
monster of Jealousy In the breast of 
Jonathan, and he would not rest until 
he sought the blood of Bob.

Extensive forest fires are consuming 
miles of timber limits on the mainland 
side of Johnstone strait and on Van­
couver island above Port Rupert, ac­
cording to the officers of the Skagway 
liner Princess May, which arrived from 
the north last evening. In the vicinity 
of Knox bay a fire over two miles in 
extent and blazing with great fury was 
observed from the steamship during her 
passage down the strait while in In­
numerable other places the ravaging 
flames could be seen at work.

A fire which started nearly two 
months ago north of Port Rupert, a 
point above Alert Bay on Vancouver 
island, has swept several miles of for­
est clear and is now fuming itself out. 
No reports of loss of life or domestic 
properties have been received as the 
areas in which the fires are at work are 
practically unpopulated, but the loss is 
inestimable. The May passed down 
Johnstone strait at night and the sight, 
which was seen by only a few of the 
passengers, and the officers on duty, 
was a magnificent, if saddening one. 
The timber in the vicinity of Knox Bay 
is heavy and the flames, fanned by a 
light wind, curled over a vast area fully 
two miles in extent on the waterfront 
and extending back Into the forests for 
several miles.

The Princess May made a special 
trip to Taku Arm on her southbound 
trip In order to give the passengers an 
opportunity of seeing the famous gla­
cier. There were fully thirty saloon 
passengers who took in the round trip

Boat owners 
were quick to see their opportunity and 
at once began to charge exorbitant 
prices for moving those unfortunate 
enough to be caught.

Many, in attempting to wade or 
swim from their homes, or from their 
places of business, in the flooded dis­
tricts to points of vantage, lost their 
footing and only saved themselves from 
the rushing torrent by catching to tree 
limbs. It is reported that boatmen 
passed a number thus caught and re­
fused to go to their assistance, unless 
assured of exorbitant fees. One man 
was seen in a tree, who was pouring 
forth pitiful appeals for assistance, and 
offering fifty dollars to arty one that 
woujd rescue him.

At the Western Union telegraph of­
fice, when the water began to rise, 
many of the operators left the build­
ing for their homes. Five remained 
but were compelled to abandon the 
telegraph office for the chamber of 
commerce building, where the wires 
were ljound still intact. No business 
was, handled, however.

At daybreak this morning the opera­
tors'reported that the water had fallen 
four and a half inches since midnight 
and that if the fall continued, tele­
graphic communication with the out­
side world would be re-established by 
noon.

Atlanta, Ga., Aug. 27.—At 4:45 this 
morning communication was had by 
the Associated Press office in this city 
with the Western Union Telegraph 
operators, who are marooned in the 
chamber of commerce at Augusta, who 
reported that at daylight the flood 
had diminished four and a half inches 
since midnight. No one was stirring 
about in the flooded streets and only 
here and there in the office buildings 
could a light be seen, giving evidence 
that there were a number of the oc­
cupants of the down-town buildings 
who spent the night on the second 
floor, unable to get to their homes.

In different sections of the city it is 
.reported that many spent the night in 
trees as they could not find the way 
through the torrent of water which 
had been estimated as running 
through the city at the rate of 20 
miles an hour. With the water through 
Broad street breast deep, in a cur­
rent so strong that it is impossible for 
men to wade through, Augusta is be­
ing swept by a flood that has not been 
surpassed in its history.

From four to six feet of water is 
the guage on the principal streets of 
the town, including the main business 
thoroughfare of the city, where are lo­
cated nearly all of the public buildings, 
together with the principal business 
houses and banks. The floods are play­
ing havoc with first floors and base­
ments. The city is without light, Are, 
or police protection.

Fire started last night in the cotton 
warehouse of Nixon & Danforth, and 
in the warehouse of the Nixon Whole­
sale Grocery Company. It is said the 
fire was caused by water reaching 
lime stored in one of the warehouses, 
which exploded. The fire department 
was unable to render any assistance 
on account of the high water.

Two white persons and one negro 
have been reported drowned. It was 
also reported that a boat containing a 
family of husband, wife and two chil­
dren was capsized and all drowned, 
but this could not be confirmed. A 
conservative estimate of the damage by 
flood and fire at this time has been 
placed at half a million dollars, but ty 
istbelieved that this sum will be great­
ly exceeded before tlfe 
subside.

