{BIG CRASH ON

NEW YORK 'CHANGE

ACCOUNTS OF BROWN & CO.
GREATLY COMPLICATED

Investigation Into Ultra Fren-
zied Transactions May
Be Held.

New York, Aug., 26.—The work o
clearing up the tangled affdirs of th-ﬂ‘
stock exchange firm of A, O, Brown
& Co., whose suspension was announced
vesterday, after one of the most ex-
traordinary bursts of speculation ever
known on the New York exchange, be-
gan to-day. It was expected also that
the appointment of a special investi-
gating committee of five members of
the board of governors of the exchange
to inquire into the remarkable trans-
actions on the floors of thé exchange
on Saturday, would be announced to-
day.

The governors of the stock exchange
plan  to make this . investigation
thorough. So involved are the accounts
of the suspended firm that it is be-
lieved sevéral days’ work will be . re-
quired before the assignee can estimate
the liabilities and assets. These .ac~
counts were greatly complicated by the
buying for the account of the sus-
pended firm, of stock which they sold
to other brokers and were unable to
deliver. The losses which the firm suf-
fered under this process will swell ;ts
total Habilities and add greatly to the
work of the assignee.

Nervous Thrill,

New York, Aug. 25.—The failure of
the big brokerage firm of A. O, Brown
& Company for a sum possibly esti-
mated as running well above $1,000,000
sent a nervous thrill through the stock
market to-day. Coming as a climax
to the bewildering trading in last Sat-
ur'day’s market, the suspension created
an extraordinary degree of public in-
terest, but was looked upon by high
stock exchange interests as offering an
early solution of the tangle growing out
of the most remarkable two hours’ ses-
sion the New York Stock Exchange has
known in many years. There was no
question in Wall street this afternoon
that the situation created by to-day’'s
failure could easily be taken care of.

The transactions of A, O. Brown &
Company covered nearly 7 per cent. of
the trading in the sensational weéek-
end session of the stock market, and it
was stgted officially®* by a member of
the firm to-day that delivery had been
made on only 275,000 of the more than
700,000 shares handled. How many of
the outstanding shares represent the
dealings of cr<tomers and how many
were carried on the firm's account it
was_ impossible to learn.

GOOD PROGRESS IS MADE
WITH HARVESTING

Weather Continues Most Fa-
vorable Throughout Ca-
nadian Northwest.

Winnipeg, Aug. 25.—The weather in
the Canadian northwest continues most
favorable, cutting and threshing being
in full swing.

Seven cars of new wheat were in-
spected yesterday, two cars grading
No. 1 Alberta red, three cars No. 1
northern and the other two grading
No. 2 northern, The wheat is all of a
very fine quality, welghing from 62 to
64 pounds to the bushel. It is expected
that deliveries will be large by the
first of next week, if the dry weather
continues.

Yields are in many instances turning
out much beyond expectations. A large
field of fall wheat which has been
threshed on the Settler branch gave
32 bushels to the acre, and a field of
1,200 acres in the vicinity of Granum
actually threshed 40 bushels per acre.

Temperatures have continued Ilow
during the past few hights throughout
most of Manitoba and Saskatchewan,
ybut frost has been recorded only at
scattered points, and not severe enough
to do material damage, the lowest tem-
perature being 29, at Kamsack.

Good progress is being made with
harvesting in South Alberta, where
the crop is undamaged, and will aver-
age high. Cutting will be general this
week throughout the spring wheat
country, present prospects being for
a mixteen or seventeen-bushel crop .on
the average.

MURDERED IN
A LONELY W00D

GENERAL’S WIFE VICTIM
OF MYSTERIOUS CRIME

Tragedy Enacted Near London,
- Eng.—Dead Body
Rifled.

London, Aug, 25. —The wife of Major-
General Charles Edward Luard was
mysteriously murdered yesterday af-
ternoon in a desolate wood near Seven-
oaks, which is a short distance butside
of London. No trace of the murderer
has been found, but -the motive appar-
ently was robbery, valuable rings hav-
ing been taken from the woman’s fin-
gers.

