To the Editor: A correspondent signing
Jhimself “Sic,” in your issue of yesterday
refers to the provincial. board of health
as composed of ‘‘persons
wholy unfitted to hold responsible posi-
‘tidns.?” ' Mo 80+ mild “p. statement as that
it is needless to reply, and, judging from
the tone of his letter, it would be futile
to expect any intelligent conception on his
part of the work that has been done and
stil  has to be done in this province in
connection ‘with sanitation and the improve-
:ment of the public health. Sanitation is as
yet in its infancy here, the public health
act not having bezn proclaimed until the
year 1895. Anyone may. judge for himself

‘by: referring .to their published’reports. ' I
krnow . nothing about the sewerage of ‘Nel-
son, "but as a medico from the other end
of the world, with no interest to serve, and
not intending to "pracfice here, I have
been much surprised at the advanced
methods being established for the suppres-
sion and stamping out of contagious and
infectious diseases .in British Columbia.
Fortunately there are few people to be
found nowadays who will deny that edu-
cating, the public in regard to matters-deal-
ing with the cause and prevention of dis-
eage is of incalculable importance. Statis-
tics all over the world prove, beyond con-

fourth of what it used to be. I am not very
ciear as to what “Sic’’” means by a ‘‘prac-
tical mechanic with a knowledge of con-
structien “as 'sanitary Jns?ectot.” Does he
mean a mechahnie, architect, plumber and
sanitary engineer, all rolled up in one, or
werely a ‘‘practical” man who knows how
to build a drain and lay a water pipe? The
subjects which necessarily belong to sani-
tary science are those dealing with food
and its adulteration; proper comstruction,
heating and ventilation of buildings; water,
its source and composition, etc.; pure air;
the disposa! of organic wastes, involving
sewerage and scavengering, to say nething
of disinfection, isolation, hygiene, etc. There
is work emough here indicated for the chem-
ist, the sanitary engineer, the physician,
the bacteriologist and ' the “‘practical me-
chanic.”

The letter is
dated Glenora, March 7th, and s as fol-
lows:

“Just a line to say that all is wel on the
banks of the blushing Stikine and all along
the all-Canadian ‘root’ to the Klondike.
I spell it ‘root,” because when you ence
hit the trail it’s a case of ‘root,hog, or die.’
In my opinion, a good many of the heavy
laden‘tollers now coming up the river will
quit . “rooting’”’ and take to dying as the
pagier job of the two, before they get their
g_r‘?b stakes afloat on Lake Teslin.

We had much snow.and much weather

and it took us ten days to travel and six or
seven w‘valtlng for the wind to blow past, to
make Glenora with about 125 pounds per
man.

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DOMINION HOUSE.

" The Senate Tackles the Yukoxi Rail-
way Bill and Hon., Mr.
Mills Speaks.

All the Arguments Against the Bill
Are Disposed of Without
Difficulty.

The House Discusses the Butter Export
Question at Considerable
Length.

Mr. Charlton’s Extraordinary Sunday
Newspaper Bill Meets a
Timely Death.

Ottawa, March 23.—The debate on the
second reading of the governments Yu-
kon railway bill was begun in the Sen-
ate yesterday. There was considerable
interest manifested in the discussion and
the galleries and space back of the bar
were crowded with interested spectators;

‘Lhe Hon. Mr. Miils said the bifl was
one of \immense importaunce to both the
country and the Senate. It had. been
passed by a large majority in the lower
house, which represented the people as
nearly  as the''¥ouse of ' Commons “smict
Confederation. In framing the bill the
government had properly gauged public
sentiment on the smnbject - of securing
railway communication with the Yukon
country when they decided to pay for
the rallway by a land grant instead. of
by a cash subsidy. There was a strong
feeling throughout the couutry against
any more of the public funds being ex-
pended in aid of railway construction.
Whis feeling was evidenced by the Jarge
»ote in the House of Commons in favor
of ‘this bili. The lands of the Yukon
districts were a part of the public, do-
main, and as such must be regarded as
a part of the public revenues. 'T'he dis-
position of those revenues was a, matter
which peculiarly belonged to the lower
house. The Sepate had no right to in.
itiate legislation dealing with. the public
revenues, nor had it the right to amend

such flegislation, The Senate could ap-
prove of or reject the present -bill, but i.
«could not make amendments. to it.

‘T'he. government had decided to aid in
the construction of this railway by a
subsidy of land. This grant 'of ‘lanc
came under the same constitutfonal priv-
i.ges as any other grant from the public
t. casury. The question as to whether
t « subsidy should have been in and or
sh was an academic ome  which the
uate had only 'a general interest in.
- did not propose to discuss the ques-
+a as to whether the work of construe-
.1 should have been commenced earlier
¢~ not. If any mistake had been made
¢+ that score it was the fault of the
& .ornment and did not affect: the ne-
cessity for the work being done. He
pointed out that the reports of Dr. Daw-
son aad Mr. Ogilvie, which were in the
possession of the government, while they
give much infermation regarding the
country, did not afford any information
on the subject of railway communica-
tion with Yukon. All the informatio1
en that subject had to be obtained by
the government after the extent of the
rush to the gold fields demonstrated that
~railway communication was a mhecessity.
He went on to show that since coming
into office the government had been call-
ed upen to assume heavy responsibilities
in the matter of providing railway com-
munieation to aid® in opening up the min-
eral resources of Canada. The rush of
miners to the Kootenay district in Brit
ish Columbia a few years ago had made
the construction of the Crow’s Nest Pass
rallway a necessity. Before that exte:
sive and costly work was completed the
necessity for constructing this railway
was ferced upon the government. In view
of the way the government had grap-
pled with both these questions he did
not _ think the administration could be
charged with dilatoriness. When the
rush of miners inteo the Yukon country
showed the necessity for securing imme-
diately railway communication thé gov-
ernment had acted as quickly as could
have been expected of them under the
circumstances. L%

