(granted by Hia MajestyIn the year 1827 a Charter was 
George IV. for the establishment of a University at York 
(now Toronto), under the designation of “ King’s College,” 
and in the following year the Institution was endowed by
patent with a portion of the land which had previously 
been set apart by His Majesty George III. for educational 
purposes.

In 1837 the Royal Charter was amended by a Statute, 
passed by the Legislature of Upper Canada, with the object 
of removing certain restrictions which were regarded as 
unsatisfactory, but in consequence of various impediments 
the Institution was not open forHlie admission of Students 
until June 8th, 1843. From that date to December 31st, 
1819, it was conducted under the Royal Charter as amended 
by the Provincial Statute.

Another Provincial Statute, whereby important modifi­
cations were effected, and the designation was changed from 
“King’s College” to that of the “University of Toronto,” 
came into operation on January 1st, 1850. Under this 
Statute the establishment was conducted until April, 1853,

when the University was divided into two institutions, one 
retaining the title of the “ University of Toronto,” and the 
other styled “ University College, Toronto.” The first of 
these Institutions is fot-med on the model of the University 
of London, its functions being limited to prescribing subjects 
of Examinations for Degrees, Scholarships, Prizes, and Cer­
tificates of Honor, examining Candidates therein, and con­
ferring such Degrees and Distinctions.

The Courses prescribed by the University of Toronto 
have been adopted by University College, and its Lectures 
are given on the subjects appointed for Candidates for the 
Degree of B.A., or for the Diplomas in Civil Engineering 
and Agriculture.
