Bat the letter» of oar 
correspondent mow in our possession and 
written sabeequentiy to the letter given 
in this issue will prove, the principle 
of the Soott Act is now more popular in 
New Brunswick than ever it was before.

We do not know whether the corres­
pondent has visited Chatham or not, but 
have no doubt that he would be con­
vinced, were he to do so, that the Scott 
Act has been as great n failure here as 
in Moncton. “ The principles ” of the 
Act—that is, temperance principles— 
are popular in this County, but those 
who have to do with public affairs in a 
broad way realize that the Act has failed 
to ^accomplish anything in the way of 
temperance reform. As much liquor as 
ever is, we think, sold; more bad liquor 
than ever is sold ; Aridence that intoxi­
cating liquors are sold is not wanting on 
the streets. Yet, while all this is ap­
parent to everybody—while the liquor 
irfsold by unlicensed vendors just as it 
was under the license system — the 
Municipality is yearly losing a large re­
venue it formerly had and the traffic is 
absolutely uncontrolled. We have, 
therefore, as the fruits of the Act,a dis­
continuance of the licensed traffic, and 
an unlicensed one in its place ; we have 
about as much liquor sold as before, but 
the quality is degenerated ; we have an 
uncontrolled trade which does not con­
tribute a cent to the Municipal ex­
chequer in place of a licensed and con­
trolled one which contributed lirgely to 
the contingent fund of the Municipality. 
That is about the situation in Northum­
berland.

the United States from the treaty, was 
therefore given.

If no treaty is made to replace the old 
one, some American fishermen will be left 
without occupation, as they are accustom- 
ed to fish in Canadian waters. The price 
of fish to consumers will also be raised, 
since the product offered by Canadian 
fishermen will have to pay duty. It is 
quite likely that the terms of a 
treaty can only be agreed upon by arbi- 
tration, since each party places a high es­
timate on the privileges it has to grant 
and a low estimate on the privileges it 
wants to receive. There is also an unde­
termined question in international law to 
be settled relating to the measurmemt of 
the distance from shore over which mari­
time jurisdiction extends. For the set­
tlement of these questions no doubt arbi­
tration will be found necessary.

The question naturally arises, however, 
whether it is more important that there 
should be a new treaty between the 
United States and Canada providing reci­
procal fishing privileges, than that there 
should be a treaty providing reciprocal 
privileges in beef, swine, horses, lumber, 
boots and shoes, and agricultural machin­
ery, and other products and manufac­
tures, The restriction in trade of all these 
things is a detriment to both countries, 
and in'some of them the trade is naturally 
much larger than in fish. The entire an­
nual product of the fisheries of the Domi­
nion is but about $6,500,000, while the 
products of the forests exceed $16,000,000, 
end the animal products and agricultural 
products are each considerably larger stilt

At present Canadians are writing for 
the United States to ask them to negoti­
ate, both for a new fisheries treaty and 
for a general reciprocity treaty. They 
insist that our Government shall take the 
initiative. That is a small matter. The 
Chicago Times, replying to the Montreal 
Journal of Commerce, says : “It matters 
very little who begins the negotiations; it 
matters much that neighbors should break 
down the barbarous and ridiculous barriers 
that keep them from trading with each 
other.” This is true ; nnd it is not more 
true of the trade in fish than of the trade 
in other products.

It may be 
a few weeks before work on the Fred­
ericton end is begun, but that will 
be all, while it is quite certain that 
a large force of men will be em­
ployed on the ^tiramichi end within 
a fortnight *

What indeed. The troth is,,Mr. Snow­
ball’s sole interest in the Chatham Branch 
railway apparently rlhdered him oblivious 
to the interests of others, or he would 
never attempt to injure sections of the 
county which have as good a right to the 
railway communication promised by the 
Government aa the Chatham people had in 
the matter of their Branch Railway.

