CAPTURE OF SAMARCAND.

In June, 1864, an expedition under
General Chernaieff had been sent ‘into
that portion of what is now West
Turkestan, which lay just across the
then borders of Asiatic Russia. Tash-
kend had fallen in June, 1865. Just
before Kouropatkin's arrival on the
scene the important victory of Irjan
'had been won by 8,000 Russians, ov-
er 40,000 Bokharans, under their
Emir, Kouropatkin participated in
all the subsequent hostilities which
culminated in the capture oi Samar-
cand, the Timir's capital. A treaty
was concluded, which left Bokhara
politically free, but transferred Sam-
,arcand to Russia.

Kouropatkin returned to St. Pet-
crshurg with the rank of lieutenant,
to continue his military studies . in
the Academy of the General Staff.
In 1871, as the most brilliant gra-
duate of the academy, he was sent
abroad to study military conditions
in various Furopean ‘countries. In
France President MacMahon invited
him to take part in the manoeuvres
at Metz. Here he displayed such
strategic ability that he was decor-
ated with the cross of the Legion of
Honor, being the first Russian to
win that distinction. He was in Al-
giers with the French general Laver-
deau in 1874, and there accumulated
the materials for his first book,
‘‘Algeria,” which was published in
1877.

CHIEF OF STAFF.

In 1876 he was back again in Tur-
kestan, assisting Geoeral Skobeleff in
the comquest of Khokand. This pro-
vince was .annexed by Russia under
the new name of Ferghana. Skobeleff
Wwas appointed governor, with Kouro-
patkin as his chief of stafl.

War with Turkey broke out on Ap-
ril 24, 1877. Skobelefl and Kouro-
patkin were summoned back to Rus-
sia. Constantinople was to be tak-
en. Between Russian and Constanti-
nople lay three great bariers—the riv-
er Danube, the Turkish strongholds in
Bulgaria and the Balkan Mountains,
which form the natural boundary be-
ween Bulgaria and Roumelia.

The Russians now pressed forward
(to the very suburbs of Constanti-
nople. On March 3, 1878, peace was
concluded at San Stefano. Only the
jintervention of the other powers, and
notably England, had prevented Rus-
,sia from capturing Constantinople.

SUBDUED THE TURCOMANS.

With the proclamation of peace
Kouropatkin, now raised to the grade
of colonel, raturned to St. Petersburg
where he was appointed Asiatic di-
rector of the gemeral staff and joint
professor of military statistics in the
'academy. Again trouble broke out
in Turkestan. Russia still smarting
at the memory of England’s interfer-
ence in Turkey, conceived the jdea of
making those troubles a pretext for
| conquering the entire territorv and
| thundering at the very gates of India.
|The British public, catching some
rumor of this plan, was aroused.
Lord Salisbury pooh, goohed their
fears.

“The Turcoman barrier.”

On March 27

27, 1890, he was ap-
ipointed Governor of the trans-Cas-
ipian district, and commander, and
‘completed by peaceful means the work
which he had begun by conquest. He
' succeeded in pacifyving the Turcoman
hordes who formerly roamed un-
‘checked over the wilds of Central
Asia; bhe introduced modern inven-
itions into the villages and cities, op-
iened schools everywhere, built rail-
ways and manned them with Russien
officials.

Sowme of our uneighbers “on the other
side ot the lioe” appear to think that
because Representative Wade of Iowa,
has a bill now pending in Congress to
establish trede with
Canada, we on this side ought to be
thankful. In effect the bill provides
that if the Dominion of Canada shall,
at any time within two years from the

reciprocal free

| dute of the snactment of the proposed

law, enuxct such legislution as will
admit free of duty to Canada all articles
produced or manufactured in the United
States, the President of the United
States shall forthwith make proclam-
ation thereof. Six months after the
date of such proclamation all articles
produced or manufactured in Canads
shall be admitted into the United
States free of duty. The provision is
made that in case Canada shall at any
time modify or revoke the right of free
admission to United States productions
or manufactures, the President of the
United States shall, by proclamation,
revoke the right given to Canada to
have its productivns or manufactures
admitted duty free into the United
States and thereupon, until changed by
Congress, the present turiffs and duties
upon all goods exported frem Canada
into the United States shall remain
full force and effect.

A Dangerdus Resolution.

Mr. Flemwming, one of the “represen-
tatives of Carleton County, has moved
a resolution in the Legislature at Fred-
ericton which involves questions of
international import,and it is reassuring

‘to note that Premier Tweedie has pro-

posed,and Mr. Hazen, who so acceptably

‘| leads the Oppositior, has agreed with

him,that the house should not pass upon
the matter without due enquiry. M.
Flemming’s proposition, brietly stated,
is that New Brunswick shall not allow
any logscut upon its Crown Lands to
be sawn elsewhers than within the
province.

