NUMBER IX,

MINISTRY OF JOHN THE BAPTIST.

1. His eali-~Spirit and aim of his Preaching--Mode
of Life---Success.

We now come to consider Jo!in the Baptist and
his relation to Jesus Christ, John had, in ac«
cordance with the dircctions of the angel (Luke
1—15), been brought up as a Nazarite. He
grew up to manhood, strong in body and also in
mind. When yet a youth he had left his home,
to live in t'.e solitude of the uncultivated and
thinly settled district ‘called the wilderncss of
Judea. Thus in solitary meditation, and in the
practice of self-denial, he was educated for the
work which God had designed for him.-—Luke
1-—80.

John, the son of Zacharias, Legan his publie
ministry in the fifteenth year of the reign of the
Emperor Tiberias. Pontius Pilate was at that
time QGovernor of Judea, Herod, tetrarch of
Galilee, his brother Philip, tetrarch of Jturea
end the region of Trachonitis, and Tysanias, te-
trarch of Abilene ; Annas and Caiaphas were the
Ligh priests.—Luke 3—1.

But Jobn did not of himself go fortk to preach.
At the period above mentioned the word of the
Lord came to him while in the wilderness, and
summoned him to go forth to his appointed work.
—Luke 83—2. It was in this way the prophets
of old were commissioned to preach or prophecy.
Jer. 1—2. This supernatural call marks the
beginning of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.—Mark
1—1. Immediately after the reception of this
message from God, John departed to the more
thickly settled yet uncultivated country in the
vicinity of the Jordan —(Luke 3—3; Mat. 3—1.)
Here he commenced his public ministry. He
preached * repentance’ (Mat. 3. 2.), and immer-
sion for the remissior of sins.—Luke 8.3. He
proclaimed, as the reason why his hearers should
repent and be immersed, that the kingdom of
heaven was on the eve of being set up—Mat. 3. 2.
This kingdon had been predicted by the prophets
of old,—it was to be a holy kingdom ; its king
was to rule in righteousne Hence the neces-
sity that those who were to participate in its
blessinge should repent of siu, veform their lives,
love righteousness, and signify their adhesion to
the new order of things ahout to be established.

The preaching of John was in fulfilment of
propheey.  “Behold I send my messenger before
thee, who shall prepare a way for thee, Mark 1.
2, 3; Mal. 8. 1; 1sa. 40. 3. Tue vorce of one cry-
ing in the wilderness, prepare the way of the
Lord, make his paths straight,—Mat. 3. 3 ; Luke
3.4; Tea. 40. 3. Every precipice shall be filled
up, and every mountain and lake shall be level-
ed, and crooked plices #'all be made straight,
and the rough roads made smooth, and all flesh
shall see the salvation of God.—Luke 5. 5, G. It
had thus been predicted especially, by Isaish,
that the difficulties in the way of the recoguition
and reception of the Messiah should be removed,
that a voice shou'd be heard in the wildernees
which would hemld\gq approach of Christ and
prepare the minds and hearts of inen to receive
him. The prophecy was fulfilled by the ministry
of John.

The appearcnce of John, and the mode of life
adopted by him, was in harmony with the nature
of his mission and the character of his preaching.
His aim was to enforce the claims of the divine
lawe upon the consciences of transgressors, to
awaken econtriion and brokenness of spirit, to
excite a hatred of sin, and a longing for pardon
and holiness. In harmony with such a mission
he avoided whatever might have the most remote
eppearance of tolerating the evis and vices
which he so vehemeatly condemned. He not
only avoided society, but his dress and food were
o standing rebuke on the pride and sensuality
which abounded. The wild in_which he
dwelt supplied all bis wants. "His clothing con-
sisted of a coarse garment made of camels’ hair,
with a leathern girdle about his waist. His fuod
was Jocusts and wild honey,—the produce of the
wilderness.

His labors as a preacher were erowned with
suocess, His. vehement deounciations of sin,
his earnest appesls to his hearers to repentance
and refe ion, his.annou t of the ap~
proaching establishment of the heavenly king-
dom, produced a sirong impre:sion. His fame
us a preacher was noised abroad, and multitudes
left their homes to listen to his indtructions and

h Vast bers from Jeruealem,
and Judes, and especially from the region around
e Jordan, flocked together to hear of the king-
dvm and of the way to obtain admission to its
boovideguds Al majority of these visitors were
strongly i ssed by the stirring appeals of the
Bap(ﬁi‘! n'li‘ll);reey prrcéived their Eiupl::d.folly-—
they deeply regictted their transgressions of the
diving Jaw, and were willing to submit to the
rite enjoined upon them.

