Dr. Herdman, in presenting the re­
port of the Kamloops College, moved 
that the Home Mission committee 
(western section) give an annual grant 
of $700 for five years to the college, 
which, he said, was doing excellent 
work. The good work of the Calgary 
College, Dr. Herdman said, was large­
ly due to" the untiring efforts of Prin­
cipal Macrae, son of the Rev. Dr. Ma­
crae, of St. John.

Judge Forbes moved that the report 
be referred to the Home Mission com­
mittee for consideration. Dr. Somer­
ville moved that the matter be laid on 
the table. Rev. D. M. Gordon, of Fer- 
nle, moved a resolution commending 
the Calgary College* to the sympathy 
and support of the church for the 
very great work it Is now dbing.

An Insurance expert writing in the 
Toronto Mail and Empire noàkes 
strong criticism of the action ci the 

Canadian fire underwriters in.' taking 
the recent heavy fire losses ^«is an ex­

cuse to raise the insurance rates gen­
erally without consideration of efforts 
in various localities to lessen risk of 
fire by providing better protection.

‘ To screw up the rates to tjie high­
est endurable pressure and then take 
all business that comes Is not Insur­
ance," he says, “but gambling. It is 
the exact opposite of the practice of 
the mill mutual companies, which do 
a strictly scientific Insurance business, 
their rates declining with the increase 
of precautions against fire, 
by exacting high rates for indemnifi­
cation, but by making concessions for 
the elimination of risk, that they pro­
mote practical insurance. Upon that 
policy the line companies might well 

I act to a greater extent than they do.
1 Not only should they now offer abate­

ments in consideration of a high pres­
sure system being established here, 

î but they should also give differential 

J rates to every policy bolder who pro- 
! Tides well for the safety of his insur- 

property."
While the New Brunswick underwri­

ters' recent actions may be considered 
Se. in some cases arbitrary, they are not 

open to the same charges of unfalr- 
ness\made against the Ontario hoard. 
The Ipcal board have found fault with 
St. John's ability to fight fire and have 
raised the insurance rates. But, as 
is apparently not being done in To­
ronto, they offer' a reduction as soon 
as partial measures of relief are taken 
and further reduction when the full 
reforms needed are accomplished. Un­
der the New Brunswick underwriters' 
proposition, the citizens have it in 
their power to reduce Insurance rates 
as soon as they please.

AUSTRALIA’S NEW PREMIER.

John C. Watson a Journeyman Com­
positor Only a Few Years Ago.

Australia Is a land of surprises, espec­
ially In political affairs. Only a few 
years ago John Christian Watson was 
a Journeyman compositor In a Sydney 
newspaper office. Today he is prime 
minister of the Australian Common­
wealth.

Such a man must possess exceptional 
force of character, and Mr. Watson is 
no exception to the rule. He Is the son 
of British parents residing in Valpar­
aiso,, Chill, where he was born some 
thirty-seven years ago. While yet a 
child he accompanied his parents from 
South America to New Zealand, where 
he received his elementary education 
and served his apprenticeship as a 
compositor.

In due course he left New Zealand 
and came to Sydney, where he took an 
active part In labor politics. In 1901 
he was elected a .member of the com­
monwealth parliament, where he speed­
ily came to the front, and despite his 
comparative youthfulness and lack of 
experience, foiind himself leading the 
labor members, who Instinctively re­
cognized him as their chief.

Mr. Watson rose to the occasion and 
proved himself the man of the hour. He 
recognized at once the pliability of 
Sir Edmund Barton’s ministry. He 
saw the supreme Importance of his 
support to the life of the government, 
and soon began to barter that support 
on terms most advantageous to his

Be­
cause Lord Dundonald has joined oth­
er patriotic citizens in protest against 
the use of the militia for political pur­
poses he has been threatened in the 
Canadian senate with immediate dis­
missal as an “employe” who has had 
the hardihood to criticise the policy 
of his employers.

The' trouble has arisen over a speech 

of that distinguished general, reported 
elsewhere In the Star, In which he Is 
represented as accusing the minister of 
agriculture of striking off from a list 
of recommendations for promotion

J. IRWIN, party.
The task was not easy, 

over a party which, while it 
in Its main aim, differed 
cernlng the degree to whl 
go. 'But the influence of Mr. Watson 
assisted in bringing the whole of the 
party Into line with his views.

