In the Rocky Mountains.

BY REV. T. J, KOMMERS,

It wad a little afteynoon when we set
out on our ten mile ride up the moun-
tains to hold a service at the Yankee
Girl Mine. There wete only a few fleecy
clouds lazily floating in the deep blue of
the heaveds, and the light breeze was
laden with the fragrance of spruces and
roses. #

We had scarcely left the town when
our road led along the canon of'the Un.
compaghre, which we were to follow for
several miles. Here the stream was only
s hundred feet below us, but as our road
led us rapidly upward, the stream ap-
peared as rapidly to fall away. A turn
in the road gave us a view of Mt. Abra-
bam, a cone-shaped mountain peak, 11,-
200 feet high, and standing lingu‘trly
alone. Its lofty head was not yet free
from snow, though the direct rays of the
hot sun had been beating down upon it
for months. ' As we saw it, it stood at'the
end of a vista formed by the walls of tive
capon in which we were traveling, the
whole forming a grand mountain view.

As we rode on the canon contracted ;
precipitous mountain walls rose three or
four thousand feet sbove the foaming,
rushing river. All possibility of a na-
tural road-bed is excluded; the only
thing that could be done was to cut a
-h«vlfout of the granite rock, and along
this shelf we were hiding. We had but
Jjust begun to reglize what sort of a road
this was, when'we saw a heavy -nﬁ'm
with six mules coming towards us. ®
were obliged to take the outside of the
road, but there was too little room to
allow us to remain in our seats with
safoty, and our driver had to swing our
carriage around till one of the hind
wheels fairly hung over the edge of the
precipice. .

A little farther on we came to Bear
Cresk Falls, where the water, lashed into
foam, with a single leap falls down by the
side of the road into s seething caul-
dron, three or four hubdred feet deep,
while on the other side a stern, # hy
and almost barren mountain lifts itself
high up in the air. And now the scenery
becomes even more grand and awful;
the canon grows still narrgwer ; ity scar-
red and m{fod walls loftier and steeper:
I'Le little shelf on which we ride is so
narrow that the outer wheels are within
& yard of the edge of the abyss—some.
times within & foot—and we look almost
straight down seven or eight hundred
feet to where the toiling river struggles
onward, overhung by a somber, threat-
ening granite wall, some six thousand
feet high.

With a good driver and reliable horses
this remarkable road is safe enough, at
lenst in summer; but in winter there is

There is one place in the
rcad where snow-slides are especially
frequent, and last year there was a tun-
nel cut through the snow several rods
long, even as late as the 4th of July. This
year there had been unusually little
snow, yet we passed between two large
snow bank of langh:

way.

“There is a milk wagon,” said one.

We are now winding up the slope of
Red Mountain, and at last we saw the
chimneys of the Yankee Girl. A few
more turns of ,the zigeag road, and we
alighted at ti® door of a hrp building,
which proved to be the dining-room of
the Augustan Mine, s neighbor of the
Yankee Girl, where preparations had
been made for the service, We found
the room completely filled with an at-
tentive audience of miners and miners'
wives and children ; and not a few listen-
ers gathered at the doors. . The singing,
led by a cornet, was hearty, and the col:
lection, which went to help build our
church at Ouray, a liberal one. In most
of the mines men work seven days in
the week, but in these two mines there
is as little work done on Sunday as pos-
sible, though a preaching service can be
had only occasionally.

THE FARM.

The Currant.

This is one of the best of the small
fruits, snd is quite easily grown. Fifty
years ago very little atéention was given
to this fruit, though some bushes were
found about very old places of the small
ved variety which was quite diminutive
as compared with the Cherry, Versail-
laise and Fay's Prolific of to-day.

Since the appeargnce of the currant
worm it is rather more difficult tosecure
& crop, though it is not so much so0 as
many are inclined to think. By lpr
ing powdered hellebore three.or
times during the interval between the
blossoming and the ripeniog of the fruit,
no damage need be sustained. This
fruit is excellent,%cooked or raw. It can
be used in many ways during its season,
made into jam and jelly, or canned for
winter use,

The currant enjoys a good, rich soil,
and the ground about the bughes should
be kept free of weeds, and treated in all
respects as though the crop was worth
the trouble. The bushes may be grown
from ecuttings. When once a plantation
is made, it will last several years if pro.

rly cared for. The three varieties we
g:ve pamed above are regarded as the
best among the red sorts; some still
cling to the old red” Dutch, while many
prefer to grow the Victoria. If a white
variety should be desired, the white
Duteh and white grape are as good as
any, if not the best. ‘ No farm or garden
should be without currant bushes.—

The Raspberry.

This is another very desirable fruit
and one, too, that has not yet received
the attention it desecves. There are
many farms and gardens where not a
raspberry plant of the improved varieties
can be found. This fruit follows closely
..m.— the strawberry, filling exactly the
bu-een that fruit and the currant.
z rry is easily grown, especially
the black caps, which, though not as good
as the red, are yet well worth growin,

If the rupberry bushes had to befnd
down in winter, and fruit could not be
obtained without doing this, it would be
& more serious matter. None of the black
cap varieties need this treatment in
Massachusetts, and we never lay down
any of the red varieties, and we rarely
or never fail of a crop. They will not do
well too long on bne piece of land. We
also grow them without staking, though
it is a neater way to stake them. The
best red varieties are the Cuthbert and
Marlboro; best yellow, Golden Queen
and Brinckle's Orange ; best black caps,
Sowhegsn and G reu*l'arn and Garden.
