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CONSTITUTION

oF TRAE

WESTERN BAPTIST ASSOCIATION,

OF NOVA SCOTIA.

ARTICLE 1.

This Association shall be composed of Ministers and other
Delegates, who shall be members of the churches which they
represent, together with Delegates from corresponding Associa-
tjons, and such other brethren present as the Association shall see
fit to invite to sit in Council.

ARTICLE IL
The Association shall meet at such time and place as may be
agreed upon by the body.
ARTICLE IIL
Fach Church shall have the privilege of sending one Delegate
or more, but no Church shall be entitled to send, more than five

. in addition to their Pastor. !
ARTICLEIV. /

At each meeting of the Association the Moderator of the pre-
ceding fear shall call for the vote for a Moderator, which vote
shall be given by ballot: wo brother shall be chosen Moderator
two years in succession. It shall be the duty 6f the Moderator to
preside in afl the transactions, nominate Committees unless or-
dered by the Association, and maintain due order. A Secretary
shall be chosen, whose duty it shall be to record the transactions
of the Association, nudrfumish a correct copy of'the same for the
press.

ARTICLE V.

It shall be the duty of each Church to send by its Messengers
a2 letter to the Association, giving an account of its state, particu-
larly of its additions and diminutions within the last year, and
generally of whatseever relates to its peace and prosperity. )

ARTICLE V1.

When any Church shall desire admittance into this body, appli-
cation must be made by detter, and satisfactory evidence furnished
of its faith and order: this being done, and a vote of acceptance
taken, the Moderator shall, in behalf of the Association, give fo
one of its Messengers present the right hand of fellowship,
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ARTICLE vII. \
When any Church shall ueglect. to make communications for
three years successively it shall be censidered as having with-
drawn from us, and shall be dropped from the minutes, unless
W0 or more members shall request its continuance, and shall

engage to enquire into its standing and report at the next meeting
of'the Association.

ARTICLE VHL

Although, as an Association, all power over the churches is
disclaimed, so far as respects any interferencg with their inde-
pendence and discipline, yet it is deemed a privilege belonging
to the Association for iteelf to judge of the propriety of receiving
or retaining any Church in its connexion,

ARTICLE IX.

The religious sentiments of this Body are those expressed in
“The Articles of the Faith and Practice of the Baptist Churches
of Nova Scotia.”

o ARTICLE X.
Alterations or Amendments may be made to this Constitution

by a vote of two-thirds of the menbers present at any of its regu-
lar meetings.

RULES OF ORDER,

Rule 1.—At every sitting business shall be opened and closed
with prayer. B )

Rule 2.—Ministers and members of Churches, not Delegates,
invited to a seat with us, may epeak on all subjects under cousi-
deration, ‘but vote on none. .

Rule 3.—No subject shall be discussed without a motion first

“made and seconded.

Rule 4.—No person shall speak oftener than twice on the same
subject unless by permission of the Body.

Rule 5.—All resolutigns shall be presented in writing.

Rule 6.—Motions made and lost shall not be recorded on the
Minutes except so ordered at the time.

Rule 7. —These Rules shall be distinetly read from the Chair

© regard to this consideration induce the Committee, there-

fore, to suggest that the Governors of the College and the Com-
mittee of gﬂe Education Society be recommended to adopt, as
ble, sueh measures as they may jud, expedient, in

to extend, modi erwise improve the existin RYS-

tems of instruction in the Institutions under their care, and there-
by obtain for them a larger amount of patronage and support;
and they indulge the persuasion that such a policy will be liberally
sustained by denomination génerally, and by an enlightened
public. At the same time they feel bound to a d, that the pro-
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ceeding now recommended must he conducted with prudence
and caution, 80 as to avoid any increase of the debt still resting on
the above mentioned Institutions.

Your Committee rejoice in the hope that by the Theoldgical
instruction to be imparted to candidates for the ministry, the
Churches will _ere long be supplied with an additional number
of qualified and well trained Pastors, by whose labours, through
the Divine blessing, the cause of religion, in connectien with our
Denomination, will be much advanced. They deem it of great
importance that such candidates for the ministry should be edu-
cated at Acadia College, since, if they leave the Province to ob-
tain Theological instruction, but fow of them are likely to return
and labour there, } i "

The Committee conclude by commending our Educational
Institutions to the continued liberality of the members of this As-
sociation. If well supported, they will contribute to place the
Denomination in a commanding position, and to secure for it a
widely-extended and powerful influence in the Provinces.
