THE RESULTS IMcORTANT.

The trial of Drxrus is attracting the
attention of the world and, in consequenca,
matters of greater importarce, but not of
such a senmsstionsl nature, are receiving
but scant attention. The British govern-
ment says that Englishmen are more in-
terested over the vindication of the French-
men than they are in the affairs of the
Transvaal and the danger of s - conflict
there, Thumyh\trnooﬂhe press and
the masses but the thoughtful Koglishmen
are regarding South African affairs with
grave concern. The results of the peace
conference have almogt been ignored in the
midst of-more exciting events and. yet
more was - accomplished at the
Hague than has yet been realizad by
the world. In the first place it was a
great triumph to succeed in getting repre-
sentatives of the great powers of the earth
to meet at all and discuss questions of
common  interest. The Czar may have
made his proposal in the hope that it would
not be accepted and yet he would get the
credit of a .man of pesce. Ifso he must
bave been disappointed at tke result. The
sblest men in the world, the greatest
diplomats, were appointed by their govern-
ments to represent them at the peace con-
ference. Contrary to general expectation
when;they got there they did something.
It is true that the scheme of disarmament
was nof carried through. No'one expected
that it would be but the deglaration i
favor of arbitration is & grest sdvance in
the direction of peace. Butit war does
break out the great nmations of the earth
resolved to le(nn its horrors. So they
declared sgainst the use of balloons to
drop explosives on the earth, the ute
of asphyxiating gas in shells and of
bullets which expand or flatten causing
dreadful wounds when they strike the body.
The privileges of the R-d Cross Society
were extended to naval warlare and we
may expe(t in the future that the Rad
Cross flag will be seenin every navy.
These were importsnt matlers to sgree
upon, great results to bring about that
cannot fail to benefi: the world at large.
