CRZCRJJM IN HANDS 
Of RUSSIAN ARMY

Washington, Feb. 16—Secretary 
Lansing said today that the German 
governments announced intention of 
sinking armed merchantmen without 
warning after Feb. 29 has re-opened 
the entire question of submarine war­
fare.

The Lusitania agreement presented 
by Count Von Bernstorff today cannot 
be finally accepted) until the United 
States determines whether anything 
In it conflicts- with the new policy of 
sinking armed merchant ships.

As now drawn and formally signed 
by the German ambassador, the agree­
ment is In reply to the laqt American 
note. It begins with reference to the 
formal assurances given by Germany 
last September that submarines would 
not sink unresisting liners without 
warning and regard for the safety of 
life aboard, and that the instructions 
to submarine commanders were so 
definite as to allow no misunderstand­
ing. It then states that the submarine 
warfare around the British Isles was 
a reprisal for what is characterized, as 
the “inhumane blockade” of Great 
Britain to staVve the Central Powers, 
and then promises indemnity for Am­
ericans lost on the Lusitania, and ex­
presses "profound regret" for tiheir 
deaths. ~ %

It goes on to say that the German 
government recognizing liability for 
their loss, makes proposals contained 
in the draft submitted today, andi then 
goes on to deal with the question of 
reprisals against others than enemy 
subjects. The change which the Ber­
lin Foreign Office has made in the 
wording of the latter proposal has not 
beeni publicly disclosed, but from the 
air of optimism which prevailed today 
there was a general impression that 
the chances of its delaying the nego­
tiations were slight.

Lansing it was his personal opinion 
that in carrying out the new subma­
rine campaign) it was not the inten­
tion of the German government to 
sink “liners."

Mr. lansing is understood to have 
informed him that such a statement 
from the German government would 
be desirable.

Petrograd, Feb. 16, via London, Feb. 
17.—The following official statement 
was issued today:

“In the Riga section the fire of our 
heavy howltzera compelled the descent

The enemy’s heavy artillery violently 
bombarded the Uurkull bridgehead for 
half an hour.

“On the Dvinek sector j>ur fire caus­
ed two explosions in an enemy hqavf 
battery.

"In the region of the Upper Ikvn 
our artillery put down enemy attempts 
to bomb our trenches with trench 
mortars.

The taking of the first fort Is be­

In spite of the Intense cold and 
deep snow, the Russian troops took 
Hop mountain by storm, and dealt the 
Turks the first staggering ‘blow. Hav­
ing driven them from this position, 
the Russian artillery broke through 
and flanked the other positions, which 
went like a house of cards, the result 
of the Russian onslaught exceeding all 
expectations.

The Caucasian campaign derived 
great benefit from the Russian domin­
ation of the Black Sea, which enabled 
the army tq receive a plentiful supply 
of provisions and munitions.

Havre, Feb. 16.—The Allied powers 
signatory to the treaty guaranteeing 
the . independence and neutrality ot 
Belgium have decided not to end hos­
tilities until the political and econo­
mic independence of Belgium is re­
established and the nation is indemni­
fied for the damages suffered.

This decision was communicated te 
the Belgium Foreign Office on Monday 
by the ministers representing the En­
tente Allies.

The Russian minister acted a» 
spokesman, addressing the Belgian 
minister for foreign affairs, as follows:

“The allied powers signatory to the 
treaties guaranteeing the independence 
an<j neutrality of Belgium have decid­
ed to renew today by solemn act the 
agreements made regarding your coun* 
try, which has been heroically faithful 
to its international obligations. Conse­
quently we, the ministers of France* 
Great Britain and Russia, duly author­
ized by our governments, have the hon­
or to make the following declare

“The Allied and guaranteeing power* 
declare that when the moment comes 
the Belgian government will be called 
upon to take part in peace negotia­
tions, and they will not put an ehd t# 
hostilities without Belgium having 
re-established its political and econo* 
mic Independence."

