BELGIUM IS NOT
SATISFIED WITH
TREATY TERMS

Joins With Chinese and Ital-
ians to Make Life Unhappy
for the Councli of Four,

NO ATTEMPTS TO
RECONCILE ITALIANS

French Ambassador to Italy
Holding Daily Conferences
With Premier Orlando.

New York, May 2—The Associated
Press tonight issues the following:

Aside from discussion by the Coun-
cil of Three of minor articles of the
peace treaty, Friday in Peace Confer-

. ence circles in Paris was a quiet day.

Likewise at Versailles, where the Ger-
man delegates are awaiting the pleas-
ure of delegates of the Allied and As-
soolated governments to hand them
the terms of peace, there were no ex-
traordinary happenings.

With the controversy between Italy
and the Council of Three still unset-
tled, and the Chinese delegation re-
ported to be disposed to protest
against the award of Kalo-Chau to the
Japanese, Belgium is declared to be
discatisfied with the terms of the
peace treaty as regards her territorial
desires in Germany

Apparently no great attempts are
being made by the Council of Three
to bring about a re-conciliation in
ideas with the Italian delegates.

The French ambassador to Italy,
however, has conferred, at length,
with Premier Orlando regarding the
eitvation and the development of
events in Paris since the Italians quit
tha French capital and returned to

'l‘ha Soviet .moysment in Central
Burope seemingly i fast approaching
its downfall. Munich, seat of the Ba-
varian Soviet, which was known to
be surrounded by government forces
of Premier Hoffman, is reported, un-
officially, to have beem captured. In
Hungary the forces of King Ferdinand
of Rumania, with the monarch at their
head, are about to emnter Budapest,
while Bola Kun, the foreign minis-
ter, In the Humngarian Soviet, con-
tinues to make overtures for a ces-
sation of hostilities by Rumania and
also by the Czecho-Slovaks and Jugo-
Blavs,

Wireless advices from Moscow as-
sert that the Bolghevik government in
Russia has sent in an ultimatum to
Rumania demanding the evacuation ot
Bessarabia, Forty-eight hours have
been given the Rumanians to comply.

The Spanish parllament has been
dissolved by King Alfonso and new
elections set for June @, according to
reports received in London from the
Spanish capital,

BOMB EXPLOSION
WRECKS BROWNS-

Score of Prisoners Trapped in
Jail in Basement Rescued by
Firemen and Police.

Brownsville, Penna., May 3.—An ex-
plosion, believed to have been caused
by a bomb placed in the office of
Charles H. Storey, wrecked the mu-
nieipal bufldings and shattered win
dows for several blocks in the busk
ness district here early today. The
damage is estimated at many thous-
ands of dollars., A score of prisoners,
trapped in the jail in the basement
of the building, a three story brick
structure, which collapsed over them,
were rescued by firemen. Policemen
and agents of the Department of
Justice said they believed the explo-
sion was an amarchist May Day plot.|

The Personnel Today Num-
bers 200 Officers and 1,758
Men Against 700 Officers
and 4,768 Men Five
Months Ago.

TOTAL NUMBER
DEMOBILIZED 3,490

Demobilization is Being Car-
ried on as Rapidly as Pos-
sible, Priority Being Given
to Early Enlistments.

Ottawa, Ont.,, May 2.—Dr. Blake, of
Winnipeg, asked the Government in
the House this afternoon, whether it
was correct that the 'peace treaty
would contain provision for an Inter-
national eight hour day.

Hon. Mr. Rowell replied that the
Government expected to have the text
of the treaty very shortly, and might
be able to give the answer on Mon-
day.

Hon. C. C. Ballantyne, Minister of
Marine and Fisheries, replying to a
question acked by Mr. Sinclair yes-
terday, said that the number of act-
ive service ratings in the Canadian
nafy on Novembsp® 15, was: Officers,
700; men, 4,768; total 5,468. On April
15, 1919, the number was: Officers,
200; men, 1,758; total 1,978. ‘The
total number demobilized up to April
16, was 3,450, -Demobilization was
being carried on as rapidly as pos:
sible, priority being given to men who
bad enlisted early in the year.

