Although we find 
Mr. Close’s name entered repeatedly with 
crews for out rigger races, it is always 
from Cambridge, even as late as June 29 
and 30, where he rdwed' with the First 
Trinity Crew for the Visitor’s Challenge 
Cup, in the Henley regatta, in which they 
got a lead at once, keeping it throughout, 
and winning the race. In March last he 
rowed with the Cambridge eight in the 
University race and Won. We 
Mr. Close’s name mentioned in connection 
with the London Rowing Club.

10. They rowed more often and longer 
than their opponen’s, hut, like the latter,

letters which Lincoln nad written to her, 
and which she obligingly lumished [t 
will be seen that no pains have been spared 
in this biography to obtain information 
from authentic sources.

Lincoln became acquainted with Miss 
Mary Todd, afterward Mrs. Lincoln, in 
Springfield in 1839. She was the daughter 
of the lion. Robert S. Todd of Lexington, 
Ky., and her connections in Illinois were 
among the most refined and distinguished 
people in the State. Lincoln was at that 
time a rising politician, fresh from the 
people, and poiseeaed of great power among 
them. Miss Todd was of aristocratic and 
distinguisned lamily, able to lead through 
the portals of good society whomsoever 
they chose to countenance. She took Lin­
coln captive almost as soon as he saw her. 
and it was thought by the friends of both 
that their marriage could not fail to result 
happily. Lincoln and Miss Todd were en­
gaged, and it was supposed that their mar­
riage was only a question of time. Unfor­
tunately, however, another young lady, 
possessing grfeater attractions lor Lincoln, 
made her appearance on the scene, and 
although there is.no evidence that he ever 
gave this lady any cause to suspect his 
passion, he came to the conclusion that it 
was his duty to inform Miss Todd of his 
change of heart. The latter at once re­
leased him Irom his engagement, some 
parting endearments took place between 
them, and as a result of those endearments 
a reconciliation followed, and a day was 
fixed upon for their marriage. The day 
came, the bride prepared for the ceremony, 
but the bridegroom failed to make his ap­
pearance. He had been attacked by in­
sanity. He was taken to Kentucky by a 
friend and kept there until he recovered. 
His derangement was nearly if not quite 
complete. His friends carefully removed 
all razors and knives from his reach and 
kept him under a strict guard for a long 
time. He was unable to attend the Legis 
lature of 1841-2 in consequence ol this 
malady. When be was fully restored to 

he returned to Springfield, and 
after had several secret meetings with Mi-s 
Todd, and finally they were married on one 
or two hours' notice.

Tom Hughes on Horse Racing.

THE PERILS OF TOE TURF BV ONE WHO KNOWS

In the House of Commons, on the eve ol 
Derby Day, Mr. Gladstone having moved 
the adjournment of the House, Mr. T. 
Hughes said

Tin the last occasion I gave notice that 
when this motion was made 1 should take 
the feeling of the House upon it, and 
propose to do so to-day. I am rather sur­
prised that the motion should again come 
from the Treasury Bench, after the House 
has undeniably shown that its opinion 
upon this sutyect has changed during the 
past year. fNo.no.] Perhaps honorable 
gentlemen who cry “ No, no,"’ will hear 
the reasons which I have for making that 
statement. If I am wrong It will be for 
the House to correct me. Previous to the 
present year there were always two ooca 
sions when motions of this kind were made 
namely, upon a principal festival of the 
Christian year, Ascension Day, and upon 
the principal festival of the turf—the 
Derby. On the 8th of this month the 
House passed a resolution that hereafter 
at any rate for the present year, the usual 
adjournment on Ascension Day for two 
hours, to allow gentlemen who were so 
inclined to attend the service of their 
church, should no longer be con­
tinued. The House declared by 
considerable majority—[No, no,]—that 
there should be no such suspension of the 
business. The reasons for that vote were 
something of this kind The right honor, 
able member for Kilmarnock (Mr. Bou- 
verie) said there were a number of impor­
tant matters, gas and railway bills, and 
other similar business.and they were not to 
allow those important matters to be intei- 
fered with two hours because there were 
gentlemen so old-fashioned and superstiti­
ous as to attend divine service on that day. 
[Oh, oh.] That was the understanding. 
But, surely, when at the beginning of this 

