The Portland Streets.

This summer a great deal of attention
has been given the streets by the Town
Council, and the result has been a marked
improvement in many of them. The
lessee of the Street Railway does not by
any means do his duty or fulfil his con-
tract. There are places where the pave-
ment between the rails has sunk down
five or six inches. In fact, there is a
great portion of the line not kept in pro-
per repair.

Mill street, which has been raised and
paved this summer, is now in excellent
condition, and the ownspeople are
very anxious to see the Corporation of
St. John continue the work. Something
should he done with this street, or the
raised part of it will be a watershed when
the fall rains come on, that will make
Portland Bridge and the sidewalk there,
a worse mudhole than ever. The east-
ern sidewalk should be raised some
inches, 1if nothing is done to the centre
of the street, which would seeure for
pedestrians a dry passage.

In other parts of the Town there has
also been a large amount-of work done
and improvements made, notably in Main
street, of which the new and wider side-
walks under Fort Howe, and at Indian-
town, are the most deserving of men-
tion. ;

The Bridge Road is being very much
improved. The Board of Health having
decided against the placing of chips in
the large holes on the road, stones and
gravel are being placedin them.  ‘The
sidewalks on the road have been relaid,
and the streets widened. The Town de-
serves credit for the efforts making to
improve the streets.

A Woman’s Crime—Confession of a
Murderess—Details of the Affair.

NEw YORK, Sept. 9.
All doubt and mystery regarding the
murder of Miss Hammill has at last been
dispel'ed by the confession of the woman
Merrigan, who for the coolness and bar-
barity displayed by her in the perpetra-
tion of the horrid crime merits the title
of a Borgia. As was suspected, Miss
Hammill came to her death by the hand
of her friend and former schoolmate.
Aiter considerable badgering by the de-
tectives and at the earnest solicitation of
her friends, the suspected woman con-
sented to tell what she so wel®new. For
this purpose she and her husband were
taken to the office of the Police Commis-~

sioners, and related the Lorrible tale of
the flendish-¢érime in which she had been
engaged. It appears that after the arri-
val of Miss Eammill at Mrs. Merrigan’s
house in Ninth Street, on Tuesday last.
the latter quarrelled with her victim; and
alierwards resolved fo kill her. To ac-

‘| complish her purpose, Mrs. Merrigan,

who is not a hardy woman, eéould Hiot
risk coping with Miss Hammill without
fizst getiing the better of the latter in
some way. Besides it would not do to
have a desperate struggle,of which neigh-
bors must necessarily become cognizant.
Miss Hammill had to be rendered next to
helpless, and to effect: that condition she
was plied with liquor, to the partaking of
which she was unased. Mrs. Merrigan
fully exculpated her husband from any
participation in the crime, and it appears
to have been her purpose to keep him in
ignorance .of it that s>e slept out of the
house where the corpse lay concealed.
In this way she found ample opportunity
to carry out the plan shs had decided up-
on to conceal evidences of ‘her crim¢ by
a seeming accidental fire attendant upon
a lamp explosion. . Her preparations re-
quired time, and were.mot completed: uft- |
til Thursday. On the evéning of thats
day, to save her furniture, she had it re-
moved to the lower floor of the hous:
edjoining, with the-aid of two young u en,
whom she instrucied her husband (o en-
gaze. As soon as her effects, exceptin
the bedstead whereon lay the strangl
woman in the little rear room, had been
got out, her departure was only delayed
| until the two men had goneard she could
scatter aboutthe roomsaquantity of kero-
seneandapply the torch. Itisnotlikely she
took a last glance at the form of the dead
woman, by whom she had been befriend-
ed in the past, but she contented herself
in first cutting off the ends of the clothes
line cloge to the neck of the corpse and
then thoroughly saturating a straw. mat-
tress or its conients which lay p’led upon
the head and trunk of the body. Tostart
the faneral pyre was an easy matter after
what had already been done,-and then to
make sure work-she set a’c.oset in the
iront room in a blaze and completed the
terrible sel-imposed task. Deliberately
Mrs. Merrigan conceived.and carried out
her well laid :cheme, even to the plae-
ing of a glass in such a position that
is would explode, and, as she
doubtless imagined, relieve her of
the consequence to be dreaded. In
the opinion of Mrs. Merrigan, donbtless
every trace of her act was obliterated, if
10t the body itself, by the fire, to” insure
which she seems to have calculated upon
the consumption of the noose, which it
was impossible to remove trom the neck.
The worst effect of the fire was about the
head #ud chest, below which, to the
kaees, thebody of the murdered woman
was only scorched, while the ankles and
feet were untouched bY ‘either flame or
smoke. The authorities are satisfied
that the whole affair is now unravelled,
and will take measures for punishing the
perpetrator. :

women can gossip, when the baby hid the
buttons under a mat and started to finish
the apple. A bit of the skin got in his

throat and he gave a cough and a- whoop

and pawed the air and rolled over -on his

head. ¢ Oh, them buttons! he has swal-,
lowed them buttons!” cried the mo-

ther as she yanked him up and

shook him.  “Pound him on the back!”

yelled the other woman, trying to hold

the baby’s legs still. **Run for the neigh-

bors!” eried Mrs. Briggs, ¢Oh, he’ll

dle, he’ll die!” screamed the other, as

she ran out. And the neighbors came in

and made him lie on his stgmach and

cough, and then turned him on his back

and rubbed him on his stomach, and jog-

gled him about all sorts of ways until he

got mad and went to howling. - Then a

boy ran for Briggs, and Briggs ran for a

doctor, and a doctor came and choked

the baby, and ordered sweet oil and mus-°
tard plaster, and told them to hold him

on his'tz X. Everybody knew that t :0se

six big buttons were lodged inthat baby’s

throat, because he was red in

the face, and because he strangl-

el as he howled and wept. They

poured down sweet oil, and put mustard

across him, and wept over him, and the

mother sa.d she could never forgive her-

self.
