IN A BAD WAY.
Paris, Dec. 11.—The sufferings of 

the French agricultural classes, due 
to a continual fall ip prices, was the 
theme for some emphatic talk in the 
Chamber of Deputies. Premier M. 
Meline said the import duties had 
partly lost their efficiency, owing to 
to fa'll in value of foreign coin and 
the fail in exchanges. The remedy, he 
explained, was blmetalism, but he 
added, the question needed Interna­
tional settlement. A system of export 
bounties, 'he suggested, was dangerous 
and might bring reprisals.

A dispatch from Bremen asserts that 
there were 210 passengers on the 
steamer, including 113 Russians, 35 
Galicians and 61 Spaniards, and adds 
that it is feared that all of them were 
lost.

THE NEWS CONFIRMED.
Lloyd’s agent at Vigo, Spain, tele­

graphs that the Salier has been total­
ly lost on the Coronas Corruetoda 
shoals. Not a single person on board 
the steamer was saved.

It is believed .in London that the 
disaster occurred on Tuesday, when a 
terrible gale along the European At­
lantic coast did extensive damage to 
shipping. It is reported at Vigo 
that the Salier carried a crew num­
bering 78 persons.

London, Dec. 11.—A dispatch from 
Lloyds agent at Corunna says that 
381 persons tost their lives by the 
wreck of the Salier.

STILL WORSE NEWS.
Berlin, Dec. 11.—A dispatch to the 

Cologne Gazette from Corunna, says 
that while It Is true the German 
Lloyd steamship Sailer left Antwerp 
tv 1th only 281 passengers she embark­
ed many more at various Spanish 
ports, and the correspondent estimates 
the number of victims of the disaster 
at 400 to 500.

FATEFUL ROCKS.
The Corrotoedo rocks, on which It Is 

believed the Salier was lost, are situ­
ated off the southwest coast of Corun­
na, and should have been given a wide 
berth before the steamer headed east­
ward, and then in the northeasterly 
direction for the bay leading up to 
Vila Garcia.

ALL DROWNED
London, Dec. 11.—A special dispatch 

from Berlin says that tlhe North Ger­
man Lloyd steamer Salier was wreck­
ed on the night of Dec. 7, four miles 
north of Villagarcia, Spain, and two 
and a half miles from land. The dis­
patch further says 'thaWshe must have 
broken up almost immediately, as 
parts of the steamer have already 
washed asihore. She had on board 210 
passengers, mostly steerage, and a 
crew of 65 men. All on board were 
drowned.

SPANISH BARBARITY.

How the Dons Treat the Philippine 
Insurgents.

Advices via Hong Kong state that 
the most serious charges are 
made against the Spanish offi­
cers who are attempting to crush 
out the rebellion In the Philippine 
Islands. They are accused of torturing 
their prisoners in the most merciless 
manner, employing for the purpose 
some of the infamous Implements 
which the history of the inquisition has 
made . familiar. The property of 
wealthy natives is 'being confiscated 
and an attempt is being made by 
Spanish officers to raise $10,000,000 at 
the Raneo Espanel Filipano, giving as 
a guarantee the confiscated property 
of the rebels.

On the steamship Manilla, which left 
the islands on Oct. 20, 151 promin­
ent natives of the island were banish­
ed. They would have been shot had it 
not been for the interference of the 
captain-general, who is credited with 
being the only humane Spanish officer 
in Manilla.

Eleven hundred more Spanish 
tr ops, making 3,000 sent since the re­
bellion broke out, arrived in the lat­
ter part of October.

The rebels are mostly armed with 
Mauser rifles and have plenty of 
funds. Their strength in fighting men 
is estimated at from 20,000 to 30,000. 
Many engagements occurred during 
October, but no decisive battles had 
been fought up to Nov. 5.

Several Suggestions by Acting Com 
missioner Ironside.

TORONTO IN. THH

Street Cleaning and Watering Should 
Be Done by Day Work.

The regular meeting of the Board of 
IWorks, held last night, was very brief, 
lasting less than half an hour. Sev­
eral applications for various positions 
iwere received and laid over.

