(Scientific American, New York.)

Thus far, the most important lesson
taught by the great European war is
the supreme importance
mand of the sea. A few days ago, the
German fleet, most formidable in num-

bers and second to none in its fighting
qualities, was free to steam where it
would upon the high seas, and the filag
of its merchant marine was flown on
every ocean and in every great port of
the world. Today, the German battle
fleet is shut up in the Baltic, its crui-
sers, harried by the more powerfully
armed ships of the allies to establish
the supreme command of the sea, for
want of coal, and the ships of its truly
magnificent merchant marine are either
sheltering in neutral ports, or are being
led as captures to the home ports of
the enemy.

For among the
many great things that Germany has
done in the last forty years, there is
nothing finer than the zeal, ability and
brilliant with which she has
built up her merchant fleet and strung
out her world-engirdling lines of for-
eign commerce. Hence the wonder of
it all, that rather than sacrifice a pre-
arranged strategical line of attack upon
the enemy, Germany should have sub-
mitted the absolute wiping out of
the wonderful system of ships and com-
merce which she had so patiently built
up through the past fifty years of her
