LONDONERS ARE INJURED AU

New York, May 4.—Intense interest in 
the American Government’s note to ■ 
Germany was shown here today by 
thousands of persons gathered before 
dawn outside the offices of the morning 
newspapers waiting for editions contain-. 
ing the text of the communication. Ow­
ing te the Government's restriction 
against publication of the note before 5 
o'clock. the hour corresponding to that 
at which it was to be delivered to the 

German foreign office in Berlin, the 
newspapers were unable to print the 
note in their customary early morning 
editions. For this reason only two morn­
ing papers were for sale on the street 
before 5 a.m., and these did not contain 
the text of the note.

Citizens who were accustomed to pur­
chase their morning papers at early 
hours while on their way to work gath­
ered in crowds outside the newspaper 
offices waiting for the editions that ap­
peared at 5 o'clock.

Tribune Is Pleased.
The New York Tribune this morning 

comments editorially on the note as fol­
lows:

FRENCH ADVANCESCAPTAIN CONVINCED 
HE SANK SUBMARINE Acknowledges That Joffre’s 

Forces Have Succeeded 
As Claimed.Lance-Corporals "Dick" Whetter, 

son of H. Frank Whetter, of 628 
Lorne avenue, and Robert I. Watt, 
son of P. J. Watt, Riverview ave­
nue, are both reported missing in 
today’s casualty list.

Both young men were lance- 
corporals of machine guns in the 
machine gun section of the 13th 
Battalion. Both of them were of­
ficient gunners, and they had re­
fused promotions so that they could 
remain in their sections in charge 
of the quick-firers. They enlisted 
in London when war was first de­
clared. In the 7th Regiment Corps 
of Guidee, and later Corp. Watt 
was transferred to the 5th Royal 
Highlanders of Montreal, while 
Whetter went to the 48th High- 
lenders. Corp, Watt wae on his 
father’s yacht, cruising just out­
side the Bay of Quinte, when news 
of the declaration of war reached 
them. The trip to London, made 
with several friends, could not be 
speedy enough for them to enlist, 
it is said.

No Word From Boye.
No word from either Lance- 

Corporals Whetter or Watt has 
, been received since the battle- at 

Langemarck. when it is supposed 
that both were captured by the 
enemy.
P. J. Watt this afternoon tele­

graphed the authorities at Ottawa 
in order to learn. If possible, the 
whereabouts of the missing sol- 
diers.

The machine gun sections in the 
Canadian division suffered heavily 
in the recent terrific battle in 
which it is supposed the two young 
Londoners were captured.

In the eastern field the Germanic 
forces in Galicia, who are said to num­
ber 1,500,000 men, are reported to be 
within twenty miles of Przemysl. The

■ Galivian front and in Bukowina, and 
they claim initial successes, but mili­
tary men here are careful of commit­
ting themselves on the outcome of these 
activities pending further develop­
ments.

King Assents to
Soldiers Voting

This Means Next Election Only Legal 
If Their Vote Taken.

Those Londoners who misjudged 
President's Wilson’s attitude in the 
Lusitania horror by his "too proud 
to fight" speech were doffing their 
hats to Americans resident in this 
city this morning.

"The President has the punch" 
seemed to summarize the opinion, 
and incidentally it was suggested 
that the “punch" was directed 
right at Germany.

In view of the note from the 
American state department Ger­
many must renounce its policy of 
submarine warfare upon the mer­
cantile marine of the world or be 
faced with a declaration of war 
from the United States. THAT 
GERMANY WILL NOT BACK 
DOWN, AND MUST NUMBER 
ANOTHER GREAT NEW POWER 
AMONG ITS ENEMIES is the con­

viction of many.
Interest in London attaches to 

the fate of the Transylvania, whicli 
today Is in the "submarine” zone. 
That submarines are lying in wait 
for this great liner is undoubted.

