DR. HILL IS NOW

SELECTING

HIS STAFF FOR THE COLLEGL

Head of the Institution of
_ Preventive Medicine Reaches

This City.

Hill,

Dr. H W, formerly of the

Minnesota State Board of Health, who

was recently appointed to the director-
ship of the London College of Preven-
tive Medicine, as the hygienic Insti-
tute is now known, arrived in Lon-
don yesterday, and has taken up his
residence at 417 Dundags street.

The doctor is now busily engaged
with his advisory board in selecting his
staff, and while no appointments other
than his“own have as vet beén made
it is expected that within a week the
administrative department of the col-
lege will be ready for business.

A great deal of equipment has also
been selected, and will be delivered in
London as soon as possible. Plans are

to have the college in operation with
the commencement of the term of the
Western Medical School in September.
It is expected:that there will then be

100 to 125 studem% ennolledea
The lopal s=-utute will be the only
one of the kind in Canada, and the

Rockefeller Institute in New York City
alone equals it.

"The courses to be taught hefe may
be listed under the genera] headings of
epidemiology, sanitary engineering, and
vital statistics, for more advanced
students, and bacteriology, parasitol-
ogy, and chemistry, as basic subjects.

The degree of doctor of public health
is also to be given in London, and this
will include special courses in military
hygiene, personal hygiene, school hy-
giene, and kindred subjects. Later it is
{intended to provide courses for the
public, and next winter it is expected
that lectures will be given weekly for
the public benefit. These will relate
particularly to pure milk, pure water,
pure food, house flies and other sub-
jects of interest to the people.

HAD JUST LEFT SOFA
WHEN WALL FELL IN

Vivid Description of the Recent
Cyclone in Letter Received
By Mr. Hambly.

HOUSE WAS WRECKED

In Nearby Dwellings Many Met Death
and Dozens Were

‘Mr, S. Hambly, of Dorchester Sta-
tion, has received the following vivid
description of the recent Regina cy-
clone from his daughter, Mrs. Mec-
Kenzie:

“Regina, July 7, 1912.
“Dear Father, Mother and Sisters,—
It is just one week today since that
awful cyclone struck our city, and I
have never been able to write you a
line until now. If we could not see our
home in such confusion, and the ruins
on all sides of us, I could almost
imagine it had been a dream. It lasted
such a few minutes, but, oh, the de-
struction in those few minutes!! Hun-
dreds left homeless and - lots with
scarcely enough clothes to cover them.,

A Close Call,

“It was such a hot day that people
were lying around with as little as
possible on, Leila (her daughter) just
had a kimona on, and no shoes as she
had been sick all day. She had only
been off the couch in the back parlor
five minutes when the solid brick wall
from the house south of us fell right
into our bedroom and the back parlor.

“Mr. Chilg was lying with only his
underwear on, and he, with the rest
of us, got in a heap at the foot of
the stairs in the hall the only place
in the whole house that the glass was
not flying,

House Wrecked.

“Our windows are all gone. Both
screen doors, all the window screens,
blinds, and some of the lace curtains,
with poles, part of the roof, some of
the verandah, the fence and some of
the window sasheg are gone complete-
ly. But our lives are spared, and not
one of us in the house sustained a
scratch.

“In the house just opposite us there
were five killed, and in a little cottage
beside that house, a young married
couple were both killed. We sent out
mattresses and a lot of bedclothes for
the dead and wounded. There were
two dead on the north side and two on
the south side of our lawn, and others
were brought immediately by doctors
and nurses on mattresses.

“You will see by the papers how for-
tunate we were. Another friend near
by was killed ana hio fotlor b uruos
There was not & bit of their house left
stgndint . 5 e X

‘The electric lights are in running
order again, also most of the street
cars, but it will be monthg before we
have any telephones, and all our beau-
tiful churches are gone, We had ser-
vice in the ecity hall auditorium to-
night, and the Methodists in the the-
atre. We have blankets and quilts
hanging before the windows, but we
don’t mind, as everybody is in the
same fix. Our nice garden is under a
mass of bricks, shingles, etc. I have
told of nothing but the c¢yclone, as it
yours.”

Some English Conservative Organs Attack Lloyd George’s

Inseparable From Launching

of Consiructive Legislation.

New York, July 17—A cable from
London this morning says:

The Conservative newspapers con-
tinue bitterly to attack Chancellor of
the Excheqguer Lloyd George's insur-
ance act and declare that it is caus-
ing loss of work to the classes that
it is designed specially to benefit.

The Daily Mail today begins a col-
umn article by saying:

“The second day's working of t.he
chaotic insurance act gave further In-
dications of the hardship it will cause
among the employed classes who are
lesst able to bear the misfortune.’

