A. Gibb, of Stratford, fell three stories 
from the window of his bedroom at 
the Grigg House shortly after mid­
night and sustained injuries to his head 
from which he died while on the way 
to Victoria Hospital in the ambulance.

According to information given The 
Advertiser, Gibb, who was about 22 or 
23 years old, came to the hotel about 
10 o'clock and, after registering, was 
shown to room No. 21 on the third 
floor.

“I want to see that the burden of 
taxation is distributed, according to 
the ability of the taxpayer, and in 
the second place I want to increase 
the production of the land, and I 
want to multiply small owners and 
tenants. All this clamor about con­
fiscation and blackmail and plunder 
is so much dust raised by men who 
are interested in maintaining the 
present system, and who are either 
too prejudiced to read my proposals 
or too stupid to understand them. 
Let them keep their invective for 
some better occasion, for more ap­
posite uses. If it be blackmail to 
propose that the rich should pay 
taxation in equal proportion to the 
poor, what word is strong enough 
to describe the present system under 
which the poor pay more than the 
rich? If it be confiscation to sug- 
gest that land be acquired at a fair 
value for public purposes, what 
language will fitly describe the oper- 
ations of those who have wrong­
fully appropriated the common land 
and have extended their boundaries 
at the expense of their poorer 
neighbors, too weak and too ignorant 
to resist them? If it be plunder to 
require the restitution of this ill- 
gotten property, I should like to 
know what we are to say to those 
who - perpetrated the original act of 
appropriation.".

The other is a light- 
ning cross counter which always 
causes damage. His left arm is of no 
use to him except for blocking. Now, 
take away those two blows and where 
does Johnson stand?

I suppose you think it very funny 
that I announce to the public just what 
Johnson's capabilities are?

When land was want­
ed for public purposes in the past far 
too high a price had been given for It 
and it would be a good thing to have 
a fair valuation throughout the coun­
try, so that when it was needed for 
public purposes it should not suddenly 
develop in value to twenty or thirty 
or even more times its value before it 
was wanted.

“It is one of those life- 
and-death struggles which now and 
then happen to this country, and 
which in times to come our grand­
children and great-grandchildren will 
read about in their history books at 
school. It is only a neighborly thing 
to do to ask you to think about it 
most seriously, for I assure you that 
everything turns upon it—our liber­
ties and the liberties, rights and priv­
ileges of our children." (Cheers.)

Tariff Reform and the Farmer.
The tariff reformers are making 

some important confessions. On Friday 
Lord Ridley, the head of the Tariff 
Reform League, himself exposed the 
fallacy that the foreigner will pay. 
He said:

"He would be a knave if he stood 
on a platform and said that the whole 
of the protective taxes were going to 
be borne by the foreigner."

After Lord Ridley, appropriately 
enough, comes an important confes­
sion of Mr. Austen Chamberlain, 
which destroys the argument that 
food taxes would work wonders for 
the British farmer. Writing to the 
Rev. C. J. Rolfe, rector of Birlingham, 
Norfolk, Mr. Austen Chamberlain 
says:

"I do not anticipate that the small 
duty proposed on foreign corn will 
make wheat-growing profitable where 
it is not so at present."

His argument now is that the “mod­
erate preference" in regard to other 
agricultural products, and the in­
creased demand for agricultural goods 
which the developemnt of the manu­
facturing industry under tariff reform 
will bring, will give the farmer a bet­
ter market and the laborer a better 
demand for his labor.

Distrusts Imperial Preference.
Speaking at Kingsland on Satur­

day evening Sir Albert Spicer, M. P., 
who presided at the recent Congress 
of Chambers of Commerce of the Bri- 
tish Empire in Australia, said he had 
been glad of that opportunity of not 
only coming into contact with Austra­
lia's businessmen, but of doing some­
thing in a legitimate way to really 
cement the commercial interests of 
the two countries. He came back a 
stronger free trader than ever.

They thought indeed that 
reform meant the immediate extinction 
of the domination and the plunder of 
the great families. "No evil," said the 
Duke of Wellington, “can arise from 
carrying it.” Accordingly, they gave 
short shrift to the bill, and on the 8th 
of October the second reading was 
rejected by 199 votes to 158. Hitherto 
the nation had shown great restraint, 
but this defiant challenge provoked an 
immediate reply. The country was in 
no mood for class arrogance. The 
demand for reform came from a nation 
conscious of great wrongs and great 
misgovernment, too long endured. The 
Radicals, with their gospel of citizen­
ship, had not preached or suffered for 
nothing. The middle-classes and the 
artisans knew that the rich who had 
the power had used it to throw taxa­
tion on the poor. Most important of 
all, Cobbett had swept, a splendid 
storm, across the England he loved and 
whose rulers he hated and despised. 
The people, of England were united 
and tlie alternative to reform was not 
reaction, but revolution. That was the 
message of Bristol and Nottingham, 
and of the. threatening unions. The 
scenes of the autumn of 1831 were no 
part of a melodrama or a harlequin­
ade; they were not advertisement or 
demonstration; if the nation had not 
been massed behind them they would 
have been idle.

