Paris, Oct. 24.—Pierre le Noir, con­
victed of the charge of having given 
intelligence to the enemy, was executed 
at Sante prison at 7 o’clock this morn­
ing.

Pierre le Noir was the third person to 
be executed on charges arising out of 
attempts made by German agents to 
conduct a “defeatist” campaign in 1925 
and 1916. The others who met death as 
a result of revelations made against 
them were Bolo Pasha, executed April 
17. 1918, and M. Duval, who faced the 
firing squad July 17, 1918. Both were 
directors of the Germanophile news­
paper Bonnet Rouge.

Le Noir was doomed to death on May 
8. 1919, and desperate but fruitless ef­
forts were made to gain a commutation 
of his sentence. He was removed to 
Sante prison after what appeared to 
be his last chance for life had vanished, 
hut on September 19 last, when the 
firing squad was In position, and all 
preparations for his execution had been 
made, his life was spared for a time in 
a most dramatic manner. His attorney 
asserted that Le Noir could give evi­
dence wanted in the case of Joseph 
Caillaux, who was yesterday brought 
before the high court of the Frencli 
Senate on a charge of "conspiring to 
bring about a premature and dishonor­
able peace with Germany."

Le Noir was given a searching ex­
amination by judicial authorities, but 
subsequently it was announced that 
nothing he had laid before the officials 
would justify a mitigation of the sen­
tence of death passed upon him. An 
appeal to the court of revision was 
rejected on October 21

On the immense parade ground be­
tween Wolseley and Tecumseh Bar- 
racks, 20,000 people gathered to see His 
Royal Highness the Prince of Wales, at 
the review or veterans and the present­
ation of medals on Carling Heights yes­
terday afternoon. Intense enthusiasm 
was the pronounced attitude of the as­
semblage of soldiers and civilians, and 
throughout the ceremony not one op­
portunity to heartily cheer the royal 
visitor was lost.

Hundreds of pictures were snapped 
by his eager subjects, for the weather 
was ideal, while everyone present tried 
hard to achieve the honor of shaking 
hands with the prince, and failing in 
that, struggled for a closer view of 
him. At times the most energetic 
efforts of the military cordon and 
mounted civil policemen failed to 
restrain the enthusiastic civilians from 
breaking into the cleared spaces and 
passage-ways reserved for the prince.

Lunches in Mess.
Promptly on time, Prince Edward ar­

rived at Wolseley Barracks and was 
received by Brig.-General L. W. Shan­
non and his staff, and shortly after 
12:30 o'clock, he was entertained at 
luncheon in the headquarters’ staff 
mess, which was splendidly decorated 
for the occasion. The ceremony there, 
however, was rather hurried because 
of the long afternoon’s program to be 
completed before 3 o’clock on the 
Heights. At the conclusion of the 
meal, the prince thanked his hosts for 
their reception in a few words of un­
feigned appreciation.

Then, at 1:30, he was conducted to 
the parade grounds, where over 5,000 
veterans of the city and Western On­
tario were formed up in a hollow 
square, with the decorated platform, 
specially erected for the occasion, in 
the centre. Behind the soldiers were 
solid masses of thousands and thous­
ands of civilian spectators from Lon­
don and every section of the district. 
As was the case during the first day 
of the royal visit, the crowds collected 
hours before the scheduled time of the 
prince’s visit.

Parade In County Order.
While Prince Edward was engaged 

in the headquarters building, the 
parade of veterans was formed up 
under the direction of Lieut.-Col. Bart 
Robson, the officer commanding the 
First Infantry Brigade of Military Dis­
trict. No. 1. He was aided by Major G. 
Ingram, the brigade major of the First 
Infantry Brigade; Lieut.-Col. H. L. 
Milligan of the Second Infantry Brigade 
and Major R. Emmerton of the Third 
Infantry Brigade. When the order to 
"fall in" was given, the veterans were 
formed in bodies representing the vari­
ous counties of the district, and the:

Inside the square, formed up on the 
east side of the platform, were the 
veterans who were decorated with the 
medals they won on the battlefield dur­
ing the great war by the prince. Sev­
eral bands of the military district also 
formed a part of the square.

Chats With Men.
The first event of the afternoon after 

Prince Edward arrived in his motor, 
was the inspection of the vets. Hei 
started at the right of the line on the1 
west side and passed along the inner 
line of the square, and then accorded! 
the second, third and other lines simi- 
lar attention. He often stopped during 
his tour to ask a few friendly questions 
and give a cheery message to the re­
turned men. Considerable time was 
taken by the inspection of the large 
parade.

Then the prince mounted the platform 
and assisted by his personal staff and 
that of the district, proceeded with the 
presentation of the medals. The vet- 
erans marched upon the platform in 
single file from the east side, passed in 
front of the prince and then left the 
platform by the steps at the west side. 
As each recipient stepped to be in­
vested, Prince Edward shook hands and 
chatted freely as he pinned on the 
medal, then shook hands once more, 
smiled, saluted and turned his atten- 
tion to the next veteran in line. The 
event contained a sad Interest at times, 
when the mother or widow of some 
hero stepped upon the platform to re­
ceive the decoration so dearly won. To 
each the prince extended a kind mes- 
sage of sympathy and encouragement.I 

Recalls Canadian Corps.
After the last medal was presented 

and after the prolonged cheering had, 
subsided, Prince Edward briefly ad- 
dressed the assemblage in a sincere| 
democratic manner, stating that he 
could not speak at length because of 
the shortness of the period before train 
time. “I greatly appreciate the atten-1 
dance in such large numbers," he said,: 
"and especially because so many have1 
travelled here from long distances, and 
I am sorry that I cannot shake hands 
with everyone." Then, addressing the; 
soldiers, he continued:

"Exactly one year ago, I was asso­
ciated with the Canadian force in 
France. I am sure you will agree when : 
I state that it is much better to meet! 
again here than in any section of : 
France or Belgium. You are demo- 
bilized now. and I extend to you my 
very best wishes for prosperity and 
every success in the future.

