(£20,000) in addition Lo what was appropriated for residences.
There are glebes helonging to several other parishes, but
they could not be sold with any advantage so as to secare a
fair endowment,  Allthescglebes were tied to their respective
Churches, but the Legislature has provided against any pos-
sible abuse, by cnabling us to deal with the excess over a
fixerd maximum. In the case of St. John's Cathedral, statutes
have been laid down making the Cathedral income as help-
ful to the general diocesan work as possible. As we have
never possessed any lands for general Chureh purpases, |
need searcely add that we have absolutely no funds from the
sale of land for mission purposes in the new settlements, As
to the praperty of the other Churches in Winnipeg, it Te-
longs to themselves, It is certainly not more than will be
recquired to help them to exchange their present wooden
Churches for Churches of a2 more permancnt character —more
lespecially as there may be a division of parishes.

Uniferm.—'he uniform is adopted to dis-
tinguish those wearing it from the rest of the
world, and constantly to keep them in mind of
the special work to which they are to devote
themselves.

Drass Band.—As the class of people they are
to reach are the most neglected and depraved—
those accustomed to strect life and rows—the
band becomes necessary to excite their attention,
and draw them off from their haunts into the
meceting-house or schooltroom.

Army Language—This is borrowed from mili-
tary life also, to keep before those fighting in thig
spiritual warfare the fact that they are soldiers,
and their determined work is to fight against sin
and Satan, and all that opposcs the Kingdom of
Christ. not with weapons of carnal but of spirttual
warfare.

These, with many other peculiaritics, can be
explained by the passionate motive anumating all
the leaders of the movement, that men are being
lost, and that they are commissioned to “Rescue
the perishing, carc for the dying, and to tell them
of Jesus, the Mighty to save.”

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NOTES OF THE WEEK.

THe Parliament of Canada was prorogued on
Friday with more than usual pomp and pagzantry.
His Excellency and the Princess Louisec were
present, surrounded by the Ministers, Judges,
Senators and Commoners, who, with the gaily
attired ladies, made anattractive spectacle.  After
the usual formalities, the Governor-General de-
livered the speech from the throne, and declared
the first session of the fifth Parliament closed.

The address, which was subsequently presented to
the Governor-General and Princess, expresses not
only the voice of both branches of the Legislature,
but also the sincere feelings of the whole popula-
tion of the Dominion. Xord Lorne’s rule has
been an admirable one in every way, and the
people of Canada will hail with satisfaction every
honour which Her Majesty may be pleased to
Lestow upon him. The Governor-General's kind
allusions to Canada, and his emphatic expressions
of the warm friendship of the Princessand himself
for its people and welfare, will be received with
great pleasure.

Our new Governor General 1s to be the Mar-
quis of Lansdowne, an Irish nobleman, under 4o,
married, the Marchioness being a daughter of the
Duke of Abercorn.  We believe his Lordship scr-
ved a term as Under Secretary for India, and is a
man of considerable ability.

It is now generally conceded that the Suez
Canal has broken down from excess of trathe.
When the Canal was opened, thirteen years ago,
only 500,000 tons of shipping passed through it.
Last year 7,000,000 tons of shipping used the
Canal. It is but natural that England should take
the lead in the proposed enlargement of the great
waterway. Of the 7,000,000 tons of shipping
using the Canal, 82 per cent are owned in that
country ; and of cvery five dollars levied as toll,
Iingland pays four dollars.  Unless M. de Lesseps
soon offers adequate facilitdes for the conduct of
the enormous growth of trade in that direction, we
may soon hear that the Khedive has granted a
newW concession to some competing company.

“ALL good Americans go to Paris when they
die.”  So it is said, and statistics shew that Paris
1s the resting place of the money-made citizens of
every nationality. OQut of 100 people residing in
Paris, only 30 are born within the limits of the
town. One strange thing about this foreign influx
is, that before the German War Germans repre-
sented 19 per cent of the foreign clement in Paris ;
since the war, Germans have increased to 31 per
cent.  Belgians furnished 5o per cent of strangurs
who occupy the city.

Tuere is nothing more satisfactory in England
to-day than the strides that temperance is making
in the habits and homes of the people. But what
is of equal satisfaction is the pressure of the people
on Parliament in favour of temperance legistation,
Sir Wilfrid Lawson’s motion on “l.ocal Option”
was carried by a large majority, and the force of
public opinion practically compelled the Govern-
ment to go into the lobby with Sir Wilfrid. The
Home Sverctary struck the right chord when he
said that only a year or two ago nobody would
have dreamed that anyone speaking from the front
opposition bench would have imagined that in op-
posing a local option resolution he was taking the
unpopular side. That was a sign that temperance
reform was a powerful factor in politics. We

know that the bulk of the clergy of all denomina-
tions have worked hard to accomplish this purpose,
but the Church of England Temperance Socicty
exerted a power far above that of all the others
combined. Opinion or temperance is progressive,
like opinion on every other important reform. It
is not long ago since tc¢ fall under the table {rom
excess of wine was hardly considered il
breeding in a guest. That day has gone, and
already the brighter day appears when the force of
public opinion will compel those in high places to
banish their choice decanters from the presence of
the guests.

