by the name and style of “ The Trustees of the Hamilton Orphan Corporate
asylum.” . name.

15 IL..And be it enacted, That the said Corporation shall have Corporste
perpetual succession, and may have a common seal; with power *"°
to break, change and renew the same, when and as often as they
shall think proper ; and may, under the same name, contract and
