REPORT

Of the Select Committee of the Honorable the Legislative Council
on the Census Returns of Lower Canada, in pursuance of the Act,
4 & 5 Vict. Cap. 42.

LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL,

Comvirree Rooym, 26Tn Marcn, 1845.

The Select Committee to whom were referred the several returns and
enumerations made by the Commissioners appointed in virtue of the Act of the
last Session, intituled, * An Act for taking the Census of the Inhabitants of Lower
Canada, and for obtaining certain statistical information therein menlioned,” and
laid before Your Honorable House on the 6th December last, have in obedience
to the order of reference, taken the same into their consideration, and now beg
leave to offer their report thereon.

The usual daily avocations required from the Members of this House during
the Session, wholly preclude a minute and distinct enquiry into the correctness
of the returns which have been submitted to them for investigation. Your Com-
mittee does not now therefore feel disposed to offer any positive opinion as to the
manner in which the returns have been completed by the several Commissioneéts
employed in the execution of this important duty, until a more ample examination
can be made of them during the recess, than can be afforded during the Session.
Some of the returns appear to have been made with great care and attention, and
may thgrefore be depended on, while others appear to be rather carelessly
executed.

Your Committee therefore deem it proper to submit to Your Honorable
House, what may be considered as an approximation to the real result of the
statistical information which it was the object of tlie above mentioned Census to
obtain. Your Committee do not vouch for the accuracy of the details, as they
are fully aware from many particulars that might here be alluded to, that the
Comuiissioners appointed to make the returns, or their Assistants have not
throughout been governed by one general rule, and that therefore serious and
imporiant discrepancies must necessarily occur.

Your Committee notice that the decennary retuins of the population taken
inthe United Kingdom, are submitted to a most rigorous examination, and the
results are not made known until, in many instances, a year or more has elapsed.
Such a delay in this Province need not be required, but to ensure accuracy and to
afford to the Legislature the opportunity of amending the Act 4 & 5 Vict. c. 42,
which will again be in operation in the year 1847, Your Committee deem it
adviseable to recommend that the returns now teferred to them, should be
thoroughly investigated during the ensuing recess by the Clerk of Special Com-
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mittees, who was in the year 1831 employed by both the Legislative Council and
House of Assembly of Lower Canada, to examine and report on the Census
Returns then laid before that Legislature, and who should be required to make
out a recapitulation by Parishes or Townships, Counties and Districts and to
point out any apparent errors, and if possible to correct or reconcile them before
the next Session, and to submit such a report upon all the details embodied in
such returns as will place before the Province a statistical documert that may be
at all times serviceable; and at the same time the last Census Returns of Upper
Canada for 1842, submitted to the Legislature in October, 1843, might be sub-
mitted to a similar investigation, with a view of arriving at the same result.

Your Comnmittee cannot conclude these remarks without mentioning it as
their opinion, that no good result will be obtained from any future Census Returns,
npless an uniform system, subject to forms and instructions issued from a com-
petent authority be adopted throughout, and strictly adhered to, followed by a
careful examination of the returns made by the Commissioners, before their
accounts are paid, with a view to the correction of errors or omissions, and by a
systematic investigation to ascertain that the several columns, where items ought
to agree, do in reality answer to the general recapitulation, or some reason be
agsigned for a contrary result. 'I'he expenses incurred by the Province for this
information (which on the present occasion, will amount to about £4,800)
warrant such a strict adherence to general rules, so as to obtain an accurate
returp.

Your Committee would further recommend that the several returns, as
submitted to Your Honorable House, be forthwith bound up in such number of
volumes, as may be found most convenient, having reference to Districts and
localities, with a view to their preservation and for future reference in all matters
of statistics,

Your Committee will now submit the general results as far as their limited
information will enable them at present to do.
