Potato Flour.—Rasp jthe potatoes into a tub of cold water, and change it 
repeatedly until the raspings fall to the bottom like paste ; then dry it in the air, 
pound it in a mortar,'and pass it through a hair sieve.

There wiU be four Eclipses during the year 1881, two of the Sun and two of the 

Moon :
I. On the 27th of May there will be a partial Eclipse of the Sun. Invisible.
II. On the 11th of June there will he a total Eclipse of the Moon. Invisible, 

but visible on the morning of the 12th, beginning at five minutes past 12 and 
ending about 3.30.

III. On the 21st of November there will be an Annular Eclipse of the Sun. Ip- 
visible.

IV. On the 5th of December there will he a partial Eclipse of the Moon On 
that day the Moon rises Eclipsed which will continue until 6 30,

An interesting phenomenon occurs on the 7th of November. The transit of 
Mercury over the Disc of the Sun. It will not be visible in Montreal, hut the Astro­
nomers of the Chinese Empire will give us the particulars in due time.

Postage rales must in every case be prepaid by postage stamp. When posted 
wholly unpaid they cannot be forwarded, but will be sent to the Dead Letter 
Office. Insufficiently pa d letters on which a full rale ot pos age is paid will be 
forwarded charged with double the deficient postage, except letters to the United 
States.

POST CARDS.

Po«t Cards are issued at one cent each, and may he sent to any address in Can­
ada, Newfoundland, or United States. Post hands can be obtained at the rale of 
$1.25 per hundred. Post Cards are also issued at two cents each for transmission 
to the United Kingdom and European countries.

RE-DIRECTED LETTERS.

To any Place in Canada, the United States, and Postal Union Countries.
Re directed letters will he forwarded withoutany additional charge if not taken 

from the office, or if handed back at the moment oi their delivery, but if taken from 
the office and subsequently re-posted they become subject to a new rate of postage, 
in delimit of which they will he sent to the Dead Letter Office, Ottawa.

Notices of change ol resinence or requests to forward correspondence are acted 
upon only thkkis months, unless renewed before the expiration of that period.

MIS-DELIVERED CORRESPONDENCE.

The public are respectfully requested to endorse and promptly return any letters 
which may have been mis-delivered owing to similarity of names, incomplete ad­
dresses or from any other cause.

MATTER WHICH CANNOT BE FORWARDED THROUGH THE POST.

Any explosive substance, glass, liquids or other matter likely to entail risk or 
injury to the ordinary contents of the Mail, will be sent to the Dead Letter Office, 
Ottawa.

Letters containing gold or silvermnney, jewels or precious articles, or anything 
liable to Customs duties, cannot be forwarded by Post to any of the Postal Union 
countries.

Bone dust is a lasting manure, and will continue to fertilize plants for years, 
when not ground too fine.

The exclusion of (tissa from the mails is so far modified, that spectacles and 
eye-glas-es, if securely put up in cases not likely to allow the contents to escape 
if broken in course of conveyance, may be sent by Post within the Dominion on 
pre-payment of the above parcel post rates.

CIRCULARS PRINTED BY THE ELECTRIC PEN, &o.

The term “ printed circulars” is extended to include circulars produced by the , 
electric pen or other mechanical process, easy of recognition by the officers of the I 
Post Office, as well as when printed by the ordinary process of printing type, en­
graving, or lithography.

REGISTERED LETTERS.

Letters intended to be registered when addressed to places in Canada or New- 
fonndland must be prepaid by stamp, 2 cents each ; to the United States, 5 cents \ 
each, in addition to the postage rate.

It will be observed that all classes of matter can be registered to the United ,] 
States

All letters for Registration should be posted 15 minutes before the hour of clos­
ing ordinary Mails, and 30 minutes before closing of English Mails.

Registercl lett. r stamps have been issued of the denomination of 2, Sand 8 cents, 
which may be obtained at the usual places.

NEWSPAPERS AND PERIODICALS.

Newspapers and Periodicals Addressed to places fa Canada, Newfoundland, Great 
Britain (by Canadian) Steamers, or via the United States.

Printed and published in Canada, and posted from the office of publication, or I 
News Agency, to actual subscribers or news agents (including exchanges) are j 
subject to a rate of one cent per pound, gross weight which must be prepaid by 
publisher at the time of posting. Such periodicals must he issued not less fre j 
quently than once per month. Newspapers for England will be sent to subscri­
bers at the same rate.

TRANSIENT NEWSPAPERS AND PERIODICALS ADDRESSED TO PLACES 
IN CANADA, NEWFOUNDLAND AND UNITED STATES.

