| pened about this time —the Toronto
{ GloWe, refused fiatly to advertise the
| society, though the money was plank-
ed down, and they curtly refused to
give a reason, when asked. Why the
J Hon. Geo. Brown did this would be inter-
| esting to know. The next thing was
to get incorporated, if possible, after
| considering various ways and means
they secured an interview with Judge
1lh1ggm1, who examined the by-laws
| and said they were very good. He
‘_(lin-rtml them to make a few altera-
| tions. They again went to Mr. G. S.
Williams, who printed the amended
constitution on credit, which meant
more debt. They then’ went again to
| Judge Duggan, who issued the incor-
| poration papers, dated February 19th,
1875. He also said it was a noble un-
‘(lvrml\ing, shaking each one of them
| (eight present) by the hand wished
them God-speed.
