In a report on new inventions and 

processes in Europe, Consul-General 
Oliver J. D. Hughes, of Coburg, Ger­
many, says : The frequent cases of land 
subsidence, especially pronounced during 
heavy rains, and more or less experienced 
where extensive coal mining has been 
carried out, has once more brought to the 
front the great advantage of steel over 
iron pipe.

has become a matter almost of expediency 
rather than of choice, notably in the case 
of the producer gas distribution scheme 
throughout the honeycombed district of 
South Stafforshire in England. The most 
important first application, however, was 
in connection with the line of piping for 
Coolgardie water supply in Australia, 
which extended for 300 miles inland. In 
that case, one of the considerations was 
the lighter weight and facility of trans­

port provided by the steel pipe as com­
pared with the thick cast iron conduits. 
The experience gained has been all in 
favor of an extension of the system of steel 
piping, but the producing capabilities of 
the country have scarcely been adequate. 
The only technical difficulty is the forming 
of the longitudinal joints of the plates 
forming the pipe and the design of a suit­
able coupling connection. But the pro­
blem has been solved in connection with

the Coolgardie scheme and the South 
Staffordshire gas supply, and it is interest­
ing to note that a large Glasgow concern 
intend to manufacture pipe up to 48 inches 
in diameter.

GLASS PAVING BRICK.
The Garcliey glass paving blocks laid 

down in Lyons, France, recently, accord­
ing to a French mechanical journal,appear 
to wear very well, only a few having be­
come chipped. The blocks have a super­
ficial area of about 04 inches, the face 
being divided into sixteen squares by 
cross furrows so as to prevent percola­
tion, and are stated to be more durable 
than granite, whilst cleaner than wood 
blocks or asphalt. A large factory has 
been erected near Lyons tor the produc­
tion of these blocks, as well as plain and 
ornamental blocks for building purposes.

This glass stone is made from bottle 
glass and window glass cullel, is crushed 
in a mill, sifted, and slowly healed for an 
hour in cast-iron molds, to devitrify the 
glass and convert it into a very viscid, 
pasty mass, which is then heated for a 
few minutes in a furnace at 1,300 degrees 
C., and pressed by hydraulic power. 
According to the color or fineness of the 
materials, the appearance of various 
kinds of stone can be imitated. From 
official tests it appears that the glass 
stone will resist a pressure of. 2,023 kilos, 
per square cm., whereas granite will not 
stand more than 650 kilos, pressure. It 
also (says J. Heurivaux in Le Céramique) 
withstands the action of cold, sample 
plates cooled to twenty degrees below 
zero resisting a pressure of 2,028 kilos, 
per square em. In point of resistance to 
attrition, the new product is found to be 
superior to St. Raphael porphyry, and 
twice as good as Comblanchien building 
stone. A 4.2 kilos, weight falling Irom a 
height of 1 metre effected the fracture of 
the blocks after twenty-two blows, whilst 
similar blocks made from blast furnace 
slag and Cherbourg quartzite were 
broken at the nineteenth blow. The ten­
sile strength is 15.3 kilos., blocks measur­
ing 50x33 em. requiring a force of 25,000 
kilos, to tear them asunder. Among the 
advantages claimed for glass stone for 
building purposes are its non-porosity, in­
sulating power, insusceptibility to atmos­

pheric and other influences, cheapness 
and hardness, the latter being so great as 
to necessitate the tempering in mercury of 
the cutting tools used in woiking the 
stone. As a street paving material it is 
able to stand any vibration of traffic, is 
easy to clean and hygienic, whilst “the 
pavement does not become slippery."

BULK OF BROKE» STONE.
In the Government district of Wiesba­

den some interesting experiments have 
been made, showing the increase in bulk

of various kinds of stone after being 
crushed tor road metal. Stone in pieces 
varying from 4 to 12 inches in length was 
broken by hand to sizes varying from \% 
to 1 inches. The average ine-ease in 
bulk of the six kinds of stone used in 
these experiments was found to b.; over 
11 per cent.
