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Oné of the harmfol inheritances the Protest-
ant Church has received from Romanism, is a
siisconception in reference to the proper rela-
tion betwesn the secular life and the religious.
The Romish Church bas given an almost unqua-
lified sanction to the theory that a secular life
is in necessary antagonism with a religious spi-
rit, so that he who would most excel in piety,
mast needs retire from seculsr employment,
and in the retiracy of a monastery spend his
days in reading and meditation. It is this
conception of a business life that has filled
their monasteries and nunneries. ' The Pro.
testant Church bas, as a whole, perbaps never
conceded this extensive view as a correct one,
put if not conceding secular employment as
directly antagonistic to_deep spirituality, it
seems to have adopted the almost équally bane-
ful theory of supposing ‘that secular employ-
ment is at least not suited in its genmeral feat-
ures to promote spirituality. The idea is that

28 ministers, with 19 other salaried .agents: 97
local preachers ; 10 day schools, with 375 pu-
pils; 53 Sunday Schools, with 311 teachers
and 2,399 scholars ; the *‘ stated hearers num-
ber 8,942, The Rev. W. B. Boyce visited
the Conference, and gave an address in Fng-
lish, which was traaslated by Pastor E. Cook.
A committee was appointed to prepare a paper
on lay delegation, which is to be addressed to
the British Conference. Openings for evan-
gelistic work offered i various directions, but
the financial difficulty prevented the appoint-
ment of minsters.

In
England, in addition to previously existing
cases of religious disquiet, a new source of
trouble has been created by = late decision
in the case of a high ritualistic clergyman
by the Judicial Committee of the Privy
Council. , In this case, the clergyman was
charged | with propagating distinctively
Papal doctrines in respect to the Sacra-
ment of the Lord’s Supper in the matter of
the Divine Presence, and in that involviug
the real object aimed at in the celebration
of that rite. He taught, and no doubt
teaches, the doctrine of transubstantiation
abd that which ‘declares that in the just
observance of the Eucharistic Sacrament
Chirist is really, truly and literally offered
asa sacrifice for the expiation of sin. The
Judicial Committee of the Privy Council
decided that while these doctrines, mea-
sured by Church of England standard,
were heretical, the clergyman accused of
propagllidg them did not perheps mean
what he said when seeming to plead for
them. This decision has caused the great-
est alarm among the evaugelical adheren 8
of the Church of England, and much grief
te all true English Protestants. Tt is be-
lieved that practically shielded by this
decision, the party so zealously endeavour-
ing to/unprotestantize the Eunglish National
Church, will be able more safely and effi-
ciently than ever to prosecute their self-
imposed task. The result, it is feared,
will prove disastrous ; -and much asxiety is
felt to know how the increased peril of the
situation may best be confronted. What
the final issue will be, it is impossible to
foresee. ‘
Ireland is much perturbed ,on the reli-
gious question as connected with the lower
and higher public education, and with the
right of the clergy to dictate to the people
the course they ought to pursue in matters
political.
Unhappy France humiliated by conquest
and spoliation, and agitated by factions
striving for the mastery under a Provision-
al Government, is also bereft of religious
repose. A large portion of her highly-
educated people are openly-avowed infidels.
Her masses, sincerely Roman Catholic in
sentiment, are distressed at the calamities
that bave overtaken their Church in many
lands. Gladly would they plunge anew
into war to restore Rome and his secular
crown to the Pope were their country in
its former position of military dominancy.
The French Protestants are in a sadly con-
fused and inefficient condition. Enfeebled
by a rationalistic paralysis, trammelled and
without self-reliance from their bondage to
the State, they are in the main most unwor-
thy representatives of those heroic and
saintly men who in the days of persecution
went through fire and water to swell the
shining ranks of the noble army of mar-
tyrs. - Yet there are some cheering sigos of
renewed vitality among them. Could they
but breathe anew the spirit of tlie best days
of their faith in France they would find
themselves living in. an epoch of grand
opportunities for distinguishing themselves
in the service of the Divine Master.
Switzerland has just passed through a
political contest, whose fate has been deci-
ded by the activity of the ultra-montane
element ripe and strong in some of her Can-
tons. Her most progressive people desired
to amend the Constitution of their Repub-
lic, but their wishes and efforts in this
behalf have been trustrated by the power-
ful interposition of ultramontanism.
Belgium is almost continually convulsed
by the collision of the ultra and anti-mon-
tane parties that' struggle for the pre-emi-
nence in the conduct of her public affairs.

