A SERMON

By Bishop Simpson, of the American Metho-
dist Episcopal Church.

* He shall not fail or be discouraged till be
have set judgment in the earth, and the isles
shall wait for his law."—Isaiah xlii.

That these words apply to the Lord Jesus
Christ is indisputable, because they are quoted
by one of the angels as fulfilled ia the person
and misgion of Christ. We have in them pre-
sented for eur thought three things: first the
great purpase which our Saviour has in view;
secondly, the fact that there are discourage-
meants and difficulties in the way of accomplish-
ing that purpose ; and, thirdly, the assurance
that, notwithstauding all these diliculties may
exist, He shall not fail or be discouraged until
his great work shall be performed.

The purpose which He has in view is to set
judgment in the earth, and that the isles shall
law. By the expression, setting
judgment in the earth, we understand that the
object of Christ was to promote the spread of
truth throughout the entire earth—the reign of
righteousness. His mission will be prformed
only when the truth which He came to reveal
shall be diffused to the ends of the earth; wken
the gospel shall be proclaimed in the hearing of
every human being; wheu all the institutions
of the earth shall be conformed to the princi-
ples ot the Gospel; when the laws by which
men are governed shall be founded on justice
and equity ; when those who adwminister those
laws shall administer them in the fear of the
Lord; when there shall be security lor person
and property, and liberty and happiness in all
parts of the earth; when the associations of
men shall be based on right principles ; when
men shall love each other from a consciousness
that God loves them, that they are members of
one family, that there is one great brother-

| nations will not set out upon the path of con-
quest until they have, or fancy they have, a pro-
per preparation made. But when we turn to
the agencies that are sclected for the estab-
lishment of Christ’s kingdom, how feeble do
they appear. Christ commenced his work by
calling around him a few humble men of earth;
and then, as if to set at defiance all the glories
and arrangements of men, he taught his fol-
lowers that force was never to be employed.
He uttered the great declaration that ** he that
taketh the sword shall perish by the sword.” He
declared, ‘* My kingdom is not of this world ;”
*“the kingdom of God cometh not with obser-
vation.” It is not, said one of his followers,
in meats and drinks—no outward observances ;
it is spiritual—peace, love, joy in the Holy
Gbost. And it is said of him in this passage,
*“ He shall not cry nor lift up, nor cause his
voice to be heard in the street;” He is not to
stimulate the passions of wen; He preaches no
crusade which arrays nation against nation, or
community against community, and yet He is
moving onward to conquer the earth. No mar-
tial band moves in the streets, no roar of can-
non aunounces the victory. But He moves on
quietly, steadily ; He does not cry nor strive,
and yet He is moving onward. Nay, so gentle
seems to be the movement, that it is said:
** The bruised reed shall he not break, and the
smoking flax shall he not quench; he shall
bring forth judgment unto the earth.

There is a beauty in that figure to me which
possibly is a little different from the ordinary
interpretation. I see Christ moving, conquer-
ing the world. Where the armies of men move
they trample down the growing crops; they
sweep away the habitations of men; men flee
from their homes, and the house that was light-
ed with joy is desolate, and there is sadness
and sorrow there; but as Christ moves on con-
quering the world, even the stalk that is half
broken or that the slightest breath of heaven
might prostrate to the ground, He will not
break, He moves so gently. And if there be
in yonder little cottage the little flaxen wick
just lighted so that the smoke is rising from it
with scarcely a flame, it is not to pe extin-
guished.

Now, I say the first difficulty is how is this
to be done—that Christ is to conquer and yet
not use earthly means? Is preaching the
Word to convert the world? How are the de-
clarations pertaining to the cause of Christ to
change the babits of men? There is the sav-
age, the cannibal, the man sunk in vice. Tell
him that eighteen hundred years ago a man died
in Judea on the cross. Is that to change him?
Tell him God made him; tell him there are ap-
pliances to Christianize this earth, and bright
views of heaven. Will that change him? We
who have been accustomed to Christianity,
may, to some extent, take in this idea, but the

