CHRISTIAN LIFE IN THE 
HOUSEHOLD.

The following is an extract from a 
paper on the above subject by the 
Rev. T. McCullach, the last year’s 
President of the English Wes­
leyan Conference, read at the Evan­
gelical Alliance meeting at Copan- 
penhagen : "‘ The living org.uimtions 
of the Christian religion are mostly er 
clesiastical. It has to do mainly with 
churches, the individual members of 
which it gathers where it can. The 
first Christian Church, the mother 
Church founded at Jerusalem on the 
day of Pentecost, was polyglot in the 
languages of its members, and almost 
cosmopolitan in the places from 
which they came. And although it is 
scarcely possible now to form a church 
of “ devout men out of every nation 
under Heaven,” still Christianity is 
willing to gather converts from all 
available sources, and the Lord adds 
to the Church such as are being saved, 
como from where they will, irrespec­
tive of entire local communities or 
complete families.

At the same time it is a matter of 
rejoicing when whole households hold 
membership in the Church. This has 
been the case, happily from the begin­
ning. The first admission of Gen­
tiles to the newly-found church was 
that of a whole family, including the 
kindred and near friends oj^prnelius, 
the godly Roman Centurion, “ who 
feared God with all his house.”

In Paul’s Epistles, too, we read of 
churches in houses. There were 
Aquitai and 'Priscilla and “ the church 
thè» waa. ji their house,” Nymphaa 
and “ the church which was in him 
house,” and in writing to Philemon, 
he says, “And to the church in thy 
house.” These churches in houses 
were probably small assemblies of the 
Christians of à neighborhood, who 
met together for purposes of worship 
and communion in private domiciles 
before they were able or allowed to 
build public houses of prayer. It is 
also probable that the families, in 
each case, formed an important part 
of the Church. But whether the 
households of Aquila and Nymphas, 
and Philemon “ continued steadfast 
in the apostles’ doctrine and fellow­
ship, and in breaking of bread and in 
prayers,” with the believers of their 
several localities, or not, it is plain 
that in a certain sense, and up to a 
certain point, Christian families now 
may have what we may venture to 
call a church in a house. That is to 
say, a Christian family, in addition to 
its membership with other believers 
in a public denominational church, 
may and ought to have a domestic 
form of religion, a household recogni­
tion of God. There should be family 
worship conducted by the parents as 
joint ministers ; and by them there 
should be the regular reading and ex­
position of Holy Scripture for the ben­
efit of children and servants. By the 
inculcation of sound doctrine, and by 
the maintenance of a godly discipline, 
sons and daughters should be brought 
up “ in the nurture and admonition of 
the Lord.” Happy is the family that 
is in such a case. Then is recognized 
the description of the Psalmist : “ That 
thy sons may be as plants grown up 
by the side of thine house ; that thy 
daughters may be as corner-stones, 
polished after the similitude of a pa­
lace.”

When the whole family is influenced 
by the saving grace of God, Christian 
life in relation to domestic conduct 
will be seen at its best. Then peace 
and harmony will be unbroken by the 
voice of discord. Infirmities there 
may be, but there will be no domestic 
scandals, no family jars, no quarrels 
between husband and wife, no ill- 
treatment ot parents by disobedient 
children, no bickerings amongst sis­
ters, no unbrotherly contentions.

Damage may be done in the family 
to the interests of religion by those 
who profess the Christian life, whose 
conduct is inconsistent with their pro­
fession. If they say they they have 
fellowship with God and walk in dark­

ness, they lie and do not the truth. 
This living lie cannot escape the no­
tice of iervants and near kindred, how­
ever it jnay escape the observation of 
the oi#»ide public. In this way the 
young and inexperienced, who can only 
judge bt religion by such specimens 
of it as are presented to them at homo, 
may reoeive irreparable damage, and 
may be prejudiced for life against the 
Gospelôf Christ. On the other hand, 
the gentoine Christian life will bo the 
more admired, the nearer and stricter 
the scrutiny. As the works of man’s 
art appear less perfect under the mi­
croscope than when seen by the naked 
eye ; and as the works of God in na 
ture look to greater advantage when 
closely end minutely inspected ; so it 
is with spurious professors and gen­
uine religious character. Those who 
can say,. “ We are His workman­
ship, created in Christ Jesus unto 
good works," have nothing to fear 
from the microscopic observation of 
home-life. The old proverbs, “ Fa 
miliarity breeds contempt,” and “ No 
man is kero to his valet,” do not ap-( 
ply to^the saints. The better they 
are known, the more they are admired 
and loved, and the greater is their in­
fluence for good.

MISSIONS IN CHINA.

In the commercial reports of the 
British consult in China, we find the 
following statement by Charles Ala­
baster, Esq., British consul at Han­
kow, on the work of Protestant mis­
ai onSt. It speaks, of course, with 
référé' bw wwn consular district, 
in ifrAeli five Protekant agencies are 
in operation :

“ Of the Protestant societies, the 
American Episcopalian Mission have 
been forced, by death, illness, and 
other causes, to greatly restrict their 
operations for the past twelve months, 
and even temporarily close their 
schools ; but they are now rein­
forced by new workers, and may 
hope to make head again, though the 
loss of Bishop Schereschewsky, who 
has been obliged to retire permanent­
ly, deprives them of one of the ablest 
Chinese scholars of the day.

“ The London Mission also chiefly 
confines itself to the immediate vicin­
ity of the port, but its leading mis­
sionary, Mr. John, has made some ex- 
tended tours—one into the turbulent 
province of Hunan, in which he en­
countered some paril, by chancing to 
pass through a town there, at the mo­
ment the attempt of the Catholics to 
establish themselves there was causing 
some excitement"; and the literary 
yyork done by him in the preparation 
of a new and more intelligible version 
of the gospels is in itself a work of 
great utility.

