Epistle for Ninth Sunday after Trinity.
I. ("or. x. ii.: “ Now. these things hap­

pened unto them by way . of exgtmple ; and 
they were written for our admonition. "\\ rit- 
t« n l<>r our admonition.’ How many care 
to he admonished ? Many prefer to remain 
in self-complacency and the ignorance which
permits of it. Rut, persons of another class

much in earnest. Lor these ntE better 
guide than the history of the past. ( )ne his­
tory of special interest and guidance the 
history of the chosen people.

i. Reminded of our privileges as the peo­
ple of C.od. As the Israelites a "holy na­
tion," so the Christian Church.

1. I o some such special privileges 'seem 
unfair.

ft) At least a fact. Lqualitv not found. 
Differences of endowments evervwhere. (21 
And reasons for this; privileges are evil only 
when duties neglected. All historv shows 
these to he ultimately inseparable.

2. Note the correspondence between Israel 
and the Church. Uaptism. Lat. Drank.

4. Hut specially that all have the same privi­
leges.

Thus taught (1) Failure not from want of 
opportunity. (2) Privileges no guarantee of 
success. lienee:

ii. Reminded that, like the Israelites, we 
are exposed to dangers.

Ihe possession of privileges brings obliga­
tions, duties. These may be neglected, 
(milt. Loss. Suffering. And dangers in 
opposite directions. (1) Despising. (2) 
Abusing.

1. Danger of despising privileges—as the
Israelites “thought scorn," and turned hack, 
so may members of the Christian Church, (t) 
Seen in neglect of Divine ordinances. Holy 
Communion. Public worship. Private 
prayer. (2) I11 neglect of Cod and llis
service. " No pretensions to he given."

2. An equal danger of abusing privileges. 
Perhaps this the emphatic note here. A 

people having all ordinances, yet using them 
so as not to profit. So now. u) A mere 
external use of the means of grace. (2) Sin­
ful lives while using.

iii. Reminded of liability to punishment.
1. The lives of the Israelites two-fold. ( 1 I 

Thev regarded their privileges as an evidence 
of supériorité. (2) And a guarantee of its 
continuance. Whereas, all Coil's gifts oi 
grace, and with many not well pleased. ( >vcr- 
throw n.

2. Here is the fruit of the Apostles warn 
ing. As then, so may he now. No guar m 
tee of beneficial effect. They never reached 
Canaan ", and we may fail.

4. Teaching confirmed by Scripture and 
experience.

(1) A natural repugnance to punishment. 
(2) Suppose we drop that word, at least the 
law of sinning and reaping persists. (4) And 
this not merely remedial. lo imagine so, to 
ignore facts. A subject most solemn and 
profitable for us. (1) Warning. (2) En­
couragement. (1) "Let him that thinketh 
be standeth, etc." (2) " No temptation
hath taken you, etc." A true heart has Coil 
on its side. " If («oil he with us, who can 
he against its."

Epistle for the Tenth Sunday after Trinity.
I Cor. xii. 1 : " Now concerning spiritual

gifts, brethren, 1 would not have you ignor­
ant."

Human knowledge we all acknowledge to 
he limited. Some tilings we cannot know. 
( )ther things we do not care to know . Hut 
there are some things the knowledge of which 
has been brought to us, and-ignorance of 
which is disgraceful. Such are the king­
doms of Cod - the gifts of the Spirit. Life in

Cod. The Corinthians were deeply inter­
ested in these things, and St. Paul was afraid 
of their falling into errors. Hence his re­
solve in the text. Spiritual things of two 
kinds. (i) ('.races, (2) (lifts.

i. Consider the grace given to all members 
of Christ. The foundation of all that is good 
in man. Without this gifts unprofitable.

1. Has its source in Cod. Is an attribute 
< >f ( .oil.

2. 1 lenee the life of grace—the life of ( lod. A 
new life generated by the action of the Holy 
Spirit, producing a distinction between the 
natural man and the spiritual man. (Godly 
and ungodly, etc.) Important that we should 
not he ignorant of this character^

4. A life distinguished by certain charac­
teristics. (1) A life of conscious union to 
Cod. " If any man in Christ, a new crea­
ture." ( )ld things pass away. Faith, fel­
lowship, service. (2) A hidden life. With 
Christ in Cod. Within the veil. I11 the 
secret of the heart. In the secret of God. 
(4) Yet also a life which is manifested. All 
life thus known. Its sources are secret ; its 
fruits manifest.

ii. Gifts by which individuals are distin­
guished. The same Spirit, but diversity of 
gifts (Charismata—depending on Charis— 
grace). They may he natural gifts, directed 
hv spiritual motives and spiritual ends.