A FEMALE "FENCE." When a year ago the premiers of 
Greater Britain met together in gui­
don their advances had been rejected 
in a way that was a disgrace to the 
country, and the gathering had dls- 

wlth its members somewhat dis­
gusted at the treatment they had re­
ceived. He hoped the people of Canada 
would not take the voice of British 
government as the voice of the country 
in this matter, but that they would be 
ready to return with the representa­
tives of the other colonies in three or 
four years, after there had been a 
change in the party in power, when 
their advances would . be differently 
met.

He regretted that Canada was flirt­
ing with France in the matter of a 
commercial treaty but he could not and 
did not blame Canada for so doing. He 
only asked Canadians, however, to wait 
a few years and negotiate no treaties 
in the meantime, and when the Conser­
vatives had been returned to power 
their advances would meet with more 
consideration. Anyone who was watch­
ing the newspapers and reading the re­
sults of the by-elections could not help 
but sëe how feeling was running and 
that there would be a change at the 
first opportunity.

The commercial interests of the Em­
pire were identical but there was some­
thing more important than commercial 
unity, What was wanted was a policy 
in the interests of Greater Britain that 
would deal with all phases of Imperial 
unity. Should the affairs of the Em­
pire be controlled by a set of men who 
practically " had never been out of 
Europe and who were elected to office 
through their affiliation with one of the 
political parties of the old country. 
What was wanted was an Imperial 
council representing all great states of 
the Empire which in addition to being 
representative would also be perman­
ent. Let the people do their best to 
bring pressure toward the securing of 
such a desirable end, and to make Can­
ada a power in the Empire.

He thanked the. members for their 
cordial hearing and wished to say that 
he was sorry that he had to leave the 
country to-morrow.

Amidst loud applause the distintin- 
gulshed guest resumed his seat.

Col. F. B. Gregory, in a few well 
chosen and appropriate words, moved 
a vote of thanks to the speaker, and in 
doing so touched on imperial subjects 
also. After expressing his pleasure at 
havihg the honor of proposing this vote 
he referred to Sir Reginald’s long and 
honorable service in the interests of 
the empire. The Canadian club was 
proud to have the privilege of hearing 
the distinguished men of the mother 
country address them. To-day Can­
adians were thus receiving instruction, 
but to-morrow they would be sending 
their distinguished men to the old coun­
try to bear a message from a loyal 
Dominion, thus carrying out the im­
perial partnership. But Canadians 
must share the burdens as well as the 
honor of the empire and in this they 
would not be behind. This great coun­
try was not made By God to be peopled 
by an inferior race. They had as their 
guest a man who had devoted his life 
to the service of the empire and who 
had just spoken so tellingly of our broth­
ers who had gone to South Africa at 
the empire’s call. To him the members 
of the club owed their sincere thanks, 
and it was his pleasure tor,move that

SOUTH WATERLOO NOMINEE.
A. J. Brace Tells of the “Jack­

ass” Battery and Other 
Features.

In her fast 111-day voyage around 
Cape Horn from the Columbia River 
to New York the Standard Oil ship- 
entine Acme logged 306 knots one day, 
says a New York dispatch. She had pal­
try airs in the Pacific, it taking her 62 
days to run her southing to Cape, in­
cluding 13 days of fog and head winds 
in trying to double the Horn. Getting 
into the Atlantic she came along fas­
ter than tramp steamer-time, taking 
only 49 days between Cape Horn and 
Sandy Hook. She brought 2,500,000 feet 
of Oregon pine, including a 4-ft. high 
deck load, the latter being the worst 
thing he ever carried, says Capt. A. T. 
McKay, a Nova Scot!

The Acme went from Kobe to Port­
land for his immense shipment of wood, 
and four days out from Japan with 1,300 
tons sand ballast in her hold, she was 
thrown on her starboard beam ends by 
heavy seas. Captain McKay is authority 
for the statment that the pendulum of 
the “list” dial which records as high as 
45 degrees, swung over as far as it 
could 'go, and was more than 45 de­
grees. The shifting of the ballast oc­
curred at 5 a.m., and that evening the 
stays of the three topgallant masts 
were chopped away, and the masts 
went over the side, but the vessel did 
not right. For seven days she lay on 
her beam ends with the arm of the star­
board main pard at time touching the 
water. Meanwhile the crew toiled shov­
eling sand, working with the energy of 
desapir and taking their food 
and canned stuff, in the absence of 
fires for hot meals, in the vessel's hold. 
Capt. McKay said that some of his men 
afterwards swore that the ship was so 
far down on her side that they could 
see her keel. He said that he had no 
reason to doubt the accuracy of the 
statement. “It was the narrowest 
squeeze that I ever was in,” he added.