The circumstances surrounding the
tragedy are inexplicable. The general
and his wife were about to go on 2a
holiday, and the general suggested that
they walk from their residence at
Ightham Knoll, a short distance to the
golf links to fetch some things which
they needed from the club house.

They started at 2 p.m., making a
short cut through the woods. Half way
along, Mrl Luard, becoming tired,
declared’ her intention to return home.
The general proceeded alone to the club
housé and returned to his house by
another route. Finding that his wife
had not returned home, he set out in
search of her, and was horrified to find
her lying face downward in a pool of
blood at the place where she had short-
ly before left him.

Mrs. Luard had been shot with a re-
volver, one bullet entering the temple
and another striking her behind the
ear. The second shot seemingly was
fired after the women had fallen. Her
bhat had been pulled back, and three
rings were taken from her fingers, Her
dress ‘also was torn almost from her
body.

The club house is a mile distant from
any dwelling. A farm hand heard shots
in' that direction about 3.30 p.m., or
about one hour after the general had
left his wife. Mrs, Luard was about 58
years of age.

Major-General Luard is a retired offi-
cer of the Royal Engineers, He entered
the army in 1857, and was executive
officer in London during the Fenian
disturbance of 1867. He devised; the
scheme for the rearmament of Gibral-
tar. He founded the society of minia-
ture rifle clubs in 1901, and the Patri-
otic Society in 1907. In 1875 he married
the youngest daughter of g‘homas
Hartley, of Gillfeet, Cumberland.

Bloodhounds on Trail.

Seven Oaks, Eng., Aug. 25.—(Later.)—
There has been no arrest in connection
with the murder of the wife of Major
General Luard at a summer house in
the forest near here yesterday. The
woods have recently been infested with
tramps. The police have been furnish-
ed with the description of a man re-
ported to have been seen leaving the
woods yesterday and they are looking
for him. They will try to pick up his
trail with bloodhounds.

BASEBALL KILLS HIM.

New York, Aug. 25.—Struck on the head

BANDIT HOLDS UP
EIGHT COACHES

MAKES RICH HAUL FROM
SIX SCORE PASSENGERS

Remarkably Darihg Exploit in
Yellowstone Park—Takes
Candy From Girls.

Lake Hotel, Yellowstone Park, Wyo.,
Aug, 25.—The most daring hold-up in
the west in many  years occurred yes-
terday within the boundary of Yellow-
stone Park. The work was done by a
ione highwayman and the passengers
were absolutely helpless in his hands as
no guns are permitted in the park to
cither . drivers or tougists. From the
statement of a passengér it is estimated
that approximately $2,0004in cash was
obtained; drafts worth $10,000 and other
papers, besides & rich haul in watches
and jewelry.

In all twenty-one coaches left  the
Upper Geyser basin yesterday morning.
The highwayman —was encountered
about five miles further on af a lonely
point along the Bankse Spring creek,
a tributary of the Fire river. The creek
is lined with bushes.

The first lot of coaches, numbering
seven and following each other closely,
passed the place unharmed. There was
a gap between that and the next lot
following. As the first of the eight
came along the highwayman stepped
from the bushes and ordered the driver
to halt: He did not melest any of the
drivers, but warned each not to start
his team or he would be shot. The last
coach contained five young ladies, The
highwayman obtained very little from
them, but stopped long enough to ap-
propriate some candy. In all about 125
people were held up but not all of these
euffered losses.

As quiekly as possible after a tele-
phone message was. received at the
Thumb station, word was sent to the
soldiers and a detail started after him.

The man is described as about five
feet eight inches high and having blu-
ish grey eyes, bristling grey whiskers
and acted either as a man who was
short of breath or a consumptive. He
carried an automatic rifle and used
smokeless powder.