In assuming the government of the Yu-
kon distriet for the purpose of maintain
ing law and order the government had
undertaken a task the enormity of which
was little understood. The expense of
administering affairs in that country was
greatly enhanced by the physical difficul-
fies which made free and easy access to
the country impossible. Those physical
obstacles were rendered more imsuperable
to Canada by the fact that the United
States had control of the easy gateways
into the country from the Pacific, slope.
“I'he politieal sitvation in Yukon was as
important as the commercial situation.
'he gevernment in deciding which route
it would select in building a railway into
that country had held the political con-
siderations as paramount. It was held
that it was a necessity that Canadg
should have a highway into that country
through her own territory. 1f she did
not have that she would have to depend
upon fhe goodwill of the people of the
United States whether the Canadian
trade’ passing into the Yukon countr;
would be submitted to duty or not.

The Boundary Dispute.

During the past few years towns had
sprung up at the head of the Lynn
Canal;’ near the entrancés to the passes
into Yukon. Canada contended that the
international boundary ran  along the
mountain peaks, but the American resi-
| dents of these towns had established
themselves and claimed for the United
States the ' territory as far inland as
Lake Bennett. The government, realiz-
ing the importance of possession in a case
of this kind, had stationed a consider-
able body -of Mounted Police in the pass-
es where the boundary was supposed to
run. At present that force which was
intended to preserve Chnadian rights
from being encroached upon had to de-
pend upon the good will of the United
NStates authorities.to obtain supplies and
ammunition over the passes. That per-
mission would be stopped at once in the
event of trouble, and if Canada had not
an all-Canadian route into the country
where would she stand in such a contro-
versy? With a population such as that
in the Canadian Yukon, which was not
more than a tenth Canadian, it could not
be expected that Canada would receive
any assistance in maintaining her rights
were they assailed. The people of Can-
ada were prepared to make sacrifices to
secure the maintenance- of Canada’s
rights in Yukon. The governmeht 'Was
sure that its policy met with the ap-
proval of the country. The intrigues of
aliens who were looking for adyantages
not identical with Canadian interests
should not be allowed to influence Can-
ada in taking measures to uphold Cana-
dian authority and protect Canadian in-
terests in the Yukon country.

Dealing with the land grant, Mr. Mills
could see no force in the contention that
the grant was too large. If the lands
had any agricultural value, he could under-
stand such a contention.  These lands, how-
ever, were utterly useless except for mining
purposes.. Only a small’ portion of the land
granted was of any use, for gold was
only found along the creeks and rivers.
The extent of the area was no indication
of the value of the land.

Discussing the question of quartz deposits
being found in' the Yukon, Mr. Mills: said
that prospecting for quartz was an ex-
ceedingly costly and ditlicult operation, in-
asmuch as the ground was covered with
a bed of moss two feet deep, which had
to be removed to show the color of the
ground.

The government, in awarding this con-
tract, did not want Messrs. Mackenzie &
Mann to fail in their undertaking. The
land grant was large, because the work
was immensely costly and difficult and the
government maintained tHat 1t was es-
sential to the preservation of the country
for Canada. He concluded by moving the
second reading of the bill.

After all the prophecy
which the opposition press had indulged
in before the session, how the govern-
ment were going to be grovnd into pow-
der and annihjlated by the onslaught and
disclosures of the opposition, Col. Baker
was amazed at the results, for nothing
had come out of it at all but the old
barrel organ tunes the opposition had
played over and over again for years.
In fact it would only be a waste of
breath to follow their worn out argu-
ments, but it would be far more profit-
able just to give a few concise state-
ments as to how the government had
administered the affairs of the ccuntry.
He would go back ten years to institute
comparisons, for in a province where
such rapid development was going on
and where necessarily the changes in a
few years were rapid, a period of only
three or four years would hardly give
a fair comparison. As a text for good
government he said that the incidence
of taxation should be as light as pos-
sible. The government had no right to
consider itself in the light of the direc-
torate of-a company and make a profit
out of the people. The duty of a govern-
ment was to administer affairs so that
the incideuce of taxation; "would be
light, and that the revenue and expen-
diture should meet each other as near as
possible.

Going back to 1886-7, and comparing
that with the year 1896-7, if he could
show that the expenditure on public
works had brought about an expansion
of the revenue, and that the incidence of
taxation is lighter, then it must be ad-
mitted that the government deserved
well from the country. During that per-
iod the total expenditure on public works
deducti g
from the revenue the land sales and the
Dominion subsidy, which counld. not be
regarded as ordinary revenue, the reve-
nue in 1896-7 was $1,054,145 and In
1886-7 $239,471, the i crease in 1896-7
being $&14.67+ Adding -to this the In-
crease of the per capita grant from the
Dominion, $30,438, the total revenue
shows an increase in eleven years of
$845.212, or 45.3 per cent. That in-
crease came about from the expenditure
on public works and was a highly satis-
factory showing for the government, as
no one could deny. These were the plain
figures and facts, The total expenditure
on public works from 1886 to 1896 was
$4.824.769. and in 1896-7 the total ex-
penditure had been $1,569,071, of which
$519,164 had been on public works.
Thus. the expenditure, not including
public works, was $1,049,907. In the
same year the revenue was $1,338,048,
so that deducting the revenue from the
expenditrre, exclusive of public works,

| there remained a balance of $333,141,

which would have been quite sufficient
had there been no extraordinary expen-
diture on public works, to keep up the
repairs on what public works were then
in existence. But, as he had already
shown, this large expenditure on public
works had enabled the revenue to.ex-
pand. and it was. too, at a very little
inerease of taxation, as he could prove.