When it is remembered that the 
Advocate's friends in Newcastle, as­
sisted by Mr. Mitchell of Hot Springs, 
or Portland, Me., or Montreal, or 
Winnipeg, or wherever else he may 
belong to, induced the Dominion Go­
vernment to withdraw the subsidy 
granted for the railway from the I. 
0. R. to Dunphy’s, and to substitute 
therefore $140,000 as “a feeder" for 
these same Newcastle gentlemen, it 
ought not to seem unnatural for one 
of the gentlemen principally interest­
ed in the line to Dunphy’s to use his 
best efforts to overcome the injustice 
done to himself and the County. But 
the Telegraph's telegrapher is quite 
wrong in his statement, as we are 
assured that Mr. S. did not do the 
terrible thing charged.

Leading timber merchants at Quebec і 
corroborate the statement in the Legisla- ; 
ture by Hon. George Irvine* Q. C., that | 
the timber trade of the Province has been ; 
falling off for years, and that the 
duotions of all kinds have been smaller 
daring the past winter than for many 
seasons previous, caused by diminished 
consumption and steady falling off in de­
mand. The prospects are considered by 
no means bright, as it is every year 
becoming more evident that the trade is 
gradually dying out at Quebec. The 
causes given are increased production, 
cheapness of pitch pine, and the quantity 

I formerly taken not being required for 
purposes for which this square wood was 
used in Euglaud, iron beams and iron 
decks for ships and cheaper woods being 
■ubstitutoS for yellow pine. In hard­
woods a similar disappointing view is 
taken of the future of the trade. English 
manufacturers are being supplied with 
oak scantlings from hilly sections of the 
Southern States, through which new 
railroads have been opened. The stave 
trade of Quebec is also rapidly passing 
away, it being impossible to compete with 
staves produced at a much lower cost on 
the Mississippi and shipped per schooner 
from New Orleans iu vast quantities at 
much below the cost at which they 
be shipped by sailiug vessels from the 
St. Lawrence. As regards spruce deals, 
the stimulated production in New Bruns­
wick has closed some of the mills in Can­
ada and reduced the production of others; 
but this is probably only temporary. In 
pine deals trade is healthy and 
sumption iu Euglaud large, but the pro­
duction last year was iu excess of demand.

It is reported th.it the firm of G. B. 
Hall & Co. have determined to close down 
their Montmorouoy mills this season—for 

the Province the first time, it is raid, since the mills 
have been in existence. It is stated that 
Mr. Scnecal has paid the first instalment,

“Drumthwacket, at your honorable service to com- 
“mand.”—Scott*» Legend of Montrose.

In considering the actions of some of 
our public men’, who has not remembered 
some character, either iu history or ro­
mance, of whom the prototype can be 
easily found ? So, in a mental review of 
the career of the gentleman who still de­
lights to register himself *‘//on.”(?) I 
have been forcibly reminded of the 
legendary Dalgetty, whose character—if 
he had any—and peculiarities, have been 
so inimitably described by the celebrated 
Sir Walter Scott This mercenary vaga­
bond is introduced to the reader at the 
time the south of Scotland was riven by 
the clannish feuds which desolated many 
a hearthstone, and he was prepared, like 
many a mercenary of the present day, to 
cast his lot with whichever side offered 
the most inducement in the way of pay, 
promotion and “provant,” (rations.) The 
similarity between his case and that of 
the Hon. (?) Adams is remarkably striking, 
in almost every characteristic, except that 
Capt. Dugald Dalgetty has been credited 
with a certain amount of courage,in which 
trait his prototype is most lamentably de­
ficient, ps is proved by the underbred— 
not to say illogical—attacks upon any 
opponent against whom he may be arrayed.