One of the principal objections to the
legislation which Mr.Flemming preposes
is that it would be & great discrimina-
tion against the holders of lumber licen-
ses from the Crown and, in that respect,
unduly favor the operators on private

| lands, such as those of the old New

Brupswick Railway Company, the
Nova Scotia Land Company, which has
large holdings in York County and the

private owners, such as the Todds,

- Murchies and others on the St. Croix.

It would. in fact, bea violation ef the
conditions of existing Crown Land
leases, for while these reserve to the
Government the right to increase
raileage and stumpage and to make
regulutions for the more effective coll
ection of lumber dues, there is no pro
vision under which se drastic a restric-
tion as Mr. Flemming proposes can be
brought into effect.

It may be said by those not well
informed on the subject that the same
restriction might be placed on all logs
cut in the province for export, but that
cannot bs done. It might be by
imposing' an export duty on all the
unmanufactured lumber sent out of
the province bud it power left to
it by the British North America
Act to levy export duty, but that
power was surrendered seme thirty
years ago by New Bruuswick, in the
time of the King-Fraser government,
—when the lumber industry was pay-
ing abouc $70,000 a year as_export
duty—the consideration being an addi-
tion of $150.000 per annum to our
Domiuvion subsidy. The province can-
net, therefore, put any export restrict-
ion on logs frem private lands such as
is proposed for those cut on Crown
Lands.

Then, it is necessary to hesitate in
view of the possible—indeed the very
probable—effoct that Mr. Flemming’s
proposed prohibitien would have on the
lumber and pulp trade of the province
generally. It would challenge retalia-
tion on the purt of the United States
and be met by additional imposts upon
our lumber going into the ports of that
country.

Quebec probibits pulp log-exports Lo
the United Statesand, in retaliation,
its pulp manufacturers are required to
pay thirty-three cents per ton extra
duty oo all the pulp they send into that
country, which New. Bruuswick pulp is
free from because we allow logs to go
from this province to the States with-
out any restriction.

Mr. Flemming’s proposition is made
for local reasons and they are very good
ones, viewed from his aspect of the

There isa whaif frontage of over a
quarter of a mile, at which large ves.els can
be leaded; and the spice in which to pile
lomber is acres in extent. " The boom,
which is protested from every wind, is
capable of holding six or seven millions of
lumher, This mill wi!l havea capacity of
fifry te sixty M. fcet of deulsin ten hours.
Sawdust and shavings are the only material
used for steamiog purposes. Ths planing
and erection was all done by Mr. D. A.
MeDonald, of Rexton, and all the work has.
been done by leeal wo kmen. The machin-
ery, tos, has been se ected aad placed in
position by Mr, McD-nald, and most of the
miner machinery has been maunfactared in
the machine shop in connection with the
mill, the bulk of the castings V'eing furnished
by Messrs. Ruddock of Chatham. The
filing room is equipped with all the latest
mschinery for grinding and brazing the
saws, o that in case of accidents all repairs
c»m be eff-cted in the mill.

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HENS AND THEIR EGGS.

A Dealer Tells of Their Freaks and
Idiosynerasies.

“There is a lot about hens and
their eggs that people don’t suspect”’
says a Cealer in eggs and- poultry.
“‘For instance, here is an egg that
would be a rooster if it were hatch-
ed. And here is onc that would de-
velop a hen.

“How do I know 7 1 learned it by
long experience with eggs and their
habits. 'The small end of a hen's egg
will be either smooth as marble or
wrinkled like a nutmeg. Some people
won't buv eggs that are wrinkled,
because wrinkles. they say, are a
surc sign of age. That is true, but
not when applied to eggs.

“A len's egg with a wrinkled
small end simply indicates that it
holds a rooster. A hen is always
enclosed within the egg with a
smooth end. But both eggs taste
alike. Each has its rroper shm‘e,
of phosphorus, olein, albumen, sul-
phur, casein and margarine.

“There is water, too, a-plenty in1
a fresh lain egg, but no more than
there is in a hammer. As long as
vou can keep air out of your egg it!
will remain sweet and fresh; but no-
body has succeded in keeping it out
more than six days without sub-|
jecting it to artificial treatment.'
Otherwise oxygen is bound to ﬁudQ
its way through the egg shell's
pores, and the only way to save that
egg then is to eat it.

‘It sounds funny, but the instant|
you give your egg fresh air you ruin '
its health. ;

““As to hens themselves, there is;
ro accounting for the ixca.kq they
o!ten show themselves capable of in
laying and hatching their eggs. \O\Y
what sort of consistency is thnere in
a hen almost big enough to eat her

an egg no bigger than a sugar|
plum ?  And why should a hen you
can almost cover with a quart bow!l
get it into ber head that unless she
lays an egg that will “exgh a quar-
ter of a pound or so she is not do-
ing her duty to herself or family ?