Now nothing more is meant in the
sertpture declara‘ion than that Cajo went into
the country Eastxard,as a vagabond driven from
the peaceful presence of God, where he spent
a wandering life, a prey to every corroding fear.
Concerning the fate of Cain, by what method he
eame to his end, we are nowhere informed.

And even had the sacred narrative traced
minutely the whole process of his history to the
fion) seene of his horror stricken deuth bed, it
could jgno woy havd sfforded to v sty réal
peace or satisfaction.

He committed the evil deed and. wo
formed of the fi-st, and of some of the circum.
stances of his situation,that all mankind might be
warned against acts of similar iniquity. We
learn that the fires of hell took hold of his guilty
sonl filling him with indi<cribahle torment and
misery, causing him to ery out, “my punishment
is greater than I Like muny a guily
sinner he felta fea-ful appreheansion of what was
to follow as a puaishment for his sin, though
probably entirely destitute of genuine rcper.\-
tance for what had occrsioned it.

He felt afraid, and so does every murderer, for
by such #n a«t thoindividoal is rightfully cut
of from sl! social union, having no claim to all
the reciprocal offices of kindness and humani'y.
God set a mark upon him, th~t no one should slay
bim,allowing him to die a natural death, but there
is no evidence that he ever obtainred the divine
forgiveness. Whut this mark wss we cannott: li,
and all opinions concerning it are purely fancifal
and destitute of scriptural authority.

Cain is said to be of that ‘wicked one' that iy
of the devil,and the interposition of the Almighty
was only to give him a short respite before the
final sentence was executed. The crime of wilful
murder 18 the highest in the scale of human guilt,
and in this case 11 was greatly aggravated by the
peculiar circumstances attending it.

He was the elder bro her, and should have been
the protector not the murderer of the younger
members of the family. IIe had been cautioned
from heaven against the indulgence of that en-
vious spirit which is the cause of many evils, yet
he calls his brother aside into a lonely place with
many apparent manifestations of friendship, for
the express purpose of taking away his life, and
all this withoot the least provoeation. Very
tikely he endeavored to conceal the body after
the deed was done. He certainly had the ehame-
less audacity to deay it sll in the face of the Al
mighty.

Infidel philosophy endeavours to impeach the
whole Mosaic history on this subject by en-
quiring “how Cain could fear being killed ina
distant country, when there was noone to ac
complish it.” Butthis cbj ction is easily an-
swered for if Adam had no more sons, Le doubt-
‘ess had daughters who were married to Cain and
Abel, the latter of whom must have been about
one hundred and twenty-five years old at the
time ke was slain.

Though the Protestant will look back with
horror to this period, when uncontrolled author-
ity over soul and body was wie'ded by one-man,
and when the most frightful atrocities were per

petrated in the name of the holy Jesus, yet we
must believe that papal Rome had a mission to
fulfil, The vast power wielded by the Popes,
prevented Europe from remaining barbarous:
by destroying the Northern superstitions, by
forming a family of nations out of a thousand

barbarous tribes, and by directing the human
mind to many important themes. Papal Rome
also—by introducing Europe to the more highly
civilized nations of the Fast, and to the com«
paratively. pure remains of ancient literature—
prepared the “way for the day when, delivered
from the horrid superstitions of the North, and
irow the loathsome impunity of tle old civiliza-
tion, the world might enter on a new and noble
carcer, It was not in vamn theu that the great
ruler of the universe permitted the Popes to be-
come in the eyes of man, the belligerents of
Christ. As Pagan Rome prepared the way for
the coming of the heavenly kingdom, so papal
Rome preparcd the way for its ultimate trivimph.
Tnus God maketh the wrath of men to praise
him, and the remainder of that wrath he restrains,
But let us take a final glance at medieval
Rome. In power, in splendor, and luxury, she
has become the equal of the ancient city. Mi.
chael. Angelo, and Raphnel, and others, with