His policy was to avoid the responsi­
bilities of office and be content with 
piping the tune to which the federal 
ministers had to dance. Sir Edmund 
Barton did not share the semi-social­
ist views of Mr. Watson, but he had 
not the courage to disavow them and 
was unwilling to sacrifice the honors 
and emoluments of his position.

His utter subservience to the labor 
party prepared the way for Increased 
demands, which culminated in the de­
mand by Mr. Watson, on behalf of his 
followers, for the Introduction of the 
Federal Arbitration bill, with provi­
sions giving the Federal Arbitration 
Court the power of fixing rates of 
wages and conditions of labor of every 
Individual—including members of the 
naval, military and police forces—em­
ployed by the federal and state govern­
ments.

But Mr. Deaken, the Australian prime 
minister was made of sterner stuff 
than Sir Edmund Barton. About the 
same age as Mr. Watson, and, like 
him, formerly 4 compositor In a news­
paper office, he declined to be driven 
into what he regarded as a gross viola­
tion of state rights, for the provision 
demanded by Mr. Watson virtually 
amounted to the commonwealth’s seek­
ing to deprive the state governments 
and parliaments of the control of the 
public expenditure and handing it over 
to an Independent and irresponsible 
tribunal. Mr. Deaken, in resisting the 
demands of Mr. Watson, was support­
ed by Mr. Reid, leader of the opposi­
tion, but the obnoxious clauses were 
carried by a majority of nine, which 
would have been a minority of three or 
four had not several of Mr. Reid’s 
followers voted with Mr. Watson for 
the express purpose of bringing about 
the downfall of the Deaken ministry. 
They Have succeeded, and Mr. Watson 
has been called upon to form a minis­
try.

Having done 
this they retire a few paces for the 
space of about 15 minutes, during 
which time they believe that the spir­
its of the departed visit the spot and 
partake of the dishes which they so 
much enjoyed during life. When it Is 
thought that the spirits have taken a 
sufficient quantity, the pilgrims re­
turn to the mounds and demolish what 
the spirits have left.

The social life of the Koreans has in 
It many, peculiarities. For instance, 
there Is no word In the Korean lan­
guage for “love." ‘'Sarang” means 
simply friendship, and Imagine, If you 
can, a courtship without kissing, or 
even holding the hand. As a matter 
of fact, the salutation never goes be­
yond a very profound bow. When a 
girl Is about two and. a half years old 
her mother^ grandmother and aunts, 
together with those of a boy—who 
lives perhaps miles away—hold coun­
cil and enter Into a solemn covenant 
In which it is agreed that when the 
girl reaches the age of fourteen she 
shall be married to the boy, whom. In 
99 cases out of 100, she never sees until 
the wedding day.

A day or two ago, several men, un­
der superintendence of Fred Belyea, 
fisheries inspector, commenced the 
construction of a salmon pond in 
Carleton. Several locations for this 
pond have been mentioned, as It was 
thought the old mill pond would not 
be available on account of the threat­
ened building of the dry dock. But 
for two days the work has been going 
on and the pond will be In use this 
summer as usual.

George Robertson, president of the 
Imperial Dry Dock Co., was asked by 
the Sun If the building of this pond 
meant a further postponement of work 
on the dock.

Mr. Robertson said: "I notified the 
dominion marine and fisheries depart­
ment when I was last In Ottawa that 
the Dock Co. would in*all probability 
need the pond during the present sum­
mer. The fact that the government 
workmen are now putting In the screen 
lor the salmon pond does not signify 
that the dock work will not be com­
menced before the end of the present 
hatchery season. Mr. Belyea came to 
me and was very anxious to have the 
use of the pond, as the new govern­
ment pond will not be available for 
some time. I consented on the condi­
tion that If the Dock Co. needed it the 
salmon would be immediately removed. 
This was agreed upon. It Is beyond 
my knowledge when this will be, as 
It rests entirely with the contractor. 
I suppose It will take some time to put 
In the plant and accumulate the ma­
terials necessary for work on the 
dock. It Is therefore likely that the 
salmon will remain undisturbed for a 
month or two at least. It should not 
take more than two years, from the 
date of commencement of work, to 
complete the entire dock.

“Tenders of course have been called 
for and negotiations are now going on 
with one contractor. It Is hoped that 
arrangements will be completed within 
the present month.”

HALIFAX, N. S„ June 8.-There Is 

nothing new In the strike situation at 
Sydney. Since the announcement made 
by General Manager- Fraser yesterday 
that the works were to be closed down 
Indefinitely, the public are simply pre­
paring for the worst.