The Belgian Foreign Minister, Bar 
on Beyens, replied:

"The government of the King is pro­
foundly grateful to the governments 
of t,he three powers guaranteeing the 
independence of Belgium, of which 
you are representatives, for their 
generous initiative In making known 
today this declaration. I thank you 
heartily in its behalf."

“The Italian minister told Baron 
Beyens that although Italy was not 
among the powers which guaranteed 
the Independence and neutrality ef 
Belgium he had no objection to the 
foregoing declaration. A similar an­
nouncement was made on behalf ofl 
the Japanese government.

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The St. John StandardLondon. Feb. 16, 955 p. m.—Today’s 
debate in parliament on tbe air de­
fense of Great Britain was chiefly re­
markable for the frank admissions 
made by the cabinet’s spokesman that 
the present conditions are far from 
satisfactory. Andrew Bonar Law, sec­
retary for the colonies, A. J. Balfour, 
first lord of the admiralty, and H. J. 
Tennant, under secretary for war, all 
spoke in this vein. They declared, 
however, that the government was do­
ing all that was humanly possible.

Mr. Bailout scored the sensation of 
the day when he declared that one of 
England's great mistakes in the days 
prior to the war was her failure to de­
velop a dirigible airship fleet, along 
lines similar to that of Germany.

•‘WTjth regard to Zeppelins,” 
said, ‘looking back on events I am sor­
ry that we did not develop that type 
of vessel, not so much for aggression 
and defense, as for maritime and other 
scouting. Such airships might have 
played for us an important part. Cer­
tainly Germany has had an advantage 
in possessing them.

“We are doing what we can to reme­
dy this state of things, but I do not 
pretend that, when we began the race 
ten years behind the enemy, there is 
any reasonable probability of catching 
up.

In other words, the 
farmers of the United States tariff 
had In view the extension of the mar­
ket for American flour and wheat 
products. They had said: “We will 
admit your wheat free, but we want 
to grind It and send it back to you In 
the form of flour."

,RY C. B. Allan was chosen to fill tfce 
position of chairman of the board of 
assessors made vacant by the resigna­
tion of A. W. Sharpe at the meeting 
of the common council at noon yes­
terday. The salary will remain at .the 
same figure that was paid to Mr. 
Sharpe, 92,000. After a private con­
ference of the commissioners the 
mayor moved, seconded by Oom. Wig- 
more, that Mr. Allan be appointed and 
the motion was unanimously carried. 
The resolution of Com. Potts that the 
flat rate of 1.98 be continued for an­
other five years caused considerable 
discussion and was finally defeated by 
the casting vote of the mayor.

The mayor and Com. McLellan both 
contended that It would be unwise at 
this time to tie the hands of the asses­
sors as it was impossible to tell how 
much money would be required next 
year, or any year, until this war was 
over.

Com. Russell said It might be pos­
sible that a rate as high as 2.10 would 
be necessary next year. Corns. Potts 
and Wlgmore voted in favor and Corns. 
McLellan and Russell and the mayor 
against the proposal.

The housing bill of Com. Potts was 
adopted after some discussion, during 
which Coiq. Potts claimed the credit 
for the appointment of the Assessment 
Commission. In urging the passing of 
the housing bill Com. Potts said he 
had put this proposal forward lu the 
Interest of morals and better living 
conditions among the laboring classes. 
There were houses In Saint John not 
fit for a decent dog to live in and yet 
men and women were allowed to stay 
in them. He said In the course of his 
remarks that he did not expect to be 
a commissioner after the first of May 
as he did not intend to run again for 
office. Com. McLellan seconded the 
motion and Com. Wlgmore, in support­
ing It, said that some of the houses 
In Saint John certainly were not fit 
for human habitation.

A communication was read from J. 
A. Barry asking if the fee of the Carle- 
ton Mill Pond were for sale or whether 
a lease would be given. This was re­
ferred to the Commissioner of Ferries 
and Public Lands for a report. The 
request of the Automobile Association 
that a change be made in the bye-law 
regarding the rule of the road and 
suggesting that It be made to read that 
vehicles drive to the right Instead of 
the left was referred to the Commis­
sioner of Public Safety.