TO LOOK AFTER
WAR MEMORIALS

If Such is Appomted by the
Legislature it Will be Given
Full Power to Provide for
Memorials Where Deemed
Best.

Halifax, May

sion in charge of memorials to com-
memorate the participation of the
province in the war. It is provided
that the commission, entrusted with
this matter, shall consist of the Gov-
ernor for the time being, the Premier
of the province, the Chief Justice, the
Officers Commanding the Naval and
the Land oFrces in Nova Scotia for
the time being, the Executive of the
Provincial Command of the Great,
War Veterans' Association of Nova
Scotia, and such other persons as that
executive may nominate, subject to
the approval of the government. oFr
the purpose of the act the commis-
sion shall have power to raise money,
within or without the province, and
they shall have full power to erect
and administer any memorials de-
termined upon. It is provided that
any city or town, mo matter what
the law without execting a vote of the
rate payers, may vote fundg in one
payment, or covering a period of
years, to be pald to the commission
for the purpose of providing a war

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DUTCH HOLD THA T KAISER

CANNOT B

EXTRADITED

FOR TRIAL BY ALLIES

London, May 2.—The announcement
that the former Kaiser and other men
responsible to the laws of civilized
warfare will be brought to trial, has
given rise to the question here wheth-
er there might be any poasibility of
Holland refusing .to give up the ex-
BEmperor. Iuvestigation shows clearly
that such & possibility exists, Dutch
circles in London firmly expressed
the opinion that the extradition of
the ofrmer Kaiser is impossible. They
point out that the extradition laws do
not include political crimes. It js the
legal opinion in the Netherlands that
the Kaiser {s not guilty of any crimes
definitely mentioned wm extradition
treaties with Holland.

One good authority in London ex-
pressed the candid opinion that the
Dutch “would be glad to get William
Hohenzollern off their hands,” hut
Dutch sources here carefully point
out that the former Kalser is regard-
ed in Holland as a private gentleman,
guilty of no erime against the laws of
Holland, and paying his income and
other taxes, but he admitted the for-
mer Kaiser is being carefully watched
to make sure that he starts no politi-
cal dntrigues in our coumtry.”

The final decision of the matter
rests with the presemt Dutch govern-
ment which declines to make any
gtatement on the matter before recelv-
ing a request or a demawmd for Wil
helm’s person.

A wireless|
despatch from Moscow says that the‘
Rumanian government is given forty- |
eight hours to make its reply. |

Bessarabia is a former Russian pro-|
vince, populated mostly by Rumanians |
and to which Rumania has laid claim.
On the retirement of the (;vrma_ns,
after the signing of the armistice,
Rumanian troops occupied Bessarabia.

Four or five weeks ago, Russian Bol-
shevik troops, after fighting their way |
through the Ukraine, reached the
Driester river, the eastern border of
Bessarabia. A Bolshevik official
stesqment on April 14 reported that
the Rumanians had been defeated in
fighting along the Dniester, and were|
retiring from Bgssarabia. The Ru-|
manian government, however, denied
that its troops were evacuating the
province.

The Russian ultimatum to Rumania
may have been made in view of the
successful Rumanian campaign
against the Comjpwunist Government
in Hungary. Thp Russian Soviet
Governmentt thus far has attempted
unsuccessfully to form a physical
union with Communist Hungary.