nth the House of Commons refused 
honorable members two hours for the pur 
pose of public worship, it is not going to 
stultify itself and devote a whole day to 
another lestival, which, 1 apprehend, 
scarcely anybody in the House would think 
ol so much importance as the other. The 
first festival has a start of nearly 1000 years 
over the other. So far as I am aware, the 
Derby fc- tival has existed for not quite 100 
years. I am not going to compare the 
importance of the two institutions—[hear, 
hear,]—but I will say that at any rate, 
whatever the Christian religion may have 
done—[oh, oh,]—for the British nation— 
[renewed cries of “oh, oh”J if my honor­
able and learned Iriend the member for 
Southwark (Mr. Locke) has anything to 
say, perhaps he will say so. [Hear, hear, 
and great laughter.] Let us see what the 
other institution to which we arc now 
about to give especial advantage has done 
for the British nation. I am told that the 
British turf has very much improved.

THE BREED OF HORSES.

Shipping Notes.
The Moncton Times says Henry Bennett, 

Esq., Hopewell Cape, has just laid the keel 
of a barque ol about 500 or 600 tons. The 
new steamer is to be launched this week. It 
is yet uncertain how she will be employed.

Messrs. Pye Brothers, Hopewell Cape, 
have in course of construction a barque of 
600 tons and arc about to put on anotherdf 
800 tons.

The fishing schooner “ Franklin S. 
Scbenck,” seized for infringement of the 
fishery laws and adjudged for sale at Que­
bec has been delixered up to her owners on 
the payment of a fine.

There have been more crimp rows in 
Quebec. The police of that city have made 
a descent on several crimping establish­
ments and secured a few runaway sailors. 
The locsl papers say “ efforts will be made 
to establish a sailor’s home —the unfor­
tunate seamen certainly do appear to need 
some protection.

The Norwegiap Vice Consul at Pugwash 
has visited the wreck of the barque 
“ Owen," which went on a reef near Cape 
Tormentine in fine weather, while on her 
way to Miramichi in ballast. The Captain 
says that the accident was entirely owing 
to the incorrectness of his chart as to the 
bearings and the depth of water. A bell 
buoy is much needed on this reef.

Theschr. “Carrie," of Yarmouth,N. 
S , abandoned at sea, having capsized, was 
picked up on Grand Manan banks, on Fri­
day last, by the schr. “ Fame,” full of 
water. Everything was gone, except the 
hull and her cargo of spiling ; having pro 
f.ably been boarded by the crew of 
vessel and stripped. Her decks were very 
much cut up and chafed. Having been 
towel to Cross Islands and the water got 
out of her, she was taken to Eastport.

The brig “ Kerrot" which arrived at 
this port on Wednesday the 12th inst., 
has discharged a portion of her cargo and 
is now on Ring’s Blocks, Carlcton, under­
going repairs. The brig was proceeding 
down Annapolis River, bound from that 
port for Cuba, with lumber, when she 
grounded on a rock, the damage is not 
sirious,her timbers being slightly strained. 
She is owned in Halifax by Captain John 
Taylor.

In the next 
act the prisoners who do not appear to 
have been recaptured wander around, and 
in a snow storm Ben is seen lying on his 
grave, with a tomb st me at the head and 
his name on it.