Acting Street Commissioner Iron- 
Side's report of work performed in 
this branch of the department during 
1S96 was presented, and copies were 
ordered to be supplied each member 
of the committee. The report stated 
that 25,234 lineal feet, or nearly five 
miles of sidewalk, ranging in width 
from four to ten feet, had been laid 
by contract. The total cost of lumber, 
scantling and nails used in these walks 
was $5,879 10. The repairs to side­
walks was an item of considerable 
Importance. Including the lumber and 
nails used in construction of short 
stretches of new walks, nails used in 
laying walks of old material, and all 
materials and nails used on repairs to 
the numerous culverts and bridges

these roads had to be underdrained, 
but the city is amply repaid for the 
extra cost.

The streets abandoned by the street 
railway, viz., Bruce street, Clarence 
street, Bathurst street and Pall Mall 
street, have all been regraveled by the 
street railway, and are now in fairly 
good condition.

The Pipe Line Road Bill, one of the 
principal approaches to the city, has 
also been graded, underdrained and 
graveled, and is now in good condition, 
the Woodland Cemetery officers con­
tributing $100 towards this improve­
ment.

The total amount of gravel used was 
3,516 cords.

The cost of constructing the ma­
cadam read on Dufferin avenue, be­
tween Wellington and Waterloo 
streets, was $2,038 57.

! Twenty-seven cedar block crossings,
! costing $292 72, and twelve stone 
i crossings, costing $231 10, were laid by 
‘ contract.

The total amount spent In repairing 
culverts and sewers was $2,557 92. 
Dundas street sewer, from Waterloo 
to Adelaide, is in very bad shape, and 
required a great deal of attention. 
This sewer needs reconstructing, as it 
is continually falling In.

(DEFENDED IN THE PULPIT.

BUSINESS OUTLOOK.
Unseasonable Weather Restricts Trade, 

But Prospects Are Encouraging.
Toronto, Dec. 10.—R. G. Dun & Co.’s 

weekly statement of trade in Canada 
says:

Most line® of wholesale and manu­
facturing business in Montreal are as 
suming a quieter phase with the ap­
proach of -the holiday season, and with 
a good many houses the annual bal­
ancing absorbs the main attention, 
In the city and the large centers re­
tail business is fair, but in the ooun 
try trading does not seem to be very 
active, and good winter roads are 
necessary to the general improvement- 
of business and the better circulation 
of money. The money market pre 
sents no new features.

At Toronto the movement in gen­
eral merchandise this -week has, if 
anything, fallen off. The mild and 
unseasonable weather accounts in 
great measure for this state of things.

Street Improvements.
The report of the acting street 

commissioner of London city, printed 
in another column, demonstrates the 
value which the taxpayers obtain for 
their money when an intelligent plan 
of carrying out street improvements 
is adopted. In former years, we were 
accustomed to a haphazard, happy-go- 
lucky system. Now a beginning has 
been made in making as many per­
manent improvements every year as 
Is possible. Tdie widening of the boul­
evards, and the na. rowing and curb­
ing of the driveways, are wi- de­
partures. We want to reta . out’ 
handsome, wide thoroughfares, .ts 
well-kept streets, with grass. ul«- 
vards on either side, not as sào-, only 
goose pastures, requiring large ex­
penditures every year to keep them In 
passable condition. The benefits of 
under-draining la emphasized by thv 
acting street commissioner. More of 
It is required. In some parts of 
Queen’s avenue, and motably at the 
crossing opposite the Memorial Church, 
huge pools ' water accumulate every 
time there Is a storm, and unwoi, 
pedestrians are in danger of subjec­
tion to an involuntary bath. There 
must have been romethtng radically 
wrong In the e- sneering of this work, 
or means would have been provided 
for carrying off the waste water. 
Queen's avenue is no exception in this 
regard. In street making, as well as 
In every other municipal work, what 
is worth doing at all la worth doing 
welL

Where President Cleveland 
Missed It.

In his treatment of the Cuban ques­
tion
some vigor, and while holding the 
balances with a fair hanid It is ob­
vious that hie sympathies are with 
the Cubans. So far moat people In 
America .will agree with him, for 
though the issues between Spain and 
her colony are not easily defined, one 
thing certain is that Spain has no 
oapacity for ruling a dependency;* she 
is seriously wanting In the ways of 
ruling herself at home, and in the 
past her evil methods have done much 
harm in America.