If this should happen that she, 
like the Lusitania, should be tor­
pedoed without warning, the lives 
of hundreds of American citizens 
would be sacrificed, and the republic 
to the south would receive this as 
a reply to the note sent yesterday. 
That war would be immediately de­
clared on Germany is the belief 
among Americans and Canadians 
generally.

One American stated today that 
he believed the Transylvania was 
being convoyed by American tor­
pedo-boat destroyers. He said that 
he had reason to believe that at 
least two destroyers were sent 
with the big finer when she left 
New York, and that they were on 
the watch for submarines at the 
specific and secret instruction of 
the state department.

INFINITE TACT NEEDED Trailing his wife and William Sel­
don, the latter of this city, and with 
whom she eloped from Perdue, Sas­
katchewan, Horatio E. Dixon had the 
pair taken into custody today by the 
police, only to see them set at liberty 
by Police Magistrate J. C. Judd be­
cause there was no law to cover their 
escapade.

Dixon, who has spent many days 
shadowing the couple, lost trace of 
them in Toronto, but later heard they 
had come to this city, where Sel­
don’s mother resides. Early today he 
was looking over the register in the 
Iroquois Hotel when he noticed his 
wife’s and Sheldon’s names there. He 
walked out of the hotel office, called 
an officer and had both taken over 
to police headquarters.

To Police Magistrate J. C. Judd 
and Crown Attorney James B. Mc- 
Killop, Dixon stated that his wife 
had left him while he was ill and un­
able to work, but admitted that he 
had lost a good railroad position 
through drink.

"I am through with her, but I want 
a diamond ring she has of mine and 
then she can do what she likes,” said 
the deserted husband.

Claimed Ring Gift.
The woman claimed that her hus­

band gave her the ring, but when 
His Worship Police Magistrate J. C. 
Judd informed the husband that he 
could lay a charge of theft against 
her and Seldon she immediately gave 
the ring over to her husband. Mrs. 
Dixon’s story was to the effect that 
her husband lost positions through 
drink and that he failed to support 
her. causing her to go out and work 
to keep both.

In the detention room at police 
headquarters the woman turned over 
some Insurance papers and other 
papers to her husband, saying: "You 
have caused enough trouble, now go 
away and never bother me again.”

Paris, May 14.—2:31 p.m.—The French 

war office this afternoon issued the 
following statement on the progress of 
hostilities:

"It has been raining without stop­
ping since yesterday morning. Last 
night, in spite of the handicap of a 
difficult and slippery terrain, we oc­
cupied several German trenches to the 
southwest of Souchez, and we have 
maintained on the rest of the front 
from Loos to Arras all the gains re­
cently made by us.

“In the valley of the Aisne we yes- 
terday destroyed four German block- 
houses, and levelled several trenches.”

Ottawa, May 14.—The King in coun­
cil has given assent to the soldiers' 
vote law. and the act has been pro­
claimed in Great Britain and in Can­
ada.

Two armies, 
those of the Crown Prince of Bavaria 
and the Duke of Wurttemberg, are still 
in our front holding at full strength

easily. Secondly, we are still suffering 
from the aftermath of the first gas 
attack at Ypres.

Defences Not Destroyed.
“At Fromelles and Richebourg we 

found the enemy much more strongly 
posted than we expected. We lacked 
high explosives to level his parapets 
When our infantry gallantly stormed 
the trenches, they found a garrison un- 
dismayed, many entanglements still in- 
tact, and maxims on all sides ready to 
pour in streams of bullets. We were 
unable to maintain ourselves in the 
trenches won, and our reserves were 
net thrown in because the conditions 
for success in assault were absent.

“Until we are thoroughly equipped for 
this trench warfare we attack under 
grave disadvantage. If we can break 
through the hard outer crust of Ger- 
man defences we believe we can scat­
ter the German armies, but to break 
this crust we need more explosives, more 
heavy howitzers and more men."

M OST people help to pay for the 
1 paved streets of this city, but 
It is a question if more than ten per 
cent of those who settle to tax bills 
ever get a chance to use their road- 
ways.