The Daily, Mail continues:

“The scheme that is to cost $25.-
000,000 a year in adminiscration, a
large part of which will be paid by its

v LIS thvmeeokreey  haa alraady he-
gun to destroy employment. Among
the first to lose their situationg are
oider men. in workshops and women
outworkers. People are doing with-
oul ser\'ants and charwomen, wailters
are engaged by the day, casual em-
yioyees in many industries, and such
of the lowly paid as sandwichmen,
arc the first to feel the pinch of the
enormous nNew taxes.”

The Sandwichmen.

The sandwichman’'s case is cited as

a most striking instance of the act.

Some hundreds of these men were
employed on Monday, and the em-
ployers, who, says the Daily Mail,

were unable to understand their re-
sponsibilities under the act, had not
aftixed tax stamps to the men's cards.

When the men applied for jobs at
other places yesterday, they Wwere
asked if they could produce their tax
cards stamped for Monday. They said
they could not, and got no work.

In the absence of a pooling scheme
between employers to share the taxes
these classes of men will receive pes-
sibly no employment. In this condi-

schemes to provide for just shares
of casual labor are being arranged
by the board of trade, with the double
purpose of alding the proper working
of the Insurance act, and of provid-
ing labor exchanges to decasualize to
some extent casual labor.

Started a Strike.

The strike which started at Liver-
pool on Monday arose from the fact
that the dockers misunderstood the
rcoling plan proposed. and yet the
jifficulty is still present.

Kaiser Wilhelm.

New York, July 17. — Paul Rath-
mann, a wealthy brewer of St. Loulis,
Mo., returning to his home aboard
the steamer Kaiser Wilhelm II, after

a futile search for health in the
European seas, jumped overboard
three hours after the liner had left
Cherbourg last Wednesday.

Mr. Rathmann, who was accoms-
panied by his wife, occupied a state-
room on the upper deck. He watched

the passengers come aboard at Cher-
bourg, and after a short promenade
retired for the night at 9:30 p.m.

Half an hour later, when his wife
was asleep, he stole quietly from his
cabin into the lower promenade deck.
Although he was 60 years of age and
in feeble health he climbed on the rail
and jumped overboard,

With the aid of the liner’s powerful
searchlight the lifeboat’s crew made
a careful search for two hours. No
sign of Mr. Rathmann was found
and the men were forced to abandon
the hunt.

For the most
part, they do not dare to say what
support should be given to the mother
country, how much or in what form,
or when.

One exception, the Montreal Star,
keeps pounding away with long dis-
tance advice to the absent premier,
faging for the obliteration of Canada’s
identity in the North Sea fleet. Now,
why should Germany be such g bug-
bear to the Blatchfords and Hugh Gra-
hams? Over in Englang they thought
more about the cricket tests this year
than about the German war. But the
Star, big dog as it is, will be ready to
shut off its bark and turn tail the min-
ute Mr. Borden gives the sign.

Another exception from the crowd of
“supes” waiting for orders is Sir
Richard McBride, who is quite sure he
wants .money spent in British Col-
umbia for the cultivation of Dread-
noughts and coast defence craft. Sir
Richard’s motives may “be sectional,
though the placing of a squadron on
the Pacific coast would be good nation-
al and imperial policy, and was con-
templated in the Laurier act. At any
rate, his attitude is definite enough in
contrast to the nebulosity of Mr. Bor-
den’s pronouncements and the jelly-
backed uncertainty of his eastern fol-
lowers. )

They wait for “thumbs up,” and will

no doubt be glad when the suspense 1s
over, and they know what they have
to cheer for.

IS A POET

nowned poet in the Mohammedan
world. Staggering under this
liability no wonder he finds that life is
not all sunshine, that hlack care often-

his greatest poem, recently translated

we find this touching expression of the
emptiness of greatness:

From the h2ight to which f- L
borne me, I see naugh{ but human
heads servilely bowed. So high am
I placed that my hand outstretched
could not encounter any other hand,
any friend:y hand. !

Why is it that so many potentates,
from Solomon down, have cried “Vani-
tas vanitatum!” as they have survey-
ed the wezalth and ease which fortune
hag laid at their feet? Today the Sul-
tan of Morocco is like a peach wrap-
ped in cotton batten; he wallows in
luxury; the faithful regard him as a
prophet, a creature almost divine, and
a large and well-appointed harem is
forever running to put on his beaded
slippers when he comes home from
the kingly office. But surrounded by
all kinds of pleasures, the poet sultan
hankers after those old days when he
was a poor camel driver, when he
slept on his rug in the desert, when he
endured the hardships of long jour-
neys, and when there was only one girl
in the world for him, his beautiful Be-
douin sweetheart, Aneize. So even in
the midst of his numerous wives, and
perhaps their very numerousness
makes him strike his zither with pas-
sionate melancholy, he sings this song
of Aneize, the Bedouin girl:

“Thy sun-kissed bosom, O my
adored one, was adorned simply with
a necklace of bronze. She was my
only star; my heart was her firma-
ment. Like the gazelle, she gamboll-
ed in the field of my vision, and her
gaze, wistful and humble, was like to
that of a wounded camel. Never will
the dancing of my favorites upon the
soft rugs of the harem make me for-
get the light gliding of thy naked
feet on the sands of the desert, O my
Aneize.” :

When a man is plunged in such a
spasm of melancholy he is apt to do
something dangerous. This sultan is
even now dreaming of the day when
he will deliver his country, in fact all
of Islam, from the foreign yoke. He
is not satisfied to rule under a pro-
tectorate and write poetry on the side.
One would think a king would rather
enjoy being protected by a stronger
power than his own. But Mulai Ha-
fid is a true orientdl; the next best
thing to being a camel driver afar on
the desert with Aneize is to be a des-
pot, an autocrat, a military conqueror.
Mulai's fiery poetic soul would like
nothing better than to sweep the east
with a whirlwind. He hag put this
ambition into some fervid verse, which
being translated runs as follows:

The jackals roam in the vinevard
and already the birds of prey circle
about my tent. . But who shall
dare to say that Islam is dead and
will never rise again? Black with
lies shall be his lips, and filled with
foulness his thoughts! The flame is
eternal and the ways of the Lord are
inscrutable. O people of little faith!
Cany; you still despair when the mu-
ezzin calls you to prayer from the
lofty minaret, lever erect? Patience!
. The hour is near, it is near, I
say unto you.

“Patience!” Fate whispers to me.
And while expectant that the star of
ancient days shall shine again, re-
splendent, over our heads, I shall add
pearls, more and more pearls, to the
marvellous regalia of Islam; and may
the keen edge of the sword of ven-
geance: open to us at the propitious
hour, the road to the final triumph!
Night sings my songs in secret to-
day; but tomorrow they shall be in-
toned in the broad light, freely, glor-
iously!

But Mulai. the fire-eyed poet, would
do well to let that keen-edged sword
of Islam continue to hang against the
wall. + If he takes it down he will be
sure to cut himself.

STEADY ADVANCE IN

WHOLESALE PRICES|

In June They"erre | 37 Per ;Double- Funeral Was Held to

Cent. Higher Than Aver-
age For 1890-1899.

[Canadian Press.]

Ottawa, July 17.—The steady ad-
vance in wholesale prices in Canada
continued during June, the Labor De-
partment’s index number having ad-

vanced from 135.9 in May, previously,

the highest recorded, to 136.9 in June,
ag compared with 126.1 in June of last
vear. The numbers, ‘it will ‘be under-
stood, are percentages, in each case, of
the average price level prevailing dur-
ing the ten years, 1890-1899, the period
selected by the department as the
standard of comparison throughout its
investigation into wholesale prices of
some two hundred and fifty commodi-
ties of a representative character. The
estimate of the department for the
menth of June, therefore, shows prices
to have been nearly 37 per cent higher
in that month than was the average
for the decade, 1890-1899. The <hief
increase during June were in animals
and meats, feeders, fruits and vege-
tables, hidesg and leathers, there hav-

ing been slight decreases in dairy
products, prepared fish, sugars, coal
and coke.

TRAILING CHECK
FOR THAT $3,000

va Lost Document Turns Up,
Travers Says He Will Tell
Some More.

STATEMENT BY ROGERS

Head of Provincial Police Declares
That Nesbitt Could Have Been

Arrested.
Toronto, July 17. — Contrary to ex-
pectation, G. M. Atlas wasg not
called to testify at the Farm-

ers’ Bank investigation yesterday, but
his evidence will probably be taken
today, when the hearing resumes at
11 o'clock. Features of yesterday’s
session were complete denials by
Messrs. Stratton, Lown, Nesbitt and
Lindsay, that they had suggested tO
Mr. Travers that he take $3,000 to
Ottawa with him to grease the wheels
in order to get the Farmers Bank
charter. more easily, and reiteration by
Travers that the check for this
amount was left with the hotel clerk
at Ottawa in a sealed envelope, ad-
dressed to Peter Ryan. Mr. Tra-
vers was asked whether he had

ever spoke ,to Mr, Ryan since he was
in Ottawa on that occasion, and said
that as recently as June 15, 1912, Mr.
Ryan 1_1a.d approached him in the of-
fice of G. T. Clarkson, liquidater of
the bank, and said: “I will look after
your interests.” The prison guard, he
said, had -heard the remark.