The Government were in a difficult 
position. They knew that these pop­
ular symptoms might have just the 
wrong effect on the king. Besides,

On 
these she deftly picks out. with the 
speed of the crayon artist at a 
Chautauqua gathering, the eyes, eye- 
brows, mouth, etc., giving to each a 
different complexion, some white, some 
rosy, some sunburnt.

The bodies are of leather and flex­
ible. This permits them to be placed 
In any position. Effective groupings 
of these dolls in German shop win­
dows are just now delighting crowds 
in the Christmas toy markets. Some 
of the German wits refer to it as the 
return of the doll to the simple life.

One reason why the new doll hasn’t 
been heartily received in the United 
States is that all those sent over are 
characteristically and typically Ger­
man in face, figure and gowns, and 
that isn't the kind of doll the Amer­
ican child wants. Next year the 
German makers propose to have Amer­
ican models for this market and to 
sell thousands of them.

their experience in Western Canada 
that American settlers on the wheat 
lands appreciate more than the red- 
coated mounted policeman, who, it 
not ubiquitous, is always within call, 
allowing for the distances he must 
sometimes ride when wanted. We 
speak of him as a novelty because the 
American farmer on his own prairies 
must look out for himself as a rule- 
in theory he has police protection, but 
he is seldom in a humor to invoke it 
and thinks ironically of it as an aegis. 
In short, he is his own policeman, and 
justice is a vague abstraction to him.

Imagine then how the alien who has 
taken his penates over the line re­
gards a system of government that 
gives him a police protection that 
makes life safe, guards property and 
executes justice on the wrongdoer, no 
matter what the cost. He may well 
wonder how the Royal Northwest 
Mounted Police, in numbers no strong­
er than the force in a second-rate 
American city, can preserve order and 
enforce the law in a territory extend­
ing from the American boundary line 
to the Arctic Circle and comprising a 
million and a half square miles. Thera 
are only a thousand of this constabu­
lary, and yet there has never been a 
lynching in its vast jurisdiction, and 
no criminal can feel security within it 
or beyond it. It has occurred to us in 
reading an article about this famous 
corps in the December Century, by 
Miss Agnes Deans Cameron, that 
the protection which the settler has is 
as much moral as physical. Their

In a sense every private in the force 
may be called upon to act as com­
mander-in-chief. magistrate and home 
and foreign secretary. He must be 
postman and physician for the settler, 
sometimes fireman; he must make ar­
rests on his own responsibility any­
where, guard the timber reserves, 
make weather reports, collect crop 
figures, account for new settlers, look 
after stray stock, keep order in the 
mining camps, and at all times act as 
detective and pursue criminals. An 
American who killed his "partner" in 
the Lesser Slave Lake district was 
run down as far south as Laredo, Tex., 
convicted and hanged, at a cost to the 
Dominion Government of $30,000. A 
Locheux Indian who abandoned his 2- 
year-old child to die beyond the Arctic 
Circle was tracked by one policeman, 
captured and taken 1,200 miles up the 
Mackenzie River in a canoe and down 
by lake and trail to Regina. Chief 
Piapot, defying the Government and 
camping with his tribe in the path of 
the Canadian Pacific track layers, was 
awed into submission by two redcoats, 
absolutely alone, who kicked down the 
key poles of tent after tent after giv­
ing the chief fifteen minutes to remove 
them.

day stock market in the seasonable dull- 
ness, which restricted the activities al­
most wholly to the closing up of con­
tracts. The holiday spirit was manifest 
also in the cheerful and hopeful senti­
ment prevailing, although it is to be 
said that it is not a usual characteristic 
of speculative markets to postpone act­
ing on such sentiments. The constraint 
on activity is partly due to the desire 
to await the year-end money settlements, 
and a dread that flurries in the call loan 
market may occur in the last week of the 
year. Borrowing on cal! today carries 
over until Monday, and the evidence of 
over-supply of funds as the day pro- 
gressed helped to allay apprehension on 
this point, and conduced to the stiffen­
ing of prices of stocks. Discounts eased 
also in foreign markets, indicating the 
prospect of money relaxation after the 
turn of the year.