"During the war. everyone looked on 
me as a comrade," he said, "and I 
wish you to continue to regard me in 
the same manner now. in peace time, 
and at all times to the future. I hope 
to return to London and Canada as 
soon as possible.”

Inspects Hospital.
The final event on the program be­

fore departure was the Inspection of 
the Western Ontario Military Hospital 
and the Red Cross rest room building. 
It was characteristic of the prince that 
he should visit the wounded men con-, 
fined to their hospital wards and leave 
with them a cheerful message of en-! 
couragement before his departure from 
the city. He entered several of the 
wards, accompanied by his staff, Major 
McDermid, the commanding officer of 
the hospital, and the headquarters staff 
of the district under Brig.-Gen. L. W. 
Shannon.

As the prince left the last ward, the 
matron and eighteen nursing sisters 
were introduced.

Then he entered the Red Cross build- 
tog, where he was received by the fol­
lowing ladies: Mrs. A. T. Edwards, 
Mrs. D. MacLean, Misses G. Baptie, A. 
C. Kelso, M. C. MacPherson, S. Stew- 
art, J. Gillespie, E. Teasdale, Mrs. H. E. 
Wheeler, Mrs. J. S. Ashplant and 
others. Tea was served on a beauti­
fully decorated table as he entered, but 
he graciously declined to drink a cup 
because of the lateness of the hour.

Prince Edward then entered his 
motorcar and followed by a prolonged, 
deafening cheer, left the heights.

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"Let us distinguish one stock from 
another. The first lot 1 would call the 
stock that is being retained by private 
possessors. The other lot Is stock 
that is being exchanged. What does 
the Government get? The Govern­
ments gets that stock, but what does 
it give? It gives a four per cent stock 
to take its place, and guarantees to 
pay four per cent interest on that 
stock, and also guarantees that none 
of it can be purchased by the country 
for another period of 30 years.

"My honorable friends opposite speak 
of this as a measure of Government 
ownership. Do they realize that what 
this measure oes is to make Govern­
ment ownership of railways in Canada 
impossible for another 30 years. Under 
this act, the people cannot acquire the 
properties of the Grand Trunk from 
these owners who will he holding the 
stock until 1950. That is the posi­
tion, and yet honorable gentlemen go 
blundering ahead in the name of public 
ownership and say we must get this 
measure through at this particular ses­
sion of Parliament.

Not Government Ownership.
"I have pointed out that this measure 

Is not for the purchase of the Grand 
Trunk properties; it is not even a 
measure for Government ownership 
What is it then? It Is nothing more 
than an agreement for the transfer of 
the management of the Grand Trunk 
railway system to the gentlemen who 
are managing the Canadian Northern 
railways at the present time, and who 
were controlling the Canadian Northern 
system before it was taken over by the 
Government. That is all that this 
measure is—plus this one other im­
portant circumstance; it is also a 
measure to enhance the value of the 
stock of the Grand Trunk railway sys­
tem. That is all. These are the only 
two things accomplished by this bill. 
It is simply a bill to foist upon the 
people of Canada all the liabilities of 
the Grand Trunk railway and the Grand 
Trunk Pacific, and to give in return 
to the shareholders an enhanced value 
for their stock."

It might be added as some comfort to 
the Canadian people that they secure a 
proxy out of the deal.

WET WEATHER.

A wild west wind comes bearing the first autumn 
storm. He sweeps over the woodlands, and the trees 
lift their voices and bow before him as though to 
conciliate his power. Only one old wateroak ven­
tures to complain as he leans heavily against an ash. 
The wind races on, out across the pastures. He 
shakes the fat green pillows of the milkweed until 
the feathers fly; gayly they soar until a spiteful 
burst of rain beats them to earth.

Rain! It strikes consternation among the grass­
hoppers. They had heard a fabulous tale of such a 
thing far back in their great-grandmother's time. 
But that was weeks ago; no one any longer dreamed 
of believing it. They crouch silently under what 
cover they can find. The hardier cricket, burrowed 
into a rotten stump, chirps occasionally, but no other 
Insect stirs. Bees hang in their hives and butter­
flies have furled their sails in the safe harbor of a 
jutting eave of a hollow tree.

The birds are a bit rueful. Sparrows venture out 
between showers and retreat to the hawthorns with 
each fresh downpour. An unwary young blackbird, 
rusty as his mother, but with pure black wings and 
tail, tries the air. The tricksy wind, catching him 
under the stern, capsizes him. After a laughable 
struggle for equilibrium he makes a landing on the 
lowest wire of the fence in the lee of a post and 
squats there disconsolately, blinking his yellow eyes. 
A family of bobolinks, in their sparrowy fall plum­
age, make little skimming leaps between the thistles 
which anchor them in case of a sudden blast. Only 
the little white-breasted nuthatch seems indifferent. 
He finds teeming droves of insects herded together 
on the lower side of the branches. He skips along in 
pursuit of them, hanging upside down like a fly on a 
celling, until a puff doubles his tall about his ears 
and nearly tears the down oft his skin. He wea­
thers it by clinging with all his little claws, and 
then hastily climbs into a more dignified position 
to collect his nerves.

The bat, hanging under the stub of a maple 
branch, has a trickle running off his nose, but seems 
too dejected to move. Rabbits slip through their 
tunnels in the ash thickets. I fancy they like wet 
weather as little as a cat, but at least it saves 
them from persecution. Their warm scent washes 
from the earth so fast that the weasel curls hope­
lessly in his hole and the hawk sulks in the head 
of the oak.