THose who still delight to “quafl a cup of old
Massica” may be interested in the information
which reaches us from France. Since the spread
of the vine disease, phylloxera, the ordinary wine
has little or no grape juice init. Noxious drugs
cheat the palate, and colouring matter deceives the
“White wine” is too often simply vitriol and
water. Brandy, it is well known, is distilled from
potatoes and Dbeetroots. The deep-coloured
“Port” receives its richness from the many gallons
of bullock-blood which the butchers save for the
vintners,  Enough of the secrets of the trade!

MoxEyY zersns Morality scems to be a true state-
ment on Kngland's opium traffic.  ‘The moral
feelings of the public demand the surrender of the
nefarious traffic.  But India, if the traffic was given
up, weould be deprived, at one stroke, of a revenuc
of six or seven millions. ‘T'he trade was forced
upon the people at the point of the bayonet, and
that which England fights for sheis very loth to give
up.  Military and fiscal arguments cannot prop up
the lame morality of the whole proceeding, and
some day the Government willlearn that a deficient
revenue is better than a degraded people.

It is with great pleasure that we note the insti-
tuting of a new decoration for nurses. I “decor-
ations” are necessary to the weil-being of a coun-
try, then Iet decorations be given to nobic workers
in ecvery craft, and on all sides. The Royal
Proclamation announces the creation of a decora-
tion styled “The Royal Red Cross,” and it conststs
of a cross, enamelled crimson, edged with gold,
having on the arms thercof the words, Faith,
Hope, and Charity. ‘The proclamation announces
that “it shall be competent to us and our success-
ors, to confer this decoration upon any nursing
sister, whether subjects or forcign persons, who
may be recommended to our notice by our Sccre-
tary of state for War.” 1t is a great pity that the
decoration is to be extended only to those who
shew special devotion and competency “with the
army of the ficld, or in naval and military hospi-
tal.”  Far harder and nobler work is done in the
fever wards of some quiet hospital, and by the
bedside of lingering discase.  But, the brave
workers will get their reward !

Tuerk is a frecdom of expression in some of
the newspapers which would sometimes be amus-
ing if it was not so very personal.  An American
Contemporary having a taste for the statisticel,
tells us the following personal description of the

intelligent people.”  “The mannerisms” of ano-
ther “are intolerable, and he talks inflated noth-
ings of nonsense.” Certain, it is, that many of
the clergy do not strive to gain a masterly elo-
quence, nor do some of them give due diligence
to reading ; yet, we think that if persenal work
wust be criticised in this way, it is far better done
in gossipping coteries than in the columns of a
newspaper.

THe REv. JN0. StorrS, who has recently been
appointed by Her Most Gracious Majesty the
Queen, Rector of St. Peter's, Eaton Square, in
succession to Bishop Wilkinson, the new Bishop
of T'ruro, i1s a Nova Scotian, and a son of the late
Rev. JohnStorrs, Rector of Cornwallis. St. Peter's is
probably the most important Parish in England,
and the fact that Mr. Storrs, who was for some
time Bishop Wilkinson’s Curate, but more recently
Vicar of St. James’, Bury, St. Edmunds, has been
made the Bishop's successor, proves him to be a
man of cxceptional ability and  prominence.
Well done Canada.

THe world Dbreathes more freely. The autocrat
of All the Russias has been crowred, and his life
is still preserved to him. Nihilism has contained
itself for the occasion, or the Government's ex-
treme precautions have prevented a catastrophe,
Fverywhere along the line of procession at his
entry into Moscow, we are told, the greatest de-
monstrations of loyal affection were shewn by the
people.  And on Sunday atthe coronation services
the ceremonies were of the most magnificent
description, and the behaviour of the populace
exceedingly loyal and demonstrative.  Let us
hope that this Inactivity of the Nihilists is an
indication that a better disposition towards the
ruling power has asscrted itself, or that the authori-
ties have the ability to check further excesscs.

Wi gladly chronicle the fact that the New
York Aldermen sufficiently regarded their dignity
and manliness as to refuse to give way to the de-
mand of the Trish Dynamiters who wanted the day
which was selected for the opening ceremonies in
conncction with the bridge between New York
and Brooklyn changed because it happened to be
the z4th of May, the anniversary of the day on
which Iingland's Queen was born. The imposing
ceremonies came off on Thursday, and the im-
mense undertaking has been handed over o the
proper authorities, and will henceforth be the
thoroughfare for the enormous traffic between the
two great cities.

TuE presentation by Sir Alex. Galt on  behalf
of the Nova Scetia Militia of a sword of honor and
an address to General Laurie, is a well merited
recognition of an officer who has done very much
to bring the local forces of that Province to its
present state of efficiency.  There is a general
feeling among those who are able to express an
opinion, that General Laurie’s long services, and
great devotion to the interests of the Militia of
Canada, could be best 1ccognized by appointing
him Commander of the Dominion forces.