On all newspapers and periodicals other than those from the • (lice of publication, \ 
including all newspapers and periodicals published less frequently than once a 
month, the postage rate is one cent per 4 ounces in weight, which must be pre­
paid by postage stamp

Ne«papers ami periodicals weighing less than one ounce may be posted singly; 
if prepaid by postage stamp, one half cent each.

News|wpers from office of publication posted for City Delivery are not delivered 
by Letter Carrier unless prepaid one cent each bv stamp.

Newspapers and periodicals published in the United Kingdom, and reposted by 
news agents to regular subscribers, are not liable to any additional postage.

Parcels in ended to pass through the Mails should not exceed 5 pounds in 
weight or 24 inches in length or 12 inches in breadth, and should be marked “by 
parcel post” Parcels may he Registered by affixing a 5 cent Registered Letter 
Stamp thereto, in addition to the Postage.

MISCELLANEOUS POSTAL MATTER.

Books and pamphlets, printed circulars, prices current, handbills, book and news­
paper manuscript, printers' proofs, maps and prints, engravings, sheet music, 
photographs, insurance policies, militia and school returns, seed', cuttings, bulbs, 
roots, legal papers, for Canada, Newf mndland a id the United States, may he 
posted prepaid by stamp at lc. per 4 oz. provided they be sent in covers open at 
the ends or sides, and so put up as to admit of the contents being, if necessary, 
easily withdrawn for examination ; if enclosed with written communications, or 
in sealed envelopes notched at the ends or sides, letter rate of postage will be 
charged.

The weight of packages o* seeds, cuttings, bulbs, roots, scions or grafts, is limited 
to 24 oz. Packages o* other miscellaneous ma tiers are limited to 5 pounds in weight, 
24 inches in length an '2 inches in breadth or depth

Post hands, with an oressed one cent stamp for this purpose, may be obtained 
at any Stamp Agencv i the rate of 4 for 5 cents.

THE FLAVOR OF MEATS.

M. Monclar, a noted agriculturist in France, has suggested a singular plan for 
varying th flavor of meat He imagines that by feeding cattle, sheep, pigs and 
poultry in a particular way, or rallier hy flavoring their foods in various ways, 
their flesh may be rendered much nvre agrei able to the palate than it often is: and 
there can be no doubt that be is substantially right Thus, for instance, it is well 
known that poultry which have been fattened upon food containing a slight ad­
mixture ot chopped truffles are far better eating than those eliicae is which have 
been stuffed or larded with truffles alter they are killed. It is only natural that 
such should he the case, for the flavor of the truffles that is consumed by the 
chicken permeates the whole system, which it cannot do when simply placed in 
the carcase. M. Monclar instances cases in which hares killed in a wormwood 
field, larks shot in a cabbage field, and eggs laid by hens which had eaten diseased 
silk-worms, had such a nauseous ta-te that no one could touch them ; while, upon 
the other nand, some ducks and field hares which had fed upon some sprigs of 
juniper had a delicious flavor. He has made several exoeriments—among others, 
three upon tame rabbits, winch h" fed with the waste of anise seed, with barley 
and bran containing a little essence of thyme. In each case he found that the 
flesh of these animals was far better eating t mo that of rahh ls fattened in the 
ordinary way, and yet that tiler ' wa< no trace of anise seed or juniper in the taste. 
His conclusion is t int cattle, sheen and pigs might be fed in the same way, and 
that hy varving tin- flavoring matter, the beef, mutton and pork might be made to 
have several different tasted.

A careful examinai on of the house 
a id its surroundings where death h»s done his work reveals the tact, that offen­
sive matter lodg'd in secret places was the cause of social calamity. Ithas been 
well said “that many a house with a fine front basa faulty kitchen drain". 
Typhoid and other levers, ns well as diphtheria, can be traced to the want of pro­
per care in carrying off the wastes of the dwelling. En rv tarm house should be 
well ventilated, and the entire premises kept scrupulously clean.
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Send to the Post Master envelopes of letters about which you seek information 
or make complaint.

Business men should be careful to authorize but a limited number of persons to 
receive their letters, and only those in whom they have full confidence.

MONEY ORDERS.

Every monev order office in the Province of Quebec, Ontario, New Brunswick, 
Nova Scotia, Prince Edward Island, Manitoba and British Columbia issues money 
orders on every other money order office in these Provinces, as we.l as on every 
money order office in the United Kingdom. Every money order office in the United 
Kingdom also issues money orders on every money order office in these Provinces.