Holland has trouble on
question from the demands of dissastisfied
religious parties.

Italy is not at rest religiously, far from it.
Ske is still in a transition slkte; and it will
be long before she arrives at a condition of
religious equilibrium. She has gone by
far much tdo far or not neatly far enough.
She has deépoi]ed the Pope, but yet acknow-
ledges him to be God's vicegerent upon
earth, and the authoritative Head of the
Church. She has suppressed Papal relig-
ious houses, appropriated to secular uses
Papal Churchx property, set at naught papal
remonstrancds, adjurations and excommu-
nications, and yet acknowledges the papacy
as a Divioe Ipstitution. She is determin-
ed to hold Rome as her capital and yet
wishes to be reconciled to the Pope. In
many cases among her people the passion
for national unity comes into painful collis-
ion with the reverence felt for the head of
their church, and the convictions copcerning
the obedience due to him as an alleged in-
fallible expounder of the Divine will. The
sincere Italian Catholic is reduced to great
straits. The insincerg Italian Catholic is
merely an' infidel. One can scarcely avoid
the belief that the Italian nation will fgel
itself logically compelled ere long to break
with the Papacy altogether, or to Yetrace
many of its steps to obtain perfect reconcil-
iation with him.

The Arbitration at Geneva—Mr. Mialls

out all England a strong feeling of gladness
at the present hopeful position of affairs in
relation to the great arbitration between
our Government and that of the United
States. It is quite safe to say that the pa-
cific public of this Realm had been roused
into unflinching opposition to those Indirect
Claims, and that if America was determin-
ed to push thém, and meant war in the
event of our refusal, then even at so tre-
mendous a price as that this nation would
adhere to its determination. Happily all
this has been averted by the good sense of
‘the distinguished arbitrators, and this part
of the question has received its quietus.
They have declared that * according to the
priaciples of Intercational law the indirect
claims are inadmissable.” The President
of the United States and Her Majesty’s
Government have accepted this decision,
and the case will proceed free from the em-
barrassments of these monstrous claims.
The friends of humanity and religion hear-
tily rejoice at the favorable turn of affairs,
and, trust that we sce the beginning of an
era of perfect peace and unbroken good
feeling between the two nations. '.l‘hc
treaty is felt to be a great step in the right
direction, and it may possibly lead to a bet-
ter understanding between nations, and re-
buke the foul spirit of war, curb the ambi-
tion of men who delight in bloodshed, and
basten the coming of a time of universal
peace. The decision may be decidedly
against our nation, but that is a swall mat-
ter in comparisou with the moral victory
which Las been gained in the establishment
of this High Court of arbitration. The
supporters of Mr. Gladstone’s policy con-
gratulate theu.zelves tipon the success w.luch
‘has attendcd the protracted negotiations,
and it will tend td"the consolidation of the
Liberal party, and may possibly give them

a fresh lease of power.
Mr. Miall bas again tested the feelings

of the House of Commons upon the ques-
tion of the Disestablishment of the English
Church. His motion was for an enquiry
into the revenues of the Church, but it was
plainly apparent that all the speakers had
regard to the union question, and the de-
bate drifted in that direction. The motion
met with uncompromising hostility from
Gladstone, but after all was said, 96 voted
with Miall, and thus placed on record
another protest against the monopoly and
unfairness of the present state of affairs. It
is evident that the straggle will be a weary-
ing and protracted one. ‘The attack from
the outside will be aided by alienation and
division from within the pale of the Church.
The feeling strengthens that the change
must come. The time of Parliament is oc-
cupied with business proper only to a
Church Synod. The Bishops are concern-
ed with work with which they bave no