Now, amidst all these things, is it any won-

der thst the world should be discouraged, and
that good men sometimes think Christianity is
a failure, or that some new appliances must be
nsed, some change made-—some change of base
or front—something done in order to give fresh
power and influence to Christianity ? Under
this influence, men are trying to see if they
cannot climinate the offensive doctrines of the
cross out of the Bible. Here we have them
telling that it is not necessary to believe that
Christ died to take away sin; that the human
heart is not so very sinful after all; that there
is a great deal of good in man, and that all we
need is just to develope that goodness, and
God is so merciful that He will accept it.
They take away the offence of the cross, or try
to do it; and wherever it is done, it is found
to take away the power out of the gospel.
There are others who would accommodate by
avoiding some of the usages of Christianity—
dressing it up in something like fashionable
attire, making it less antagonistic to all the in-
terests and passions and feelings of men,
hoping that thereby it may gain power and
strength.
This feeling of discouragement is nothing
new. If you and Ishare it, it is nothing more
than has been from the beginning. When
Abrabam had the promise that his seed should
be as the sands of the sea, as the stars of hea-
ven for muliitude, long, weary years had
passed ; he had been called from Mesopotamia,
be bad wandered in Canaan, he had gone down
into Egypt, and when one hundred years had
rolled over his head, there was then only the
young heir in his family. Doubtless he some-
times felt discouraged. Time is an element
with men, but not with God. Moses was dis-
couraged when be led the Israclites. Oh! how
otten did he feel like giving up the undertak-
ing! ‘“Blot me, I pray thee, out of thy
he prayed, when he pleaded for the
Israelites; ‘‘they must not be destroyed.”
See, at the very base of Sinai, while yet the
cloud lingered on the top and the voice ot God
had ceased to fall upon their ears, they make
the golden calf, and cry out, ** These be Thy
gods, O Israel, which brought thee out of
Egypt!”

ments. Sometimes they fled before their en-
emies, and Moses was alarmed, but God gave
them victory again. We trace the lives of the
prophets, and we find that some of thom were
called weeping prophets. ** Oh! that my head
were waters, and mine eyes a fountain of tears,
that I might weep day and night for the slain
of the daughter of my people !"—ready to give
up, the cause all gone. See Elijah hiding bim-
self, discouraged, and crying: *‘ They have
killed Thy propbets, digged down Thine altars,
and I alone am left.” Ie felt that the world
was gone astray ; but God said: ** I have seven
thousand that have not bowed the knee to
Baal.” 8o, too, the disciples of Christ were
discouraged. Oh! how often their hearts
were despondent ! and how, when Christ was
taken from, they fled! When He hung on the
cross, some of them stood afar off. When He
was laid in the sepulchre, bow they mourned !
And even after His resurrection, they gave up
all thought of His being the Messiah, and went
to their former occupations, and were fishing
on the bosom of the Sea of Galilee again.
Trace down the history ot the Church from
that period to this, and, age aftcr age, what
discouragement ! Men have said : ** The cause
is gone.” Difficulties, tailures, have been all
around on the human side ; men bave been dis-
couraged; and if there is nothing but the bu-
man side, men ought to be discouraged.
There is nothing in the appearance, there is
nothing in the system, there is nothing in the
influence of human associations that can, act-
ing on human principles alone, cause Christi-
anity to triump.h in the world.

There is something sublime to
me in the thought of Christ waiting calmly on
the throne. The sun that shines in the heaveus
rises over scenes of horror and woe. No matter
what may be here,the sun shines on,calmly, per-
petually, radiating its light; and so Christ, the
great Sun of Rigteousness, sits on his throne,
and there come from Him the beams of light
that are shining upon humanity.

But then He is waiting thus calmly and con-
fidently, because there is an agency at work
that is adequate to bring about the great re-
sults. ** Bebold my servant whowm 1 uphold,
mine elect in whom my soul deligbteth ; I have
put my spirit upon him; be sball bring forth
judgment to the Gentiles.” God has given the
Holy Spirit, an unseen influence, that is to per-
form this great work. Men are loth to esti-
mate the invisible, and yet what lessons God
bas thrown around it ! We measure by what
we see, by what we hear; we are governed by
material forms, exhibitions of material power;
we want something to move the world ; we think
of the eartbquake's tread, the streams of lava,
the waves of ocean, the tornado or tempest, the
shock of armies; something like these we are
waiting for, some appearance, but God works
in his great works invisibly. When we look
through the universe the greatest power is al-
ways the invisible power, and the most effic-
ient power is that which works beyond human
vision. Look at those large bodies that move
through the world. There is a power that pro-
pels the cannon-ball, that causes those vast
bombshells to take their elliptic flight, and then
to explode. We calculate the power that pro-
pels them ; but ob ! the power that sends worlds
like arrows whirling through the heaven! Why
it is said to-day that our largest telescopes give
us such a sweep of the sky that the light must
bave been travelling from the most distant bo-
dies for three millions of years, and some say
more, to reach our eyes.