“The China Inland Mission does 
little locally, but its members are now 
to be found living quietly, and mak­
ing the name of foreigner a title of re­
spect in every part of the interior. 
They have been sneered at by their 
own countrymen, for the first mem­
bers of the mission were not at all of 
high position, either in regard of edu­
cation or of culture, and poorly paid, 
and, assuming Chinese dress and 
mode of living, it seemed they were 
more likely to breed contempt than to 
increase the strength of our position. 
But experience has shown the wisdom 
of their founder, Dr. Hudson Taylor. 
In obtaining information in regard to 
the country and its people, they have 
done invaluable service, and by their 
untiring journeys and continued so­
journs in parts far remote from foreign 
centres, they have paved the way for 
China being really opened up to for­
eign intercourse. Nor as missionaries 
have they been loss successful ; for, 
though they do not claim large lists 
of converts, or estimate their pro­
gress by the number of attendants at 
their chapels or professing members 
of their body, they have taken Chris 
tianity throughout the land, and made 
the Chinese understand that listening 
to its teachings need not lead to their 
denationalization. They come nearer 
to their hearers than their foreign-

dressed and foreign-living brethren, 
and make them feel that they can still 
remain Chinese, though they adopt 
the Christian faith ; and the jealousy 
of the authorities, and irritation of 
patriotic susceptibilities—the source 
of missionary troubles-is entirely a void­
ed, and that not only men, but ladies, 
both married and single, are able to 
live, year after year, hundreds, nay 
thousands of miles from foreign cen­
tres, without appeals from them for 
consular intervention, is proof suffic­
ient of their prudence and good con­
duct.

“ The Wesleyan Mission works on 
quietly, making but little parade ; but 
a society which numbers a man like 
Mr. Hill in its ranks cannot fail to do 
good work, which will be felt here­
after ; and Christian literature and 
late translations of works of intellect­
ual interest have b sen spread broad­
cast by the energetic and adventur­
ous representative of the Bible Society.

“ The missionary bodies have their 
faults ; their system and practice is 
often open to grave criticism ; now 
and again their agents see in to, and 
really do infinite mischief ; but when 
and where the individual agents for­
get both themselves and their socie­
ties in simple devotion to their work 
of spreading their kno wledge of their 
religion, where they keep clear of the 
idea that they have to do with poli­
tics, or the still more common error 
that they are here to rule, direct and 
govern the native Christians, they de­
serve support as much from those 
who take material interest only into 
their consideration, as n those 
who subscribe to their maintenenis 
from i«ïïfftirmi)

“ If we are to live peacefully in 
Chi na, it must be by the increase of 
the sympathy bet wee n us and the na­
tives, and it is by the true missionary 
that this is chiefly effected.”

trade. Is this true ? I believe 
that it is utterly and stupidly un­
true. That no man can honestly 
heap up such fortunes as have 
been gathered by some of the great 
financial bandits of our own time 
is true drtough ; such fortunes 
are,the greater part of them, noth­
ing hut loot ; and the men wbo 
have gathered them are thieves 
and robbers, because they have 
taken a great part of it by force— 
only the force they have employed 
was the force of the state, which 
they have turned to their own 
uses by bribing judges and cor­
rupting legislatures. But that 
man can, by the clearest truth, 
and the fairest honesty, earn a 
good livelihood and accumulate a 
competence in legitimate trade is 
not to be disputed. There are in­
stances innumerable of such suc­
cess in all our cities. The un­
spoken judgment of the street 
affirms that the honest man is more 
likely’- to succeed than the dis­
honest man. Who most readily 
obtains credit—the man whose 
methods of dealing are square and 
upright, or the mart who is known 
to be a trickster ? According to

They may never be re­
quired to cook a dinner, but they 
are thus rendered independent of 
cooks and servants, as they learn 
how to do everything ‘themselves 
long before they begin housekeeps 
ing on their own account. When 
married, they are most affection­
ate wives and mothers. An Aus­
trian lady, in fact, is as accom­
plished and learned as an English 
governess, as good a housekeeper 
and cook as a German, as witty 
and vivacious in society as a Par­
isian, as passionate as an Italian, 
and as handsome as an American 
—some of the most beautiful wo­
men in Europe being found in Vi­
enna.

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SOLOMON'S CHOICE.
1 kings 3: 5-15.

Ver. 5,—Gibeon, (i.e., ‘’belonging 
to a hill”) was about six miles north 
of Jerusalem. Solomon, on this oc­
casion. went there to sacrifice. There 
were two great centres of attraction 
connected with the worship of God. 
One was Mount Zion, where the ark 
was, David having “ pitched a tent" 
there lor it. The other was Gibeon, 
where the ancient tabernacle of the 
wilderness wanderings had been re­
erected. The brazen altar made by 
Bezaleel was placed before it (2 Chron. 
1; 5>, and daily sacrifices were offer­
ed by Zadok and his brethren the 
priests; the musical arrangements of 
the services being in the hands of 
Heman and Jeduthun (1 Chron. 16: 
39-42) On the great high » place,” 
probably some eminence close to Gib- 
eon, Solomon offered in great state 
ami magnificence “a thousand burnt 
offerings.”

The Lord appearad to Solomon in 
a dream. The dream was one me­
thod by which God revealed His will 
to man. The cases of Abraham, of 
Jacob, of Joseph, etc., are illustra­
tions. The Scripture declares, not 
as any strange thing, but as a tiling 
of course, tiiat the influence of the 
Spirit of God upon the soul extends 
to its sleeping as well as its waking 
thoughts. In the case before us, 
there seems to have been as true an 
exercise of the understanding and of 
the will of So union, as it the invita­
tion had been offered and the response 
made in his wakeful hours. (See 
Charles Wesley’s hymn, No.* 287, vs,
3 and 4 ) ‘‘ Ask what shall 1 give
thee.” We are the stronger and bet­
ter for making a right choice, when 
the opportunity o! choice is presented 
to us. It was a means, too, lor seeing 
what was in his heart. “ This he said 
to prove him. (John 5 : 6. ’)

6-10.— Solomon in making his re­
ply regarded the invitation he had 
just heard as being part of the mercy 
bestowed upon his father, part of the 
fulfilment of the promise made to 
David.

UNHEALTHY HOMES.