1. Each Christian has his own place and 
gifts. In a well-ordered community it is so. 
Nothing lacking, nothing superfluous. Posi­
tion, gifts, duties. So in the Church.

2. Dangers connected with such gifts, (l) 
( )stentatious display. Shocking when 
>source remembered. Corinthians erred in 
this manner. "Lame behind in no gift. 
Puffed up in consequence so often. (2) 
Neglecting to use them at all. Another 
fault. How many seem to contribute nothing 
to the good of the community.

We recently pointed out that the chief argu­
ment in favour of voluntary schools was that 
the heavy taxation for school purposes in 
towns and cities was spent on the families of 
the middle class, while those of the profes­
sional and rich class, which contribute p.ob- 
ably two-thirds of the money, receive nothing 
in return. Mr. Baldwin’s remedy, a partial 
one at best, but apparently the best possible, 
is to pay to schools, established by private 
enterprise and conducted under proper re­
strictions, a fair share of the taxes. Such a 
scheme does not interfere with the movement 
in favour of religious instruction in schools. 
It has been suggested that most opponents of 
religious instruction are found among the 
classes which at present monopolize the bene-

hts of the school tax l his max or may not 
be the case, but the prix ate schools which 
li.axe sprung up 111 the centres oi population 
all advance as the reason ot their ex 1 slem 1 
the necessilx which their supporters teel ot 
giving such teaching and want ot it. in the 
provincial schools. All arc agreed that 
i.ecessarx as it is to train all youth in the 
nurture and admonition of the Lord, no 1 lass 
requires more caretul looking alter than oui 
girls. lo exiix inoxcmeiit for such pm 
pose we have always given our warmest sxm 
palh\ and encouragement. While acki.owl 
edging with gratitude the institutions ot other 
religious bodies, we can justly claim for oui 
own that thex are at least equal and probably 
superior to am competitors.

1 he study of socialistic questions is evi­
dently demanding attention, and the clergy 
can hardly stand aside and disclaim responsi­
bility. There are many wrongs somewhere 
in the relations of society , and our safety lies 
in discovering the leak. Mr. Bellamy's pre­
sent work has the merit of great clearness of 
argument, and deserves to be carefully read. 
It presents the economic questions often as 
m a nutshell, and never descends to railing or 
abuse. The situations and scenes are verx 
cleverly conceived, but«*hc interest lies really 
in the discussions upon social, religious, anil 
industrial economics, and upon the want of

equahtx in our distinctly human relations.
1 pmi the common fund belonging to human 
itx the rich are becoming richer, and the poor 
must be pool'll, so that tlie gap is widening 
and the end nTiist come. Mr. Bellamy at­
tacks without mercy the principles underlying 
our accepted political economy , and the fund­
amental ideas belonging to the rights of pro- 
pert x. where the capitalist accumulates what 
lie nexvr produced, and the labourer dies be­
cause lie does not own even bis own products.
It u he the dutx oi society to safeguard its 
members 111 the rights of their life and liberty, 
and if the financial devices of rents, profits, 
dix idciids. interests, etc., are directly inimical 
to these, there is surely some need of revision 
if xx e are to be preserved from some violent 
upheaval. Away down in the social scale 
there has come to be a chronic discontent, 
while the capitalists are piling up their mil 
In ms. 1 in thi-. side the Atlantic we are hav­
ing our aristi icracx <>t wealth, and money is 
the universal talisman to xx hat we wish. But 
the same process is going on in both the t kd 
World and the New. and Mr. Bellamy sets 
himself tairlx to gixe the cause and the cure. 
He adopts the device of giving a mail tin- 
sleep of fullx a century, and we see the new 
scheme ot things after the occurrence of the 
great social revolution. 1 he criticisms of 
Mr. 1 vete and his family upon the principles 
and working of the former century are very 
amusing and tilling. And we hope your 
readers will as much enjoy the small book as 
xx e liaxe. in seeing how true it is that the poor 
xx e must alxxaxs have with us, and how easy 
is the descent <>! \xvrmis.