The Acme had scarcely got on an even 
keel when she «came within 20 feet of 
hitting a wayward floating mine that 
had escaped from Japanese waters. An­
other odd feature of the voyage was 
that although she took less than 4 
months, her navigators saw five full 
moons. The first was seen as she left 
the Oregon coast, the second in cross­
ing the Equator in the Pacific, the third 
off Cape Horn, the fourth in crossing 
the line in the Atlantic, and the fifth 
when she arrived off Sandy Hook.

New York, Aug. 26.—The terms of the 
Vanderbilt cup race as arranged by the 
Nassau supervisors, will demand much 
more from the Auto Association of 
America in the way of policing the 
course and protecting pedestrans on the 
days of practice and actual competition 
than ever in any previous running of 
the famous auto contest.

They will require the officials of the 
race, by which is meant the Auto As­
sociation, to employ at least 1,200 men to 
police the course, and these men must 
be clad in white uniforms from head 
to foot. On the day of the race which 
is scheduled for Oct., 24, special police­
men must be on duty from five a.m., 
until 6 p.m. Mounted guards will be re­
quired to station themselves at the var­
ious cross roads and at all the Impor­
tant turns in the course. Groups of five 
mounted men must be placed in order 
to warn pedestrians that they “Venture 
on the Course at their peril.” 
addition to the mounted men, at least 
1,000 other men must be scattered over 
the course to warn people of the danger 
and to maintain order.

The entrants for the race will be al­
lowed to take practice spins over the 
.course, but not after 7 a.m. The days 
upon which practice may be indulged 
in must be advertised in the country 
prints at least 20 days previous to such 
practice, and if any of the contestants 
are caught exceeding the speed limit he 
will be arrested and disqualified from 
competiting in the race. The A.A.A. has 
until Sept., 5th, to accept the rules.

Ladysmith, Aug. 25.—The action of 
the city council inclosing the hotels 
and saloons on Sundays, with the con­
sequent improvement in the conduct 
and appearance of the town, has drawn 
attention to the billiard saloons and 
bowling alleys. At the two last meet­
ings of the council aldermen reported 
that complaints had been made to them 
regarding these places. The charge was 
made that a good deal of gambling 
went on over the pool tables, and that 
boys coming home black from the mine 
at midnight stayed around the place 
till daylight,

surprise and admiration of A. J. Brace, 
general secretary of the Victoria Y. M.
C. A., who has just returned from a 
week's visit to the American soldiers’ 
camp on American lake, some 15 miles 
south of Tacoma.

"The camp,” said Mr. Brace, “pre­
sents a very fine appearance. It is situ­
ated on a very level piece of country 
and covers an immence piece cf 
ground. All the tents are kalkl colored, 
and the uniforms of all the men and 
oavalry and artillery trappings are of 
the same color.

"The encampment _is divided into 
three principal divisions—the artillery, 
cavalry and infantry camps. Then 
there are, of course, the engineers’ and 
field hospital quarters. The tents are 
arranged in almost perfect lines, and 
the aisles are kept clean of rubbish.
The ground inside of each tent Is car­
peted with moss and tan bark, and rain 
trenches are dug outside, surrounded 
by white washed cobble stones.”

Being an artillery man Mr. Brace 
naturally took a lively interest in the 
manoeuvres of the field batteries.

“They have two batteries of 2.96 guns, 
which they call the Jack Ass batteries,” 
said Mr. Brace, “the guns and equip­
ment being packed on four mules.

D. D. England, the park superinten­
dent, said that 
visited the park at night time. They 
rooted up flowers and broke down 
plants with stones and sticks. On one 
occasion they had thrown the band 
stand chairs into the artificial lake.

John Nelson thought that this kind 
of thing had been tolerated too long. 
It was fully time to put a stop to it.