SEATTLEITES MAKE
GOOD INVESTMENT IN B. C.

Property Near Atlin Has De-
veloped Into Rich Min-
ing’ Claim.

Seattle, Aug. 24—Councilman J. M.
Sparksman, Charles G. Helfner and
Thomas Daulton, together with six
other prominent Seattle business and
professional men, have been advised
that an investment they made in the
Atlin district - of British .- .Columbia
about a year ago had developed into
one of the richest mining claims in
that section of the country.

The news was brought to Seattle by
Mr. Helfner, who paid his first visit to
the holdings of the Seattle men a week
ago, and the samples of ore he brought
back with him mined in a crude way,
marks the property as one of the most
valuable in which Seattle men have
ever been interested.

Councilman Sparkman and his asso-
ciates own 145 acres, seventeen miles
from Atlin. Eighty acres of the hold-
ing is in a beach ‘claim, while .the re-
mainder is along Ruby creek, supplied
from Surprise lake, and fadmirably situ-
ated for sluicing purposes, Improve-
ments on the eclaim have not been ex-
tensive since the Seattle men became
the owners, but hydraylic machinery is
to be installed and the property devel-
oped by the most modern methods. The
creek will supply all of the water need-
ed with a grade of from § to 6 per cent,

At the time the property was pur-
chased by the present owners the de-
velopment had resulted in $6 to the
cubic yard from a fifty-foot shaft. This
output has been increased to $9 per
cubic yard of heavy, clear gold. The
samples brought back by Mr. Heifner
welighed out $600 of as clear gold as has
ever been brought .to Seattle, either
from British Columbia or Alaska,

The nine men interested in the prop-
erty have arranged to incorporate and
put in sufficient machinery to work the
property at the lowest cost.

“I would not care to say that we
will make millions out of the property,”

WORKMEN BURIED
AMID DEBRIS

NUMBER DIE WHEN
: WALL COLLAPSES

Disaster at Chelsea, Mass.,
Fatal to Foreigners—Three
Bodies Recovered.

e

Chelsea, Mass., Aug. 25.—A thirty-
foot brick wall for a building which is
being erected in Chelsea Square to re-
place one burned in the fire last April,
collapsed to-day and buried more than
a score of workmen. Three bodies were
taken out in the first half hour, and
fifteen men, more or less injured, were
removed to the U. S. Marine hospital,
where it was reported that several
would die. Nearly all the workmen
were foreigners.

The wall was being built next to the
Park hotel, which escaped destruction
in the April conflagration. The property
had formerly been a four-story build-
ing with a pitched roof, and was one
of the last to be burned in the fire. A
gang of over 20 men were at work on
the wall this morning, and 15 men were
on the staging about 35 feet from the
ground laying bricks when the whole
structure suddenly toppled over. carry-
ing with it all the men on the staging
and crashing down on many more who
were working in the cellar below.

For a few seconds after the crash
only clouds of dust could be seen, but
when the people, who were passing on
the street, rushed to the spot, the
shrieks and cries of injured began to
be heard.

An alarm was rung in and in a min-
ute the police hurried across the square
from the station only a few hundred
feet away, and the work of rescue be-
gan immediately. The police.are mak-
ing arrangements for investigation.

Ten minutes before the wall colluxbed
Frank Weymouth, a newly appointed
inspector of buildings, visited the site
and detected what he thought to be a
weakness in the wall, and ordered all
work stopped at once.. Weymouth
stated that large holes had been made
in the wall for timbers and that it was

‘badly undermined.

NEW COPPER STRIKE,

Wilson Bros. and O. N. Resiter have
made. what appears to be a strike of
real importance at a point about flve
miles northwest of the telegraph trail
near McGuiness’ ranch, says the cur-
rent issue of the Bulkley Pioneer. They
were on their way to Babine lake, but
finding the country very hard to get
through, made their way back to the
trail for an attempt at gnother point.
The large ore samples brought down
look exceptionally good for surface
rock.