Calculating the population of: the pro-
vince in 1889 ot 60,000, the taxation
was only. $2.29 per capita, and in 1897,
with a popalation of $100.000, $2.86 per
capita, a slight increase, but that In-
crease was to enable money to be bor-
rowed to be used in public works and so
become remunerative. g ;

or an average of $31,540 for each. To
take a similar average of all the mem-
bers weuld give a total of $1,040,820 for
public works this year, and the total of
the amount asked for by the members of
the opposition themselves was $410,400.

Several members called upon Col, Bak-
er to read the amounts asked for in the
government constituencies, but this he re-
fused to do. Particular enquiries were
made as to the expenditure asked for in
Hust Kootenay, and in tite chief commis-
sioner’s constituency, but no information
upon the matter was offered.

As to the iarge amount of work in
the educational department, Col. Baker
read the following figures to show the
large increase between the years 1886-7
and 1896-7. In 1886 the number of teach-
ers was 118; pupils enrolled, 5,345; aver-
age daily attendance, 2,837.38; cost of
each pupil enrolled, $16.5G; in 1896-7
number of teachers, 384; pupils enrolled,
15,798; average daily attendance, 9,099,.-
61: cost each pupil, $13.97. That, he
held, was a satisfactory showing.| 1t had
been sometimes said - that the'cost of
education in this proxinge was very ex-
travagant and shouldibé icnt down, but
he would give a state ' comparing it
rith C Yoghow that this
wasinot the case.

There was no
normal school in this province, and this
he considered a blot upon the educational
system, but he had for several years past
been anxious to get one and hoped to
have such an institution provided for next
session. When the province had a normal
school the provincial school system
would be equal to that of any country,

Mr. Williams asked Col. Baker if the
figures which he had given as the cost of
education per head included the amounts
spent upon education by the cities.

Col. Baker replied that they did mnot.
He then took up the remarks made by
Mr. Kidd upon the favoritism shown the
Scandinavians. ‘He denied that they re-
ceived any consideration which would
not be shown to any British subject. The
idea of the colonies was to enable the
settlers to raise enough produce together
so that it would pay a vessel to make
regular trips for their produce, and the
settlers thus ensured access to the mal‘l,{-
ots. He also defendled the government’s
action in raising the salaries ‘of the civil
servants. He justified this action by say-
ing that the government had been wait-
ed upon and urged to advance the
wages of the printers employed in the
cavernment office up to the regular scale.
He also explained with respect to the
asvlum for the insane, that the increase
in the number of the insane patients was
sv rapid and unprecedented that the gov-
ernment could not be expected to antici-
pate it. % :

Col. Baker said that the policy of the
government would contrast very favor-
ably with that of the opposition, for he
said that of their several platforms they
were all so rickety that only a few mem-
bers of the party could trust themselves
upon them at a time. ;

fp-defence of the government's policy
in'“the matter of railways, Col. Baker
said ..that the worth of the pohcy was
demonstrated in the fact that the gov-
ernment already had the guarantee of
one railway company to construct 400
miles of railway from Vancouver to
Robson. He said that this railway
would be built under the act of the leg-
islature which provided for the payment
of $4,000 per mile. He did not say
whether the bid would amount to $1,-
600,000 or not. :

Mr. Cotton had wished to decentralize
the government, but Col, Baker thought
that surély with the municipalities there
was all the local self-government that
was needed. The government side of
the house must feel pity for the leader
of the opposition with his followers of
divided views. Mr. Forster wanted sin-
gle tax, the middle member for Vancou-
wver wanted to deprive the leader of the
opposition of his' only Chinaman: Mr.
Cotton wanted state ownership of rail-
ways, the Liberal platform on one sids
and  the Conservative members on thr
other side were pulling at him and so
when he stands in the field of battle and
sees the serried ranks of the government
marching to victory he will with dismay
cry, “Carter Cotton, where are .my. le-
gions?”’ (Laughter and much applaase.)

On motion of Mr. Hume, the debate
was adjourned.

Hon. Mr. Martin informed Mr. Ved-
der that the logs were cleaned ont of
Vedder creck, on the recommendation of
Mr. Sproatt, government inspector, and
the work was carried out by the Lands
and Works Department to protect the
Vedder creek bridge.

Victoria, March 31st.

The house spent another day on the
budget. The featvre of the day’'s pro-
ceedings was the speech of- the - ex-
speaker, who gave his reasons for with-
drawing from the government party.
To these remarks Premier Turner
sought to make reply, but as he had al-
ready spoken upon the question he was
not given an opportunity.