Upon being Questioned by Lord Men- 
tieth, Dalgetty gives hie history with an 
air of bravado and big words, which, to 
summarize, is as follows,—A Scotch ma» 
by birth, he took service m the Swedish 
army under tfle “Terror of Austria, Gus- 
tavus the Victorious”—he changed this 
for service under Wallenstein, in which he 
was opposed to his old Swedish friends— 
this he changed “with a full hand,” for a 
position under the flag of Spain, which 
was, in turn, abandoned for allegiance to 
the States of Holland, all of which ser­
vices he deserted—deserted in each case 
with a measure of ignominy attaching to 
him—and is presented to the lover of ro­
mance as seeking service, on the safe side, 
in his own native Scotland. Lord Men - 
tieth, “places” him,” as the American 
phrase goes, in these words—“I think this 
“fellow Dalgetty is one of those horse- 
“leeches, whose appetite for blood, being 
“only sharpened by what he has sucked 
“in foreign countries, he is now returned 
“to batten upon that of his own.”

How true of our modern Dalgetty—he 
at first accepted service under the Hon. 
R. Hutchinson in his campaign against 
Gough, and, of course, by reason of his 
“pay and provant” abused Mr. Mitchell 
in the strongest language and worst gram­
mar he conld command. In M;. Adams’ 
own words “he had longed for the time 
•‘when he would be able to take the stump 
“against Mitchell; it had been the dream of 
“ his school days ; he had heard of the

St. John, May 10th.
The str. “City of Portland,” (of the I. 

S. S. line) due here this (Thursday) after­
noon, was wrecked near Rockland, Me., 
at an early hour this morning. The office 
of the Steamship Company was beseiged 
by people anxious for information con­
cerning the wreck, but no information had 
been received by them and consequently 
they had none to impart. Enquiries at 
the Electrio Telegraph Office revealed the 
fact that the steamer, while “ going 
through the land” near Rockland had 
struck on Owl’s Head, and all hands had 
been saved. The ânnouncement relieved 
the anxiety a little, but still there were 
eager enquiries for fuller particulars.

Between 10 and 11 o’clock Captain Chis­
holm received the following despatch :

Portland, Me., May 8.
The “City of Portland” is ashore at 

Grindstone Ledge, near Rockland. Pas­
sengers are being landed by steamer from 
here.

Grindstone Ledge is in Rockland, Me., 
harbor. The steamer left Portland at 
about 8 p. m. Wednesday. It is supposed 
she put into Rockland, expecting to take 
what is known as the “land passage” in 
the morning.

Rockland, Me., May 8.—Steamer 
“City of Portland,” Capt. Larcomb, of the 
International S. S. Co., struck Grindstone 
Ledge, Owl’« Head thoroughfare, at 3.10 
this morning. The steamer left Portland 
last night at 8.25 o’clock with 70 passen­
gers and about two-thirds cargo of freight 
of general character. The night was 
clear, as day was breaking. The first 
pilot was in charge. He sighted the 
striped buoy on the port bow between 
Sheep and Fisherman’s Island. In a few 
minutes she struck the ledge,slid on amid­
ships, and stuck fast. The buoy was then 
fifty feet distant, abreast of the paddle on 
the port side. The pumps were started at 
once, distress colors set, and boats cleared. 
The officers and crew were evo), and the 
passengers behaved well. The mate land­
ed iu a boat and drove to Rockland six 
miles distant for help. Steamer “Rock" 
land,” Capt. Sawtelle, of the Boston and 
Bangor Line, promptly answered the call, 
and reached the scene of the wreck at 6.30 
o’clock. Meantime a sloop from Owl’s 
Head, Capt. Wsllace, answered the sig­
nals. Two boat loads of women and chil­
dren were transferred to the sloop with­
out accident, despite the heavy sea. The 
balance, including baggage, express, 
freight, etc., was put aboard the Rockland, 
and brought to this city. The passengers 
were well cared for here. They will be 
forwarded to their destinations. The cap­
tain of the sloop, au old fisherman, says 
the striped buoy was out of position. 
Bad the steamer passed her width to 
side she would have then been all right

The “City of Portland” was formerly 
the “New England.” She was rebuilt 12 
years ago. The value was about $125,- 
000. It is understood there is no marine 
insurance.