Then ensues another important and eventful
period. Men are determined no longer to sub-~
mit to the spiritual thraldom which they had
borné so long and so patiently. “Luther has sent
forth the ery, “ To your tents oh Israel.” Papal
Rome now casts off her garlands, arises from
the voluptuous couch, or the festive board, and
sternly girds herseif for the conflict. The gloomy
form of the Inquisition rises beyond the Vatican,
faggots blaze upon the piazza of Sta Maria
Sopra Minerva, and a pope celebrates the treach=
erous massacre of St. Bartholemew’s day by a
solemn procession to the Church of San Luigi.
Spain, and France, and Catholic Germany are
urged and commanded to exterminate rebels
against the authority of the Church, as enemies
to God and man, to their cotemporaries and pos-
terity. Blood flowed in torrents ; millions per-
ished in the dungeon, by the gibbet, or at the
stake, or on the battle-field. Bat all these efforts
could not restore to papal Rome the influence
she had lost. She left in Britain, in Denmark,
in Sweden. in Holland, and in a large portion o/
Germany, only a name at which good men still
shudder and grow sick at heart.

The persevuted Protestants
of France have been avenged. The Gaul 1s once
more 1n Rome, and the pope—the head of the
Roman Catholic Church—is on his way to Paris
t> crown the emperor Napoleon. Has it come
to this, that the viear of Christ should become
the vassal of the mighty upstart. Where is
Spain, whose Armada once threatened the lib-r-
ivs of Britain? where is Austria, the mighty
champion of the Church? can they do nolﬁmg
to save the poor oll men from degradation.
How humiliating; bot yet another humiliation
awaited the papacy. How strange ; nations of
schismaties and heretics, Russia, Prussia and
Britain avenged the insult offered to the pope,
and repaired the injury inflicted on the Church.

Years roll on, and another pope, whose acces-
sion to the papal throne was hailed with accla-
mation, is hurrying away from Rome towards
Albano, in the disguise of a courier. His prime
minister has been assassinated almost before his
eyes, and now impelled by fear or disgust, he is
hurrying away from h's people, from the patri-
mony of St. Pet rs, to find a shelter in a foreign
State. His return to Rome, prec-eded by forty
thousand [f'rench bayonets, 18 more humiliating
than |is ignominious departure.

Now how mournful are the complaints which
come forth from the Vatican. ‘The anathemas
which onen terrified the bravest, are now received
only with a contemptuous smile. The curse
which once was mightier than an armed host, is
utterly powerless, Even the pope hesitates to
’prunouncc the sentences of excommunication or

interdict, 1-st instead of filling men’s souls with
horror, he should evoke from the world roars of
| laughter.

The city of Lexington is about one hundred
and twenty miles from Jeflerson City, and con-

taing probably twelve thousand inhabitants. It
is situated on a high, rocky b'uff, which there
has its ecourse on the suth side of M ssouri
river, and which slopes almest precipitously
directly down to the bed of the river, miking a
very sterp a<cent from the landing up into the
city. From the re he city the land recedes
slightly in alternate successions of beautiful
prairie and c'oice timber, and is well occupied
by finely cultivated farms,’ ylelding a first rate
gupport to this hitherto thriving place. Lex-
ington has formerly had an active trade with the
caravans of Sante Fe and the Great Salt Lake
The great emigration to Califorma which has

agsed through the country for scveral years past,
has  furnished a market for grain, eattie and
horscs at very high prices, Extensive beds of
coul are found on the river banks here.

On a hi'l between the two towns whkich form
the City Col. Mulligan was encamped with 3,500
Union troops. The atiack by Gen. Price
was with an army estimat:d at from 15,000 to
25,000.

Among these mountains
we soon entered and after riding until dark we
arrived at a place called Domo d' Opola. Here
to our greal vexation we learned that the road
was blocked np with snow and ice and that we
would have to wait in this place a whole day
until'it was passable.

Jomo d4’Opolo is situated in a smalland fertile
valley surroufided by lofty mounteins whose
summils are covered with snow, The town is
both with regard to
the architecture of its houses and the habits of
its people, * We spent our excessively tiresome
day in this dull place, cheered only by the hope
of proceeding on 'he morrow. The morrow at
length come and at five in the morning we left.
The ecenery as we proceeded was of the grands
est and most sublime character. A torrent dash-
ed and roared by the road side for many miles.
On every side arose lofty and terrific meuutains

Italian in every respeet,

j passed meny fallen avalanches. As we advan-
| ced the snow became still deeper and the scen-
ery around us grew if possible still more wild
and sublime. On both sides arose tremendous
mountains almost perpendicularly in some pla-
ces actually overhanging the road which ran
along at their bases.