0
their feet to cheer the artist. These
and other equally unusual incidents
oocurred au last evening's concert in
the Imperial, but then anything might
‘have happened when the impelling
jmpulse was the magnetic personality
of Miss Anna Case. Of all the singers
who have been heard here, none has
compared with her in charm of man-
ner, grace, and personal beauty. And
when to these possessions is added
the attribute of a glorious voice, 1t 18
easy to realize that the fortunate in-
dividual can movh an audlence at her
will. Miss Case is the first American
girl to become a member of the Met-
ropolitan Opera Company, and is per
Baps the leading concert soprano .n
America today, her position in thls
respect comparing with that of
McCormack as a tenor. But whila
prominent in opera, Miss Case has of
late devoted herselt almost entirely
w concert work. She has the not un-
asual combination of a strongly dram-
atic temperament llmited by iyric
capabilities, and as could be readily
observed from 'last evening’s pro-
gram, is highly emotional in her
work. There was apparent in several
of her numbers an eagerness to ac-
centuate the dramatic in her individ-
ua! Interpretation of the music, and
il may be belleved that in the wider
cpportunities in this respect afforded
by operatic work the effectiveness of
her voice and personality would be
greatly enhanced.

All are famillar with the names of

the eminent singers now passing

the stage, which group inciuded Nor-
dica, Melba, Sembrich, Schumann-
Heinck and the rest, but as yot the
outlying districts like our own prov-
iuces have not had opportunity to be-
come personglly acguainted with the
later artists, among whom are Case,
Giuck, Fremstadt, Farrar, Galli-Curct
and others, Yet among these singers
ol today are some who, In their own
particular spheres, are qui‘e as euin-
ent as those so highly esteemed in
years gone by, And in this group
Miss Anna Case holds a place of
honor 8t. John has thus besen privil-
eged to hear an artist, who came to
u almost unkngown excep!'ng through
phonographic, records, anl who has
in this brief visit won the hearts of
all, as much uy her pers,nal charm
az by the beauty of her vn'ce.

Miss Case is evidently not a devotee
¢1 the popular class of musle. Her
program last evening, while
sentative of the styles of different
composers and of different periods.
and while affording opportunity for
the portrayal of all emotions, included
little of the lighter class which natur-
ally carries its own appeal to a por
tion of ‘the audience. Yet in encore
numbers this was to some pextent
overcome, and these selectl)ms were
thoroughly enjoyed. Beveral little
incidents added greatly to tha plea-
sure of the evening, A bouquet was
presented, wrapped in the Canadian
flag, which Miss Case draped over the
piano, this presentation being follow-
ed Immediately by “O Canad:”
Later when she sang the Battle Hymn
which 18 a feature of her concerts,
the audience took up the chorus with
vigor—they could not help it And
again when Rule Brittania was sung
in a most inspiring manner, the whole
hcuse rose and made the bullding
ring with the resounding refrain. The
econtagion of patriotic fervor seemed
to grip everyone, and at the end of the
program as printed there was a seem
ingly insatiable demand for more.

Mr. Charles Spross, who frequently
acte as pianist for Miss Case, was, be-
cause of iliness, unable to be present,
but the accompaniments were most
artistically rendered by Mr. Bllmer
Zoller, of New York, whose work left
nothing to be desired.

Captain Beryn Bradford Lost
His Ship in a Hurricane and
Then Spent Twenty-two
Days on an Island Because
Natives Thought He Was
German.

To lose his ship In a hurricane, and
speud twenty-two days on an jsland
because some semi-civilized natives
took them for Germans and wanted to
rid the world of them, was the ex-
berience of Captaln Beryn Bradford,
Ecr of Robert Bradford, of Black's
Harbor, who arrived home the other
day. In his three-masted schooner,
the Nettle Shipman, Captain Bradford
was on a voyage to South America,
when he ran into a great storm, such
as he had not ¥nown in all his sea-
Boing career. For many weary days
and nights the littls ship battled with
terrific winds and mountainous seas,
and at last was dismasted. When
the weather moderated they launched
their boat, which luckily had escaped
destruetion by the battering seas, and
left their helpless craft, water-logged
and gradually sinking. In r);q. open
boat they- sailed or rowed for four
days, living on bully beet and water-
scaked biscuits. They were fortunate

enough to get water enough to drink,
as it ralned every day, but they were
giad enough to make land on the

fourth day.