Pope) who has been his evil fate all 
through life wants him killed for various 
reasons and offers Tom Blake two thousand

engaged to a young man named MoNamor, 
who had gone to the east and unaccount­
ably remained there untilshe had despaired 
of his ever returning. It should be said 
that there were good reasons for this 
delay ; but she was led to believe that she 
had been deserted. Under these circum 
stances she promised to marry Lincoln, 
but soon after died, it was thought Irom 
jrief, owing to the distressing conflict in 
rer mind as to her duty toward the two 
lovers. A few days before her death 
Lincoln was sumoned to her bedside. What 
h tppened in that solemn conference was 
known only to him and the girl. But 
when he left lier, and stopped at the 
house of a iriend on his way home, the 
friend saw signs of the most terrible dis­
tress in his lace and in his conduot. When 
Ann actually died and was buried his griel 
became frantic. He lost ail sell control, 
even the consciousness of his own identity, 
and every friend he had in New Salem 
pronounced him insane. His biographer 
says:

“ About three quarters of a mile below 
New Salem, at the foot ol -the main bluff, 
and in a hollow between two lateral bluffs, 
stood the house ol Bowlin Greene, built ol 
logs and weather boarded. Thither the 
triends of Lincolo.who apprehended a total 
abdication oi reason, determined to trans­
port him, partly for the bénefit ol a mere 
change of scene, and partly to keep him 
within constant reach of his near and noble 
Iriend, Bowlin Green. During this period 
of his darkened and wavering intellect, 
when “ accidents” were momentarily ex­
pected, it was discovered that Bowlin 
Greene possessed a power to persuade and 
guide him proportioned to the affection that 
had subsisted between them in former and 
better times. Bowlin Greene came lor him, 
but Lincoln was cunning and obstinate. It 
required the most artlul practices of a 
general conspiracy ol all his friends to dis 
arm his suspicions and induce him to go 
and stay with his most anxious and devoted 
friend. But, at last they succeeded, nnd 
Lincoln remained down under the bluff for 
two or three weeks, the object of undis­
guised solicitude and of the stritetest sur­
veillance. At tho end of that time his 
mind seemed to be restored, and it was 
thought sale to let him go back to his old 
haunts, to the study of law, to the writing 
ol legal papers lor his neighbors, to petti 
fogging before the Justice of the Peace,and 
perhaps to a little surveying. But Mr. 
Lincoln was never p>ecisely the same man 
again. At the time of his release he was 
thin, haggard,and careworn, like one risen 
from tho verge ol the grave. He had 
always been subject to fits ol great mental 
depression, but alter this they were more 
frequent nnd alarming."

Lincoln’s next love was a Miss Owen», a 
wealthy young lady from Kentucky, who 
sptnt some time in New Salem in 1836. 
She is spoken of as tall and handsome— 
s ime of those who know her describe her 
as having been very beautiful. Lincoln 
proposed to this lady, but received an eva 
sive answer, nnd the affair never came to 
anything, though a correspondence was 
continued between them for some time. 
Mr. Lamon has carefully collected all tlie 
gossip bearing on this matter, and Mr. 
Herndon wrote tlie lady several letters, 
qestiuriing her very closely in regard to tbe 
details of all that passed between them.

She was accompanied by a pilot but in 
passing Isle Ronde suddenly struck heav­
ily. Concussion was so great the vessel 
reeled, nearly capsizing. About three 
minutes after striking she righted and 
drifted with the current nearly running 
down the Longueil ferry steamer.

In the meantime the vessel was last pil­
ing with water, and in a few minutes she 
sunk in 25 feet of water, opposite Hochela- 
ga, about a mile below the wharf.

The " France” was about two-thirds 
loaded with general cargo, principally 
grain, lor Liverpool. She was chartered 
in England by Messrs. Allan for summer 
traffic.

She sank in less than ten minutes after 
stiking on the Island.

A horrible accident occurred to the 
Engineer of the tug “ Rocket,” sent to 

aid of the steamship “ France." The 
man was sent down into the paddle wheel 
to adjust something, when the wheels sud 
denly revolved, literally tearing him to 
atoms.