The United States may never inter­
fere to procure the independence of 
Cuba; the people of that island will 
be all the better for it if they can 
obtain that boon for themselves. If 
they accept the aid of the United 
States the ultimate result will prob­
ably, a transfer of allegiance to the 
United States’ flag, Cuba becoming a 
State of the Union, end the people 
of ithe United States are better off 
without the addition of that disturb­
ing element.

President Cleveland’s indefiniteness 
as to what shall take place when “a 
situation will be presented in which 
our obligations to the sovereignty of 
Spain will be superseded by higher 
obligations, which we can hardly hesi­
tate to recognize and discharge,’’ 
leaves the course to be pursued by his 
successor as free as can be desired.

But in dealing with another foreign 
quetion, the attitude of tihe President 
is far less satisfactory. He has no 
strong words for the odious Turk, al­
though American interests in Turkey 
are as much in evidence as those of any 
country in Europe. He talks of ac­
tion on the part of the grealt nations 
having “the right by treaty ito inter­
fere for the (protection of those ex­
posed to the rage of mad bigotry and 
cruel fanaticism’’; but surely none of 
the great nations of Europe (have a 
better right to interfere and put a 
stop to “the wanton destruction of 
homes, and the bloody butchery of 
men, women and children, madie mar­
tyre to their profession of Christian, 
faith,’’ than the Government of the 
United States, whose Christian citi­
zens are spending half a million dol­
lars a year In maintaining United 
States interests In Turkey. The Amer­
ican missionaries have established 621 
schools in that country, including five 
colleges, and have 27.400 pupils in those 
schools. “We have made claims 
against the Turkish Government for 
the pillage and destruction of mission­
ary property at Harpoot and Maraaiy 
during uprisings at those places,” 
President Cleveland says; and he is 
obliged to confess that thu$ far the 
validity of these demands has not 
been admitted. Then whose fault is 
it if they have not?

(As Lyman Abbott said, a short time 
ago, when speaking -on this very 
question, the United States was strong 
enough to think of putting back on 
her throne the Queen of Hawaii, who 
had undertaken to tear In taitters the 
constitution of her country; and they 
were strong enough .to threaten war 
against Great Britain wihen there was 
a possible danger to a few American 
Interests to a South Américain repub­
lic. “But we let our property be burn­
ed, our schools and colleges be closed, 
our men and women live in terror of 
their lives, and have as yet (done 
nothing more than present a gen­
tle protest." In 1815 they dar­
ed to make war upon and 
suppressed the Algerine pirates, who 
for twenty years had been preying 
on the commerce of Christendom in 
the Mediterranean Sea. “If I were 
both Government and church,” Dr. 
Abbott said, "I would buy every house 
in Armenian Turkey that could be 
bought; I would wrap -the American 

, flag around it, or to'oLt the American 
Bag above it; I would gather as many 
orphan iiildren and as many widows 
into t se homes as I could; and I 
worn - y to the massacring Turk, 
You y your finger on one of them 
at yv .i peril.”

Such a policy as that on the part of 
the Government of the United States 
would deserve • and receive the ap­
plause of Christendom, and that Gov­
ernment could more safely than any 
other adopt such a policy without the 
risk of plunging Europe into war. 
Great Britain, or Russia, or France 
or Germany could not adopt It with­
out the concert of the powers, because 
of the jealousy with which each one 
watches all the others. But in the 
case of the United States, there la 
no fear of that country making a 
province of Turkey, and setting up an 
establishment there. When the work 
was done she could be trusted to turn 
the prows of her warships home, end 
leave the dreadful Turk upon his good 
behavior. President Cleveland has 
missed the opportunity of a century 
in failing to come to the rescue of 
the martyred Armenians^

The Outflow From the. Anaoonda Mine 
Worth a Fortune Every Year.

Anaoonda Recorder.
One of the most Interesting eights In 

the great mining town of Butte is the 
process by which copper Is cought 
from the emerald-colored water that 
Hows from the Anaconda end tit. Law­
rence mines. It is estimated that this 
water, which for four or five years 
went to waste, Is now 'bringing the 
Anaconda Company $30,000 a month, 
at a cost of about $1.000 a month.