We know now scien- 
tifle ferocity is a part of the Kaiser’s 
war machine, and so proficient is the 
Kaiser at this game that he makes his 
ancestor Attila-—he of the butchering 
hordes, appear like a gentle-hearted 
child. But in itself the report of the 
special committee is sufficient proof 
of the truth of the charges. Lord 
Bryce’s name signed to the report is 
an assurance that the Investigation 
was carried out solely with a desire to 
get at the facts, while the names of 
those who assisted are of a standing 
incapable of "manufacturing" a case 
against the Prussians

French army last August, now being told1 
in the annual, reports of both state ana 
privately-owned railroads, is an Inter­
esting record of efficiency. For size, | 
regularity and safety of movements, this 
mobilization would be difficult to dupli­
cate, even in Germany, where the rail­
road is part of the military organiza­
tion.

Taken as an example, the Orleans 
Railway of France, with a complicated 
and criss-crossed mileage of 5,000, 
handled within a short time 600,000 sol­
diers, 144,000 horses, 64,000 tons of pro­
visions and 40,000 vehicles and cannon. 
It required 1.500 trains of 57,000 cars to 
handle this immense traffic, but it was 
accomplished without a single accident, 
in the short space of thirteen days.

During the same period empty trains 
had to be hauled in the reverse direc­
tion, and a certain amount of regular 
business attended to as well. Between 
August 2 and September 30 the com­
pany had transported one way 117,000 
tons of foodstuffs, 66,000 tons of fodder, 
107.000 head of cattle, and 211.000 sheep 
and pigs, besides doing its share in pro­
visioning the enormous garrisons around 
Paris. The rush of refugees out of the 
capital early in September amounted 
sometimes to 50,000 per day. yet every-

That was back 
in October. We know better now. The 
"baby-killers'" soon caused us to modify 
our first chivalrous opinion of the foe, 
and the Lusitania horror and Bryce’s 
report have wiped out any atom of re- 
spect that may have remained.

Lord Bryce's report directly charges 
that the German officers deliberately 
organized and directed massacres, that 
the German army countenanced sys­
tematic pillage of civilians and incen­
diarism. A general system of terror­
ization was put Into force the moment 
the Kaiser’s armies had rolled over 
hamlet, town or city. History records 
few incidents of war more awful than 
the brutalities committed on the citi- 
zens of Liege, immediately following 
the occupation by the Prussians. Lou­
vain, Dinant and other places suffered 
equally with Liege. Rape, robbery, 
murder, mutilation and incendiarism 
raged at a score of points.

Some apologists of the Germans have 
declared that the most of these 
outrages were due to irresponsible sol- 
diery, not the leaders of the army. 
That the German general staff was not 
aware of the widespread atrocities is 
too childish an explanation to stand 
for a moment. The iron system of the 
Kaiser and his war lords would have 
crushed at its beginnings the debauch­
eries and bestialities if they were not 
considered useful to the plans of con- 
quest. The “frightfulness” is a part 
of Kultur’s war ways, and it was used 
without etint on poor Belgium.

Of late there has been too much in- 
clination to dismiss these charges of 
atrocities with the bromide that all 
war is horrible, and it is what we must 
expect. Of course, all war is horrible, 
much more so than Sherman declared 
it to be, but in modern struggles at 
least it remained for the Germans to 
systematize horror, to scientifically ap- 
ply the terror. War necessarily car- 
ries with it distress, pain, anguish for 
the civilian as it sweeps along, but de- 
liberately-planned outrage is something 
apart. Lord Bryce’s report is a terrible

We have 
thus been forced to rely upon large sup­
plies of vegetables and eggs from other 
countries, and because it was trouble­
some to upset existing arrangements, 
we still continue to do so. With true 
insularity our growers refuse to listen 
to co-operation, for they fear lest it 
betray a secret to a neighbor which

(7COOKING THE HAM.