Travers Insistent.

Travers repeated strenuously that
Mr. Ryan had been the man to whom
the check was addressed, but refused
to give further light on the matter
unless the check . was produced, as
there was a number on the back of it
which referred to a room at the Rus-
sell Hotel, and he wished to reinforce
his memory before making any state-
ment which could possibly be denied.
He had an impression about the move-
ments of the check, but would not
make a sworn statement concerning
that opinion.

Trailing the Check,

7ith this in view Crown Counsel F.
¥, Hodgins examined Magistrate Den-
ison and Curran Morrison, clerk of
the police court, to find out the sys-
tem employed in handling exhibits by
the police court. Travers had said
that the last time he had seen the
check it was in the hands of Walter
Duncan. inspector of detectives, Both
Mr. Morrison and Magistrate Denison
sald that they had absolute confidence
in the detective department, and not
infrequently permitted Inspector Dun-
can to Kkeep exhibits for a while.
When it was necessary for them to go
to the higher courts they were taken
to Provincial Constable Burns, who
signed a receipt for them. They had
no knowledge oOf the cleck having
been lost while in the custody of the
pelice court. It ig likely that Arthur
Webb, who does the detail work in
connection with filling exhibits, will
be called today to trace the move-
ments of the check, as the cominis-
sion is exceedingly eager to locate it.

A startling statement was made
by Superintendent Rogers, of the
provincial police. He said that
three of his men saw Dr. Nesbitt
after the warrant for his arrest had
been issued, and that if he had been
communicated with by the Toronto
police department immediately the
doctor could have been arrested
eagily between Muskoka and the
Sault. As a matter of fact the war-
rant was issued on Jan. 14, and he
was not officially notified to watch for
him until March. He had received
word from Crown Attorney Corley on
Jan. 26, but that was also too late.

Crown Attorney Corley and Police
Court Clerk Morrison both denied
that Walter Duncan could not get a
warrant when he asked for it because
of Mr, Corley’s refusal. Mr, Duncan
could have made out the papers and
had them gigned by Magistrate Deni-
son or Mr. Morrison, who is a justice
of the peace, without going near Mr.
Corley. What ac:i. lly happened,
said Mr. Corley, was that he had told
Mr. Duncan a warrant for forgery
could not be issued where Dr. Nes-
bitt had signed his own name to 2
false document. Mr. Corley had con-
ferred with the deputy attorney gen-
eral on this point, and Mr. Cartwright
had agreed that such an act was not
fergery. :

The policy
which settles the issues of peace and
war for the entire Empire is formu-
lated and carried out by a Govern-
ment responsible only to a House ot
Commons elected by the inhabitants
of the United Kingdom.

SIR JAMES ADMITS

MR. ROWELL'3 ACCURACY
Says He (Sir James) Was Not

Correct in Statement as to

Club_iicenses.

Toronto, July 17.—When asked if he
had any comment to make on Mr.
Rowell’s speech at Delleville last week,

regarding club licenses, Sir James Whit-
ney made the following statement yester-
day:
«] was not quite correct in making the
general statement that up to the time
we imposed licenses clubs were empow-—
ered by thelr charters fo sell liquor. A
few were SO empowered to sell to mem-
bers, and the others were assumed to
have such right to sell. Let me quote
two extracts from the Toronto Globe pre-
vious to 1906, showing the sltuation as it
was:

“« “They may sell liquor to whoever they

please in the case of clubs incorporated
before the days of the “qualified pro-
hibitory clause’”; In the other case to

those mentioned in thelr charters.

“Since then we have imposed a license
and license fees. Mr. Rowell endeavored
to convey the impression that there was
no power to sell llquor in clubs until our
licenses authorized such sale.”

What Mr. Rowell Sald.

In his Belleville speech Mr. Rowell put
the facts very plainly when he sald:

“The Prime Minister said that clubs
which were In existence when they came
into power were acting under charters
‘which gave them the power to sell in-
t\oxicatlng‘liquor.’ He (Mr. Rowell had
caused inquiry to be made at the Pro-
vincial Secretary’'s department, and while
they had not completed thelr search, the
officials of the department, at the time
of inquiry, were unablé to name any club
the charter of which gave power to sell
intoxicating liquor. In fact, so far as
he could learn, the charters to which Sir
James Whitney referred contained ab-
gsolutely no reference to the sale of liquor.

“There undoubtedly were clubs in exist-
ence before the present Government came
into power which supplied their members
with liquor, but apparently they stood in
the same position as dining-cars on rall-
way trains, which sell liquor although not
authorized to do so by law.”

Sir James’ latest statement is an ad-
mission of the accuracy of Mr. Rowell's
statement of the law,