Another sharp relapse in foreign ex­
change rates pointed to the speculative 
nature of some of the recent strength in 
that market, and the over-supply of ex­
change bills left on hand as a conse­
quence. Individual stocks here and there 
continued to show marked strength, but 
the subsequent strength of stocks which 
Las had such movements recently does 
not inspire confidence in the example. 
Reading, second preferred, collapsed vio­
lently today, running of 11% points from 
the top price touched in the volatile rise 
of yesterday.

The most conspicuous movements' to- 
day was in the Rock Island group, both 
in the stocks and in the collateral bonds 
secured by the old Rock Island stock. 
Belief in identical control of this com­
pany, Lehigh Valley and Wabash still 
figured as the chief influence in the 
movement.

An advance in the price of copper 
metal in London gave an upward im- 
petus to stock of the copper idustry.

Into deserting her, she continued to live

In that name she signed even the re­
ceipts for the pension of £2,400 a year 
which Napoleon faithfully paid to her 
until his fall, and which did more for 
Elizabeth’s happiness than the society of 
such a thriftless debauchee as Jerome 
would have done.

It is possible that Jerome could not 
have been without cause of complaint. 
When her father died he left in his will 
a character sketch of Elizabeth that may 
have been unjust, but was plainly sin­
cere. He wrote:

"The conduct of my daughter Betsey 
lias through life been so disobedient that 
in no instance has she ever consulted my 
opinion or feelings; indeed, she lias caus­
ed me more anxiety and trouble than all 
my other children put together, and her 
folly and misconduct have occasioned me 
a train of expense that, first and last, 
has cost me much money."

In accodance with these sentiments, lie 
left Elizabeth less than any of his other 
children. Elizabeth, however, did her 
duty by lier son, born in London; and 
Charles J. Bonaparte, her great-grand­
son, was President Roosevelt’s secretary 
of the navy.

000 girls marry in England in a year 
under the age of 21, that is in less 
than one-seventh of the marriages 
registered. Thirty years, a generation, 
ago, more than one-fifth of the women 
marrying in a year were minors.

Another interesting fact that seems 
to prove this tendency to later marri­
ages is provided by the figures for the 
last decade. In 1907 the number of 
marriages of women between the ages 
of 21 and 25 were just over 6,000 more 
than in 1898, while the marriages of 
women between the ages of 25 and 30 
Increased by just over 12,000.

The average or mean age of all 
spinsters who married in 1896 was 25 
years and 1 month. This had advanced 
to 25 years and 6% months in the last 
available returns. Widows at their 
second and third marriages are also 
older, having advanced from an aver­
age of 40 years 7 months to 40 years 
and 11 months.

Thus spinster brides are nearly six 
months and widow brides four months 
older than those of a few years ago.

Wells Cathedral contains the most 
interesting and the oldest self striking 
clock in the whole world.

This tribute to turbines was given at 
the recent meeting of mechanical en­
gineers at Liverpool. There are now 64 
turbine steamers in the merchants ser­
vice, of 603,200-horsepower; this is up to 
December, 1908. In 1901 there was but 
one steamer of 3,500-horsepower.

In discussing the advance in marine 
engineering, the speakers declared that 
“very little is known about propellers. 
The improved results with the great 
Cunarders, which at first were in a sense 
failures in regard to required speed, have 
been got /by varying the propellers. This 
reminds one of the steamships Iris and 
Mercury in 1878, when huge Improvements 
were made by changing the propellers.

Boilers have not changed much ex­
cept that they are built of larger plates 
with fewer rivets. The largest plate 
rolled measures 42 feet by 9 feet 6 inches 
by 1% inch thick. It weighs nearly 11 
tons, and is in the boiler of a Liverpool 
tugboat, the Knight Errant.

“The lower pressure possible with 
turbines has meant a saving of 120 tons 
in boilers alone in the great Cunarders, 
ae compared with what would have been 
required for reciprocating work.

But though anesthetics did not come 
into general use until the nineteenth 
century, they have been long known to 
the world. Pliny particularly men­
tions the use of mandragora in the 
surgery of his day, and an old Chinese 
manuscript proves that the physician 
Hoa-tho administered a preparation 
of hemp to his patients in the third 
century. Among the illustrious pa­
tients to use anesthetics In their com­
paratively early days was Augustus, 
King of Poland, who underwent am­
putation while insensible from a nar­
cotic.

But even after the discoveries of 
Priestley toward the end of the eight­
eenth century, anesthetics were re­
garded more as a scientific curiosity 
than anything else, until 1844, when 
the use of gas in dentistry was discov­
ered in America and soon spread to 
England. Chloroform appeared in 1847 
end from that time the anesthetic be­
gan to play a prominent part in the 
surgery of the world.—London Chron, 
iele.

England, on Dec. 15, of pneumonia and bronchitis, was the central figure five 
years ago in a remarkable ease of mis-