I love the rough breeze, the touch of rain like 
soft fingers on my cheeks, but I, too, become im­
patient like the other children of the sun. The trutli 
Is that we are "out of it." This day is not for us. 
It is the holiday of the little green frog, who leaps 
with joy and sings, and the snakes, feasting on 
abundant angle worms that creep from the depths 
of the baked soil. It commemorates the time 
when their people were lords of. the world, when 
the earth was lapped in warm floods and air in 
seething mists, before there was a sun,

THE PRINCE OF WALES.
In connection with the visit to America of the 

Prince of Wales, says the New York Evening Post, 
the National Geographic Society has issued, from 
its Washington headquarters, a bulletin relating 
how the British Crown Prince acquired that title, 
and also the origin of his famous Insignia, three 
ostrich plumes and the motto "Ich dien" (I serve).

"The story of the title borne by the heirs to 
the British throne dates back to the days of 
Llewelyn, the last of the Welsh princes when that 
country still had a quasi-independent status," the 
bulletin says. "In • Welsh legend, song and story, 
Llewelyn is a veritable King Arthur, and his 
brother, David, was the traitorous Modred of his 
court. Since Henry III. of England had invested 
his heir, afterward Edward I., with all the Eng- 
ish royal claims in Wales, it might have been sup­
posed that Llewelyn would try to placate the young 
prince. The battle of Evesham, fought while 
Henry III. was yet living, had resulted in many 
concessions to Llewelyn.................. .

"But Llewelyn incurred the displeasure of 
Edward by casting his lot with the famous Montfort 
family, and perpetrated what was considered a 
direct affront when he announced his betrothal to 
Eleanor de Montfort. Moreover, he declined to 
attend the coronation of Edward. Within two 
years after that coronation—just 500 years before 
the American Declaration of Independence was 
signed—Edward concluded a vigorous campaign in 
Wales with the treaty of Conway by which 
Llewelyn had to sign away most of the privileges 
he had won a decade earlier.

"For five years Wales was quiet. Then David, 
who had aided the English king against his brother, 
headed a revolt against English rule, set a torch 
to Hawarden Castle, and precipitated a war in 
which Llewelyn was killed, and Edward was con­
queror of Wales.

"There was an ancient prophecy that the Prince 
of Wales some day would be crowned in London. 
In mockery of that, it is believed, Edward had 
Llewelyn’s head brought to London and wreathed 
in ivy to show the people.

“While Edward was making sure of his sub­
jugation of Wales by building a string of castles, 
Queen Eleanor joined him, and in the newly- 
completed Carnarvon a son was born, who became 
the first English Prince of Wales, and later was 
King Edward II. According to a popular story

Dispatches from London report the con­
sular and other offices of South American 
countries in the British capital crowded with 

iold country folk anxious to emigrate and seek- 
iing information. One who has just returned 

from England makes the same report, and de- 
iclares that unless the Canadian Government 

wakes up tens of thousands who would make 
most desirable citizens for this country will 
go to Brazil and the Argentine. The instability 
of the industrial situation in England is the 
cause of this exodus. Those who seek new 
homes this side of the Atlantic, with few ex­
ceptions, are persons of considerable means who 
fear to invest their earnings or savings at home 
because of the social unrest and political and 
industrial disturbances. What they ask is an as­
surance that for a reasonable period they can 
depend upon a stable industrial situation and 
the chance to prosper. Surely Canada is in a 
position to do this. There is nothing disas­
trously revolutionary about our present indus­
trial life. We are reconstructing along sane and 
safe lines, friction between employer and em­
ployee is rapidly disappearing, we are at the 
start of a new era of production that promises 
to be limitless.

These British citizens of our own tongue 
we should have and at once before the bars 
come down and let in a flood of less desirable 
newcomers from Continental Europe. The Ar­
gentine Republic is making an especially strong 
bid to get these Britishers. By natural inclina­
tion the latter would select Canada, and it should 
be the task of the Government to at once turn 
the tide of this emigration from South America 
to Canada. Canada can offer much more than 
Brazil or the Argentine, and the only explana­
tion of this trek to South America must be an 
inadequate immigration service abroad. Just 
now the British Isles should be filled with 
Canadian Government agents who can supply 
exact information as to conditions and prospects 
in all parts of the Dominion.- If these facts are 
placed fully and accurately before old country- 
men who intend to emigrate there will be few 
who will listen to other offers. With our spacious­
ness. natural resources and certain expansion 
along every line, it should not be the case that 
our kin overseas should be seeking in large 
numbers to make a fresh start in alien lands. 
And Canada will attract them more than any 
other land it they can only learn the facts about

Whether that story be true or not. the heir appar­
ently was not formally invested with the title until 
he was seventeen years old. Ever since then the 
heir to the British throne has been known as the 
Prince of Wales, though usually he has been in­
vested with the title, and not so endowed upon 
birth.

“No less romantic is the story of the insignia 
and motto of the Prince of Wales. Here again 
historians do not fully credit the generally accepted 
story. Certain it is that another Edward, known 
as 'the Black Prince’ because of the armor he 
wore, adopting the feathers and the pledge.