What is meant by the term Ivangelical
Churches? They who recognize the Bible as the
court of appeal for all doctrines? Then the
Church of England may claim the chief place in
such a declaration. Compare the ILutheran Pro-
fession of Faith, the Westminster Confession,
which is now in many quarters nnder process, not
so much of revision as of total dissolution, any
sectarian book of discipline, with the Book of
Common Prayer of the Church of England, and
let the XKvangelical character be adjudged to that
which has the most plain and distinct Gospel
teaching in it. We hear of Tvangelical churches,
by which phrase is meant to be conveyed bodies
of Christians, severed from one another in doc-
trine and discipline and communion with the
Church of England, in which one school of
thought monopolizes the title Jvangelical.  Com-
pare the prayers, the hymns, the scrmons of these
churches ! with the Prayer Book and the hymnals
and the pulpit utterances of the Church of Eng-
land, and let the title “Erangelicad” be awarded
to that which teaches most distinctly and
constantly Fvangelical truths, for instance, the
Incarnation, the Life, Death, Resurrection and
Ascension of our Lord Jesus Christ, or the /fible
doctrines of Repentance, Faith, Justification and
Sanctification.

that the great object of that portion of the Chureh
Service is the instruction and edification of the
people. Now, this idea is very correct as regards
the lessons, but it is an crror as regards the
Psalms,  We use the Psalms for the praise and
glory of Almighty Gon. This is clear from the
posture we are required to assume.  When weare
to be instructed, we sit as during the lessons and
the sermon ; when we are engaged in praise, as in
the canticles, the Psa/ms and hymns, we stand.
That such is the object of their introduction into
the Prayer Book is also evidenced from the way
m which they are introduced.  The clergyman
says, “O Lord open Thou our lips, and the peo-
ple respond, “And our mouth shall shew forth
thy prafse”  Presently, the clergyman exciaims,
“Praise ye the Lord,” and the people answer,
“The Lord’s name be praised” And the mode
in which we are called upon to fulfil this duty of
praise is by joining in the Psalms which follow,
and which for the most part are sosugs of praisc.
How great is the mistake therefore of supposing
these divine songs to he merely edifying portions
of Scripture, and how great the loss of merely
reading them in a didactic manner, instead of
breathing forih to (iob upon the wings of sacrod
mclody, the grateful praises which are due to Fim,
and of which He has vouchsafed to say—*Whoxo
offereth Me thanks and praise he glorificth Me.”
Now, what have those persons who oppose the
singing of the Psalms, to adduce in support of the
objection which they make to this custom?—a
custom  which is supported by reason, Scripture
authority and usage.  The first objection on the
part of some is that it is  Komish, or, what some
of them consider to be cven worse, Ailualistic.
If so, then the Prayer Book must be Romish, for
it sanctions it.  Most, however, of these objectors
think the Prayer Book of our martyred Reform-
ers does contain Popery ; so this argument will not
persuade them. But if chanting the  Psalter s
Romish the first Christians must have been Rom-
ish, for they practiced it. And what shall we sav
of thosc who lived ages before Popery was  crad-
led—Moses and Miriam, David and Asaph, who
lifted up their voices to Gob in these and such
like sacred songs?  But the objector says, this
among other customs, has heen abused among
Romanists. and, therefore, wre should not wse it
The answer is ready: if Rennonists chant the
Psalms, it is no abuse, but on the contrary, by
doing 50, they put Protestants to shame, for wiile
the latter Dhoast in a more Seriptural faith, they
leave to Romanists the more Scriptural practice,
But itis a mistake to say that Romanists have
abused the custom of chanting the Psalter, for
they never wse it in the Prayer Book sense ; con-
gregational chanting is unknown amongst Roman-
ists in Fnglish-speaking countrivs.  Rut
object to sing the Psalms because, they say, the
congregation is unable to join.  If this objection
proves anything, it proves too much, for if per-
sons cannot join in the simple melody of a single
chant, they must be unable to join in the morc
difficult hymn tune, and conscruently, we ought
to give up our hymns as well as our Psalms,
which, I take ity very few persons would be wil-
ling to do. After all, the whole of these objec-
tions are virtually given up by the most vielent of
Protestant sects, and by many Churchmen who
formerly urged them, for nothing is now beenming
more common with sectarians in many places than

othcrs

chanting ; and they not only chant the canticles
and Psalter of the Prayer Book, but arrange
various passages of Scripturc to be sung in the
samie manner in their public worship.  Is it net
time that Churchmen  united in admiring and
using their own time-hallowed custems when even
those who have left us are picking them up one
by one, and using them as thetr own. But as un-
fortunately is tou often the case, Churchmen are
the most violent opposers of the Churel’s orders.
In any Church where the Psalms are habitually
chanted, the choir must necessarily use o Psalter
pointed and noted after cither the Anglican or

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THE BIBLE IN MY TRUNK.