All the money order Post Offices are authorized to draw money orders on each 
other lor any sum up to $100, and for as many orders of $100 each as the appli­
cant may require, upon the following terms, viz.,

The money order offices throughout the Dominion also draw upon all the money 
order offices in England, Ireland and Scotland, and the Channel Islands, for any 
sum up to JE10 ster ing, and grant ns many orders for £10 sterling each as may be 
needed to make up the amount to be remitted.

MONEY ORDERS ON THE LOWER PROVINCES.

The money order offices in Canada draw also upon all money order offices in 
Newfoundland. Orders like those of the United Kingdom are made payable in 
sterling money, and fur sums up to £10 sterling. The terms are :

JUNE —In the Eastern portion of Canada, there is a good deal of work to be 
done in June. If the season is not advanced by what we call an early spring, 
corn planting must be promptly attended to. There is no need for advice about 
selecting good seed, and using a proper supply of superphosphate of lime. These 
are essential to a good crop. What we have too often noticed is the too great 
"limber of plants in a hill, and carelessness about the extirpation of weds. If the 
season be wet and warm, these will develop rapidly. They should be kept down 
by frequent working. If the season be forward, the growth of stalk may be 
excessive. Remove the suckers from the roots. They a e hurtful to the fruit- 
bearing plant. We observe a disposition toward a greater cultivation of corn in 
Canada. With care it will be productive and profitable.
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No money order exceeding $100 in amount can be granted in any office in 

Canada ; but Postmasters are at libt-rlv to grant two or more orders for *100, or 
for any leaser sum They cannot, however, grant two or rn ire orde-s for sums of 
or under $31) on the same day lo the same applicant in favor of the same payee.

POST OFFICE SAVINGS BANK.
1. The direct security of the Dominion is given by the Statute for all deposiat 

made in the Post Office Savings Banka.
2. Any person may have a deposit account, and may deposit nearly anv number 

of d liars, from $1 up to $300, or more, with the permission of the Postmaster 
General.

3. Deposits may be made by married women, and deposits ao made, or made by 
women who shall afterwards marry, will be repaid to any such women.

4. As reapects children under ten yearaof age, money may lie deposited —
Firstiv—By a parent or friend as trustee for the child, in which caa1 Ihe de­

posits can be withdrawn by the trustee until the child shall attain the age of ten 
years, after which time repayment will be made only on the joint receipts of b ith 
trustee and child.

Skcosoly—In the child’s own name—and, if ao deposited, repayment w II not be 
made until the child shall ailain the age of ten years.

5. A depositor in anv of the savings bank post offices mav continue his 
deposits at any other of such offices without notice or change of pass book, a id 
can withdraw money at that savings hank office which is most convenient to him. 
For instance, if he makes hia tira1 deposits at Ihe savings hank at Cobonrg, he may 
make further deposits at, or withdraw his money through, the post office bulk at 
Uollingwood or Quebec, Sarnia, Brock villa, or any place which maybe c inven­
tent to him, whether he continue to reside at Cobourg or remove to some other 
place.

6. Each depositor Is supplied with a pass hook, which is to be produced to the 
postmaster every time the depositor pays in or withdraws mo iey, and the sums 
paid m or withdrawn are entered therein by the postmaster receiving or paying 
the same.

We do not say that 
every thing so offered must he bad, hut we have seen the remains of so many infal­
libilities lying round many a farm yard that it ought not to he necessary to give 
any warning Sneciallv be careful to what you put your name. You may be 
pledging yourself to do what may prove ruinous. Tho.-e patent rights have been 
a shocking deception. Keep yourself free from unnecessary and unprofitable en­
tanglements.

8. When a depositor wishes to withdraw money, he can do so by applying to 

the postmaster general, who will send him by teturn mail a cheque for the amount, 
pay aide at whatever savings bank post office the depositor may have named in 
bis application.

9. Interest at the rate of 4 per cent, per annum is allowed on deposits, and the 
interest is added to the principal on the 30tli June in each year.

10 Postmasters are loi bidden by law to disclose the name of any depositor, or 
the amount of any sum deposited or withdrawn.

Thinning Fruit.—In good bearing season there are but few trees that do not 
bear too many specimens for their full develo| ment in size and flavor. Some of 
the fruit will be smooth, fair and uninjured, while some will be distorted, scabby 
and almost valueless By r moving these knotty specimens, which can never be 
good lor much, the smooth and perfect ones will have a chance to develop them­
selves. and while the increased size will i re vent the number of bushels fn m being 
diminight d, the improved appearance, as well as quality, will full» com pen-ate 
tor all the labor bestowed in thinning In picking off apples, remove first those 
that show by the borings at the blossom end, that the coddling worm has taken 
up his abode inside, and then if there an too many still remaining, remove the 
smaller ones. Every fruit-seller knows that it is the good siz d, fair fruit that is 
eagerly caught tip in market, while it is the small, indifferent, knurly .penmens 
that go begging for a customer. As a rule, we think trees should rarely be allowed 
to bear so heavily as to need supports to the branches to prevent breaking down. 
Any tree that is liable to have its branches split down from its lead of fruit, is 
carrying more fruit than is well for the tree, or good for the fruit.