Christ’s church is lost in the show and splen-
dour of eartbly thihgs, and the Romanists
are strengthened in their attacks upon Pro-
testantism, while the English prelates cling
to their authority and legalised position.
Mr. Cowper-Temple lately brought a
bill into Parliament entitled * The Occa-
sional Sermon’s Bill ;” the object of which
was to enable clergymen, with the permis-
sion of the Bishop, to invite the ministers
of other Christian churches to preach occa-
sionally in the places of worship belonging
to the Establishment. It was also doubt-
less intended to sanction the act of clergy-
men preaching in- Dissenting chapels ; but
the plan met with determined opposition
trom the out and out maintainers of things
as they are. Fears were expressed that
men notorious for scepticism and danger-
ous beliefs would be invited to preach.
This was a sorry compliment to the wis-
dom and sounduess of the men from whom
the invitation must proceed, and looked a
little like an admission that there are alrea-
dy enough of that sort in Church of Eng-
land pulpits, * which nobody. can deny.”
The bill was not allowed to be read: a sec-
ond time, a decided majority voting against
it, and triumphing in the exhibition of their
hostility to a measure which received much
earnest support from loyal and conscien-
tious adherents of the National Church. It
is not unlikely that an attempt will be
made to test the question of the legality of
clergymen’s exchanging pulpits with Dis-
senting ministers, and brave all the terrors
of the law, and the possible displeasure of
the bishops. It is felt by many in the
Church to be a heavy yoke to bear, and
unworthy of their Christian freedom, that
they are not allowed to exchange fraternal
courtesies with the good and distinguished
meun of other communions, and that this is
forbidden by the law of the State to which
they are subjected, and which conflicts with
the higher law ot the Kingdom of the Son
of God.

The Burial’s Bill, intended to enable
Nonconformists 15 iuter their dead in the
parish church-yards without the services of
the clergyman, has been voted out of the
{ouse by a trick and surprise on the part
of its opponents, who rallied for the occa-
sion, and in the absence of great numbers
of its supporters carried a motion that it
come on for further hearing on September
2ud, a time when the House will not be in
session ; and so the measure is lost for the
preserft.

The gratifying tidings of the finding of
Dr. Livingstone by Mr. Stanley, the Ame-
rican volunteer and representative of a lead-
ing paper in New York, have taken a hea-
vy burden from the minds of many, and
worthy tributes of admiration have been
paid to the brave and enterprising man
who has penetrated the depths of the mys-
tery enshrouding the fate of the renowned
traveller. There is a little residium of
incredulity and some hesitancy in accepting
Mr. Stanley’s narrative, in the absence of
letters from Dr. Livingstone. It is ho
that this positive testimony will be received

tions. True, it does pay for the stationary
used on the Conference platform and scribes’
tables ; but this, the Secretaries deal out
with almost parsimonous hand ; even their
¢ subs’ are put upon ¢ short allowance’—one
of them was seen purchasing a small lot of
note paper and envelopes for persoval use,
during the last session—paying for it out
of his own bag of cents.