Itis an unseen pow-
er; it is the power of God working invisibly
that can keep all these vast globes in their
places of motion. Look around us. What is
it makes that cannon ball fall to the ground;

What is it that gives firmness and stability to
all that is of the earth? It is invisible, but it
is potent. It is so all around us. Why the
morning sunbeams that fall so gently on the
eyelid that they scarcely awaken the sleeper,
have power to raise the largest pile of rocks.
The monument of Bunker-hill was thought to
be immovable. Yet, when a few years ago a
cord was let down from the summit of that pile,
men were surprised to find that the point mark-
ed by that cord in the evening was not the point
marked in the morning. They found the great
pile was changed in some way. How was it ?
Where the morning light so gently fell from
the east upon the face of that pile, the little
rays of the heat, each one almost imperceptible,
expanded the rock, and on one side rose high-
er than the other; and when the rays fell upon
the southern part,another part ; and on the west-
ern part, they changed back the vast pile from
the position which it held.

pected that Ministers would give their sup-
port to the resolution. The number of
members who followed Mr. Miall into the
lobby was larger than many had expected.
The speeches of those who opposed him,
while not altogether defficient in eloquence
of conviction, had that significant and oot
easily defined tone which seems natural to
orators who have an internal persuasion
that the cause they are advocating is not
destined to succeed.

In one important particular Mr. Miall
evidently missed his way. The wording of
his resolution, ‘ That it is expedient at the
carliest possible period, to apply the policy
initiated by the disestablishment of the Ir-
ish Church to the other Churches establish-
ed by law in the United Kingdom.” gave a
gratuitous advantage to its opponents. It
was admitted on all hands, and it was for-
cibly urged by many who voted for dises-
tablishment in Ireland, that the case of the
Irish Church was exceptionable. In re-

The Act to establish one uniform currency for
the Dominion of Canada, passed in the last Session

Tre Faming 1N Persia.—The horrors of |

the Persian famine increase. A correspondent
writing to a Turkish journal from Tabreez un-
der date of April 30, says :—The details which
reach us bere of the destitution and misery
which the drought of last year bas caused in
the central and southern provinces of Persia
are fearfully heartrending. That the people are
dying ot bunger, even in the streets of the
capital, is a minor phase of this terrible calam-
itv.

SMALL-POX. }

By aN EMiNexT PHysiciax.—It may nmlclyl
be affirmed that there is no single disease in
the long catalogue of human pestilences that |
bas created greater havoc and been more just-
ly dreaded than small pox—variola. Other
contagious diseases have slaia their thousands
but small pox has slain its tens of thousands.
It has destroyed armies, raised sieges, and scat-
tered whole tribes and communities of people.
The barbarian devoutly sacrifices to its deitied
representation when it appears, and the Chris-
tian flees as from the presence of death.

The date of the first appearance of small-pox
is doubtful. There is a tradition in the FEast
that it was derived from the camel; but there
is no proof of the truth ot the statement. The
*¢ sore boils " of Job have been attributed to
smsll pox, but foolishly. There is no evidence
even that the Greek and Roman physicians
knew of this disease. Procopius, who lived in
the middle of the sixth century, gives a graphic
account of a disease closely resembling small
pox, which began A.p. 544, in Egypt, and
spread to Constantinople. In A.p. 569, the
year of the birth of Mohammed, an Abyssinian
army was compelled to raise the siege of Mecca
by a pestilence very like small pox, which cre-
ated a terrible mortality. The first medical
writer who gave an authentic description of the
disease was Rhazes, an Arabian physician, who
wrote about 910. From that period the pesti-
lence has had many historians, and we have no
difficulty in tracing its progress from time to
time, and estimating the extent of its ravages.
It bas spread most widely where there have
been the largest movements among nations ; as
in the conquests of the Arabs and Saracens,
during the crusades, in the emigration of the
Spaniards to America, etc.

Wherever it appeared in those early periods,
it was regarded as au avenging angel. Whole
continents were decimated, and some nations
were completely annihilated. It is estimated
that 45.000,000 of the people of Europe died
of small pox in the hundred years preceding the
introduction of vaccination. As late as 1720,
20,000 persons died of small pox in Paris. It
did not respect rank or condition. The profli-
gate Louis XV., of France, died of it, aban-
doned by courtiers and friends. The wife of
the King of Burgundy was attacked by it, and
accused her physicians of poisoning her ; she re-
quested their execution, which was carried into
effect over her tomb. In general, the sick were
abandoned by their most devoted friends, and
left to die or recover alone.

The mode of propagation of small-pox long
remained doubtful. That it could be commu-
nicated by actual contact (to touch) of the sick
with the well, or by contagion, was early ap-
parent, and it was soon demonstrated that the
sick infected the air of the room in which they
lay. It became in time well established, there-
fore, that the disease was both contagious and
infectious.

It was also discovered that the bed and clo-
thing ot the sick absoibed the poison, and at-
terward gave it off when exposed to the air,
and thus communicated the disease. These
clothes or other articles were called fomiles,
from their power of retaining the poison. The
porous walls ot the room also received the virus,
and would give it to the next occupant. So
subtle, indeed, did the poison seem to be, and
so many sickened without known contact, that
it came to be believed that the disease was com-
municated by sight and by hearig, and even
by imagination.