Sunshine, pure air, and out-door 
exercise are each conductive to 
strength of body and length of days. 
But a feeling seems to exist among 
many who live in country homes, 
that by virtue of their naturally 
healthful surroundings, their out­
door life and occupation, they may 
safely set at naught the plainest 
hygienic and sanitary rules. No 
doubt the pure air, which they can­
not Help but breathe when out of 
doors, and the vigorous open-air em­
ployment, in which they must en­
gage, does tend for a time to coun­
teract the influence of unhealthful 
habits, and improper ways of living. 
But the imprudent exposures, the 
improper diet, the lack of cleanli­
ness, the tainted damp air of sleep­
ing rooms, begin to show their effects 
before the prime of life is passed in 
many painful and disagreeable ways. 
Rheumatic and dyspeptic troubles 
and nervous affections are some of 
the methods by which nature pun­
ishes these transgressors of her laws. 
It is a fact that diseases coming 
under the head of these mentioned, 
are more common in the farming 
regions than anywhere else. A 
distinguished medical authority has 
put it on record that insanity, 
which so frequently breaks out in 
farmer’s families, is mainly caused 
by tlie severe and constant manual 
labor, with innutritions food, im­
properly selected or poorly cooked.

11-15.—God gave to Solomon that 
wisdom for which he prayed. His 
very name has become a synonym 
for a wise man. His proverbs and 
other illustrations ol his wisdom will 
be considered in future lessons. God, 
who “ knoweth our frame,” saw that 
Solomon's temperament and position 
might have suggested to him to ask 
for wealth, or honor, the destruction 
of his enemies, or a lengthened en­
joyment ot the good things of ibis 
life. As Solomon had chosen “ the 
kingdom ol God and his righteous­
ness,” “ these things were added 
nnto him.” He was made the posses­
sor of great riches. The trade of the 
nation developed; intercourse with 
other nations opened up lacilities for 
the amassing of wealth. (For the de­
scription see 1 Kings 10: 14-29.) He 
also received great honor. He was 
undoubtedly the greatest monarch 
ol his times. “ His tame ran amongst 
the traditions of his own people and 
ot the East generally. The Greek 
form which the Hebrew name of Sol­
omon assumes is ot itself a singular 
tribute to the lolly associations with 
which it was invested. ‘ Alexan­
der,’ the name ot the greatest king 
of ihe Gentile world in Eastern ears, 
was in alter days thought by the Jews 
to be the Western version of the name 
of the greatest king of the Jewish 
world ” ‘Hu nnme became the lavorite 
title of Arabian and Turkish princes,' 
etc.—Stanley's Jewish Church," vol.

In making tomato catsup, boil half 
a bushel ol periectly ripe tomatoes 
until very soil.

Canadians can scarcely be uninter­
ested in the present political move­
ments of their American neighbors.

pleasure. Periodical attempts are 
made to base annexation theories on 
these facts. We attach alight import- I 
ance to them in this direction. Brit­
ain is yet kindly spoken of by us as 
“ home ’, and there is less talk of an- : 
nexation to-day than some of us were 
wont to hear in our childhood. The 
important aspect is the moral and re­
ligious influence which our more nu­
merous neighbors must exercise upon 
ourselves.

ancial dishonesty is becoming epidemic 
among a certain continental people is 
so far true of America that the prosti­
tution of a public position for private 
money ends is leas a sin than it once 
was deemed to be i Our American 
neighbors are on trial before the world.

Men who are perplexed by the re­
spective records of the leading candi­
dates will not turn to General Butler. 
They are looking towards St. John, a 
man of unsullied character, who fought 
nobly in behalf of prohibition when 
Governor of Kansas. His appearance 
on the scene, supported by worthy 
men, has perplexed not a few ardent 
temperance workers, who fear to with­
draw their votes from the Republican 
party lest a Democratic majority, won 
through their defection, should free 
the liquor dealers from their present 
restrictions.

In view of these 
complications, there will, as a con­
temporary remarks, bo “ tens of 
thousands of votes cast this year under 
silent protest against the absence of 
an unsullied private or public record 
in the men chosen as the standard 
bearers of their parties. This fact is 
a painful one to contemplate.

Admitting that the 
liberty of Jjte press is in danger of 
degenerating into license, and that 
journals of the da)- seem to regard all 
personal affairs from the point of view 
of a village tea-party, at which reports 
are circulated because they are interest­
ing and not because they are true, the 
case is altogether changed when the 
moral character of the representative 
of a nat'ou, to be raised to the first 
place by the votes of Christian men, 
is in question. Many of the points
made against a monarchical govern­
ment have been drawn from the too 
frequent immorality seen in royal 
circles. If to day England's Queen 
receives the regard of the wide world, 
it is not so much froniEngland’s great­
ness as because of a record grandly 
in contrast with that of scores of her 
predecessors on the throne. The ten­
dency to inquire into the moral char­
acter of the would be rulers is no un­
fortunate sign of the times. ^Evil 
men cannot make good officers, and 
it is well that this fret should be 
cognised.

it is evident that a Prohibition 
party is gaining strength in the United 
States. In Maine in 1858 the prohi­
bition of tâte sale of liquors became 
a statute law by a majority of about 
23,000 votes. As such it could have 
been repealed by the legislature at 
any session when a majority of the 
house could be found to vote for re­
peal. But the other day the Prohi­
bitory law was put into the constitu­
tion of the State, where it will be be­
yond the reach of any legislature, ex­
cept by the special vote of the people. 
This important action was sustained by 
a majority of over 44,000 votes,nearly 
twice the number given in favor of 
the law twenty-six years ago. We 
note this tendency to combined politi­
cal action on the part of temperance 
men with thanksgiving. Such action 
will ere long be followed in Canada. 
No question at issue ti -day among us 
equals in importance the deliverance 
of this continent from the gigantic evil 
of intemperance. As a contemparary 
remarks :—“ It is multiplying pau­
pers and manufacturing crime more 
rapidly than any other agency now 
at war with the prosperity and peace 
of the land.

Let every man 
weigh the question in all its moment­
ous issues, and let his vote, when the 
opportunity comes be in the line of 
his prayers.”

together new to him. Let the pray­
ers of Canadian Methodists follow him 
and his fellow laborers as they elter 
this vast field on the Master’s errsnd.