Loxalists, who preferred safety upon Briti.h 
soii to the tender merci of the New Lnglanil 
W lugs. Idle index is verx useful, and fairly 
full.
Lectures on Fcclesiastical History, delivered 

in Norwich cathedral, with preface by tlu1 
Mean of Norwich. Bp. xii.. 502, $2.25.
New York : Thomas W hittaker; I oroii- 
to : Row sell and Hutchison 
These fifteen lectures are valuable for many 

1 east ms, and not t be least for the proof of 
w hat teaching power still remains in the 
cathedral institutions when duly utilized. 1 hey 
have taken up ground that lias been often 
traversed, and vet there is a freshness in the 
treatment that reflects credit on the work­
manship and leaves 11s amply satisfied. 1 he 
lectures are the result of careful study, not 
only with an eve to individual characters, but 
as relating them to their present position and 
their future influence upon the Church s 
thought and svstem. They deal with the 
best-known Churchmen of past days from 
St. Ignatius to St. Augustine of Hippo, but 
in the setting of all their surroundings. 1 wo 
lectures may be classed as supplementary, 
upon Aristides, the first Christian apologist, 
and upon the Roman catacombs, their his­
tory, condition, and Christian teaching; it 
not a little pleasing to find the old quarry 
theory never alluded to. Special attention 
given to Tertullian in two chapters or sub-lec­
tures and the labour is well bestowed * Hit- 
side bis Montanism and proceeding from hi • 
strong personality, lie has made a deep nn- 
pressioii upon the theological aspects of the 
( lospvl ; he was a powerful apologist for the 
Church, and an honest exponent of her gen 
eral teaching, while he has also left his mar 
upon the spiritual, especially the severer tea-
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tint's of onr Christian life. The lecture upon 
1 lie Life and Times of St. Ambrose is parti­
cularly worthy of notice, as it shows how the 
old Roman patrician did the work of consolid­
ation in the W estern Church at the time when 
the man was required to bring order out of 
chaos. Similar care is given to depicting 
the life and times of others lige St. Athana­
sius, St. Chrysostom, and St. Augustine in 
east and west. St. Jerome’s work upon moti- 
astieisin and Biblical revision is brought out 
with much sympathetic feeling, vet discount­
ing the tendency to a vein of florid exaggera­
tion. The account of the Vulgate is exceed­
ing! \ happy. The lecturer sa vs : “ Long
use had so enshrined the older Callican 
I ‘sailer in the affections of Christians that it 
was frit impossible to substitute the more ac­
curate version. Just so. the revisers of our 
Braver Book in If/>_’ declined to substitut-- 
the I Calms from the Authorized Vcrsi n for 
the older familiar words. As the Cal'ican 
I 'sailer held its own in the Authorized Yul 
eate. s, 1 the incomparable rhvthm and p<>e'i • 
lire <>f < ranmer's version still remain in our 
Braver Book version of the Psalms." 
I p. 4D5). After re-arranging the lec­
tures in the chronological order of
their subjects, we find the volume replete 
with most instructive reading, and the genius 
of the student finds content in the even bal­
ance of the estimate made of the historical 
characters. St. Athanasius, as well as Origen, 
had a niche which lie alone could fill, and 
with the need the man came to meet it, how­
ever imperfectlv. Each should receive his 
torical justice, and this appears to be aimed 
at in these lectures.

THE MISSION' FIELD.

The Bishop of Mashonalaml recently visit 
ed the “ perfectly savage chief M'tasa. 
among whose people mission work has been 
-tarted. M'tasa bad been drinking, and was 
m a morose and sullen mood. He said the 
teacher was his friend, but why did the white 
man take his countrv and his cattle and his 
women ? The Bishop replied that he had 
nothing to do with the (iovernment, and that 
lie had to pav taxes and obey the Queens 
laws as well as himself, and that the laws were 
for his protection as well as others. 1 he 
Bishop then rebuked him for allowing white 
men to bring xvhiskev amongst his people, 
and warned him that the ( heat Spirit would 
take the kingdom away from him unless lie 
protected his people from evil- and governed 
righteouslv. M’tasa said we might teach 
his people, and the missionary was his friend. 
M’tasa is the paramount chief in this district 
and represents the old dynasty of the Monte 
niotopo. dating from 1000 B.C . at least, but 
how degenerated bv their native worship ! 
their Baal and Astartc, their Chinn and star- 
gods. their Moloch, the fire demons, their 
divinations and their sorceries, their animal 
and-flfciterial worship, and their degradation 
of alrnational, social, and the individual life 
by the triple tyranny of slavery, polygamy, 
and witchcraft.