In this connection a dog-wood shrub 
was shown which had been lately 
planted only t» be pulled out of the 
earth by rowdies.

The dog question came in for a fair 
share of comment. It was objected by 
members of the board that dogs were 
allowed to roam about in the park out 
of leash, and had done considerable in­
jury. The rabbits’ boxes had been 
gnawed through and several of the 
animals killed. A number of ducks had 
also come in for rough treatment by 
the dogs. The city pound-keeper had 
no authority to keep dogs which were 
fitted with license tags, and some ef­
fective means should, it was felt, be 
taken to abate the nuisance.

As it is against the by-law for dogs 
to run in the park out of leash, it was 
decided to vigorously yoseeute owners 
of such dogs.

It was also suggested by Mr. Wilker­
son that a dose of slug shot might be 
a good thing for those canines that 
were wont to make inroads on the 
rabbit boxes.

A petition was road from residents4n 
Simcoe and Niagara streets asking 
that a gravel walk be constructed 
through Beacon Hill park in order that 
access may be had to the street rail­
way.

The matter was referred to the su­
perintendent.

A communication was received from 
the local manager of the B. C. Electric 
railway asking permission to chop off 
the tops of certain trees on Rockland 
avenue, which they said interfered 
with the lineman rewiring their line.

Mr. Goward also called attention to 
the interference of trees with the com­
pany's wires on certain other streets.

The park superintendent will look 
into these matters.

The secretary of the Vancouver parks 
board wrote offering to exchange an 
aviary of some 30 birds for two pair of 
swans or as many as the local board 
could supply.

Superintendent England thought that 
the supply of hen birds was very lim­
ited, and the matter will have to be 
considered.

Mr. England said that one swan had 
been killed recently by colliding with 
a trolley wire at Esquimalt, whither 
the bird had winged its flight.

The superintendent’s report was read 
and adopted. It dealt with the work 
accomplished during the year.

The regulations for the conduct of the 
board's business were adopted in prin­
ciple, and will be forwarded to the city 
solicitor, who will draw up the neces- 
sa-j by-law.

The disposition of the five feet of land 

on the south side of the Garbally road, 
between Gorge road and Saanich road, 
which the late Arthur Porter willed to 
the city for street purposes on certain 
conditions, which, however, apparently 
the city has not fulfilled, is one of the 
questions that is now engaging the at­
tention of the city council. The land 
was willed to the city by the late 
Mr. Porter, who stipulaed that the city 
should avail itself of the bequest with­
in six months, and that it should grade 
the strip and move back and re-erect 
the street fence and keep it in repair 
for tÿree years from the date of his 
death. If the city did not fulfil these 
conditions the property was to go to 
Josepha and Carolina Steiner.

The city was duly notified of the be­
quest and its terms within a couple of 
weeks of Mr. Porter’s death, and the 
matter was referred to the city engin­
eer’s department, but for some reason 
nothing further was done about it. A 
few weeks ago E. M. Johnson, who is 
acting for the estate, applied to have 
the land registered in the name of 
Josepha and Carolina Steiner under the 
terms of the will, and S. Y. Wootton, 
registrar-general, at once notified the 
city, giving it a week in which to lodge 
an objection. The matter was referred 
to the city solicitors, who reported that 
the city engineer had told them on in­
quiry that the terms of the will had 
never been communicated to him, and 
the solicitors advised that a more favor­
able arrangement could possibly be 
made by accepting the bequest. 
Johnson has in consequence written to 
the council, setting forth his side of 
the case, but the letter was referred 
direct to the city engineer without be­
ing read at a c^ncil meeting, a prac­
tice that is followed in regard to many 
communications this year.

The opinion of Mason & Mann, city 
solicitors (solicitors’ opinion) to which 
Mr. Johnson takes strong objection, 
reads as follows:

“I always keep the street in 
front of my premises clean and tidy, 
and 1 Know others who do likewise, but 
then again. I have neighbors who 
don’t.’*’

“You’ll have to change your methods 
of putting down your streets,” cried the 
chairman, John Arbuthnot. “if you ever 
want to make a city of this place. Your 
streets are too highly crowned, and 
people drive on the centre alone, and 
consequently the weeds grow up all 
along the sides where there is no traf­
fic.”