DUTY OF THE WEST.

The people of Canada, and particu-
larly the people of Western—Canada,
are not particularly concerned, on the
eye of a Dominion genera] election, in

'the prospects of success of any poli-

tical party. ~But there are principles
at stake. as between Libéralism and
Conservatism which are of special im-
port to .the great body of .the people
in this western section of Canada. In
the House of Commons, just a few
days before prorogation, Hon. George
E. Foster inquired, on behalf of &
clique of  Fastetn manufagturers,
whether it was the intention of the gov-
ernment to increase the duties upon
woollen goods. Mr. Foster, who would
probably be Finance Minister in &
Tory administration, complained on
behalf of his clients that they were
being ruined by the competition of
British and German manufacturers of
the class of products mentioned. The
inference to be drawn from this high
protectionist’s remarks was that if he
had the power, the petitioners he re-
presented would be given ‘‘adequate
protection.” The protection they en-
joy at present ranges from 25 to 50 per
cent., according to the country from
which the consumers of woollens in
this country draw their supplies. The
position of the consumer therefore is
that he must pay about one-third more
for goods which are essential to his
health and his comfort in this country
than he would be required to pay if
the market were absolutely’ open to
the competition of the world. If he
buys Canadian goods the 25 or 50 per
cent. bonus, as the case may, be, goes
into the pockets of the manufactur-
ers.. If he buys British or foreign
goods, the tax goes into the Dominion
treasury. Yet the manufacturer says
he is not receiving ‘‘adequate protec-
tion.” He wants to be in a position to
put at least half a dollar in his pocket
for every dollar’'s worth of goods he
sells. And he wants the market all to
himself. He would have competition
from outside sources completely elim-
ingted. He claims he cannot exist un-
less his demands shall be complied
with. The Conservative party has vir-
tually pledged itself to meet his de-
sires.

That is the situation at this day as
between the Liberal government and
the Conservative party which claims
to possess in an eminent degree the
genius of govermment.  If ig an issue
which should receive the deepest con-
sideration of the people of Canada, and
especially of the people of Western
Canada, who claim with justice that
the cost of living is already too high,
and that notwithstanding increased
wages the problem of making ends
meet is a very perplexing one. The
Conservative party, realizing that it is
best these things should be hidden
from the people, is endeavoring to con-
cea] its fiscal position behind a great
cloud of so-called scandals in connec-
tion with administration of départ-
ments. But it has not succeeded. In
Ontario the farmers have been droused
to actian by the insatiable greed of
the manufacturers who are supporting

the Conservatives, They have formed

Liberals at Ottawa left us entirely to
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‘a league for the purpose of more ef-
fectually .combatting the demands of
the high protectionists. They point
out that in these days when there is
a4 general uprising  against trusts,
combinations and guilds whose ob-
jects ape rooted in public speliation,
the return of a protectionist govern-
ment in Canada would be one of the
greatest calamities that could possibly
befall a country which has realized by
experience in the last dozen years the
benefits that follow relief from fiscal
oppression. There is no question that
the agriculturists of the Northwest
will join in this eminently sane move-
ment. The consumers of British Co-
lumbia, who include all classes of the
population, would gain less and lose
more than the people of any part of
Canada by a reversion to the old dis-
credited order, should Heartily co-
operate in this twentieth century cru-
sade, and vote for decreased rather
than increased taxation. They ought
to realize above all others in Canada
that the abolition of the British pref-
erence or any measure of a kindred na-
ture would be antagonistic to their best
interests,