Mr. Hume resumed the debate. He
produced a number of figures for the
purpose of showing that the district of
West Kootenay was discriminated
against. Mr. Hume discredited the
story that the miners of the province
had requested the government to allow
the tax upon themselves as laborers’ to
remain. In reply to the argument that
the tax upon mine laborers was the only
way in which the government coald
reach some 2,000 or 3,000 Chinese
miners, Mr. Hume said that he had yet
to- learn - where any such number of

Chinese were engaged in mining. He in- ¢

timated that they were probably employ-
ed in Oariboo, but this was denied by
Mr. Rogers, who said that not more than
100 Chinese were working in the mines
of that district. Mr. Hume then asked
the government why it discriminated in
its taxation of even Chinese. He said
that the Chinaman who worked about a
metaliferous mine was required to :pay
the tax, but the Chinese -employed in
the coal mines were overlooked, As an
illustration of the injusticg.of the present
system, Mr. Hume said.that the com-
bined collieries of Vancouver Island paid
but $27,417 in four years, and that dur-
ilg ‘that time they. mined ' something
over , 3,000,000 tons of. coal. Had the
coal mines been taxed upon their output
in the same manner as the precious me-
tal mines they would have paid $150,-

; e R

. 982 in . thEes, ‘instedd of $21,417 in the

four years, There were also some 10,938
miners employed in connection with
these collieries, and if they had paid the
mining tax. it. would have amounted: to
$54,690,, These two sums would give a
total of $211,622 which under similar
circumstances the coal mines would have
contributed. to the revenue.® Instead the
contributions were only $27,417, so that
there was lost to the province under the
present system, as compared with the
government’s system in Kootenay, $184,-
204 in the four years. .With respect to
the allowance made by the government
for an inspector of mines, Mr., Hume
said that $125 a month was not a good
foreman’s wages in Kootenay.  He sog-
gester that the government should in-
crease the amount or Mr. MeGregor
would not be able to pay living expenses
out of the salary provided for his office.
Mr. Hume moved the following amend-
ment to the motion *“That the speaker
do now leave the chair:" That all the
words. after ‘“That” be struck out, and
the following inserted: “whereas the ®sti-
mates of revenue- and expenditure, as
submitted, show that the estimated ex-
penditure exceeds by. $539,222.30 the es- !

shows. an_ overdraft of $199.254,05 at:

estimates of expenditure generally show
the most complete disregard of economy:
And whereas the administration of the
affairs of the province has not been car-|
ried on in such a way as to best con-
serve‘ the public interésts: Therefore, !
the ‘government has forfeited all claim
to the confidence of this house and,
country.”, . |

Mr. Forstér seconded the amendment.
In the first part of his rémarks he dealt |
with the finances of the province. He
said that there was at present a deficit
of about $240,000, and that the same
would” continue to grow  until-the ‘end of
time, Instead of this very large deficit
he reminded the members that Premler‘
Turner had promised a surplus of $285,- |
000. The government’s = election baltsl
then received the attention of the mem-
ber for Delta;

he said that he thought if the govern-
ment applied any such rule it would wipe
out the taxation of the collieries alto
gether. ' It must not be forgotten that
Nanaimo mining division was developing
fast as a summary of the work done in
the Nanaimo office showed. There had
been 710 free miners’ certificgtes issued,
1,157 mineral claims recorded, 287 certi-
ficates of work recorded and a revenue
had been received from these and similar
mining items of $10,025 during last year.
On Texada Island there were mountains
of iron ore from which iron had been
muade which was proved to be the best
in the world. So good was this iron that
the castings on one of the Unifed States
new battleships, the Philadelphia, had
been made exclusively of iron from Tex-
ada Island ore and double the price was
paid for this owing to its superior qual-
ity. There was every reason to pel:eve
that in the near future the smelting of
Texada Island ore would be one of the
leading industries on the coast and at
sucha figure -that it can meet inferior
iron at the same cost.