A heavy easterly gale is prevailing. 
The steamer is rapidly breaking up. The 
hull and cargo will be a total loss.

working of the Scott Act. His instruc­
tions are to state the facts aa he finds 
them, either for or against the Act. His 
first letter is from Moncton and, refer­
ring to it editorially, the Globe says 

“ His work was commenced, it will be 
seen, at a place where the failure to carry 
out the Act has been notorious. A ques- 

„tion about the status of the municipality 
ef Moncton has so complicated matters 
there that virtually the liquor traffic is 
unrestrained. Our correepoudeut does not 
attempt to conceal or minimize the failure.
He describes what he saw and heard, and 
his description reinforces a truth which 
everybody is in these days inclined to ad­
mit, namely, that it is useless to attempt 
the enforcement of prohibition in any city 
where the majority iu favor of it is small 
It will be seenf however, that the feeling 
in favor of the Scott Act is growing, even 
in Moncton, and that if the authorities 
would give it fair treatment it would, in 
the opinion of competent judges, soon des­
troy the liquor traffic.

Our correspondent gives a very fair 
idea of the kind of opposition the Scott 
Act has received—how it was met, in the 
beginning, with an attack upon its consti­
tutionality ; how this question was kept 
hanging for years, until the PriVy Conndh up. This commission sat in 1877 and fixr 
passed upon it ; how, by means of one legal 
quibble after another, the liquor interest 
contrived to keepopen the question of juris­
diction; and how New Brunswick has been 
without any machinery such as Ontario 
possesses in the Crooks Act for stopping 
the sale of liquor.

000,000.

Another Frightful Disaster. gS.-A Strange Find.—A. C. Fairweather 
at Fir Shade Farm, Rothesay, King’s 
County writes to The Sun:

“While.overturning the manure piles 
at Fii Shade Farm, preparatory to putting 
m the spring crop, my farm manager 
discovered a valuable ring, which can be 
had on applioatoa and proving property.

“As the manure came from the Cen­
tennial Exhibition grounds, the ring in 
all probability belongs to some stock 
breeder of New Brunswick, Nova Scotia 
or Prince Edward Island. Should the 
press of the Maritime Provinces copy this 
notice, the owner may observe it and 
thereby regain his property.”

Another horror has occurred in mid­
ocean. The S. S. Florida collided with 
the barque Ponetna, hailing from and 
bound to Chatham, N. B., and both ves­
sels sank. About one hundred and fifty 
persons perished. The survivors after 
being 35 hours in boats were rescued by a 
Norwegian barque bound to Quebec. The 
S. S. Florida left New York on the 12th 
of April with 167 passengers and a full 
general cargo. Of the barque’s crew of 
fifteen, only the captain and two men 
were saved. One of the officers of the 
Florida stated that the ôaptain 
ceedingly cool—too cool inr fact—as he did 
not seem to look upon the danger as seri­
ous or pressing, and this, together with 
the fact that he appeared in no hurry to 
save himself, was possibly the cause why 
more of the passengers were not saved. 
They would not take to the boats, as they 
supposed, when they saw him so cool, that 
tho danger was not so great,and, moreover, 
the sea was so calm. So sudden was the 
accident that many of them in their bunks 
at the time had to hurry on deck and into 
the boats in their night clothes. Most of 
them had but a very confused idea of 
what really transpired, and all they could 
distinctly remember was the crash and 
rush to the boats. As the ship went 
down amid shrieks and lamentations of 
passengers, those on duty at the time 
remembered seeing a red light flash for an 
instant, followed by an instantaneous crash, 
after which nothing but confusion follow­
ed, the steamer beginning to sink, and the 
hurried preparations being made to launch 
the boats. The Ponema went down in­
stantly.