Through such a scene as this the road wenton
| until it reached a point which is said to be 7000
| feet above the level of the sea. Here there is a
| Hospice, established by the Piedmontese and
f juhabited by monks whose duty it isto entertain
| travellers. Resting here for & short time we
r learned more about the road. It is 30 miles in
| length and paases over the height above men-
tioned, yet it hos been built with such consum-
mate engineering skill, that in summer the ascent
or deceut ean both be made with ease by the
heaviest carriages.

Cedars of Lebanon.

I Teft Damascus with feelings akin to those
which cverwelined my heart on leaving Jerusa
lem. The conversion and character and minis=
try of St. Paul had impressed me as never before
and from the white limestone cliffs which over-
hang the plain of Merj on the west, I Jooked
down, for the last time, upon the scene of that
stupendous miracle which gave light to his soul,
and gave to the church the greatest of inspired
apostles,earnestly praying for the gift of the same
Spirit that "impelled, controlled, and crowned
with success that wonderful man. We were
now on a tour to the last of Bible scenes. We
had travelled from * Dan to Beersheba,’ and
even beyond those proverbial boundaries, enjoy-

ing with pious delight our visit to those places
rendered sacred by the occurrence of the grand
facts in the history of Christianity, and it seem-
ed appropriate lo terminate our journeyiogs in
the Holy Land on those mountains which God
had praised fo1 their strength snd grandeur,
and in those forests the treesof which are the
inspired symbols of so many religious traths.
Qur path lay along the winding banks of Abana,
lined with drooping willows aid briliiant olean-
ders. Its waters are cool and sweet, and the
river contracts and cxpands accordingto the na-
ture of the soil through which it flows. Stop~
ping over night st Suk Wady Barada, near
wkich is the ancient Alilere, at noon next day
we entered the beautiful upland plaio of Zebdany
tho heart of the Anti-Lebanon. In a small lake
on the west is the highest source of the Abana,
and a few miles beyond is the watershed be-
tween the plains of Damascus and the Buka'a.
On our right the mountains rose to the height of
geven thousand feet, and on one of the noblest
summits of the Anti-Lebanon wes the charming
village of Bludan, the paradise of Syria, and the
Saratoga of the Damascenes. That night we
lodged amid the stupendous and splendid ruins
of Ba’albek, the Heliopolis of Antoninus Pius,
and the rival of Athens in the grand proportions
of its temples and in the admiration excited in
the mind of the traveller. Spending a day in
examining its wonderful rvins, on which we
never wearied Jooking, late in the afternoon we
crossed the nothern limits of the Buka’a, and in
the shades of the evening began thke ascent to
Lebanon. From the little town of Dier el-Ahmar
our path lay up a ravine thickly dotted with
dwacfoaks and tawthorn, beyond which it Jay
up and down a succession of hills and dales, the
former rough and rocky, and the latter green and
fertile. Atter nightfall we reached’ Ain? Afa,
a small hamlet in the mountains, two thousanu
feet ubove the seag and upon request obtained
permission to lodge mn a wretched Arab hat,
but which was so beset with vermin that sleep
was the exception and not the rule of the might.

Startirg ot three o'clock the next morning,
we began the toilsome ascent of Lebanon: Fol~
lowing a dashing torrent, we ascended s\mrp'

mountein spurs, then crossing upland plateaus,
and agsiii clambering up ruogged peaks, we reach-
ed the region of snow in one hour from ‘Ain
*Ata. The path now Lecame almost perpendicu-
lar, and it was with difficalty we ascended, as
with
rolling stones yielding at every scep. Now, we
entered a field of snow reaching to the very
summit stretching north aud south for miles
and one hundred feet in depth. Despite our
caution and that of our guide’s, we sank into the
the soft snow several feet, and one hour later it
would have been 1mpossible to have crossed.
Ocrasionally resting in a snowhank to take
breath, we toiled upward, and as the morning
sun rose upon the ruing of Bu'albek we gained
the summit of this sacred mountain.