When, however, they dapproached
the shore, they were met by a band
ol natives who showed a hostile
aspect, and warned them with waving
o! fish spears, not to land. Captain
Bradford and his men attempted to
parley, but all they could make out
from the powwow was that the na-

tives evidently cons 1 that the
boat's crew were Ger: , and were
not considered desirable acquaint-

;’uxces, even in that desolate-looking

ard.

Pretty soon several primitive looky
propelled by brawng
natives with paddles, emerged from a
little bay and came towards the ship-
wiecked. men, yelling loudly, and
showing every sign of a hostile
purpose.

Amazed and alarmed the white men
raised their sall and made off. follow-

ed by the excited natives. After o
little while the natives gave up the
chase, and the white men coming to
2 small {sland which was evidently
uninhabited decided to land there and
look for some fruit to eat, as they
were heartily sick of their boat diet,
and cramped by their existence in
close quarters. On the fisland they
found tropical fruits and plantains,
and some sugar cane, which had ap-
parently been growing wild. They
decided to pass the night there, but
though they set a watch they found
towards morning that their boat had
been stolen. Apparently one of the
native boats had approached the
island, and a swimmer had come in
and cast the boat adrift in the dark-
ness.

Capt. Bradford and his crew werse
marooned, and tried to make the best
ol -1t They lived like Robinson
Crusoes, and managed to subsist on
fruit and fish. Nearly every day a
party of natives would approach the
island and shout what appeared to be
unkind remarks. But they made no
further attempts to attack, evidently
being satisfied that they had g«
supposed Germans,in a plight
adapted to their merits.

The castaways began to think they
nere marooned on that little island
for the rest of their days, the object
of jeering speeches by uatives from
along the coast. But on the taenty-
second day of their captivity, a coast-
ing, schooner noticed their signals
and rescued them. They were told
by the crew of the coasting schooner
that they ought to consider them-
selves lucky, as the natives there.
abouts, an offshoot of ancient Caribbs,
had a notion that the Germans were
a terrible race of savages who de-
voured women and children,

“I* was hard enough to lose a ship,
and ige cast away on 8 desert Island*
said the captuin, “but to be taken for
Germans by haif-naked natives was
the limit.”

‘eiples of self rule, buc since the mur-
!@er of Prince Ito, tne first Japanese
}Governor of Korea, has been in-
boreasingly apparent that the Koreansy
ythemselves have had less and less to
}do with the administration. It is also
clear that of late the Japanese admin.
fstration has partaken to a very
large extent of militaristic methods
which of themselves imply inefficien-
ey the part of those holding re-
sponsible positions, and which

make approximately seventy miles an
hour, while the British planes are
supposed to have a speed of not less
than one hundred miles. Under fav-
orable conditions there is thus a good
margin of safety in the matter ,of

time and distance.

TITLES.

1t is perfectly right and proper that
persons who have devoted themselves
to the service of Canada or of the
Fmpire should receive from the Kiug
on the advice of his ministers such
recognition in the form of a title
ot otherwise as may best suit tha
particular case. It 1s not right or
proper that such persons, no matter
what their individuar services may
have been, should be awarded in a
country such as this a distinction
which they can hand down to future
generations.

The answer to the question “does a

Here in our own small province, a
bill of $125,000 was piled up by com-
munities in 18 months to pay for
sniallpox. That only pays for cost of
medical services. How about -the
financial loss to the family of the
patient? How about the financial
los: to the employer of labor? How
about: the loss to the Province itgelf
from decreased revenue due to loss
of production, aside from the lnee ,f
its citizens through death? Smallpox,
typhotd, diphtheria, and many othar
communicable diseases are amenahle
to control. It merely involves the
investment of capital by the commun-
ity The returns on the investment
are huge and will be proportional to
the amount invested.