It is only within the present year 
that the company undertook to handle 
this water. Heretofore it was worked 
under lease. An old German named 
Mueller was the first man to save 
copper from the water.

During the last three years Thomas 
Ledford had a lease on the water. He 
paid a 25 par cent royalty to the com­
pany. It is claimed that he realized 
at least $100,000 a year from the wa­
ter. Ledford is a pretty rich man to­
day. Now that the company is operat­
ing the water on Its own account, It 
has been discovered what a great 
money-making enterprise it is.

At the present time severaj acres of 
ground are covered with wooden vats. 
These are filled with all the old scrap 
iron they can hold. It has proved a 
splendid scheme for disposing of the 
tons and tons-of old iron the oompi y 
has accumulated for years. Old hoist­
ing cages, water pipes, wheelharro 
railroad iror, in fact, any old tl : 7 
that consists of tin or iron la appro­
priated to this service.

At the conclusion of tne evidences

“To his Honor, Judge Elliott,—We 
desire to thank your Honor for the 
tible manner in which you have pre­
sented the law bearing on the cases 
that cams under our consideration.

“It was most satisfactory to us to 
find that so few criminal cases were 
on the dtooket, and that they were 
not of a serious character. This was 
certainly very encouraging to us, as 
well as to your Honor, showing that 
the standard of morality le improving, 
and to the credit of the county at 
large.

‘'On visiting the Jail, as your Honor 
directed, we were shewn through the 
different wards and compartments to 
our entire satisfaction. We all ex­
pressed our approval as to Its clean­
liness and the manner In which it 
is conducted; if one thing pleased us 
more than another It was to find that 
there were but two women prisoners 
within Its walls—one of these ‘being 
an old lady of 86 years of age, who, 
we think, should toe removed to the 
asylum. In regard to the men prison­
ers, we found 14 In all, and some of 
these we think should, also toe re­
moved as early as the officials can 
conveniently do so.

“A word in regard to the building:
It is true It le getting old, but in 
our opinion. It Is quite good enough 

.for the class that occupy it, and by 
some repairs It will suffice for years 
to ooime.

"Acting under your Honor’s lngtruc- 
tlons, we visited St. Joseph’s Hospit­
al, and were very cordially received 
by the lady in charge, who showed 
us through the building. We found 
everything exceptionally clean and 
tidy, although our visit was at an 
early hour In the day. The patients, 
numbering 29, are all pleased with 
the care and attendance they receive.
It Is highly gratifying to know that 
there are suoh institutions provided 
for the sick.

“We also visited the Asylum, and 
found everything very satisfactory, 
and In excellent condition. One thing 
that pleased us very much was that 
so much work Is being done by the 
inmates, which is a large saving to 
the province and a benefit to the 
patients themselves. The number of 
patients at present is very large, be­
ing 1.030.

In discharging the grand Jury the 

Judge expressed his pleasure In re­
turning not only his own thanks, tout 
the thanks of the county generally, 
for the able way in which the Jury 
had performed their duties.

Baker, 
and Richard Watson were the wit 
nesses for the prosecution. By the 
evidence It was shown that the trouble 
had arisen over MoLellan dunning 
Weaver for $1, the balance on two 
transactions; that Weaver took of 
fense at this, and an altercation fol 
lowed. The men separated. Weaver 
going into the waiting-room, A few 
minutes afterward» McLellan, not 
knowing Weaver was in there, enter 
ed, and was attacked by Weaver 
while in the chair, the latter kicking 
him in the face, inflicting severe In­
juries.

Off the Connecticut Coast—What Be­
came of the Crew ?

Madison, Conn., Dec. 11.—Mystery 
still surrounds the schooner which lies 
sunk off the shore at this point. There 
are no boats ,of any size here, and 
nearly all of the larger boats have 
been hauled out for the winter. Thus 
it is impossible to go out To the wreck, 
and no New London or New Haven 
vessel has put in an appearance at 
the scene.

No wreckage of any kind has wash­
ed ashore, and nothing is at .hand by 
means of which the identity of the 
schooner or the fate of the crew can 
be ascertained.

A FEARFUL PASSAGE.
Corunna, Dec. 11.—The Salier was 

commanded by Capt. Wempe when 
she was lost. She was loaded with 
general cargo.