To have served on her table a juicy, 
tender ham, whose delicate pink slices 
seem literally to melt in one's mouth, 
is the aim of every good housekeeper, 
yet few realise that the cooking of the 
ham has almost as much to do with this 
desirable result as the quality of the 
ham itself.

Almost all hams are greatly Improved 
by being soaked over night. First 
wash the ham thoroughly with cold 
water, using a small scrubbing brush; 
then lay it in an oval graniteware ket- 
tit cover with cold water and add one 
white onion, stuck with whole cloves, 
two bay leaves, three stalks of chop­
ped celery, a blade of mace and two 
broken sticks of cinnamon.

Allow it to stand in the water with 
the vegetables and spices over night, 
and in the morning set the kettle over a 
very moderate fire, so that the water 
may heat gradually. It should not 
reach the boiling point for at least 
two hours. Skim carefully and sim­
mer gently, allowing fifteen minutes 
for each pound of ham from the time 
it begins to simmer. Let it cool in the 
spiced liquor in which it has been 
cooked. When cold remove from the

a nurse put out a steadying hand to­
wards a wounded man. The obscure
mass in the nave and the standing 
crowd behind them scarcely moved.

We knelt for the last hymn, “Now 
The Laborer’s Task Is O'er" and it was 
then that the cathedral of our race, 
which is so old in grief, came to its 
own and possessed us. All the years 
that had gone before had prepared it 
for this—that it should see a new people 
baptized by blood into the strict fellow­
ship of -the civilized nations now at 
war with heathendom, that it should 
witness the burial of a world irrecover­
ably discarded and the birth of a new. 
The still air and the silence preluded 
the change. and when the Dead March 
in Saul wailed against death and tri­
umphed over the grave, the mystery 
and the wonder of the change accom­
plished itself as simply as the greatest 
things must.

“Never the Same Again."
A woman leaned towards her com­

panion and whispered: “Things can 
never be the same again." It is the 
phrase we often use as we turned away 
from the open grave, and presently our 
little affairs reclaim us; but in this 
case it held the new significance equally 
for her and the others who had come 
in to think and pray over their own 
losses; for the stray soldiers of the 
British regiments all about her; and 
for the Canadians themselves, where 
they sat in the full light and endured 
all that “last post" means when one 
hears it out of its hour. People moved 
out slowly after the national anthems 
had been sung, for everyone was among 
friends; and there were wounded to be 
sorted out also, very white and ex­
hausted, and trying to deny it.

And when the tawny lines of the 
Dominion broke up and filed outward 
there were many greetings and ques­
tions between those who had not met 
since Valcartier or some hospital in 
France or England. Some time a word 
or message could be given to a woman 
that would fill her heart with a glory 
that showed in her wet eyes, even as 
the blow was dealt. The men having 
paid their tribute, had already begun 
to put their grief behind them and to 
discuss new preparations. Before she 
realized the grossness of this evil that 
threatens the world, Canada had sent 
a division against it. Her answer to 
the shattering of that division was the 
dispatch of an army corps. How could 
she do less, they implied, if she wished 
to live with mankind, or what is more 
important, with herself? It was as 
simple as life or death, or the pride 
that sits lightly on the men and na- 
tions that are acquitting themselves 
honorably at Armageddon.

Yesterday evening the Dominion of 

Canada came for an hour to St. Paul’s 
Cathedral to mourn over and to re­
joice in her dead; and the English 
whose kin have fallen in the same 
fields came reverently and proudly with, 
her. The soul-searching simplicity of 
the gathering was beyond any words. 
There was no parade nor preparation, 
except the Union and Dominion flags 
hung above the altar. The doors were 
set open in the bright light of a May 
evening, and the people entered, as 
member* of one family grieving to­
gether. Some few had wailed in their 
seats since the close of the afternoon 
service a couple of hours before. The 
great cathedral settling into shadow 
at the day’s end took no account of 
tnem. nor of the quiet-footed thousands 
that followed.