The point of doubt is whether he actually did 
stumble over the body of the valient John the 
Blind of Bohemia, after the battle of Crecy, and 
was so struck with admiration of the sightless 
warrior, who had his charger attached to horses 
of his companions so he might not fail in loyalty 
to his ally, Philip of France, that Edward plucked 
the insignia from his enemy’s uniform and swore 
to wear it forever after. At least Edward's own 
bravery on that occasion, and his chivalry upon 
many others, make it entirely plausible that he 
should acknowledge the valor of an enemy. It 
was the first battle of magnitude in which the 
young prince had engaged, and his father, Edward 
III., watched him from the crest of a hill, holding 
reinforcements in leash while his son fought against 
great odds. King Edward explained that he wanted 
his son to win his spurs in battle, nor did he wish 
to deprive him of credit for the victory.

"The victory was most decisive; though one 
may discount somewhat the chroniclers who re­
ported that the King of France fled at nightfall 
with only five knights and 60 soldiers, leaving more 
than 40,000 dead and dying men on the field.”

The larger mis- 
apprehension which I believe exists is 
that this particular measure is in the 
nature of a measure for Government:

Continuing the debate on the Grand 
Trunk Railway bill, Frank S. Cahill 
argued that the railway policy of The 
Liberals from 1896 to 1911 had been 
less extravagant than that of the Con­
servative party since 1911. ! here was 
no foundation, he stated, for the claim 
that the present railway situati n in 
Canada was a legacy from the Liberal 
party. During the Liberal administra­
tion railway building had kept pace 
with immigration and colonization. 
When the Liberal party went out of 
power in 1911. there were only 285 per­
sons to every mile in the country. In 
1917. there were only 185 per mile.

Much had been said about the folly 
of constructing the National Transcon­
tinental and the Grand Trunk Pacific, 
but Mr. Cahill contended that both 
these roads had opened valuable terri­
tory. The policy of the Government, 
however, had been to discourage set­
tlement in country opened up by the 
National Transcontinental. The Grand 
Trunk Pacific had not been forced to 
live up to its obligations with regard 
to the National Transcontinental, and 
the reason given was that the latter 
had cost $100.000,000 more than ori­
ginally estimated. Surely, however, 
some arrangement might have been 
arrived at between the Government and 
the company with regard to the trans­
continental system.

Gold-Brick Seller.
The Drayton-Acworth report, said 

Mr. Cahill, stated that an expenditure 
of $30.000.000 was required to put the 
Grand Trunk road into good working 
order. The Government, however, when 
bringing down this legislation, chose 
to advance the opinion of the presi­
dent of the Grand Trunk, who said the 
road was in perfect conditon. ‘In 
other words.” said Mr. Cahill, "the 
man who sells us the gold brick as­
sures us that it is pure gold."

Mr. Cahill said he was apprehensive 
that the Government roads, if unsuc­
cessful under public ownership, would 
eventually fall into the hands of Mac­
kenzie and Mann. The Mackenzie and 
Mann crowd was still very much in­
terested in their management. They 
were selling supplies for the Govern­
ment roads and making money out of 
them.

this big financial plan.

European countries were not coming • 
to the United States seeking charity,' 
Mr. Morrow said, but they were asking 
us, in our strength, to co-operate with 
them in their strength to rebuild and 
restore their productive capacity."

In explaining that the export balance 
between this country and Europe 
vitally affects the problem of interna­
tional credits, Mr. Morrow said that 

I the excess of merchandise exports 
from the United States over imports 
from July 1, 1914, to July 1, 1919,
amounted to approximately $14,200,- 
000,000. He asserted that this export 
balance was settled by the payment of 
$940,000,000 in gold imports, $9,615,000,- 
000 loaned by the United States Gov­
ernment, $2,575,000,000 loaned by 
private enterprises of this country, and 
the remainder “apparently settled by 
invisible items."

Demand Still Big.
During the first seven months of

, $2,673,000,000, Mr. Morrow said. He

CHAPMAN'SDEFENDS GOVERNMENT

Says Radical Departure in 
Financial Methods Will 

Cause Untold Harm.MAGIC BAK POWDER
London, Oct. 23.—Opposition to any 

change in fiscal policies of Great Britain 
and a plea for careful consideration of 
the situation before the country, were 
expressed in the House of Lords today 
by Viscount Milner, secretary of state 
for the colonies, who replied to criti­
cisms of the government by Lord Buck- 
master, who introduced a resolution 
calling attention to the “gravity of the 
financial position," and suggesting the 
necessity for the imposition of addi­
tional taxes :

"I deprecate panicky views which are 
prevalent regarding the country’s finan­
cial position," said Viscount Milner, 
whose statements were considered as 
the government view of the situation. 
"The position, though grave, is far less 
serious than that in any other great 
country, with the possible exception of 
the United States and Japan. It cer­
tainly does not justify any rash changes 
in the fiscal system, and no proof has 
been given that additional taxation is | 
necessary. Nothing should be done 
until after deliberate and careful study. 
Irreparable mischief might be done to 
the recovery of trade and industry by! 
recourse to such an expedient as a 
general capital levy, which has been 
proposed by Lord Buckmaster."

Defends Government.
Viscount Milner warmly defended the 

government against charges of neglect 
to care for the financial status of the 
country.

"There have been a number of ad­
verse circumstances, such as the delay 
in arranging the terms of peace, trou­
bles in Afghanistan and Egypt, and 
unsettled conditions in the Near East, 
which have prevented the curtailing of 
expenditures," he said. "Our position 
is regrettable, but it is not catastrophic, 
and the proper way is to regard this 
year's deficit as part of the war bur-

ATLANTIC CITY, N. J., Oct. 23. — 
Formation in this country of a credit 
granting organization to purchase se­
curities of struggling foreign nations 
was urged at the international trade 
conference today by U. S. Secretary of 
Commerce Redfield. The organization, 
which would be supervised by the fed­
eral reserve board, would be capitalized 
at between $500,000,000 and $1,000,000,- 
000 and would issue bonds of small de­
nomination and low interest to be sold 
here. The secretary said that several 
billion dollars would be needed by 
struggling nations in the next few years 
to place themselves on a firm footing.