These Acts impose a duty on every promissory note, draft, or bill of exchange, 
not exceeding $25, 1 cent; not exceed ng $50. 2 ce its : less than $100, 3 cert» ; 
not tens than $100, if executed single, 3 cents per $10'», or traction thereof; if ex­
ecuted in duplicat , 2 cents per $10 », or fraction thereof on each part ; if executed 
in more than iwo part , I cent per $ 100 or fraction thereof on each part.

Anv interest nayahle with note at maturity must be counted s part ther-of. 
The duty is to he paid by -ill * am/>, on which the date is to be written. Bank 
notes, cheques and money orders are exempt. These Acts impose heavy penalties 
for violation.

the oxalic mc <1 exists in 'he form of oxalate of potash, which is in a soluble salt, 
and the addition of lime causes a change of base and forms an ins -lubie salt of 
oxalate of lime which docs not promote the growth of sorrel, which oxalate of 
potash does. Oxa'ic acid exists naturally, combined with potash, soda or lime, in a 
great variety of plan s It occurs combined with potash, especially in Oxalis ace 
t'iHell / ami corniculata. Ramex acHoseWt (sheen or field sorrel) and ace oh /, in the II 
leaves and roots of rhubarb, and in the ro its of fo< meatille^ Riitorta, lient tan, 
Sapo iaria and in many o hers ; also in g lano, in cer'ain urinary sediments and 
calculi It is generated by the action of nitric acid up n vegetable matter, 
especially upon substances containing no nitroge t, such as starch, g tm, lignin, 
sawdust, &c. It is found also whet cyan-gen is decomno-ed by water, or uric 
a-id bv chlorine, or when organic substances are treated with caustic alkalies in 
large excess.

It is a powerful acid, and its affinity for lime is such that it takes this base even 
from its union with sulphuric acid. Oxalate of lime is a white powder formed 
whenever ox «lie acid nr one of its soluble salts is adde«i to a calcareous solution.
[t i* extremely insoluble in water, or solution of chloride of ammonia or acetic 
acid, but dissolves very readily in dilute nitric acid or hydrochloric acid. From the 
insolubi ity of oxalate of lime it is not probable that it can contribute by itself to 
the food of.plants. It cannot be decomposed by alkalies on superior affinity 
because its affinity is greater with calcareous matter, but it may be decomposed 
witu sulphuric acid, in wlm h gynsum will be found, and the oxalic acid, thus dis­
engaged, will be capable of entering into new combinations with fixed or volatile 
alkaline salts or magnesia. These combinations are soluble, and when not super- 
acidulated they promote vegetation in a high degree.

Locality 
has to be considered i t the first in-ta ice Other tilings being eq -al, the better 
condition of the s >il. the greater comfor in worki iuf, eusur ng better , lantmg and 
the less pressing cliaracter of other work, are all in lav >r of fall planting. Besides 
these, the trees having become established in the soil Mart niuen « arli r in spring, 
and are thus better prepared to resist i lie summer drougut than those set in spring. 
In far Northern loc « lilies, in which there is but a brief period between the tune 
when trees can b• taken up and the setting in of winter, spring planting is pre­
ferable, but where there are some weeks of autumn weatuer, it is better to plant 
all but the stone fruits in autumn.

Avoid 1"W priced oils, and use only th best, which give the moat iglit for the 
money, and are ihe cheapest as well as safest. Keep injured, and be not less 
careful on that account.

DECE viBBR.—When m lch cows cannot have grass, they ought to have at 
least half a bushel of roots a day. At that rate each cow will eat half a ton each 
month, allowing about ten per ce it for waste That quantity is n<»ne too much for 
dry stock which are bei ig well wintered. Farmers are well aw.ire tli t the better 
cows are wintered, the surer and bener are their returns when they come in. Yet 
roots make so much milk that, where milk cannot b sold it makes so much work 
in winter, with usually pool returns, that an abundance is ohjecti mabfa, mid so 
there is littfa inducement to grow roots. How ver. milk in wi uer is becoming 
desirable over aim >si the whole country, ana therefore we would advise attention 
to the cultivation of rout crops.