This important Fund is *designed to
meet * Removal expenses of ministers and

provision for the preachers’ salary ; doctors
bills, and funeral expenses, in similar io-
stances of Circuit deficiency, where pain-
fully necessary. The balance is divided to
aid Circuits in- making up salaries: This is
by no means adequate to supply the requir-
ed deficit. After the apportionment tlis
year, the remaining unprovided-for defic-
iencies average $110 on 44 circuits. Cir-
cuits receiving grants are required to ad-
vance in local receipts yearly, till they be-
come self-sustaining ; but others come upon
the list, claimants in succession, as the work
is extending—hence the necessity for keep~
ing up the Fund—its condition compels
appeals on its behalf. The help it got from
England being gradually withdrawn, will
soon cease. Its other sources of income
are the ¢ Public collections’ in the churches ;
and the. Society subscriptions in the classes.
The Public Collection will'le made in
all our churches and preaching places in the
month of Avcusr. Note this! On the
country aad poorer circuits, the whole sum
taken up on the collection day is given to
the Fund as it should be. Baut, in some of
the town and city circuits, a sum equal to
the average * Sunday collections’ during
the year,is deducted for circuit purposes ; and
the balance not usually large, is * handed
over’ to the Treasurerof this Fund. We have
no objection to admit that one meaning of
¢ contingent’ is quota ; but let the quota’
be one Sabbath’s entire collectiot out of
fifty-two,.or at least, one collection out of
104—say an evening collection, after due
notice. 1f local arrangements will not admit
this, then the people, at the time this extra
collection is announced, should be made
acquainted with the other usuage—the sub-
stracting the ordinary Sabbath colle ction.
We feel assured that our town and city
congregations would increase their yearly
offerings, and the fund be largely Lelped.
But is not the former suggestion—the giving
the whole sum taken up, in response to the
announcement, the better way? Ministers
will please introduce the subject to the con-
sideration of their quarterly\boards, aud
oblige,

Oun Saturday, at the afternoon session,
after the usual routine business, the
roll of Delegates was called, and the sta-
tistics of their schools wer¢ read. The
proposed topic for discussion, ¢ The Ad-
vantages and Disadvantages of Uniform
Lessons,” was then introduced by Mr.
Grierson in a very pointed, practical and
impressive speech. He gave a humurous
description of a schodl he had recently vis-
ited in which each class had a separate les-
son. He argued that a uniform course of
lessons would be helpful to the teachers, the
scholars and the parents, and tend greatly
to take off the sharp corners of sectarianism ;
all these points he argued in a very cffective
manner. He was followed by E. D. King,
J. S. McLean, W. H. Webb, W, Cum-
mings, C. Stewart, — McLean, J. C. An-
derson and J. Falconer. )

The subject of Temperance in coanec-
tion with Sabbath schools was then intro-
duced by Mr. Millar of New Glasgow, ina
clear and torcible speech, and spoken to by
several members of the Convention, whose
names your. reporter did not learn. This
discussion resulted in the appointment of a
committee to prepare a plan for Sabbath
School Temperance Organizations. The
question of * Where shall the next Conven-
tion be held” was then taken up, when, on
motion, Charlottétown, P. E. I. was selec-
ted by an unanimous vote.

THE APPROACHING CONFER-
ENCE.
The hundred and twenty-ninth Awpnual
Conference of Methodist Ministers in the
Connexion, established by the late Rev.
Johu Wesley, A. M., will commence their
early session in Loudon on Wednesday,
July 31. ~ During the life of Mr. Wesley,
severiteen Annual Conferences were held
in London. The first London Couference
after his death was in 1792, under the pre-
sidency of Alexander Mather ; it was at this
Conference that it was detgrmived by lot
that the Lord’s Supper should not be admin-
istered in Methodist chapels *¢except in
London,” and it is added in the Address:
¢ The prohibition reaches the.clerzy of the
Church of Eugland, as well* as the other
brethren.” Since then twelve Annual Con-
ferences have met in the wmetropolis. The
last was in 1860, when the chair was occu-
pied by the Rev. W. W. Stamp. It wasa
time of perplexity, anxiety, saduess, and
sorrow ;- but the storm of agitation which
had desolated the socicties had spent its
force, and brighter skies gave promise of re-
turning peace.