More recent investigations have led to the
adoption of the theory that the human subject
is born with certain materials in his blood or
tissues, which the poisons of small-pox, scar-
let-fever or measles acts upon as yeast acts
upon the dough—namely as a ferment. In this
fermentation,the peculiar poison multiplies itself
infinitely, and shows itself in the efflorescene or
eruption. But it destroys wholly or in part
the original material upon wlich it acted ; when
it entirely destroys this material, the disease
can never repeat itself in the same person;
when the fermentation is partial, the disease
may recur. This theory explains all the nature
of the process of inoculation and vaccination—
the two great preventive measures of small pox.
— Hearth and Home.

MRS. HANNAH HAGAR.

During the past month we added to the cir-
cuit death roll the name of Mrs. Hannah B.
Hagar relict of the late Abiel Hagar, of Rose-
way, and the oldest member of the Methodist
Society on the circuit. She departed this lite
on the 4th day of May 1871, in the 86th year of
her age.
She was happily converted to God, at the age
of fourteen years under the ministry of the Rev.
James Mann, who was then labouring as a
missionary on these shores. Four years after-
wards, through the influence ot the Rev'd Mr.
Kaowlen, she was induced to meet in class;
and her constant atteudance, her great enjoy-
ment of its spiritual exercises, and her pleasure
in witnessing the spiritual prosperity of the
members, testified a deep seated attachment to
it as a precious means of grace.
At an early age she was united in marriage
to Abiel Hagar. Their union proved a most
bappy one. In the domestic circle her piety
shone with steady lustre. Possessing a disposi-
tion naturally lively ; equally removed from de-
spondency on the one hand, and levity on the
other, all who came within the circle of her in.
fluence were impressed with the genial charac-
ter of that religion which filled ber own heart
with sunshine and peace. She felt the deepest
concern for the spiritual wellare of her tamily,
and in fervent prayer, sought for them the sav-
ing anointing of the Holy Ghost. Great was
her joy as she witnessed their individual conse-
cration to God. She wished to attain herselt,
and to see them attain the one great eud of
life, to glorify God and enjoy Him forever.

Her piety was pervasive. She ardently
longed to ** see the good of Jerusalem ” all the
days of ber lite. Her husband being likeminded
with herself, they felt the deepest interest in
all that concerned the welfare of Methodism.
To their exertions and influence Methodism is
chiefly indebted for the neat and commodious
church at Roseway.

They contributed liberally ot their means to
the support of the House of God in all its bran-
ches, and endeavoured to promote the same
spirit amongst their neighbours, and through-
out the circuit. (The son who inberits the
bomestead is walking in the parents’ footsteps)
Their house was always a home for our minis-
ters ; their society was always prized, and they
were greeted with a cordial welcome, the pro-
phet’s chamber being sacredly set apart, and
strictly kept to their use. Indeed to do good
as far as her labours, her influence, and her
prayers could reach, was the desire in which
her whole soul was engrossed.

Her experience was not often associated with
much of the ecstatic, but was uniform and even,
and her conversation as becometh the gospel ot
Christ. Religion with her was no mere senti-
ment and impulse, but a deep spiritual life,
which moulded and regulated her daily life and
demeanor. Chastened humility and tenderness
of spirit, associated with a child-like, but with-
al, firm and resolute faith in Christ, marked
her religious experience.

The great grief of her life was the death of
her husband, which occurred some ten years
since, after a tinion of some filty years. Coa-
fident of his bappiness, and thoroughly consci-
ous that his introduction to the mansions of glo-
ry but preceded hers for a short time, she bow-
ed with submissive Leart to the stroke, saying,
‘¢ Even so Father: For so it seemed good in
Thy sight.” From this time she ** set her face
steadtastly to go to the heavenly Jerusalem,”
and communed much with eteanal and celestial
realities. ller increased heavenly mindedness
was apparest to all with whom she bad inter-
course. Ier health which had continued toler-
abiy firm until last sutumn began visibly to de-
cline. From that time her attendance on the
public means of giace was less ragular, unti)
within about six weeks before ber death, when
she was confined to her room. Her last ill-
ness was attended by great suffering,—until
within a few days of her death,—which she
bore with unmurmuring resignation to the Di-
vine will. In view of ber present and past af-
fliction she would sometimes exclaim,

“ What are all my sufferings here,
If Lord thou count me meet

With tiat enraptured host to appear,
And worship at thy feet—""

The presence of death though it deeply sol-
emnized, did not terrify her. As the time of
ber departure drew on, she was graciously sus-
tained by the realized presence and blessing of
the Divine Spirit. The last enemy had been
defeated long brfore the final dissolution. As
she had lived to exemplify the virtues, now in
dying she experienced the triumphs of the
Christian faith. Indeed the actual release
seemed more like a blessed transition into a
more abundant life than dying, and ‘* precious