Inland from the point mentioned, 
from the lakes in the east to the Co- 
anza river in the west, from the Con­
go river in the north, and the Zsm 
bezi in the south, is an immense cen 
tral region containing nearly 2,000,000 
square miles, and perhaps 75,000,000 
people, without a single missionary 
unless Brother Arnot has pushed a 
little north of the Zambesi. These 
teeming millions are in gross darkness, 
though Christ died for them. What 
do we know about these people Î Un­
til recently we knew comparatively 
little ; but a short time ago a remark­
able journey was made by the German 
African Association expedition, under 
the direction of Dr. Pogge and Lieut­
enant Wissmann. They started from 
St. Paul de Luanda and penetrated 
through nations hitherto unknown 
and tribes of the most remark­
able character, until they reached the 
Arab settlement of Nyangwe on the 
Lualaba, the place where, it will be 
remembered, Dr. Livingston witnessed 
the terrible massacre of 400 natives by 
the Arab slaves. Many attempts to 
penetrate this region had been made 
by different explorers, but without 
success, owing to the hostility of the 
natives ; but these travellers, by a 
fortunate circumstance, were forced to 
take a new route, thus leading to the 
discovery of these new people, some 
of them having very interesting char­
acteristics.

EXPLANATORY.

The Ereninï) Mail, of this city, 
one evening last week had this editor­
ial comment :

HOLD ON TO THE GOSPEL.

Two warnings come from the anti­
podes to those who would treat light­
ly the Gospel of their fathers. In 
one case, the Vice President of the 
New Zealand Free-thought Associa­
tion, on resigning his position, ad­
dresses to the Association a long let­
ter which he thus concludes :

Religion, that is, a belief in God 
and immortality, and the influences 
connected therewith, is natural to 
man, whatever his intellect may say. 
Tins is so because it is based upon his 
higher necessities, which like every­
thing in nature must have some cor­
responding reality. My opinion is, 
you might as well try to drive back 
the waves from the seashore as to 
eradicate religion altogether. Creeds 
and religious systems may change, 
religion never. Tear down the 
churches to-day, to-morrow they would 
be up again. 1 am satisfied the As­
sociation will never make headway 
among the people until it can present 
a motive power for good higher than 
the one they have got already, and to 
do this it must have a religious basis, 
or it will never reach their higher as­
pirations. I have adopted these views 
after years of (I hope) serious study 
and reflection, and a degree of anxiety 
known only to my most intimate 
friends. Hence it will be seen that 
I cannot co operate any longer with 
the Association, nor with the 
the Children’s Lyceum, which I es­
pecially regret. Nevertheless, I shall 
ever he found standing up for civil 
and religious liberty, and the com- 
pletest toleration one to another.

After an allusion to some 
action of the Free Christian body, 
which seemed to point to a continu­
ance of independent relations, Mr.

THE GOSPEL FOR AFRO'A.

William Taylor, or Bishop Taylor 
as he must now be called—and no ma n 
on earth is more worthy of the title— 
is making important preparations for 
work in his immense field. He will 
soon return from California, where he 
has gone to bid his family farewell, 
and in a few weeks will enter Africa 
from the Atlantic coast with about 
twenty ^missionaries, among whom 
will be a son of his. In May or June 
next the Rev. W. Summers, m. d. , 
will enter the same continent from the 
Indian ocean with twenty other mis- 
sionaries. “ Both parties," says the 
N. 1. Advocate, will advance toward 
the interior until they meet, thus 
completing the chain of mission 
stations across Africa from the mouth 
of the Congo on the Atlantic Ocean 
to the mouth of the Zambezi on the 
Indian Ocean. The plan of Bishu p 
Taylor—concisely stated—is to plant 
about twenty mission stations on a 
line running through the rich belt of 
country which lies just south of the 
Congo River, and stretches from the 
Atlantic to the Pacific Ocean.”

Thousands 
bearing the Baptist name have lived 
up to the standard quoted by us a 
week or two since from a correspon­
dent of the Messenger, and dying has 
proved to them but a step heaven­
ward. It did seem to us, and seems 
yet, a sad thing that a missionary 
should be declined after her services 
had been accepted, only because 
preparatory to her departure for 
India she had professed to be made a 
partaker of the “ fullness of the 
blessing of the Gospel of Christ’’— 
precisely the preparation which PauV 
desired for visiting one of the apos­
tolic churches. Why, one of the best 
works published on the doctrine of 
entire sanctification was written by 
John Hunt, one of the grandest men 
who ever lived and labored for Christ 
in a thorouglfcly heathen land.

The great want of the chnrch to­
day in all her departments of service 
at home and abroad is consecrated 
men and women—men and women so 
given up to Christ, so full of all- 
constraining love for those for whom 
Christ died, so near in communion 
with the Father, through His Son 
Jesus Christ, that their words and 
deeds should say, “ I live, yet not I, 
but Christ liveth in me.”

“ You see,” continued the dying 
woman, “ how they have treated me 
in the hour of need, and their friend­
ship can do you no good when I am 
gone.” Once or twice she assured 
the Rev. S. J. Garlick that she had 
presented her prayers to God through 
Jesus Christ as His Son. As we look 
ed upon her from time to time, we 
thought that we had never seen such 
a striking comment on the passage 
“The way of transgressors is hard.’ 
Her natural and acquired gifts were 
prostituted by ridiculing God's Word 
in her public addresses. In her life 
the glorious moral principles of that 
Word were ignored. The reaping 
time came in this life—-friendless, 
destitute, and a pauper’s burial, aged 
thirty-seven.

negotiatious tending to lessen the num­
ber of unnecessary divisions in the 
Church of Christ.

The Rev. Dr. Milligan, President 
of the N ewfouudliind Conference and 
Superintendent’of Methodist Schools 
in Newfoundland, paased through the 
city last week on his way to the 
meeting of the General Mission 
Board, at Kingston. He had only 
lately returned from a tour of one 
thousand miles along the coast, three 
or four hundred of which he had 
travelled by boat. At all points a 
warm reception awaited him from 
both ministers and people. Sermons 
were preached by him in nearly all the 
places visited, followed in several 
cases by the individual acceptance of 
the Gospel message. A census of the 
colony is now being taken. It is be­
lieved that it will show a larger Meth­
odist advance than has been sup­
posed. The membership of the 
Conference shows a wonderful growth 
ritliin the last few years. Even the 
three tine churches in St. John's are 
found to bo insufficient in the way of 
church accommodation. But we must 
not forget that Dr. Milligan has kind­
ly promised to furnish us with some 
notes on Newfoundland Methodism.