The Bishop of Clihota Nagpur has long 
desired to have something done to assist the 
Christian blind—not excluding the idea of 
helping heathen, of course—to do something 
towards self-support, and also to read for 
their own edification. A beginning was 
made nearlv three years ago by a class of 
blind mendicants who were taught orally 
once a week. Out of this grew a small daily 
school for the blind. There are at present 
st veil pupils—six men and one woman. Of 
the men. four are Christians and two of these 
had previous!v gained a certain amount of 
proficiency in bamboo chair-making. One 
is making progress in the famous Braille type 
for the blind. The others, less inteligent.

are working at the Gospels of St. Luke and 
St. John in the simple Moon's type with the 
catechist Dayadham. They can nearlv all 
now earn something -to them considerable-^ 
by cane and bamboo work ; but funds are 
much, needed to keep up the payment of a 
skilled native teacher of these handicrafts, to 
buy tools and materials, and to support, while 
learning, pupils otherwise destitute. Sing­
ing hymns and regular teaching on religious 
subjects have been part of the routine, ex­
cept when Mrs. O’Connor has been laid up 
with fever. Two or three other heathen 
blind came at first, but thev left, deterred 
probably by the prospect of work, and finding 
lazy mendicancy pay them better as regards 
this world's goods.

East Africa. The C.M.S. have received an 
interesting letter from a Central African 
king—Kasauama, King of Toro—who was 
baptized at Men go on March 15th, 1896, re­
ceiving the name of “ Daudi,” or David. On 
February 1st last lie dictated to Mr. A. B. 
Llovd the following letter, which he wished 
should be sent to Europe. The translation 
is literal—in the king’s own words : “ To
mv dear friends the elders of the Church in 
Europe. I greet you very much in our Lord 
Jesus Christ, who died for us on the cross to 
make us children of Cod. How are you, 
sirs 1 T am Daudi (David) Kasagama, King 
of Toro. The reason whv T commence tc*Vell 
von that is because I wish you to knovVCne 
well. Cod our Father gave me the kingdom 
of Toro to reign over for Him, therefore I 
write to von, mv brethren, to beseech you to 
remember me and pray for me every day, a’l 
the davs. I praise mv Lord very much 
indeed for the words of the Gospels He 
brought into nry country, and you, mv bro­
thers. 1 thank von for sendin,r teachers to 
come here to teach us such beautiful words. I 
therefore tell you that I want verv much. Cod 
giving me strength, to arrange all the matters 
of this country for him onlv. that all mv peo­
ple may understand that Christ Jesus, He is 
the Saviour of all countries, and that He is 
the Txing of all kings. Therefore, sirs, I tell 
vou that T have built a very large church in 
mv capital, and we call it ‘ the ( hurch of St. 
John.’ Also that very many people come 
everv dav into the church to learn the ‘ Words 
of Life.’ perhaps 1 50, also on Sunday thev are 
verv main- who come to worship Cod our 
Father in His holy church and to praise Him.
1 also tell you that in the gardens near here 
we have built six churches. The people of 
this place have verv great hunger indeed for 
the ‘ Bread of T,ife,’ many die every day while 
still in their sins because they do not hear 
the Gospel. The teachers are few. and those 
who wish to read mativ. Therefore, sirs, 
mv dear friends, have pitv upon my people, 
in great darkness : thev do not know where 
they are going. Also T want to tell you that 
there are verv many heathen nations close to 
mv country—Abakonio, Abamba, Abahoko, 
Miasagala- Abasongola, Abaega. and ma-iv 
others in darkness. We heard that now in 
t Tganda there are English ladies ; but. sirs, 
here is verv great need for ladies to come and 
teach our ladies. T want verv. very much 
that thev come. Also, my friends, help us 
every dav in vour prayers. T want my coun­
try to be a strong lantern that is not put out. 
in this land of darkness. Also T wish to 
make dear friends in Europe, because we are 
one in Christ Jesus our Saviour. Now. 
good-bve. mv dear friends. Cod be with 
vou in all vour decisions.”

YUKON DISTRICT.

The editorial secretary of the Canadian Church 
Missionary Association. Rev. F. II. DuVernet. re­
ceived via San Francisco two interesting letters 
from missionaries in the Upper Yukon district, 
xj \V T .—one from Bishop Rompas. who has been

t

over thirty years in the far north, the other from 
Rev. I*. F. Flewelling, who left Toronto for this 
field in the spring of 1896.

Bishop Bompas writes from Buxton mission, 
l pper 'l ukon river, and says : “ This district is
likely now by present appearances to develop rap­
idly. I he valuable gold mines opened up this > 
winter about 50 miles south of this place have al­
ready gathered to them about 1.000 miners, and 5,000 
more are expected this summer. Some of the 
mining claims there arc estimated to be worth 
half a million dollars, and there is a good deal of 
excitement about them. Such a large influx of 
people demands more churches and schools. We 
must trust to a kind Providence to supply men and 
means.

1 he sudden rise of this cold. bare, and neglectsd 
region from poverty to wealth is a singular instance 
of God's wonderful working. ‘ He putteth down 
one and lifteth up another.'