THIRTY BUSHELS PER °
ACRE ON THE AVERAGE

Visitor Back From Trip to
"~ Brandon Tells of Desire
to Live Here

P

That thirty bushels per acre on the
average will be the extent of the crop
in Manitoba at an average of §l1 per
bushel with 12,000 men already in the
country between Moosejaw and Bran-
don and more en route to-handle the

the city by S. J. Miller of the Imperial
hotel, who returned here two days ago
after a trip through the wheat country
as far east as Brandon. The gﬁ_timate
made by Mr, Miller is on actual sight
and from sample threshing which he
has witnessed, and given goed weather,
the harvest will this year be round
thirty bushels, or twice the average of
past years,

Mr. Miller went through to Brandon
with the remains of D. C, McKinnon,
who recently died here after a prolong-
ed illness, and after attending to the
estate of the deceased, which amounted
to some $75,000, he spent some time in
visiting the district surrounding; jour-
neying for thirty miles south, ten miles
north and twelve miles west of Bran-
don. Every direction gave the same
results.  He. tells of sample threshings
that were made of wheat which gave
thirty-one “bushels, oats which gave
fifty-three bushels, and others in like
proportion. Dealers, "says Mr, Miller,
are at the present time offering as high
as $1 per bushel for crops of 800 and
1,000 acres. The general opinion among
the farmers is that there will be an av-
erage of at least thirty bushels for the
season. Help is flocking in from all
parts of the country. Prosperity is seen
everywhere, all the hotels in the towns
passed through are full and all towns
appear brisk and prosperous. All trains
are loaded to the limit with harvest
hands,

Mr, Miller was surprised to hear so
much talk in the east of Victoria, espe-
cially among the wealthy class of farm-
ers, who are dispcsing of their invest-
ments to come out west and locate per-
manently. All the farmers whom he
jeft there eleven years ago are now, he
declares, men in the way of wealth, who
claim they have made the money in the
last eight years. Between Rapid City
and Brandon he.estimated from reports
received by him that there are 500
farmers who are negotiating the sale of
their lands to journey westivard, and
in the mouths of all is the name of Vic-
toria. He answered dozens of inquir-
ies personally as to the desirability of
residence in Victoria and found all with
whom he met eager to learn more of
the western portion of Canada. On the
train he accompanied a party of Amer-
icans who were; Jogking over the situa-
tion with a Vview .to investment, and a
comparison of reports elicited the in-
formation that they had heard noth-
ing but the best. wherever they had
been.

SALMON PACK :
EXCEEDS EXPECTATIONS

Output During Season ‘on Co-
|  lumbia—10 Fishermen
: . "Lose Their Lives."

Astoria, Ofe,, Aug. 26.—At noon yes-
terday the Columbia river spring fish-
ing season closed, and results as shown
by approximate estimates are much
better than have generally been expect-
ed. All classes of fishermen prospered.
The gillnetters did not do as well as
last season, but even the inside traps
at Baker's bay made money, and there
is not a'seining ground on the river but
what came out ahead, with the excep-
tion of a few that started late. There
is a dropping off of the mild-cured pack.
This was due largely. to the lack of
comfnercial demand. There was an ex-
tremely large run of steelheads during
the latter part of the season. The last
pack of steelheads graded better than
the similar pack of chinooks, being
much richer in oil and of higher color.

On the basis of four-dozen one-pound
tails to the case, there were packed
223,300 cases, which is about . 30,000
cases in excess of last year. Segre-
gated, this pack is as follows:

NEW CARS ARE COMING °
FOR VICTORIA LINES

General - Manager Sperling
Says They Are Being Built
in New Westminster.

(From Thursday’s Daily).

R. H, Sperling, general manager of
the B. C. Electric railway .company,
while in Victoria yesterday, announced
that the company is having a-number
of new cars constructed at the shop in
New Westminster for use in this
city. These he said would arrive in Vic-
toria shortly and would at once be put
in commission. He also said that the
storage battery for the operation of the
car system, which the company intend-
ed to.install.with a view to equalising
the distribution of current thereby giv-
ing a more even service, had been ship-
ped and would be in operation early in
November. At the present time the car
service was fed direct from the power
house at Goldstream but when the new
battery had been installed all the power
for this purpose will pass through it,
being. drawn off as required. At present
when a number of cars happened to be
on grades in different parts of the city
at the same time the service suffered
from lack of power. Under the new sys-
tem there would be enough power in
reserve in the storage battery to meet
all such demands and also to keep the
system running while any ordinary
breaks in the power line from Gold-
stream were being repaired.