He
thought that thé présent stock of elec-
tion flies would :déubtless be added to
as the election drew- near. It might be
that the dry dock would be brought to
life at Vancouver and the British Pa-
cific railway at Victoria, and the nor-
mal school as a double bait for Vancou-
ver and Victoria. In dealing with the
Boundary Creek railway matter, Mr.
Forster said that there was every in-
dication that the government would not
be able to secure the building of the
western end of the road. He said that
from the general trend of the remarks
of the ministers fupon the subject, the
only portion of the road for which there
was any prospect of construction was
that portion from Penticton to Rossland.
In discussing the disastrous floods of the
Fraser river he said that it did not look
well for the members of the government
to east up to the tarmers of the Fraser
River valley their obligations on’ account
of what had been done on their behelf
during the floods, He said that the gov-
erhment had willingly made itself re-
sponsible for the damage done by the
flood, since it had refused to accept any
aid on behalf of the sufferers from the
people of Eastern Canada. Mr. Forster
said that the amount expended by.the
gowernment was subsecribed four times
oxer. but the government prevented the
people from taking advantage of it.
Such being the case he said it looked
very small for a government to take ad-
vintage of the hardship of the people
and intimate that because they had been
sided they should be compelled to vote
for the government. Mr. Forster said
that the statement made by the chief
commissioner with respect to the Heinze
rdilway charter in Boundary put the
leader of the government in a very bad
position, The commissioner informed the
people of Boundary Creek that the mem-
hars of the opposition by preventing
Heinze securing the cash as well as the
land bonus had prevented the railway
from being built. He reminded the house
that the premier had assured the mem-
bers that there.was no intention of al-
lowing Heinze to secure both the cash
and the land subsidies. The statement
of’ the chief commissioner put another
face upon the matter. It was evident
that the finance minister intended that
Heinze should get both subsidies, and if
so, how could this other statement be
rveconciled. In defence of the requisi-
tions asked for by the members of the
opposition, Mr. Forster said that the
people demmanded  large - appropriations
because they knew that the great quad-
rennial potlatch was ¢n.- They recog-
nized that the government did not spend
money according to the requirements of
the country, but according to their politi-
cal necessities, The federal govern-
nient, however, had stopped the Indian
potlatch, and it would be a good thmg if
the political potlatch was also stopped.
He thought, compared with the Indian
potlatch, the political potlatch was the
worst, because the Indians gave away
their own property and the government
in its political potlatch gave away the
nroperty of the people. With respect te
the salarv provided for the inspector of
mines. Mr. Forster said that the mem-
ber. for Nanaimo City should have at
least $150 per month for the services he
had rendered to the goverpment. He
said if the government would make the
change from $125 to $150 he would sup-
port it. = With respect to the opposition
policy upon railways Mr. Forster ex-
plained that there was no desire to pre-
vent the building of railways anywhere,
but there was objection merely to the
government policy in the matter, He
said that the present policy of the gov-
ernmént was to take, all the risks for
the province and allow the railway com-
panies to take all the profits without an
risk. - The action of Colonel Baker ‘in
taking an active part in the last general
election, in which he had a direct per-
sonal interest, was then commented up-
on in very strong terms by Mr. Forster.
He said that such action constituted a
betrayal of the interests of the people.
Mr. McGregor made a good speech in
defence of the government. He explain-
ed that previous fo his own election the
city of Nanaimo had been represented by
an opposition member and that he had
never made an application for necessary
public works. The effect of this was
that the city was in very much need of
public works and the government had -
seen the necessity for complying with
his requisition. As matters stood, he
said, that the city of Nanaimo lacked
some $8,000 or $9,000 of having been as
well treated as the district of Westmins-
ter. With respect to the tax upon work-
ing miners, Mr. McGregor said that he
was not in favor of keeping the tax up-
on working miners unless they desired to
take up claim8. "There was.no chance to
do this in thé coal mining and therefore
no tax was imposed, but in-the Koote-
nay a miner was threatened with falling
over a- Le Roi mine almost every day.
Taking up the argument that the .gov-
ernment should impose a duty of one per
cent. upon the profits of the coal mines,

to a certain extent. He was under the
tutelage of the hon. member for Comox
(a laugh) and he thqught that his mind
was .gradually emerging from the _condl-
tion- of mental eclipse Into which it had
snuk while he was in the chair. The
debate on the general policy of the gov
ernment had heen conducted with much
good feeling and ability, especially on
the opposition side of the house. He felt
bound to say that, for it seemed to him
that the government were having a hard
uphill fight to defend their policy aga'lgsq
the sharp assaults of the enemy. The
debate, viewed from every standpoint,
told heavily agalnst the government.
(Hear, ‘hear.) 'T'he printed record as
laid before the house in the form of
estimates of npeceipts and expenditures
for the fiscal year ending 30th June,
1899, was startling. To the well-wisher
of this country those documents furnish-
od melancholy reading. After carefully
considering the papers he was strongly
of opinion that the record is most alarm
ing and that at the earliest moument,
when the country shall have had an op-
portunity to pronounce judgment. that
that judgment will be an almost univer-
sal’ condemnation of the policy that is
rapidly destroying the credit of the pro-
vince and hastening it with rapid steps
towards a financial catastrophe. It is
true that the borrowing powers of the
government are not yet strained to the
collapsing point, but with a deficit for
1897-98 of $260,000 and a further de-
ficit for 1898-99 of $540,000, makinz in
all a deficit for the two years of $800,-
000, without taking into consideration
supplementary estimates yet to come in,
and when there was reason to believe
thit all the liabilities were not embraced
in the statements before. the house, he
would not be surprised to learn that a
deficit of more than one million dollars
required to be provided for. How was
that deficit to be met? By another
loan? Perhaps the skeleton of a loan bill
was already prepared to enable the gov:
ernment to tide over their difficulties and
continue their wild career of reckles:
extravagance; for it must he apparent
to all that mnot only have they spent
eyery dollar within sight, but thev have
discoun#ed the future by anticipating the
loan authorized bv this legislature in
the session of 1897. That loan author-
ized the borrowing of $2,500.000 for the
purpose of aiding' the construction of
railways and other public works. The
moneys raised by this loan were to be
expended in .the manner following:
For a railway from Penticton and

It would be seen from this statement
that of the $2,500,000 to be borrowed
under the wet of 1897, . all but
$260,000 “ts set apart for the purposes
ahove enumerated; discounts, commis-
sion, and expenses for floating ‘the loan
have to be paid from the capital sum.
Viewed in the light of the loan’ of 1894,
the province will receive from the pro-
ceeds of the loan authorized in 1897,
after deductingl discounts, commission
and other expenses a sum hardly suffi-
cient. to pay the railway subsidies.
Secarcely one dollar will be available for
public works. -And yet what did they
find¥ The government making an over-
draft on the bank on the strength of the
loan still to be floated nearly the whole
of which has been already voted for
specitic purposes by the house. We may
take it as a fact, then, thut the $500.000
defieit will hava to come out of the loan
when floated, and when the supplemen-
taries have been brought down it will be
ascertained that more than one-third of
the sum set aside by statute for sub-
sidizing railways has been swept away
before it is borrowed; because the act
distinetly provides that no moneys shall
be borrowed before the 1st day of July,
1898. So here we have the government
anticipating a loan that cannot be float-
ed before July 1st by coolly making an
overdraft on the bank, and using money
for current expenses that the house has
decided shall be devoted to railway
building. (Hear, hear.) When those
railway companies came for their money
they would find it all, or nearly all,
spent, and still anotber loan would have
to be''contracted to meet the companies’
just ‘demands. For the house to under-
stand what supplementary: estimates
means let it examine for & moment the
supplementary estimates for the past
three sessions to ascertain what we may
expect gtlrin,g the present session:
In 1805 the supplementaries