Lebanon was that goodly mountain which
Moses desired to see, and as a symbol of gran-
deur and strength was frequeatly employed by
the Psalmist and other inspired writers, Its
central ridge is smooth, barren and rounded*
without beauty, but vast in extent and grand of
form. Rising seven thousand five hundred feet

the mountain’s side was covered small

of solid rock destitate of all approach to vegita«
tion. In many places the road had been totally
destroyed and rebuilt, while at times the ruin of

some bridge told ue of the fury of the mountain
storin.

Sometinies wo wound round a precipice

ch overhanging, seemed about to fall, and
crush us to atoms. At oiher times we passed
by the “debris’ of immense avalanches which lay
in vast heaps at the base of the mountsin down
which they had dé¢scended. -Thus we rode slow-
ly on for several hours and at length arrived at
the frontier town of Isella where we were com-
pelled to remain during the remainder of that
day also. Isella is a small village situate in onk
of the wildest pars of the Alps. All around it
arise mountaing thousands of feet in height the
summits of which are covered with snow and
down whose sides tumble hundreds of cascades,
while beside it rushes a torrent over rocks and
stumps lying scattered on its bed, furiously foam-
ing and roaring. The next morning we forsook
the coach and taking rough sleds prepared for
the occasiod, we departed. The snow was very
deep and in some places a path had been cut
through avalanches which had fallen into the
road. At other places were immense drifts 50
feet in dcp'th through which the horses madly
snd foriously plunged, now _pushing flercely
forward abid again lying down exhausted with
fiatigue. Thus we continued to travel, anfl push-
ed forward (hrough thislong and frightful gorge.
At the bottom of it rushed along a foaming,
roaring torrent ove; Which the road passed and

above the sea, the prospect afforded is varied and
glorious. Farto the west down its rugged slopes
we lookad upon the white shores of the Mediter-
ranean, and a boundless sea beyond, while to the
east was the green plain of thé Buka’a, bounded
by the long and peaked range of A nti-Lebanon,
terminating in the snowy heights of Hermon. To
the south was Sunnin, nine thousand feet high ;
to the north was Mukhmel, the culminating point
of Lebanon, having an altitude of eleven thous-
and feet, while Hermon ranks second in height
of the Syrian mountains, being ten thousand
feet above the 'sea. A strong south-west wind
did not allow us to remain long upon the sum-
mit, and we soon began to descend fto the pla-
teau on which stands the remvant of the onece
immense cedar forest of Lebanon. Descending
over a vast field of snow, nlready softened by the
morning sun, one thousand feet below the pass,
we reached the sacred grove. Hereat the head
of Wady Kadisha, in a vast but secluded recess,
formed by the loftiest of the Lebanon summits,
is the little forest of four Hundred cedars of all
sizes and ages. The destroying axe of the build.
er and the ruthless destruction of the peasants
have done much to reduce these once grand for-
ests to a little clump of trees, to preserve whick
the mounteins scem to have gsthered round
covering them from the gaze of the destroyer.
Their ‘solitude strangely affected me ; they stand
alone without another tree in sight, or pateh of

On the summit are several patriarchal ones
forty feet in girth, and on the north side of the
knoll is one the very mmage of strength and
grandeur ; 1ts brauches are larger than ordinary
trees, and its majestic limbs stretching out ove.
a vast area, afforded a most gratc ul shade. In
the heart of the grove is one more veperble than
the rest. Its trunk is unarled, its strongest
branches have fallen off,and its once majestic form
bends towards the earth under the weight o.
years. As I stood beneath its patriarchul shade,
feeling of its aged trunk, I could but ask, “ How
old art thou 7 for it med to have com:¢
down from the days of the aucient secis. Wha
visions of sacred history rose up before my mind
while 1 lingered in the sacred grove.

These are the * trees of the Lord,” the “ced :re
of Lebancn which he hath planted ;”” Licre is the
remnant of that forest out of which the Huly
Temple was built ; these are Isaish’s inspired
emblems of grandeur, power and glory. * For
the day of the Lord of hosts shall be upon every
one that is proud and lofty.”” * Upon \he cedars
of Lebanon that are bigh and litted up.” Her
is the scene of the Psalmist’s conception o.
Jehovah’s majesty. “ The voice of the Lord is
powerful ; the voice of the Lord is full of majes-
ty. The voice of the Lord breaketh the cedars ;
yea, the Lord breaketh the cedars of Lebanou.”
And bere, tvo, was the figure of that precious
promise : * The nghteous shall flourish like the
palm tree ; he shall grow like a cedar in Liebau-
on,—Correspondent of Methodist.