The disaster occurred during a dense 
fog and very heavy weather. The 
Salier had a fearful passage from Bre­
men to this port. Two of her boats 
were swept overboard toy the 'heavy 
seas, which beat over iher, and she 
sustained other damages from the 
same cause. It is believed that about 
400 persons perished.

The steamer struck, during the night 
of 'Monday last, on a ledge of rocks 
about two and a half miles off Cape 
Corutoedo, on ‘her way from this place 
to Villagarcia, where she was to ship 
another lot of steerage passengers, 
bound for Buenos Ayres. A large am­
ount of wreckage is reported to have 
washed ashore. The search made for 
possible survivors of the wreck has 
so far 'been without result, and but 
little hope is entertained of rescuing 
any of the passengers or the crew.

The vessel was only bu'ilt in 1875, 
at Hull, England, and 'had since been 
frequently thoroughly overhauled, im­
proved and strengthened. She was of 
3,000 tons gross register, was 351 feet 
long, brig-rigged, and had a single 
propeller.

Robert Turnbull Commits Suicide on 
His Way to Jail.

Hamilton, Dec. 11.—Robert Trum­
bull, 26 years of age, who was sen­
tenced to two months’ 'imprisonment 
in the county jail, with hard labor, 
on a charge of common assault, com­
mitted suicide yesterday while being 
taken to jail in the patrol wagon. 
Trumbull had concealed about his per­
son a bottle co-ntainiing strychnine, 
and managed to swallow some of the 
poison. He died "Within half an hour 
after taking the drug.

Trumbull was arrested a few weeks 
ago in the house of Mrs. Evans, Re­
becca street, where he went to inter­
view Mildred Bissell. He urged the 
girl to keep company with him, and 
on her refusing to do so, Trumbull 
drew a revolver from his pocked and 
snapper the trigger. Trumbull was 
arrested, committed for trial, and ad­
mitted to bail.

At the trial before Judge Snyder the 
charge of shooting with intent was 
withdrawn, and one of common as­
sault preferred, on which the judge 
found Trumbull guilty.

Trumbull’s mother, who had been ill 
for some time, died last week, her 
death, It ts said, having been hastened 
by her son’s disgrace. By his moth­
er’s death Trumbull inherited a large 
sum of money.

Brantford, Ont., Dec. 11.—The Car­
penter wife murder trial occupied the 
attention of the Assize Court yester­
day. The jury, after four hours’ de­
liberation, found a verdict of guilty 
of manslaughter.

The prisoner, James Carpenter, was 
married to his deceased wife, Lily, 
only six weeks. For a time, so far 
as could be ascertained, the couple 
liveh happily together. Mrs. Carpen­
ter was afflicted with a form of dis­
ease, which, it is stated, caused trou­
ble between the man and his wife, 
and once or twice threatened to separ­
ate them. They were Induced, how­
ever, to live together up to the time 
of deceased’s death. The theory of the 
crown Is that the prisoner beat and 
ill-treated his wife, and that she died 
from injuries at his hands.

Jacob Hill was Charged With the 
«murder of his stepson, Abram Claus, 
at Burford, on May 9 last. The pris­
oner is an Indian, aged 74 years. He 
pleaded not guilty to murder. The 
plea of manslaughter was afterwards 
accepted, and on being tried he was 
found guilty.
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PRINTING PAPER COMBINE.
New York, Dee. 11.—The principal 

manufacturers of white paper used 
for newspapers, after numerous con­
ferences, have reached an agreement 
to pool interests and to deal with 
consumers only through a general 
agency, Which is to 'be established in 
this city. The plan forms a national 
association. They deny that prices 
will be advanced as à result of the 
proposed agreement, but contend that 
they are obliged to co-operate to pre­
vent ruinous competition. Thirty com­
panies are interested in the move­
ment. They are to control the In­
dustry in 'the United States.

UNITED STATES CROPS.
Washington, D. C., Deo. 10.—The 

December returns to the Department 
of Agriculture show a considerable im­
provement in the condition of tihe cot­
ton crop as compared with the de­
partment’s last report. The total crop 
is estimated at 7,161,094 bales. The 
returns to the statistician of the De­
partment of Agriculture for the month 
of December relate chiefly to the