Men in Khaki—Women in Black.
At first the crowd lined the 

streets outside and watched the offi­
cers and men in khaki and the women 
in black arriving in the cabs and 
buses they then themselves entered. 
In little knots and detachments—sol- 
diers of all arms and civilians of. all 
trades—as though they had been held 
back till then by the natural desire to 
give Precedence to the nearer mourn­
ers; the flow increased, and the cathe­
dral took them all.

Inspector Miller, who spent yester­
day in Walsingham Township working 
on the case, left this evening in a 
motor car in the company of T J. Agar 
county crown attorney, in the direc­
tion of Woodstock.

Michael Hall’s Death Recalled.
At half past two In the afternoon of 

Sunday, August 15, 1909, Michael C. 
Hall, aged 78 years, almost totally 
blind and badly crippled in one foot, 
was shot to death with a 22-calibre 
rifle while moving about in his front 
yard. Several shots were fired in quick 
succession. No one was known to be 
on the premises but his aged wife, who 
was sitting before a window waiting 
for him to come in. An inquest was 
opened and lasted till some time the 
next day, which time fifteen witnesses

Michael Hall, was laid. He was given 
his liberty for lack of evidence.

Molybdenite-Molybdenum Sulphide.

To the Editor of The Advertiser:
We learn that Great Britain is call­

ing for "steel hardeners" 'to be used 
in the preparation of her war arma­
ments. Molybdenite is one of the chief 
metals used for this purpose, and per­
haps better than any other, except 
nickel. But for several years past 
tungsten has been imported to England 
in large quantities from Germany as a 
substitute. Now new fields must be 
explored for these rare metals, so de­
sirable at the present moment.

It can be shown that in various parts 
i of Northern Ontario traces of molyb­

denite have been discovered, but so 
far in 'the history of mining no large 
quantities have been produced.

The Government has advised miners 
to familiarize themselves with good de­
scriptions of this metal, as likely to 
occur in a variety of rocks common to 
our country, such as gneiss, granite, 
muca schist and granular limestone, 
samples of which are in my private 
collection of minerals in London, Ont.

It resembles graphite (lead), slightly 
paler in color, and when heated gives 
off fumes of sulphur, and is soluble in 
nitric acid. These are the tests to be 
used in detecting this metal, and may 
be of profit to miners or prospectors 
who may have the desire to look for a 
metal that is now almost as valuable 
as gold. The samples shown to the

London was cheered today by the 
publication of a dispatch from Athens 
recording a decided advance of the 
British and French troops along the 
Gallipoli Peninsula. Some reports even 
claimed the occupation of certain 
heights, which would mean that the 
entire peninsula was under control of 
the invaders.

A dispatch from Moudros, Island of 
Lemnos, dated May 9, to the Times, 
says:

Sink Turk Transports.
“Two British submarines which suc­

ceeded in traversing the Dardanelles 
and entering the Sea of Marmora a 
fortnight ago, were admitted by the 
Germans to have sunk two Turkish 
transports. The German report an­
nounced their capture by the Turks.

“It is now known that until a few 
days ago they were having it all their 
own way from Gallipoli to Constan­
tinople, having sunk more vessels than 
the Germans liked to confess, provid­
ing themselves with fuel and provisions 
at the expense of the Turks, and 
spreading confusion and panic among 
Turkish shipping.”

Foe’s Losses Enormous.

The rioters paraded in unorganized 
bands, which increased so rapidly that 
they got out of hand, necessitating the 
calling out of the militia to patrol the 
streets.

The rioters were mainly negroes. They 
first attacked the German club. On 
being informed that the building no 
longer was German property, but was 
occupied by the military authorities the 
rioters left there and turned their at­
tention to German-owned stores, wreck­
ing and burning several.

A remarkable incident of the riot oc­
curred when Mr. Muller, an optician, 
who is German-born, but a naturalized 
British subject, faced the mob and said 
he had three sons fighting at the front. 
The mob cheered him and departed 
without damaging his shop.