"I hope and believe," he added, “that 
we shall open our doors much more 
freely than we do now, to receive goods 
from abroad. We cannot sell if we do 
not buy. We cannot get along by sell­
ing goods and asking capital in return. 
I hope that the time will come when 
the biggest men of this country will 
get so much vision that the system of 
selling goods abroad and demanding 2 
cash will not be respected."

OTTAWA, Oct. 23.—It would appear 

that the board of commerce has fallen 
under the displeasure, not only of cer­
tain sections of the farming community, 
notably dairymen, but also under the 
displeasure of the Canadian Manufac­
turers' Association. Rural members in 
the House have raised their voices on 
several occasions against the board's 
interference with the price of milk, 
butter and cheese. Yesterday a deputa­
tion of the C. M. A. came to see the 
Government and had a somewhat 
lengthy conference. It was generally 
understood that the matter under dis­
cussion was the tariff in view of the 
fact that a ministerial inquiry looking 
toward future revision is in contempla­
tion. But the chief subject of debate 
was the commerce board.

The deputation did not ask for the 
discontinuation of the board, so much 
as a change of method and personnel. 
The members contended that in its hunt 
for evidence the board frequently 
caused serious Inconvenience to firms 
engaged in fair and legitimate busi­
ness. They objected to the assump­
tion that ability to make profits was a 
reprehensible thing. The fact that one 
firm made higher profits than another 
of equal capitalization, they contended, 
should not be construed as an evidence 
of improper practice or profiteering on 
the part of the first, but might very 
well mean than the first was conducted 
on greater lines of the efficiency than 
the latter, a condition which should be 
encouraged rather than discouraged.

In Camera.
They contended that the public was 

getting the impression that any firm 
which made profits was bleeding the 
public. The delegation contended that 
preliminary investigations by the board 
at least should be conducted in camera, 
since they objected to publicity being 
given to the private affairs of concerns. 
If the preliminary hearing disclosed 
improper practices then thereafter 
there should be the fullest possible pub- 
licity. They warned the Government 
that increased production would be 
hampered by undue interference with 
business affairs. They further com­
plained about the personnel of the 
board, declaring that two lawyers and 
a labor representative did not con­
stitute a well balance tribunal. A 
businessman of outstanding ability 
should be added.

The farmers on the other hand con­
tend that an agriculturist should be 
added. The Government, while promis­
ing consideration to the representa­
tions, declared that the creation of the 
board was in response to widespread 
public demand. The consumer must 
be given every consideration, more es­
pecially in view of the fact that the 
consumer was not organized to the 
same extent as either the manufacturer 
or the farmer-

Within the Means of Everyone F.OTTAWA, Oct. 23.—The adulteration 
of bran and shorts by Canadian millers 
was costing the fanners and dairymen 
of Canada large sums annually in loss 
of cattle from the effect of poisonous 
seeds in bran and shorts, the standing 
committee on agriculture was told this 
morning by Donald Sutherland. South 
Oxford. Millers, h6 said, had been 
adulterating their by-products for 
years by the addition of screenings 
and weed seeds, and no prosecution 
had ever been made.
He said that referring the act back 
to the agricultural committee after be- 
ing given second reading was an un­
usual procedure. There should have 
been no hesitation in passing the bill, 
and there was no need for recalling the 
millers. They had asked to be heard, 
but could not reach Ottawa before 
Friday. The chairman. R. C Henders, 
suggested that the committee have a 
general discussion and then adjourn.

Wanted Full Hearing.
W hen Mr. Sutherland began to out- 

line the evils of the present act, the 
chairman asked the committee if he 
should allow a general resume of the 
situation at this time. Mr. Sutherland 
wanted a full hearing. He objected 
to bringing the millers here again 
when they had already been heard, 
mere was an attempt, he thought to 
delay this bill and let the millers cone tinue robbing the people in this way 
Severe, members protested against 
halting Mr. Sutherland, and John Best, 
Dufferin. threatened to walk out of 
the committee if Mr. Sutherland was 
not allowed to proceed

The chairman ruled that Mr Suther. land be heard. Suther-
Mr. Sexsmith and Mr. Best sup­

ported the passage of the amendment 
There was highway robbery of the 
farmers, said Mr. Sexsmith, and the 
dust and dirt of the mills was sold to 
them. Fear of losing the dust at Port 
Colborne had led to the closing of 
windows, which was the real cause of 
the explosion and endangering of lives. 
In 1908. Said Mr. Sexsmith, one firm 
in Canada had been allowed to grind 
up peat turf and muck, mix it with 
molasses and sell it as dairy feed.

Up To Government.
Mr. Sutherland said the amendment 

as provided was a guard against 
adulteration, which was the cause of 
killing thousands of livestock annually. 
Farmers were being discouraged vet 
they must feed this stuff. The Gov­
ernment must make it pure for them. 
The amendment simply provided thet 
nothing could be added to the bran 
and shorts after milling.

Mr. Sutherland, seconded by Mr. 
Sexsmith, moved the following resolu- 
tion, which carried:

That in view of the serious results 
arising from the adulteration of bra.n 
and shorts by the flour milling come 
panies of Canada, annually resulting 
in the death of many farm animals 
and serious injury to the health of 
others. this committee would re- 
spectfully request that immediate 
steps be taken to pass and put into 
effect Bill No. 2 act to amend the adulteration act the

SPEAKS IN TORONTO

Years of Reconstruction 
Ahead, Burdens Are Still 

Heavy. U
TORONTO, Oct. 23.—Five hundred 

Victory Loan workers, among them 150’ 
men who a year ago were fighting in 
France, met in Toronto tonight to dis­
cuss plans for the Victory Loan drive 

which starts on Monday, and to hear 
an address from Sir George Foster, 
acting prime minister. J. W. Mitchell 
presided and speeches were delivered, in 

addition to Sir George’s, by E. R. Wood, 
T. A. Russell and E. L. Ruddy. To­
ronto’s objective in the Victory Loan 
drive is $90,000,000, but the workers are 
confident that they will raise much 
more than that amount. Trophies will 
be awarded to the teams making the 
highest collections as well as to those 
leading day by day.