It may serve to abate the uneasiness
which the recent district returns have pro-
duced in some quarters if’ we glance rapid-
ly at the real progress which Methodism
has made during the last twelve years. In
1860 the total number of ministers in Great
Britaiu, Ireland, the Foreigu Missions, and
lbe'Aﬂilimed' Couferences was 1,827 ; ac-
cording to the returns of 1871 they were
2,482, showing an increase of 655. Iu
1860 the entire membership under the care
of these mjnisters awounted to 492,667 ; in
1871 it was 582,540, being an increase of
89,873. At home there has been unprece-
dented activity and liberality in the erection.
of chapels and schools, and in thc'orguuiz;\-
tion and extension of home missions. The
Yorkshire branch of the Theological Insti-
tution has been opened in the noble College
at Headingley, and the surrounding circuits
have been greatly benefited by the labours
of the officers and students. ~Schools have
been established for the education of the
daughters of Wesleyan ministers. Then
if we refer to the foreign operations of Me-
thodism we can trace signs of prosperity.
The Jubilee of the Wesléyan Methodist
Missionary Society has been\ celebrated
since the last London Conference, and the
large-hearted aund world wide munificence
which that event called forth has given to
the Missionary Society a Theological Insti-
tution of its own, has extricated old" mis-
sions from the incubus of chapel dets, has
made some provision for aged missionaries
and for the widows of deceased missiona-
ries, and has enabled the Parent Commit-
tee to enter some of the promising openings
in Portugal, Spain, Austria, and especially
in Italy. The members on the Foreign
Missions amounted in 1860 to 62,904 ; they
now amount to 70,468, being an increase of
7,564. But these fizures do not represent
the entire increase, inasmuch as some of
the missions have become self-pustaining
cireuits, and are absorbed by the affiliated
Conferences. = |

But if we narrow our field of observation
to what has been accomplished in twelve
years in the metropoiis, we shall find} some
elements of encouragemeunt. Ia 1260 there
were only 9 circuits in London ; now there
are 19. Then there were only 34 miunis-
ters ; now there are 69. During this period
more than twenty additional chapels have
been erected. The magnificent scheme
now in progress for the building of fifty
chapels in the next ten years will, no doubt,
be successful, and will give Methodism a
position in the metropolis which it has nev-
er had before. We are glad to know that
the provinces have responded generously to
the princely challenge of Sir Francis Ly-
cett, and that his promise of £50,000 will
be met by £50,000 from the country. It
is manifest, however, that chapels will be
of little service without ministers; and it
is most opportune that the Home Mission-
ary Committee have been able and dispesed
to co-operate with the Metropolitan Chapel
Fuud in such instances as Bow, Bethnal-
green, Canning-town, Stratford, and other
places. The congregations which have
been gathered and the societies which have
been tormed in the East of London show
what ean be -accomplished when the spirit
of godly enterprise and self-sacrificing la-
bour is consecrated to the work of Geod.
As to the approaching Couference, we
confidently expect that it will be as afore-
time a season of spiritual refreshment and
hallowed enjoyment.” It assembles at a
time when cordial unanimity and unbroken
harmony reign in all the borders of Metho-
dism. It will probably be the largest ever
known in the history of the Connexion. The
lay representatives, whose attendance has
greatly increased during the past few years, |
will carefully review the various depart-
ments of Methodist work, ‘and will bring
the results of local observation and expe-
rience to bear on the questions which will
come up for consideration and discussion.
Some familiar faces and wejcome voices
will be greatly missed ; we may mention as
foremost among the laity the honored Trea-
surer of the Education Fund, the late John
Robinson Kay, Esq.; and arffong the min-
istry Dr. Dixon, Dr. Hoole, and Thomas
Vasey, who rest {from their labours.

Agreecably to' usage, the stations for the
coming year were thrice read. At the sec-
ond reading many changes were made;

At the last Conference, in Belfast, a
number of memorials on the subject of lay
delegation having been presented, a large
Committee was appointed, with instructions
to meet during the ycar to consider them,
and to report to the next Conference. This
Laviug been done, the finding of this com-
mittee was presented by the Secretary. An
animated and able discussion ensued, result-
ing in the passing of the following resolu-
tions :— ) e

1. That having heard the réport of a
committee appointed to consider certain
memorials ou the subject of lay delegation
in the Contereunce, and having given to the
whole question very careful consideration,
we have to reply to the memorialists that
though the Conference is ready to acknow-
ledge the weiglit to be attached to many of
the reasons assigned for the proposed
change, and might not be unwilling to adopt
it it it were possible, yet tife difficulties
which lie in the way are too numerous and
serious to permit any immediate action
upon the subject. 2. That in the judg-
ment of this Conference, it is desirable to
ascertain as soon as possible the legal bear-
ing of the question in regard to the Poll
Deed.