Our Presbyterian brethren, like 
ourselves, are encouraged by the 
aspect of their French Canadian 
work. At the recent meeting of the 
Board of French Evangelization, en­
couraging reports were received from 
many of the fields, and grants were 
made to several new fields just opened. 
Arrangements were made lor cu-opera- 
ting with those engaged in similar 
work in New England. There are 
now eighteen or nineteen French 
missionaries in the States formerly 
connected with the Board and upwards 
of fifty congregations and missions. 
More applications for admission to the 
Pointe-aux Trembles schools have 
been received than for many years at 
this date

A correspondent of the Mdhodisl 
Recorder writes: “The late Dr. 
Robinson Scott told the writer that 
the most successful appointment he 
ever had was when he had sole charge 
of a congregation, and made it his 
practice to “button-hole the various 
seatholders, and then made sermons 
to meet their specific difficulties. He 
stated that over and over again the 
sermon he had prepared for one had 
reached several, and was the means of 
bringing them to decision. Perhaps 
no work is more neglected in Method­
ism than the work of systematically 
button-holing the regular attendants 
at our services.”

The Free Christian Baptists have 
been in session this week in Frederic­
ton. The denominational outlook is 
good.

On Monday a 
delegation from the Baptist Church 
was present to confer about the 
amalgamation of the two Baptist bod­
ies, which had previously agreed to 
unite in the work of education. The 
Rev. Dr. Hopper spoke in behalf of 
the visiting delegation. On motion 
Mr. J. A. Vanwart, a committee was 
named to confer with that appointed 
by the Baptists. The latter consisted 
of Rev. Messrs. S. B. Kempton, J. 
F. Bartlett, D. G. McDonald and Dr. 
J. E. Hopper ; and from the Foreign 
Missionary Board, Messrs. John 
March and C. P. Baker. The Free 
Baptist brethren appointed to confer 
with them, were the Moderator—the 
Rev. J. F. Reud, and Rev. Messrs. 
McLeod and Hartley and Messrs. G. 
E. Foster, J. A. Vanwart, Taylor and 
S. W. Peters.

If I had the time that 
Christians waste between ten and 
twelve at night, I could preach the 
Gospel to every creature ! If I had 
the grace that Christians lose between 
ten and twelve at night, I could con­
vert the world.

Wo parted company with your 
readers at Sault St., Marie. This is 
the capital of Chippewa County, 
Michigan, and is situated on St. 
Mary’s River, fifty-five miles from 
L ike Huron, and about fifteen miles 
from the foot of Lake Superior. The 
famous ship canal, built by the State 
of Michigan tor the purpose of passing 
the rapids in the St. Mary’s River, is 
situated here. This canal has been 
recently much improved by the 
United States government. A new 
ship lock, 575 feet long and ISO feet 
wide and having a lift of 18 feet, has 
recently been constructed. The scene 
witnessed from the deck of the 
steamer, on passing through the canal 
locks, is of the most interesting char­
acter. The river, the islands, and the 
two villages on either side of the 
stream, the Indians in their birch 
canoes engaged in taking white-fish 
below the rapids, all go to make up 
a beautiful panorama.

We here embark on board the 
steamer Badger State, belonging to 
the “ Lake Superior Transit Com­
pany,” of Buffalo, N. Y., and are 
now fairly handed over to the tender 
mercies of “Brother Jonathan." We 
left the “Sou" on Wednesday, July 
30th, at 3, and immediately passed 
into the picturesque Waiska Bay, with 
Point Iroquois on the American, and 
Gros Cape on the Canadian, side. 
As we, from the deck of our ship, 
gaze with admiration upon tins vast 
lake, extending some 460 miles in a 
north-westerly direction, with an 
average w-idth of about 100 miles, we 
do not wonder at its name. The 
coast is mostly formed of rocks of 
various kinds, and of different geolog­
ical groups. The waters are of sur­
prising clearness, are very cold and 
abound with fish. We were sorry 
that the shades of evening enveloped 
us as we passed through the celebrated 
“ Pictured Rocks." Our first stop­
ping place was Marquette, so called, 
after Pere Marquette, the great 
French Missionary. It is a flourishing 
city, and closely identified with the 
extensive iron mines which surround it.

Our next stopping place was Hand- 
cock. Just opposite Handcick is 
Houghton. They are situated at the 
base of high hills, on opposite sides of 
the lake, at a point where it is not 
quite half a mile in width. These 
towns (or “ cities” as they are called 
here), together contain about 6000 in­
habitants. Their prosperity is largely 
identified with the rich deposits of 
copper, in which this section of coun­
try abounds. As the steamer re-
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mianed here for several hours, we 
had abundant time to visit the mines 
and witness the whole nuulus operand! 
—from the time the ore is taken out 
of the earth until the copper is piled 
up in great bars, amounting to tons 
and tons, on the pier ready for ship 
nient. One of the mines here is 
worked to the depth of 1,900 feet. 
The supply seems to have exceeded 
the demand, the price of copper is 
now very low. Perhaps this is one 
reason why we get so much of it in 
our church collections “ down East." 
Here, in British Columbia, “ Alexan­
der the coppersmith" is not allowed 
to land, and is hand worse even than 
the “Heathen Chinee," consequently 
we never see his ugly red physique in 
church. Here, the people have to 
put ten cents or “ a bit" into the 
collection, or nothing, for we 
havu no smaller coin in circulation. 
This much by way of digression.

Shortly after leaving Handcock, we 
passed through the Apostle Islands. 
They consist, (as far as we could make 
out from the deck of the steamer) of 
about twenty islands of different 
sizes; most of which are inhabited. 
They all belong to the State of Wis­
consin. It is more than two hundred 
hundred years since Pere Marquette 
came on a mission to the Lake 
Superior Indians, and built a church 
on the largest of these islands, the 
remains of which is still to be seen. 
On one of the islands the wharf was 
pointed out to us on which, it is said, 
John Jacob Astor laid the foundation 
of hie colossal fortune by buying furs 
from the Indian hunters.