Rev. H. A. Naylor was admitted to priests' 
orders and the Rev. F. F. Flewelling to deacons 
orders on the 28th of March They are both doing 
well. I anticipate that it may be expedient to 
locate them both for next winter at Dawson City, 
in the neighbourhood of the new mines, the Rev. 
Mr. Naylor principally for the whites and Rev. Mr. 
Flewelling specially for the Indians."

How the Gold is Obtained.—Mr. Flewelling 
writes later from Dawson City, N.W.T., ujnder 
date of June 17th. He says : " Klondyke, o
Dawson City, as it is now called, is a town of three 
or four thousand inhabitants this spring. Tiie 
placer mines have proved to be wonderfully rich, 
it is claimed the richest in the world. A few days 
ago one man brought into town on pack horses 
(>57 pounds of gold dust, about $130,000. as the re­
sult of his winter's work, and that after having 
paid probably $20,000 in wages The claims are 
500 feet in length. The miner carefully considers 
where the bed of the creek formerly lay. and sinks 
a hole to the bed rock. This is done in the winter 
time on what is known as ‘ winter diggings,' which 
these are. by thawing the frost and ice out of the 
ground a few feet with a fire at night, and in the 
morning shovelling out the loose earth, using a 
windlass and bucket as the hole grows deeper, 
until bed-rock is reached. A washing pan is then 
filled with tjie earth and gently washed with a cir­
cular motion in a tub of water until the dirt has all 
washed out and left the gold in the bottom. If it 
is then found that the ‘ pay streak ’ has been struck, 
they go to work to throw up all the earth along 
this ledge into 1 dumps ’ or heaps. These are 
washed in the spring by means of * sluice boxes,’ 
and a strong head of water, ridges in the trough 
catching the gold. The gold is then carefully 
washed again and dried, after which it is ‘ blown,’ 
to remove any refuse still remaining, and is then 
ready for use. In this country there is scarcely 
any coin, but business is transacted with this gold 
dust, and every man carries his 1 gold sack,’ a bag 
made of moose skin, sometimes holding only a few 
ounces, or again holding two or three hundred 
ounces. The dust passes at the rate of $17 to the 
ounce. The other diggings arc nearly deserted* 
and all the miners are here. The miners, as a 
class, are good-natured, free-and-easy sort of men, 
but inclined to be ungodly and rough. Many of 
them only make money to squander at the saloons 
in awful corousals. Liquor is never scarce, while 
men often suffer from hunger. Because more 
money is made on liquor it is brought in first, food 
supplies afterwards. This was the reason why 
some of the boats laden with provisions were 
caught in the ice last autumn, causing great suf­
fering, while the boats with liquor arrived in the 

summer.
“ Some of the Hardships.—At the stores here 

goods cost from four to ten times as much as outside. 
Flour, $12 per too lbs. Canned goods, fruit, meat 
and vegetables, 75c. per can. Kerosene, $1 per 
gallon, etc. The missionaries buy their supplies 
in Victoria and ship them by the Alaska Commer­
cial Company, of San Francisco. Freights costs 
about ioc. per pound. A missionary coming here 
should bring at least a year’s supply of clothing, 
etc. In winter it is sometimes 70 degrees below 
zero and in summer no degrees above. A differ-

to say the l'Imrches of the least are .superstitious, 
ignorant, debased, idolatrous.

which is not always intelligible . and they are under 
thraldom, which is nm always remembered. But I 
would ask one of those who hurl such va in pre­
judices against the Rock of Christ's will, to show 
me a mme learned, more spiritual minded, more 
charitable, more enlightened Catholic Churchman 
oi their own party, than was the late Matriarch 
t iei asinios. ol Jerusalem. 1 should be honoured 
h i mei t him.

And that last word reminds me Im.v 
mother land and daughter lands have been drawn 
together during and by means ol the Diamond 
Inbilee. You own able and eloipieut Mremicr has 
voiced the sentiments of the other parts of farther 
and greater Britain, as well as those of the great 
Canadian section, and his action in the direction 
of preferential trade will doubtless be followed by 
other parts of the Empire. This year will stand

out in later times as having been a remarkable 
one m many significant ways.

Among many other ways of being in evidence, I 
may mention the great double gathering of the 
S.M.ti. at St. J âmes' I ball, at which so many of 
the Anglican Bishops were present.