Regarding the company’s schemes on
the mainland, Mr. Sperling said that
the Sumas dyking work was soon to
be commenced. When it was completed
33,000 acres of good land would have
been reclaimed. The plans would be
finished within a month immediately
after which the contract would be let.
The undertaking would be completed,
he expected, by Sept., 1910, when the
new Chilliwack line would also be ready
for operation. The cost of the dyking
work would be about $750,000, but when
completed it would be a permanent
work and the cost of maintenance
would practically nil, for there
would be no pumping as in other such
works. The plans called for carrying
the water of the Chilliwack river into
the Fraser through an artifical channel
passing through Sumas lake en route.

Good progress was being made on the
company’'s new line -from New Waest-
minster to” Chilliwack. The 'portion be=
tween New Westminster and Cloverdale
a distance of about 13 miles, would be
ready for the rails in October and it
was possible that this line might be
operated this year. The contract for the
Cloverdale-Abbotsford section had been
iet to Ironsides,  Rannie & Campbell
and this work will be pushed forward
with the least possible delay.

‘Skeeha is reported to be 23,000 cases

each, and at Bella Coola, 6,000 cases.

The Vadso brought down 200 Chinese
who had finished the season’s work at
the various canneries, and also a num-
ber of saloom passengers. She sailed
north again at noon to-day with a big
cargo of general freight.

STILL WAITING ON
PROPERTY OWNERS

City Council Does Not Yet
Know Kind of Pavement
Wanted on Wharf Street.

It is now practically certain that
Store and Wharf streets will not be
paved this year, owing to the fact the
owners of property along the former
have not yet informed the city counéil
what kind of roadway they desire,
whether wooden blocks, vitrified brick,
tar macadam or straight macadam.
Until the property owners do this the
council can do nothing in the way of a
new roadway. It is now some months
since the council asked those interested
for their wishes in the matter, but these
haye not been forthcoming. Had the
counci] been given an answer in reason-
able time Store street could have been
paved this year for the 12 inch pipes
for both the domestic water supply and
the high pressure salt water system are
now on hand and are being laid. The
work of paving could, therefore, have
been proceeded with at once, The mains
for both water system are also to be
laid in Stere street at once but it is
doubtfu]l if the paving on this street
will be undertaken this year.

In connection with the choice of a
roadway for Wharf street, it is pointed
out that if the matter is not settled im-
mediately it will be impossible to block
pave that thoroughfare this year as the
wet weather will soon be here. Were
vitrified brick adopted, however, the
wet weather would not interfere with
the work in any way, but further delay
will prevent either being gone on with.

An effort is to be made to get Govern-
ment street, between Fisguard and
Johnson street, Broughton street be-
tween Wharf and Douglas, and Broad
street between Broughton and Fort,
paved this year in addition to Courtney
between Wharf and Douglas street. To
do this the pipes for the salt water
system are to be laid without delay.
The paving of Gordon street will be
held over until next year as there is a
lot of blasting to be done, a work which
can be carried out in'the winter as well
well as at any other time,

When the paving works mentioned
above have been completed it will mean
that practically every foot of street in
the section of the city lying between
Douglas street and the Water front,
from Fisguard street to the Causeway
will 'be paved.' The exceptions will be
Cormorant street, between Store street
and. Douglas; Broad, between Johmson
and Cermorant; Pandora between Gov-
ernment and Douglas, and View street
between Broad and Douglas. These with
the" exception ¢of View street are likely
to be paved next year. The idéa of the
city council is that the paving can be
gradually extended from this central
net work, Douglas street probably being
done next year if the property owners

,along it will agree to the work going

ahead. One extension from the centre
ot thé city already provided for is that
of ‘Beélleville street between the south
end of the Causeway and St. John
street, thus giving a first class road-
way from the inner harbor to the centre
of the city, for the causeway is to be
paved next year, and also a large por-
tion of the road from the outer wharf
to the business section.