The amount asked and voted as sup-
plementary estimates—that is to meet
an over expenditare in three years—was
close upon $1.000.000. Not one dollar
of this enormous sum was authorized by

an. act.of the legislature. It was all
spent illegally and the government came

before the house for a bill of indemnity,
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which should mnot have been passed.
Well, he was not sugprised to hear that
matters had gone from bad to worse
until we are confronted with the present
crisis. Just think of $600,000 being
asked in one year to meet over-expendi-
ture—an expenditure that was clearly
illegal. The year 1894 was the year of
the general elections, and it was now
evident that the so-called balance sheet
for that year was not correct—that all
the items were not in the accounts and
thet the house in the session of 1894-5
voted blindly, To be sure, much of the
over-expenditure represented in the sup-
plementaries was from the expenses of
floating the loan; but he had it from
good authority that $40,000 would have
been saved if the finance minister had
not gone to England at all, He felt
sure that even o the most unthinking
and heedless person the financial picture
would present itself in its true colors,
and that the liberal sums for public im-
provements would not gain a single in-
telligent or patriotic vote, Bat, unsat-
istactory as the provincial policy of the
ministry is, their railway polieyr is
worse. He found them giving railway
h_'anchlses in every quarter of the pro-
vince to men whose only object is teo
sell the charters for the best price they
can get. He related a story of meeting
a man on fthe summit of Red Mountain
who indicated by a sweep of his arm the
holdings of Heinze, Corbin and the (.
r. R., to show that there was nothing

left for the people or the government in
that vicinity except the blue vault of
heaven. Mr, Higgins next attacked the
manner in which the Nelson and ¥ort
Shepherd Company  were allowed * to
select their lands.

- Mr. Higgins
next referred to the Cassiar Central rail-
way charter. The aid bill of this com-
pany was introduced by the premier in
the expiring days of last session. It gives
the company. a lease of 700,000 acres in
the Cassiar-Stikine country for 35 years.
It reserves upwards of 8,000, acres
of land, from which area the lands to be
le:gsed by the company shall be selected.
Five years are accorded the company in
which to designate their lands, and two
years additional in which to survey them
—seven years_in all. In the meanwhile
free miners may go on the lands to ex-
plore for minerals, but one-half of all
the claims they may locate will belong to
the company, and the other half is so
surrounded with conditions favorable to
the company that few of any miners
weculd consent to hold the claims on the
terms and accept the company as part-
ners. He regarded this act as the very
worst of its kind on the statute books
and hoped some day to see a measure of
amelioration passed in the interest of the
free miners. The gold and silver miners’
tax of $Q was still retained “in spite of
the promise of the premier in this house
last : Session/ and when at Rossland last
summer, that it should be taken off.
Where the justice of this tay from
which coal miners :
could never understand. If you repre-
sent_to the ministry the injustice of the
tax, they will reply that it is designed
to catch the Chinese; but if that were
the real reason it would surely be placed
on coal mines where a very large num-
ber of Chinese and Japanese are em-
ployed. No Chinese or Japanese are em-
ployed in Kootenay. He believed the tax
to be unjustifiable when it falls on Cir-
cassian subjeets. It should be abolished
so far as British subjects are eoncerned,
but maintaihed on aliens and Mongolians.

member for South Nanaimo wais the next.
It was refreshing to see the 'members of
the.ministr,\' when they were hard hit by
their opponents, going to the two hon.
members he had named for sympathy
and advice. He could imagine that he
heard the member for Comox exclaiming
on such occasions.

He then quoted from the published ac-
count of the lecture nf the minister-de-
livered in Toronto before a. gathering of
an educational asociation, in which,
among other statements, Col. Baker said
that the present school system of the
province was sapping the very founda-
tion of moral character. Such words,
Mr. Higgins said, should not come from
the minister who had the schools ‘of the
province under his control ' and he
thought that Col. Baker should exchange

portfolios with the chief commissioner of
lands and works. In further eXplanation
of his reason for leaving the government
party, he said, that he was obliged  to
differ from the government on the ground
of public policy. In the course which the
government was fallowing he cpuld see
nothing but ruin ahead. A very few
more years of the same policy which had
been pursued would bring the provinde to
the end of its financial tether. TFor the
current and the next year there already
was a deficiency of $840,000 in sight. He
said that if he was the only man on the
island who would stand up against the
present government he would stand up
and say that the interests of the pro-
vicce demanded that the present oligar-
chy and reign of syndicates be put:down.

Mr, Higgins said he had beea called
an enemy of the government. If a man,
seeing a dwelling in flames, ‘arouscd tke
inmstes and bade them fly for their lives
was an enemy, then he was an eneniy of
the government . If a man, seeing a
horseman speeding towards a ' precipice,
cried to him, “Back, or you are a dead
man,” could be called an enemy, he was
#n enemy of the government. He had
warned the government of their danger,
but they would not heed, and their
deaths must be on their own heads.