Women took a prominent part in the 
riot. One climbed a high clock tower 
and unfurled the British flag there.,

There was a noticeable absence of 
actual looting. Which was only attempt­
ed by negro "hooligans.” These at­
tempts were frustrated.

— The commis­
sioner of police of London tonight Is­
sued orders for the arrest of all sub­
jects of enemy countries of military 
There was a marked diminution In 
rioting in London and the provinces 
today. This was largely due to a down­
pour of rain, which lasted throughout 
the day. In the east end of London 
tonight, however, there was again con­
siderable disturbance. Many houses 
were wrecked.

The fire brigades were called out for 
seven fires in various parts of London 
during the night.

In addition to the east end of Lon­
don, rioting also took place at Silver- 
ton, Gravesend and Herne Hill, and 
again as on previous days, some non­
German shops suffered.

"A portion of the Turkish fleet in 
the forenoon attacked an English iron- 
clad near Morto harbor, at the en­
trance to the Dardanelles. She was 
struck by projectiles in three places, 
namely, the commander’s bridge, amid­
ships and astern, and sank immedi­
ately.”

Tells Newly-Arrived Reservists That 
German Officers Should Run

Whole War.
PETROGRAD (via London), May 13. 

—9:40 p.m.—A dispatch from Kiev to 
the Bourse Gazette says:

"German officers captured at Jaslo, 
Galicia, assert that Emperor William 
visited the Najetz front for the purpose 
of encouraging newly arrived German 
reservists. He made an address in 
which he told them notwithstanding the 
presence of Austrian officers, that Ger­
many was fighting her three powerful 
enemies virtually single-handed.

“Her allies, Austria and Turkey, the 
Emperor is quoted as having said, had 
not fulfilled his expectations and the 
whole burden of the war was on the 
soldiers of the German army. There­
fore German officers ought to take over 
command of the remnants of the Aus­
trian army, or, at any rate, Austrian 
officers should be subordinated to them. 
Under such conditions alone would vic­
tory be achieved.”

cabin passengers and 300 in the steer­
age were booked to sail for Liverpool 
today on board the White Star Line 
steamship Cymric. Among the cabin 
passengers were 26 women and 7 chil­
dren, while 40 per cent of those in the 
steerage were women or children. At 
the offices of the line It was said that 
the Cymric carried as many passengers 
as she could accommodate. There had 
been a few cancellations of passage, 
but these were quickly taken by other 
persons on the waiting list.

No Enemies Taken.
Agents of Italian steamship lines here 

announced that instructions had been 
received by them to refuse passage to 
women or children of German, Austrian 
or Turkish birth. Men of those 
nationalities already had been excluded.

Officials of the American Line have 
refused a demand by members of the 
crew of the steamship St. Louis for $20 
extra pay for the trip to Liverpool, on 
which the steamer is to start tomorrow. 
The officials declared that the risk to 
the St. Louis of being torpedoed by a 
German submarine is very small, as 
the ships of that line have carried no 
contraband since the beginning of the 
war.

PETROGRAD, via London, May 18.— 
5:06 p.m.—Although the ice in Arch­
angel harbor has broken up and ac­
cess to this port from the sea is now 1 
possible, no private cargoes will be 
handled there in the immediate future.

The minister of commerce announced 
today that all the facilities of the port 
would be required for Government pur­
poses and that until further notice no| 
other traffic could be accommodated.

May 14.— The value of Imports 
of France during the first quarter of 1915 
was less by 842,000,000 francs ($168,400,- 
000) than in the corresponding quarter 
of 1914. Exports diminished 1,294.000.000 
francs ($258,800,000). Virtually the whole 
of the reduction was in raw materials.

Importations of manufactured articles 
increased during the first quarter 139.- 
000,000 francs ($27,800,000).

The figures for April show that im­
ports of manufactured goods increased 
to the amount of 101.000.000 francs 
($20,200,000) over April of last year. 
There was an increase of 5,000,000 francs 
($1,000,000) in foodstuffs. April im­
portations were lower by 322,000,000 
francs ($64.400,000).__________