The speakers referred to the splendid 
organization in Toronto and expressed 
confidence in the success of the loan.

Sir George Foster informed the gath­
ering that any fears the Government 
had had as to the success of the loan 
had been dispelled and the Government 
was confident that the people would do 
their duty as strongly and nobly as 
they had before. The unity of spirit 
which now prevailed in Canada, he 

said, if injected and made permanent, 
would be one of the chief factors in the 
development of the country. It was 

worth untold millions if that spirit were 
kept dominant in Canada. The future 
of Canada, he was sertain was assured.

Referring directly to the Victory 

Loan, he stated that the patriotic ap­
peal was a little different than in 
previous loans.

LONDON, Oct. 23.—The Government 
was defeated by a majority of 72 in a 
vote in the House of Commons on an 
amendment to the aliens bill.
,Bonar Law immediately moved to

cide what course it should adopt. His 
motion was agreed to.

The House then adjourned until Mon­
day.

The vote by which the Government 
was defeated was 185 to 113.

Whips in Charge.

stage. The committee had previously 
inserted an amendment withholding 
pilotage certificates from all aliens, and 
today the Government sought by 
amendment to modify tins restriction 
in favor mainly of a number of French 
pilots, for whom special provision had 
been made in the existing pilotage act. 
This amendment, however, was de­
feated, although in charge of Govern­
ment whips.

The members of the typographical union, which 

prints THE LITERARY DIGEST and practically 
all other magazines published in New York City, 

presented demands to the employing printers on 
October 1st which were so radical that they could 
not be acceded to. While negotiations were still 
pending, the typesetters, without notice, went on 

a vacation and are still out, in direct defiance of 
the orders of their own union chief to return to 
work.

The International heads of the typographical 

union have disavowed the action of the New

York local union men and have refused Interna­
tional support.

For this reason it has become necessary to issue 
THE LITERARY DIGEST without the assist- 
ance of typesetters. We believe this is the 
first case on record where a million copies of a 
great magazine of eighty pages, with handsome 
colored covers, have been issued without the 
typesetters. How the “Digest” for October 25th 
was published will be readily understood by those 
familiar with modern typographical practise. To 
others it will be an interesting puzzle which we 
will not spoil as yet by explanation.

Revolutionizing the Publication Business

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GERMAN OPERA : 
SINGERS EGGED

N. Y. Mounted Police Fight 
Mob Outside Theatre Where 

Riot Is Staged.

L

Liss Gives . V /anaac
: New York, Oct. 23.—Rioting broke out 
again tonight around the Lexington 
Theatre, when for the second time this 
week the Star Opera Company pro- 
duced German opera over the protest of 
veterans of the world war. The opera 
was sung amid a volley of eggs.

With several hundred policemen post­
ed around the theatre a column of sol­
diers. sailors, marines and civilians who 
marched from Times Square to the 
opera house, were hurled back and dis­
persed. The mob was stopped at Lex­
ington avenue and Fifty-second street, 
put before the column was broken, 
bricks and bottles sped through the air.

Truck Leads Mob.
Defeated, the attacking party de­

parted to get reinforcements. A few 
minutes later they reappeared, headed 
by a motor truck containing nearly two 
score men.

The truck dashed through the police 
and proceeded about a block before it 
was met by a squad of mounted police. 
The riders charged Into the truck and 
attacked its occupants. Two of the 
latter—a soldier and a sailor—were in­
jured. one so severely that the ambu­
lance surgeon who attended him ex­
pressed the opinion that he might die.

Armed with a temporary injunction 
granted by Supreme Court Justice 
Bijur restraining the police from car­
rying out Mayor Hylan’s order to pre­
vent the performance, producers of the 
opera rang up the curtain promptly.

Egg Barrage From Box.
The singers had hardly appeared on 

the stage when an occupant of an upper 
box, rising, laid down a barrage. Thea­
tre employees complained to detectives 
afterward that he had hurled his eggs 
"in the same fashion that hand gren­
ades are thrown."

A young man in civilian clothes, who 
gave his name as "John Doe," and who 
said his vocation was salesmanship and 
not soldiering, was arrested. At the 
police station an egg was found in his 
pocket.

The police took unusual precautions 
to prevent any disturbance. All hut 
ticket-holders were held back more than 
two blocks from the theatre.

Only Few Enter Theatre.
Thousands of spectators gathered at 

the theatre, but although the manage­
ment announced that the house which 
holds 4,000, had been sold out, only 
about 150 persons were seen to enter.

American Legion officials in Greater 
New York were besieged all day by 
hundreds of persons asking what could 
be done to prevent tonight's perform­
ance. Among these were mothers of 
former service men, who wanted to send 
their sons to help break up the per­
formance, according to Major George 
Brokaw Compton, chairman of the New 
York county organizations.

To combat the impression that the 
legion indorsed rioting. Major Compton 
sent a telegram to all posts, in which 
he asked members to "stay away from 
the Lexington Opera House."

The rioting continued for several 
hours. A crowd breaking into a milk 
store, procured a supply of ammuni­
tion in the form of bottles, and en­
gaged in a. Vicious fight with the police 
The police were pressed so hard that 
they drew their revolvers and fired 
several shots in the air to force back 
the rioters.