Probably there is no communion in the
world which, while upholding the Scriptu
ral authority which inheres in the pastoral
office, at the same time so fully sccures the
Jjust rights and privileges of its members as
the Methodist Church. Certainly we be-
lieve there is none which afferds them so
wide and varied a sphere for the exercise
of every gift with which the Great Master
may have entrusted them. There are enor-
wous ditliculties in the.atay of adopting in
form the measures which some of our
{riends. desire, but if patient forbearance
continue to be exercised, such a safe and
wise solution may be found as will, by
God's blessing, secure all that is really
valuable in the practical working of our
Church system.

On the last day of the Conference, Thurs-
day, the 27th, a large amount of business
was disposed of. Reports were presented,
resolutions adopted, and committees ap-
poinfed for the various institutions and
departments of our work. Among them
were two new committees—oune a small
one to take steps to have erected a suitable
memorial to the saiutly Thomas Walsh,
whose memory, after the lapse of a zen-
tury, is still so fresh aod fragrant. The
mover of the resolutioa announced that he
lhad received two subscriptions of £5 each
to start with in the accomplishment of this
object.  The other committee was one for
promoting the interests of the Auxiliary
Fund for Worn-out Miuisters and Minis-
ters’ Widows. Although we have rai-ed
in Ireland yearly for this fund from £300
to £900, yet this amount is so utterly ina-
dequate that it was felt on all hands that
it i3 most desirable and necessary that we
should 'seek to enlist the sympathy and
efforts of our people on behalf of an object
g0 deserving of more geunerous support.
Cordial vutes of thanks were given to the
President, the Secretary, &c.; as also to
our kind hosts for their warm-hearted hos-
pitality. Then, tlc. ministers present all
standing, the President and Secretary
signed the Journal; the Doxology was
sung ; the President offered the valedictory
prayer; and the Irish Methodist Coofer-
ence of 1872 was ended.

Edwsrd W—— was a native of Nova Sco-
tia. He was a wayward boy—he wayward
boy of the family,or as the homely proverb has
it *‘the black sheep of the flock.” The
W-——s were people of fortune, and their
children were no strangers to money, and the
opportunities of leisure and luxury. Edward
abused these, and frequently offended his par-
ents by his excesses. Mr. W-—— was a mem-
ber of an evangelical Church, but withal an
anxious, bargaining man, who bad lost in the
turmoil of business much ot the warmth and
sweetness of the Christian spirit which his wife
possessed. He bore with Edward till the youth
disgraced him (as he considered it) by a runa-
way marriage with a poor servant girl; and
then in anger be forbade him ever to entor his
door again. Followed by the frown of his fa-
ther, but the tearful blessing of his mother, the
portionless wanderer came with his young wife
to the States, where, after a few weeks spent
in vague and fruitless attempts to get some-
thing to do, he found himself without a penny
in his pocket, and with a prospect betore him
little better than beggary. "He knew little or
nothing of work, and was poorly qualified to
face the world without money. But now thrown
upon his own resources, he must learn to earn
a living somehow or starve. His wife was
used to labour, buf she had peither the hands
nor the head to support them both, even it em-
ployment had been plenty. '

This was the second year of the Rebellion,
and the Federal Army needed men. Here was
one opening, at least; and pressed hard by ne-
cessity, young W—— was in no condition to
refuse it, though conscious that he might march
to his death in a week. He volunteered, and
went to the war, while his wite followed as
best she could, and getting occasional work at
washing, cooking, rough sewing, or hospital

Nothing in human affairs is more sacred than
the memory of the dead, and we deal most ten-
derly with hearts which bleed over newly made
graves. But within the territory in which the
WesTERN circulates, thousands die annually,
a very large proportion of them well-meaning
people, who have been good parents, brothers,
or sisters, and, we may admit, good members
of the Church. Of course the tears shed for
them are as heartfelt,. and their memories are
as affectionately cherished, as though their
lives had been more eventful, or their experi-
ences more peculiar and instructive.