Ourjii-xt stopping place was Wash­
burn. This is the newest of all the new 
towns we have visited, the tirât tree 
having been cut down about a year 
ago. It now lias one street laid out, 
a number of shops, anU quite a good 
looking hotel. We saw a man work 
ing upon a new house in the woods, 
and asked him what that lot cost him 
He informed us that ho paid £ 1.500 
for it : we thought this sum about 
sufficient to purchase the whole place. 
But our loquacious fru-nd informed us 
that that was going to Uo the city of 
that State ; the terminus of the 
Chicago, St. Paul, Minneapolis, 
Omaha, and I don’t know how many 
more, railroads, \\ e preferred to see 
them terminate. But weave reminded 
that it is about time we brought this 
letter to a termination. The next 
evening the old B tdyer State arrived 
at Du'uth, Minn., at the head of Lake 
Superior, and the end of our journey 
by water. Duluth has been called the 
“ zenith city of tHe unsalted seas," 
and is situated at the head of Lake 
Superior. It is about 1,700 miles 
from the city of Quebec, and claims 
to have a population of 17000, but we 
are disposed to doubt that as an 
orthodox fact.

A TRIBUTE,

On Saturday, Aug. ‘J, at 3 30, we 
left rift the Northern Pacific for our 
trip across the continent. For more 
than one hundred miles westward from 
Duluth, the road passes through a 
timbered country, with numerous 
cl,.,lining lakes, winding streams, and 
romantic spots, Me pass close by 
the beautltul Mille Lac Lake and 
Chippewa Indian Réservation. The 
following good story is told of one of 
these Chippewa Indians. During the 
survey of the Northern Pacific Road, 
a party of men were lost, and at last 
came out half starved, toothy Indian 
village o' Mille Lac.; Tncy went to 
Shah bah stotig’s house and asked f >r 
food. The chief’s wife prepared, at 
ffijg request, an ample meal, and he 
thén. palled his wife and children and 
sat down to eat, leaving the white 
men to look wistfully on. After the 
meal was over, another table was 
spread, and the white men were 
invited to eat. They could do nothing 
but pocket the insult. After they had 
eaten, the chief said : “ My friends,
when I was in Washington, the great 
father told me that, if I wanted to 
be happy in this world and to go to 
the good place when 1 died, I must 
keep my eyes wide open and see 
how the white men did and copy their 
example. 1 noticed that a rich white 
man never had a poor man sit at his 
table, and people of another color 
always waited. You are poor men to­
day, and of another color ; I am the 
rich man now. I want to be happy in 
this world, and in the world to come, 
so I follow the example of my white 
brother and ask you to eat at the 
second table." This was certainly 
“ turning the tables’ in good style.

As the traveller passes this Indian 
country, he may notice that the 
Indian mutiler straps her babe upon a 
board which has a soft covering of 
down or hair. Over the child’s face 
is a hoop by which the board is lifted, 
and, when the mother is playing on 
the pianoforte, or picking berries, or

banging” her raven tresses, or is 
engaged in some other usetul and 
ladylike employment, she just hangs 
the “ cradle" to the limb of a tree by 
this hoop. Some tourists see thou­
sands of these little Indian innocents 
thus suspended. When we were pass­
ing through we did not*- happen to see 
any of them “ hanging up" ; but we 
did see a number of them running 
round without even a necklace of 
beads to screen them from the tierce 
rays of the sun.

Some of these “ red savages are 
good logicians. On one occasion a 
Dakota Indian chief, by the name of 
Wabash, was rebuked by a missionary 
for having engaged in a scalp-dance, 
after lie had returned from a raid 
upon his enemies. The Indian lis­
tened to the good man’s rebuke 
patiently, but was apparently not 
Convinced that he had done wrong. 
He said : “ M lute men goes to war 
with his v v\ ii brother, kill* up re men

Dear Mr. Editor:—Your ever wel 
come paper has been invested with 
more than ordinary interest tome dur­
ing the last few weeks. In the num­
ber for Sept. 18th there was reference 
made, editorially, to the removal by 
death of two of my esteemed friends 
of former years—the Rev. J. Wesley 
Horne and Edward E. Lloyd, Esq.

As a youth in the 
Centenary Sunday-scho d, St. John, 
1 became a member of his Bible class, 
in which were found at the time 
several young men, some of whom 
have preceded him to the better land 
and some of whom remain until this 
present. Brother Lloyd was a model 
teacher. His originality and enthusi­
asm were manifest in this as in all the 
offices which he was called to fill. 
His motto appeared to be “ The Class 
for Christ.” Not satisfied with the 
full exegesis and application of the 
word of God tin general terms to the 
class he took occasion, privately, to 
speak to the members about their 
spiritual condition. It was, doubtless, 
the knowledge which such interviews 
gave him of their desires and purposes 
that led him to press one and anoth 
er of those young men into his Society 
class and the writer among the number. 
Never can I forget the earnestness 
with which he urged decision for 
Christ. Having elicited from mo a 
promise that I would attend his class, 
as an experiment, I well remember 
the unmistakeable, though at the 
time regarded as officious zeal, which 
he manifested by calling at my home 
on Saturday evening t > remind me 
that the class would meet in his own 
house the next morning. That morn­
ing came, and although dark and 
srnrmy outwardly it has ever been 
bright on the page of memory. It 
was on that morning, and in that class 
room, that another prodigal said, “ I 
will arise and go to my father." The 
intercourse with Bro. Lloyd from that 
time to the period of entrance upon 
the work of the ministry was of the 
most intimate and instructive charac­
ter. Whatever has been accomplished 
for Ciirist in the years that have inter­
vened is due largely, under God, to 
the bias given in that formative period 
ot Christian life by the unassuming, 
saintly man, who has so recently fallen 
on sleep.

Bro. Horne, whose removal was so 
startlingly sudden, was second son of 
my old friend,the Rev. Jas Horne,long 
and widely known both in the West 
Indies and Bermuda.

During my first term in the latter 
colony, Bro J. W. Home came home 
to visit his friends, after his successful 
sojourn as a missionary teacher in the 
Monrovia Institution, Liberia, Africa. 
Few could remain long in his company 
without realizing that they were in 
the presence of a man of good natural 
parts and of large mental culture. As 
a preacher he was clear, forcible and 
pathetic.

The 
delegates speak in the highest terms 
of the kindness of the people of Pictou.

venue derived from a public house 
under the same roof.

A Montreal judge the other day 
congratulated the grand jury, the 
community of Montreal and the coun­
try at large on the smallness of the 
docket which, in his opinion, was due 
to the diminution of the number of 
liquor licensee granted, and to the ac­
tivity and zeal of those who adminis­
tered the laws.