An animal parasite is an 
animal that feeds upon the animal in which it im­
beds itself, and thus takes all its support, as the 
n suit of the exerti m of the animal upon which it 
feeds A religious parasite is a nominal Chris 
11 a 11, who takes no responsibility of the work of re­
ligion ajul its support upon his own shoulders, but 
who permits others to bear the whole burden : 
and expects the pastor and the church to be at 
l. s luck and call ; is one who, it by hard persua­
sion he consents to give a mere pittance to the 
support of the church, at once sets hi* mind to 
tmd si,me poor excuse by menus of which lie may 
escape even this. Such a thing as giving sys­
tematically and proportionately out ot his income 
to liml's work. >r of assuming his share of the 
burden of the church, never enters his mind. In 
other words, he feeds religiously upon the labour 
ami st It denial of other men. 1 he religious para 
site, m my mind, in fact, in my parish, is not the 
good specimen of a parasite, such as 1 )r. Drummond 
so aldv describes. I)r. Drummond's parasite is 
a man who wants the parson and the Church to 
do all his religious duties for him, but he is quite 
willing to pay to have his religious duties done 
for him, whereas the religious parasite who exists 
m almost every parish in the proportion of ,t to 1 
' 1 non burden bearers and burden bearers, wants 
mit only other people to do his religions duties for 
him, but expects other people to do .all the paying 
to have his religion made ready for him. Reader.

VOLUNTARY SCHOOLS.

Sir, The discussion at the recent session of the 
I 1 »ninto Anglican Synod on the scheme by which 
it is proposed to affiliate voluntary schools with 
our present Public school system, was unfortunate 
t" one advocating it, for this reason : At the
end of a late evening session I was called upon 
to move the adoption of the report, when I had 
barely time to outline the general principles of the 
scheme, and naturally waited for the better op­
portunity in a reply to answer any questions raised 
by the discussion and to point out more clearly 
the many reasons why some such scheme is most 
likely to meet all difficulties in the matter of a 
national education system. By the application of 
the “ closure " the following day I was deprived 
of my right to reply, by which I might hope to

clear aw.iv some misunderstandings and miscoti 
ceptions which alone gave am grounds for the 
remarks made in apparent opposition to the scheme.
As the subject is of interest wider than the nielli 
Iiers , ,1 |||(. Toronto Synod. I ask space, in your 
columns that I may reply in some measure to the 
speeches made at the Synod, while the subject is 
still fresh in the minds of many.

Mr. Blake made much of the threatening " de­
molition of our Public school system, which he 
conceived would follow the recognition of volun­
tary schools. fins was a mere statement ol his 
own opinion. lie adduced no facts. 11e did 
not point to the practical experience of other coun­
tries where voluntary schools are in existence. He 
did not because it is impossible to do so and yet 
maintain by such evidence any statement that the 
introduction ol voluntary schools must demolish 
our Public schools, or as a matter of fact in any 
wav weaken the educational work accomplished in 
them. 1 challenge Mr. Blake, or any other, to 
point to one example of the “ démolitiofi of Pub 
lie schools by any such voluntary school scheme. 
The evidence is all the other way.

Mr. I Hake did admit that voluntary schools 
might lie workable in I oroiito. but do not, lie 
said. " let tis discriminate 111 favour of foronto. 
Why, 1 would ask, should we discriminate against 
Toronto, or any other locality where voluntary 
schools are possible ? Can we argue that because 
a town with a population of. say, 4.(xx) cannot af­
ford to have a complete warterw orks system, there­
fore Toronto should not be allowed to embark in 
any such venture ? Mr. Blake's argument was 
just as illogical.

An interesting article appeared in the Canadian 
Magazine for May, 1807, by P. 1. McGrath, editor 
of the levelling Herald, of St. Johns, on New­
foundland's school system, 111 which he says : 1 he
system 111 operation 111 this colony is dem nil 1 na­
tional in its widest sense, adopting the principles of 
mutual toleration and the recognition of denom­
inational rights. .. .thereby promoting peace and 
concord throughout the land. 1 he most 
marked effect to-day is in the levelling up of 
educational work, the widening of the aims and 
scope of the different schools, the tolerance and 
mutual respect engendered, and the healthy rivalry 
caused bv the efforts of each denomination to make 
the best possible showing. All this 111 Newfound­
land. where, in i8yi, the total population, accord­
ing to the census 1 if that year, was only 10/.V.14- 
What becomes of Mr. Blake's argument that vol­
untary schools must weaken the Public school sys­
tem ? We see in Newfoundland, in Nova Scotia, 
and elsewhere, the most beneficial results from the 
recognition of denominational schools under pro­
per regulations. Such would lie supporters of 
our Public schools pay their system a poor com­
pliment when they fear the competition of pri­
vate enterprise, as found in voluntary schools, 
whereby parents might be enabled to exercise some 
direct personal i 11 tliieuce in the educational work 
of the schools in whivk^their children attend Mr. 
Blake certainly was tiVihappy in his reference to 
the bigotry exhibited quite recently in loronto in 
reference to the school games, which he rightly 
deplored, and well he might, bir this bigotry came 
not from the 'denominationally, but, alas ! from 
the managers of our own much-lauded 1 uhlic 
schools. I quite agree with Mr. Blake that we 
should show a united front to the Ciovcrnment. 
The pity is we do not. I note that even he and 
Dr. Langtry are not at one in the matter ofjjthcir 
own scheme. But what point did Mr. Blake wish 
to make by his remarks in reference to the Legis­
lature? The report on voluntary schools did not 
even mention the Legislature it contained no re­
commendation that we should appoint a deputa­
tion to wait on the Government. All the commit 
tec suggested was practically this here we have a 
scheme which, in our opinion, ought to work out 
satisfactorily. We can see no reason why it should 
not. We ask to be reappointed that we may go 
and confer with our friends and neighbours, dis­
cuss the details with them, and next year we will 
come back to the Synod and report how it has 
been received, what suggestions have been made,