At the present time the city engi-
neer’s department has a gang of men at
work repairing the pavement in places
where blocks have given out. In ad-
dition Fort street is to be repaved be-
fore the wet season arrives,

Col, Prior has returned from a six
months holiday in England and other
parts. of Europe, The time was enjoy-
able spent by him and Mrs Prior except
for a two weeks sickness which befel
Mrs, Prior and which marred the plea-
sure for a time,

The conditions in England greatly
pleased the Col. and while he maintains
a deep love for Victoria he nevertheless
cannot close his eyes tc the fact that
England and especially London offers
wonderful. advantages in the way of
living. .ondon is a gay place, he says,
and life is enjoyed by the residents.
Business men seem satigfied to work
short hours and then forget all about
their work and spend a happy time.

Then with regard to poverty and
want, he says that London differs ma-
terrally from cities of other countries
in Europe. There has been a great
change in the metropolis of the empire
with respect to the housing of the poor
and general attention to there wants.
The result is that abject poverty is not
now in evidence as in former years
which makes London so much the bet-
ter. The Col. says, he saw practically
no want among the classes in London.
The city is the best equipped in the
world, he believes from a sanitary
stand point.

In contrast with it in this respect are
the towns and cities of Italy where
want is too much in evidence among a
large class.

With respect to the financial situation
ir the Old Land, he says, that the
financial institutions have an abund-

ance of money on hand and are seek- |

ing investiments at very low rates. The
same conditions prevail in New York.
In spite of this, however, their is a dif-
ficulty in getting funds for good legiti-
mate business enterprises, It will ap-
rarently take a little time to overcome
all these difficulties connected with the

The cause of the assignment is stat-
ed to have been the refusal of the
banks to give the firm the usual daily
certification to take care of their busi-
ness, also the attitude taken by the
officials and members of the New York
stock exchange.

“The firm’s position was strong,”
adds Mr. Buchanan in his formal ex-
planation, “and it was perfectly able
to meet all'obligation. Fair treatment
would have enabled them easily to
avoid any trouble,” and he adds, “that
all the losses sustained were due to the
bidding up during the operations of
buying in the stock that they were to
deliver.”

CHIEF DEVITT
LEAVES MIDWAY

HAS STARTED TO
FOLLOW UP TRAIL

Expects Pursuit of Men Who
Shot Thomet Will Be
Difficult.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

A telegram was received this morn-
ing by Superintendent Hussey, of the
provincial police, stating that W. J.
Devitt, chief constable at Nelson, had
arrived at Midway, and had left last
night to follow the trail of the two men
wh¢ shot and killed Charles Thomet,
a hotel proprietor in that town. The in-
formation was also given in the tele-
gram that Thomet had succeeded in
wounding one of the hold-up men, who
broke into his premises .on Tuesday
night, before he wag shot down him-
self,

The -dispatch further stated that it
seemed probable that the men had se-
cured horses on which to make their
escape, and if this is so it is probable
that they are already quite a distance
across the boundary. Superintendent
Hussey has instructed Devitt to issue
and circulate as expeditlously as pos-
sible printed circulars stating that the
department has offered a reward = of
$1,000 for the apprehension and convie-
tion of the criminals. These circulars
will be distributed on both sides of the
border in the vicinity of the murder,
and notice of the reward will be sent
to districts further removed by tele-
graph and telephone.

The victim  of the shooting is said to
have been once employed as special
constable at Midway during the con-
struction of the Canadian Pacific and
Great Northern railway ‘branches
through that town.