Hon. Mr. Turner asked the member

for d4n explanation of his remarks upon
the public accounts. He had undesstood
him to say that the accoun's: for the
year 1895 were out some $600,000. A
lengthy debate arose between the prem-
ier and Mr. Higgins over this matter,
which was lost to-the press represerta-
tives.
* Mr. Bryden followed and commented
upon the desertion of the ex-spesker.

The desirability of the government
doing something to secure railway con-
nection with the Yukon was then teouch-
ed upon. -He said that when the Yukon
was taken up the provincial government
should not lose sight of the absolute ne-
cessity for railway connection with deep
water in order that the province could
enjoy -the ‘full measure of benefit which
it should enjoy. Although the senate
had thrown out the Mackenzie & Mann
contract, the mecessity for the read was
as great as ever. . He thought that the
government of the Dominion, should
make some arrangement whereby the
work could go on upon a cash basis. If
the' government would adopt some
scheme of this kind great loss to the
country would -be ~aveided, and in ‘his
judgment the country would be much
better off than under the previous con-
tract. With respect to the Edmonton
route, Mr. Rithet said that it could not
be treated so lightly as some of the
membeérs might think. It was a route
to the Yukon which the people of the
east would pull for to advance. He
fnought there was greatiurgency that
theiroad from the coast should be start-
ed this year, and he said.ghat if the gov-
ernment would take the imatter up as a
provincial euterprise he, would suppont
themsno matter what respensibility they
would assume for the prowince. He con-
s ergd; that an expenditure of $3,000,-
000..er something in that neighborhood
would be.a mere bagatelle, and at 3 per
cent. it would only amount to  $9,000
per annum. The only question to con-
sider was whether the country was going
to be so productive as to warrant the
Duilding of the road, and he thought
this very likely. He believed that the
placers of the Yukon would last " 20
years, and that after that it would be
quartz country.

Attorney-General Eberts defended the
policy of the government from - the at-
tacks which had been made by the mem-
bers of the opposition.

This he umderstood
to mean that the shotgun had been used
and that was what it did mean.

A NEW RAILWAY FOG SIGNAL.

A curious railway danger or fog si&-
‘nal has been invented in Chiswick. Eng-
land, which has been adopted by the
Squthwestern Railway. It consists of 2
large . wheel placed at the side of the
track mear a. station and containing
around its circumference thirty-two bar-
rels, each holding two cartridges. A
12ver placed along the rail 1s depressed
by the passing train, and it in turn pulls
back and then releases a hammer whicl
explodes two cartridges. After the train
hias passed the hammer automatically re-
turns into position to fire the next lml'rf‘l,
It is conmected by electricity with the
signals, and the man in the box ean set
or disconnect it by pressing a button.
The disconnection is worked by a mag-
net. which draws down the hammer an(
prevents firing.

L#llooet, B. C., March 28.—Mr. William
Young, one of the owners of the Blackprd
mineral claim, starts for his claim on Cad-
wallader creek this morning. 1t is his 1n-
tention to start development work at once.
This claim is considered to be one of .the
most valuable on the creek; it lies next to
the Ida May mrineral claim, which bounds
it ‘on the souil:east. There are two distinct
ledges on the property, from three to nve
feet wide, and in some places eight feet
in width. The quartz is rree-millg, with
gold visible; the foot wall is porphyry and
the hanging wall is diorite; one or the>
ledges -is full' of  oxydized décomposed
quartz; samples of this assayed $130 to the
ton. Only a small amount of work has
been done on this claim at present, but it
is the intention of the owners thoroughly to
open. up the ledges this spring.

Mr. Robert Sparrow was in town last
week, and reports that the ledge on the
Minera!

The Names of the Ladies Who Are to be
Sent to the Yukon.
Government House, Ottawa,

March 26th, 1898.

To the Editor: It.may interest your read- .
ers to know that. the four nurses who ‘are
to form the first contingent sent ferward
for service in the Klondike have been ap-
pointed, and that the Dominion government
have kindly arranged that that they should
accompany the defachment of Canadian
troops, which is shortly to start for the
Yukon. The names of these ladies ars gs
follows: Miss ‘Powell, from Nova Scotia,
who is to act as district lady superintend-
ent; Miss Payson, from New Brunswick;
Miss ‘Hannah, from Toronto; and Miss
Scott, who came out from England some
years ago, and who has since been nursing
in or near Toronto.

All are highly competent in their profes-
sion and possess first-rate testimonials from'
leading physicians under whom they work-
ed., [They have had varied experience, ex-
temsling over several-years; are endned with |
gobd health, and go forth full of enthus- ;
fasm’ for the mission of relief to suffering @
humanity, to which " they are devoting
themselves. They are fully aware of the
hardships they will have to face, but are
not afraid of these and count it a high hon-
or to have been selected for this pioneer
work on behalf of their country in the name
of their Queen. The plan, as it is at pre-
sent contemplated, is for the nurses to ac-
conipany the soldiers all the way to Fort
Belkirk, the probable capital of the district,
and there to make their headquarter§. It
will be left to the.lady superinténdent to
decide how best to make the work of the
nurses most éffective under the medical men
on the spot, and these ladies, all having
experience, will be able further to develop
the work if found ‘necessary, and if funds ,
are forthcoming. !