OPERATORS AND
MINERS REJECT 
NEW PROPOSAL

A ler ewardshipccount o
explains her WarAnd Financing to her citizens

Miss Canada: In humility, be­
cause of the sacrifices which have 
been made for me, but in pride 
because of the Spirit of Fortitude 
of your Sons, I come to enlist 
your most sympathetic support, as 
expressed by your financial aid, 
to enable me to meet the many 
obligations that still remain to­
wards the men who fought. I 
also wish you to provide me 
with sufficient National Working 
Capital to consolidate the position 
in the world’s markets, that you, 
by your industry, have so honour­
ably won.

Citizens: Perhaps you might like to 
take this opportunity of telling us how you 
expended the $610,000,000 we loaned to you 
last year?

Miss Canada: I would. You 
will recall that I asked you for 
funds to carry on the war, and to 
enable me to advance credits to 
Great Britain and our Allies, who, 
by their purchases here, have 
prospered our farms and factories. 
Do you want details?

Citizens: Yes. The more facts and 
figures you give us, the more fully will you 
answer the natural queries of those to whom 
you are now appealing for a further loan.

Miss Canada: Very well, then. 
I suggest you ask me questions. 
That is the best way to bring out 
the facts.

Citizens: How much of the Victory 
Loan 1918 did you use for war expenditures?

Miss Canada: Three-fifths of it 
—$380,900,000 in fact. Before giv­
ing this expenditure in detail I 
wish to explain that your de­
mobilization expenses as against 
those of mobilization have been 
concentrated within a few months. 
The expense of transporting our 
Army overseas was spread over 
more than four years. Consequent­
ly the cost of it did not bulk so 
large in any one year’s budget. 
But to bring home in a few months 
hundreds of thousands of men, 
spread from England, France and 
Flanders, Italy, Egypt, Palestine 
to far-off Siberia, was a gigantic 
and expensive task. It taxed all 
my resources.

Citizens: Realizing the conditions you 
faced, because of the shortage of shipping, and 
remembering that other parts of the Empire 
were eager for the speedy return of their men, 
we think you did very well. Give us now the 
details of your war expenditures.

Miss Canada: $312,900,000 was 
spent for, the payment of soldiers 
since the Armistice—the cost of 
feeding them, part cost of bringing 
them home, separation allowances 
to their dependents, the mainten­
ance of hospitals, their medical and 
nursing staffs, in Britain as well as 
Canada, the organization and con­
duct of the Department of Soldiers* 
Civil Re-Establishment (which in­
cludes the Vocational Training 
Schools) and the financing and 
operation of the Soldier’s Land 
Settlement Act.

In addition to this, I have 
already authorized and am paying 
gratuities to soldiers on their 
discharge.

Citizens: What is the amount of the 
gratuity?

Miss Canada: I used $59,000,000 
of the Victory Loan 1918 for this 
purpose, and expect to use 
$61,000,000 of Victory Loan 1919.

Citizens: Did you make any other dis­
bursements under the heading of war 
expenditures?

Miss Canada: Yes, $9,000,000 
was spent at Halifax, to be used in 
reconstruction after the disaster.

Citizens: We quite appreciate the fact 
that these were all necessary war expendi­
tures. Perhaps you will tell us now what you 
did in the way of advancing credits to Great 
Britain and our Allies?

Miss Canada: With pleasure. 
I advanced Great Britain $173,- 
500,000 to help purchase your 
grain; and I loaned her another 
$30,000,000 to buy other food stuffs.

Citizens: Did Great Britain buy any 
fish from us?

Miss Canada: Yes, $9,000,000 
worth. I loaned her the money to 
pay you for it.

Citizens: Were there any other loans to 
Great Britain?

Miss Canada: Yes, Great 
Britain bought $2,900,000 worth of 
ships built here. I loaned her the 
money to pay for them. Then I 
loaned her $5,500,000 to meet other 
obligations in connection with 
munition purchases.

Citizens: What security have you for 
all this?

Miss Canada: Great Britain’s 
pledge to repay—backed by the 
resources that made her Banker, 
Manufacturer and Bulwark to her 
Allies during the war.

Citizens: That’s good enough. Did you 
do anything for our Allies?

Miss Canada: I loaned them 
$8,200,000 to buy your foodstuffs, 
raw material and manufactured 
products.

Citizens: That accounts for last year’s 
Loan. Will you tell us now why you need 
another Loan, and how you purpose using it?

Miss Canada: I need another 
loan to finish paying the expenses of 
demobilization, since the proceeds 
of the 1918 Loan were exhausted, 
and to meet the obligations I still 
owe to your Soldier Sons. I also 
need money for National Working 
Capital.

Citizens: What are the obligations to 
soldiers?

Miss Canada: The cost of bring­
ing them home. The payment of 
all those still undemobilized, in­
cluding sick and wounded, who are 
still in hospital, and who of course 
remain on the Army Payroll until 
discharged. The upkeep of hospi­
tals, and their medical and nursing 
staffs.

Citizens: How much will these items 
entail?

Miss Canada: $200,000,000.

Citizens: Does that include the gratui­
ties?

Miss Canada: No. I shall need 
$61,000,000 of the New Loan to fin­
ish paying these.

Citizens: Will that include the money to 
finance the Dept, of Soldiers’ Civil Re- 
establishment, including the Vocational 
Training Schools, and the working out of the 
Soldiers’ Land Settlement Act?

Miss Canada: No. I estimate 
$57,000,000 for this. I have already 
approved loans to the amount of 
$26,000,000 to soldiers already set­
tled on the land under this Act.