Prof, Andre, of London, recently 
offered a guinea each to ten destitute 
families, who were, and always had 
been, total abstainers from intoxicat­
ing liquor. Ouly nineteen applica­
tions were received from all England. 
After careful investigation, but six of 
them were found to conform to the 
condition ot the offer.

At the first of a series of Gospel 
Temperance services held at Liver­
pool, on Sabbath evening, Sept, 21st, 
the Congregational, Baptist, and Me­
thodist congregations united in the 
Baptist church at the invitation of 
their respective pastors. The musical 
portion of the service was provided 
by the united choirs. Rev. J. G 
Angwin, the preacher of the evening, 
announced his text as 2 Chron. xx. 
15 : “ The battle is not yours but
God’s.” The second sermon was giv- 
en on the 28th ult., by the Rev. S. 
Sykes (Congregationalist) in the Me 
thodist church, and the third, on last 
Sunday in the Congregational church, 
by the Rev. Mr. Weeks, Baptist.

The citizens of Fort Worth, Texas, 
offer the Methodist Episcopal Church 
the sum of £25,000, in property and 
money, on condition that the general 
Church gives the sum of £10,000, to­
wards founding a college in Fort 
Worth.

The work of the Wesleyan mission­
aries in the Balearic Islands meets with 
much opposition. Under the orders 
of the priests the people refuse to 
trade with or rent houses to those 
who attend Protestant services.

The candidates from the several 
English Wesleyan schools have won 
marked distinction this year. At the 
recent Oxford and Cambridge Higher 
Certificate Examination all the candi­
dates sent in from the Leys School— 
four in number, passed and obtained 
certificates.

James Calvert writes to the Metho­
dist Recorder that tens of thousands of 
the Second Conference Catechism, 
with Scripture proofs, have been 
printed in Fiji and in England, and 
purchased and diligently used, Mr. 
Calvert has completed a reprint of 
the New Testament, translated bythe 
late Rev. W. Fletcher, B. A., into the 
language of Rotumah—an island 300 
miles north of Fiji, which forms part 
of the Fiji District.

The Salvation Army claims that its 
colours are flying in nineteen count­
ries, and that it prints eighteen jour­
nals in six different languages.

The London Sunday School Union 
has issued a call for a season of 
prayer throughout the world, for 
Sunday schools, on October 19 and 20.

The Reformed Presbyterian Con­
gregation of Sackville, N. B., have 
agreed to unite with the Presbyterian 
Church in Canada and are about to 
ask for admission into the St. John 
Presbytery.

Extensive preparations are being 
made for a Church mission, which is 
to be held throughout the East of 
London during November. Already 
400 men have voluntered for the work, 
and steps are being taken to secure 
the co-operation of an equally large ! 
body of female helpers.

Counterfeit half-dollars are in 
circulation in Ontario.

The Truro Guardian reports a de­
posit of copper ore at Folly Mountain, 
Colchester, and also another at Anti- 
gonish.

Carieton County alone produces 
more butter and potatoes than both 
the provinces ot Manitoba and British 
Columbia.

The Ottawa Citizen states that the 
next session of parliament will prob 
ably open about the third week in 
J anuary.

The New Brunswick Lind and 
Lumber company has been awarded 
a silver medal and received special 
commendation for its exhibit at the 
Forestry Exhibition, Euinburgh.

Under the amended Ontario fran­
chise law, about two hundred women 
are entitled in Ottawa to vote for the 
Dominion and Provincial members of 
parliament.

The Oxford Woolen Manufacturing 
Co. have received two requests from 
the Belgian commissioners to exhibit 
their manufactures at the great ex­
position to be held at Antwerp next 
year.

Another body was recovered last 
week near Sam iro from the wreck of 
the Daniel Sti-tnmann, and decently 
interred w til the others. It was that of 
a rather respecSibly dressed woman, 
about thirty years of age.

Sir .John A. Macdonald has 
started for England. His sudden 
departure has required him to cancel 
all appointments lie had made in Can­
ada. This news causes considerable
comment.

Gladstone absolutely 
refused to entertain the proposition 
to introduce the Redistribution Bill 
in the House of Commons before the 
House of Lords should pass the Fran­
chise Bill.

Intelligence has been received of a 
terrible and disastrous hurricane in 
Iceland on the 11th ult. Accounts show 
that 19 trading vessels and 60 fishing 
boats were lost and 32 vessels disabled. 
The number of those who porished is 
known to have been very great.

The number of sentences of penal 
servitude passed in England and 
Wales and Scotland in the year 1883 
was lower than in any previous year 
on record, except 1882, which 
it slightly exceeded. The steady de 
crease during 24 years is remarkable, 
seeing that the population has, during 
the same period , increased from 19 to 
26 millions.

The corporation of Dublin have-vot­
ed to substitute Irish national for the 
present English and foreign names of 
tile streets of the city. Earl Spencer 
gives gloomy reports relative to the 
prospects for the coming winter in 
Ireland. The harvest is reported 
good, but the low prices of produce 
prevent the farmers from meeting the 
payment of rents.

The French forces in Chinaaftor an 
attack upon Tanisui have occupied that 
town, and Admiral Les pea has sent 
three battalions to effects junction with 
Ac mirai Courbet at Kelung. The 
Telegraph's Paris correspondent has 
reason to believe that the United 
States Government is continuing gen­
erous offers for mediation in the diffi­
culty between France and China. The 
correspondent adds that the United 
States, not Germany, will hive the 
last word in the Chinese question.

The remains of a priest were cremat 
ed the other day in Milan. ID had 
loft instructions by his will that 
his body should be burned, and 
had disposed that in case of 
non-compliance with his wishes 
tlie heirs should forfeit the inheri­
tance.

It was sixteen weeks S tur- 
day since the first death by chol­
era was recorded in France, making 
about 376 deaths weekly in that coun­
try. The mortality in Naples amuu < 
the better classes has been greater 
than at a iy other visi'ation of r.-e-nt 
times. It includes eleven priests, a 
score of nuns and as many doctors.
A temporary orphans’ asylum at 
Naples is crowded with children, and 
hundreds of others are privately cared 
for. There have been 9,512 deaths in 
Italy, but a Roman paper estimates 
the total deaths up to Wednesday of 
last week at 10,800. The cholera 
seems now to be everywhere dying 
out. Business in Italy is in a terrible 
condition. Large failures are report­
ed in Turin and elsewhere. On Satur­
day bands began playing in public 
places in Naples and the theatres of 
the town reopened on Saturday night.