and our recommendations as to lutiire action. Sure-\
Iv the Synod might have adopted such a comsc. 
it was all the committee asked. Mr. Blake s re 
marks about the Legislature were quite beside the 
mark. Canon Sheraton set torth very clearly the
adaptability of voluntary schools to our Public 
school system in his reference to the Nova Scotia 
schools. There we have a Public school system 
which in no way provides in direct terms for de­
nominational schools ; yet the system is worked out 
in practice with such fairness and justice towards 
any religious, body desiring to add religious in 
struetion to the ordinary secular work of the Pub­
lic school, that we there find voluntary school» m 
practical operation. In the same way they •might 
he introduced here under existing circumstances 
without any amendment to the present Public 
School Act. Canon Sheraton said that “ any de- 
nominationalism in the schools muh ' 1 lcrical con­
trol is injurious." This at once seems strangely 
inconsistent with his position—a cleric in charge 
of one of our educational institutions representing 
not a denomination but a part of a denomination. 
This reference to clerical control is but a red her 
ring drawn across the scent. There is not one
suggestion in the proposed voluntary school
scheme by which such schools conic under clcri 
cal control. The establishment of voluntary 
schools is dependent upon the financial support of 
laymen ; and I greatly mistake the lay mind if such 
financial support does not carry with it the direct 
control of such schools in the hands of the lay 
supporters. However, there arc many laymen 
who have more confidence in the clergy than IP. 
Sheraton seems to have in members ol his own 
profession.

Dr. Langtry emphasized the fact that if we go 
to the Legislature with a divided front we fail. 
This is strongly in favour of the yffuntary schools 
scheme proposed. In order tluff we may all unite 
on a scheme it must be of sufficient elasticity to 
meet all difficulties, satisfying not only the various 
Christian communions, but also the Hebrews, and 
any " Trades and Labour Council " or other or­
ganization who are opposed to their children re­
ceiving any religious instruction in the day school. 
This can be accomplished in some such scheme 
as 1 have proposed. I might here note that in 
Montreal there exists to-day vvliat is practically a 
Hebrew voluntary school receiving aid from the 
school rates. If the religious sentiment in On­
tario is not strong enough to find some means for 
introducing religions instruction into our Public 
schools, in some form or other, at least, there 
should be no unreasonable interference with those 
who desire to make provision for religious instruc­
tion in the schools to which they may send then- 
children ; and so far as such schools accomplish the 
same work as the Public schools, they are surely 
entitled to a fair amount of financial support from 
the school rates.

Mr. Blake and Dr. Sheraton, speaking as resi 
dents of a city, wisely did, not attempt to refute 
the committee’s contention that the scheme would 
be found an economical one. I can treat their 
omission as one of admission on this point. Mr. 
Owen spoke as a country clergyman, resident in a 
village where the population is only about 800. The 
establishment of voluntary schools in any one 
locality is dependent on two true economic prin­
ciples—demand and supply. From Mr. Owen's 
account of Crecmore, neither of these would there 
exist, with the natural consequence that the rate­
payers would not think of asking for voluntary 
schools. In many places in England Non-con­
formists unite with members of the Established 
Church in opposing the introduction of board 
schools because they do not wish to be called upon 
to supply by taxation the necessarily increased 
cost of board schools. Again I reiterate that the 
necessary demand and supply must co-exist before 
a voluntary school can be established. \\ here 
these do exist, there I contend that voluntary 
schools must be found an economical feature in 
our rrpinicipal accounts.

VOLUNTARY SC1KM >1.S.