The Roman Catholics have already bulilt
a hospital at Dawson City and sent nurs-
ing sisters to tend the sick there last year.
These ladies have been detained on their
way by, ice jams and have wintered at a
little Indian mission. ‘But they will pro-
ceed in the ®pring, and thus Dawson will
be in a measure supplied. - Rev. R. M.
Diekey, ‘the -Presbyterian  missionary-. at
Skagway, who has done such splendid work
during the winter, started a Union church,
where all denominations met for worship,
and erected a temporary hnospital, writes
urging the great and pressing need for
nurses, thanking the Victorian Order for its
prompt action, and speaking of the epi-
demics already beginning, and saying: ‘The
field is so vast and the need likely to be so
great that ones. sees openings at every
point.”

‘“The nurses will serve in the place of
sister or mother to many a homesick as
well as body-sick boy: and I Know of no
spot on all this earth’s surface where great-
cr need is likely to exist than in tbe Klon-
dike.

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WAIT UNTIL SPRING

Such is the Advice of a Returned
1raveller on the Winter
Trails.

News of the Grider Party—They are
Going in Light and
Discontented,

Mr. J. H. Lovejoy, of San Francisco,
returned by the Boscowitz this morning,
having made the attempt to get into the
country first by the Stikine, and second-
Iy by the Skeena, in;each crse without
success. Mr. Lovejoy’s opinions, based
upon his experiences, make interesting
matter, and confirm fully the statemenu
made that travel into the interior by the
Stikine was for/e time interrupted. Mr.
Lovejoy went up to Wrangel over a
month ago, accompanied by two others,
intending proceeding up the Stikime. On
arrival at Wrangel the party found fif-
teen hundred pepole encamped, and on
making enquiries were, told the river was
impassable owimng to the slush. They
did not accept the opinions of others as
conclusive, but made their way a tew
miles up, only to find that it was utterly
impossible for anyone to get through.
"They returned .to Wrgmgel, and Mr
Lovejoy says the feeling at that point
was running very high consequent upon
the fact that the true state of ‘the case
had been kept back from passengers for
Wrangel, and who would have preferred
to remain in Vietoria until navigation
opened rather than have to spend weeks
at Wrangel, “If the papers had pub-
lished the true facts of the case in time
to save the mad rush which took place
to the momth of the Stikine, the resull
would have been first that hundreds oi
men would have wintered in Victoria,
much to their own and the city’s advan-
tage, and secondly, they would have en
tertained mone but the best and most
xindly feelings to the people of the gity,
whereas being piled up in a place; un-
fitted for the accommodatiom of the vast
crowds who have camped there, com-
pelled to put in a miserable existence
for many dreary weeks, the: murmuring
against what seems to the men’ them-
selves to have been unscrupulotis mis-
representation was both loud and long.’
Determined, however, not to give up
until every possible method of getting in
had been tried, Mr. Lovéjoy and bis
companions made their way down to the
mouth of the Skeena and attempted to
get in by that route. By canoes they
reached Aiyansh, a hundred miles up the
river, and‘ then having lightened thei:
Yoads to the lowest possible margin com-
mensurate with safety, they engaged lm.
aians to pilot them and"assist in packing
their supplies to Hazleton. The resulf
was that the trail was found to be of
‘the' hardest possible description.-' ' Up
steep grades and down again to the
level, ascents of 500 feet at short dis
tances had to be mnegotiated; in : some
places there was not enough snow tc
cover the- trail, and the distance made
was sometimes not more than one milc
a day. 'Mr. Lovejoy recognized very
early in the history of the attempt that
success was hardly possible, and deter-
mined to abandon it. He returned, leav-
ing his companions struggling “on their

. way, and figuring it out, as he says. “‘on

a dollar and cents basis,” he is satisfied
he can return to his home in San ¥'ran-
eiseo and be comfortable until May, and
Ppy taking the Stikine route, then onen
for navigation, arrive at Dawsen fully
as soon as his companions.

VAST WEALTH OF
THE KLONDIKE

A Prophecy That the Yield for the
Season Will Be Twenty-Five
Millions.

This is Based on an Estimate Made
by Mr. Ogilvie for th2
Government.

Ogilvie,  the Domiinion givernment explorer
and surveyor of this cvuntry, was asked by
a Bonanza miner to make an _estlm&tmr_of
what still remained of his elalm; taking
the result of a fraction’ already wa rout
8 a cateuntation for” ~atit
remaining on the ground 2s yet untouched.
Mr. Ogilvie in his official report of 1897
is very wary and accurate. He ig now min-
ister ‘of the .interior in Candda. 1 : have
followed his reports careft#fs since coming
into this country in my uest for _cold,.
frozen facts and have fou him  as aecu-
rate as a problem in Euclid. There need
be: but little, if any, guesswork in taking
his ‘calculdation as a basis, not only of this
one claim, but for the whole creek as far
as opendéd. For this one claim, while it
has, not only kept up, but increased its
yield, is not richer than others. It is hard-
iy up to the average. Mr. Ogilvie esti-
mated fromr the. gold taken out that the
gold in the ground was far above- $2,000,-
000, * Let us take just half of that, thouch
the eclaims have increased rather than ai-
minished in prospect, and see what we will
have left.

There are 80 claims that are being work-
ed below discovery claim; to say nothing
of many rich bench or hillside claims and
some famous *gulch claims, notably Skoo-
kvm Gulch, said to be the richest place in
the world. Well, this string of 80 claims,
estimated at half the value estimated by
Ogilvie, still gives $80,000,000. Now, what
proportion. of these claims are being work-
ed and will be worked out by May?

troublesome stuff to the mint.