Citizens: How many soldiers are taking 
advantage of it?

Miss Canada: Up to August 
15th, 29,495 soldiers had applied for 
land under the terms of the Act. 
22,281 applications had been ap­
proved. 9,043 men were already 
placed on farms, and millions of 
acres will be under cultivation, 
that might otherwise be idle.

Citizens: What do you consider the 
great national advantage of having soldiers 
become farmers, apart from increased pro­
duction of food.

Miss Canada: The love of out­
door life and the resourcefulness of 
our soldier citizens are just the 
qualities to make them successful 
farmers, and upholders of the best 
Canadian tradition.

Citizens: Have you any other war 
obligations?

Miss Canada: Not that I foresee. 
I have covered the major ones.

Citizens: You purpose extending further 
credits to Great Britain and our Allies, do 
you not?

Miss Canada: Yes, to the extent 
that your Loan will permit me to.

Citizens: Why sell to Great Britain and 
our Allies if they can’t pay cash?

Miss Canada: Their orders are 
absolutely essential to the continu­
ance of your agriculture and in­
dustrial prosperity. The magni­
tude of their orders, and the 
amount of employment thus cre­
ated will depend upon the success 
of the Victory Loan 1919.

Citizens: Will you explain simply this 
idea of credit, and why it is so necessary that 
we should give it?

Miss Canada: Farmers and 
manufacturers (and that includes 
the workers on these orders) must 
be paid cash for their products.

Therefore I must borrow money 
from you to give credit, tempor­
arily, to Great Britain and our 
Allies.

Actually, no money will pass 
out of Canada.

If you do not grant this credit, 
other countries will; and they will 
get the trade, and have the employ­
ment that should be yours, to dis­
tribute amongst their workers.

faced scion of royalty. All afternoon 
the downtown street were aflutter with 
flags and crowded with people. There 
were big folks and little folks, the latter 
wearing their prettiest white dresses, 
and all waiting for a prince to come out 
of the east.

Sharp on time the royal train drew 
into the Grand Trunk station at 5:30 
p.m., and as the band played the Na­
tional Anthem, and the guard of honor 
saluted, the Prince of Wales stepped 
from his car and was officially wel­
comed to the city by Mayor E. B Win- 
ter, W. C. Kennedy, M. P., and Major 
J. C. Tolmie, M. P.

Border Cities Welcome.
There was little delay on the station 

platform before the royal party in gaily 
decorated automobiles drove off to the 
armories, where the civic reception and 
welcome was held. After the prince 
had been escorted to a handsomely de­
corated dais in the rear of which a 
fountain played among a grove of 
palms. Mayor Winter for Windsor, 
Mayor King for Walkerville, Mayor 
Montreuil for Ford, Mayor Donnelly for 
Sandwich, and Mayor Woollatt for 
Ojibway, presented their formal ad­
dresses of welcome. to which the royal 
guest replied in his usual fitting man­
ner.

Wrists Tired.
Then 250 school children massed at 

one end of the armories sang "O Can- 
ada." The prince smiled and waved 
his hand and as soon thereafter as the 
committee could manage it. an appar­
ently endless line of people passed be- 
fore his royal highness. There was 
little or no handshaking, the prince’s 
wrists were too tired for that, but to 
each one he gave a pleasant word 
usually accompanied by a smile, and 
the line moved on.

At 7 o’clock the reception terminated 
and the guest was driven to the Essex 
Country Club, In Sandwich, where din­
ner was served to a small party of se- 
dected guests. Tonight the royal train 
lies in a quiet spot on the Essex Ter- 
minal Railway, Just hack of Sandwich, 
from where the tour of the city will be 
made tomorrow morning. The prince will leave the city at 11 a.m.

Error in Ballot Form May 
Mean Incorrect Vote, 

Is Charge.

The following open letter to the attor- 
ney-general’s department has been is­
sued by the Citizens' Liberty League: 
The Hon. I. B. Lucas, K. C., Attorney-

General, Parliament Buildings, To­
ronto:
Dear Sir,—Referring to the conference 

that Mr. Bill of the Citizens* Liberty 
League and I had today with you and 
Mr. A. M. Dymond, K. C., I write to 
point out again to you the questions 
discussed at our Interview.

Under the order-in-council of Sep­
tember 24, 1919, the Citizens' Liberty 
League was appointed the representa­
tive of the affirmative side of the ques­
tions being voted upon under the refer­
endum act, and being thus placed in the 
position of a candidate, should have 
been furnished by the deputy returning 
officers with a certificate from each 
polling subdivision or polling place in 
the province, showing what ballots were 
cast for the affirmative side and what 
ballots were cast for the negative side, 
and showing also the number of ballots 
rejected at each polling subdivision or 
polling place. This was not done, ex­
cept in a few instances, and, as was 
drawn to your attention today, the 
statements were most contusing. It is 
impossible to say from them what 
number of persons voted for the af­
firmative, and what number of persons 
for the negative.

The form furnished by the Govern­
ment to the returning officers, and by 
the returning officers to the deputy re­
turning officers, has provision in two 
columns for filling in the number of 
votes cast. At the top of the one 
column is the word “For" and at the 
top of the other the word “Against," 
and in the certificate received on the 
Government form from the deputy re­
turning officer for polling place 42 (a). 
Southwest Toronto, the total would ap­
pear to be on question 1, 83 "for" and 
146 "against," and so on, with reference 
to the other three questions asked 
under the referendum.

Paris, Oct. 24.—Foreign Minister 
Trumbit-h Of Serbia, who arrived in 
Paris terday from Belgrade, brought 
with him authorization from the Ser­
bian Government to sign the Austrian 
peace treaty, says the Petit Parisien to­
day.