General Gordon, after having bom 
barded Berber for some time, effected 
an entry into the place and recap­
tured it.

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SA SKA TCUE \VA N DISTRICT.
The Rev. E. B. Glass, u. a., writes 

from Battle River Mission, July,
188-1 :

After two and a half years of toil 
in building, mostly single-handed, I 
succeeded in opening the day school 
in January of the present year. 
The Missionary Society in that time 
supplied $300*00 towards building. 
Permit me to remark here that 
immediate and sufficient help from 
the society on a new mission is 
economy. While the missionary 
agent is establishing a mission at 
the expense of time, the moral 
welfare of the people cannot receive 
due attention.

I used to cal! at any house or tent 
where a few children could he col­
lected for a tesson in English con­
versation, singing, or slate exercises. 
On Sunday I never failed to meet 
the children in some place, often at 
three different places on the same 
day in order to get over the ground. 
Without a regular place of worship,
I found it less easy to get the older 
people collected for service. The 
interpreter accompanied me one 
Sabbath to the place appointed for 
meeting, but finding no one there, 
we went in search of a congregation. 
Halting at the first house, one mile 
away, we encountered an invited 
crowd just ending their Sabbath 
feast. Without ceremony we 
opened service with the co-operation 
of all present who judged it more 
wise to join heartily in the exercises 
than to appear sold. Many thought 
one service in two or three months 
was enough to attend. One old man 
maintained that they would only be 
certain in the next life whether or 
not missionaries are teaching the 
truth.

Now I find an encouraging change. 
We meet regularly in the school- 
house for Sabbath services. Most 
of the#1 Protestant Indians would 
not now be satisfied with one service 
in three months. They await the 
Sabbath morning with pleasure. 
But few now hunt, cut wood, or go 
for Government supplies on Sunday. 
The chief said one day : “ A long 
time ago we did not work on Sun­
day. but we see the white men use 
the Lord’s day like the other days. 
They travel, they freight or do any- 
thing else, and the Indians are 
following their example ; but we 
know it is w rong.”

Some of the pupils who have 
attended day-school can turn to the 
Cree hymns and sing with the con­
gregation, having learned in school 
to read and write their own lan­
guage.

A STRANGE STORY.
A truly extraordinary story (says 

the Paris correspondent of the Daily 
Nomm) is told by an old school-fellow 
of M. Lemaire, late French Cvnsu'- 
General at Shanghai and recently 
appointed Minister Plenipotentiary 
at Hue. Twenty-live years ago he 
was at school at Tonnerre. There, 
with unconsciousness of his destiny, 
he was nicknamed Jaunot, on ac­
count of his singularly yellow com­
plexion. He was a quiet lad, but 
brilliant, often bullied by his com­
rades, and somewhat hardly treated 
by his professors. When liiteen he 
passed a vacation with an uncle in 
Burgundy, and had for companion a 
cousin much younger tli m himself. 
Lemaire shouldered a rusty finit 
gun, and the cousin tl airi-hed an 
old snore. One nay it was agreed 
that they should get up some wine 
from the cellar, not with any pilfer­
ing intention, but merely to play at 
soldiers plundering. As the cousin 
was mounting the cellar stairs, Le­
maire exclaii .ed, “ Here is the 
enemy 1” and pu1 led the trigger of 
his gun. It happened to be loaded, 
and the shot blew out the brains of 
the young cousin. Lemaire’s fam­
ily, horrified at tin- event, sent trim 
to sea as a ca‘-in-boy. Nothing was 
heard of him for years, as he sent 
no letters home. At last it was 
found out that he had established 
himself at Saigon, had learned 
Chinese, and was employed as inter 
prêter at the French Consulate. 
Later news came that he had mar­
ried a Cochin-Chinese lady (whether 
a native or a settler is not stated) ; 
and now the result of that unfortu 
nate shot with the Hint gun is that 
he is recognised as the most accom­
plished diplomatist that France can 
find to conduct her affairs among 
the yellow people.

ORATORY UPSET.

In the earlier days of the legal 
profession in the United States, 
Elisha Williams was reckoned, de­
servedly, one of the most accomplish­
ed orators at the bar of New York.

speech which h is been made to you 
by Mr. Williams, of saying any thing 
to do away with its eloquence. I 
never heard Mr. Williams speak 
that piece of his’n better than what 
he spoke it now. Onct 1 heerd him 
speak it in a case of stearin’ down to 
Schaghticoke. Then he spoke it agin 
in a case of assault, up to Esopus ; 
and the last time I heerd it before 
jest now, was when them chaps was 
tried—and convicted, too, they was 
—for robbin’ Van Pelt’s hen house, 
over beyond Kingston. But I never 
knowed him to speak it so elegant 
and affectin’ as what he spoke it just 
now.” The jury were overcome. 
Mr. Williams was for the time being, 
demolished bv his smartness, and the 
man promptly brought in guilty.— 
Independent.

AN OLD CUSTOM REVIVED.
The British War office is arrang­

ing to establish military pigeon 
stations at all the army centres in 
all parts of the world, and about 
30,000 birds are to be engaged for 
that purpose. France and Germany 
have already established this ser­
vice. The New York Sun says that 
pigeons can be utilized in thousands 
of instances where there are no 
wires, and where none can be put 
up in season for use, and adds—

“If every march in an uncivilized 
country were to be delayed until a 
telegraph system could be estab­
lished, the relief of troops in straits 
and rapidity of movement for any 
purpose would be out of the ques­
tion. But the pigeon can go every 
where—over deserts, over torrents, 
over sheer precipices, where the 
telegraph might be baffled even 
were there the means and the 
time to lay it. Then the ex­
pense of building a telegraph line 
designed to serve only a single tem­
porary purpose, is to be considered, 
finally, the liability of intercepting 
the message passage by killing the 
high-flying bird is much less than 
that of ambushing the mounted 
courier or of cutting the wire.”

The Sun recommends the subject 
to the consideration of the American 
military authorities, and remarks 
that ‘‘ officers on the frontier who 
kill time by playing poker might 
perhaps be better employed in train­
ing pigeons.”