Sir. Idle writer of the editorial on voluntary 
schools m vour issue ol the lstli instant, w as vvisi 
in stating that there existed a great deal ol mi sap 
pi chciisii in as to the purport of the movement 
looking to the affiliation of voluntary schools with 
the present Public school system, as it is appâtent 
that he is under some misapprehension himscli m 
the matter. In its inception the voluntary school 
■clicine was a substitute for an alternative scheme.

I he first proposal was made in a resolution movid , 
hv Mr. l.angtrv in the Toronto Synod, seconded by 
Mr. blake. which sought to make provision loi h 
huions instruction being given during school horns 
hv the ministers ol the various Christian coiimumt 
tics or their representatives to the children ol tain 
own communion. This proposal was rctciinl to 
a special committee (of which 1 was a lncmhci ). 
v.itli instructions to act in conjunction with otlici 
Synod committees and committees from the othe. 
religious bodies. be ore this special committee 
attempted to confer with others in the mattei. the 
members of the committee desired the fullest inhu­
mation on the subject that they might know how 
the proposal would work out in practice, and thus 
hope to be able to induce others to take it tip. 
After the fullest consideration, with regard to the 
number of Public schools, the number of rooms 
which might be available for the purpose, the num­
ber of parochial clergy, the committee came to 
the conclusion that the proposition as it stood in 
the Synod resolution was impracticable, oi at 
least of so little* use as not to be worth stiiving 
for. It was quite apparent to the committee that 
the necessary information had not been before tin 
Synod when the resolution was carried with pr.u -, 
tically no critical debate. Then came Mr. blaki 
with his proposition for indefinite undenominational 
teaching, and at the same time I brought forward 
the voluntary school scheme, believing that it

would more nearly approach the aim of the Synod 
res, ilut ion. However. Mr. l.angtrv, as chairman 
of the Special Committee, ruled my proposition out 
ol order, and accepted Mr. Makes proposal.

I hen-fore, at the loll, ,w mg Sv nod. I introduced the 
question oi vohiutarv schools iii'rC^uhstantivv re­
solution and obtained a Special Committee to con 
sulci the proposal. Inasmuch then as 1 thought 
that Mr Mam-try's proposal would be found made 
quatc, if iu>t worse than useless In itself. I pro 
posed as a substitute the voluntary school scheme, 
embracing as it docs a provision for religious in­
struction in all Public schools. I know Mr. Lang 
try thinks that the two propositions may dovetail 
in with one another. If Mr, Langtry's proposal is 
at all workable thi might be arranged A com 
plctc system of this kind would resemble what 1 
understand is now the Irish sv stem. (file state 
ment in your editorial. I must c<niless. surprises me, 
namely . that I have " injured the cause of religious 
teaching in all schools !" This is a serious in 
datmeiit. to which I plead not guilty. I would 
R et eh ,re be glad il y ( ai will show more clearly ill 
vvliat way I have d, an an injury to the cause ol 
ichgioiis teaching.

Xu purpose, interest, or enthusiasm, lives 
forever on a single impulse. Llcctncity must 
have relax s, the richest soil must he now ami 
again fertilized, and everv cause, however 
good, needs new hlood and new minds to 
bring it to success. We .all know the ex­
perience of finding that something which has 
long enlisted our enthusiasm has suddenly 
lost interest for us. We cannot understand, 
we seem to ourselves not to he the same 
people, and are tempted to believe that our 
former zeal was almost hypocrisy. It seems 
as if the interest would never come hack, and 
life suddenly looks dull and profitless. \\ hen 
this mood comes upon us it is often because 
we have trusted that simply because a thing 
was good in itself it would continue forever 
without any renewing. We have ceased to 
supply our impulses with new momentum, and 
thev flag. A geyser rushes up out of the 
ground- seemingly inexhaustible while it 
plays, and then dies away, and is silent. 1 hit 
people have learned that the geyser may he 
started again by rolling stones into it. It is 
much the same with sleeping interests. I hey 
need to he disturbed by some new activity. 
Life is a series of renewals, and there is al­
ways a world full of things which we may 
use to stir up our drowsy powers .-\n ap­
parently lost interest may he simply a sleep­
ing interest.

There is a decided moral defect in the char 
acter of everv bov who is habitually discour­
teous to his mother and sisters. 1 I is polite­
ness to other women and to other girls in no 
wav atones for his disrespect to the members 
of his own family. I have in mind such a 
bov. 11e is so bright and agreeable in many 
wavs that 1 wonder how he can steadily treat 
his three sisters as though they were in every 
wav his inferiors. I have hcaru him say to 
them :
